The Centennial. 

LETTER FROM MR. KIMBALL. 

To the Editor of the Press:— 
An international exposition is utterly illogi" 

cal, utterly useless anil is morally certain to 
prove a failure; but its projectors know full 
well that it will form a basis for an immense 
appropriation of public money anil that is 
what they want. It is immaterial to them 
whether or not the farce that ensues makes 
the republic an object of contempt in the eyes 
of those whose respect it is desirable to con- 
ciliate. 

I clip the above from your article in tbe- 
Pkess of the 9th inst. on the Centennial 
Celebration. I know you too well,have test- 
ed your fairness on too mauv occasions to be- 
lieve you mean to be unjust to any one. But 
I must confess I think your critic sm of the 
Centennial management is severe, and I hope 
to be able to show you it is entirely unjust. 
But my chief object in writing this article is 
to bring the facts as they now stand directly 
befcrc the people through your valuable ] a' 

per, then let all judge whether or not the 
Commissioners have acted in good faith in ac- 
cordance with the act of Congress that crca 
led the Commission,as well as to carry out a s 
far forth as it was in their power to do so, tb e 

Proclamation of the President and other of- 
ficial acts of the U. S Government. 

The first act creating the commission was 
approved March 3rd. 1871 from which I make 
the following extract: 
An Act t“ provide for celebrating the One 

Hundredth Anniversary of American Inde- 
pendence by holding an International Exhibi- 
tion of Arts. Manufactures, and Products of 
the Soil and Mine, in the City of Philadel- 
phia, and State of Pennsylvania, in the year 
eighteen buudred and seventy-six. 
Leaving out the preamble it read as fol- 

lows: 
Section. 1 Be it enacted by the Senate and 

House of Representatives of the United Stales 
of America in Congress assembled, that au ex 
hibitiou of American and foreign arts, pro- 
ducts, and manufactures, shall be held, under 
the auspices of the Government of the Uuited 
States, iu the City of Philadelphia, iu the year 
eighteen hundred and seventy-six. 

Section 2 That a Commission, to consist of 
not more than two delegates fiom each Stale, 
aud Territory of the United Stales, whose 
functions shall continue until the close of the 
exhibition shall he constituted, whose duty it 
shall be to prepare and superintend the execu- 
tion of a plan for holding the exhibition; 
and, after conference with the authorities of 
the City of Philadelphia to tix up m a suita- 
ble site within the corporate limits of the said 
city, where the exhibition shall he held. 

Section 3. That said Commissioners shall 
be appointed by the President of the United 
Strtes, on the nomination of the governors of 
the States. 

Section G. That the Commission shall re 

port to Congress, at the first session after its 
appointment, a suitable date fur opening and 
for closing the exhibition; a schedule of appro- 
priate ceremonies for opening or dedicating 
the same; aplauor plans ol the buildings; a 

complete plan for the reception and classifiea 
tion of articles intended for exhibition; the 
requisite custom house regulations for the in- 
troduction into this country of the articles from 
foreign countries intended for exhibition; aud 
such other matters as in their judgment may 
be important. 

Section 7. That no compensation for services 
shall be paid to the Commissioners or officers 
provided by this act. 

The commissioners were all appointed in 
due time and have held four meetings all at 
the expense of the city of Philadelphia, and 
not of the people of the U. 8., have laid out 
their plans for the celebration which have 
been largely approved by the people and the 
Press of the country. The President of the 
commission, Gen. Hawley, notified the Pres- 
ident of the U. S. of the acts and doings of 
the commission, and on the 3d day of July 
1873, be issued his proclamation, closing as 
follows: 

And whereas the President of the United 
States Ceutennial Commission has fficially in- 
formed me of the dates fixed for the opening 

fisttifaitiun. and .Hut 
Now, therefore, be it known that I, Ulysses 

8. Grant, President of the United States, ill 
conformity with the provisions of the aet of 
Congress aforesaid, do hereby declare and pro- 
claim that there will be held, at the city of 
Philadelphia, iu the State of Pennsylvania, an 
International Exhibition of Arts, Manufactures 
and Products of the Soil aud Mine, to be open- 
ed on the nineteenth day of April, Anno Domi- 
iu eighteen hundred and seveuty-six, and to be 
closed on the niueieeutli day Of October, in the 
same year. 

And in the interest of peace,civilization aDd 
domestic and international friendsuip and iu 
te roourae, I commend the celebration and Ex 
hi hi tion to the people of the United States; 
arxl, in behalf of this Government and people, 
1 cordially commend tl em to all nations who 
may be pleased to take part therein. 

U. S. Grant. 
By the President: 

Hamilton Fish, 
Secretary of State.

mation of the government of, a, copy of the 
President’s proclamation announcing the time 
and place o.* holding an International Exhibi- 
tion of arts, manufactures and products of 
the soil and m'iue, proposed to be held in the 
year eighteen h-ltdred and seventy six. 

The President indulges the hope that the 
governmeat of—w^M he pleased to notice the 
subject and may Jeeai it preper to bring the 
Exhibition and its objects to the attention of 
the people cf that com'try and thus encourage 
their co-operation in the proposed celebration 
and be further hopes tlw the opportunity 
afforded by the Exhibition for the interchange 
of uational sentiments and fi iendly intercourse 
between tbe people of both uiftious may result 
in new and still greater advantages to Science 
and Industry and at tbo same time Mem to 

strengthen the bonds of peace nnd friendship 
which already happily subsist between the gov 
eminent and the > eople of—and those of the 
U. S.

It is gratifying to know that the senate on triday treated tho Philadelphia scheme with marked disfavor. In (his we are confident that they represent the average seutiment of 
the nation. 

It is true lie Senate did vote down a prop- 
osition to appropriate three million of dollars 
to the celebration and while I regretted the 
action of the Senate I was by no means gur 
prised. 

First, because Pennsylvania stated in the 
House in 1871 that that State would furnish 
all the money needed, and no doubt the Sen- 
ate believed if the nation withheld it this 
great State will coine to the rescue. If Penn- 
svlvania should tail, it is believed by many that N. Y. will step lorward and offer to fur- 
nisli all the money needed with equal facili- 
ties etc. How this may be I know not. X 
was not in favor of going to Congress, for 
money. I fully believed that if the Board of 
Finance would take ihe proper course, 
money enough eouid be raised directly from 
the people by the sale of the bonds etc., to do 
all ibat was proposed; and had ihe men 
shown one half the energy and patriotism that Mrs. Gillespie,Pi esident of the Woman s 
Centennial Commission, and her noble and 
patriotic ladv as-ociates have shown, tho 
money would ha/e been raised long ere thi9, and there would have been no need of going 
to Congress to beg an appropriation. But 
the executive committee it seems thought it 
whe to follow the examp e of other countri *s. 
and call on the national government to assist 
them. 

I tie national government of France and 
the city of Paris contributed about three- 
fifths ot the money necessary for their great 
Exposition iu 1807. The Imperial govern- 
ment of Austria appropriated directly to the 
Vienua Exposition in 1873 four and one-half 
millions of dollats, and loaned without inter- 
est one and one-half million more, making 
no less than six million from the government, 
thus exhibiting in the most practical lorm the 
ly.upalby of the Imperial goveioment of 
Austria in the cause of labor and mechanical 
industry, by a recognition of their just claims 
upon tlie national treasury. 

But as Congress has once refused to follow 
the examples of other nations in appropria- 
ting money for this Exposition, 1 hope no 
farther effort will be made in this direction. 
Let the commissioners now go to the people 
direct, explain their cause and leave it to 
them to say whether it shall be a success 
or a failure. Pennsylvania has already appro- 
priated one million of dollars, and Pb ladel- 
phia half a million more. Boih can double it 
without seriously feeling it, but will be the 
gainers, by so doing, in the end. The people 
of Pennsylvania are now and ever have beeu 
ready to do all, and more than equity and 
justice demands ol them to make the Cen- 
tennial a grand success. The people in other 
Slates will soon leel the same, and I for one 
have no fears of the resu.t. All great enter- 
prises have their dark days. But wheu jus- 
tice aud right Is ou their side, the people al- 
ways come to the rescue in the eud. That 
they will in this case, I have no doubt. 

Again you sav, “the proposition is disfigur- 
ed by too many indicia of possible plunder to 
be received with much favor.” 

I must say I am at a loss to know what 
you mean; by this statement you cannot 
refer to the centennial commission or Board 
ot Finance. I can say with pleasure that I 
think no board ot commission ever met with 
equal numbers of the Centennial Commission 
or Board of Finance that would he less likely 
to permit birds of prey in their midst or 
coiiiiteuance jobbery in any form. The 
Board ot Finauce was created to control the 
financial part of the exposition by an act of 
Congress passed June 1, 1872, and gentle- 
men of the very highest respectability and 
untarnished honor were appointed in each 
state consisting of such men as W. P. Haiues, 
W. L. Putnam, Jo-bua L. Chamberlain and 
Abner Coburn of Maine, Robert C. Win- 
tbrop, Alexander H. Bullock, Wm. Claflin 

Groe--beck o'1 Ohio, Wm. L. Slater and Ani- 
btose E. Burnside of R. I., Horaic Fairbanks, 
and Lawrence Brainard of Vt. I quote 
these uames because they are known to the 
people of Maine and are fair representatives 
ot the Board of Finance in other States; to 
these men every dollar tLa; is raised must be 
paid. From ibis Board every dollar ex- 
pended must come. If they are not 
to be trusted pray tell us who 
is, or can it be there are no honest meu 
in our land ? Are we a nation ol thieves and 
plunderers, aud must we admit that we can- 
not have a national or international exhibi- 
tiou without being plundered? Such an ad- 
mission is far too humiliating. I cannot be- 
lieve it. 1 will not admit it. The three 
great powers of Europe have held Interna- 
tional expositions. We have been invited to 
all, have exhibited in all, and in many re- 
spects have been successful. 

The hundreth anniversary of our nation’s 
birth is indeed a tilting time lor us to bold 
our International Exposition. The advan- 
tages to be derived Irmn it are manifold and 
important. The opportunity is a grand one 
and should not be lost to the people or the 
nation. 

A few years ago we could not celebrate this 
grand event as we can now, for, 'hank God. 
there is no slavery in all our land now. Then 
let us make'the one hundreth anniversary 
of the birth of our nation a year of justice. 
We have great reasons to be thankful to Al- 
mighty God tor the many manifestations ot 
His goodness to us as a people and a nation. 
In what way can we show our thankfulness 
to our heavenly fatliei more plainly and ap- 
propriately, than by showing our gratitude 
and true appreciation of the brave and noble 
men and women he gave us. oue hundred 
years ago, to year lor us aud our children and 
our children’s children this great temple of 
American Liberty.

Poultry as Farm Stock. 
er,” some ask, “about raising cu. 

m 

cow sheds and out buildings, when yo„ 
cali 

set out as many coops as you liice on the gras** of a paddock, the gravel ol a stable yard, or 
upon the scattered rick-yard straw?” Be- 
cause, generally speaking, half your chickens 
die under the common farm-yard treatment. 
They get wet feet and die of cramp; they drink the high-colored soak water of manure 
heaps, of straw-yard drains and other filthy slope, and consequently sicken and die by dozens. 

We have a troop of adult breeding (owls 
loose in the tarm yard; they pick up a large 
put ot their living there. But they do not 
thrive so well and keep so healthy as other 
troops of breeding stock which we have sta- 
tioned at houses purposely e-ecled In grass 
fields tar from the homestead. For a very 
small sum you may erect a square board 
bouse, tarred outside, lime-washed inside, 
and covered with asphalted telt. Each of the 
four sides is in a separate piece, the roof (if 
o( a gable lorm) in two pieces, all knocked 
together at the corners with staples and pins. 
So a house, say six feet or seven teet cubic" 
can be popped into a cart, and tempt rarily set 
up in a pasture, or on a stubble, or wherever 
there may be a good .-Icking for the fowls. A 
couple ot perche-, a few nests and a drinking 
pail for the furniture, while the gronnd cover- 
ed in by the house (for theie is no wooden 
no;r)is spread over with loose earth, ashes, 
and mortar. Such is ttie the home for one 
cock and eight or ten pullets during the breed- 
ing season, or the home of double this num- 
berofhalf-grown chickens. The house should 
lie placed against a hedge, or in a corner where 
two hedges meet, so that a few poles or posts 
protect it against cattle.

Shall the Lesson be Heeded I 
The Republicans of New Hampshire did 

better Tuesday thau there was any reason to 

expect. C jmpared with last year the party 
vote has increased but eveu in tbat close 
state with a full vote, the Republicans have 
heretofore had iu sharp contests a majority of 

two or three thousand. What has become oi 

Jt? Certainly the Democrats have not gained 
it while the Prohibitionists have diverted hut 

part of it. The (ailing oil’ must 

therefore be accounted for solely on 

the ground tbat a large numoer of 

intelligent Republicans did uot go to the polls 
at all. We caunot learn that there was any 
dissatisfaction with tho sturdy Gen. Mc- 

Cutchius, the Republican candidate for Gov 
ernor or any of the other candidates; indeed, 
it is said that the party candidates were gen- 
erally of a very worths character. What, 
then, is the cause of the falling off? It is not 
reasonable to believe that this failing off 
is the result of a lack of interest in 

political affairs, particularly in a 

State wiiere parties are so nearly 
equal in numbers. The fact is—and it is 
useless to attempt to disguise it—there is 

widespread dissatisfaction among the best 

Republicans at the present condition of af- 

fairs. In New Hampshire as in Maine and all 

other states, there is no falling off in the num- 

bers of those who beiieve in and heartily en- 

dorse the declarations of the party conven- 

tions; but there is a feeling that the party as 

represented in official positions, does not car- 

ry out its cherished principles. There is a loss 
of faith, not in the party principles but in 
many of the man who assume leadership 
and the use they made of important official 

positions. 
Doubtless the culminating offense was the 

Butler-Simmons affair which has produced 
wide-spread disgust. The prominence that 
Gen. Butler has been allowed to assume in 
the Republican party, the horde of fortune 
seekers whom he has put iu places of honor 
and trust, his connection with the Sanborns 
and Jaynes, his championship of every bad 

cause, the ruffianism that he so frequently 
displays, and above all the impression that he 
has a large following in Congress and the 
ear of the Executive to a greater extent than 
any Congressman from New England, has 
created a general feeling of dissatisfaction 
aDd distrust, and, this tailing off in New 
Hampshire is a natural consequence of too 
much Butlerism in Republican leadership. 

But we should uot learn all the lessons of 
the New Hampshire election, if we stopped 
with Gen. Butler. There are other causes 

of dissatisfaction and distrust. Too many 
men beyond the influence of Geo. Butler 
have been appointed to office, not because 
they were efficient, but because they could 
do nothing for themselves and must have 
support. In other cases men have been ap- 
pointed because they were useful in helping 
the men who secure their appointments.— 
There is also a growing feeling of jealousy 
because federal office-holders in some States 
have devoted their time to thwarting a free 
expression of the mass of the party by the ap- 
plication ot chicanery in caucuses and con- 
ventions which has a notable instance in the 
late Butler contest in Massachusetts. The 
recent rush of federal office-holders to Wash- 
ington to help Simmons and the continued 
and unblushing employment of prominent 

questionable if not corrupt purposes, are 

causes of almost universal complaint. 
The friends of temperance, too, may learn 

a lesson from the New Hampshire election. 
Gen. McCutchine, the Republican candidate 
for Governor, is a prohibitionist, nominated 
on a prohibition platform. Mr. Weston was 

practically nominated on a platform of free 
rum. Nevertheless the ultra prohibitionists 
insisted on candidates of their own and have 
defeated the election of quite a number of 

Republicans to the Legislature. If, there- 

fore, that body is opposed to the present laws 
and their repeal is secured, these foolish lead- 
ers have only themselves to censure. 

It is not enough to say that the affairs of 
the Government are as carefully conducted, 
that its officials are as efficient, and that it 
has no more barnacles than under Demo- 
cratic rule. This is doubtless true; but the 
masses ot the Republican party are more in- 
telligent and patriotic than those of the Dem- 
ocratic paity under Pierce and PuchaDan, 
and they will not countenance the bad prac- 
tises of that subservient organization. 

Such are a few of the lessons of the New 
Hampshire election. They are pertinent and 
should not fail to convince our leaders at 
Washington that they must apply prompt 
and effectual remedies to every symptom of 
the Butler disease, that all pledges must be 
sacredly observed and the interests of the na- 
tion must not be lost sight of in the struggle ! 
for personal preferment. Will the lesson be 
heeded?. 

The People and the School Committee. 
Why should not our school committee be 

elected by direct vote of the people as the 
city council is elected ? Seven new members 
of the Board are chosen each year and one la 
eaeh of our seven wards would accomplish 
the object. No other set of officials have so 

much to do with the private life of the citizens, 
as the home is reached most closely through 
the children, md in no other class of public 
servants do the people have so intense an 

iflUrest. The propriety of a direct expression 
of tha voters in a matter so intimately affecting 
the objects dearest to them is evident and steps 
should be taken for such a change in our 

systsm as to permit this method of election. 
This can be done by legislative aciion iu sea- 

son for the electiou of next spring. 
It may be objected that such change 

would bring school matters into politics, but 
this does not at all follow. So strong is the 

general impression that politics should have 
■o part in our school government that few 
would feel bound to vote for an improper 
person in deference to party and caucuses 
would be compelled to name persons of well 
known qualifications in order to ensure 
*u ciecuuu. Men aeciaeaiy oduoxious to 
tht people interested would stand small 
chance of remaining on the Board, and men 
notoriously without culture or fitness would 
find it difficult to become members. Then, too, there would be some probability that 
women might find their way into lhe BoarJ 
which very many people think would be a 
good thing for the schools. It is not to be 
assumed that we should get an Ideal School 
Board even by this process but people would 
feel that they were directly responsible for in- 
competent men and could not solace them- 
selves by growling at the City Council. 

Our school board now is probably lar above 
the average of similar bodies throughout the 
country and the City Council has generally 
shown great discretion in its choice of mem- 
ber ; stilt it has made and is likely to make 
some mistakes which eonldn’t occur in a pop- 
ular election. There is no necessity for an in- 
termediate body between the people and the 
school managers. The system is cumbrous 
and gives rise to much complaint, a good deal 
of which, to be sure, is unjust and unfounded. 
At all events people would be better satisfied 
if they could create and destroy school officials 
directly. So we say, let us have a popular choice.

Of sixty-one cases he had had, fl ty-two 
were made out by fraud and collusion with 
clerks and officers in the custom house. He 

itpealej that Butler was his counsel in the 

case of Phelps, Hodge <fe Co., but did not 

state the compensation received. Jayne said 

in regard to Phelps. Hodge & Co. that if lie 

had known that their books showed larger 
sums o» over valuation than the totals of 

undervaluation he would never have reported 
them._ 

On our first page this morning will be 

found a letter from Hon. Charles P. Kimball, 
one of the Centennial commissioners, giving 
a full account of the situation of the affair at 
this time. He concludes that the nation is 
committed to the International ieature of the 
celebration by the acceptance of invitations 

by several foreign powers; but we understand 
from Mr. Kimball that he has always been 

opposed to the pioject of a Congressional 
appropriation. It is much to be hoped that 
the lobby now besieging Congress will be 

withdrawn, as any suspicion of a jab would 
be fatal to the respectability, interest and 
usefulness of the celebration. 

Current Notes. 
Gen Hawley of the Centennial Commission 

has written a letter to the New York Times 
in which he answers all the objections to the 

proposed exhibition. He says the commission 
estimates that the cost of tbe exhibition 
will not exceed 97,000,000 and cannot exceed 

$8,000,000. They estiraa'e the receipts for ad- 
mission etc., at §2,500,000 and $1,500,000 is 

already pledged, consequently be is assured 
that Congress will be asked for only $3,000,- 
000. If Gen. Hawley could manage the whole 
affair in connection with a few others of the 
board there would be less opposition lo it. 

The Aroostook Pioneer, the quasi Powers 
organ, for the current week is filled with arti- 
cles intended to prejudice the jury in the 
case now pending. It even goes so far as to 

say that there never was a clearer case of 

conspiracy than that against Mr. Powers. 
We do not know what will be done in 

Aroostook, hut such a statement here in a 

newspaper, would bring the publishers before 
the court for contempt, and the culpiit would 
be fortunate if he escaped imprisonment. 

Our neighbor seems quite elatad iu an- 

nouncing that the Democrats were victorious 
in St. George and Camden, the former of 
which the Democracy have predominated in 
the ratio of 6 to 1, while the latter has been 
the same way more than half the time for 
six years. By the way, can it be explained 
how old Parsonsfield with its 50 or 75 Demo- 
cratic majority happens to elect a Republican 
board of selectmen ? 

The New York Post labors ably but inef- 
fectually to charge the present outrages grow- 
ing out of the law giving moieties to inform- 
ers to the protective policy of our tariff.

Charles Sumner. 
Charles Sumner is dead. This simple an- 

nouncement brings to every man, woman aud 
child in the whole End, who has sufficient in- 
telligence to read it, a picture of the history of 
the nation for the past twenty-five years. What 
matter of any importance has transpired with- 
in that period with which he has not been 

prominently identified,in almost every instance 
upon the right side—the side of truth, justice 
and humanity. To give a history of the dead 
statesman would be to give the history of the 
couutry during the term of his active life, so 

strongly has he left the impress of his power- 
ful intellect upon everything. To attempt to 

tell citizens of New England auything about 
this man seems work of supererogation. Do 
we not know all about him and are not his 
words and acts honsehold words among us? 
Yet it may be well to recall some of the statis- 

tical points in his life now that he is gone. His 

great achievements are emblazoned on the 
minds acd hearts of all men; we seek to pre- 
sent only some of the minor details. 

Charles Sumner was born in Boston. January 
6,1811, and therefore was sixty-three years, two 

months and five days old at the time of his 
death. He was fitted for college at the Boston 
Latin School and graduated from Harvard in 
1830. He studied law and was admitted to the 
bar in 1834, rapidly attaining a large practice. 
He was appointed Reporter of the U. S. Cir- 
cuit Court and published three volumes, known 
as ‘-Sumner’s Reports,” containing the decis- 
ions of Judge Story. He also, at the same 

time, edited the American Jurist, a monthly 
law periodical of high reputation. During the 
first three winters after his admission to the 
bar, while Judge Story was at Washington, 
Mr. Sumner was appointed lecturer to the law 
students, and, part of tho time, during the ab- 
sence of Prof. Greenleaf, he had sole charge of 
the school. His favorite topics were those re- 

lating to constitutional law and the law of na- 

tions. In 1836 he was offered a professorship 
ill the law school and also one in tho College, 
both of which he declined. In 1837 he visited 
Europe, where he remained till 1840, travelling 
in Italy, Germany aud France and residing for 
nearly a year in England. On his return to 
Boston he resumed practice and in 1844—6 pub- 
lished an elaborate edition, with annotations,of 
Vesey’s Reports in twenty volumes. Although 
voting with the Whig party, he took no active 
part in politics until 1843, when he declared 
himself strongly in opposition to the impending 
Mexican difficulties and the annexation of 
xexas. r rom cnac time, tin me uay ot ms 

death, he has heeu actively engaged in politics. 
Beooniniiug more and more hostile to slavery, 
he gradually became separated from his Whig 
associations and allied with the Free Soilers. 
After the withdrawal of Mr. Webster from 
the Senate, on his taking office in Fillmore’s 
Cabinet in 1850, Mr. Sumner became the candi- 
date of a coalition of the Free Soilers aud 
Democrats in the Massachusetts Legislature, 
and, after a protracted and bitter contestwbich 
attracted the attention of the whole country,be 
was elected. Here he speedily! became distin- 
guished and fought the good fight for freedom 
against slavery, always well in the fore front 
of the battle. So terrible a scourge did he be- 
come to the sons ot Belial that one of them, Preston S. Brooks, a member of the House 
from South Carolina, on May 22, lsjfi, raaje a 
cowardly, brutal aud murderous assault upon him with a club while he sat at his desk in the 
Senate Chamber—illustrating to an outraged 
nation, even more effectively than had been 
done by Mr. Sumner’s words of fire, the “Bar- 
barism of Slavery.” From the effects of these 
injuries he never fully recovered. In 1857 lie 
was re-ciected Senator by a unanimous vote of the Massachusetts Senate and with onlv seven dissentient voices in the House. Under advice 
of physicians he went to Europe in March 
1857, reluming in the autumn to resume his 
seat iu the Senate. His health beiug still im- 
paired ho weut abroad again in May 1888, aLli 
submitted to a course of extraordinarily severe 
medical treatment in Paris,which did not term- 
inate till the autumn of 1859, wheu lie again 
returned home. He took an acti ve part in the 
campaign of 1800, lias remained in the Senate 
ever since and died in Washington with the

harness on. He married late in life, but the 
union was brief and infelicitous and terminated 
in a divorce by mutual consent.

Lnox & Lincoln Railroad. 
Bath, March 11.—The anuual meeting of the 

stockholders of the Knox & Lincoln Railroad 
was held in this city to-day. TIka directors 
submitted their annual report which was ac- 

cepted. By that report it appears that for the 
sixteen months the gross earnings were $186,- 
820.27. The operating expenses for the same 
time were $1)5,788.12. Net earnings $91,082.15. 
For the year 1872 the net earnings were $51,- 
202.92, and for 1873, $71,899,51. Increase for 
1873 over 1872, $20,69 .59 or a little over forty 
per cent. There has been no loss of life or in- 
jury to any passenger or employe on the r; ad 
during the sixteen months. The great regular- 
ity with which trains have been run and with 
very light losses is due largely to the prompt- 
ness and efficiency of Supt. Coombs and the 
employes of the road.

1 DEATH OP SENATOR SUMNER. 

Sudden Attack ol life old Dfe- 

case. 

Particulars of the last Hours of 

the Illustrious Mau. 

The Effect ol His Death upon the 

Country. 

His Last Injunction “Look out for 

my Civil Rights Bill.” 

Washington, March 11.—Senator Sumner is 
dead. 

Senator Sumner had a slight attack, affect 
ing the nerves of the heart, at the Seuate yes- 
terday, but when he returned home was suffi- 
ciently well to entertain two friends at dinoer, 
at the close of which be made an allusion to 

the condition of his heart. 
Between 8 and 10 o’clock he was taken so 

sick as to require the attendance of a physician 
and an hour or more thereafter he hud a second 
attack of his old disease, augiua pectoris. Sev- 
eral of his nearest personal friends were seut 
for aud remained with him during the night. 
At one time it was thought that he was dying 
as the extremities had become cold. 

He passed the latter part of the night quietly 
under the subcutaneous injection of morphine. 
This morning at y o’clock he was sleeping un- 

der its effects without material change. Sur- 
geon Gen. Burns aud Drs. Johnson aud Lin- 
coln were then in consultation at the residence 
of the Senator. 

There was a number of members of Con- 
gress and other friends in Mr. Sumner’s room. 

Among them was Senator Schurz, who on 

leaving the room at half-past 12 o'clock took 
Mr. Sumner’s hand and asked, “Do you know 
me?” Mr. Sumner replied, “Yes, but I can- 

not see you.” 
3.10 p. m.—Senator Sumuer died at a little 

before 3o’clock. He passed away calmly and 
without a struggle. 

The Aclien «f the Senate. 
in lue Senate this morning the chaplain in 

prayer said: 
“The light of this morning sun falls upon 

the busy sceues of men, but there are my ster 
ous shadows in many dwellings. We miss 
those of our members who are. withdrawn from 
their seats and are lying prostrate with sick- 
ness and disease, and especially one who but 
yesterday came mto the chamber with all the 
presence of his manly form, bul now when we 
meet again this morning he lies close to the 
brink of darkness. O God, we beseech Thee, 
be very near to the soul of thy servant at this 
time. If it were possible we would pray Thee 
to restore him, but if Thou hast otherwise ap- 
pointed, then, we beseech Thee to support him 
with the hope of Toy people and with the glo- 
rious prospect of the coming resurrection and 
a blessed immortality.” 

Immediately afoer the reading of the journal 
Mr. Sherman of Ohio, arose and said, “One of 
our number lies ill and perhaps dying. I there- 
fore move that the Senate adjourn.” Agreed 
to, and the Senate adjourued. 

Senator Sumner,about 2 o’clock yesterday af- 
ternoon, moved from his seat in the Senate 
Chamber to one beside Senator Sargent, and 
inquired of^Sargent, who like himself had tak- 
en a prominent part in the opposition to the 
centennial bill, whether he had received any 
anonymous insulting letters on the subject,add- 
ing that he (Sumner) had received a number of 
such letters and packages of a most offensive 
character, both through the mail and by ex- 

press. He seemed considerably annoyed by 
these insults, and Mr. Sargent therefore turned 
the conversation to the resolution of the Mass- 
achusetts Legislature rescinding its ceDsure of 
X r. Sumner, and he expressed himself much 
pleased with this action. 
Hi* Laat Hours ia the Senate Chamber. 
An hour or more aftewards Mr. Sumner call- 

ed Senator Ferry of Connecticut aside to a seat 
on a sofa and talked with him as he had fre- 
quently done before, in regard to their respec- 
tive states of health, both resulting from affec- 
tions of the spinal cord. He told Mr. Ferry 
that he had suffered so much from his heart 
the night provious that he had sent for his pby- 
siciau to obtain some relief by an injection of 
morphine under the skin. He asked Mr. Fer- 
ry’s opinion of such hyperdemic injections, and 
from time to time cotnplaiued of a severe pain 
while they were talking. 

Finally, a little before 4 o’clock, Mr. Sumner 
took his hat and oveicoat and went home, his 
last words in the Senate chamber having been 
uttered in the conversation with Mr. Ferry. 

The apparent vigor manifested by Mr. Sum- 
ner in bis speeebas on thccentennial bill ex- 

cited considerable surprise in view of his long 
continued feebleness of health last year, aud 
many of his friends expressed apprehensions 
that he was overdoing his strength in these ef- 
forts. 

It is regarded as a remarkable and fortunate 
coincidence that the resolution of the Massa- 
chusetts Legislature, rescinding its vote of cen. 
sure upon Mr. Sumner, should have been pre- 
sented and read in the Senate before he left on 

the last day of his presence in the chamber as a 

member of that body. 
On information that Mr. Sumner was dead 

being received at the capitol, there was a wide- 
spread feeling of silent as well as orally ex- 

pressed regret and sorrow. 

Hi* Last Hour*. 

Daring the last two hours of Mr. Sumner’s 
illness his intellect seemed to be much clearer 
and he was perfectly conscious to the last. This 
condition being doubtless the result of his re- 

covery from the effects of morphine which had 
been freely administered te him this morning 
to relieve him from the intense pain which he 
suffered. 

His sufferings toward the last seemed to be 
intense, and several times lie exclaimed, “I 
want quiet, 1 am tired.” He recognized his 
friends who came nto the room, and one of the 
last to whom he spoke was ex-Attorney Gener- 
al Hoar of Massachusetts, to whom he said, 
“Take care of my Civil Kights bill.” About a 

quarter before 3 o’olock he was attacked by a 

slight spasm in which he died. 
Around the bed at the time were ex-Attcrney 

General Hoar, Dr, W. C. Johnson of this city, 
Maj. Ben. Perley Poore, Geo. T. Downing and 
James Wormley. Other friends who had been 
with the dying Senator throughout the day,had 
left just previous, not anticipating that his 
death would be so soon. Senator Scburtz and 
Hon. Montgomery Blair, entered the room 

just as he breathed his last, but Mr, Sumner 
was men too near nis ena to recognize tuem. 
The only relative that Senator Sumner has is a 

sister, the wife of a physician in San Farncis- 
co, and to her the sad news was telegraphed im- 
mediately after his death. 

During the day the house has been visited by 
a great number of members of both Houses of 
(Jongress and other prominent citizens, includ- 
ing hundreds of colored people, prominent 
among whom were Fred Douglass and the col- 
ored members of the Honse of Eepresentatives 
The sidewalk in front of Mr. Sumner’s resi- 
dence was filled with anxious and saddened 
friends at the time of his death, and when the 
sorrowful announcement was made the grief of 
many, especially the colored people, found vent 
in heartfelt exclamations of grief and weeping 
Sergean'-at Arms French, of the Senate, was 
sent for immediately aud that official, in con- 

connection with a committee, will have charge 
of the funeral arrangements, though, of course, 
no time has yet been fixed therefor. The fun 
eral ceremonies will take place in the Senate 
chamber. Mr. Sumner’s age at the time of his 
death was precisely 63 years, 2 months and 5 
days. 

Senator Sumner had been solicitous for bis 
health for several days past. The earnest part 
he lias taken in questions before the Senate 
having given him reason to pay special regard 
to it, and he remarked last night to s firieud, 
some hours before he was attacked with the 
serious spasm which in a few hours culminated 
in his death, that he wanted to talk with him 
about his health. He was afraid he was work- 

ing too hard. 
Dr. Brown Sequard of New York, who at- 

tended Mr. Sumner in Paris, who has been his 

consulting physician for the past fifteen years, 
arrived here on a late train this evening in re- 

sponse to a telegram sent him early this morn- 

ing announcing Mr. Sumner’s illness and re- 

questing his attendance here. After a view of 
the body at the residence of the deceased, Dr. 
Brown Sequard bad a consultation with Dr 
■Joseph Tabor Johnson, attending physician of 
the late Senator, in regard to an autopsy, and 
it was agreed such examination be considered 
necessary, but in regard to which no definite 
conclusion bad been reached except that it will 
not take place till after the remains arrive in 
Boston. The physicians who attended Mr 
Sumner m his last illness, Dr. J. T. Johnson' 
Dr. W. P. Johnson, Dr. N. S. Lincoln, and 
Surgeon General Barnes, all agree in the opin- 
ion that his death was caused by anguina pe<? 
tons, the disease arising from the ossification 

of the coronary artery, and which invariably 
proves fatal after a few paroxysms. 

Dr. Brown Sequard on the other hand ex- 

pressed the opinion to-night that death result- 
ed from the rapture of a blood vessel at the 
heart. After Mr. Sumner had the paroxysm 
his body remained cold and clammy and his 
pulse very feeble, breathing slowly but with 
some rattling in the chest. The late Admiral 
Dalilgren and B. B. French both died of a sim- 
ilar disease to that of Mr. Sumner. Soon after 
the bath the body of the lale Senator showed 
signs of discoloration and it became evident 
decomposition had set in. The work of em- 
balming the body was commenced to night 
about 8 o’clock, and upon the success of this 
process depends somewhat the fixing of the 
time for the funeral. Should tbe embalming 
be successful the bo.’y will be detained here till 
tbe arrival of the committee to be appointed by 
the Massachusetts legislature. About the last 
words of the deceased Senator were expressed 
to Judge E. R. Hoar, and were, ‘‘Tell Emerson 
1 love him and revere him.” This sentence 
was uttered about ten minutes before death, 
aud just after it escaped bis lips a parixysm 
sized him in which be appeared to suffer se 
verely, and he passed away a few minutes after 
tbe soasm. His strength seemed to increase 
from 10 o’clock this moruiug to the time of bis 
death. 

Weston Powers, a son of Hiram Powers, will 
take a cast of the face of Mr. Sumuer to-mor- 
row morning at eight o’clock. 

J. R. French, Sergeaut-at-Arms of tiie Sen- 
ate, has charge of the body now, but he will 
take no steps towards the funeral arrange- 
ments until after the appointment of the Sen- 
ate Committee to-morrow. 

Tbe body is now *n the room in which tbe 
Senator died, but will not be clothed for the 
tomb until to-morrow. No visitors are allowed 
in the room. The burial case will arrive here 
from Philadelphia in the morning. Dr. Byron 
Sunderland, Chaplain of the Senate, was at the 
bedside of the dying Senator this morning aud 
offered a fervent prayer. 

Speaker Blaine was among the many prom- 
inent visitors at the House this afternoon, and 
there is scarcely a member of the Senate who 
did not call aither before or after the death of 
tLe Senator. 

Reception of the New* in Boston. 
Boston, March 11.—A feeling of great sor- 

row pervades the entire community, caused by 
the dying condition of Charles Sumner. Al- 
though the announcement of his death proved 
premature, the final result is accepted and the 
death of the great and good statesman is the 
all absorbing thought and conversation of our 

people. 
Honor to the Memory of the Dead. 

Both branches of the Massachusetts Legisla- 
ture adjourned over until to-morrow on receiv- 

ing the announcement of Senator Sumner’s 
death. Flags on the State House aud city 
buildings were displayed at half mast. An in. 
formal conference was held by the Mayor and 
a number of the Aldermen this afternoon rela- 
tive to the course to be pursued by the city upon 
the death oi Senator Sumner. As he had no 
family residence in the State but made Boston 
his abididg place while away from Washing- 
ton. it was thought that it would be meet aud 
proper to deposit the remains in Faneuil Hall, 
and to allow them to rotnain iu state at least 
two days. Arrangements were made to call 
the two branches of the city government to- 
gether at noon to-morrow, and resolutions de- 
ploring the loss of the great statesman will be 
framed. The life, character and public services 
of the deceased statesman form the subject of 
editorials iu all the newspapers, and a deep 
feeling of sadness pervades the entire country. 

The intelligence of the death of Mr. Sum- 
ner produced a profound sensation among the 
representatives of this city of that race iu the 
liberation of which f.om the fetters of bondage 
the great statesman devoted the best energies 
of his nature. A fair bas been in progress for 
several days in the vestry of North liussell 
street church. Hon. N. P. Banks and Hon. 
Milo Hildreth of the Governor’s Council, had 
consented to address the people this evening. 
The news of the death of Mr. Sumner com- 

pelled Mr. Batiks to abandon his intention, and 
Mr. Hildreth alone was persuaded, against his 
feelings, to go down to the church. Kev. 
Mr. Walker, the Elder of the church, in intro- 
ducing Mr. Hildreth, alluded to the death of 
the great Senator, and said all their hearts were 
full of sadness. 

Mr. Hildreth, in his opening remarks, said 
that the intelligence from Washington carried 
sadness to the heart of every colored man and 
every white man. Massachusetts had lost a 

leally great statesman, who had devoted 22 
years of his life to maintaining their lights. 
In consequence of his death Geo. Banks could 
not be present, and he himself felt more like 
weeping than speaking. At the close of his ad- 
dress the audience resolved themselves into a 

meeting to consider what action was necessary 
iu view of the death of this great benefactor. 
It was voted to hold a public meeting at some 
place on Friday evening next, at 7J o’clock, for 
the purpose of making arrangements for tak- 
ing part in the forthcoming obsequies of Sena- 
tor Sumner. 

The Advertiser to-morrow says, editorially: 
The death of Charles Suiuer removes one of the 
great men of the nation, judging him by the 
place he has held in the public view for nearly 
thirty years, and in the influence he has had 
dunugthe greater part of this period in the 
public life of ihe country. Many circumstances 
still freshly remembered have in late years 
combined to break the strong hold upsm its con 
fidence which bis early aud courageous cham- 
pionship in the anti-slavery conflict gave him. 
New men and unfamiliar influences came into 
power witli the close of the war, men whom lie 
had nothing to in common, actuated by mo- 
tives with which lie had little sympathy, or 
which lie failed to estimate at their value. 

Justly proud of his position and inflexible in 
own opinions of public policy and public duty, 
he expected deference which was not accorded 
to him, and after repeated disappointments 
was left almost alone, in the body of which he 
was with hardly an exception the oldest mem- 
ber in service,excluded from positions of honor 
aud influence to which he was clearly entitled 
by length of service and by the exceptionably 
pure and elevated character he had liorne 
throughout his public career, ihe breaking up 
of close political relations of many years and 
the angry and bitter controversy which follow- 
ed, shadows his later years and robbed him of 
his just recognition. But he has left an honor- 
able and iu many respects a brilliant record, 
which it is no presumption to say will preserve 
his fame when the stormy scenes in which he 
look part have become a tradition aud the as- 
perities of bis later years are quite forgotten. 

While this was Mr. Sumner’s leading and 
contralling idea that the power of slavery 
must he destroyed, and since his object was 
gained that the equal rights of all citizens 
must be established by law, it would not be 
just to him nor true to history to treat this as 
the limit|of his endeavor of his achievement. 
When the time shall come to analize the re- 
cord it will be found that Massachusetts has 
had very fow Senators i n her service who have 
given claser attention to the more important 
inrasures of legislation. 

Albany, N. X., March 11.—Both Houses of 
the Legislatue have appointed a committee, 
with leading Democrats at their head, each to 
draft resolutions appropriate to the memory of 
Charles Sumner.

NO CHOICE FOR GOVERNOR. 

Legislature Close—A Little Fraud. 

Concord, Mar"h 11.—180 towns give Mc- 
Cutchins 29,610, Weston 30,375, Blackmer 1732. 
The House stands 129 Republicans and 128 
Democrats. 

Portsmouth, March 11.—The Democrats re- 

port that an election was held at Gosport, Isle 
of Shoals and 40 votes thrown unanimously for 
the Democrats, and John Downs is elected 
representative. John R. Poor of Boston, owns 
the island. The Republicans claim that there 
are few or no voters resident there and only a 

lot of transient workmen on the hotel could 
have voted and that do forms were complied 
with and no legal election could be held. 

Concord. March 11.—Returns from nearly 
all the towns have been received, which shows 
that there is no election of Governor by the 
people. Weston, (dein.) lacks about 300 of a 

majority. The Couucil will probably stand 
two Democrats and two Republicans. The Re- 
publicans claim that they have elected five 
Senators and Democrats three with four va- 
cencies. The Chairman of the Rpublican State 
Committee expresses the opinion that the 
House will he Democratic. The Democrats 
claim that returns from 222 towns show the 
House to stand 155 Democrats and 141 Repub- 
licans and two independent. The towns yet to 
he heaid from last year gave the Democrats 22 
and Republicans 17. 

MASSACHUSETTS. 

The Boston Hrhool Committee. 
Boston, March 11.—The City Solicitor has 

again decided against the right of women to 
serve on the Boston School Committee. He 
says the Supreme Court, in the opinion given 
totbe House of Representatives, confine them- 
selves expressly to the question submitted to 
them, namely, whether the constitution prohib 
its the serving of women on school committees 
and says that they do not deal with any stat- 
utes. This seems to be an intimation that a 

proper construction of the statutes might lead 
to a different result. 

Opposition to Ihr Ten Hour Law. 
A Committee of about two hundred gentle- 

men interested iu inauutneturing matters wait- 
ed upon Gov. Washburn to uige him to disap- 
prove of the ten honr hill just passed by both 
branches of the legislature. Addresses were 
made by Edward Atkinson and M. F. Dickin- 
son, Jr. The Governor replied briefly, promis- 
ing to give the bill his careful consideration.but 
not indicating what he proposed to do. 

Fraud and Mysterious Drntb. 
Louisville. March 11.—A deficit of at least 

858,000 has been found in the accounts of 
Adolph Rammer, late tax receiver of this city, 
who died very suddenly and under suspicious 
circumstances Monday morning last. The Fi- 
nance Committee of the City Council are still 
engaged in the examination of the accounts, 
and other deficits may yet be found. The in- 
quest ou the body is postponed until the con- 
tents of the stomach are fully examined. Ram- 
mers was possessed of considerable property, 
besides an insurance of 8150,000 on his life, 
which will probably be contested.

WASHINGTON. 

The Moiety Cases. 

Washington, March 11.—Mr. Jayne was exS 
arnined to-day by Mr. Wood of the Ways and 
Means Committee, It appears from his state- 
ments that his commission as special agent 
bears date of April 9tb, 1869. He gave no bonds 
but merely took the oath of office. His duty 
was to act in connection with the officers of the 
customs, especially with the surveyor or under 
bis direction for the detection and suppression 
of frauds on the revenue. He never had the 
disapproval of the Secretary of the Treasury.— 
Mr. Jayne states that he obtained information 
from three clerks employed in Phelps, Dodge & 
Co.’s to use against that firm. 

William E. Dodge here explained that the 
charges of attempt to defraud the revenue by 
differeut invoices arose from a dispute relative 
to a bill for a dress and was without any intent 
of fraud. He also explained that the charges 
on their books of small amounts of money paid 
on custom house accounts were the amounts 
paid employers of th8 custom bouse for over 
work in getting their goods through. He also 
detailed the rough conversation of JayDe with 
Mr. Porter of their firm, in which the former 
threatened the latter. Mr. Jayne denied the 
statements of Mr. Dodge iu toto. Mr. Jayne 
continued to detail iu an account of his way of 
operating against merchants. In respose to 
questions Mr. Jayne said therehad beeD award- 
ed to him siuce his service as special treasury 
agent about.5328.000, of that amount there be- 
longed to him about $140,000; the remainder 
was paid to others. Platt & Boyd had brought 
a suit against him for trespass, assessing the 
damages at $50,000 for the seizure of hooks and 
papers, and he had put in his defence. The 
Attorney General had instructed the District 
Attorney to appear for him. 

Jayue to-niglit resumed his statement before 
toe Committee on Wavs and Means. He was 
again interrogated by Mr. Wood of t^c commit- 
tee. He seized the goods of Julius Hart for 
undervaluation. Hart settled for $26,380, and 
Jayne received the informers share. He made 
a report to tile Secretary of the Treasury in 
which he mentioned the names of eighty cus- 
toms officers who had improperly taken money 
from merchauts. He had underscored with red 
ink the names of those iu office being 160 in 
all. Mr. Wood inquired if these officers were 
immediately dismissed. iayue replied in the 
negative. 

Treasury Balaaces. 
The following are the Treasury balances to- 

day —currency, $2,830,359; special deposit ol 
legal tenders for redemption of certificates of 
deposit, $51,675,000; coin, $85,225,629, iucluding 
coin certificates $41,291,200; outstanding legal

HOUSE. 
Washington, Mar. 11. 

A bill to appropriate $30,000 to improve the 
mouth of the Mississippi river was introduced 
by Mr. Sypher of La. Referred to the Commit' 
tee on Commerce. 

Resolutions were adopted that the joint com- 
mittee on printing enquire and report whether 
the government printing office cannot be dis- 
continued, and whether large sums of mosey 
cannot be saved by changing the method of 
public printing. 

Mr Sprague of O., from the Committee on 
Pensions, reported a hill to amend the act of 
the 14th of Feb,, 1871, giving pensions to sol- 
diers and sailors of the war of 1812, and to re- 
store to the pension roll those persons whose 
names were struck therefrom in consequence of 
disloyalty After discussion the bill was pasi- 
ed. 

A despatch, time 12.30 p. m., was read from 
the cletk’s desk announcing that Senator Sum- 
ner was sinking slowly. 

Mr. Rusk, from the Committee on Invalid 
Pensions, reported back adversely on the bill 
to increase the pensions of disabled soldiers. 
Laid on the tanie. 

Mr. Crittenden, from the same committee, 
reported the bill granting $30 for an artificial 
eye to soldiers who have lost an eye. Passed. 
Also a bill to amend Sec. 13 of pension law of 
March 13. 1873, by providing that iu case of 
death or remarriage of a soldiers’ widow having 
a pension, or the death of a soldiers’ orphan children the pension shall revert to the depen- dent father, mother or relative of the soldier 
from the date of snch death or remarriage. Passed. 

The House, at 2 o’clock, went into Commit- 
tee of the Whole cn the legislative appropria- tion bill, and was addressed by Mr. Parker of 
Mo., who undertook to elucidate some further 
problems iu regard to the estimates and appro- 
priations for the current fiscal year. His re- 
marks related exclusively to the Indian ser- 
vice. The discussion was continued by Messrs. 
Randall and Kellogg of the committee. The 
latter criticized some of the details of the 
bill, claiming that the items reported in some 
cases wonld not meet the requirements of the 
service. The debate was iuterrnp'ed at 3 o’- 
clock by the committee rising, when the Speak- 
er presented a telegram just received by him 
announcing that Senator Sumner had died ten 
minutes before three. 

Mr. Dawes moved in view ol that sad intel- 
ligence that the House adjourn, and the House 
thereupon adjourned. 

Rhode Island Republican Convention. 
Providenee, Maich 11.—The Republican State Convention met in this city to-day and 

Dpm,oated Henry Howard for Governor. Joshua 
M. Addeman for Secretary of State, Willard 
Say lea for Attorney General, and Samuel 
Clark for General Treasurer, all by acclama- 
tion. For Lieutenant Governor there was a 
ballot and Charles C. Van Zatidt received 62 
votes, William F. Sayles, previously nominated 
by the prohibitory convention, received 28 
votes, and L. M. Ballou received 15 votes.— 
General Van Zandt was then nominated for 
Lieut. Governor by acclamation. The candi- 
nates are all the present incumbents.
