MAINE. 

Powers in the Field. 

Bipdefobd, March 9.—Detective Powers, 
of Halifax, is in Saco again today to demand 
of the Saco and Biddeford Savings Institu- 
tion the reward of 87,600 offered by the bank 

last fall for the arrest of Frank McNt ally, 
the defaulter, and a return of the securities. 
He claims that he could have recovered the 

stolen bonds after he arrested the defaulter 
in Halifax but that he released the prisoner 
at the bank’s request. The detective has en- 

gaged Judge Charles L. Hamilton, of Bidde- 

ford, as his counsel and if the bank does not 

give him a satisfactory answer a suit will be 
commenced immediately. 

Hon. Robert H. Thompson. 
Gardiner. March 9.—Hon. Robert H. 

Thompson, president of the Gardiner Sav- 

ings Institution, died at the Johnson House 
in this city this morning of pneumonia, af- 

ter a brief illness. He was 80 years of age 
and one of Gardiner’s wealthiest citizens. 
He has served as mayor and represented the 

city in the State legislature. Mr. Thompson 
was one of the founders of the Oakland Nat- 

ional bank, and formerly was prominently 
connected with numerous business enter- 

prises on the Kennebec. He leaves a son 

and three married daughteis. 
A Boy Charged with Homicide. 

Biddeforii, March 9.—Last fail Herbert 

Lord, a boy of Lebanon, struck Willie Davis 

of the same town with an apple in the tem- 

ple. The Davis boy died 24 hours later, it is 
said, as the result of the blow. After sever- 

al months’ inaction the Lord boy has been 

arrested and arraigned for hamieide today 
and held for appearance at the grand jury at 

the next term of the supreme court of York 
County. The boy got bonds. 

Lewiston’s Election. 

Lewiston, March 9.—Andrew Scannel 
and Jere MeGillicuddy, were arraigned in 

the Municipal court in Lewiston today for 

illegal voting on Monday. They waived ex- 

amination and were bound over to the April 
term of the supreme court. 

Franklin County Indictments. 

Farmington, March 9—The grand jury 
rose this morning. But few indictments are

Breaking a Channel. 

Rockland, March 9.—Ice still blocks 

navigation up the Peuobscot river. The 
steamer Lucy P. Miller, from New York,

Point and will probably reach Bucksport to- 

morrow, from which place she has a big 
freight. The United States cutter Dallas, 
Capt. Frank Barr, lias gone up to assist her. 
The ice is softening somewhat. 

Doisr Rpnnett's Thousands. 

Nkwi'Out. March 9—There is a strong be- 

lief entertained by many people here that, 
admitting I)r Weed’s connection with tin 

crime, Peter Bennett’s robber- had still an- 

other accomplice and that he was somebody 
in the village and now lias the stolen money 
in his possession. Sheriff Brown and Depu 
ty Maloney have been here hunting for evi- 
dence in the case. Bennett, it is said, be- 

lieves that there was nn attempt made a year 
ago by Ur. Weed and two New York crooks, 
to rob him, but that the New Yorkers be- 
came dissatisfied at the last moment and re- 

fused to do the Job. It is generally believed 
that there U some mistake regarding the 
statement that Inspector Byrnes knows Fos- 
ter as a professional thief.

Secretary Maddocks on the Negotia- 
tors and the Fisheries. 

Senator Dolph’s Fortification Bill 
Agreed Upon in Committee. 

Provision Made for Portland and 
Other Maine Ports. 

Washington, March 9.—In his pamphlet, 
“Fisheries Treaties between the United 
States and Great Britain, Discussed from a 

Fisherman’s Standpoint,” Secretary Mad- 
docks of tlie National Fishery Association 
has this to say regarding the new treaty: 

“When former treaties have been negotiat- 
ed, wherein the welfare of the fisheries have 
been concerned, it may have been pleaded in 
extenuation of any mistakes tiiat have been 
made, that the gentlemen charged with the 
responsible duty of negotiation may have 
lacked that definite knowledge of the sub- 
ject under consideration, which might have 
enabled them to avoid mistakes, and which 
might make it possible to state the terms of 
the treaty so clearly and so explicitly that it 
could not well be misunderstood. 

“But no excuse of this kind can be offered 
in tlie present case. If the negotiators 
charged with the duty of representing the 
interests of the American fishermen in this 
case are not well informed upon the subject 
they had to deal with, it is not because they 
lacked the requisite sources of in- 
formation. Not only have the rights 
and needs of the American fishermen 
under previous treaties, and all matters per- 
taining to this controversy, been fully set 
forth in publin praat ait prapblPta peepr- 
ed by the highest legal authorities, hut the 
fishermen of the United States have sent to 
Washington, and have maintained there dur- 
_* V.. ___ ., 

representatives who were ready to state their 
claims and give expression to their needs and 
their wishes. It is a rather remarkable com- 
mentary to this entire proceeding that since 
the abrogation of the fishery clauses of 1871, 
and during the progress of these last negoti- 
ations, no authorized agent of the Atlantic 
fishermen has been called upon to state tbeir 
case in a personal interview with the gentle- 
men who were officially charged with the re- 
sponsible duties of negotiating for the rights 
of the fishermen. This is a matter for still 
greater surprise, considering the fact that 
the officers of the fishery associations have 
sough to state their case in personal inter- 
view. and have not been granted this privil- 
ege.” 

Revenue Legislation. 
The Democratic newspapers print an ab- 

surd yarn, alleging that the Republicans are 

split into factions in regard to revenue legis- 
lation. The story is a baseless [fabric. Mr. 

Reed, Major McKinley, Governor Long and 
Governor Dingley, all deny the statement as 

without any foundation. No specific action 
in formulating a tariff bill has been taken as 

yet by the Republicans as a body, or by any 
individual Republican; but, as all discuss- 
ion goes to show, there is substantian unani- 
mity on the several points. Said Governor 
Dingley, Tuesday night: “The Repulicansin 
the House are substantially a unit on five 
propositions, and if any tariff bill is framed 
in tne House by the Republicans—which 
may or may not be, according to the course 
of circumstances—it would probably include 
them. They are: (1) Removal of the tobacco 
tax; (2) abolition of the tax on alcohol used 
in the ar.s; (3) a large reduction in sugar 
duty; (4) the wool and woolen schedule 
adopted by the recent tripartite conference; 
(5) the Arkwright club cotton schedule.” 

Sea Coast Defences. 

The Senate committee on coast defences 

practically agreed today to report favorably 
the bill introduced by Senator Dolph to pro- 
vide for fortifications and sea coast defence, 
with an amendment providing that the gun 
factory to be established be located at Water- 
vilet Arsenal, New York, instead of the 
Frankfort Arsenal in Pennsylvania. The 
bill provides that there shall be appropriated 
$126,378,800 for the purpose of providing for- 
tifications at.tbe following ports: New York, 
San Francisco, Boston, the Lake ports, 
Hampton Roads, New Orleans, Philadelphia 
Washington, Baltimore, Portland, the Rhode 
Island ports in NarragansettBay, Key West, 
Charleston, South Carolina. Mobile, New 
London, Savannah, Galveston, Portland, 
Ore, Pensacola, Fla., Wilmington, N. C., 
San Diego, Cal., Portsmouth, N. H., defences 
of Cumberland Sound at Fort. Clinch, de- 
fences for the ports of the Kennebec river 
at Fort Papham; New Bedford, Mass., de- 
fences of the ports on the Penobscot river, 
Maine.at Fort Knox; and New Haven,Conn. 
Of the amount appropriated, $21,500,000 is 
to be expended during the fiscal year of 1889, 
$9,000,000 during each of the 11 fiscal years 
thereafter, and $5,877,800 during the fiscal 
year 1901, the money to be expended accord- 
ing to the recommendations of the fortifica- 
tions board appointed under the act of 
March 3, 1885. The floating batteries and 
torpedo boats recommended by the Board 
will be constructed by contract, under the 
supervision 01 me oecreuuj ui me 

according to plans approved by a board of 
naval officers. The guns for their armament 
will be fabricated at the W ashington navy 
yard. 

The House committee on military affairs 
have agreed to report favorably the Cutch- 
eon bill appropriating $7,435,000 lor coast 
defences.

Lth CONGRESS-FIRST SESSION. 

HOUSE. 

Washington, March 9. 
Mr. Herman, of Oregon, was excused from 

further service on the commitee on manu- 

factures, and was appointed on the commit- 
tee on Indian depredation claims, to fill the 

vacancy occasioned by the resignation ol 
Mr. Buchanan of New Jersey, who was ap- 
pointed as a member of the committee on 

manufactures. The House then proceeded 
to the further consideration of the omnibus 
war claim bill, coming over from last Friday. 

The amendment agreed to in committee of 

the whole appropriating $20,000 for the 
relief of the Protestant Episcopal Theologi- 
cal Seminary and High School of Virginia, 
was again the subject of discussion being 
earnestly opposed by Messrs. Taylor and 

Kennedy, of Ohio. Messrs. Lee and O’Fer- 

rall, of Virginia, supported the amendment. 
Mr. Heed, of Maine, said that the naked 

proposition of the amendment was to pay 
$20,000 to a corporation on account of the 
fact that it was deprived of the use of its 

buildings by the operation of war. If the 
precedent contained in the amendment were 

set, Congress might have to pay rent for the 
fields used in actual combat. The amend- 
ment was finally agreed to—yeas, 130; nays, 
90. The hill was then passed—yeas, 105; 
nays, 100. 

Tlie remainder of the day was consumed in 
the consideration of a few private bills. The 
House at 5 o’clock took a recess until 7.30. 

Evening Session. 

Thirty-four pension bills were passed, in- 
ciuuing one increasing uie pension oi vne 

widow of Gen. Robert Anderson, the hero of 
Fort Sumter to $100 a month. The House, 
at 10 o’clock, adjourned. 

OUT OF THE FLAMES. 

Narrow Escape of Professors and 

Students at Mitchell, Dak. 

Minneapolis, Minn., March 9.—The 

journal’s Mitchell, Dakota, special says: 

“Fire broke out in the Methodist University 
at three o’clock this morning from spontane- 
ous combustion of oily rags in the oil rooms. 

There were forty inmates, including faculty, 
students and servants. All but ten escaped 
without trouble. Four young men jumped 
from the second story windows, and four 
others and a professor jumped from the third 

story. Another professor descended from 
the roof by a clothes line. 1 he less is #50.- 
000; insurance, #75,000. The building will 
be rebuilt. Norton Pitcher of Northville, 
has since died of his injuries.

MUSIC AND DRAMA. 

JULIUS C.E8AB. 

A dramatic company is possessed of good 
courage that is willing to attempt Shakes- 
peare’s famous tragedy of Julius Cfesar in 
these later days when it is sure to be criti- 
cised by so many earnest students of the 

great master of play writing; and especially 
is this the case when the company has been 
preceded In this city, within a few years by 
a combination of remarkable talent who 
have presented the tragedy with an attention 
to detail that is not surpassed on the metro- 
politan stage. And yet, in the face of these 
facts, Mr. Mack’s company is entitled to 
much credit for their work last evening. 

Mr. Downing’s Marc Antony, like his 
Spartacus, from a physical point of view, is 
very attractive and picturesque. His deliv- 
ery of the great speeches is marked by intel- 
ligence, and deep study, and the grand sen- 
timents of the poet find admirable channel 
for their conveyance to the audience in the 
beautiful sonorous voice and clear cut enun- 
ciations of the actor. His acting is realistic 
and forcible and he was heartily and enthu- 
siastically applauded. 

The supporting characters of Brutus by 
Mr. Harry Meridith, and Cassius by Mr. 
William Harris, were very well assumed, 
and the same clearness of enunciation we 

have first mentioned appertained to them as 

well as to Mr. Downing. Miss Earle was a 

pleasing Portia, of fine, commanding pres- 
ence, dignified movement, and in the scene 
with Brutus, womanly and effective. The 
other parts were taken acceptably. The play was well staged and well cos- 
tumed, and the details that often are made 
ridiculous, like the cheers and actions of the 
populace, were realistic and in good taste. 

Grimmer’s orchestra played with their ac- 
customed skill and the large audience ex- 
pressed much pleasure as they left the 
theatre.

CONGRESSMEN INVESTIGATE. 

Lawyer Parsons Describes the Work- 

ing of the Sugar Trust. 

Its Effect on the Market as Told by 
Witnesses. 

Senators Clve a Hearing to the Un- 

protected Authors. 

Wajsdxnuton, March9.—The Investigation 
into the sugar trust was resumed by the 
House committee on ntauufactures this morn- 

ing, Mr. Parsons, attorney for the trust, be- 
ing placed on the stand. Chairman Bacon 
examined the witness in regard to whether 

any changes had been made in the agreement 
since it was entered into, to which answer 

jvas made that the deed bad not been changed- 
but it had since been required that instead of 
new refineries being admitted by action of the 
board the consent of a majority of the certifi- 
cate holders should be obtained. The wit- 
ness thought that the price of sugar had not 
been increased as a result of the agreement, 
nor had any sugar refineries been purchased 
by the board, but that members of the asso- 

ciation had. since the formation of the trust, 
purchased the entire stock of refineries in 
which they had not previously been interest- 
ed. Being asked why they had not taken 
the stockholders into the trust instead of 
buying the stock the witness replied that the 
number of trustees was limited by the agree- 
ment to eleven, that all1»ersons holding stock 
were satisfied to have the gentlemen consti- 
tuting the board represent them, and that a 
large number of persons having control 
would make the board unmanageable. 

Parsons stated that in the case of the North 
River Refining Company, of which Mr. Hol- 
ier was the principal owner, there was no 
irausier oi luieresis. /Liver mouer sigueu 
the agreement he (leered to withdraw. Then 
Searles, of the sugar trust board, bought out 
Mr. Moller. The par value of the stock of 
the North River Company was #350,000. Mr. 
Searles paid #325,000 cash for it. When the 
stock was turned over to the trust, its certifi- 
cates to the amount of #700,000 were given in 
lieu of it, less 15 per cent., or #595,000 net. 
This ratio of exchange, however, the witness 
maintained, was no criterion as to the deal- 
ings with other refineries. 

Chairman Bacon pressed the witness as to 
the amount of certificates owned by the va- 
rious parties to the trust. Mr. Parsons de- 
clined to answer for the reason that it was 
simply a private matter. 

The press representatives were asked to 
withdraw temporily, as Mr. Parsons desired 
to make a statement with closed doors. 
When the doors were opened the chairman 
aunounced that the committee had decided 
not to press the question for the present. 
Continuing, Mr. Parsons said the board be- 
lieved that 70 per cent, of the trust capitali- 
zation of #50,000,000 was represented by real 
property of the various refineries and the 
other 30 per cent, by patent rights, the expe- 
rience and the good will of the members of 
the trust board. 

Mr. Parsons stated that the machinery 
and processes for the combined manufacto- 
ries aid not tend to dispense with labor. 

John Dodworth, of the New York Com- 
mercial Bulletin testified that both raw and 
refined sugar had advanced since the forma- 
tion of the trust. 

Francis B. Thurber, of New York, said the 
price of standard sugar had advanced prob- 
ably one cent per pyund in the last 5 months 
and, if the prices got too high, there would 
be other refineries started. He also knew of 
18 refineries which had failed or gone out of 
business in the last 15 or 20 years; that the 
sugar business had not been a|paying one and 
he looked upon the present trust as not un- 
natural. 

James £. Nichollas, of Austin Nichollas & 
Co., wholesale grocers, New York, said the 
difference between the trust prices and those 
outside the trust were not large enough to 
make it profitable to purchase outside. 

Francis H. Leggett testified that prices 
have advanced about 1 3-8 cents per pound, 
but are now about one cent higher than in 
September. 

The Authors’ Bill. 
The Senate committee on patents gave a 

hearing this morning to gentlemen interest- 
ed in the pending international copyright 
bill. 

George Walter Green, secretary and coun- 

sel of the American Copyright League, stat- 
ed that never before in the history of copy- 
right agitation had there been that unanimi- 
ty of purpose which now existed on the part 
of all classes. A few years ago, when a like 
hearing was had before the committee, there 
was absolute want of harmony. Today, 
every organization concerned and every class 
of the great American people, the great con- 

suming public was practically unanimous in 
their endorsement of the pending bill. It 
was time that the stigma of piracy was re- 

moved from all concerned in the book trade, 
because they were all pirates so long as the 

present conditions continued. 
Edmund C. Stedman, of New York, ad- 

dressed the committee in advococy of the 

pending measure. 
Tn mnlv t.n rnunv nnpntinns nrnnnnndpii hv 

tbe committee, Mr. Stedman said in sub- 

stance, that he did not think the proposed 
law would materially increase the price of 
books of American authors in this country, 
but would increase the sales of such books 

very largely because they would then have 

equal chances with tbe books of English, 
French and German authors. He thought 
the passage of the proposed law would ele- 
vate the American taste. 

Messrs. Eggleston of New York, and 
VYalsli of Philadelphia, also spoke in favor 
of the bill. 

Michael Corcoran, of Cambridge, Mass., 
of the Pressman's Union, gave the commit- 
tee information as to his branch of the book 
publishing business. 

Gardiner G. Hubbard of Washiugton, op- 
posed tlie bill as one, the only effect of 
which would be, and the only reason for ask- 
ing it was the increase price of books. He 
claimed to represent sixty millions of peo- 
ple in the United States, and argued that 
American authors are better protected under 
the existing laws than American inventors 
are, the former being protected for 42 j-ears, 
and the latter for only 17 years. He de- 
clared there was no such tiling as right of 
property to be found anywhere in the an- 
nals of the world, and no such thing as a na- 
tional right of property. Mr. Hubbard pro- 
ceeded with his argument, quoting Cord 
Macaulay’s declaration that “a copy right 
is a tax on knowledge,” and arguing that 
that was the character of the proposed legis- 
lation. 

Dana Estes of Boston, secretary of the In- 
ternational Copyright Association, spoke in 
favor of the measure. He thought the 
American author fullv nrntected now in his 
own country, Dut that he was not protected 
from competing wiili foreign wares which 
were put upon the market by American 
publishers, not only lessening the sales of 
the works of American authors, but often 
preventing their being published at all, be- 
cause the American publisher would say: 
“Why should I pay for your work, when 1 
can use an equally good foreign work with- 
out any cost to me?" He spoke of France as 
a country whose authors are best protected 
and where books are cheapest, and laid it 
down as a demonstrated fact that where the 
broadest protection is given books, books 
are the cheapest. 

Senator Hiscock—As I understand it the 
only change proposed by the bill in the ex- 

isting law, outside of the reciprocity section, 
is that the proposed measure opens the Unit- 
ed States to copyright by foreign authors. 

Mr. Estes—That is all there is of it. 
Seuaotr Hiscock—And it has other provis- 

ions that they cannot take advantage of it 
except that their books are printed in this 
country? 

Mr. Estes—Yes, it has t.iese two elements. 
As an illustration of the jack of conscience 

on the part English book pirates, Mr. Estes 
mentioned the case of a hook by an Ameri- 
can author, on the pleasures of being an 
American child, which was republished in 
Glasgow and made to apply to British chil- 
dren, whiie the name of the author was re- 
tained and the list of his other books. 

Mr. Eggleston here explained in reply to 
other questions by Senator Hiscock, that, if 
foreign works were copyrighted in ibis 
country, they could not be pirated, and 
cheap editions would not be issued ; and 
American authors would thus be secured 
from the unfair competition to which they 
are now subjected. 

Nathan Appleton aid Joseph Ityland, of 
New York, and Mr. Merrill, of St. Paul, fa- 
vored the bill. This closed the hearing 
which lasted two hours and a half.

rhe Aged Monarch Peacefully End* 
His Long Reign. 

As Frederick III., the Ciown Prince 

Becomes Emperor. 

Germany’s Regret Shared by the 

Civilized World. 

Berlin, March 9.—Emperor William died 
it half-past eight o’clock this morning. At 
o’clock the following bulletin was issued: 
After a slight flickering up of his vital powers 

resterday evening, the Emperor’s weakness In- 
ireased during the night, and has now attained a

Emperor’s voice was so strong that it could

Eye-witnesses of the scenes at the death 
if the Emperor state that during the last 
lew hours of his life he suffered no pain, 
jhortly after 8 o’clock, all the members of 
he family staying at the palace, the court 

lignitaries, generals and ministers of State, 
vere summoned to the chamber In which the

In the Reichstag.

•eigning Emperor and King, will leave San 
temo tomorrow arriving in due course in 
Jerlln. 
“During the last days of his,life 1 received 

rom the much lamented King, in confirma- 
ion of that power for work which only left 
lim with life, the signature which lies be- 
ore me,and which empowers me to close the 
telchstag at the usual time when its labors 
ire finished. I addressed to the Emperor the 
■equest that he should sign only with the 
irst letters of his name. His Majesty replied 
.hat he believed himself still able to write 
its name in full. In consequence of this, 
;he historical document with the last signa- 
ure of His Majesty lies before me. Under 
;he circumstances, 1 assume It would be in 
iccordance with the wish of .the Reichstag, 
is well as the representatives of the Federal 
fovernments, not to separate just :now, but 
o remain in session until the arrival of His 
Majesty, the Emperor. Therefore, I do not 
nake anv use it the Imperial authorization, 
leyond depositing it in the archives as a his- 
;orical document and requesting yeur presl- 
lent to Induce the adoption of resolutions 
vliich will reflect the feeling and conviction 
>f the Reichstag.’’ 

The Chancellor also said: “I received this 
rery day from New York,a telegram of sym- 
>athy, showing what confidence the dynasty 
■f the Imperial house has acquired among 
ill nations. This is a legacy which the 
£uiperor's long reign bequeaths to the Oer- 
nan people. The confidence which his dy- 
msty has won will be transferred to the na- 
lon despite anything which has happened.” 

At the opening of the lower house of the 
Prussian Diet today, Herr Von Puttkamer, 
/ice President of the Prussian Ministerial 
council, arose and said: “I have the sad 

iuty to make a most painful communication 
o the House. It has pleased God to call His 

ilajesty the Emperor, in the twenty-eighth 
:ear of his glorious reign, from his earthly 
ixistence, by a peaceful death, at 8.30 o’clock 
his morning. You will not expect me in 
his most solemn moment, when sorrow and 
are so deeply stir our hearts, to attempt to 

lepict the feelings with which the whole 
■ation is filled through the loss of our most 

>eloved, exalted and venerable ruler. I may, 
lowever, safely and confidently say on this 

lay of sore trial, that the Prussian people 
ind their representatives will now more than 
iver be penetrated by the consciousness that 
he sorrows of our exalted sovereign’s house 
ire theirs, and that the deeper the universal 
>ain at the decease of our ever remembered 
£lug the stronger and more indissoluble will 
>e the link uniting Prussia’s people in good 
md evil days. 1 leave it to yourselves to 
,ake such resolutions as are suitable to the 
[ravity of the situation." Herr Von Keol- 
er, the President of the House, closed the 
fitting with the words: "God protect the 
•oyal house and the fatherland.” 

The Latest from Berlin. 
Beulix, March'9.—Preparations for the 

reception of the new sovereign are actively 
(oing on at the palace. He will travel to 
Berlin by special train, which will reach 
rurin, Saturday night and Munich at etght 
Sunday morning. It is expocted that one of 
His Majesty’s first steps will be the granting 
amnesty to political offenders. The evening 
papers contain what are reported to be the 
last words spoken ;by the Emperor. They 
ire: "Alexander has promised me that he 
will not make war against us.” It is re- 
sorted the Emperor also said: "I am con- 
vinced that we ought not to go to war with 
ttussla, toward whom the most friendly atti- 
,ude ought to be adopted.” 

FREDERICK III. 
rhe New Emperor’s First Advices to 

His Counsellors. 
Sax Kkmo, March 9.—Emperor Frederick 

William was greatly disturbed on hearing 
die uews of bis father’s death, but is now 

nuch more tranquil. He has received hun- 
dreds of telegrams of condolence. The new 

Emperor and Empress will leave for Berlin 
at 9 o’clock tomorrow morning. 

From the Emperor. 
Berlin, March 9.—The new king was pro- 

claimed Frederick III. but he signs his name 
“Frederick” without reference to Emperor 
or King. The Relchsanzeiger announces 

that the Chancellor has received the follow- 

ing telegram from the Emperor Frederick: 
San Kkmo, March 8. 

At this moment of deepest sorrow at the de- 
cease of the Emperor and King, my beloved 
father, I must express my thanks to you and to 
the Minister of State for the devotiou'and loyalty 
with which you all served him. I rely upon the 
assistance of you all in the arduous charge which 
has devolved upon me. I leave here tomorrow. 

Frederick. 

The Emperor also forwarded the follow- 

ing ordinance to the Ministers of State on 

the subject of public mourning: 
With regard to the national mourning which 

heretofore has been customary, we will not order 
any provision, but rather leave it to every Ger- 
man to determine how he will give expression to 
his affliction at the death of such a monarch, and 
how long he will deem It appropriate to restrict 
his participation in public entertainments. 

The Emperor Improving. 
San Kemo, March 9.—The new Emperor 

passed a good day. lie dined down stairs 
with his family for the first time since the 

operation was performed, and Is looking for- 
ward eagerly to his return to Berlin. The 
doctor* still have some fears that Inflamma- 
tion of the lungs may result from the jour- 
ney. 

IN OTHER LANDS. 
Queen Victoria and Her Court Will 

Wear Mourning Dress. 

London, March a.—Flags are at half mast 

generally throughout England on account of 
the death of Emperor William. At 11.15 
o’clock this morning Prince Henry of Bat- 
ten berg conveyed a message from the Queen 
to Count Von Hatzfeldt, the German Ambas- 
sador, expressing Her Majesty’s sorrow at 
the death of the Emperor. The balls which 
were to have been held at Dublin Castle to- 

night and on St. Patrick’s day, have been 

postponed. 
The excitement of yesterday has been re- 

newed and the German embassy is beselged 
by callers. In consequence of yesterday 
evening’s conflicting rumors, the definite 
news of the Emperor’s death was at first re- 

ceived cautiously. The flags on the public 
buildings were displayed at half mast, and 

the notice of the Emperor’s decease was 

posted on the bulletiu boards of the newspa- 
pers. Large crowds gathered around the 

newspaper offices and many were the ex- 
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with sympathetic remarks, ai to how the 
death of tne emperor would affect the new 

Emperor, Frederick William. 
General surprise is expressed that the 

House of Commons did not adjourn in con- 

sequence of Emperor William’s death. 
The Queen has sent telegrams of condo- 

lence to Berlin and to San Remo. The 
Queen was dressed in deep black when she 
took her carriage exercise in the gardens of 
Buckingham Palace today. All tne officials 
of the palace and the servants are dressed 
in mourning. The Prince of Wales, In deep 
mourning, visited the Queen at 10 o’clock 
this morning and again at noon. The court 
has been ordered to wear mourning for a 
month. All state ceremonies have been can- 
celled. The Prince of Wales, Prince Chris- 
tian and Prince Henry of Battenherg, who 
will represent the Queen, will attend the 
Emperor’s funeral. 

Mr. and Mrs. Gladstone were among those 
v.o called upon the Queen today. Mr. Glad- 
stone remarked the way in which the Queen 
bore up under the shock. 

Enmity Forgotten. 
PAKisJMarchD.—The Liberte says: “It may 

be said to the honor of France that her old 
chivalrous spirit has on this occasion silenced 
the voice of national passion. Among all 
classes of society the fate of the Emperor 
William and his son is the subject of most 

sympathetic concern. We can no longer re- 

gard as enemies that venerable monarch 
sinking into his grave, or the Prince, in the 

prime of life, whose existence is ebbing 
away. We are irresistibly touched at their 
fate, and with the sacred volume we rever- 
ently exclaim, ‘How are the mighty fallen.’ 
Other French papers comment at great length 
on the results of the accession of Prince 
William to the throne of Germany and on 
the probability of war. 

The parliamentary chambers will not ad- 
journ on account of the German Emperor’s 
death. President Carnot has sent a tele- 
graphic message of condolence to Frederick 
William at San Romo. He also charged Col. 
Lichtenstein, lot his military household, to 

convey his condolence to Count Von Muns- 
ter, the German ambassador to France. M. 
Flourens, Minister of Foreign Affairs, went 
to the German embassy and telegraphed to 
M. Herbette, the French ambassador at Ber- 
lin, to present his condolences to Prince Bis- 
marck. All the members of the French cab- 
inet called and inscribed their names at the 
German Embassy. 

Italian Deputies Adjourn. 
Rome. March 9.—The .Chamber of Depu- 

ties will adjourn as a mark of respect for 
the dead Emperor. The general Impression 
is that there will be no change in the politi- 
cal situation so long as Prince Bismarck 
lives. 

Sweden's (Testimonial. 
Copenhagen, March 9.—In the Rigsdag, 

to-day, the president referred to the death of 
the German Emperor. He said: “Although 
to the Danish people, painful recollections 
are associated with the name of the power- 
ful sovereign wno has just passed away, 
this will not prevent us from duly recogni- 
zing a man of worldwide reputation, and it 
is to be hoped that past wounds will be 
healed by the growing peaceful understand- 
ing betweeu the two nations.” He referred 
to the illness of the new Emperor in sym- 
pathetic terms. 

The Reichsrath Adjourns. 
Vienna, March 9.—The Reichsrath has 

adjourned because of the death of tiie Ger- 
man Emperor. 

Our Government’s Condolence. 

Washington, Match 9.—The official an- 

nouncement of the death of Emperor Wil- 
liam was received at the German Legation 
early this morning. The telegram was signed 
by Prince Bismarck and stated that the Em- 
peror passed peacefully away at half past V 
this morning. 

The Secretary of State this afternoon sent 
the following cable message to Minister Pen- 
dleton at Berlin: 

“The President desires you to make known 
tluoiuh the Koreign Office thst the death of the 
illustrious and venerable Emperor of Germany 
has deeply aroused the sorrow and sympathy of 
the peoplo of the United stotes and the Govern- 
ment. Bayard.” 

The Secretary sent also a message to Baron 
Zediwltz, Charge d'A(faires,of which the fol- 
lowing is a copy: 

"Baron—The melancholy tidings conveyed by 
vour note of this day had already been received 
by a telegram from Mr. Pendleton, our Minister at 
Berlin. The seal ef death has at last been set

ON THE Q. 

Arthur Declares the Brotherhood 
Must Win or Die. 

Trouble Appearing Wherever Thero 
Are Burlington Cars. 

Arbitration Suggested In Chicago as 

the Only Solution Left. 

Chicago. March 9.—Chief Arthur in a 
circular issued here to-day, after reviewing 
the causes of the Burlington strike say*: 
“The Brotherhood of Locomotive Engineers 
and Firemen are now engaged in a life and 
death struggle. War has been declared be- 
tween them and the Chicago, Burlington A 
Quincy railroad. The Brotherhood cannot 
recede from their demands on the wage ques- 
tion and maintain their self respect or their 
organization. They must win or die. They 
can only respect the claims of neutralities so 

long as they remain neutral. They must 
and will exhaust every honorable means to 
win the fight.” 

A train of Burlington cars, 30jin number, 
was run into Chicago on the Fort Wayne 
tracks yesterday and delivered to that com- 

pany to be transported east. The yard 
master endeavored to get the cars switched 
but the engineers refused to touch them and 
the cars were left where the Burlington 
switch engine first shoved them. 

Another train was run into the Michigan 
Central yards to be switched to various 
points. The switching engineers refused 
positively to assist in moving them. 

Neither the Chicago and Grand Trunk nor 
the Baltimore and Onto is receiving any Bur- 
lington freight. So faras can be learned the 
Illinois Central is the only western company 
which will continue to interchange freight 
with the Burlington. The interchange is 
imperative, unless the company would elect 
to forfeit its charter. 

All court proceedings by the Burlington 
railroad against Chief Arthur and the 
Wabash railroad were brought to a sudden 
halt by Judge Gresham this afternoon. The 
judge announced that the whole matter was 
postponed until Monday. The reason for 
the delay was ostensibly to give the at- 
torneys for the Wabash time to prepare an 
answer, but the Burlington Company did 

The Proper Method. 
“The attitude of the Brotherhood at thla 

juncture,” said Chief Arthur, this afternoon, 
is practically identified with thla statement, 
which has appeared most opportunely.” 
Mr. Arthur held in his hand the following 
clipped from this morning's Chicago Tribune, 
which heretofore has opposed the stand 
taken by the Burlington engineers: 

LET ABBITBATION PBEVAIL. 

Now that there is danger of trouble be- 
tween the Engineers' Brotherhood and the 
Burlington road extending to other lines and 
inflicting untold injury on the commerce of 
the West, it is time to renew the inquiry 
whether this entire difficulty cannot be 
speedily, fairly and peacefully settled by ar- 
bitration. The Locomotive Engineers claim 
that the question in issue relates mainly to 
the payment on the Burlington tine of the 
wages allowed on other first class lines lor 
like services, while the railroad officials as 

persistently assert that the disputed points 
relate to the discipline and control of em- 

ployes. If the question is simply one of 
wages, there would seem to be no reason 
why the Burlington road, with Its great busi- 
ness and profits, should not pay Its engineers 
for equal service as much as any other line 
similarly situated. On the other hand, if 
the system of classification and graded pay 
contributes, in any degree, to the reward of 
individual merit and gives promotion to men 
displaying skill and fidelity, it should be re- 
tained. The question then is this: Does 
the issue between the Brotherhood and the 
railroads relate Imerely to pay or to the dis- 
cipline of the service. 

That certainly is a fair question for arbi- 
tration, and can be determined on careful 
inquiry by a board of arbitration in a man- 
mer just to both parties. Let a resort be 
made to arbtiratfon and threatened injury to 
business is averted. Something must be 
done to protect the public from the injury 
inflicted by railroad.strikes. 

“Now,” said Arthur, “the point is that the 
Brotherhood is and has been ready to sub- 
mit the whole matter to three disinterested 
persons for settlement.” 

“But Paul Morton, speaking today for the 
! company, claimed there Is nothing to arbi- 
trate.” 

"That is a question of fact,” said Arthur 
dryly, "of which we must allow the people to 
be the judge. 

Passenger Traffic Included. 

Topeka, Kan., March 9.—The engineers 
and firemen of the Santa Fe road, through 
their grievance committee, today notified the 
officers of the road that on and after 12.06 a 

m., Sunday, March 11, they will refuse to 

handle, receive or transfer any cars of the 

Chicago, Burlington A Quincy system or any 
consignment of freight, or any passenger 
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eers replied that the Inter-State commerce 
law ane the law of Kansas forbid the road 
from refusing “Q” freight that comes Into 
the Santa Fe’s hands in the regular order of 
business. The members of the committee 
and other engineers and firemen say there 
will be no aeneral strike, although many of 
the engineers may quit their cabs. 

Again in Court. 

Omaha, Neb., March 9.—In the United 
States court today, a temporary order was 

obtained requiring the Union Pacific and Its 

employes from refustng to perform their 
duties under the inter-State commerce law, 
and also restraining the engineers from 
>triklng or combining to direct any strike. 

A Determined President. 

St. Paul, March 9—The main point of in- 
terest today was the position taken by the St. 
Paul and Duluth president that the road can 

not refuse to handle "Q” cars and that if ths 
engineers and firemen leave their posts he 
knows where he can get men to take their 
places. __

David Bennett Hill still continues to figure 
as a possible Democratic caudidate for the 
Presidency. But Grover Cleveland still con- 

tinues to reduce that possibility by a discreet 
use of the offices. Right in Hill’s own State 
within a day or two the President lias made 
himself solid in Syracuse by appointing a 

lively Democratic editor to the post office. 

Tiie dependent pension bill passed by the 
Senate is the bill generally endorsed by 
Grand Army posts. It closely resembles the 
bill which the President veteod last winter, 
but there are some modifications to meet the 
objections which the President raised in his 
veto message. Ail the votes against the bill 
came from ex-Confederates. The fate of the 
bill in tiie House is somewhat uncertain, 
though the probability is that it will pass. 

It looks as tbougii most of tiie lives lost in 
the Springfield fire might have been saved 
had the fire department been provided witli 
proper apparatus and been as efficient as it 
Bhould have been. As it was there was no 

ladder that would reach to the fifth story of 
the building, and the crowd was allowed to 
take possession of the street so as to inter- 
fere with the firemen. A proper ladder will 
probably be bought now and the department 
subjected to some discipline. 

The Argus has begun to complain again 
that the Republicans will not let the Demo- 
crats pass a tariff bill. The Democrats have 
a working majority of the House, and can 

pass any bill they may agree upon in spite of 
the Republicans. This was true in the two 
last Congresses, but no tariff bill was passed, 
simply because the Democratic party could 
not agree upon the kind of a tariff bill that 
ought to be passed. If they fail to pass a 

tariff bill through ithe present House it will 
be for the same reason.

Mayor Hewitt apparently is a sufferer 
from dyspepsia.

a straw about the Irish vote. The delega- 
tion retired very much chagrined. 

The performance of District Attorney Fel- 
lows in the proceedings against Gould and 

Sage are not wholly what could be desired in 
a public prosecutor. After the public prod- 
ding which he received from the attorneys 
of the aggrieved Kansas-Pacific bondholders 
he carried the matter of the trust funds 
before Iiecorder Smyth, but instead of mov- 

ing that it be brought before the grand jury 
went into a long explanation. Iiecorder 
Smyth reminded him that he was not there 
to listen to explanations but must have a 

motion to act on. This forced the appar- 
ently reluctant District Attorney to make the 
motion. It was charged at the time of Fel- 
lows’s election that he was the candidate of 
the bocdlers. His performances in this case, 

unless the New York papers misrepresent, 
are calculated to give color to theso charges. 

The Waterville Sentinel is informed that 

many Winslow people are positive that the 

young man employed in Winslow in 1877 was 

one George Snow, aud not the ubiquitous 
Charles Slain. They think the confusion 
comes from the fact that one of Stain’s 
aliases was Frank Snow. As the Pheks has 
before said this testimony of the Winslow 
people must be carefully sifted and weighed

but the former lias reacted an age 
when he can look forward to but few 

years more of life at most, while Bismarck’s 
physical infirmities are serious and may end 

his career at any moment. At best it can 

be but a few years before these two lieuten- 
ants of the Emperor who made his reign the 

dlstlngutsnea one nut 11 wasuuu tviuugm, 

those changes which raised Germany from a 

loose confederation of States to an empire, 
all things considered, the strongest in Eu- 

rope, will have followed their chieftain, and 
the direction of the empire will have to be 
committed to new hands. Who is there wor- 

thy to succeed these two men is a question 
which the German people have often asked 

themselves, and are asking themselves to- 

day more anxiously than ever. Soldiers the 

empire has in abundance, and the question 
as far as Von Moltke is concerned, may not 
be very difficult to answer But of states- 
men it lias few. The system that Bismarck 
built up with the approval of the Emperor 
lias been fatal to tiie development of states- 

manship. There lias been little chance for 
Its exercise, and therefore little encourage- 
ment for its cultivation. 

The application of the Chicago, Burlington 
& Quincy railroad to the courts to compel 
connecting railroads to perform their duties 
as common carriers is an important move 

and if granted can but have a very marked

upon the courts to punish engineers who un- 

dertake to discriminate against connecting 
railroads, so that, if the court decrees that 
roads must take the freight offered them, the 

I engineers must submit or subject themselves 
to fine and imprisonment. 

Hnrper’s Weekly is much troubled these 
days at the bad company that President 
Cleveland is getting around him. This trou- 
ble is considerably increased by a very ag- 
gravating case of impropriety lately perpe- 
trated by some distinguished members of 
that company. Not long ago, Public Printer 
Benedict and Assistant Secretary of the 
Treasury Maynard allowed their names to 
be used at the foot of a circular addressed to 
postmasters. The circular requested a list 
of all the voters receiving mail at each office, 
with a description of the politics of each, 
the object of getting the names being the 
distribution of public documents and papers 
of a political nature, and such as would help 
the Democratic party. Another circular, 
signed by the same gentlemen, but addressed 
to Democratic committees and politicians,was 
prepared asking those addressed to "call 
upon” the postmasters in their town and help 
in making up the lists. Mr. Benedict said that 
one of the documents which the Democrats 
were planning to distribute right aud left 
through the aid of the postmasters, is Sena- 
tor Hale’s speech, in which was shown how 

many Republican office-holders have been 
turned out by Cleveland to make room for 
Democrats. “The object of this,” said Mr. 
Benedict, “is to let the people know that 
this is not the kind of an administration 
that many persons think it is.” In other 

words, Public Printer Benedict thought 
some Democrats yet believed Mr. Cleveland 
to he floundering in what seems to them the 
slough of civil service reform, aud he 
thought that the perusal of Senator Hale’s 
exposure of the President’s hypocrisy would 
be just the thing to stiffen up these waverers 

by showing that Cleveland is, after all, a 

spoilsman, after the Democrats’ own heart- 
Mr. Benedict is uudouhtedly right iu his 
opluiou unit tue spsocn will nave a powerful 
effect in uniting the Democracy dy diminish- 
ing the discontent with Cleveland, and his 
plan of using the post offices is very easy 
and available. But Harper’s Weekly points 
out this week, more in sorrow than In anger, 
that this effort to show that earlier profes- 
sions of reform have been forgotten, is a di- 
rect insult to President Cloavelaud. And 
the worst part of it Is that Mr. Cleveland 
does not resent the insult, altbough Mr. Cur- 
tis calls upon him to in these plain words: 

It seems to us impossible that high officers of 
the government,who are engaged In such flagrant 
prostitution of official patronage to party pur- 
poses, slioold continue In the service of an admin- 
istration which ratalns any practical interest In 
civil service reform. The President would hardly 
tolerate a subordinate who publicly and offensive- 
ly questioned bis good faith in the views expressed 
in nts annual message to Congress. But the con- 
fessed conduct of these gentlemen assumes his 
bad faith upon one of the most important of pub- 
lic questions. That the circular, upon being 
made public, may have been abandoned, does not 
change, in any degree, the action of the officers in 

question, nor what seems to us the plain duty of 
the Executive siuce the facts are made known. 

Mr. Curtis has evidently not yet learned 

what hypocrisy this administration is capa- 
ble of. His eyes seem to he opening gradu- 
ally, howover.

NEW PUBLICATIONS. 

The Story of Ireland, by the Hon. Emily 
Lawless, is the last volume of the “Story of 
ths Nations.” The book is opportune and 
will be read with interest, as it gives in a 

succinct and graphic form the prominent 
features in the history of a country, whose 
misfortune it has been never to have at- 
tained an independent national exist- 
ence, and whose present heroic strug- 
gle to acquire by peaceful and legiti- 
mate means the right to control its own 

internal affairs is exciting the sympathy and 
admiration of the world. 

The early history of Ireland is shrouded in 
tUe mist of legend and tradition, and its his- 
tory for centuries is that of a semi-civilized 
nna ruae population uroKen up into uuiagu- 
nistic and contending clans, whose chief- 
tains acknowledged no supreme head, and 
whose warring elements were cemented by 
no strong central force, without which union 
and good government are impossible. The 
history of English rule in Ireland is one 

long page of injustice and tyranny,—injus- 
tice so gross and tyranny so heartless as to 
excite the wonder and indignation of the 
reader. The treatment of Ireland by the 
English nation is a story of conquest accom- 

panied by long continued oppression and 
misgovernment; of a succession of viceroys 
whose administration impoverished the coun- 

try and wasted its resources; of a legislative 
domination which suppressed the national 
aspirations, hampered the industrial devel- 
opment and attempted to prescribe the 
religion of its people. England used its 
power not to introduce good government 
into Ireland, but to confiscate the propeity 
of its inhabitants. In place of wise laws and 
salutary restrictions it set up arbitrary au- 

thority and impossible government. This is 
the story not of one generation but of six 
centuries of misrule, which has continued 
down to our own day, for it was not until 
1870 that monstrosity,—the Irish Church es- 

tablishment—was finally abolished, and the 
evils of absentee landlordism and of sup- 
pression of political rights still continue. 
Englishmen have not cared to say much 
about these things, and Irish history has 
been little written for that reason. This 
little book, written by a lady, who extenuates 
nothing but sets down naught in malice, and 
who writes with sober judgment of one, who 
has read and thought much on the subject, 
will prove of special value. It gives in com- 

pact form what all want to know—the facts 
of history without prejudice of distortion.

PORTLAND LATIN SCHOOL. 

Presentation of a Flag at City Hall 

Yesterday. 

Stirring Address by the Rev. Dr. 
Dalton. 

The galleries and all the space allowed to 
pectators on the floor of City Hall, were 

illed with the lady and gentlemen friends of 
lie Latin School Cadets yesterday afternoon* 
vho came to witness the presentation of a 

lag to the company, aud the evolutions of 
he youthful soldiers. The lads under their 
Military instructor, Lieut. Leary, U. S. A., 
ind their captain, Strout, made a fine ap- 
>earauee as they marched into the hall at 3 
>. in., in their neat gray uniforms and white 
iross belts, numbering between thirty-five 
ind forty members. After being drawn up 
in line facing the stage, prayer was offered 

by Rev. Mr. Uayley, and then Rev. Dr. Dal- 

ton presented the flag, which is the gift of 

a lady friend of the company. 
In his address Dr. Dalton spoke of Napol- 

eon’s address to his soldiers when he told 
them that forty centuries looked down on 

them from the pyramids, that had seen all 
the events that had transpired in the Egyp- 
tian empire, and symbolized them as the 
most characteristic of all Egyptian monu- 
ments that Imtl come down to them to stand 
for light and civilization. This is the idea 
of a national flag. It is the symbol of na- 
tional sentiment and national life; all that is 
characteristic of the nation and therefore 
held in the highest reverence by the nation. 
Among the ancients the Romans developed 
this idea most fully. Wherever the Roman 
standards went the soldiers ever dared to 
follow. The ltonmn eagle flapped its wiugs 
in the forests on the Danube, soared over the 
plains of Parthia. and towered over the 
snows of Dacia. On their return to Rome 
they were followed by the princes, generals 
and mighty monarchsof great nations, often 
bound in iron chains. Thus the Roman ea- 

?le symbolized the extension of empire by 
orce; by force acquired and by force re- 

tained. 
The modern nations of Europe claim to 

have advanced beyond Roman ideas; Eng- 
land in particular. Her national flag waves 
as a symbol of sovereignty over one-fifth of 
tlie human race, wherevery it is unfurled. 
In the language of the immortal Webster her 
arum beat reverorates arounu mo worm. 
But England’s empire was to a grent ex- 
tent gained and retained by force of arms, 
although her rule may be called the most 
equitable of that of all European nations. 
Our flag Is a symbol of American ideas, 
which we believe to be asfar in ad- 
vance of those of Europe as Eng-land’s 
are in advance of those of ancient Home. 
Our territory has for the most cart been en- 
larged by negotiation and purchase. We 
have no array of classes against the masses. 
Our flag stands for the education of the peo- 
ple, and the entire people; for equal rights 
to all men. It does not stand for foreign 
conquest, Some Europeans have an idea 
when we are full grown we shall be disposed 
to attack them, but we shall do nothing of 
the kind. Our pursuits are the arts of peace, 
and not those of war. But if attacked by 
foreign combinations our people will main- 
tain the honoriof our glorious flag, a flag that 
had a history before that of the present flag 
of Britain; a flag born in 1777, that was car- 
ried successfully through the Revolution and 
waved in triumph at Yorktown; that was 
hoisted bv John Paul Jones on the lion 
Homme Richard and by him made historical, 
and that reflected still more glory in subse- 
quent naval battles. To maintain its honor, 
dignity and sovereignty, the United States, 
which it .symbolizes, fought the Rebellion 
and carried it in triumph through every 
bloody battlefield. It is now the symbol of 
our unbroken Union, loved and honored by 
all. Although there is some danger threaten- 
ing it if something is not done to stem the 
new class of immigration seeking these 
shores. But if any one should attempt to 
pull down this flag, in the words that are now 
historic, “shoot him on the spot,” and if our 
shores should be invaded by a foreign foe the 
sentiment with which the flag originated, 
and by which it has been upheld, will surely 
suffice to repel any possible invader. 

The hope of the future is in our young 
men, represented here today by you, young 

fentlemen, who constitute the Cadets of the 
'ortlaud Latin School. Doubtless the mili- 

tary training you are now receiving will be 
an advantage to you in every respect, and 
especially tend to develop the sentiment of 
patriotism. This flag you will receive with 
sentiments of affection and reverence. You 
will cherish it as the symbol of your nation- 
ality, will preserve it untarnished, and trans- 
mit it to your successors, who, in time, we 
trust, will hand it down to theirs, with this 
sentiment ever present in their hearts: 
"The Star Spangled Banner, O long may it wave, 
O’er the land of the free and the home of the 

brave.” 
Capt. Strout responded briefly, but in a 

few manly words, for the company. 
The flag is of silk, large and very hand- 

some. It bears the name of the corps, and 
is mounted on a handsome staff. 

After the presentation the company was 

inspected by their commandant. Then came 

a drill, showing the proficiency of a selected 
squad in the bayonet exercise. After that 
there was an exhibition drill by the entire 
company, conducted by Capt. Strout. The 
hnva chnwAfl that: th av nrp m air in a crnciri nrn.
