The Reed Murder Case.

Baxgor, March 12.—In the Reed murder
trial to day the first witness called for the State
was Fred H. Coombs, civil engineer, who ex-
hibited and explained topographical plans of
the locality of the alleged murder in Medway,
and the surrounding region. Thomas Fowler
of Medway, was the next witness, and his evi-
dence occupied the rest of the day. He testi-
fied to the finding of Ray’s body on the 28th
of October, 1870, the eighth day after he was
missing.

MASSACHUSETTS.

Ten Alarms and Twe Fires.

BostoN, March 12.—Ten alarms of fire oe-
curred doring last night, keepicg the firemen
almost constantly on the inove, and owing to
the flerce northwesterly wind and extreme cold,
causivg unusual exeitement and anxiety. Ounly
two of the fires were extensive, The one on
Plympton street destroyed Robinson Gill's
bloek, occupied mostly for mechanical purposes,
and causing a loss of $25,000.

Tribute to Senator Sumner.

Neither branch of the Massachusetts Logis-
lature transacied bnsiness to-day. On the as-
assembling of the Senate to-day a message was
received from the Governor, announcing the
death of Senator Summer and paving an elo-
quent tribute to his memor{v. In his message
the Governor said: *“Of him as much as of
any man of his time it may be said that he
lived not for himself or his kindred. A special
representative of this State, his Common-
wealth was the whole country. For years one
of the most prominent and influential citizens
of the United States, he was recognized by the
civilized world as one of the foremost advo-
cates of struggling humanity. Thus acknowl
edged at home and abroad, his death will be
deeply and sincerely mourped, notalooe by
his State aud this nation but by every people
and country jreaching out for a higher and
frecr life. Twenty-three years ago this sprin
he was elected to the United States Senate an
at the time of his death he was the senier
member of that body in length of consecutive
service, His devotion to the duties of his
place was an example worthy of general com-
mendation. He rarely allowed personal con-
siderations of any kind to interfere with his
public obligations. Had he not been blessel
with an iron constitution he must long ago
have succambed to the weight of his labors.
Devoted to many phases of one com prehensive
canse, the adyancement of man, throwing him-
self with great energy and power into what
ever work he undertook, it was given him to
see a noble trinmph of that for which he as-
pired and wronght. Thousands and thousands
of men and women find the way of life easier
and brighter because of him, and in aimost
every town and village of the country there
will be praises of honor to his name. Duri
his long period of service some mistakes he
he doubtless made, for despite his great learn-
ing and intellectual grasp, he somewhat lacked
the every day wisdom frequently giveu to those
much bis inferior, But this was in no sense to
his diseredit as 8 man. His aims were high
his purposes were pure. His voice was that o
an honest mau, is endeavors were those of
of an upright statesman, His I:IIOl'lll integrity
stands ont as a sublime figure in these latter

ears. While the atmosphere around him was
oul with corruption, no stain of snsricion ever
fell u him. However, other public servants
Prostituted their positions for selfish ends, we

all felt sure that Charles Sumner would faot be
Smirched by any disclosures or investigation,

This single fact alone is enough to crown him
with glory.

. Gentlemen. you must have nnspeakable sat-
isfaction at this hour in your recent action ou
the matter relavive to the army register and
national battle flags. It was communicated to

r. Sumner while he was in the full possession
of all his faculties and we may well believe
that he rejoiced in this indication by the con-
stituents whom he had so long and so faith-
fally served
. Gen. Banks of Middlesex offered the follow-
ing: :

Ordered, That the message of the Governor,
communicating the melanc olgy intelligence of
the sudden death of Hon. Charles Sumner,
senior Benator from Massachusetts, in the
Congress of the United States, be referred to a
special committee of five members of the Ben-
ate with such members as may be appointed by
the Heuse of Representatives with instruc-
tions to consider and report what measuares it
may be expedient and proper to adoptasa
recognition of the important service of the dis-
tingnished Senator and as a public acknowl-
edgement of the grateful esteem in which his
memory and character are held by the people
of the Commonweanlth,

The order was adopted without debate and
Messrs. Banks, Norcross, Washburn, Hawes
and Lathrop were appointed ou the committee
on the part of the Senate.

In the Honse before the gavel fell, Mr. J. B.
Smith of Cambridge, the intimate friend of
Mr. Sumuer, placed a_large boquet of callas,
immortelles and smilax upon the Speaker's
desk. A tenderly appropriate prayer was of-
fered by the chaplain. After the transaction
of some routine business the message of the
Governor was received from the Senate and the
order was adopted in concurrence. The gen-
tlemen appointed on the committee to join the
committee of the Senate were Messrs. Phil-
lips of Salem, Smith of Cambridgs, Codman of
Boston, Kimball of Boston(, Adams of Quiney,
Dickenson of Ambherst, Noble of Westtield,
Phillips of Springfield, Buffum of Lyno,
Blunt of Haverhill,Slade of Somerset, Cum-
mil:esca of Woburn, and Easterbrook of Wor-
cester.

Erie Railroad Troubles.

NEw York, March 12.—For several days
past there have been rumors in financial circles
of coming disclosures and resignations in con-
nection with the Erie road, which would de-
press the stock. On the strength of these ra-
mors speculators have Jargely sold stock short
and heavily invested in puts, When the resig-
nation of Auditor Dunan was announced yes-
terday the rumors hegan to assume importance.

The Tribune says that had Dunan’s statement
been made public the stock would have depre-
ciated, and the combination, of which Duanan
is believed to be a part, would have made lnrge-
ly. Duopan refuses to furnish any statement for
publication, His resignation will not Le ac-
cepted till his accounts are investigated.
