LAocoox. An Essay upon the Limits of Painting
and Poetry: By Lessing, Boston, Robert Bros.
For sale by Loring, Short and Harmon.

In translating Lessing's Laocoon, Miss
Frothingham has accomplished a task of no
easy achievement; the rendering into pure
flowing Erglish, of the art criticisms of this
master critic is a labor to which a life-time
might be profitably devoted; this will be
realized when we consider the wide differ-
ence existing in the grammatical construction
of the two languages. An appendix to the
book contains the translations ot the many
passages from Latin and Greek authors
through which the arguments of Lessing are
illustrated. In order to reap the rich har
vest of ideas contained in the work, it should
be thoroughly read and re-read. Upon its
first appearance it created an epoch in art
eriticism, and its lessons are as instructive
and weighty to-day as then. The great prin-
ciples developed throughout the book will
help the reader to an ever-deepening appre-
ciation of [the undying works ot the great
masters of art and literature, A deep im-
pression made upon the reader of ‘““Laocoon”
fs that of the easy and complete mastery of
the author over his subject.

Abnses of the Patent Laws.

The facts touching the operation of the
patent laws to which public altention has
been recently called, especially by a speech
delivered in the Nati.nal House of Represen-
tatives by Mr. Saylor of Indiana, make nine-
teenth eentury civilization look pale and
stunted, These facts are not by any means
newly discovered, but they have never before
been presented in so systematic a forin, Not
taking Mr, Saylor's exact figures, but mak-
ing use of facts derived from other sources as
well as from Lisspeech, it may be stated as a.
representative case that the farmer, whose
profits are only two or three per cent, pays to
the manufacturer of agricultural implements
a profit of nearly sixty per cent., this terri-
ble extortion being rendered possible by the
unreasonable and unnecessary precautions
taken by our laws to secure to inventors of
useful articles adequate compensation, As a
remedy for the obvious hardship of suck
cases it is proposed, in lied ot present restric-
tive regulations, to allow any person or cor-
poration 1o engage in the manufacture of any
article on paying to the owner of the patent
right a royalty of say ten per cent of the mar-
ket value of the manufactured article, Wheth-
er this be Lhe true remedy or not, it nust be
admitted that the existing state of affairs is
more oppressive than people generally sup-
pose. The fact in relation to agricultural fm-
plements is surely important enough to chal-
lenge general altention, but what is disclosed
about the sewing machine should excite gen-
eral indignation. It is said that sewing ma-
chines retailing for $65, cost but $13, or $18
at most, including the wooden frames that
suppdtt them and all the necessary accesso-
ries. A great combination of capilalists has
obtained possession of a patent that places
the manufacture of machines wholly under
its control. Not a poor working woman or
consumptive seamsiress in thu country bnt
must pay to this monopoly and to its sales-

. men a royalty of from $45 to $50 for a ma-
chine or compete hopelessly with that ma-
chine's work with her unarmed hands.

AFFAIRS in South Carolina are bad enough
but Treasurer Cardozo flatly denies that its
finances are so recklessly managed as the tax-
payers convention set forth in their memori-
al to Congress.

Convention affirmed that the expenditures
for State purposes have risen from $400,000
before the war, to $2,000,000 now. Mr, Car-
dozo flatly refutes this Ly citing the actual
figures from the proper authority, which gives
$081,338.11 for 1859, and $1,482,448 66 for
1860—more than three times the figures the
memorialists name, as the expenditure yearly

From the hour that the body of Charles Sum-
ner left its old time home, artists of the illus-
trated weeklies were found sketching the house
in its mourning garb, before the crowd should
assemble. A strong detachment of Metropoli-
tan police guarded the approaches to the house.
A detail of Capitol police kept guard within.
At an early hour the special friends of Mr.
Sumuer assembled in the study adjoining the
bed-chamber where the remaius are laid.
happened that among those gathered there
were four gentlemen who bad been private
secretaries to Mr. Somner — Messrs, Ich,
Beaman, Johnson, and Maj. Ben. Perley
Poore. Mr. Balch, the executor of the estate,
was making arrangements for gathering the

racious relics and valuable pa]pers which still
n part were in their old familliar piaces. The
pictures on the walls bad been untouched and
it was determined that artists should be per
mitted to sketch the interior of the house in
the condition in which it was left when death
overtook its busy occupant. The domestics
who had been with Mr. Sumuer so long were
occupied in the death chamber, eager to do
what humble service they might for him thaﬁ
loved so well. The spirit of desolation reste
on every face and every thing within that
home; even the old Duteh clock, so greatly val
ued by its owner, seemed to chime the half
hours in 4 muffled tone. The hour of nine ar-
rived when the several friends were to assem
ble, and the body was transferred from the
room of that last awful suffering to the recep-
tion room beneath.

The Remains,

The body had been placed in a walout cas-
ket, covered with bhmﬂ cloth and heavily trim-
med and mounted with German silver, The
casket was entirely open at the top and coverea
with glass. The [mc!y had been clothed i a
fresh suit of black and the left hand had been
gracefully placed within the vest where it was
80 often wont to rest in his life time. The face
had changed since yesterday, and had more
really regained its familiar form.

Arrival of Friends.

Arrival at tze Capitol.

I orses, stopped before the main entrance. The
Committea of Arrangements and the pall-bear-
ers, leaving their carri , formed on the
steps, and then ed the coffin, which was
borne by eight stalwart Capitol policemen into
the rotunda.

After the remains bad been deposited on the
plain, low black catafalque beneath the centre
of the dome, the pall bearers and mourners re-
paired to the Marble Room of the Senate.

Crowids at the Capitol.

The Capitol, so long the scene of the public
labors of the illustrious deceased, was crowded
at an early hour this morning. The nterior of
the rotunda was draped with black, as was the
Senate Chamber and the adjacent corridors —

desks and chairs of the Senators and outside of
the bar for the invited guests and for the mem-
bers of the House.
