State Ceremon ies to Occur at Berlin
on Friday.

BegLiy, March 12.—A grand requiem ser-
viee will be held in the cathedral on Friday,
The Emperor’s remamns will be conveyed
during the night following to Charlotten-
burg. The services in the cathedral will
consist of the full state ceremonies. All the
members of the Reichstag and the Landtag
will be in attendance.

Accounts received by members of the
court eircle concerning the meeting between

Emperor Frederick and King Humbert at
San Pierre d’Arena  represent King
Humbert as being stricken by the ghastly
aspect of the Emperor. After the departure
of the imperial train King Humbert cove
his face with his handkerchief and said sev
eral times; *He is 111; ah very 11."”

Russian Soldiers in Mourning.

St. !PereErspuna, March 12.—The St
Petersburg newspapers agree in expressing
a wish that Emperor Frederick continue the
friendly policy of the deceased monarch
toward Russia. The Journal de St. Peters-
burg says: “We learn from a good source
that in the telegrams passing Letween San
Remo and St. Petersburg strong confidence
is expressed on both sigesin the continnance
of the traditional friendship between the
two countries and the durability of the old
friendly ties. We therefore hope that the
memnory of the venerable monareh will ever
be present with the two imperial families,
nmrtlmt the two nations, for their own wel-
fare continue to recognize the fact that peace
between them means the maintenance of so-
clal order and peace throughout the world.’

The Oficial Messenger and the Invalide
Russe publish articles with mourning bor-
ders, payiog warm tribute to the memory of
the deceased monareh.

The whole army, by special order of the
Czar, will wear mourning for four weeks,
and the regiments of which the dead Em-
peror was honorary colonel for five weeks.

BOISTEROUS MARCH

gives Us a Storm which Blocks
Trains and Blows Down Wires.

Boston & Maine Passengers In the
Drifts at North Berwick.

Rough Weather in the Harbor and
Along the Coast.

New YoBX, March 12.—One of the worst
snow storms that has visited the city of New
York for 20 years set in soon after midnight
and continued till this morning with unna-
bated fury. The wind was blowing a gale
from the north, and the thermometer stood
at 28° above.

Bostox, March 12.—~The storm today 18
very severe all the way from this eity to New
York. The wires about Boston are all

working badly and in many instances are
blowﬂnwn. The telegraphic service is
erippled in all directions and but few messa~

ges are sent.
Almost a Blizzard.

Brpperorn, March 12.—It has been snow-
ing hard since noon, and tonight the wind is
blowing almost a blizzard. The snow is
piled into huge drifts.  All the night trains
over both divisions of the Boston & Maine
are behind time. Telegraphic communica-
tion between here and Boston has been cut
off since noon.

In the Tity.
The storm which prevailed yesterday was
one of the severest of the winter
here. So far as the wind was con-
cerned It has not been  surpassed
this season. The wind did not fall
below the veloecity of 24 miles per hour from
7.45 o’clock a. m. until night. At 5 o'clock
lastevening it was blowing 30 miles per
hour; from 12 o’clock noon until 2 p. m. it
averaged 35 miles with a maximum of 40
miles, The storm struck this part of the
country from Lake Ontaric and the wind
blew from the east shifting to the northeast.
The air was so full of snow that it was Im-
possible at times to see a hundred yards dis-
tance and the wind made travelling difficult
besides doing more or less damage.
In the harbor a wild scene presented it-
self. The sea ran high and the waves were
white capped. Vessels at anchor careened
first to one side and then to the other and
plunged wildly backward and forward. The
ferry boats were unable to run after six
o'clock last evening on account of the ice,
and during the day they made irregular trips
landing at the end of the wharf instead of at
their usuel places. The Cornelia IH. could
only make her trips, during the latter part of
the afternoon, when towed by the tug
Belknap, and the other ferry boatin attempt-
ingto get up to the dock to geta supply of
water was an hour and a half going twice
her length, and was obliged to finally aban-
don the attempt. When evening came the
upper harbor was completely blocked with
large cakes of ice. These cakes of ice
checked the sea and thus saved vessel lying
at the wharf from much damage which must
have otherwise resulted.
One of the crew of the fishing schooner
Elsie M. Smith, which arrived at 3 o'clock p.
m., stated that the sea outside was as rough
as he had seen it this season and very dan-
gerous. The most of the fishing fleet put in
before the storm reached its height, and
thus escaped the possibility of being
driven upon the coast and wrecked. The
Boston boat did not make her nsual trip last
night on account of the storm and will not
sail until tonight. Last evening the storm
raged in all its fury and the wind piled the
snow in drifts that in many places were more
than four feet deep; signs creaked, the
streets were almost deserted, whirlwinds
filled the air with snow, and the general ap-
pearance about town was much the same as
on the night of the great January storm. The
snow which fell was very moist, almost a
sleet, making railroading difficult and trains
late.
At twelve o’clock last night, the early even-
ing train from Boston was reported to be
somewhere in the vicinity of Wells. The
Portland and Ogdensburg train due at 8.35
was reported to be disappearing beneath the
drifts just west of Hiram, with a derailed
snow plow in front of it.
The horse tars conld not run on time dur-
ing the afternoon and only a few [trips were
made in the evening. In many places
telegraph and other wires were down and
many of the electric lights were out, which
added to the peril of being upon the street in
the storm. Owing to the very high sea and
the heavy wind, it is probable that vessels
that were unable to reach port suffered se-
verely and wrecks will probably be reported,
Th storm continued with unabated fury
throughout the night and towards morning
the few passers on the streets had all they
wanted to do to make their way aguinst the
wind. The drifts in many places were waist
deep and the damp, heavy snow clung to the
clothing and was blown about in blinding
clouds.
The Ogdensburg train got in ataboutl
o’clock, and the Pullman from Bangorata
quarter before three. The Boston trains, at
3 o'clock, had not reached here, and conse-
quently no Pullman had left for the east.

MRS. WARREN’S DEATH.

Suspicions of a Murder in the Town
of Benton.

[Special to the Press,]
FamrieLn, March 12—What is to ap-
pearances a wife murder was discovered on
the river road in Benton, three miles above
Fairfield and opposite Somerset Mills this
morning. The alleged murderer is Darius
M. Warren, 35 years of age. He is a “tin
knocker” by trade and travels about the
country collecting rags in exchange for tin.
For some five years past, he and his wife
Aungle M., have occupied a very pussable
dwelling house in Benton, with a stable ad-
joining, his work shop being located on the
opposite side of the road. Early this morn-
ing Warren’s little eight year old girl ap-
peared at a neighbors and, in & frightened
manper, aunounced that her mother was
dead. In response to this several neighbors
visited the house and found the woman as
represented by the girl. On preparing the
body for burial, Rowever, it was found that
her arms and other portions of her body
were shockingly bruised and there was a bad
wound on the bridge of her nose, This at
once aroused suspicions of foul play and oifi-
cers were sent for, and at 3 e'clock this af-
ternoon Deputy Sheriff Hill and Coroner
Carver arrived on the scene, together with
Drs. Thayer and Hill of Waterville. They
made an inspection of the body and aftera
eareful examination, it was decided to hold
a post mortem examination tomorrow morn
ing, and ascertain whether the injuries were
sufficient to cause death. .
The coroner immediately empanelled a
jury and Warren’s testimony was taken in
art. His story was thatat about 8 o'clock
ast evening he was out to his barn when his
little girl came running out and said there
was something the matter with her mother.
Entering the house ha found his wife on the
kitchen tloor in o terrible fit. He took her
into his laE and tried to hold her but so vio-
lent were her struggles that she threw im to
the floor three times, Finally he placed her
on the bed, and after about an hour she
aﬁlewd down. He then held her again and
ally, at about 9.20 o’clock, they both re-
tired, she golng te sleep. About 5 o’clock
wls worning he awoke and spoke to Mrs.
arren, but she did not reply, He spoke
u,fl.m and as there was no answer, placed
his hand upon her body apnd found ber ecold
jn death.
A suspicious circumstance was that the
floor in the kitchen, where the body was
found, lm} evidently been washed this
morning, all the other floors being dirty, and
the bed clothes had been carried off and
ecould not be found when the officers
came. Warren sent for his brother
and his wife wl{‘ in the morning,
and they were at the house during the day.
The little girl bad been sent away. Warren
has not borne an over good reputation and
his neighbors do not_speak in the best of
terms of him. Mrs. Warren was 35 years of
age, weighing but 110 pounds, and the neigh-
bors say he has treated ber in a cruel man-
ner. One dayat dusk about two months
ago, she ap ed at the nearest neighbors
in per stocking feet and with a shawl over
her head.

Board of Officers.

Secretary Young Completes His In-
spection of the School Houses.

Cratifying Success in Treating Cases
of Diphtheria.

[Special to the Press.]

AUGUSTA, March 12.—Secretary Young, of
the State Board of Health, has completed his
examination of the school houses in the
State this season, with the exception of the
buildings in Waterville and Brunswick,
which he will visit at an early day. The
building possessing the best working venti-
lating arrangements, thus far found, is the
Cony High School building in Augusta,
located on the east side of the river. The
new high school hullding at Waterville re-
mains to be inspected and something superi-
or is to be looked for there. The board’s an-
nual report will be out in about two months
and one of the most interesting chapters will
be that on the schoolrooms in the State.

A special meeting of the Board will be
called at an early day, probably tomorrow,
at Brunswick, to take action, instructing its
secretary to bring to the attention of the
Maine Congressional delegation the necessi-
ty of National health legislation and ask
them to snpport a bill now before Congress
*to prevent the Introduction of contaglous
and infectious diseases into the United
States, and to establish a bureau of publie

THE NATIONAL CAPITAL.

An Industry Which is Threatened by
the Premier’s Bil'.

WasmxaTon, March 12.—The cement pro-
ducers of the United States will be driven
out of that business if the “*Dark Lantern”
bill becomes a law. The present duty Is 20
per cent. ad valorem ; the bill transfers it to
the free list. The manufacture of cement in
the United States, especially Portland ece-
ment, is a new industry, and yet works have
been established in New York and eighteen
other States. New York manufacturers pro-
duee 3,000,000;barrels per year, and employ
8,000 laborers, all men. In Kentucky 1,500
men are employed, and the annual output ex-

ceeds 1,000,000 barrels. The total amount of
capital invested is about $8,000,000, the total
output is about 5,000,000 barrels per annam,
the number of workingmen and their
families who derive their support from the
industry exceeds 60,000, About 87 per cent.
of the cost of cement represents wa 4 ?hiid
s

to labor. The work en @
industry in the United States receive 50 to 75,
and in some eases 100 per cent. more than the

workingmen employed in the same industry
, France or Germany.

The cost of cement to the consumer is no
greater in this country than in any of the
eountries mcationed, and the price per barrel
has steadily declined. Roman cement, which
sold for $1.10 per barrel in 1882, was worth
only 80 cents in 1885, and American Portland
eemti which was worth $2.25 per barrel in
1882, sold at $1.95 per barrel inlgb. Cement
1s in no sense “raw material”; it is gumied.
burnt and ground. Moreover, it does not
enter into any other manufacture as “raw
material.” Canada im a high duty not
only on cement but on the quarried rock from
which it i> manufactured. The plachlé of
cement on the free list cannot be defen on
any ground.

Conkling Talks.

MAYOR CHAPMAN’'S INAUGURAL.

Instructive Review of a Year of Mu-
nicipal Prosperity.

Recommendations Looking to Fur-
ther Betterment of City Affairs.

A Word Respecting the Enforcement
of the Laws.

The following Is the full text of Mayor
Chapman’s inaugural address:

Gentlemen of the City Council:

We are assembled to-day, as the chosen
representatives of the ple, to assume the
responsibilities of administration for the en-
suing year. Fully understanding the nature
of the obligation imposed upon us in this act,
and relying upon the strength of the Divine
Governor of the Universe whose aid has been
invoked in our behalf, let us enter upon our
duties with an unswerving purpose to so con-
duct public affairs as to promote the true
interests of ull our citizens.

It is gratifying to be able to designate sev-
eral directions in which Portland has material-
ly pro during the past year. While we

e continued suspension of some manu-
facturing industries occasioned by the central-
ization of business in great consolidated trusts,
and, also, the temporary withdrawal of foreign
steamship lines, yet we can congratulate our-
selves that trade, in general, has been fairly
remunerative, while some enterprises have
flourished with more than aversge success.
The era of building, inaugurated several years
since, has continued in marked - degree, pro-
ducing many t investments in real
estate. The more noticeable of these, in our
business area, are the commodious Whitney
block, the outgrowth of the city’s sction rela-
tive to old 'g:tc{dhdl; ttlim :::m block, com-
manding attention its um'ﬂua
pearance, and the Oxford building,

ap

for its office conveniences, = Numerous
small dwellings have  supplemented
the erection of costly residences, ther con-

tributing considerably to the city's besuty and
valuation.

Another edifice of great public interest, the
result of private generosity, to which more
extended allusion will be made later, is our
Public Library building, As predicted in my
last inaugural, the construction of the Union
depot was begun the past summer, and is now
being rapidly pushed forward to completion,
req mhowam. prior to its occupancy,
large additionnl expenditures on the part of
the various railroad lines intending to avail

themselves of its privileges.
The Portland tlonu railroad  company,
under the ission granted by

city council, extended its Spring street
line through Neal and Vaughan streets, to
a connection  with its Congress street
line, besides double tracking its Con.

and Middle street lines from the Union

t to the post office. Through such exten-
sions and improvements the public travel over
these routes is better accommodated, and dif-
ferent sections of our city are brought into
convenient and casy relations with one
another.

Initial steps were also taken by the last city
council to secure the %mm of a new
reservoir of 18,000,000 ns capacity upon
Munjoy hill. For this pu bas alread
been purchased by the Water company an
soon as the season renders it practicable, con-
struction will follow, involving large outlays
for material and labor.

It can hardly be expected the coming
will witness the erection of so many
ings as have marked the past few seasons.

In the absence of extensive manufactories, the
growth of the city can be commensurate, only,
with the development of the territory that is
tributary to it. We are now apace with the
outlying country, and, if we would increase
our normal ratio of growth, special encour-
agement must be given to the introduction of
manufacturing enterprises into our midst, as
well as inl effort directed to the utilization
of our natural advantages as & port of
shipment,

d right here we should consider the prac-
tical bearing of n low rate of taxation upon
the influx of capital into our ty for

inl and industrial uses. Especially
ought this question to influence our action in
voting appropriations, and limiting expendi-
tures to the lowest point consistent with true

gradual diminution of margins of
less =xpenses are correspondingly reduced,
capital is impaired,—loss and disaster are sure
to follow. Taxation bears heavily upon most
all classes, and, aware of this fact, I am sure
we shall all co-operate with a view to its
reduction.

Last year the rate could not well be brought
below $21 per thousand, notwithstanding some
circumstances in its favor, prominent among
which was the contract entered into with the
Portland Water company, whereby the tax of
that corporation was heavily increased. The
occasion of the maintenance in rate for 1887
was due rather to the requirement for larger
overlayings, and to an unexpected loss of val-
uation from liquidation of business firms and
removal from the city of meﬂ.llﬂ? estates,
than to the size of the appropriation bill which
was really less than the preceding year.

Whauheuxnt.enblflhcthe coming year
must depend ultimately, in good measure,
upon the amount of valuation; nevertheless it
lies within our control to lend material assist-
ance towards its reduction through judicious
appropriations.

A strict confinement to sctual municipal
necessities, omitting tures reasonably
demanded, would, ly, enable us to
somewhat reduce taxation this year. This
desirable end could certainly be accomplished,
if we should omit the construction of Cape
Elizabeth Ferry landing, required, it may be,
by statute, the completion of the marginal
way rendered well nigh indispensable for the
abatement of the back ho? nuisance and for
securing the advantages of governmental dis-
bursements, and, also the extension of new
High street, ::wh has been petitioned for by
a large num of our prominent taxpayers
upon considerations of public health as well
as municipal progrese.

The comparative demand for these improve-
ments, and otrers which I will not take the
time to mention, will come before you for dis-
cussion, and upon your decision will rest, so
far as we can determine, the verdict of hi%he‘r
or lower taxation for the ensuing year. Still
anohe r factor which may enter into the prob-
lemis the sale of the city’s gas stock, and the
lease of the Portland and sburg rail-
road. Certain i for the latter are
being consid which will be definitely re-
ferred to elsewhere. Should the directors of
the Portland and Ogdensburg road and the
city council favorably entertmin these proposi-
tions, with subsequent ratificaton by the
electors of Portland, another source of revenue
would become available to meet the necessary

of municipal government, thereby
ping to remove the burden of taxation.

By this exhibit it sppears that our city is
fast approaching an excellent financial condi-
tion, which has been fully attested by the
floating of our 4 per cent funding loan at par
and slight premium, during a year of unusual
stringency in the money market. Before the
close of the present financisl year, it may be
expedient to so dispose of the city's available
assets as to practically reduce its net debt to a
sum not exceeding § per cent of the city's
valuation, thus placing Portland in a still
stronger position as to credit and value of its
securities,

BOARD OF HEALTH.

Under an sct of the last legislature provid-
ing for a Board of Health in each city and
town throughout the commonwealth, the
special act constituting our local board be-
came inoperative, and the old board passed
out of existence.

A new board was constituted, consisting of
three members appointed by the mayor, which
duly organized and subsequently made choice
of J. H. Sayward as Health Officer. This
board, supplemented by its sgent, has been
mtﬁc&mtinthnpmodon of the public

th. Through its energetic measures, what
promised at one time to become an epidemic
of diphtheria, was quickly stamped out.
Contagious disorders imported from abroad
have been kept within circumseribed limits,
while & multitude of local causes direct-
ly promotive of disease bave been promptly
removed upon recognition. With so vi t
an organization exercising constant watchful-
ness over the sanitary condition of the city, we
may be certain that our homes will be pro-
tected, so far as exterior relations are con-
cerned, against the encroachments of dangerous

types of zymotic disease.
BCHOOLS,
Considerations of self interest, as well as of
the loftiest patriotism, invest the ent of

the public schools with supreme importance.
Ignorance must be accounted a prolific source
of poverty, a foe to real p and a menace
to republican institutions. Our paramount
duty, as citizens of a progressive snd free re-
public, is to provide abundant fucilities for the
education of youth, and make sure of their
utilization to contribute to individual well-be-
ing and national tuity.

is fact has ever sppreciated and acted
upon by the people of Portland. As a result
our schools are among the best in New Eng-
land. Our school instructors are, for the most
part, well ldlBtrd for and faithfully devoted to
their work. Our scholars are intelligent, eager
to learn, and far advanced as any in the land,
while their morals, despite occasional “ﬁt
reports to the contrary, are of the highest
standard. Our school buildings are above the
a and it bas been our aim to render
them healthier and more attractive each suc-
ceeding year. The Carroll street school house,
completed a few months since, is described as s
model school building, the erection of which
has supplied a long necessity. Be.
sides a new school house has erected, the
past summer, upon Crotch island, to furnish
quarters for a school maintained thcnjali::l!
by Portland snd the town of Cumber x
Also, extensive alterations have been made in
the High school building, which, while not
altogether remedying the ts of ill-
ventilation and heating of that singularly un-
fortunate structure, yet go far to securing
that satisfactory condition for which we are
striving.

For other matters of detail connected with
our schools I will refer you to the interesting
reports of the superintendent of schools and of
the school committee, wherein various recom-
mendations and suggestions are made relative
to new improvements, schoul buildings, &e.,
which, no doubt, will be formally presented
before you, by representatives of the school
committee, at the appropriate time.

PUBLIC BUILDINGS.

The expenditure for repairs in this depart-
ment averages less than three thousand dollars
annually, which is & smali sum, considering
the number of our publie buildings, length of
time built, and the extensive use to which the
are subjected. During the past year th
pumber hes been increased by the erection of
a neat and convenient stable on Myrtle street,
for the use of the patrol wagon. Through this

rovision, the police t has been
Erought into close proximity with the ma-
chinery of the police signal system.

As in my last message, the
sewerage of the City building, including both
the ¢ity and county wings, has been ndmll. ieally
reconstructed. The good effects of this alter-
ation are clearly apparent in an improved at-
mosphere inside the various rooms of the City
building,-now almost entirely relieved of the
bad odors formerly so prevalent there. i

The tower for drying hose has been rebuilt,
and is in good condition.

It is not probable that any special expendi-
ture will be required in this department the
coming season, except for the pu of pur-
chasing new boilers for City buﬂm re-
slating its roof, both of which requirements
have been too long posm?ed. Mindful that
there is no economy in allowing public -
erty to unduly deteriorate, & wise
will dictate such outlays upon our publie
buildings as are necessary to maintain them in
a fair state of preservation.

PARKS AND PUBLIC GROUNDS,

The gradual improvement of our parks and
pnhllem unds,—under the direction of the
mmllz;‘:uu—io a matter of general remark.
Each succeding season presents some mnew
features, commending themselves for their
originality and attractiveness. The wisest
possible use is made of the money appro-

ted for this drmnmt. and the only won-
er is how so little money is made to do so
much work. This year will afford further at-
tractive novelties in the Oaks, lending addi-
tional charm to that historic spot fast becom-

ing & popular pleasure resort. Doubt-
less it will be ;nﬂ!{mg to  the
commissioners when  the city can

supplement their work by laying out a street
on the easterly side of the Oaks, thereby re-
moving the artificial and unwholesome sur-
roundings which now meet the eye of every
visitor who passes down the avenue from
Portland street.  Authority should, also, be
granted the commissioners to negotiate for
for that of the brow and slope of
Bramhall's hill which is not owned by the
city. This is important in order to provide
against any possible obstruction to that up-
paralleled view from the Western promenan
which furnishes at all times an inspiration to
the beholder, and a lasting picture to the
memory.
STREETS.

More than an average smount of permanent
work has been done upon our streets during
the past year, in addition to large outlays
made upon both Vaughsn's and Tukey's
bridges, which were unexpectedly found to be
in a deplorably rotten condition.

Comprised in the afore-named permanent
work were twelve thousand yards of granite
pavement laid by the city, besides six thou-
sand which were put down by the
Horse Railroad company, under the terms
governing the extension and double-tracking
of their lines. Granite paving has come into
such popular favor that the chief difficulty is
to supply it as fast as called for.

1 would recommend that it be laid upon cer-
tain portions of Commercial street, as soon as
circumstances will admit; also continued
upon Congress street, westerly from High
street,

The steam-roller has done admirable service
in macadamizing different streets. This work
could not be commenced early last season from
a lack of erushed stone. An abundant supply
is now on hand, which will obviate any such
delay in the future. The figures showing the
amount of material required for new sidewalks
the Hut.uunn are startling to any one un-

inr with the situation, Such statistics in-
dicate & growth and extension of our city
decidedly gratifying to our public spirit.

Outside the city proper, considerable road-
way has been built upon Long island, and
more is projected for the coming year. And,
in this connection, 1 would advise that what-
ever money may be intended for island work,
shall be specifically appropriated for that
purpose; and, furthermore, if so appropri-
m'I shall be expended under competent
supervision of some island citizen, as our
street commissioner has sufficient work to
engage his attention apart from the islands. It
might also be judicious, in voting appropria-
tions for streets, to divide the sum into sepa-
rate portions, devoting a certain amount for

permanent improvements, like paving; another
amount for ordinary expenditures, nnd, still
farther, requiring a definite amount to bo re-
served for use during the winter. By %o
doing, certain limitations will be placed upon
the action of the street committee, corres-
ponding to the wishes of the council, as to
modes of expenditure,

Iam glad to say there is an encoursging
prospect of large street improvements the
coming season., ith the exercise of moderate
patience will soon be realized a condition of
streets in our city far surpassing any period in
her history, and unexcelled by those of any
other eity of equal size in our country.

To this end the efforts of our street depart-
ment are constantly directed, and each year
witnesses substantial progress.

DRAINS AND SEWERS.

It is a gratifying evidence of an awakened
public interest in matters of sanitation that
there is such a general demand for increased
facilities for sewerage. The demand the past
year has been so extensive as to require the
most assiduous labors upon the part of our
engineers and contractors to meet it. In an-
swer to this demand, it may not be amiss to
say that the length of new sewerage construct-
ed has exceeded that of any other season for a
decade, aggregating more than two and one-
half miles; and yet, for lack of time, some
most important sewers could not be undertaken,
whose construction had been recommended by
the engineer after due petition by responsible
citizens,

Without going much into details I will
briefly say that the complicated system of
3 at the West End was built under
great difficulties, owing to the nature of the
ground through which it passed and the ex-
Lr;_e;ne depth at which it was required to be

Local improvements occasioned an immedi-
ate necessity for the commencement and par-
tial construction of this system, which, it is
to be hoped, can be fully completed the com-
ing season, as well as the building of another
link in the Commercial street sewer between
Maple and Cross streets.

In the department of sewers are embraced
also culverts, of which, the past year, several

new ones have been  built, and
many old ones, considered detrimental
to  health, have been  reconstructed.

It is desirable to rebuild old style cul-
verts as rapidly as possible, transforming them
fnto modern construction with all the safe-
guards of approved traps and ventilating
appliances.

sccordance with a recommendation in
my previous message, the council ameaded the
ordinance so that sewer assessments, above the
ainount estimated for income, become imme-
diately available for sewer purposes. This
method is calenlated to work well in provid-
ing means for unexpected demands, after the
annual 8 riation is exhausted ; and it will

ishing a pretext for more li ex i~
tures t!wf the anticipated income from sewer
assessments would naturally justify.

Sound considerations of public health and
prudence constitute the dep.mm; ofmaem
a most important charge, rom those to
whom it is entrusted, faithful service may
reasonably be expected.

FIRE DEPARTMEXT.

Fortunately another year has passed without
any serious conflagration. About the usual
number of alarms have been sounded, but
most of the fires have been extinguished with-
out difficulty and with scanty losses.

As conflagrations can never be foreseen and
generally occur when least expected, it is the
true ¥ to keep the fire department in a
high state of efficiency. This condition has
been successfully maintained through the
efforts of Chief eer Cloyes and his able
assistants. The fire alarm system has been re-
organized by newlynmba'-L; the boxes and
rearranging them in regular districts, so that
the t may catch the direction of s
fire and start for it, inmediately after the first
sound of the alarm, without waiting for its
complete striking. Under this arrangement
some seconds can be saved in getting to a fire;
besides it will ultimately prove a convenience
to our citizens in them, after once
becoming familiar with the divisions, to tell
instantly in what section of the city fire is

ng, without reference to fire alarm cards.

rom the last appropriation, the council su-
thorized the purchase of & Hayes extension
ladder. The necessity for, and advantage of,
such a ladder are most obvious. It has al-
ready served a useful purpose in oue fire, and,
under certain circumstances, would be most
invalusble in saving life as well as
checking conflagration. It is not anticipated
that any special outlays will be uired in
this department the coming year. hatever
sum is needed to maintain the organization
and apparatus in prime order will be cheer-
fully voted, and wisely expended against the
day of calamity.

POLICE

Some public eriticism is indul against
the police force, for inefficiency and neglect of
duty; yet careful examination of the facts will
convince any candid that our police-
men, with ly some exceptions, are good
officers, and discharge the exacting duties of
their position with commendable fidelity, It
cannot reasonably be expected that they will
successfully prevent all violations of law, con-
sidering the smallness of their number, the ex-
tent of territory to be covered, aud the multi-
plicity of demands made upon their service.

It may be regarded necessary to increase the
number of the force; but it was, primarily, to
obviate such necessity that the police signal
system was adopted.  After a fair trial of this
system, it has proved to be of great value both
in hdliuw and promoting the -
ciency of As it has never been pur-
chased, only rented by the city, it now re-
mains, after a satisfactory trial, to buy the
same whenever deemed L

Before leaving the subject of police, allow
me to make one practical suggestion which, I
think, if acted on, would result in benefiting
the department. As the law now stands, each

ceman, unless summarily removed for cause
gnuthe board of mayor and aldermen, holds his
years of age. To compass an

until six [0 co
requires some violation of the

officer's rem
police regulations which can be distinetly form-
ulated and sustained. Thus officers may re-
main on the force against whom there are well

defined icions of wrong doing, and yet no
actual obtainable which may warrant
dismissal. Also, other officers may be retained

under the law, against whom noth can be
said, except that have “rusted out” or be-
come physically debilitated in the service. To
dismiss such officers is quite impossible, and,
even if accomplished, might impose & stigma
which previous good service, would not justify.
For these reasons, and others which 1 maght
specify, 1 would recommend a change in the
police law whereby new sppointees should be
sppointed for the term of five years and
made eligible for re-appointment. Under such
a provision desirable officers could be re-ap-
pointed, while unworthy or inefficient ones
would be dropped at the expiration of their
terms without ial disgrace to themselves or
difficulty to their superiors; and, at frequent
intervals, & certain amount of fresh material
would be taken into the force. If you should
deem this suggestion worthy to be acted upon,
the proper steps can be reuiily taken to amend
the law at the next session of the legislatare.

BOARD OF OVERSEERS.

It would be neglectful to pass over without
mention so important a branch of our city
government as that which administers to the
necessities of the poor. The board of over-
seers is so well organized, and runs with so
little friction, that its existence is hardly real-
ized, and yet the work which it accomplishes
is large in amount, full of difficulty, and,
much of it, unpleasant in character. The
funds appropriated for its use are carefully ex-
pended, and, under the direction of its thor-
oughly informed and indefatigable secretary,
much money is saved the city which would
otherwise be improperly diverted. .

All sccounts agree that the alms-house is
well cared for by the present keeper, and the
unfortunate inmates rendered comfortabl:.

It speaks well for the general prosperity of
our people that less than $25,000 is annually
requ to defray the expenses of our poor
department, including many cases of insane
persons committed to the State asylum at our
expense.

OTHER DEPARTMENTS.

Lack of time, rather than inappreciation,
ludes favorable mention of other depart-
ments of city work which, taken together,
form no inconsiderable portion of our munici-
pal administration. Indeed to one un-
acquainted with all the details of our city
affairs, o knowledge of the manifold branchies
comprised in their government would come as

a surprising revelation.

When all the various departments of city
work are properly managed, then everything
moves smoothly and to public satisfaction, but
should inattention, neglect or malfeasance exist
in any one of them, the entire administration
suffers through our citizens being thrown
out of harmony with it in relation to
that department. Consequently, iu this as-
pect, it is just as essential to bave faithful ser.
vice in the minor branches of municipal duty
as in the more prominent, and it is equally
gratifying to be able to chronicle faithfulness
in little things as well as in those which claim

conspicuous attention.

UNIMPFROVED REAL ESTATE.

The time has apparently come for the city to
open some streets scross the poor farm, and
place in the market a tier of lots running par-
allel with those on St, John strect.  Such lots
would be very eligible for residences, and
would doubtlass meet with prompt sale for
early occupancy.

Since the policy was adopted a few yeara
ago of selling the city’s unimproved real estate,
nearly all that portion lying west of Portland
street has been disposed of at gradually in-
creasing prices, and the entire area 1s now
covered with houses, sccording to the stipuls-
tions contained in the sale. Thus, our sinking
fund has been increased, our taxable property
sugmented, and many citizens assisted to pro-
cure homes within the terntorial limits or
Portland. T would recommend a continuance
of this policy until all of our unproductive
lands are transformed into homes of actual
residents.

STREET LIGHTING,

At the expiration of the contract between
the city and the Consolidated Electric Compa-
ny it was again renewed upon equally favor-
able terms. More arc lights are employed
this year than formerly, in ce of the
plan of substituting an are light for several
incandescent lamps, wherever it can be done to
advantage. Complaint having arisen of lam
being extinguished a portion of the night,
police were instructed to report any failure in
this respect, and its duration. Their reports
have been summarized from month to month,
and the loss to the city computed in dollars
and cents. te amount Las been
found to be inco table, much less than the
annoyance resulting from the interruption of
light would have indicated.

Excepting these occasional interruptions,
which, on the whole, may be almost unavoid-
able, our citizens express themselves extremely
gratified with the method of arc lighting, un-
der which our principal streets, squares and
wharves are illuminated to a degree
them perfectly safe for travel at all hours of
the night, to say nothing of the additional
sscurity everywhere furnished to property,

COLLECTION OF OFFAL.

The question of disposal of city offal is be-
coming & matter of pressing importance. A
few years since the city received quite sn in-
come for the privilege of making this collec-
tion, but of late, the reverse has been the rule
with a tendeney to increased expense to the
city from year to year. With enhanced cost
has also come a r service, until the
season the board of aldermen felt nuspr::
break with the contractor, and look to his
bondsmen for more faithful execution of his
contract.

In the meantime a »
the aldermen and of health was ap-
pointed to consider the whole subject of
collection of city offal, with authority to visit
other cities in search after information. The
results of their investigation were presented in
a report which has been given to the public.
The recommendations embodied in their report
were submitted to the last city couneil in the
shape of an ordinance, and by that boay
adopted in an amended form. In brief, it is
ordained that the collection of offal shall be
placed under the direction of a committes of
aldermen, to be designated as the sanitary com-
mittee. It is also provided, with a view to
more effectual service, that the collection
be made with teams owned by the city. i
it is impossible for the city itsell to undertake
collection the present year, on account of an
inability to provide requisite equipments be-
fore the expiration of the existing contract,
yet you can, if deemed ex t, set the ma-
chinery in motion that will enable our sue-
cessors to follow the approved plan.

OLD CITY HALL.

This building is yet standing, altheugh all
the legal sweps have been taken for its con-
demnation for a site for a soldiers and sailors’
monument. The portion occupied by Messrs.
Kendall & Whitney was vacated upon Decem-
ber 31st ult., since which time the building has
been used only fur wrmories and ward room
purposes. The mayor, in whose hands the
power of removal legally rests, has recently ro-
ceived a request from the executive commiltes
of the Soldiers and Sailors’ Mon a -
tion to proceed with the demolition of the
huilding by May 1st next.

An order was also pussed by the last eity
council directing the committee on publie
buildings to transfer the armories to somes other
quarters, and this sction involves another
stop in the direction of demolition. It is to ho
regretted that the monument association has
not yet procured sufficient funds to procesd
immediately with the work of construction, s
as to utilize as far as possible the material
of the building in the foundation of the
monument.

Surely the time is now ripe for the erection
of a soldiers’ monument. After months of dis-
cussion and repeated trials, the question of lo-
eation has been finally settled. Does it not
now behoove our citizens to lay aside all pre-
vious differences of opinion, and heartily unite
in erecting such s monument as shall both
honor its location and pre-eminently symbaolize
its object. It would be a matter of lasting re-
gret, and the first stain u Portland's
patriotic record, if her citizens allowed this
spot,—thus set apart for the purpose of me-
morial—to long remain unoccupied, or to be
devoted to a monument insufficient to kindle
r.ri.de or stimulate patriotism. By all means

t us awake at once to our opportunity and

inl committee from

duxJ. as citizens, and, ere many months, Port-
land will have proud cause for congratulation
in having reared a suitable memorial to the
patriotism and valor of her sons, who yielded
up their lives in the service of our country.
BXTENSION OF NEW WIGH STRERT.

In my message last year I recommended the
extension, at the earliest practicable moment,
of new High street from its present terminus
to & point near bridge. A plan of this
contemplated improvement, inclading & new
street to form the easterly side of Deering
Park, has been made by the City Engineer,
and in due time will be submitted to the coun-
cil Pfor examination. & e

reliminary steps for laying out streats
were taken r‘y"&a l.ucy%?ly Couneil, and
partial information obtained as to the cost
which would be involved in so doing. All
such data will soon beplaced in your posses-
sion to furnish the basis for your decision as to
the expediency of proceeding with these de-
sirable improvements.

BACK BAY.

This portion of our city, so frequently
source of criticism and complaint, claims a
share of our attention. As indicated in my
last message, an act was procured from the
legislature constituting a Back Bay com-
mission, the objeet of which was set forth at
length in that document. This commission
was duly sppointed last summer, and or-
ganized with the choice of Judge Symonds as
president,

As s result of conferences between the
commission and the appropriate committee of
the ity government, satisfactory plans were
finally adopted for the construction of the
marginal way between Deering bridge and
Gould's wharf, and & contract entered into for
this purpose between the city and Mesars,
Moore & Wright.

Prior to making this contract it was voted
by the city council to extend the Harbor Com-
missioners’ line some two hundred feet north
over the flats, and this extension was ap-
proved by the United States engineer in
charge, and the secretary of war. Th
this action some 563,500 square feet of flats
will be eventually conver into solid land,
furnishing an additional area for commercial
purposes, as well as adding many thousands of
dollars in direct value to our taxable property.

The preparation for, and agreement upon, a
contract for the building of the marginal way
occupied so much time that but small progresa
could be made in its mectual counstruction be-
fore the shutting in of winter; but in early
spring, work will be resumed. Another sp-
propriation will be necessary beforo the way
can be completed. I'rObably, Uongress will
appropriate more money. the present sesaion,
for the continuation of the dredging of the
ship channel, nearly all the material of which
will be applied to the flling of the flats in-
cluding the marginal way.

The Pearl street outlet of the eity's large
intercepting sewer was extended cut to the
deep water channel during the past sumumer,
and, much to our gratification, hardly a com-
plaint of offensive odors from this quarter
came to our attention during the prolonged
heat of July and August last.

It is my belief that, before another sesson of
hot weather,—owing to the extension of the
sewer system into deep water, and the progress
made in covering the flats,—the back bay
nuisance will have been satisfactorily abated
(ireat improvements are in store for the back
bay district at no distant day, and it behooves
our bedy to lend whatever assistance we con-
sistrntly can for their promotion, in which re-
spect we shall be heartily joined by the mem-
bers of the back bay commission.

SALE OF CITY GAs STOCK.

This question was referred iast spring to a
special committee of the city counwil, who pre-
sented majority and minority reports as to the
advisability of sale. No sction was taken by
the council sxcept to re-commit the reports.

Emperor Willinm, aged 9, was the oldest
European monarch. The youngest is "M-
phonso XI1I, of Spain, aged 2 years. Yet
up to the day of his death the old king was
less a relic of the past than the younger, who
is n nineteenth century straggler of the

House of Bourbon.

We are informed that at the town meeting
to be held in Deering hext Monday a proposi-
tion will be made toraise acommittee to
confer with the city government of Portland
with a view to an arrangement fora Joint
application to the next Legislature for the
aunexation of the town to the eity provided
it can be made a condition that all taxes for
the purposes of paying interest or prineipal
of the railroad debt of the city be separated
from the general municipal taxation, and
make a separate levy upon the territory em-
braced within the present limits of the city.
1t strikes us that such a division of debt as
is here proposed is not practicable and would
not be juss to the citizens of Portland. The
tax rate of Portland is but little, if any high-
er, than that of Deering, and our rate is go-
ing down while Deering’s is going up. If
Deering should be annexed a large expen-
diture would be necessary to provide the
Intter with sewers and lights ana other im-
provements, which would be insisted upon-
These would enure largely to the benefit of
the annexed territory, while the people of
old districts would have to pay for the most
of them. If Deering infiicts this burden on
us it ought not to refuse to bear some of our
burdens in return.

The discussion on the succession to the
German throne and the constitutional pro-
visions which hedge it about has brought out
some facts which seem to give an Interest-
ing explanation of the jealousy which some
of the Germans have manifested toward Sir
Morell Mackenzie, the eminent English
physician who attended the Crown Prince at
San Remo, The Crown Princess, now the
Empress, isa daughter of Queen Victoria,
and, not unnaturally, is sufficiently long
headed to look out for herself and family in
the most trying circomstances, She it was
who brought Sir Morell Mackenzie to see the
Crown Prince; and Sir Morell Mackenzie it
was who declared his illustrious patient did
not have a eancer, although eminent Ger-
mans declared to the contrary. To under-
stand how this position of Dr. Mackenzie’s
was very fortunate if taken on purely pro-
fessional grounds, and very shrewd if taken
in obedience to the wishes of the Crown
Princess, it is necessary to examine the con-
stitutional provisions regarding the succes-
slon of the German Emperors. The consti
tution of the Empire does not directly and
specifically provide for the succession; but it
vests the Crown of the Emperor in the King
of Prussin. Whoever is King of IPrussia is
Emperor of Germany. Therefore the laws
of suceesrion to the I'russian throne are the
laws of succession to the throne of the
Empire. The Prussian constitution, which
breathes much of the spirit of the old Elect-
ors of Brandenburg who were the founders
of the House of Hohenzollern, refuses to
contemplate a monarch not capable of being
& warrior, and provides in its sixteenth sec-
tion that a monarch who s physically incap-
able of leading an army, must give way to
his heir, or if he is & minor, to the next of
kin, who shall govern under the title of
Regent. 5o, while the right of snecession to
the ecrown descends ina male line by the
rule of Primogeniture, and the heir apparent
becomes ipse jure King the moment the
throne is vacant, the right to govern as well
as reign depends upon his capacity and
health. So, if the new Emperor is incapable,
the constitutional course is for Prince Wil-
liam uext in line to declare himself HRegent
and convene the two houses of the Prussian
Parlinment. On the Parliament rests the
duty of deciding whether the condition of
the King is such as to render a regency nec-
essary. If Frederick is suffering from a can-
cer, his disease is doubtless incurable, and he
is plainly unfitted to lead anarmy. But if the
disease is not a cancer, it may be curable, in
which case his disability is only temporary
and therefore not disqualifying. Were the
doctors all agreed that the disease is cancer,
there might be very good reason for taking
the Kingly power outof the handsof the
invalid and his strong minded and ambitious
Queen. But the doctors are not agreed. Sir
Morell Mackenzie, famous physician and
staunch friend of the lonely Victoria, has
taken positive grounds agailnst the cancer
theory from the beginning. This makes the
case in favor of a Regency far from plain.

Mayor Chapman's Address.

Mayor Chapman's survey of the condition
and prospects of the eity Is very interesting
and very hopeful, Though the growth of
Portland is slow it is substantial and the
class of people attracted within our limits Is
for the most parta desirable one and one
that can be depended upon to guard the
city’s interests in the future. Though not
yet entirely recovered from the effects of the
era of railroad building Pertland is gradually
emerging from the burden of taxation then
laid vpon her and every year witnesses sub-
stantlal reductions of the city debt. The re-
duoetion of the gross municipal debt for the
last eleven years has been $2,500,000, Dur-
ing the last year it was over £500,000. This
reduction has been accomplished too with-
out seriously arresting the progress of the
elty, and without excessively burdening our
tax payers. These facts of themselves speak
volumes for the skill and prudence of our
municipal administrations.

The record of the past year has been one
of progress In the right direction. There
has beena steady advance in all departments.
The health of the people has been more se-
curely guarded by the establishment of an
eflicient board of health, the building of new
sewers and the extension and repair of old
ones, the Improvement of the Back Cove
territory and the virtual adoption of a bet-
ter system for the collection and disposal of
house offal. The causeof public education
has been advanced by the erection of new
school houses and the renovation of old ones.
A better enforcement of the laws has been
secured by the establishment of the police
signal service. The convenience of the pub-
lic has been enhanced by the paving and
macadamizing of old streets and the build-
ing of new ones. All these improvements
have been costly, but they were demanded
by a due regard to the public welfare and
the City Council were fully justified in pro-
viding the money neeeded to accomplish
them.

Every year brings its problems. Mayor
Chapman touches onsome of the principa)
ones that the new City Couneil will be called
upon to attack and solve during its admin-
istration. Perhaps the most important is the
disposition of the Portland & Ogdensburg
railroad. It is high time that some action be
taken inregard to this property. It cannot
drift on in its present condition without dan-
ger that Portland will lose its whole invest-
ment. The true policy is the one suggested,
though not actually recommended, by the
Mayor, namely, its leaseor sale to some cor-
poration whose interests are so thoroughly
identified with Portland’s as to give assur-
ance that it will be used to build up our city.
The improvement of Back Cove is still an
unsolved problem, and eontinued work there
during the coming year is demanded both by
sanitary and industrial conslderations. The
extension of High street, the opening up of
the poor house property for building pur-
poses, the sale of the city gns stock, and the
remoyal of old city hall and the construction
on its site of a soldiers’ monument, are per-
haps matters of minor importance, yei never-
theless they are all intimately connected
with the general welfare and convenience of
our people. Mayor Chapman's suggestions
in regard to all of them are well considered,
and will no doubt meet general approval.

Mayor Chapman very properly in the con-
cluding portions of his address refers to the
one point—and it is the only point—in which
his last administration was eriticised, name-
ly, the enforcement of the liquor law, and
repels with some warmth, as was perfectly
patural under the circumstances, the insinua-
tions that have been thrown out that his
administration had neglected its duty to that
law. Heaffirms that his treatment of that law

has been like his treatment of all other crimin-
al laws, an impartialenforcement to the best
of his ability, and this hedeclares will be his
policy in the foture. There can be no doubt
that a majority of our eitizens, without re.
gard to their opinions of its wisdom, demand
a thorough and impartial enforcement ot the
prohibitory law, and will heartily sustain
the Mayor inall proper efforts looking to
this end. 1t looks strange tosee thechief
magistrate of Portland in his inavgural ad-
dress bearing testimony at length to the gen-
eral morality of so law abiding a people as
the citizens of Portland. But his testimony
in view of the slanderous reports that have
been circulated abroad—and, much more to
be regretted, at home, too—is by no means
superfluous or out of place,

The Address is one that deserves and
should receive the carnest attention of all
our citizens, It is a very careful treatise on
our municipal affairs, and its recommenda-
tions are timely and judicious. Besidesits
style is such as io make It, what State papers
are not apt to be, entertaining reading.

The Queen dined with him at Marlborough
House, the first time she has dined out since
the death of the Prince Chnsort.
BWMr. John Brown, Jr., of Put-in-Bay, Ohio,
has gone to California for the first time to
visit his brothers. He is now sixty-six years
old and bears a st.iking resemblance to his
illustrious father.

Senator Ingalls has not heard the last of
his attack upon the memory of Gen. Han-
cock., The Hancock Memorial Association
of Pennsylvania has arranged to presenta
beautiful floral tribute to Senator Blackburn
on Monday in recognition of his defence of
Gen. Hancock.

WHAT ARE THESE IMPURITIES?

The report of the Ohio State Dairy and
Food Commission on baking powders shows
a large amount of residuum or Impurity to
exist in many of these articles. The figures
given by the Commission are as follows:

The question naturally arises in the
minds of thoughtful consumers, Of what
does this impurity or residuum con-
sist? In the case of the first named
powder there has been recently given
the result of an analysis made by Prof, C. F.
Chandler, of Columbia College, late member
of the New York State Board of Health,
which partially supplies the missing infor-
mation, and as the manufacturers of this
particular powder are continuously calling
for the publication of all the ingredients used
in baking powders, there can be no objection
to its statement here. Among the impurities
Prof. Chandler found Cleveland’s powder to
contain a large amount of Rochelle Salts,
5.40 per cent, of lime, with alumina, starch
and water, in quantities not stated. Alumn is
a substance declared by the highest authori-
ties to be hurtful. If the balance of this re-
siduum in all the powders named is made up
largely of alum, as it is known to be in'some,
the public would like to know it, Another
official test that shall go quite to the bottom
of the matter seems to be demanded.

MAYOR CHAPMAN'S INAUGURAL.

[CONTINUED FROM FIRST PFAGE.]

1t is quite likely that this subject may come up
again for your consideration the present year.
Many of our most conservative citizens advo-
cate the sale of this stock,—if it can be done
to good advantage,—and the application of its

4 procecds to the payment of our temporary

debt. Certainly it seems the part of prudence
to dispose of stock in n gas company, in the
mansgement of which the city has no voice
whatever, and the value of which would suf-
fer scrious depreciation at any time through
the non-payment of dividends. 1

Especially is such sale rendered more im-
perative in view of the temporary debt carried
by the eity, which ought to be cancelled from
available ussets in the tressury rather than
made permanent by an additional issue of
bonds.

PUBLIC LIBRARY,

Qur citizens are to be congratulated upon
the near approach to completion of the public
library building, undertaken by James P.
Baxter, Esq., and designed by him as & gift to
the library association for its permanent occu-
paney and use.

The generosity of Mr. Baxter in making such
niunificent provision for the library, is as
timely as it is beneficent, for its quarters in
City huilding have become exceedingly crowded
besides being ill adapted for use. e library
proper is rapidly gaining in books of reference,
and volumes of standard works, and yearly
assuming additional importance in the estima-
tion of ull to whom it furnishes enlarged facili-
ties for information and study. Surely next to
the church, there can be no more useful insti-
tution in our midst than a good public library.
Through its advantages the average intelligence
of the community is increased and its whole
intellectual tone improved.

Whoever contributes so grandly, as has Mr.
Baxter, to the promotion and permanence of
such & beneficent public institution, will de-
servedly rank as a great public benefactor.

PORTLAND AND OGDENSHURG RATLWAY,

This road stifl remains in the hands of the
receiver. Its net earnings the past year were
somewhat below: the average of previous years,
occasioned, no doubt, by the iuterruptions to
business during the early operations of the in-
terstate law. Whatever moneys were earned
abuve the fixed charges, were devoted to pay-
ments on rolling stock cobligations, rebuilding
of bridges, and improvements of road-bed.

Up to this time none of the second mortgage
bonds have been converted into stock, it being
deemed expedient, before doing so, to await
the decision of the court as to the wvalidity of
the city’s claim for $283,500 additional stock.
This claim is in litigation, and decision upon
it would have been reached st the last January
term of court, had not the counsel for the
Evlaintiﬂ' been prevented by engagements at

ashington from joining with the city solici-
tor in the submission of final arguments. As
soon as a decision is obtained, the officers of
the Portland and Ogdensburg railway will
issue stock in exchange for the bonds of the
old company, and then, complete reorganiza-
tion with stock will have been effected.

Considerable sttention has been given the
past year to the disposal of this property,
always keeping in view the main object of its
becoming & link of transcontinental railway,
and,—as a matter of minor but subsidiary im-

ortance,—the desirability of its yielding a
xed annual income to the city.

Continued communication with the Canadian
Pacific railroad developed the fact that that
corporation could not directly purchase or
lease the Portland and Ogdensburg road,
although, if leased by the city to another
company, the Canadian Pacific was desirous of
bemg so protected in the lease nsto be able
always to utilize the Portland and Ogdensburg
road upon favorable terms.

In discussing the question of the city's dis-
position uf the Portland and Ogdensburg road
it must be admitted that, since my last message,
the railroad situation has undergone important
changes, possibly requiring s modification of

views, The acquisition of the Boston
and Lowell system by the Boston
and Maine, has brought sbout a close

traffic relation between the Boston and Maine
and Canadian Pacific, so that, upon the com-
E-‘end:n of the Sault Ste. Marie road connecting
inneapolis with the Canadian Pacific system,
the freight of the northwest, destined for
Europe, is carried by us on the other side of the
mountains to Boston. This is rendered neces-
from the inability of the city, or Portland
:;? Ogdensburg railway, to furnish elevators
and dock facilities for handling cargoes des-
tined abroad. It is plain, then, that if the
Canadian Pacific is unwilling to come here
directly end invest in terminal facilities,
our only recourse for this purpose is through
some other corporation ; whieh shall be bound,
—aunder the terms of the lease of the Portland
and Ogdensburg road,—to make favorable
traffic or trackage contracts with the Canadian
Pacific and other western lines, and, also, be
sufficiently interested, of itself, to furnish facili-

. ties for shipping all the freight seeking trans-

portation from this port.

In no other apparent way can our coveted
object be npoedﬂir accomplished, of utilizing
the Portland and Ogdensburg road for the up-
building of Portland as a point of tranship-
ment,

Entertaining this view, some of the directors
of the Portland and Ogdensburg road have
favorably considered the idea of leasing it to
the Maine Central, provided equitable terms
could be arranged. In addition to the fore-
going reasons for such a lease, they urge that,
if it should be made, it will practically result
in bringing nto our city over the Portland and
Ogdensburg road all of the Western business
of the Maine Centrsl, tobe distributed hence
throughout Maine; while if not consummated,
& connection would inevitably be made in the
interior of the State with the Canadian Pacific,
whereby most of this business would pass to
the north and east of our city.

In short, the advocates of leasing to the
Maine Central declare that,—besides the receipt
of an annual rental, and sure provision for the

ayment at maturity of the city bonds issued
in aid of the Portland and Ogdensburg—such
on act would result in the local development
of the Ogdensburg road,—in the use of Port-
land as a channel of transportation for all
freight going east by rail,—and in making
our city the Atlantic terminus of the Canadian
Pacific, at least for a considerable portion of
its traflic.

How much soundness and force ‘are con-
tained in these arguments, must be decided by
yourselves, incase the matter should come up
for discussion and action.

Before any lease can be consummated, it will
require favorable consideration from the direc-
tors of both roads,—concurrent affirmative
action by both branches of the City Couneil,—
approval by the Mayor, and, finally, ratifiea-
tion by a majority vote of the electors of Port-
land at & meeting called specially for that

urpose. Therefore there need be no appre-
Eension of unwise or hasty decisions, Neverthe-
less thesubject is fraught with so much im-
portance to the commercial growth and future
prﬁﬂty of our city, as to demand the most
ol investigation into the policy of making
such a lease, and, if deemed expedient, the ex-
ercise of utmost caution in incorporating such
provisions into the contract as shall secure our
interests beyond all possible contingency.

ENPORCEMENT OF THE LAWS.

Upon the occasion of my first inaugu ration,
speaking of the equal enforcement of the laws,
I said what, in view of recent agitation, may
not be entirely inappropriate to repeat:

A publlc magistrate who is sworn to execute the
laws had no discretion as to thelr enforcement.
Whatever his personal ldeas upon the merits or
the expediency of the statutes, his pliain duty 1s to
see that they are obeyed, and that any violation of
them shall meet with its due peoalty. To execute
one law and neglect the execution of another, s
lngustlmwrsoclmy. and subwversive to law ltself.
The oficer who promptly arrests the lad who ma
steal to “eatisfy Eln hunger, and takes no cognl-
zance of the saloon where liquor is sold in viola-
tlon of statute, Is not only derellct in the perform.
ance of his duty, but becomes an instrument of in-
Justice under the law {tself. If violatlon of law 1s

yermitted in one instance, J e demands that it
allowed In others, and thus jthe whole fabric of
good government falls to the ground.

Following these fundamental principles, in-
structions have invariably been given, through
the marshal, to proceed against all violators of
law upon recognition, or complaint; and the
machinery of government has been employed
with such effect a8 to maintain exceptional
good order and security throughout the city.
Even in that respect in which 1ts administra-
tion has been unfairly accused of neglect,suffi-
cient has been accomplished to convince most
any candid person that the prohibitory law has
been equally enforced with other laws, and
that there is small foundation for the gross

harge of discrimination in favor of the viola-
ors of the prohibitory statutes.

Whatever foundation, if any, may exist for
such a charge, it should be attributed to a
Jax public sentiment concerning the enforce-
ment of the law, rather than be made the basis
of slanderous accusations of corruption on the
part of the official authorities.

After the recent campeign of unparallieled
misrepresentation and libel, I desire to thank
the friends of law and order who, despite the
attempt to force them into ® false position,
continued to honor me with their confidence;
and, also, to reafim my determination to se-
cure the equal enforcement of all laws. To
such as read in the recent verdict at the polls a
license to violate the statutes, and Iropnse to
act upon that opinion, 1 would sound a note of
warning in advance by declaring that they
cannot proceed in safety on that line,

Meanwhile, if the eale of liquor is not en-
tirely prohibited, do not discredit the good in-
tentions of the officers, but consider the advis-
ability of increasing the shenf’s foree, or mak-
in tKa nslty imprisonment for the first
u&nm. in mind, it is casy for any man,
without special executive capacity, to sit in the
chimney corner and, theoretically, rule a city,
or for any woman without children to volun-
teer to mothers easy methods for their success-
ful training, but practical government, ‘‘ay,
there s the rub.”

The kindly counsel of worthy citizens is al.
ways welcome to, and appreciated by, the true
officinl. Frank eriticism even, through the
newspaper and from the platform, is frequently
beneticial, nnd, sometimes, on the part of the
critic, considered heroje. But, generally speak-
ing, more can be nccomplished by those hav-
ing the real cause of temperance at heart,
through the control of their own appetites than
by mewspaper flings at the suthorities; or
through the creation of a moral stmosphere
conducive to the enforcement of the laws,
rather than by unjust insinuations, from the
sacred desk, sgainst the integrity of the offi-
cials who are striving to administer them.

MORAL CONDITION OF PORTLAND.

In view of the time taken to snswer enqui-
ries on this subject from different eections of
our country, I wish to bear a word of general
testimony. ;

It is a matter of deep regret that _falsc im-
pressions have gone abroad of prevailing habits
of intoxication among our citizens, extending,
even, to whole classes of children in our publie
schools. 1It, therefore, becomes our plain duty
to counteract these erroneous reports in order
to vindicate the character of as wholesome and
pure & city as can be found anywhere in our
land. That Portland is such is my deliberate

opinion based upon personu.l travel, ubse_r\:a-
cities.

tion, and comparison with other

It is confirmed by ‘Lho almost
universal  testimony of visitors  from
various sections of our country, Who

speak in unqualified praise of the intelligence,
thrift and moral cleanliness of Portlmd. It is
substantiated by the fact that our streets, with-
out exception, are safe for travel at any hour
of the day or night, even the lowest quarters
being visited st midnight, without personal
risk, by those who are seeking information
sgainst wrong-doers. For such a condition of
good government we are largely indebted to
judicious laws, well administered through a
series of years, -

To other communities less favored than our
own, the knowledge of our true condition may
furnish &n incentive toward better government
through the adoption of restrictive legislation
iut any misinformation, the result of wrong
nferences from isolated facts, immediately be-
comes a ﬁwerful weapon in the hands of those
engaged in fighting against the very cause to
which our State is committed.

IN CONCLUSION.

Allow me to thank you for the paticnce
with which you have listened to this long and
hastily prepared address.

From personal acquaintance with nearly
every member of the council, I congratulate
myself upon having such associntes as will
be mutuslly helpful and agreeable. 1
predict that the year of service upon which we
are just entering will be characterized by an
absence of self-seeking, and a conscientious
devotien to the interest of our city. Animated
by such a spirit, we cannot fail of meeting the
approval of our constituents, and contributing
in large measure to the prosperity and welfare
of our beloved city.
