BIDDEFORD CITY GOVERNMENT.

A Stormy Inauguration.
The Couneil Breaks up in Confasion.

At nine o'clock yesterday morning, the old
Board of Common Council met to transact all
unfinished business of the year. This hatiog
been attended to, at nine and a half o'clock the
Board adjourned sine die. It was well kuown
that the session of the new Board was not to be
of & harmonious nature, owing o a little un-
pleasantness, by which there were Democratic
and Repubhcan claimants of seats from - Ward
Three. In this Ward on the day of election
three Democratic Ccuncilmen were declared
elected by two majority over their Republican
competitors, but a re-count being afierwards
made, before cartificates of election bad been
delivered to the Democratic candidates, it was
discovered that votes had been cast and count-
ed, which were for persons not residents of the
‘Ward and not eligible to office and and the dis-
covery of this error gave two Republican can-
didates an election by ote majority and a tie on
the third Councilman, who by the city charter
holds over until another is elected and qualified.
These facts had a tendescy to draw a much
larger erowd than nsually attend the insuguara-
tion ceremonies. Long before the Board was
called to order the crowd in and about the Colin-
cil rooms was simply immense, every standing
place was taken and the settees were crowded
to their ntmost capacity.
At pineand a half o’clock the Clerk called
the new Council to order and proceeded to call
the roll of the members elect, calling the Re-
publican members from Ward Three. The
clerk announced the next business in order to
be a choice of temporary chairman, to be bal-
loted fur. The members came forward and de-
posited their ballots as the Clerk called the roll
and as he pald no attention to the Democratic
claimarts from Ward Three, although they
were prepared to vote, they were barred from
so doing. Richmond A. Ingersoll was elected
temporary chairman by a party vote. A com-
mittee on credentials reported nine Democratic
members duly elected, and eleven Republicans,
with one vacancy. The report was accepted.
Then the Board adjourned to meet the Board of
Aldermen in Joint Convention, hear the May-
or's address, and take the oath of office.
AN EXTRAORDINARY PROCEEDING,
Mayor Warren proceedad to administer the
oath to the Councilmen and the three Demo-
crats who had not been recognized by the Coun-
¢il, were sworn in by the Mayor, while the Re-
publicans who had been elected, and their cre-
dentials accepted by the Common Council,
were left out in the cold. This extraordinary
proceeding was witnessed by the Republicans,
who were not te be euchered in th:s way, for
as soon as the Convention was dissolved a Jus-
tice of the Peace administered the oath of of-
fice to the two Republican members from Ward
8, while the old member from Ward 3 (s Re-
publican) held over, owing to a vacancy. The
pext thing in order was a selection of perma-
pent chairman, and the chairman announced

ing the roll.
SIGNAL FOR A DISTURBANCE.

This was the signal for a distarbance; every-
body was expecting it, and the rongh-seuff who
had early sought seats were eager for a row.
When the Clerk called the Republican names
from Ward 3, and those gentlemen stepped
forward to vote. the rampus began. The Dem-
ocrats leaped over their seats and elaimed the
right to vote. The Chairman called them to
order repeatedly, but they persisted in a right
to vote, and made a grab for the box,which was
stoutly resisted by the Chairman. Loud threats
were made, and the crowd of sympathizers
were loud in their denunciation of the Chair-
man, and yelled and cheered for their Demo-
cratic friends, In the midst of the utmost
confusion and disorder, Mayor Warren appear-
ed ani in & loud voice demanded of the Repub-
lisan candidates on what authority they par-
ticipated in the meeting as he had not
sworn them. He called them by name, and in
an excited manner demanded their removal by
the police.

THE MAYOR CALLED TO OEDER.

The Chairman ealled the Mayor to order.
““Yomr have no business 1o interfere in our pro-
ceedings'’, said he. “You cantput me out nor
any other man replied”” the Mayor. As the po-
lice did’nt seem hurried to obey the Honorable
Mayor, he had a support who wonld put them
out by force, and overpower the police if they
would'nt do their daty.

‘While the Mayor (who had no busipess in the
Council, while that board was in session) in the
full dignity'of his office, as chief magistrate of
the city was participating in this disgracefal
distarbaace, the Clerk kept on calling the roll,
and the vote was declared, R. A. Ingersoll be-
ing elected permanet President.

YELLING AND HISSING.

The crowd yelled and hissed with such ex-
pressions as ‘‘Bully for Doctor,” “I'll et on
you,” “That’s the Jsort of stuff,”’ &c., &e.,
arose from the friends of the Democratic ele

ment. An ex-Mayor attempted tw give some
gratuitous advice armed with an ancient law
book, but ‘the President promptly squelched
him, and thinkiog he had got in a hornets’ nest
he very properiy retired.

A motion to adjourn until afternoon was now
made amidst an uproar that cannot be deserib-
ed, every Democratic member, under the able
leadership of the legal gentleman from Ward
Six, who by the way, has been it is said, drill
master of the Democratic members for a week
past, using Cushing’s manuel of Parliamenta-
ry Law as a text book, sprang to the floor and
made some motion. The chair put the motien,
the clerk calling the yeas and nays, and the
motion to adjourn prevailed. The crowd grew
more noisy, and a long settee ciowded with
men, gave way and precipitating the crowd w
the fleor, increased the confusion, which was
now a perfect bedlam.

At2o'clock iu the afternoon the Common
Council re-assembled. The room and approach-
©8 to the hall were crowded by a perfect ava-
lanche of human beings.

CAPPING THE CLIMAX.

Promptly after the meeting was called to or-
der a motion to adjourn until Monday, April
6th, in the afternoon, was made and carried,
the Democrats vainly opposing. The Clerk no-
tified the Aldermen of tke action of tbe Coun-
cil, and that Board was dumb-founded. They
hadn’t expected such bad news, and before they
had recovered from the shock the Republican
Aldermen concluded they’d bolt, which they
did, but were hoping to get into joint conven-
tion, when the Demoeratic claimants from the
third Ward would bave been allowed to vote.
This was the most unkindest cutof all. The
ring-master from Ward 6, who had so arduous-
ly labored to perfect his pupils in their studies,

was confident that | had been blocked,
s oriiiant ideas "t amount to a row of

pins, and his mind seemed to wander.

THE RUMP ORGANIZES.
Recovering himself, he called the remnant of
the Council to order, and with nine members
all told, (the Ward 3 gentlemen thought they
better not vote) proceeded to organize a ficti-
tious government, like the one down in Louisi-
ana. A gentleman willing to sacrifice himself.
and be Clerk, was found, and President of the
bo1y was also chosen. Then solemnly the ring-
leader addressed his followers on the momen-
tous question of whether or not they had better
follow in the footsteps of the real Council, and
adjourn. It was the opinion of all that the
idea was a good one, and so the Lonisiana con-
cern ?lflled up stakes aud left the Council room,
promising to return at 7} o'clock this evening,
to commence over aga'n. Thus ended the first
meeting of the City Couneil of Biddeford, and
thus goesinto history the first instance of an
attempt at genuine mob law in Maine. Bidde
ford can congratulate herselt that her Mayor
has the most enlarged views of his oficial pow-
ers of any similar official we ever heard of. He
must have looked through a tremendous big
magnifying glass of his own manufacture to
bave decided that he could go into regular ses-
gion of a sovereign body and eject members,
duly elected and received by that body. and by
threats, backed up by a mob cower the ins.lli-
gent members of a City Council. He should
remember that he’s only *‘man, dressed in a
little brief authority.” The next meeting of
the Conncil will be looked for with great inter-
est.
