WARREN'S LAST CRIME.

Particulars of the Benton Murders
and Suicide.

The Two Children Shot Down While
Coing Up Stairs,

To Bid Their inhuman Father Cood-
Bye.

[Special to the Press.]
FAIRFIELD, March 14.—Additional par-
ticulars have been received here concerning
the tevrible tragedy at Benton and the de-
tails are shocking in the extreme, especially
the inhuman treatment Mrs. Warren re-
ceived at the hands of her cruel husband as
revealed by the post mortem examination.
The immediate cause of death was a blow on
the head over the right ear, struck with
some instrument. There, beneath the skull,
was found a large clot of blood in the brain,
oceasioned by the bursting of a blood vessel.
Warren said she had a fit on Sunday and the
physicians testified that the injury to the

tions, later on, relapsing into a stupor and
death ensuning. It is supposed that Warren
struck her.the fatal blow on Sunday night.
But there were bruises on other portions of
her body sufficient to have caused death. On
her throat were indications thet she had been
violently choaked. On the left side beneath
the ear were finger marks, while under the
right jaw a piece of skin had been torn off
as if by the thumb. There were also thamb
prints. The backs of both arms were o nmass
of bruises while on the back were welts as
large as one's fingers as if made by a whip
lash or a stick with which she was being
beaten. On the outside of one leg, running
from the knee to the hip, was a long red and
black mark which had evidently been made
a week or more. 'To complete this ghastly
icture of Inhumanity, from the knees to
er foet there was a mass of brulises as if
made by kicks, The vital ur?ans were
found in a fairly healthy condition. That
Warren had been in the habit of brutally

beating his wife there can now be no doubt
and her life must have been one of constaut

torture.

The story of the shooting on Tuesday
evening was as follows: Dr. Thayer, im-
mediately after the autopsy, was called be-
fore the coroner’s jury and testified that the
blow on the head caused death and Warren
was at once arrested. His two little girls
were both in the room and he said he wanted
to bid them good bye before leaving, seeing
them alone. He was told that an officer

y him to which he assented
v proceeded to climb the stairs
toa chamber above. The oldest girl was
ahead, Warren came next with his manacled
handsin front of him and the little three
Ea:rold dot was third, the officer being in

rear, assisting her and earrying a ligh
kerosene lamp. The officer, who was Deputy
Shriff Reed, of Benton, had just reached the
last stair at the top, when quick as a flash,
the desperate Warren whirled about and the
gleam of a pistol barrel was seen pmas&d
nﬁnst the back of the smaller girl's head.
Simultaneously there was a flash and a re-

to the foot of the stairs, his light be-
lna extinguished and the chimney falling off.

'we shots followed the first one in quick
succession, and the officers present rushed
to the head of the stairs to find Warren in
in the agonies of death from a bullet
through the heart, and the oldest girl in a
similar condition, with a bullet wound in
her right temple. The little one was cryin
mtteoualy and a bullet hole was discove

the back of her head. The bodies were
taken down stairs, Warren just gasping his
last as he was taken into the kitehen.
Todnir the little girl is alive but her death
is certain as the bullet lodged in her bnlin.,
There are several accounts as te where the
pistol came from. Coroner Carver says this -
morning that he thinks Warren took the re-
volver from a recessin the stairway as he
was going to the chamber, while others sa
his brother gave it to him and he had it hid-
den in his sleeve. The Warrens came from
the town of Rome and members of the fami-
ly have been in difficulty heretofore. = One
of them used a knife in a fight once ; another
poisoned his nelﬁhbor'ﬁ grass; while u third
who was arreste bﬁ( a Somerset county offi-
cer, escaped from him several times, and
finally broke jail, Darius Warren was of a
nervous temperament, very rapid in his
movements, which accounts for his ability to
kill himself and two children in from 10 to
20 seconds.
The scene of the murder is only abouttwo
miles below where young Chase shot his
brother about a year ago.

Mr. Dingley says that
liqguor men all along the Canadian border are
preparing to import and sell Canadian lig-
uors regardless of our State and national
laws, relying on a decision of the United
States supreme court of 1827, in regard to

certain imported dry goods, to the effect that
the payment of the import duties authorized
their sale s of local tax Jaws. Mr,
Dln‘fley thinks that the supreme court would
hold now that such pavment of import du-
ties would not relieve imports from the po-
lice laws of the State or nation.

The Chinese Treaty.

1t prohibits the entrance of Chinese laborers

LEWIS HICCINS.

Death of an Aged Member of a Pio
neer Standish Family.
=+

Lewis Higgins, whose death oecurred at
Manchester, N. H., on the 1ith, from
a complication of diseases induced
by old age, was ‘born in Standish
eighty-five years ago. His  father,
Prince Higgins, emigrated from Orleans,
Cape Cod, with a small company of settlers
when he was a lad. This little company
landed from a sailing vessel at Saco and
madeé their way on foot into what " was then
an unsettled wilderness,—now the town of
Standish.

Timothy Higgins, the grandfather of the
subjeet of this sketch, with his young son
Prince, secured land that they cleared fora
farm and, having a taste for meshanics, set
about to construct a grist mill on » small

stream running through the new farm. This
mill being the finest of the kind erected any-
where in that section had wonderful me-
nopoly of the business for many years and
remained in successful operation withia the
recollection of the present generation.

In these early days wolves and bears fre-
quented the forests surrounding the Hig-
gins’ farm in great numbers and were of
constant menace and annoyance to the in-
habitants as well as to their sheep and cat-
tle, but Timothy Higgins and his sons pos-
sessed vigor of body and courage in a
most remarkable

It was among such scenes and experiences
as these that young life and in
time commenced to clear for himself a farm
and build & home near Oak Hill in Standish,

Written Before the OIld Kaiser's
Death.

“Call no man happy till his death,” says
the classic proverb, and many a time did I

recall the words while watching the mental
and physical sufferings of him who had been
certainly more honored, if not happler, than
any other American of our time—until al-
most in a day he was stricken by misfortune
dishonor and disease, stripped of his wealth,
dln]i inted in his ambitions, disgraced for
awhile in his business and then attacked by
a mortal and mlurul malady. All this comes
back very viv; ty now when I read the re-

rts of the unfortunate Crown Prince of

rmany struggling with the same distemper
to which Grant suceumbed; for the symp-
toms are almost identical.

There are some circumstances about the
fate of him who might have been king and
emperor, but for the roten little bit of flesh
in his throat,that seem almost harder to bear
than the ties of the t American.
For Grant had reaped his harvest and en-
iozed his honors. He might have declared

ike Richard IIL : “They can’t but say I had
the crown.” He had won his victories; he
nad been chief of the nation which he had
helped tojsave; his tness had been recog-
nized in foreign I ;hisfame was secure.
But the unhappy seion of royal and imperial
houses may never ascend the throne on the
steps of which he has stood so long. For
years he has looking forward to the
most important Jmsltlon on earth, preparing
himself for the duties, anticipating gits hon-
ors and its exquisite pleasures, wah.iar only
for the old man to die, who had lived long
g'ls: the allotted time, that be might step in-
the exalted place of the Emperor of Ger-
many, when suddenly comes the summons,
just as to the humblest of the sons of men.
*“Thy soul shall be required of thee.” Dia-
dems, dominions, powers, principalities, de-
ference—whatever the greatest may aspire
to—all were in store for him; all have n
ittering in his sight for half an ordinary
me. Legitimate ambition allowed him
to expect them, and !mrintle love of a nation
was ready toaccord them; his own honor,
his own patriotism, bade him study how
best to play his majestic ;but the wart
in his t chokes all his hopes and stifles

pussibilities offered to one as great by -
tion as the poor wretch _now dying at San
Remo are something that ordinary mortals
fail to ose who have no hope
that they will be remembered after death can
hardly realize the dreams of immortality,the
intense desires, which men within the
reach and scope of fame entertain, nor
the shock when it is su y brought home
to them that all their dreams are vanlu%
that ﬂn& must sink into the undistinguish
crowd, their names be forgotten, their oppor-
tunities dissolved, that the{ may not be re-
membered even as the heirs who did not
reach the throne, they who had anticipated
vears of power and renown in their lives
and an eternity of honor afterward. All
this must be to those whose lips have a
proached the cup, the bitte of anguis
when it is dashed away. The corporal suf-
ferings of the Prince are nothing to such as
these. He endures and dies like other men,
his may be greater or less, the end
sooner or iater; this is his chance, like the
chance of each of his subjects, but the pangs
of imperial disappointment and baffled patri-
otism, hungry, hopeless yearning for
posthumous fame—few of those who have

across earth’s stage can have suffered
10 the same deﬂ'ee. :

T used to see the Prince at the English
court, te which he sometimes accompanied
his wife. 1 heard the talk of those who
knew him as intimately as men often know
crown princes The courtiers thought him
kindly, sufficiently able, honest, honorable;
but he did not impress me as remarkable in
the outward indieation of character or abil-
ity. He was rugged and almost rovgh in
appearance jand_manner; not courtly and
hardly affable. He seemed to think much of
his own conseguence, and doubtless did so—
a fault for which the heir to such a throne
might perhaps be oned. No one ever
spoke of him as inteliectual ; but his career is
proof that he has been a man of good stuff—
perhaps more likely to have ru his coun-
try and done his duty well than if he had
been brilllant and elegant, and smirked and
bowed with greater ease. He evidentl
thought he had a great destiny, and that if
men were not born to obey him, he _at least
was made tc command them. But who
obeys him now, or whom does he command ?
The humblest cotter In Germany without dis-
ease is better off than the Prince for whom
last year he would have died if the order
came; for next year the cotter may be a man,
but the Prince will be a clod.

Then the woman whose fate is
almost more pathetie than that of her hapless
husband, not only that she loses husband
and friend and companion, the lover of her
youth, the father of her children ; millions of
women and wives dzo through this so
every year and find it hard to bear as hers,
but the Crown Princess of Germany and
Princess Royal of England endures far more.
She Is a woman of more than ordinary char-
acter and cleverness, of ambition, and of
course has had exalted expectations. She,
too, has entertained visions of greatness that
are dispelled forever. She intended to influ-
ence the destiny of Germany and even of Eu-
rope; to assist at her husband’s intimate
councils, to becomelone of the Jpowerful per-
sonages of the earth, one of the great figures
in history. But all this is now Impossible,
Instead of the most important woman in the
world, she will be &, ceremonial mnfnuty
She will not even have the memory of past

tness to censole her; not even be anni-
ilated with her husband, so as not to know
her downfall; but must drag on her life for
years in comparative obscurity,out of power,
unerow a princess who might have
reigned, returni Perhwut.oEnu nd on a
pension, or remaining in Germany to be re-
ed as an intruder, with a certain prece-
enture at court, but standing always be-
hind her own daughter-in-law.

But worse than all to the woman she will
be conquered by Bismarck. For she and Bis-
marck have for [years been enemies. The
Princess for years has looked forward to the
time when, as Empress-Consort, she should
initiate policies and obstruct or control the
awful Chancellor. But he, relentless, the
man of Elood and Iron for Germ: as well
as for France, yfor the Crown Princess as
much as for Favre or Nop.leon,he is manceu-
yring now with utter disregard of (lecenc{hor
the sufferings of women or princes, so that
his power shall remain unshaken. The Em-
peror totters with lﬁe. and must soon pass
away ; the Crown Prince writhes in pain ;but
Bismarck continues his caleulations. He is
restless and immovable as death. He comes
to every German once and after him the
judgment.

VOIGES FROM THE STORM.

Buried Towns Regaining Communiea-
tion With the World.

More Stories of the Hardships Encoun-
tered on the Railroads.

Lives Lost by Workers Along Nnow
First Reports From Isolated New York
and Washington.

East River Frozen Over for the First
Time in Years.
Hardy Pilets Go Dowm With
Boats.

New York’s Loss Estimated From

Their

The great storm, extending over an area
embracing both New York and Washington,
has done damage to an extent which eannot
be deseribed with the limited facilities left
by blockaded railroads, and broken telegraph
lines. New York wasnot heard from until
yesterday and the information is meagre.
Only very brief despatches sent by circuitous
routes have been received from Washington
but they indicate great damage there.
Nearer home the storm was very severe and
full accounts are obtainable. The detailed
story of the blizzard follows:

AFTER THE STORM,
The Condition of Things In Portland
Yesterday.
Yesterday the travel was but little inter-
rupted in the city. The Spring street line of

horse cars was on the irons in the afternoon,

but the Congress street line run on runners,
as did the Deering line.

The Telegraph Company had six wires
working to Boston, and the railroad wires
were working to stations near Boston. At
4 p. . Boston reported the only disposal
they could make of New York business
would be by special messenger to New York
via the Fall River boat last night, and that
train service between the two cities, Boston
and New York, had not yet been resumed.
All business was accepted, subject to delay.
Not a wire was broken, nor was there any
interruption of telegraph service east of
Portland.

Payson Tucker, Esq,, with his accustomed
forethought, gave the train dispatchers and
operators a fine dinner in the Maine Central-
directors’ room Tuesday, as they were una
ble to leave their work on account of the
blockades.

The steamer City of Richmond made a
harbor at Stave lsland and left Southwest
Harbor for Portland at 6.40 o'clock yesterday
morning. If the weather continued good
she was expected to arrive some time last
night, but will not leave for Machias until
Friday night at the usual time.

The Worcester & Nashua Division of the
Boston & Maine is at a standstill. There
are 14 stalled trains between Worcester and
Rochester, both passenger and freight. A
snow plow is off the track at DPepperell
Nothing is running in either direction.

A well known minister was to have mar-
ried a young couple from Portland at Dover,
N. H,, at 11 a. m. Tuesday. Up to 2.50 p. m.
they bad not arrived. A dispatch came at3
p. m. that the train was stalled at Biddeford,
and they hoped to reach there some time
that night to get married.

The condition in the harbor remained un-
changed throughout yesterday. All vessels
above Bug Light are fastin a fleld of ice.
Sailors go to and from their vessels by walk-
ing on the blocks of thick ice, and a number
of persons passed between the ecity and
South Portland. The fer ts did not
leave their moorings during , and the
only vessels that moved in the harbor were
the Forest Queen and the tow boat Belknap.
The Boston boat did not sail Tuesday night,
and the Boothbay steamer Enterprise did
not venture from her dock yesterday.

The Belknap went down, after much exer-
tion, yesterday, to Long Island, and pulled
off the John Somes, which was not badly
damaged, and brought her to this city.

At Harpswell, the sehooners Little Dread-
naught and Mary E. Hagan, one of about 15,
and the other of about 18 tons, were sunk by
the storm. They will probably be raised
with slight damage. Capt. Sargent has tak-
en the contract to raise the Minnehaha.

The pilots, Capt. Scott Oliver, Martin and
Capt. Parsons, finding they couldn't get
their pilot boat out, took their dory and car-
ried it over the ice to clear water in the lower
harbor, and thence proceeded to the further
end of Cushing's island, where they will
watch for the English steamer Maduro, now
due, and board her by means of their dory.
This is the first experience of the kind
known here, and Capt. Willard says this is
the first time in forty-four years that the up-
per harbor has been filled up with drift ice
like as at present.

The Tremont, for Portland, and the New
Brunswick, for St. Jobm, N. B., were all
waiting in Boston on Tuesday, for more fa-
vorable weather for thetr departure.

Truins on the Portland & Ogdensburg this
side of the mountains were running about
on time yesterday. The trains which left
here at 8.35 4. m. Tuesday arrived at Fabyans
at about noon yesterday. The snow plow
which was sent out to clear the track reach-
ed Fabyans st 11.40 a. m. yesterday. Had it
not been for the snow slides on the moun-
tains the 8.35 a. m. train would have reached
Fabyans Tuesday night. The snow slides
which keep coming down Mt Willard and
blockading the track are sald to be the
largest known in the history of the road.
The train men say the snow is removed from
the track with less difficulty than that of the
great January storm and if it were not for
big slides that keep coming down Mt. Wil-
lard the trains would find no trouble in run-
ning on time. The first train over the Bos-
ton & Lowell road since the storm got
through to Fabyans at 3 a. m. yesterday.

Trains on the other roads ran nearly on
time yesterday.

A gentleman from this city walked to
Portland Light and baek Tuesday on snow=
shoes. He said the travelling was very bad,
but the surf magnificent.

Of the roads running into this city the Bos~
ton & Maine seems to have suffered the
most from the storm, the blockade along
their line being almost, if not quite, as bad
as the one which resulted from the great
storm of January. Some of the train men
say that the tracks were cleared with even
more difficulty than they were after that
memorable snow fall. A; Pine Point and
Elliott oceurred the only important accidents
on the road, and at both places the services
of wrecking trains were required to clear the
track.

On Tuesday morning the 7.30 a. m. train,

Corductor Plaisted, left this city for Bos-

ton, with a double track snow plow and two
engines on front, and a flange scraper on the
rear of the train. All went well until Pine
Point was reached but as the snow plow
came up to the depot, which is on’ the right
hand side of the track going out, the snow
was pushed agalnst the platform with such
force that it threw the plow off the track.
The ralls were torn up, and the point of the
plow went under the rails of the track to the
left, tearing them from the sleepers and
breaking the platform beyond into splinters.
The plow was turned end for end with the
point toward the train, so that half of the
eab of the second engine was taken off and
the mouldings on the sides of all the cars on
the train were torn off and the panels more
or less scratehed, so that it will be necessary
to send every car and the engine to the re-
palr shop. All this was done in a twinkle
and in less time than it takes to tell it the
whole train was off the track. The train
men were not dismayed, however, and
through the indifatigable efforts of Parlor
Car Conductor Littlefield the entire train,
except the snow plow aad the flange scraper,
were got on the iron again and run on fto
West Biddeford, where the way was found
blecked with one passenger and two freight
trains. It was 2 o’clock in the afternoon be-
fore the blockade was broken and trains en-
abled to move on.

At 10 o’clock a. m. the wrecking train in
charge of Mr. Geo. Miller arrived at FPine
Point, and the men were set at work repair-
ing the track. The top of the snow plow
was brokes o, butth
80 that it was put on the track and hauled
baek to the city. Probably na man on the
Boston and Maine road will elear up a track
quicker than Mr. Miller, and in less than two
hours from the time when he arrived at Pine
Point the track was repaired, the flange
seraper and the snow plow on the track, and
the wrecking train started from the scene of
the disaster en route to this city. The men
worked like beavers, however, until the track
was repaired.

At about the time the wrecking train
reached Pine Point, an accident took place
ou the Eastern Division, away up at Elliot.
The 8.50 and the 9 o'clock trains from Boston
to Portland on this division coupled and
came down together. On reaching Elliot
snow drlfts were encountered as high as the
top of the cars, and in trying to run through
them the snow plow and one engine left tee
Iron. The train men tried in vain to get them
on again, and at last the wrecking train from
Portsmouth, in charge of Mr. Furgerson, was
sent for. All through the afternoon and un-
til 10 o’clock at night the men worked, before
the engine and snow plow were got on the
track and the blockade broken. To add to
these difficulties the wires were blown down
and at times it was impossible at headquar-
ters to tell where on the road the trains were.

Other Remarkable Storms.
. There is recorded a snow storm on March
2 and 3, 1802, when the snow fell to a depth
of more than four feet on a level. This
storm was accompanied by acontinuons tem-
pest and a universal embargo of the inhabit-
ants of New England for several days.

Iu 1821, on the 17th of April, there was an-
other storm memorable for its blockade and
the destroctive freshets caused by long and
copious rains, which began when the snow
ceased falling.

In 1842 and 3 there were many severe snow
storms, which were very trying to the old
stage lines, and the railroads just beginning
to operate in Maine.

1861 was remarkable for two snow storms
in Southern New England. On the 2ist and
224 of March of that year, a large quantity
of snow fell in the streets of Boston that
stopped the cars on the Metropolitan horse
railroad from the 21st to the 27th of the
month. On the 2d and 3d of April of that
year, a thirty-six hours’ snow storm deposit-
ed two feet of snow in Boston, so that they
had sleighing on the 4th of April, which
was fast day in Massachusetts. Hereisa
list of the notable storms in Portland for the
last twenty years, which oceurred late in the
season :

PORTLAND TO BOSTON.
How the Snow Plow Turned Round
at Old Orchard.

Bostox, Mareh 14.—1he Boston and Maine
western division was opened up last night,
after an all-day fight with the drifts. At 10.12
o'clock p. m., the Portland trains, due at 1.15
and 8 p. m., came in together. The cars were
covered with snow, and fringe-like icicles,
half a yard long, were pendant from the roofs.
Out of these cars about adozen weary travel-
lers appeared, each visage evincing more or
less erossness, according to the stock of phi-
losophy of the owner. The cause of the de-
lay in the trains was the derailment of a
snow plow, which, in bunting into a big drift
at Pine Point, came to grief, and was turned
clear around, so that the point of the plow
rested nearly where the tender bad stood an
instant before.

At 50'clock in the afternoon the 3.20 and 4
o'clock trains north from Boston were made

up into one train and started out. How far
they got is not known. Travel on this and
other roads is reported as the lightest ever
known, people preferring to await the clear-
ing of the roads and an abatement of the
storm before venturing aboard the cars.
Conductor Thomsson reports heavy snow
the entire length of tha line. The North
Berwick andiManchester (N. H.) trains were
discontinued yesterday, as were the through
Portland freights from Boston. All the local
and Lawrence and Lowell wains are running
on time, and all through trains will probably
be running today. Tho railroad officials have
a large force of men at work shovelling. and
are doing all in their power to run ns on

time.
The Worst for Years:

Superintendent Furber of the Boston and
Maine was found at the depot last night.

“Yes,"” sald he, “it is ©One of the worst
storms for years. We can hear nothing from
any but local trains for the wires have been
down since 12 o'clock yesterday. No wires
are now workingeast of Wakefield. There
is a good deal more snow in the direction of
Portland than in this vicinity. Why, the
Portland train due here at .20 didn’t leave
Portland till 4 o’clock this morning, and
hasn't got in yet. Where Is it? We don't
know where it is. It's lost in the snow some-
where. The communications are all broken
and we can’t tell where any of the trains
are."”
At the Eastern depot an engineer who had
just cowe in, and whose cab was plastered

with six inches of snow, said: “Itis as bad
a storm as 1 have seen for 20 years. I think
it about as bad near Newburyport as any-
where. ‘The track there is plugged] full of
drifts from three to five feet deep, and the
rain that has fallen on top has formed a crust
and settled the snow into a solid mass very
hard to plow through. The storm was a
regular blizzard aroumd Newburyport and

FROM BURIED MASSACHUSETTS.
Raliroads Lost from Sight for Miles

Miles.
Sovrn doéﬁ% on~2larch 14.—

The storm in this section has been the most
severe known for many years. Such delays
as have been experiencea on the raillways,
and especially those running west from Bos-
ton, have rarely been heard of in Massachu-
setts, and for miles and miles the rails are
completely buried in snow banks, mnot even
the road bed being discernible. The snow Is
not of the light and fleecy kind, but very
heavy, damp and hard to move, in some
cases impeding the progress of the snow
ploughs very much.

Big Drifts on the Albany.

Bostox, Marchk 14.—The extent and sever-
ity of the storm have been such as to com-
pletely astound the Boston & Albany rail-
road officials. No trains will be run to New
York and Albany until further notice on ac-
count of the high and extensive drifts. No
trains are running between Worcester and
Albany. The wires are all down, and it has
been impossible to learn anything about
prospects. There are drifts 3C0 to 1000 feet
long between Worcester and Westboro, and
fromGto 8 feet deep. At 10.30 Monday
night atrain, comprising two engines and
two passenger cars, left Boston and succeed-
ed In reaching Worcester at 8 o’clock Tues-
day worning. At 8.30 it started on Its re-
turn to this city, and reached here at 12.40
yesterday noon. No train has gone farther
west than Worcester. Enormous drifts are
reported between Palmer and Springfleld,
and It may require a day or two 0 work a
train thloq{:@h the latter city.

Horse Cars Stalled.

WorcesTER, March 14.—The storm in and
about Worcester lhas been unprecedented.
Certainly, for at least 25 years, there has
been nothing approaching it for severity.
When the snow began falling at midnight
Sunday the streets were practically .clear o}
snow. Now only the priocipsl streets are
even passable. A single track has been bro-
ken out by the city teams through the centre
of these streets, while great mountains of
snow thrown up on the sidewalks line the
narrow paths which have been shovelled for
foot passers. During the little more than 24
hours which the storm lasted, more than 2§
feet of heavy snow fell on a level, and the

fierce gale that prevailed from the northeast
drifted and packed it almost beyond power
of description. It was not until noon Mon-
day that people began to appreciate the se-
verity of the storm. The street car compa-
ny kept its snow ploughs running until the
widdle of the afternocon, and ran cars on
most of the routes at irregular intervals. By

3 o’clock reports began to come in to head-
quarters of stalled cars in various sections
of the city, and after that the entire resourc-
@s of the company were devoted to hauling

home the blockaded cars. All attempts to
run cars or even to keep the track open by
means of ploughs, were abandoned before 6
o'clock Monday evening, and today all the
tracks in the clty lie burled under two feet of
solid snow. The company Intends tomor-
:'Iow to make an effort to open its main street
nes.

The storm also placed a complete embargo
on all railroad traffic. Durlngﬂ.m day, Mon-
day, not a single train arrived from New
York, and the last train that has reac
here from Springfield came in Monday morn-
ing at 11 o’clock.

IN BOSTON'S SLUSH.

Business for the Herdics and Trouble
for Morse Cars.

Bostox, March 14.—The streets were in a
thoroughly demoralized condition last night,
and, If possible, worse than duriog the day,
for at 10 o’clock the thermometer went down
to two degrees below freezing, converting the
slush into a stiff conglomeration of snow
and mud that yielded to the foot, and yet
presented a very considerable obstacle to
wheels.

“This Is the worst night 1 ever saw in
street rallroading in this city,” sald the
superintendent in charge of the West End
Railroad Company’s sleds; “the company is
doing all it can to clear up Washington and
Brattle streets and Scollay Square before the
frecze comes on, for if the mercury keeps on
dropping until morning this slush will freeze
into razor-edged chunks, that will have to be
cut ont with gpicks. The slush makes the
heaviest and hardest to work that I have
ever seen. The company has over 100 sleds
out, and by morning will have earted off the
bulk of the snow between Dover street and

Haymarket square. All the snow plows are
going, and will be all night. Between sleds
and plows, nearly 1500 horses will be used.”

All the Cambridge and Charlestown liges
have experienced great difficulty.

The self containing culture and much
vaunted intellectual resources of Boston are
myths. Only two days they were shut out
from the vulgar world, and the Boston
papers are filled with observations on the
sense of “strangeness,” the “‘anxiety” and
the “curious novelty” of the *‘sensation of
blind ignorance as to what was passing else-
where,” “What will happen” begins the
bright and cultured Post the moment it gets
its head out of the snow, *inthe revulsion
of feeling when the barriers are melted
away and the outside world rushes in again,
as it has begun to do already, will not wipe
out the memory of the sensations of these
days of imprisonment."”

1t is scarcely conceivable that a man in his
senses would deliberately shoot down his
own children of tenderj years, without any
apparent motive but to take their lives. Yet
s0 far as appears there had been rothing in
the conduct of the Benton murderer previ-
ous to the tragedy of Tuesday which ralsed
the suspicion that he was otherwise than in
his right mind. His murder of his wife is
explainable on the theory that they had
quarrelled and that the act was committed
inthe heat of passion. But the killing of
his children was deliberate and without any
provocation whatever, It is the most horri-
ble tragedy that has taken place in Maine
since John T. Gordon murdered his brothers
in Thorndike, and in cold bloodedness it riv-
als that.

It is probable that nobody but the Roscoe
Conkling club of Buffalo has ever seriously
meditated the presentation of the name of
the Hon. Iioscoe Conkling to the Republi-
can pational convention asa candidate for
the Presidential nomination. To be sure his
name has found its way into the newspapers
in that connection, but we imagine that the
men who put it there did it without any seri-
ous expectation that any delegation to the
convention would take it up. The Buffalo
club appears, however, to have been in dead
earnest, and "could it have got Mr. Conk-
ling’s consent would have brought himout as
a “favorite son” of New York State. But
Mr. Conkling has had the good sense to sit
down upon the project, which, whatever its
intentions, would inevitably have resulted in
making him ridiculous.

From Monday noon until yesterday New
England was cut off from all communication
with the west and south except by way of
London. All the knowledge Bostoll had of
what was going on in New York came across
the ocean by way of the Mackay-Bennett
cable. The whole West and South wasa
terra incogmita for forty-eight hours. What
was happening in the halls of Congress no-
body in New England knew. The Presi-
dent might have been assassinated and we
have known nothing about it for two days.
Some of the great citiesof the West might
have been reduced to ashes on Monday
night and no intimation of it come this way
for thirty-six hours. Newspaper readers
who are accustomed to scan the columns of
the press each morning for the latest news
from all parts of - the earth have had to be
content with a syrvey of a very limited area.
It would tax the memory of the oldest inhab.
itant to recall a time since the days of the
telegraph and railroad when New England
was 50 completely cut off from the rest of
the world for so long a period, Yet the fa-
cilities which now put us in communication
with the whole civilzed werld every hour of
the day and night, and which we so miss
when they are Interrupted for a few hours,
are the creations of less than half a century.
Therc are plenty of people now living who
can remember when news from the capital
of the nation was many days in reaching
New England, and when it was wany weeks
before one extremity of the country knew
what had been transpiring at the other ex-
tremity. It was later than 15840 that railroad
service became general in this country, and
Prof. Morse did not string his experimental
telegraph wire until 1845, while the telephone
was unheard of till 1870. Itis hard for us
to understand how our forefathers gotalong
without the facilities we now enjoy and
which we 50 sadly miss when suspended even
for a few hours. What was unknown to
them has become a necessity to us. The af-
fairs of life have been arranged with refer-
ence to them, and our very existence depends
to a large degree upon their continued opera-
tion.

The lesson of the Springfield fire has bad
the effect of setting the occupants of high
bulldings to thinking of their means of es-
cape in event of asimilar conflagration ;
that it will effect much more in the majority
of cases can hardly be expected, unless it
may lead to salutary legislation. A look
about Boston, and conversations with ex-
perts in building have convinced the Boston
Advertiser that there are in that city scores
and hundreds of buildings where, in case of
sudden fire, another horror like that at
Springfield would be almost sure to follow.
Massachusetts has a building law requiring
proper facilities of escape from all large and
high buildings, but it is wpot enforced; and,
in the opinion of Mr. Edward Atkinson,
proper precautions never will be taken until
employers are made to havea pecuniary
responsibility for the safe exit of their em-
ployes. It isnot so strange asit may at
first seem, that the warnings given by fires
like that at Springficld are slowly taken.
The modification of the old bulldings are
costly, and in the construction of new ones,
fire is the last thing thought of. Yet these
horrible lessons are not infrequent. Every
year there are several. A year ago this
month the fatal fire in the Richmond Hotel
at Buffalo, N, Y., taught precisely the same
samo lesson, that was repeated this year at

ingfield. A blaze started on the ground
floor, ran up the elevator, which was of the
ordinary kind not bullt of fire proof mate-
inls, and distributed the fire over the build-
so completely and suddenly that about
twenty guests lost their lives. With proper
fire escapes well understood these guests in
this case, as at the Soringfield fire, might
have escaped in spite of the advantage which
the elevator way gave to the flames. Yet
peither experience nor legislation seem cowm-
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ence could do it the recordof last year
ought to be sufficient. The Buffalo fire was
followed the next week at Milwaukee by a
firo that cost twelve lives; in two mionths
over two thousand lives were sacrificed In
the Opera Comique in Paris; and before six
months had elapsed a hundred and fifty per-
sons perisbed by the burning of the new
theatre at Exeter, Epgland. Fire escapes
do not always make safety absolute. “At
the Springfield fire, in spite of the sudden
rush of flames and smoke up the elevator,
those who perished might, in all probability,
have eseaped to the roof had the knowledge
of that means of exit been thoroughly im-
pressed npon thelr minds beforehand. This
emphasizes not only the necessity of fire
escapes but of knowledge how to use them.
Mr. Kelsey, of the Boston Board of Fire
Underwriters, recommends a law that em-
ployers of large numbers of hands, espeec-
ially if there are ‘many girls and women in
the number, be required to drill their help
frequently in the use of whatever means are
supplied for escape in case of fire. A little
forethought is quite likely to result inadvan-
tageous coolness when the danger comes.

NEW YORK VIA LONDON.
How Boston Brokers got their New
York Quotations.

Bostox, March 14.—Even the “long dis-
tance telephone,” which on Monday night
connected New York, was outdone yesterday
py the enterprise ofa private banking firm
in this eity. Messrs, Kidder, Peabody & Co.
wanted yesterday the quotations of stocks as
they were selling in the New York Stock Ex-
change on Wall street, and, although the
wires between the Hub and the Metropolis
were all down, they found a way of getting
them. The cost was a little more than the
rate, for they had to use 6000 miles of cable
to get the information. Their representa-
tives in New York cabled the information to
the firm’s London ragmsantstl by whom
it was cabled over Boston, thus giving
them the nnlz quotations, as far as known,
that have got here from Wall street siace
Monday morning. The Commercial Tele-
gramn ticker had made a desperate effort to
get New York during the morning, but the
wires were hope ¥ qrounded all the way
thro Connecticut, it finally sent out an
hounest notice that the prospect was bad,
which wasn’t a very fresh piece of news,
and it added quite innocently that every ef-
fort would be made to restore the connection
later in the day, It didn’t succeed. The
News Bureau got quotations of Erie, Read-
ing, Lake Shore and St. Paul :hrmhgh Lon-
don. This formed an original incident, for
it probably never before happened in Boston
that the only way of hearing from New
York was through the English cable.

A Broken Cable.

She went ashore, and
God only knows how we escaped. Seven
other [|boats suffered~ a ilike fate. They
are the Edmond Blunt, No. 2, of New York;
Edward Williams, No. 14, of ‘New York; Ed-
ward Cooper, No. 20, of New York ; W. Story,
No. 5, of New Jersey ; Centennial, No. 7, o
New Jarseﬁ. and the Bdward Driggs of New
Jersey. The Driggs lies at Bar Ridge under
water. Only her masts are to be seen. The
Blant is on the beach near Fort Wadsworth,
and the others are all ashore near Sandy
Hook. It doesn’t seem possible that all the
men belonging to these boats eseaped alive.”

The Situation this Morning.

NEw Yorg, March 15.—Last evening the
elevated trains were running with some-
thing like regularity, and some street cars
were running. No attempt has been made
yet to clear the tracks in the side streets,
Broadway is opened from Madison Square to
the battery, and the principal avenues will
be cleared tomorrow, provided no more
SNOW Comes.

In Brooklyn affairs are less satisfactory.
Few streets are passable, and only one ele-

voted road is running. The ferries make
few trips, owing to the ice bridge, which is
well patronized.

Few trains are running to the suburbs,
One train reached Albany, leaving New
York at 3.30 p. m,, and_arrived at Albany at
12.50. The drifts are 15 feet deep on Coney
Island, and fears are entertained that the
ﬂoog(reonle “wintering there will suffer for
food. ‘I'he storm has had a very disastrous
effect on ocean travel, Steamers arriving
report terrible weather, and those sailing
are minus freight and passengers. In Penn-
sylvania and New Jersey the embargo is not
vet raised, and travel and business is still
suspended.

WORSE THAN IN WAR,

Is the Isolation of the Capital of the
Nation.

BosTtoN, March 14.—The Journal has the
following from Washington: *The unprece-
dented storm continues. There is no record
of solowa temperature at this time of the
year. The thermometer was 12° above this

morning. The wind still blows a gale. Tel-
egraph and raflroad communication is brok-
en. Washington was never so completely
cut out, even during the rebellion. There
as been ouly one train_ from New York
since Saturday night. o New York or
eastern mall or papers since Sunday morn-
ing. Not a telegraph wire inside the city is
workin excat} one, underground from the
White House to the Capitol. les of poles
are prostrated. Complete resumption of tel-
egraph facilities is not deemed probable for
a month. One train which arrived, stopped
300 times in a few miles to remove te! ph
raies. Mail communication with the North
s as much Interrupted as telegraph. The
storm seems mainly confined to the Atlantic
coast, The western malils are beginning to
arrive, but slightly delayed. oday one
wire was secured to Chicago. Over it came
the first news from New York since Sunday
forenoon. It was that Wall street had sus-
nded operations. This was & boon to anx-
ous crowds about the brokers’ offices, At-
tempts have been made to send despatehes to
Boston via St. Louis and Buffalo, and
lhruu%h Canada, which were partly success-
ful. The weather gives little show to repair
the dumage over the two or three threads of
wires which have been reestablished between
here and the outer world. Four messages
are being sent on each wire at the same time
and a force of linemen which arrived here
from Phuadelphia removed 700 poles from
the track between Philadelphia and Wash-
ington. The telephone and fire alarm ser-
vice is temporarily destroyed. Trains can-
not leave on schedule time, because there
are not cars emough. The bottom of the
river, from the edge to the channel, is bare
aud frozen, 5o that one can walk upon it."
