A Western exchange saye that several
months since nearly every Odd Fellow's
lodge in the United States received a
circular from Cuyahoga Lodge of Cleve-
land, Ohio, bearing the portrait of Edwin
Syle who as “past grand” had been ex-
pelled for collecting money for the family
of a deceased brother which he never turned
over.

The singular force with which a knowledge
ol an author’s personal character and private
life, reacts on the reader’s appreciation of his
works has of late received a mnew and
striking illustration. Before the publication
of Forster's Life of Dickens, there was al-
ready oue geueration of readers who knew
only vaguely of the novelist’s domestic infe-
licities, His older admirers had allowed the
memory of them to be completely obliterated
in the lapse of time by their loye and admi-
ration for the man. But Forster’s biography,
. eagerly sought by all who owned the sway of
the inspired story-teller, has spread a cloud
over the beloved memory that will not soon
be dissipated. In spite of reason and logic
we do read an author, to some extent,
in the light of his character as we
know it. The reaction of Joaquin
Miller’s now well known personal affectation,
lack of principle and essential vulgarity on
the estimate of his writings has been woader-
ful. The certainty that Charles Dickens put
away his wile because he was tired of her,
will surely impair the enjoyment with which
the world has hitherto read his hearly, kind-
ly and humanizing deseription of virtuous
and happy domestie life. If his own story
could have been left, like that of the great
poet, whose fortuve in this respect was so
very different, with its outlines all cloudy and
undefined, there would have been an ldeal
Dickens, as there is an ideal Shakespeare,
clothed with all the sweet and tender graces,
the pucity, the courage and the wondrous
perfection of the noblest creations of his im-
agination. There would have been a Dick-
ens with a nature as sunny and cheery as ey-
er blessed mankind by its overflow, with a
genial activity that had for its primary pur-
pose the happiness of his neighbors and a
heart bursting with love for all mankind.
Lord Bacon says in the introduction to
the Novum Organum that his work is not a
new discovery, but founded on a very an-
cient model—nature itself. There are such
exhibitions of genius in 1he writings of Dick-
ens that the time might have come when
they would have cleared themselves from all
personal associations and, like Bacon’s mas-
terpicver - sl
of time, one of the first hand products of na-
ture. But now the world's pleasantly er-
rant imagination will always be held in un-
wholesome check by the preraphaelite picture
drawn by the superserviceable friend. Read-
ers will always see glowering at them from
the page all glowing with emotion, with sym-
pathy almost painful in its igtensity and with
universal kindness, the face of a cold, calcu-
lating man who thought, as he wrote, chiefly
of the pounds, shillings and pence his sim-
ulated fervor wou.d bring him. The man
who grew cold toward a fultiful and loving
wife, they will say, would, in Bob Craschit's
place, have descrted his family—as David
Copperfield would have turned Dora out ol
doors. It is almost impossible to conceive of
Dickensas the sordid, selfish. calculating,
cold-blooded man of the world, without con-
stancy of affection and with only a fitful
warmth of heart; but the inexorable biog-
rapher forces this fiction upon unwilling and
reluctant readers. Itis certainly question-
able whether it is a real benefii to mankind
to have this Gradgrindish detail of “facts”
and thus to lose the possibility of creating an
ideal Dickens to love as well as admire,

EResponsibility of the party in power—
Charges ngainst the Republicans con-

d—The cy question in Con-

gress—The SBanbern Contracts.

New York, Mar. 14th, 1874,

‘Whenever anything occurs to disturb the
prosperity of a nation, the party in power be-
comes at once the subject of critical scrutiny.
The panic, from the desolating consequences of
which we have not yet recovered, and which
has left its impoverishing traces in paralyzed
industries and a languid commerce, has had
the effect to give the people the leisure and the
aispesition to fasten their attention upon public
men and pablic measures with more than or-
dinary intensity. This is why we are witness-
icg such a universal and animated discussion
of the doings of the Executive and legislative
branches of the government, and why both are
held to the strictest possible account for every

censorship, even upon a candid representation
of the facts. But candor dces notalways char-
acterize the reports which reach the public ear
of transactions at the Capital, and consequent-
ly, unfairzess of inference and excess of color-
ing, often combine to convey erroneous impres-
sions in regard to ocenrrences daily transpiring
at Washington.

The Republican party just now is held re-
sponsible for all manner of things—for not dis-
posing in a single day of gquestions which have
taxed the genius and perplexed the judgment
of statesmen for centuries, without having
reached the point of definitive solution---for
legislating too much and too little~-for an ex-
cessive use of authority, and for a supine neg-
lect to exercise it—for an unwarrantable inter-
ference with private rights, and a callons indif-
ference to the protection of them—for not hav-
ing checked speculation and for not having
stimulated it—for too much pacification of the
savageson our border, and too severe a mode of
dealing with them—for an excess, and for a
dearth of money—for extreme rigor and unpar-
donable laxity in the collection of taxes—in
fine, nothing short of absolute infallibility—
and hardly that—will suffice to meet all the re-
quirements of men whom misfortune has made
peevish and discontented.

And yet for all we have of government worth
cherishing, we are indebted to the dominant
party. It would be difficult to conceive of a
coodition of things more hopelessly demoraliz-
ing than that which existed at the moment
when the country was wrested from democratic
sway. The pulpit, the press and the rostrum—
the schools and colleges—the bishop in his mi-
tre, the judge in his ermine, “bowstringed the
virtues in the market places.”” Religion, litera-
ture, justice and humanity were forced to take
refuge in anti-slavery conventicles, and all who
practiced them were sneered at as fanaties, It
fairly makes one shudder to contemplate a res-
teration of that hateful dynasty which made
manhood & reproach and the succor of the op-
pressed a crime. The times, to be sure, have
changed and such things are no longer possi-
ble; but the amount of meanness and servility
which it required to keep a Democrat loyal to
his creed fifteen years ago, was too great to be
entirely eradicated in one generation, and no
party by that name ought ever in any possible
contingency to be permitted to resume sway in
this Republic.

But the Republican leaders have im their
keeping a sacred trust, They have no right to
squander it, or put it at hazard. Great faith
has been reposed in them, great expectations
are formed of them. Whenever one of them
exhibits a disposition to exalt his own interests
above the common welfare, he must be cashier-
ed at once. Discipline and honor demand it
The wholesome enforcement of this rule will
prove an incentive to patriotism and a warning
to selfishnesa.

The hope of the future lies in the continued
ascendency of the Republican party. It is the
party of genuine reform. It listens to the
voice of public opinion and obeys with alacrity
the will of the people. When the passage of
the salary bill provoked deprecatory comment
last year, the very néxt Congress prompt-
ly repealed it. That proceeding indicated a
deference to popular sentiment extremely cred-
1table to the national representatives, involving
asit did a considerable pecuniary sacrifice,
Recently when a delegation of citizens visited
the Capital to urge the abrogation or amend
ment of the revenue laws, which had existed
since the formation of the government, they
were cordially received by the Committee of
Ways and Means, their representations atten-
tively listened to and satisfactory assurances
given that the matter should have speedy and
careful consideration.

MONDAY'S BILLS

A pew bill has been introduced to facilitate
the circulation of public documents, The ,blll
provides for the regular publication of lists of
public documents, together with the cost and
postage of the same, which shall be posted in
every Post Office of the United States, that the
officer of the proper department or superinten-
dent of the document room, upon the receipt of
the cost price and postage of any document,
shall transmit the same to any applicant. An-
other resolution was introdaced in the interest
of the Grangers. It provides for the prevention
of discrimination in the charges of railroad
companies, and directs that classified lists of
freights per mile, on all classes of freight, shall
be poste at all railroad depots, from which no
deviation shall be permitted.

THE GREEN FLAG.

Celebration of St. Patrick’s Day—Grand
Btreet Parade—Services at Cathedral
and Hall,

—

St. Patrick’s Day opened with low heavy
skies and every sign of rain  Despite the un-
favorable weather prospect the streets were
erowded with people amxious to witness the
celebration in commemoration of Ireland’s tug-
elary saint. At an early hour, men clad in
uniforms and regalias, chiefly of green, were
seen hurrying to the halls of the Irish associa-
tions. At half-past nine the societies formed
in front of their halls and marched to the hall
of the Irish American Relief Association,
where they were drawn up in line by the mar-
shal of the day, Capt. A. J, McMahon, of the
Montgomery Guards. He was assisted by his
Adjutant, Lieut. Peter S. Doyle, and aides,
Lieut, J. H. Larkin, of the Sheridan Cadets,
Marshal John J. Sheeban of the I. A. R. A.,
and Marrhal William Quinn of the Wolfe Tone
Association. The line started on its march at
ten o'clock, a platoon of police, under com-
mand of Capt, Black, leading the way. The
police were followed by Chandler's Band: then
came the Marshal and his aides, followed by
the Montgomery Guards, with their blue coats
and green plumes, and soldierly bearing, num-
bering forty-eight muskets; these were follow-
ed by the Sheridan Cadets in trim marching or-
der, thirty-two strong, having pompons of the
prevailing green. These companies carried the
stars and stripes. Next in the line was the
Irish American Relief Association, numbering
one hundred and fifty men, wearing their rega-
lia of green and gold, and carrying a banner,
which bore the harp of Erin upon its field of
emerald green. The Purtland Band was next
in line. The Wolfe Tone Association, number-
ing fifty-five men, brought up the rear of the
procession, bearing a flag, upon which was bla-
zoned the sun-burst. The y ion started on
its march down Middle street, the bands play
ing “St. Patneck’s Day in the Morning,”
“Wearing of the Green,” “Rory O'Moore,” and
other Irish national airs, and a crowd of curi-
ous people pressing along the sidewalks  The
display was a very fine one, and the procession
is thought by many, to have been the best
street procession seen in Portland for years.
The line wound down Middle and India streets
and up to the hall, and thence inte Congress
street.

A large concourse of people were in waitiog
about City Hall, where the members of the
City Government were stationed to review the
procession as it passed. This ceremony conclud-
ed, the line kept on up town, along the arrang-
ed line of march. At Danforth street the com-
panies and associations countermarched and
passed in review before the Marshal and his
aides. Lieut. Gately was in command of the
Guards, Capt. Somers of the Cadsts, Marshal
Hickey of the I. A. R. A., and Marshal Haley
of the Wolfe Tones.
The line of march was then resumed, and
the procession drew up in front of the Adverti-
ser office, when Chandler's Band played as a
serenade, Heinicke's Andante and Waltz. It
then proceeded to the Argus and Press offices,
from which were hung the blended banners of
Ireland and America. Here the Portland Band
played as a serenade, ‘‘Departed Days.” This
serenading of offices is a new idea, for which
we are indebted to the Irish societies.
The procession then movedto I. A. R. A.
hall, where it broke up, the Wolfe Tones being
escorted to their hall on India street, by the
Montgomery Guards,

PRESENTATION.
When the Woife Tone Association had as-
sembled in their hall, the line was formed, and
Miss McFarland, accompanied by several voung
ladies, stepped forward bearing a maguficent
national flag, which she presented to Marshal
John Haley in the following address:
Mr. President and Members of the Wolfe Tone
Association:
A number of your lady friends of the city of
Portland, desirous of tendering to you some
mark of their esteem, have deputed us to pre-
sent you with this Irish flag. We deem this
day—the anniversary of our patron saint-—a
most suitable time to make this offering, be-
cause on this day there is not an Irish on
the face of the earth who will not offer up 'to
God a silent prayer for the redemption of our
own loved Emerald Isle from the heel of the
Saxon oppressor.
Irishmen! Remember that although yon will
bear th s emblem to day, side by side with the
Star Spangled Banner, under whose protecting
folas you have fonnd a home of perfect free-
dom and liberty, any att mpt at a similar dem-

onstration on Bt. Fatrick's Day, in the land of
your birth. would be the means of deprivin

the representative-of an oppressed people and
the honest advocate of justice and liberty, who
made himself of no reputation in identifying
himsel€ with the belpless and ignorant,
Inasmuch as our first duty, whether in pros-
perity or adversity, life or death, is to acknowl-
edge the sovereignty of Him whe is the giver
of every good and perfect gift, of every noble
and great character, and of every benefaction
with which the human family has been blessed,

Therefore be it Resolved, That we bow in
humble submission to the King of Kings and
Lord of Lords—that we recognize the sad event
as no accident, but rather as the rounding out
of another link in the chain of Providence.
For in the la afe of our departed friend,
“From the fall of a sparrew to the fall of an
empire. or the sweep of a planet, allis accord-
ing to Divine Providence whose laws are ever-
lasting.” *‘The Lord giveth and the Lord tak-
eth away, blessed be the name of the Lord.’,
It was Mr. Sumner’s aim to sustain fundament-
al and eternal principles—to establish a govern-
ment which would bave all the strength of a
monarchy,without its weakness, the refiuement
of on aristoeracy withsut its oppression. Stand-
ing in the van of his countrymen, with his eyes
fixed steadily upon this object,he pointed out the
rocks upon which other ships of state ran and
were dashed to pieces; so also the evils which
grew side by side with our free institutions. In
every national event with which he bad w0 do,
he separated the chaff from the wheat, and in
eloguent strains sai« to the nation, choose the
former if you wonld die, the latter if you wouid
live. He gave his influence, which was not
separated from his best efforts, to advocate a
system of universal education, he opened the
springs of virtune which had long been closed,
he proved to the world what a very few have
ever attempted to prove—that it is not impossi-
ble to be honest and pure though the surround-
ing elemenls may be cont and antagonistic

to such a condition of inward purity. He cre-
ated and directed public sentiment. He ex-
hibited to the youth in his own person that

masterly strength which is the result of and in-
separable from profound research, constant
application of the mind, punctuality in duty,
honesty in public affairsand economy in tha
affairs of private life,

be it resolved, That by the death of
Mr. SBumner the country has lost a statesman,
profound in learning, strong in morals, and in-
defatigable in duty; that hamanity bas lost a
sentinel, whose scrutinizing eye saw, and
whose honest keart announced the approach of
the enemy, though he may have been trans-
formed into an angel of light; that universal
education, art and science have lost a patron—
that from the youth of our land andef the world
an exemplar has been taken, but who, being
dead,yel speaketh. Furthermore, be it resolv-
ed, that we the colored people of the United
States and of the world, have lost our beloved
brother, our true and tried friend, our ablest,
most earnest and most faithful advocate, one
who gave his life for us. “Gieater love has no
man than this, that 2 man lay down his life for
hia friends.”

Furthermore, be it resolved, That in accor
dance with the sentiments expressed by the
colored citizens of Boston, which are in unison
with the feeiings of our own hearts, that our

Yes-
terday afternoon the property man was in the
room used as a barin the wicked old times,
when liquor was sold, and saw upon a shelf
several decanters filled with red and yellow li-
quids. The decanters were of antique shape,
and the property man borrowed them to use on
stage. The proprietor of the hotel had no idea
that the contents were to be touched, or that
indeed they were in any way harmful. Itap
pears that the water in one of the decanters
was colored with bi-chromate of potash, a viru-
lent poison. The decanters were morely show
bottles, and bad been on the shelves untouched
for over a year.

Messrs. Murray and Connor were taken to
their hotel. At midnight Mr. Murray was
quite comfortable, but Mr. Connor was still in
much pain. No fatal injary is however appre-
hended.

Bill toe Reduce the Army.

‘WasHINGTON, March 17.—The House Com-
mittze on Military Affairs to-day prefected the
bill for the reduction of the army. They pro-
pose to cut off five mﬁimenu of infantry, one
of artillery and one of cavalry, this to be done
gradually by the first of Jau., 1875; the number
of enlisted men to be 25,000; such officers as
may resign before that time to receive a vears’

The army according to the bill wiil con-
sist of 10 regiments of mfantry, 9 of cavalry
and 4 of artillery.

Treasury Balances.
