THE STATE FAIR.
Arrangements for a Great Show

Next Year.

[8pectal to the Press.]

LewisTox, March 15.—The trustees of the
Maine State Agricultural Soclety have just
closed a busy session. Radical changes in
the interests of exhibitors have been made.
The grand show of 1888 will include three
large Cexhibitions combined, the Malue
State, Pomological and Androscoggin Coun-
ty. The evenings are to be occupled with
meetings in the main exhibition building.
One Is to be devoted to the Board of Agri-
culture, one to the Pomological and one to
the Maine State Grange, with the expecta-
tion that a part of the written papers may
be furnished by the ladies in the order.

The most radieal change is in the method
of judging horses. A scale of points has now
been adopted. A single judge will be em-
ployed, and every horse and eolt not dis-
qualified, will ba scored by the scale, and
awards made accordingly.

President Prince urges upon all those in-
terested, the importance of setting trees in
the Park, and invites members and friends
to contribute at least one tree each to the
ornamentation of the Park.

The ticket system has been entirely re-
vised, and it seems hardly possible for past
practices to be continued.

Competition is opened to the maritime
provinces, which in itself will add much to
the exhibit, and largely to the attendance.

It was also voted to secure if possible the
stud of horses for exhibition, owned by the
government of New Brunswick, sixteen in
number.

Secretary Knowlton of the State Pomolog-
ical SBuciety, was in attendance arranging
the details connected with the fruit depart-
ment In the interest of fruit growers.

No extensive repairs will be necessary
this year and every indication points to a
successful exhibition.

A circular letter is to be sent out at onece
by the secretary, solieiting special preminms
from exhibitors, members of the Society and
friends everywhere, to be placed where the
individuals may desire, but aiming to reach
those classes not convered by the general
premium list. The response to this should
be hearty. It is agood oppurtunity to open
up new fields, and is to be commended.

“You are free,” whispered Mr. Green-
leaf, and the enthusiasm of the audience
found vent in making up a purse,at once, for
the little boy. Jailor Jewell will keep him
for a time in his family, and then Mr, Green-
leal will secure a permanent home for him.

B. C. SANBORN FOUND.

The Man Who Wrote the Recelpt
Which Helped Convict Stain.

A Discovery Which Brightens the
Prospects of the Prisoners,

—_—

And Wil Assist Their Counsel in Cet-
ting Another Trial.

——

Bostox, March 15.—Mr. Barker, of counsel
for Stain and Cromwell, in the recent trialat
Bangor, has been in Massachusetts securing
evidence in order to procure anew trial, It
will be remembered that a steamboat receipt
for a horse and team shipped on the Star of
the East in the fall of 1877, had the appear-
ance of being in Btain’s writing and this
was believed to have been oneof the chief
features of the case which led the jury to
render a verdict of guilty.

Very soon after the verdict was recorded
Mr. Barker was made aware that there was
a man named Sanborn in Massachusetis who
had been in the habit of making an annual
visit to Maine, and that it was quite prob-
able that he had written the damaging re-
ceipt. Mr. Barker succeeded in loecating
him in Lowell, and at onee wrote to him.
The letter reached its destination last Friday
and the person to whom it was addressed
suddenly took a deep interest in the case.
He set about getting the dates of his trips to
Maine, and made up his mind to write to his
relatives in Maine for information, to seitle
the question beyond doubt, before answer-

answers he in duetime received, and they
were confirmatory of his own convictions
and remembrances. He was just in the act
of answering the letter of inquiry when Mr.
Barker was driven in his residence, by Mr.
Sanborn's son, a Lowell money broker,
whom Mr. Barker had had the good fortune
to fall in with upon arriving in the city. The
elder Sanborn is the proprietor of a corpora-
tion lodging house in Lowell, and is also the
owner of a farm in Avon, Me., where he had
been in the habit of paying a visit every fall,
usually taking with him his team. He read-
ily recalled to mind that on Nov. 20, 1878, he
shipped his team on the steamer Star of the
East, to go to Avon, and he made out the re-
eeipt kimself,signing his name as the govern-

ment counsel had found it. The team con-
sisted of a horse and double-seated urm{;.
He could remember the incident perfectly,

as possible, which he did. The date was
fixed indelibly in his memory, his
nefhew died soon after he arrived home. To
put the matter beyond all, doubt, he had
written to Avon, as stated, for the date, and
the reply whieh he had received bore out his
perfect recollection of the time and occur-

rence.

Mr, Barker, after hearing his statement in
the matter, asked him fora sample of his
hand writing. Mr. Sanborn at once, with a
lead pencil, wrote on the edge of an envelope
the nane “B. C. Sanborn,” and the forma-
tion of the letter which conviction to
the minds of the jurors was just exactly the
same as it was on the pt which the
tovamment econtends was signed by David

. Stain., Mr. Sanborn, not supposing that
he would ever be brought into the ease, had
not followed the evidence as it was brought
out at the trial, and, therefore, was in utter
ignorance of the mistake that had been made
until his attention was called to the matter
by the lawyer. Now he is anxious to clear
the mystery up, believing that the convicted
men are innocent, and if the court allows
I.hii tt.tm to be reopened he will be a witness
n

Two weeks from next Monday Mr, Barker
will file his affidavit of the new testimony
that has been found, ana when tle seven
Mauine judges hold their annual court for the
deciding of law questions, Mr. Barker will
appear before them to argue upon the
strength of the new testimony that there
should be a mew trial. This court will be
held in June, avd the counsel feels confident
that he will be able to satisty, at least three
of the judges that his clients have been
wrongly convicted. As only three of tne
seven will have to be convinced in order for
& new trinl to be granted, there is thought to
be a strong probability that the whole case
will be reopened.

THE NATIONAL CAPITAL.

Secretary Fairchild Opposes the
Sherman Redemption Fund Bill.

WaAsHINGTON, March 13.—Secretary Fair-
ehild bas addressed to the Senate finance
committee a letter expressing Lis opinion on
the bill providing for the investment of the
national bank note redemption fund in gov-
ernment bonds, and incidentally discussing
other financial legislation. He reviews the
Sherman bill in detail, and takes the posi-
tign that it is inexpedient, as it would cause
a large expansion of cireulation, followed by
an inevitable and disturbing contraction.

AUGUSTA, March 15.—At present there
are 900 men, 275 horses, and 125 oxen at work
getting out this spring’s Kennebec drive. It
is estimated that from 80 to 100 million feet
of logs went from Moosehead by way of
the Kennebec river last year, but the drive
greatly exceeded the usual size as the water
in the lake was;higher than it had been for
years, und so several million feet of logs
were floated which had been cut in previous
seasons. Lhis season from 35 to 45 millien
feet of logs will be gotten out for the Kenne-
bec river mills—commencing at Greenville,
going north by the east shore and returning
by the west.

THE DESCENT TO AVERNUS.

Remarkable Subterranean Lake in
an Indiana Town.

[Richinond, (Ind.), despatch to Cincinnati Com
mercial Gazette.]

Hearing of the oft-tume report of a lake
under the little city of Morgantown, Ind.,
and being repeatedly assured of the fact by
citizens of Morgantown, I became interested
and mentioned the circumstances to a noted
geologist of Washington, D. C. During our
discussion of the noted lake (only known to
be an under-ground lake by the wells having
no bottom) he bantered me to make a strict
examination of the doubtful existing lake.
Fearing ridicule of folly if, after going to
Morgantown to find all our hopes blasted,we
econcluded to disguise ourselves and visit the
noted town for the truth of the matter by ac-
tual experience by examining the lake.

We two—the logist and myself—visited
this undermined town of eight hundred peo-
ple, whom we found yot the least afraid that
they might sink at any moment. We stopped
at the Salteorn Hotel, pretending other busi-
ness. Next day we sauntered ous and made
some inquiry in a round-about way, and
learnt that the public well and Mr. K. M,
Dill’s mill well had no bottom, as they could
not find one. They prolmbly did not
have a longl enough rope, They stated
that in digging these wells some of the tools
were lost by falling through into the lake be-

neath.

During the day we took particular note of
the flour-mill well, which is at the north end
of the town.

Before supper time we had seen that Mor-
town is noted for a freight depot for
rown oufnty’s “Iruit and furniture,” that
grow wild.
After supper we went to our rooms and un-
packed our grips ready for the midnight well
examination—night is as good for well explo-
ring as day, for it is dark anyway. At 1130
. 1. we went with rope, ladders, wire ro
and tools for the purpose to the well at the
will. It was no time until we bad our rope
ladders lowered to the bottom of the noted
well,  Both of us descending with tools and
lamps, used in such work,some difficalty was
encountered in ful.l.inz u\'erer‘}hlug at the bot-
tom of the well in safety. ¢ at first tried a
small pole, but found that it would not reach
any buttom. Next we attached our heavy
lead welght to the wire coil rope of four hun-
dred feet that we had purchased in Zlndian-

apolis. We had some trouble in ge the
weight through the narrow hole that is at
the bottom of the well. All at once the

weight was forced throug‘l: and down, down,
down, down, it seemed that the end would
never come. Our coil of four hundred
feet ran out and no bottom. We were satis-
fied :ha: it was a lake indeed, and drew the
rope out.

e tried to get a dip-net in the small aper-
ture,but could not succeed. So at werk we
went to make the small “natural like"
hole larger. With what tools we had, we
worked diligently until 4 a. m.. We retired
to our hotel and skegt till about 7.30 a. m.,
spending all of the day in_looking over our
business (pretundedg; Next night we re-
sumed our work at the well. By 1a. m, we
were enabled to lower a net on the plan of &
funnel, mouth downward, a string ed,
s0 a8 to close the mouth at pleasure. After
lowering it some fifty Ieetr we closed the
mouth and drew it up. Init we could dis-
cern animals of various kinds. We emptied
it into another sack. Lowering it several
times, at different depths, we had as much as
we wanted to carry to the hotel. So we
withdrew twe%thlng from the well and went
to the hotek Next day we examined our
spoils and found thirty different sgo{es of
animals. Among them were blind fish, sim-
ilar to the ones in the noted cave of Southern
Indiana, excepting the fins were as long as
the body and were solid—means of defensej;
frogs of bright colors, numerous insects
small-like clammy animals like mussels or
oysters, but having fins, One creature the
shape of an eel and fins the shape of a bat's
wings. The greatest curiosity was that of a
fish that had lanterns or lights tike the fish
of the ocean on its sides.  After its death
the brightness of its sides were gone. All
of our curiosities were dead within ten hours
after being taken from the underground

lake.

We stored aill the animals and weeds away
and made ready for our trip home in order to
make a close examination with Instruments

&e.

We were told by some of the citizens that
several years ago a young lady at the High
mchool graduating class read an essay on this
subterranean lake, predicting the traversing
of boats in pleasure trips and hunting pearls
on the shores by electrie light ins: of the
sun. Hon. State Superintendent of Schools
Halcombe, of Indiana, was present at this

THROUGH THE DRIFTS.

Business Resumed in New York’s Smow
Covered Streets,

Railroad Men Gradually Getling the
Lines into Shape.

Tele-graph Facilities Sufficiently Re
stored to Send Accounts

0f Terrible Suffering and Death on
Land and Sea.

Locomotives Driven into Huge Drits
with Disastrous Results.

Incidents Which Show the Great Severi-
ty of the Blizzard.

New Yomrk, March 15.—{130 p. m.|—At
last, on the fourth day after the great snow
storm, the metropolis is fairly breaking out
of her imprisonment and opening up the
great highways to the outside world. The
probable news s of freshets and floods. Gi-
gantie piles of snow encumber every street.
They are being converted into miniature riv-
ers and lakes, and thousands of men are dig-
ging away at the huge mounds. Within a
few days, the combined labor of the sun and
the diggers promises to remove the last ves-
tige. Our main arteries are the Metropoli-
tan elevated roads, and they are in perfect
order. The street car roads have not yet
been able to resume traffie, but will, in all
probability, be clear by this evening or to-
morrow. Outside of the city the situation is
jfmproving rapidly, trains are moving to and
fro, and by tomorrow will resume with some
regularity. The scarcity of vegetables is
not likely to continue after today. Milk
trains will begin arriving by tomorrow morn-
ing, and the farmers will find transportation
for their produce. The temporary rise in
prices cannot last after tomorrow. It Is im-
possible to estimate at this hour the extent
of the loss of life. A great many people are
missing, and the snow will have to be cleared
away before all can be accounted for. Al-
most all of the reports coming in from the
surrounding country bring news of fatali-
ties. It is feared thatovertwenty lives have
have been lost in Essex county alone. In
New Jersey alone some 12 are known to
have perished, and six on Staten Island,
while a large number are missing.

A New York milk man, who disappeared
Monday, was found yesterday. His horse
walked into his yard almost exhausted. In
the wagon, seated bolt upright, was the dead

money he had collected, and the other the
reins. A number of isolated cases of death
are reported.

At the weather burean It was learned at
noon that finer and warmer weather, with
fresh westerly winds might be expected.

Post-
master Pearson cannot give any faets or fig-
ures ,Lust yet, as everybody is kept as busy as
possible. t officlal also stated that it
would be two or three days yet before the
mail service would get back to its usual bus-
iness arrangements. Just at present the of-
ficials were only too glad to get the malils
from any point, and had no time to tarry for
the rnrpoua of answering questions.

Alexander Bennett, John Lee and another
laborer at Elizabethport, living on Staten
Island, were lost in crossing Staten lsland
Sound on Monday afterncon.

The Story of the Storm.

The storm began with a slight snow fall at
8 o’clock Sunday night,which hardly whiten-
@d the earth, and a steady rain followed, last-
ing until 430 Monday morning. A cold
wave had flung itself across the region sur-
rounding the city by 3 o’clock and the steady
falling rain became snow. By $§ o'clock it
was blowing a gale and the snow was falling
at a remarkably rapid rate. The wind in-
creased until at 6 o’clock Monday evening it
was blowing a hurricane and people on the
op the street had dificulty in standing up.
The stores and offices closed before 3 o'clock
that afternoon, and by evening everyone
seemed to realize that a storm which would
be long remembered was at hand.

The wind| was high and the snow contin=
ued to fall very rapidly until midnight Mon-
day. By Tuvesday morning the wind had
gone down & great deal, and the snow had
stopped, but it was not clear weather. There
was more snow and an inerease of wind
again as Tunesday advanced, but by night
wind and snow had almost ceased. Wednes-
day morning the sun rose amid elouds, and
the clouds brought snow about 11 o’clock, but,
the day closed fairly pleasant. Such is a
synoposis of the blizzard; probably it will
take many days to write all connected with
it. The snow fell to a depth of two and a
half feet on a level over all the country with-
in a radius of thirty miles of New York. It
lay in drifts of six and eight feet high on all
the streets. When the medium early risers—
those who get up at 7.30 to 8.30 o’clock in the
morning—were ready to go to business Mon-
day they found the horse cars gradually be-
ing tied up. ‘The snow which had fallen af-
ter the heavy rain froze down hard, and had
rendered the use of snow plows futile, It
was but an hour or two later when the eleva-
ted roads began to be troubled, until by noon
every traction vehicle in the city was useless.
It grew bitterly cold, too, 6° above zero being
generally recorded, and, by early evening the
exposure.of the nose or ears to the storm was
in the case of most people, attended with
freezing, thought about which was put out
of the question by the stinging violence of
the sturm as one tried to make way in it.

Cermany’s New Emperor Announces
His Intentions.

Military Power on Land and Sea to be
Fostered

And Religious Tolerance Extended to
All the Emperor's Subjects.

My Dear Prince—At the commencement
of my reign it is necessary for me to turn to

Berlin in Mourning.

BerLiN, March 15—The Prince of Wales
viewed the remains of the late Emperor in
the Cathedral today, and afterward visited
the Czarowitech. The work of draping the
streets is completed. On Unter den Linden
there is n dense mass of sightseers. The
court equipage experiences the greatest diff-
eulty in making their way through the

crowds. Every fifty paces on the avenue
stands a mdéabrium. four metres high,
dra and wreathed with fir, and surround-
ed by a crescent con tfaining a bumlni
resinous compound. In front of many o
the houses are displayed busts of the
Emperor, wreathed with corn flowers. At
the street crossings arches, hung with gar-
lands, have been erected.

The Post says that the Emperor was una-
ble to sleep until 2 o’clock this mnmin;,’ and
that he awoke an hour later, and was slee
less until daybreak. He rose at 8.30 o’clock,
and was able to attend to State business.

A writer in the Progressive Age, the Bel-
fast organ of Personal Liberty, declares
that the munieipal contest in Portland was
“fonght apon the siogle issue of radical,
fanatical probibition,” and that the result
has demned the prohibitory law  beyond re-
demption.

A new trealy with China has just been
signed. It prohibits entrance of Chinese
laborers to this ecountry during u period of
twenty years, but allows Chinamen huving
property amounting to $1,000 or more to go
to China and return to this country on prov-
ing these facts, Our attempts to keep out John
Chinamen by legislation bhave not proved
very sncessful. Perhaps with China to help
us John can be more effectunlly excluded.
But it wust be Lorne in mind that about all
the Chinese ports from which the emigrants
sall are in the hands of the English,

The proclamation of the new German Em-
peror breathes a lHberal and pacific spirit,
Perhaps the most notable thing in it is his
promize of protection of the Jews, arace
that Bismarck hates and that received very
seanty justice during the reign of the dead
Kaiser. the tone of the proclamation has
intensified the sorrcw which the people feel
on acconnt of the Emperor's physical condi-
tion, nnd universal praise of the proeclama-
tion Is accompanied with universal regret
that the author of itis not likely to live to
enforee its promises, and that ina few weeks
the destinies of the German unation will be
turved over to a man whose character is
little understood and whose aecession to the
throne s looked forward to with gloomy
forebodings.

It isa good time to shudder for little
Rhede Island. She has on her hands a rail-
road fight almost if not quite as great as that
which shook New Hampshire on her granite
foundation last summer. Uhe Old Colony
road Is on one side, and the Doston, Provi-
dence & New York Railroad, acting with
the New York and New England road, on
the other. The allles want to gain an en-
trance into Boston independently of the Bos-
ton & Providence rallroad, which is now by
lease a part of the Old Colony.  As the Leg-
islature of Rhode Island is small, having
only 100 members io all, against more than
three hundred in New Hampshire, the cam-
paign may not be solong snd arduous as
that at Concord last summer, even though

The Argus appears to have conspired with
Street Commissioner Staples to break down
the Democratic party of Portland, Some
weeks since it charged My, Staples with com-
pelling street laborers to pay him a certain
per cent. of their wages,and expressed the
belief that the money thus eolleeted went to
swell the Republican cawmpaign fund. A
week or so later, when Mr. Staples came up
as a candidate for street commissioner, it
commended him in the strongest language
sayingthat he had *‘a generous heart, a good
head and a stalwart body—pretty fair quali-
fications" it thought, for the office of street
commissioner. The only “out” in Mr. Sta-
ples, according to the Argus, was that he
did not shave often enough to meet the re-
quirements of polite society. Yet the Argus
at that time had professed to know that Mr.
Staples had been assessing s veet laborers to
raisea fund to beac the Democrats of Port-
land with, It way bethat ti.v Argus believes
that it is best for the eity that (he Democrats
should be beaten, even by disreputable
means if need be, but it would be fairer for
our contemporary to make an open fight
against its party and not aitempt to eom-
pass its defeat by indirect methods.

Unfortunately the question presented to
Judge Gresham by the Chicago, DBurlington
& Quiney rallroad was evaded, and conse-
quently no decision was given in regard to
it. When the Chicago, Burlington & Quin-
¢y’s petition was presented an order was in
force on the Wabash to refuse the freight of
the former railroad. But the hearing was
postponed several days, and before that time
had elapsed the Wabash rescinded its order
and issued a new vne, directing its employes
to transport Chieago, Burlington & Quiney
freight on the same terms asthe freight of
other connecting rallroads. Therefore when
the case came to a hearing the allegation
that the Wabash was violating the law in
not receiving Chicago, Burlington & Quincy
freight could not be sustained becanse the
road then as a matter of fact was< receiving
that freight., The action of the Wabash
shows clearly encugh, however, that its re-
ceiver antieipated that the decision of the
conrt would be against it, and dared not
meet the gquestion. Whether the action
of the riad is merely aruse,and it in-
tends to again refuse Chicago, Burlington
& Quincy freight, remains to be seen. The
receiver of the road contends that the real
object of the Chicago, Burlington & Quiney
was to compel a strike of Its engineers and
thus eripple a rival, for the Wabash s a com-
petitor with the Chicago, Burlington &
Quincy as well as a connecting road. The
Wabash engineers are very restive at the
order to take freight, and threaten to strike
if an attempt is made to enforce it.

The recent decision of the United States
court inthe case of Stone vs. the State of
Missourl in whiclh the court declared that
“no Legiglature can barter away the publie
health or the public morals,” is interpreted
by some of the Prohibition leaders to be
tantamount to a declaration that a license
law regulating the sale of liquors Is uncon-
stitutional, and undoubtedly the exact ques-
tion will be tested before lung in the Su-
preme court.  The decision, however, hardly
justifies their confidence. The regulating of
the sale of liquor by license is a police power,
and that power the United States court has
declded belongs to the States. Chief Justice
Taney declured that he saw nothing in the
constitution of the United States “to prevent

the States from regulating or restraining the
traffie, or from prohibiting it altogether "
And the majority of the justices of the court
agreed with him, Had Congress or the Su-
preme Court of the United Stetes declared
liquor selling & nuisance on account of its
being deleterions to the publie health or
public morals, the legalizing of it by u State
would be unconstitutional on the ground
that a State could not barter away the mor-
als or health of the people.  But this has not
been done,

Seasonable Stories.

Stories of marvellous snowstorms wlll be
in order now for some time.  Bostou, which
has been duyg out the quickest, leads off with
an sccount of the great storm of Feb. 17,
1717, (remarkable dates it will ba noticed)
which is published by the Transcript of that
city. That snow storin lasted seven days, so
we are told, and when it ceased the average
depth of snow was ten feet, while the drifts
were @il the way from ten to fifteen [eet
high. Cottages, cabins aud log huts were
buried, and the mail from Boston to Ports-
wouth, which was sent out during the storm,
was ten days on the way., Like the Hegira
of the Arabs and the 'mancipation of the
negroes of the South, the *‘great storm™ was
for vears a date-mark with the old people of
New England. It was about as memerable
as the “eold year '16” which ninety-nipe
years later left on the people of Maine an
impression thatis not yet wheolly effaced.
Au incident of the 1717 storm is worth men-
tioning, though it Joes not bear directly on
the depth of snow. *“We lost at the lsland
and farm,” writes Hen. Juhn Winthrop,
“aleven hundred sheep besides horses and
cattle. It was very strange that twenty-
eight days alter the storm, the people of
Fisher Lsland, in digging out the remains of
one huudred sheep, found two of thew alive,
which had kept themselves alive by feeding
upon the wool of others.” Of a severe storm
in 1794 la Scotland, when the snow full in
one night to a depth of over eight
feet, the drifis in some places covering
tall» trees is  told &  marvelons story,
even more wonderfol than that recovded by
the Hon. Jolin Winthrop. It s szid that
after the =torm had abawed there were
found, enllected together in  one spot by its
vielence, twu men, oue wolan, forty-five
dogs, three horses, vine cattle, a bundred
and cighty hares and eighteen hupdred and
forty sheep. Large storms and wonderful
sturles are noi the peculiar property of
Dakota and the West, though the people of
New Engiand and the Middle States are not
yet ready to admit that there are more ap-
propriute in those regions.

A Nable Life.

The most importast news brought by the
re-opening of communications west is of the
death of Henry Bergh, which oceurred in
New York on Mounday., A man of fortune
and culture, s diplomatist and an author, it
will nut be either for bis personal qualities
or achievements in diplomaey and literature
that he will be remembered, but for a humble
reforin that he began about twenty years
ago. While travelling in Europe in 1804, the
cruoities perpetrated upon dumb animals
first arrested his attention and he determined
to davote his life tu the work of protecting
them. ‘Ihe fortune which his father, an old
New York shipbuilder of German aneestry,
bad left to him fortunately relieved him
from the poverty that has so often ham-
pered the work of great reformers. Alones
opposed und ridiculed, he began to speak, to
lecture, to work on the streets, in court
rooms and in the lobbies of the Legislature.
In not a siugle State or Territory was there
a law 0 punish the man who abused a dumb
animal. When, on April 10th, 1866, the
Society for the Prevention of Cruelty to
Animals was legally organized in New York,
it was the beginning of a movement as novel
in itself as it was to be successful in practice.
At present forty States and Territories have
adopred luws similar to those originully pro-
cured by him from the Legislature of New
York. It was only last winter that the
Legislature of Maine granted a charter of
incorporation toa Maine Society for the
Prevention of Cruelty to Animals. In Bra-
zil and the Argentine Iepublic even, the
movement has become established. From
the time he undertook the reform until the
day of his death, Mr. DBergh devoted the
whole of bis time to the work, with the re
sult that the Soclety is to-day self sustain-
ing and out of debt. In 1874, the hardships
of alittle girl whom he rescued from ill
treatment drew his attention to another re-
form, and he established the Society for the
Prevention of Cruelty to Children. It was
Mr, Bergh's good fortune to live to see
the movement which he started receive in
the whole country the sanction of the laws
and approval of society.

Conscquently the peovle have to fall back on
their local leaders, or the energetic Radicals
like Labouchere, and on the Irish members
for whom there {8 now & far greater demand
than for any English Liberals, with two or
three exceptions. It is Willlam O'Brien,

Maryland IMen Drowned.
WiLymingron, Del., March 15.—A Cam-

The Secret's Perilous Trip.

St. Jomx, N, B,, March 15.—The steamer
Secret, from Digby, N. 8., with 50 passengers
for Boston, had a fearful time in the Bay of
Fundy during the storm. The passengers
were taken on board at Digby on Monday
evening, expecting that the steamer would
sail at once for St. John, but thick weather
setting in, she had to come to anchor off Dig-
by. All day Tuesday she tugged and strain-
ed at her anchorage, while great mountains
of waves impelled by the easterly gale rolled
over her,

At daylight yesterday morning the weather
moderated. The anchor was weighed and
the steamer headed for St. John. Three
hours after leaving Digby she ran into a vast
field of ice, which disabled her wheels and

THE VICAR OF MORWENSTOW.
Closing Lecture In the Mechanics
Association Course,

Mr. 8, T. Pickard, of the Transeript, yave
the tenth and closing lecture in the Mechanies
Association course to a large and well
pleased audience last evening. A sketeh was
given of the life of Robert Stephen Hawkes,
an eccentric Cornish clergyman, prefaced by
a brief essay on the value of biography in
general. The story of any simple, sincere,
human life hus for usan interest that at-
taches to all its details. One does not tire of
hearing how any and every emergeney of
life has been met by asoul that acts its
nature freely We each wear our rue with a
difference, and it pleases us to imagine how
we should have met the emergencies pre-
sented in the experience of the subject of
any biography. The casting of shot was
used as an illustration.  The melted lead is
poured through a sieve atthe top of a tall
tower and falls in globules into a tank of
waler at its base. Most of the shot form as
they fall into perfect spheres, but many are
pear shaped, and these last go back to the
melting pot. Each perfect shot goes straight
to the pocket at the foot of the slide. But
the slightest eccentricity causes the imper-
fect shot to roll off, at one side or the other.
When the singularity of a queer soul appears
to be astudied affectation, we have little
patience with it, and do not care much on

which side of the path it may rcll, nor how
often it has to be melted over before it loses
its vexatious angles. But if its singularity
is simple, genuine, inborn, we cannot only
bear witn it, but enjoy it. The gates of
heaven are wide enough to let such eccentyies
roll in, as the surgeons say, "'by first inten-
ticn.” Whena man of exceptional ability
finds himself in a narrow and isolated corner,
he must needs spend his activities on com-
monplace things., He isapt to relieve him-
sell by dulnﬁ‘h s duty in odd and eccentric
ways. II, like the Viear of Morwenstow,
hie has a spice of humorin his composition,

the story of his life cannot fail to be very
awkes was born in 1804,

amusing as well as pathetic.
LIRobert Stephen
and was for 41 years Vicar of Morwenstow, a
parish on the wildest and most isolated part
of the const of Cornwall. He was a grand-
son of Dr. Hawkes who wrole the well
known hymn:

“Lord dismiss us us with Thy blessing,

Fill our hearts with Joy and peace.”

He was committed to his grandfather to be
educated, and during his teens was so full
of his pranks as to fill the heart; of the old
gentleman  with anything but “‘joy and

peace,” and when he was at last dismissed
and sent home the whole community sung

the benediction very heartily. His father
was unable to maintain him at Oxford, and
to obtain the funds needed to secure his edu-
cation, he adopted the remarkable expedien t
of marrying his godmother, a lady more than
double his age, who was indeed a year older
than his mother. Marriage did not tame him
wuch, and the traditions of his college were
enriched by him with a very amusing series
of misch uvnuu actical jokes, some of
which were related, He played upon the su-
perstitious people of Bude the absurd hoax
of personating a mermaid. Night after night
he sat on a rock a little way from the shore,
wearing a wig made of sea weed, with his
legs enveloped in an oilskin wrap, and other-
wise naked, flashing moonbeams about with
a hand mirror. Crowds assembled to see
the wonder, and telescopes were levelled at
him, but no one was found brave enough to
attempt the capture of the sea monster.

In the intervals of his study he wrote bal-
lads and legends, some of them remarkably
spirited productions, including the famous
“Song of the Western Men,"

—*And shall Trelawney die,—
The twenty thousand Cornish men
Bhall know the reason why,”

The parish of Morwenstow is located on
the roughest coast of England, where ship-
wrecks often oceur, and where it is almost
impossible to save the lives of those thrown
on its lnhos&l“t’abla rocks. Probably no man
ever Interested himself so deeply, as a life
work, in the care of shipwrecked sailors of
all saa-(arluﬁ races, as did Mr. Hawkes, II
each cnlllnﬁ n life had its saints in these
days, as it had of old, this eccentric clergy-
man would be the patron saint of the sallor,
although he was never in his life on the
deck of a ship at sea. Until Hawkes shamed
them out of it, the race of Cornish men liv-
ing in these cliffs were as cruel as the waves

that lashed their coast. No effort was made
to save life. The whole op-
ulation was made up of wreekers, who held

it a5 an axion to be strictly obeyed,
“Save a stranger from the sea,
Aud he’ll turn your enemy.”

They did not scruple to shove a dmwninr
man into the sea who had nearly mude his
esun?ﬂ unaided. Many anecdotes were giv-
en of Mr. Hawkes’ philanthropic work. He
had a gmvea‘ard,ea ially consecrated to the
burial of shipwrecked sailors, and personal-
ly assisted in giving the last offices of the
church to more then 80 men, whose mangled
remains were found on the s hore. The pa-

awkes’ eccentric ways, both inthe church
and among the people of his parish, Tbe
stories were some of them amusing and
some pathetie. Mr. Hawkes died In 1875, at
the age of 71.
