FLOWERS FOR SPRING PLANTING.

Now is the time to select our flower seeds
for spring planting, ard I would like to give
a few hints on the subject.
As an ornamental folisge plant, I think the
Amaranthus far surpasses any other, as it
produces a striking effect in the centre of
flower beds, or mixed in with flowers. It is
mosiL brilliant on poor soil, and is a half-har-
dy annual. A Salicifolius is the finest varie-
ty. It sof adeep red color, and the leaves
are very long and pointed. It cannot be too
highly recommended. Antirrbinum, more
commonly called Snapdragon, is a very showy
flower growing about two feet high, and flow-
ering well. It is a bardy perennial. The
seeds should be sol!rn early, in pots or under
glass, and wben large enough transplanted
into the flower beds, about six inches or more
apart. The Aster is a favorite of méne, and
for a profusion of lowers and richness of dis-
play, it is unrivalled. It is a halfbardy an-
nual growing from ten to eighteen inches
high. Sow the seed early in the spring un-
der glass, or in pots in the house, and wben
they are large enough tiansplant them into
the beds about one foot apart., They grow
best in rich soil. Boltze's New Bouquet,
Truffaut’s Peony-flowered Perfection; a long
name for you; and lastly the New Giant Em-
peror, a tall, strongi%rowing variety, with im
mense flowers. e flowers are few, but
very double and beautiful. The Balsam, a
well known hardy annual, is from one foot
and a half to two feet in height. Spotted
Rose-flowered Balsam is a very large varieti,
double and with pertectly formed tlowers. It
is almost as pretty as a rose. Candytuft is a
very usetul hardy annual for beds and bou-
quets; and blooms better when cut. It is very
easy to grow. I never fail fo send for a pack-
age of each color. They are white, purple,
crimson, and fragrant, The Forget-me-not
is a very pretty littfe lower growing about six
inches high. Itis adapted to shady places,
and will flourish well on rock work—

If not, don’t let another season pass
without planting a good selection ot apricots,
cherries, peaches, plums, quinces, ars,
aud, best of alljhave a number of different
varieties of apples, so you will never be wich-
out them. ~Of course everybody plants
grapes, raspberries and strawberries. They
require solittle attention, if rightly managed,
ansd reward us so well for the labor bestowed
on them, (hat no one should be without
them.

It
is a good plan to have a pencil and paper in
your pocket, and whenever yon thiuk of any-
thing you want write it down at once, This

will assist you very much in getting the little
things about the place ntte:greded Eu in good
time. Your memoranda will be good to refer
to in bid weather, and will remind you of
work in the shop. There is nothing helps a
farmer along with his work so well as to have
everything ready, so that when planting time
comes he has wothicg to do but plant and
take care of his crops. Everything seems to
work =0 nicely; there is no vexation or huny
about the work; all is done at the right time;
the crops grow better and there is a wonde:-
ful difference in the amount raalized for the
lubor of the season. We all know that the
larmer works bard for the money he gets;
but if there were more management, aud'
things were done at the right time and in the
right way, our farmers would make a t

ORNAMENTAL TREE PLANTING.

Do nol;.lplnnt trees directly in front of the
Louse. The ground here, especially the ceu-
tral part, should be in grass alone, keep neat
and smooth by frequent mowing. A few
tlower beds may be cut in the sod near the
dwelling, or by the side of the patbway, and
a few trees and shrubs set irregularly near
e fence, to give shade and shelter, and still
more at the side of the house, especially
where they will screen from view the back-
yard, stable, etc., and form a background 1o
the view of the premises from the street. Do
not plaut so any trees about the house as to
exclude the sunshine. Too much shade is a
common fault with the older class of resi-
dences, and careful observation will show
that families in such houses are much more
liable to sickness than those living in houses
where sunshine and air have free scope.
Modern science has done good service in
teaching the value of sunshine and earth
as disinfectants ol preventives of disease.
The greatest improvement could be made in
the looks as well as healthfulness of many
good residences of the older class by the free
use of the woodman's axe. Do not plant large
rowing trees in small yards, nor tall grow-
ng trees near low dwellings. Most of our
village door yards are quite small, and when
filled up, as is often the case, with a few large
trees, they appear far more diminutive than
they would il planted with shrubs or dwarf
trees; and the low stature of our older style
of houses is doubly conspicuous where tall
trees are seen towering higher than the enr-
uice.  For small yards and tor cemetery lots
the dwarfish and slow-growing evergreen
trees are most appropriate, and quite a varie-
ty of these can now be had at all good nurser-
ies; but such kinds as the Norway spruce and
Austrian pine, heretolore too commouly
plai.ted, should be only used in In.rg grounds
and for screens and wind breaks, t those
who already have these and other free-giow
ing trees planted in small lots can check their
growth and improve their premises by re-
[wiovitg them from o central pesition, to one
side; or, if too large tor removal, by cutting
off the top and clipping the sides annualiy,
and, if too thrifiy, culting off some of the
roots. Do not plant or tolerate apple or peach
trees in the front yard. Pear and coerry
trees are more symmetrical, and a tew of these
way be allowed on the side of front
grounds, but the apple and peach usually
look shabby, and should oscupy back prem-
ises with the and currant h.
Good residences are olten rendered unatirac-
tive Lo an eye of taste by old gnarled apple
trees, standing rﬁ: grim sentinels, where
should be cheerful evergreens and smiling

roses,
GERMAN HOT BEDS,

We feel that, in givivg some account of
translucent cloth hot beds, to be employed
iustead of the expensive glass frames in gen-
eral use, we are doing all our gardening read-
ers a service. We can vouch for the value of
the “German hot beds,” baving tried them
very success:ully many years ago. For tore-
ing melons, lomatoes, ete,, Lthis prepared cloth
is especially ada , a8 it can be tacked to
boxes ol any size required, and cut to fit
them. Lictle rough, square boxes of the
proper size and height, covered with this pre-
pared cloth, can be placed over the hills in
which tomatoes, melons, or other seed are
planted, and the plants allowed to stand,
without trans:lanting, until all danger of
frost is over, when the boxes may be taken
off and packed away carefully for another

season.

Tuke white cotton, of a close texture,
stretch it, and nail it on frames of any size
you wish; mix two ounces of lime water,
four ounces of linseed oil, one ounce of white

BTARTING TOMATO PLANTS

As some persons may be in the same plight
the coming spring that 1 was last, as regards
knowing how they are to grow a few early
tomato plants, and have them stocky and
first class plants in every respect, 1 will give
the details of how I managed to grow a gw
hundred to my entire satisfaction. I tnok a
smzll box, tdwglf:a b}' tm-il:;g inches, six inch-
es deep, aud fiil t with good garden soil
and pat it on the kitchon stove dram, and et
it stay there till the dirt was throughy
warmed through ; then took a stick and m
marks an inch apart, four and one-half ineh-
es deep in the dirt, crossways of the box;
then scattered tomato seeds quite thick along
the rows and covered them about one-quarter
of an inch deep; then took a newspaper and
wet it and covered the box to prevent the
dirt trom getting dry on top. The box was
set on a bench near the stove after the seeds
were sown, and the following day set on the
stove drum agaiun for the purpose of keeping
np the heat in the soi}, being carelul not to
let it get too hot. In forty-eight hours from
the time the seeds were sown, they had
sprouted. aud many had broken the ground;
a few were nearly half an inch high.—[Cor=
respondent Rural New Yorker.

The Brooklyn Council,

Other large denominations have had their
revolutions, separalions aud questions of dis-
cord in the past, but Congregationalism has
for long years enjoyed comparative peace. At
length this season of harmony seems to be
on the eve of interruption by a disagreement
among the Brooklyn churches or rather the
interference of the churches of Rev. Drs. Bud-
dington and Storrs with the affairs of Henry
Ward Beecher’s church, and as a result the
churches of the first mentioned divines have
summoned a council, which is to meet in
Brooklyn at some time in the immediate fu-
ture, for the real purpose of dealing with Mr,
Beecher and his people. It is quite natural
that Mr. Beecher should resent this procedure
and, if the newspapers report him at all cor-
rectly, he has expressed his sentiments on this
snbject with more directness aud warmth
than he has sometimes done on the subject
of an everlasting future punishment.

Recently the Hartford Courant published a
letter from Rev. Edward Beecher which is
supposed to express the opinions of ihe Ply-
moath church on the proposed council. This
letter declares tbat the impending convoea-
tion is ex parte, called by the accusing par-
ties after having refused to. entertain the pro-
posal of the Ply.nouth church for a mutual
council, with the Bible for its authority.

It has beesn gemerslly supposed that the
question which the council has been called to
consider is that of the right of the Plymouth
church to drop a member against whom
charges have been made, having in mind the
case of Theodore Tilton. The Beecher let-
ter, however, states that ‘the Plymouth
church has never claimed this right and that
the issue to be decided is whether the person
whose name was dropped was a member.
The Plymouth church takes the negative of
this proposition and its accusers the affirma-
tive. The Plymouth church aecepts the
statement of Mr. Tilton that he withdrew
from the church several years since, and con-
sequently, not being a member, declines to
prosecute the charges against him and drogps
his name. The accusing church leaders say
that Mr. Tilton is still a member, and mwo
matter what his action might be megutime,
he would remain & member until the church
formally consented to his withdrawal.

In discussing this subject, Mr. Beecher
takes the ground ju defence of the Ply-
mouth church, that the Bible alone is
the standard of Congregationalism and that
there can be no binding authority for
the observance of any practice or princi-
ple not enforced by the scripturcs. He de-
nies the validity of manuals, covenants ete.,
ezcept so far as supported by the supreme
authority and declares that no such rule as
the accusing churches desire to establish is
enjoined by the Bible, The principle is not
found therein and the implication is contrary
to what the accusers seek to impose. Mr.
Beecher also combats the assertion that coer-
clon is essential to discipline and proclaims
the contrary, declaring that the principle of
liberty “tends to the purity and power of the
church, by making the removal of unworthy
elements more easy, and by inereasing the in-
fluence of Christian unity.” The utmost
that church discipline can do is to exelude
from membership, and if the unworthy mem-
ber voluntarily excludes himself, the desired
end is gamed. "

The letter is evidently designed for the in-
struction of the clergymen who have been in-
vite1 to the council as to the position of those
who adhere to the Beecher, or rather the pro~
gressive school of Congregationalism, The time
for holding the council is not yet announced;
but the geueral character ot the leaders who
participate ia this controversy as well as the
idea that the assembly is the resuit of other
guestions than the membership er non-mem-
bership of Mr, Tilton, tends to make this
convocation, in the public estimation, a sort
of Congregational ecumenical council and
consequently attracts wide and unusual at-
tention,

Bad at Figares.

The New Hampshire election has set the
Democratic Arithmetic men at work with
unew vigor and they arrive at surprising re-
sults. One enthusiastic figurer by some hith-
erto unkncwn system of arithmetical com-
binations and permutations, astonishes his
readers with the declaration that the
Democratic gain in that State is 0,000.

It is a matter of gratification that our Dem-
ocratic friends see signs of'a revolution in the
New Hampshire election, for it gives them
courage, and, with the lessons of the past
fresh in the mind, cannot frighten anybody.
The prophets of the Democratic school have
80 long made similar predictions of political
revolutions and Democratic tidal waves, that
they are now classed by averageé people with
those emphatic religionists who annually pre-
di~t the end of the world from fire,

In 1871 the Democrats carried New Hamp-
shire, the vote for Governor being Weston
(Dem.) 34,609; Pike, Rep. 83,802; scaltering
1138. This result was announced as a com-
plete Democratic viclory and the beginning
of a revolution which would carry a Demo-
crat into the White House in 1872, But in
March 1872 there was another election, when
Straw, Republican, received 38,752 votes;
Weston, Democrat, 36,584; scattering 1019,

From the above it will be seen that the vote
of Mr. Weston this year is smaller than it
Was at several previous elections, although
he received the cooperation and money of the
rum power of his own State and Bostoun.
From this it may be fairly inferred that there
has been no revolution, that there is no tidal
Wave, no general changing of Republicans to
the Democratic side, Three or four thou-
sand Republicans are dissatisfied with the
drift of public affairs at Washin gton and take

WORKING ON AN APPROPRIATION BILL.

The clause making the necessary ap-
propriations for the salaries of members, was
quickly passed without comment, but when an
opportuuity appeared to propose a reduction of
ten dollars in the annual wages paid to govsrn-
ment employes, the Democzratic learers were
quick to denounte ‘‘the corruptions of the Ad-
ministration.”

Receive Their Friends.—Last evening the new
Zngine Company—sometimes called “Modocs”
—haviog the new steamer Falmouth, formally
opened their spacious quarters on Spring
street by receiving their friends of the other
fire organizations of the city, the Chief Engi-
neer and his associates, many of the ex-mem-
bers of the fire department, the Committee on
that department and other members of the
City Government, Captain Leighton and his
company received their guests in a very cordial
manner and no pains was spared to make the
evening an agreeable one. The guests iuspect-
ed the quarters throughout from hall to stable
aud pronounced the whole first-class. In ad-
dition to what the city has done, he company
has displayed commendable zeal and taste  in
fitting up their rooms, especially the “‘parlor,”
which is as neat as a pin to say mnothing of el
egance.

A BroopLEss AMPUTATION.—James O. Mc-
Intyre, Esq., formerly of Alfred, came to this

city a few weeks since for medical treatment
for a disease of the knee, from which he has
been suffering since last July, and placed him

self under the fecare of Dr. Tewksbury. Yes-
terday it was found necessary to remove his
leg, and the operation of amputation of the
thigh was performed with the loss of but a few
drops of blood. The operation was performed
in the method first introduced by Prof. F.
Esmarch, a distinguished German surgeon. It
consists in first bandaging the leg with india.
rubber webbing and thus eompressing the limb
in such a manner as to force the blood entirely
from it; thereby saving the loss of blood which
usually accompanies an amputation. The op-
eration was made in the presence of many
medical gentlemen of this city, who were
much pleased with the new method. It is of
very recent introduction, and we believe never
before attempted in this section of the country.

Tu this instance it proved highly successful

and satisfactory.

Mr. Mclotyre was very comfortable last eve-

ning, a fact which is attributed to the saving of

blood which would necessarily have been lost

in an operation conducted after the usual

method. His friends are hopeful that perma-
nent benefit may result.

The great merits of the new operation are
apparent at a glance, and in the case of debili-
tated persons who can ill spare the loss even of
a single drop of blood, it must be of incaleu-
lable benefit. In any case it robs an amputa-
tion of many of its terrors,

We were invited yesterday afternoon to in-
spect the sewing school which is held every
Wednesday afternoon at the corner of Spring
andSouth streets, by the ladies of St.Luke’s Ca-
thedreal. The object of the sohoolis to gather
in the girls of the poorer classes, and to instruct
them thoroughly in the mysteries of plain sew-
ing. The ladics provide all materials, cloth,
sewing,implements, etc., and when a pupil has
finished a garment it is presented to her for her
own use, thus giving them a personal interest
intheir work. There were about fifty girls
present yesterday between the azaq of fize and
fifteen, all of whom appeared happy, interest-
ed in their work and anxious to do it well. One
of the ladies kindly furnishes a small cabinet
organ for the use of the school, and about half
an hour of the afternoon is devoted to the sing-
ing of Sunday school songs, hfnns, ete., which
the children enjoy greatly. These little ones
are not only taught to sew and sing, but their
mode of life is inquired into, and any waut or

destitution whichjis found to exist among them

is relieved as far as possible. This mnoble work
has been condusted thus far quietly and unob-

trusively, and a vast deal of good has been ac-
complished. Any contributions of clothing,
cloth not made up, or sewing materials, which
the geverosity of friends may incline them to
give to the school may Dbe left at the school-
room on Wedunesday afternoons, or at 58
Spring street.

neighbors heads; and, I grieve to say it, once in
a while furtively sbaken at myself. Many
times their minds instead !f being on their
tasks intent, are woccupied il devising means
to amuse themselves and deceive me, Far be
it from me to attribule such misdemeanors to
any unusual natural depravity. Children can-
not get along without recreation and if they do
not Liave time out of school they will have it in
school. The long confinement brings on a bel-
ligerent state of mind, for which I do not think
they are ver{l blamable. Some of the world’'s
hl‘i;shtnst- lights were stupid in childhuod.
Walter Scott was called a blockhead, Newton
a dunce, and Henry Ward Beecher was kept
at howe % wash dishes, because his g:neuu
thought he could not learn; aps if they had
been compelled to sit in a close schoolroom six
hours per-day their minds would have been
cramped and weakened and never have devel-
u#ed such wonderful eapacities. To be sure
there are instances of persons who were wise
even when they wore swaddling clothes, and
lived to a ripe old age but they are rare. =
To the average child, such premuture activity
and development of the faculties are injurions
and often lead to fatal results. If we should
find our apple trees blossoming in March we
should not expect much fruit in August, and if
we foree theblossom-time of life we may not.
find the materer years very fruitful, The bod-
ily health is impaired as well as the mental.
I think it is positﬂve cruelty to keep children in
are such attrac-
tions for them out of.doors, It is defrauding
them of their right, a  blithesome
childhood, which should not be crushed
by school books nor wronged by undue
stimulus. 1f they ceuld have one hour mcre to
frisk and frolie, I am sure they would be less
restless and more obedient during the hours
of confinement, and the extra hour’s rest would
save tha r Schoolmarm a great deal of
“wear and tear of aisposition” and give her
new strength, energy and patience. 1 hope the
case, thus Iucidly set forth, will be taken into
consideration by our honored Committee, who,
I know, are alwavs oren to conviction. The
may be assured we all admire them very muc
now, and shall a great deal more (which by the
way, must be a great inducement)if they fol-
low my suggestion.
