Thomas Spurling, formerly a prom inent 
shoe manufacturer of Dover, N. if., is dead. 

Royal C.Taft and Hon. Enos Eapham.have 
been nominated for governor and lieutenant 
governor respectively by Rhode Island Re- 
publicans. 

Rochester, N. H., lias voted $50,000 for a 

new town hall, and $200 to support a read- 
iug room and has appointed a committee to 
report a sewerage system. 

General Boulanger was dismissed from his 
post in the French army owing to breach of 
discipline in leaving his command and visit- 
ing Paris on three different occasions with- 
out permission. This has occasioned some

CHARGED WITH FORCERY. 

Freeman B. Prince, of Auburn, Finds 

Himself in Trouble, 

Charged with IManufacturing a Will 
in His Wife’s Favor, 

To Secure for Her the Money of Her 

Dead Uncle. 

(Special to the Press.! 
Auburn, March flG.-An interesting will 

case, which lias been pending before the Ox- 

ford County Probate Court since the last 

term, has been set for trial on Tuesday next. 

Calvin P. Davis, of Hebron, in regard to 

whose unwilled property the present law 

suit has beeu brought, died Aug. 18,188G. 
leaving about $4000 wortli of property, and 
Prentiss M. Woodman, Jof the firm of Gay, 
Woodman & Co., shoe manufacturers, a re- 

spected and wealthy citizen, with whom Mr. 

Davis, in his lifetime, was intimately ac- 

quainted, and to whose house he (Davis) was 

in the habit of coming on visits of a friendly 
and business character, was selected by the 
heirs-at-law to be the administrator of the 

estate, and was appointed as such by the 
.A Wil.An rtf llv_ 

ford county. Mr. Woodman gave bonds as 

the law directs, for the faithful discharge of 
his trust, and administered upon the estate. 
The heirs-at-law are N. C. and L. C. Davis 
of Auburn, Philo Davis of Minot, a^d his 
sister, Mrs. Greenleaf of Otlstletd. A peti- 
tion to be appointed administrator was also 
filed by Freeman B. Prince, a laborer, of Au- 

burn, through a lawyer—Francis A. Perry— 
whom he obtained in Boston. Prince claimed 
this right by reason of his relationship with 
the deceased, through an adopted daughter— 
his wife, Mary E. Prince. Judge Wilson de- 

nied Prince’s petition, upon which the adopt- 
ed daughter t heory was immediately dropped 
and that of inheritance by will proclaimed. 
As will be seen by this instrument, which 
follows verbatim, the adopted daughter is 

tlie sole heir. It reads: 
In tlie name of God, Amen. I Calvin P. Davis, 

of lfcbron, in tlie State of Maine, well knowing 
tlie uncertainty of life, and well knowing the cer- 

tainty of death, and knowing that I am of sound 
mind and memory, do hereby make, establish, or- 

dain and publish this, iny last will and testament, 
as follows, to wit: 

1st—I give and bequeath unto my beloved 
daughter, Mary E. Prince, all my property, of 

every name and kind, either real estate, personal 
property, or rights aud credits. 

2d-I nominate and appoint freeman B. rriuce, 
my executor of tills, my last will and testament, 
made, signed and published this 2Htn day of Sep- 
tember, A. D.. 1885. Calvin P. Davis. 
Made, signed and published this 29tb day of Sep- 

tember, A. D., 1885, in our presence, as wit- 
nesses, and we now subscribe our names as such 
in tlie presence of each other, and in the pres- 
ence of tlie aforesaid Calviu P. Davis. 

J. Q. Noyes, 
T. P. Joudan, 
H. J. Joudan. 

The production of a will made in 1883, at 
this stage of tlie proceedings, looked singu- 
lar, and coupled with the fact that Prince 
was nothing more than an acquaintance of 
Mr. Davis, led to grave suspicions regarding 
its origin. Why should the possession of a 

will by Prince which was so mysteriously 
drawn into tlie case, be so long kept a secret, 
was asked. Judge Wing, who has been dili- 

gently managing the case for the heirs-at- 

law, and who lias made a thorough and care- 

ful investigation of it, when the existence of 
the purported will came to his knowledge, 
immediately went to Oxford county and pro- 
cured an exact tracing of the document. 
After studiously comparing the signature 
thereto with originals in the possession of 
Judge Nahum Morrill of Auburn, who for 
years was the legal adviser of Prince in his 
lifetime. Mr. Wing came to the conclusion that 
the will was forged and that he would bring 
tlie culprits to justice. Accordingly deposi- 
tions of Judge Morrill, Mrs. Greenleaf of 
Otisfield, tlie wife of P. M. Woodman, the 
administrator, and Priuce’s son (Charles L.,) 
were taken, during which Prince was pres- 
ent with his council, E. A. Perry. Suspicious 
rumors have been afloat for some time, and 
Miiii-’iiirm.* wiuiiu a ic» »»aj ^ mum. 

made iu confirmation of them. Finally, two 
of the witnesses, the Jordan brothers, young 
men who evidently did not comprehend the 
gravitv of the offence they had been parties 
to, exploded the whole scheme of for- 
gery, for such it seems to be, even while 
Prince was busily engaged In summoning 
witnesses and tendering them their fees, for 
their appearance at Paris on Tuesday. Ho 
learned this morning for the first time that 
these men had confessed that the will was 

bogus. Upon this he notified the constable 
who had the subpoenas, as well as the notices 
of appeal, which were returnable to the May 
term, that he should no further prosecute 
the matter, because his witnesses had “sold 
out” his case, and would try to get the wit- 
ness money he advanced back again. 

But Deither Mr. Wing nor the County At- 
torney were content with leaving the matter 
in its present condition. Thomas Littlefield, 
the veteran officer and ex-turnkey, was put 
upon the track of Prince, who, it was learned 
had left the place at an early hour this morn- 
ing. and found him at Mechanic Falls. Ho 
returned with Prince under arrest at 1.30 p. 
m. Two of the witnesses to the will can 

prove the forged instrument was made on 

the 24th day of January last, but are reticent 
about stating by whom the signature of Mr. 
Davis was added. That no ordinary penman 
affixed the name is evident from the expert 
manner iu which the genuine signature was 

imitated. The two Jordans, when they give 
their testimony at Paris, Tuesday, may throw 
some light on this portion of the case. J. O. 
Noyes, the other witness who strongly de- 
clares the authenticity of the will, has also 
been ordered arrested. 

Freeman B. Prince w as brought before 
Judge Dresser in the Augusta Municipal 
Court at 2 p. in., and waived examination, 
saying that he desired to confer with 
his Boston couusel. Judge Dresser placed 
bail at §2,000 for Prince's appearance ‘at the 
Supreme Court, The County Attorney will 
now prosecute Prince in Androscoggin coun- 

ty, and he is also liable to prosecution in Ox- 
ford county for uttering the will at Paris, 
and in all probability will be held on that 
charge. Prince is an old resident of Auburn. 

Evidence interesting and sensational may 
be looked for at the hearing of this peculiar 
case.

BISCUIT AND STRYCHNINE. 

Mrs. Hervey Tried for Poisoning Her 

Husband’s Lunch. 

Fakmingtoh, March 1C.—The court room 

h as been densely packed all day by an audi- 
ence composed largely of ladies, the occasion 
being the trial of the case of State vs. Abbie 
D. Hewey, on an indictment charging the 
respondent with administering strychnine to 
her husband, Charles L. Hewey of Phillips, 
with intent to kill. On the morning of March 

1st, Hewey left home with a load of hay for 
Packard's mill, in No. C Plantation, distant 
six miles. He took his dinner with him, and 
while eating it at noor, he noticed a bitter 
taste on the biscuit, of which he only ate a 

puruuii, leaving nuuui nan ui m »u 

Soon afterwards Hewey was taken violently 
ill, and a physician, who was called, said the 
man had been poisoned with strychnine. Af- 
ter treatment the man recovered. What re- 

mained of tlie biscuit was given to a dog,and 
the animal died half an hour after eating it. 
This led to suspicions of attempted poison- 
ing, and the neighbors sent the stomach of 

the dog to Prof. Frank L. Bartlett of Port- 

land, for analysis. 
In court this morning. Prof. Bartlett testi- 

fied that he found one-third of a grain of 

strychnine in the portion of the stomach he 

analyzed, and the whole stomach probably 
contained over one grain. The prosecution 
was ably conducted by Countv Attorney 
Freeman Timberlake, of Phillips, fifteen 
witnesses testifying. The main points 
brought out were that Hewey’s lunch was 

prepared by his wife; that he took it from 
tier hands and put it on the sled with some 

hav for his horses, and it did not go out of 
his possession until he ate it. A bottlecon- 
taining strychnine was also found at Hew- 

ey’s house, which he said he bought to kill 
foxes with. Kvidenee was also introduced 
tending to show tliat the respondent attempt- 
ed to remove the strychnine from the prem- 
ises before searcli could be made; that upon 
being informed of the sickness of her hus- 
band, she exhibited signs of confusion, and 
stated that she had felt nervous all day, ex- 

pedite something was going to happen, that 
on her way to the neighbor’s house where 
her husband had been taken, she asked her 
escort if her husband ate his dinner before 
he was taken sick, and that on reaching the 
house she did not enter his sick room for 
some 15 minutes. Mrs. Hewey also said that if 
her husband died she should go West and 
spend the remainder of her days, and a par- 
ty had told her if her husband died she 
should be provided for. Other evidence of 
the government showed that the respondent 
tried to throw suspicion on another party by 
saying that she did not see who could hare 
poisoned her husband unless that party did. 

P. A. Sawyer of Phillips, and II. L. Whit- 
comb of Farmington, conducted the defense. 
The former made a touching plea in open- 
ing. Only two witnesses were examined, 
The respondent and her daughter. The tes- 

timony of another daughter, nine years 
old, was excluded by the court on account of 
the age of the child. The substance of their 
testimony was that the witnesses were ig- 
norant of the whole thing; that pleasant re- 
lations had always existed between the hus- 
band and wife, and a denial of the truth of 
the testimony introduced by the govern- 
ment. The testimony on both sides is all in. 
The arguments and Judge Libbey’s charge 
will be presented tomorrow morning. 

THE NATIONAL CAPITAL 

Senator Hiscock Introduces the Bill 

for Catching Criminals. 

Washington, March Hi—Senator Hiscock 
introduced in the Senate yesterday an im- 

portant bill, providing for the arrest and de- 

livery of a fugitive from justice arrested in 
a State or Territory other than that in which 
the crime was committed. The bill was 

prepared by a committee appointed at a con- 

ference of delegates representing the gover- 
nors of nineteen States and the Chief Jus- 
tice of the Supreme Court of the District of 
Columbia, held in New York city in August 
last. In their petition, accompanying the 
bill, these gentlemen set forth the fact that 
the present federal law is inadequate, and 
that it has been supplemented by Slate laws, 
whose lack of uniformity causes confusion, 
resulting frequently in the escape of prison- 
crs« 

The Tariff Bills. 
Chairman Mills summed up the opinions of 

the revenue reformers when he said: "We 
could not ask a better bill to oppose. It is 

simply Randall’s old scheme to abolish all 
internal taxes at the first blow. It abolishes 
two-thirds of them at the second blow. You 
UAy rest assured Jut would abolish the rest. 
The tariff reductions are not reductions, but 
on the contrary, increases. The tinplate in- 
crease is more conspicuous than the rest, but 
if lo ranencanfafltiA Tn iitluir \vnril«i RilTI. 

(hill's bill reduces or abolishes the taxes ou 

the luxuries of life and keeps them on neces- 

saries, including the raw materials necessary 
for our manufacturers. We are willing to 
go before the House and the country on the 
issue so made with our bill. The tariff pro- 
visions of Randall's bill are skillfully 
wrought into the existing law, the whole 
framework of which is incorporated into the 
bill. The work is so skillfully done as to re- 
flect a certain amount of credit on the inge- 
nuity of Joseph 1). Weeks, secretary of the 
Republican National Committee in 1884, who 
framed it.” 

Hon. Samuel J. Randall has expressed 
himself freely on the significance of his new 
tariff bill. He says that in spite of the judg- 
ment of other experts to the effect that the 
hill would reduce the revenue by $80,000,000 
a year, his own estimate of tbe reduction is 
S70,00(i,000, of which $25,000,000 will come 
out of the schedules of import duties aad 
tlie rest from the Internal revenue. He 
claims that in its effect on the internal reve- 
nue system the measure only repeals what 
are strictly war taxes, and does justice to the 
American producers of tobacco and fruit spir 
its for the first time since the war. As to its 
bearing ou the tariff laws, he says that while 
a reduction of the revenue from this source 
was imperatively demanded, the schedules 
have been so arranged as not to injure any 
American workingman or any American 
manufacturer.

After considerable discussion of the under- 
valuation bill, Senator Edmunds’s amend- 
ment to the fourteenth section was rejected 
Opposition to the bill was not pressed fur-, 
ther, and it passed without division. 

Senator Plumb offered a preamble and res- 
olution reciting the fact of the interruption 
of freight traffic on the Chicago, Burlington 
& Quincy and the Atchison & Topeka roads, 
and instructing the committee on interstate 
commerce to inquire whether such interrup- 
tion of commerce was occasioned by the fail- 
ure of the companies to adopt necessary pre- 
cautions or by other neglect of their duty as 
common carriers. 

The matter was laid over for the present, 
and the Senate adjourned. 

HOUSE. 
Mr. Hitt, of Illinois, reported to the House 

to-day the joint resolution to promote com- 

mercial union with Canada. The House 
then went into committee of the whole to 
consider the Senate amendments to the 

urgent deficiency bill. Various amendments 
were concurred or non-concurred in and the 
committee rose and reported the bill to the 
House. The House ratified the action of the 
committee of the whole, and Messrs. Barns 
and Ayres were appointed confreres. The 
remainder of the day was consumed in con- 
sideration of private business and half a 
dozen bills of private character were passed 
The House then took a recess till 7.30, and at 
the evening session passed 35 pension bills 
and adjourned. 

PLUNCED THIRTY FEET. 

Accident to a Passenger Train on 

a New York Road. 

Binouamtom, N. Y., March 16—An east 
bound train on the Delaware, Lackawana Jt 
Western railroad, jumped the track near 

Binghamton, this morning. Three coaches 
caught fire and were entirely consumed. It 

wasjreported that two passengers were killed 
and several injured. The accident was 

caused by the spreading of the rails. The 
day coach and two sleepers left the track 
and rolled all in a heap to the bottom of a 30 
foot embankment. They caught fire from 
the stoves and were soon a mass of red hot 
embers. Passengers crowded out through 
the windows as best they could and the 
trainmen and those who escaped injury as- 

sisted in removing the badly wounded. Only 
one man is believed to have been burned 
to death in the day coach. 

The engine of the train cut loose and ran 

to Birmingham for physicians and extra 
coaches and the passengers were taken there 
after shivering in the cold for two hours. 
Many of tbem had no covering but their 
night clothes.

IT TASKED BITTER 

And So Young Charles Throw Away 
tho Doctored Whiskey It Is Alleged 

With Which He Intended to Poison 
His Father. 

Theory of the Officers in tho Beal 

Case. 

[Special to the Press.] 
Augusta, March 1C— Kennebec county U 

to have the excitement of a murder trial at the 

April term of the Supreme Court the alleged 
murderer,Chas Beal, now being in jail charg- 
ed with the murder of bis father, C. C. Beal, 
of Clinton, by poisoning liquor which lie 

drank, with strychnine. At the time of the 

prisoner's arrest but little appeared of the 

evidence on which young Beal was detained, 
but recently some facts in relation to the 

crime have been learned which nre now 

published for the first time. At the inquest 
it was ascertained from the testimony that 
the fatal bottle of liquor was kept in a glass 
fruit can, a second can being inverted and 

placed over it. As fast as wanted, the 
bottles were taken from the barrel and 
placed in the glass receptacle until the con- 

tents were disposed of. Both the brothers 
and other boys in the neighborhood had 
been in the habit of patronizing this drink- 
ing place, but about two weeks before the 
poisoning, all these young men seemed to 
know that there was danger lurking about 
and did not patronize the bottle in the cellar 
as frequently as in the past, which was re- 

farded as a very significant circumstance, 
'rom what could be gathered and sifted out 

from the testimony, It was agreed that the 
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in the barrel along with the others, 
and perhaps had remained there two weeks 
before it was taken out by Mr. Beal. Mr. 
Carleton very artfully questioned the ac- 
cused, Charles Beal, and intimated to him 
that the liquor had quite likely been poisoned 
by the manufacturers who had used poison 
in building it up. The witness very readily 
acquiesced in this and, continuing, stated 
that some time previously he had taken a 

bottle out of the barrel and on tasting of the 
contents found they tasted bitter, aud pro- 
ceeding to the stable lie threw the bottle 
down the scuttle. 

This was enough for the long headed offi- 
cers and the following morning, the testimo- 
ny having been given late at night, they 
proceeded to the stable cellar and pitched 
over the heap of dressing there. After 
reaching a layer at the bottom of the heap 
a liquor bottle was found, a mate to those in 
the cellar, and on examining the interior 
a grayish sediment was seen clinging to the 
glass, looking more like rye meal tfian any- 
thing else. This was forwarded to Prof. 
Robinson of Bowdoin College, togqther with 
the other liquor for analysis, and on subject- 
ing tile sediment to the usual process, it was 
found to contain two grains of strychine. 
This furnished a valuable clue for with the 
exception of the fatal bottle from which Mr. 
Beal drank, that in the barrel did 
not contain even a trace of poison. 
The officers concluded that young Beal treat- 
ed the first bottle with the intention of poi- 
soning his fattier, but finding that it tasted 
bitter threw it away, as the presence of the 
poison would be revealed by the taste. This 
theory is borne out by the fact that the analy- 
sis of the fatal bottle showed that besides 
the 20 79-100ths grains of strychnine which 
it contained, the chemist found a liberal 
quantity of brown sugar present, which had 
evidently been employed to sweeten the 
liquor and hide the taste of the drug. The 
county attorney is making a careful Investi- 
gation of the case. 

THE FLAMES HOLD SWAY. 

A New York Fire Runs Through a 

Building in Three Minutes. 

New Youk, March 1G.—Coogan Brothers’ 
lurniture store, one of the largest in New 
York, corner of Grand street and the Bow- 

ery, caught fire at 8.30 this morning, and in- 
side of three minutes the entire premises, 
which were stocked with goods and mateiials 
of the most inflammable character, were 

ablaze. 
Three alarms wero sent out which brought 

all the firo engines in the neighborhood to 
the place. They were delayed somewhat 

by the condition of the streets. All the police 
reserves of the adjoining piecincts were called 
out. 

The traffic on the elevated railroad and the 
surface ro»fls was suspended and great ex- 

citement prevailed, as the place is a densely 
populated business part of the city. 

At the time the fire broke out there were a 
number of clerks in the store making ready 
for the day’s business. They were compelled 
to make a hasty retreat, as were other em- 
ployes in the surrounding stores and business 
places, so that in a short time Grand street, 
from the Bowery to Chesley street, on the 
east side, was entirely deserted. 

It did not take long for the blaze to reach 
the second story. The flames then seized on 
the elevated railway station there, driving 
the attaches, as well as passengers who were 
waiting for trains, to the sidewalk. The 
Bowerv, from Canal street to East Houston 
street, became at once blockaded by scores of 
surface railroad cars, brewery wagons, and 
vehicles of all descriptions, rendering traffic 
impossible. At 9 o’clock it looked as though the neigh- 
boring buildings would become victims to 
the fire, but these were saved. The Joss will 
be large.

WERE TIRED. 

How Atchison Engineers Explain the 

Strike. 

Kansas Citt, March 1G.- The engineers 
on the Atchison, Topeka & Santa Fe rail- 
road profess utter ignorance of the orders to 
strike and say they have quit because they 
were tired. The first indication of trouble 
was when the Osage express was ready to 
start from Kansas City, Conductor Murray 
gave orders to start when the engineers re- 
fused to pull out. Forty men employed in 
the Santa Fe switch yard at Argentine, quit 
work, all declaring themselves “tired.” 

The chairman of a committee of the Broth- 
erhood of Locomotive Engineers, who is 
now i.i Kansas City, received a telegram from 
Chief Arthur last night, instructing him to 
start the committee for Chicago at once, and 
instructing him that the Santa Fe company 
was ready to compromise. The chairman 
replied by asking if the Burlington Compa- 
ny would accede to the strikers’ demands. 
No reply has been received from Arthur 
yet.

Chicago, March 1G.—The general mana- 

ger of one of the most important railway 
systems in the country told a reporter yes- 
terday that the strike on the Burlington 
road would be declared off within 48 hours. 
He is in a position to know what the Broth- 
erhood is doing. Ife added that the strike 
had cost the road not less than $0,000,000 
thus far. 

The engineers Of the upper Michigan 
peninsular roads yesterday, resolved not to 
haul Burlington cars. 

Reported in Chicago. 
A special from Topeka, Kansas, says that 

division superintendents of the Atchison 

system report the men gone out all along the 

line, and traffic practically suspended. Pas- 
senger trains now on tho road will not be 

stopped until they reach the end of the line. 
On the Santa Fo there are about 700 engi- 
neers and the same number os firemen, and 
2800 train men, all thrown directly out of em- 

plovment. General Manager Goddard says 
the amount of perishable freight on the line 
between California aud Chicago Is about 85 
carloads, nearly all fruit. It cannot now be 
moved, and if the strike continues the com- 

pany will be liable for the whole amount. In 
addition there are over 1100 carloads of mer- 
chandise tied up on the various divisions. 
The officers of the company will make every 
effort to find engineers and firemen to man 

the freight and get it to its destination. The 
officers believe that traffic will be resumed in 
a few days. 

Arthur Not Consulted. 

Chief Arthur says he was not consulted in 

regard to the Atchison strike, or notified of 
it beforehand. He knows of no grievance 
against tiie company, and the action of the 
strikers is apparently open rebellion against 
the Brotherhood. Chief Arthur received a 

despatch today from Chairman Conroe of the 

grievance committee of the Santa Fe road at 
Kansas City, stating the Brotherhood men 
on that road are out because the Santa Fe 
violated their contract with the men of the 
Brotherhood in carrying Burlington freight. 
At first 2000 men went out, and afterwards 
about aw returned because they were work- 
ing on a portion of the road owned by the 
Construction Company, between Fort Madi- 
son and Kansas City. Chief Arthur ordered 
Chairman Conroe to come to Chicago at once. 

A Complete Tie Up. 
Reports from points along the line of the 

Santa Fe show a complete blockade of both 

freight aud passenger traffic. Train No. 3 

the through California express due to leave 
at 10.15 pulled out at 11.30 in charge of En- 

gineer Ben Wharton, engineer on the Santa 
Ke road for ten years. He was expelled 
from the Brotherhood during the great 
strike of 1877, and has since refused rein- 
statement. His fireman to-day was Mrs.

EMPEROR WILLIAM’S FUNERAL. 

Impressive Ceremonies in the 

Cathedral at Berlin. 

Berlin, March 10.—'The funeral of the 

Emperor William took place today. The 
weather was extremely cold. Troops were 

ranged four deep along the route. Hundreds 
of thousands of spectators occupied ttie 

space behind the soldiers, and every window 

along the Unter den Linden was crowded. 
All the houses on the thoroughfare were 

covered with mournings and exhibited flags I 
draped with black. At the street crossings, 
massive pillars, draped in black, and sur- 

mounted by Prussian eagles, were erected. 
The lamp posts were covered with crape and 
at every fifty paces were large candelabras 

bearing flaming cressets. The route of the 

procession was most imposing and entirely 
in keeping with the deep sorrow and rever- 
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was strewn with gravel anil fir branches. In 
the Pariser Plate were hung large crape fes- 
toons entwined with laurel. The Pranden- 
burge gate was draped, and there was a large 
arch in front of it upon which were the 
words. "God Bless You.” 

Thu funeral service took place in the cathe- 
dral. Emperor Frederick was not present, 
the weather being too severe. Dr. Itoegel.the 
court chaplain, delivered the sermon, stand- 
ing beside the coffin, ilis text was: “Lord, 
now lettest thou thy servant depart in peace, 
according to thy word, for mine eyes have 
seen tny salvation.” He concluded the ser- 
mon with the Lord’s prayes, and the congre- J 
cation sang the hymn “Wenu Ich Einmal 
Soil Scheiden.” A selection from Graun’s 
“God Jesu” was then sung by the choir, af- 
ter which members of the Sing Akadainite 
rendered “Wie Herrlich ist die Neuewelt.” 
At 12.45, Dr. Koegel pronounced the benedic- 
tion. and at the same time, volleys were fired 
by the infantry outside. The cathedral cere- 
mony closed with singing, “Holy, Holy, the 
Lord.”

How Railroad Passengers Fared as 

Told by One of Them. 

New Yoi:k, March 1C.—The weather to- 

day i3 very mild, and ax a result the snow is 
rapidly disappearing. The city has resumed 
normal conditions and everything is moving, 
including all the surface cars, with as much 

regularity as before the advent of the bliz- 
zard. All the railroads are running trains 
on schedule time except the New York and 
New Haven road, which has thus far been 
been only able to reach Stamford, but the 
officials are hopeful of being able to open a 

gap to New Haven this afternoon. The tel- 
egraph wires are working fairly well in all 
directions, except east of New York, where 
It will take several days to effect full repairs. 
Postmaster Pearson says the mails are now 
arriving and departing in good shape to and 
from every quarter. 

Sad Stories. 
New Yoke, March 10.—Stories of heroism 

and suffering are coming in. For instance: 
Miss Minnie Pollock, a stenographer, whose 
office is in the Stewart building, walked 
down town through the storm on Monday 
from her home at 315 West Nineteenth 
street and back again. It took her seven 

hours. She was almost dead when she 
reached her home, and had to he carried in. 
Then she fainted. Her clothes were frozen 
to her body. Miss Pollock went to the office 

simply because she had promised to finish 
some work for a lawyer. 

When the storm was at its fiercest on Mon- 
day night Manager Eckert, of the Metropoli- 
tan Telephone Company, found -two girls, 
aged 13 and 15 years respectively, lying on 
the snow in the doorway of the Coal and 
Iron Exchange Building, at the corner of 
Liberty and Church streets. They were 
clasped in each other’s arms and unconscious. 
Mr. Eckert aroused the little ones from their 
deadly sleep and with great difficulty got 
them to the Astor House. Here they faint- 
ed. The kind hearted gentleman got a hack 
and had both girls sent to theii liomes in 
Cherry street. 

There was a patliet'c scene in front of 
Newspaper Bow. A big dray horse had fallen 
from exhaustion. The driver did not Hay 
him and urge him to get up. He evidently 
was a mau of human feelings, and Instead of 
doing so placed the harness as comfortably 
as possible, unhitched the truck and drew it 
away, and then placing the collai under the 
beast’s head as a protection, covered him not 
with a blanket, but the overcoat from his 
own back. 

A trainman who arrived in Jersey City on 
train No. 34 from Philadelphia yesterday 
tells a sad story of a woman who was driven 
insane by anxiety. She had a ticket for Ger- 
many on the steamer Lalim. The train left 
Philadelphia Monday morning and was 
stalled near Bristol. She became alarmed at 
the duration of the stall, and suddenly 
bounded from her seat and sprang to the door 
and jumped into the snow. She ran up the 
track for nearly a mile with two porters af- 
ter her. She was finally captured almost ex- 
hausted, but struggling to free herself. 
When taken back to the train a purse was 
made up for her, and two ladies'promised to 
see her cared for until the next steamer sail- 
ed. She was brought to this city. 

A Passenger’s Story. 
Si’bingfikld, Mass., March 16.—George 

S. Chase, who spent two days on one of the 
snowbound trains, tells the following story 
of his experience: 

“We left Bosten on the New York express 
over the Boston Jk Albany railroad at 11 a. 

m. last Monday, in the midst of a blinding 
whirl of snow, which melted as it fed. Fif- 
teen minutes later the fields were white, and 
by the time we reached Worcester a furious 
gale was heaping the snow in the lee of every 
obstruction. Seven miles east of Spring- 
field is a cutting a quarter of a mile long. 
On its right is a low bank sloping down to a 
broad meadow. On its left is a high hill, 
scarfed away almost perpendicularly for a 
hight of 50 or 60 feet, to make a way for the 
railroad tracks. The snow, sweeping across 
the meadow and over the bank, had already 
filled the cutting to the depth of a yard or 
more. Into this we plunged, floundered al- 
most through and then stopped. A hun- 
dredjyards ahead the track was as clean as a 
well swept room, but it might as well have 
been a hundred miles distant, so far as our 
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minutes after we had come to a stand the 
snow was packed solidly under the cars, ce- 
menting them solidly to the ground. As 
soon as possible, the conductor started on 
ahead with the engine in search of help. 
Before he had gone two miles the engine 
stuck fast in a still larger drift, and the con- 
ductor leaving it proceeded on foot to Lud- 
low station, which was a bare quarter of a 
mile distant. To traverse this quarter of a 
mile cost him four and a half hours of hard 
work. 

“In the meantime we passengers on the 
tra>i whiled away the time as we bestcould. 
We numbered 1S8 in all, of whom 47 were 
ladies, with several children and one baby, 
in the smoking car the air was| thick with 
tobacco smoke aud the card tables crowded 
with players. In the other cars people read, 
talked, made acquaintances or dozed. A 
more quiet, patient, well-behaved crowd I 
never saw. Nobody grumbled, nobody 
whined aud nobody found fault with the 
railroad officials. As it grew dark the lamps 
were lighted, but sparingly, lest we should 
run short of oil, and it being too dark to read 
other means were sought with which to pass 
the time. Some one had a violin, which he 
brought out of its case, and the smoking car 
ran with music and songs. In other cars 
witticisms aud bright sayings were bandied 
about, accompanied with quiet smiles or 
shouts of laughter. About 10 o’clock we be- 
gan to prepare for the night. By turning 
oevr the seats and shifting the cushions a 
sort of Procrustean beds were improvised, on 
which we stretched—no, ‘cramped’—our- 
selves, overcoats or handbags serving for 
pillows. The novelty and discomfort of such 
couches were hardly conducive to sleep, 
and not until long after midnight did quiet 
settle down upon us. And when at last 
sleep had overcome the majority, what a sight 
that ear load of humanity offered! Here, a 
couple lying side by side, their legs dangling 
down the ends of their seat cushions. There, 
a muffled overcoat, crowned by a silk hat, 
tipped forward till not an inch of the face be- 
low was visible. In another spot a single 
stockinged foot planted high up against the 
curtained window, and in another a pair of 
legs hanging limply over the aisle from the 
a:m of the car seat. 

"Morning came, and the sleepers awoke. No 
water with which to wash, and precious little 
to eat. I went out freshened—I will net say 
cleaned—my hands and face with a handful 
of new fallen snow, and theu waited as pa- 
tiently as possible for what the steward of 
the dining room car could give us for break- 
fast. The women were feu first, and about 9 
o'clock I succeeded in struggling into the 
dining car, where I received my morniug ra- 
tion in the siiape of three square inches of 
very thin bread with a few bits of cold 
chicken, the whole washed down with a glass 
of ice water. For a man who had eaten noth- 
ing since the urevious noon it was not exactly 
a surfeit, but’it was a good deal better than 
nothing. An hour later we were gladdened 
by the report of the coming of relief. It ap- 
peared in the form of a straggling procession 
of the natives, each with his trousers tied 
about his ankles, each white with snow, 
and each bearing in bag or basket or box 
something to eat. Snell hospitality was as 

unexpected as it was spontaneous and de- 
lightful. 

"Tuesdav nassed auietly. with occasional 
rumor of help, which always proved false. 
Once we saw far away to the east, the smoke 
of a locomotive and heard its whistle, but an 
bore or so later came a messenger, saying 
that the snow plow that preceded it was oft 
the track and broken to pieces. Some of the 
mour courageous of us ventured out and 
struggled for a mile or more up or down the 
track, but brought back only reports of big 
drift9 and impassable roads. A rather hang- 
dog looking countryman appeared with a 
box of villainous eigars, which he offered at 
the rate of two for a quarter. There was a 
rumor that he had in nis pocket a bottle of 
still more villainous whiskey, but of that I 
am not sure. That evening the violin was 
silent, but instead we had a series of lec- 
tures. Somebody had discovered nmong our 
passengers the ltev. Selah Merrill of Ando- 
ver, formerly consul at Jerusalem, and he 
gave us a most interesting half-bour talk 
about the lloly Land To him followed Mr, 
—. Smythe. a most witty Irlsh-American, 
who has been a teacher in China, and 
who gave us a description of Pekin and the 
Great Wall. Another traveler had some- 
thing to say about the Sandwich Islands. 
These, with recitations and vocal music, 
filled the time till nearly midnight, and then 
we tied ourselves up into hard knots and 
mude believe sleep till morning. At half- 
past ten Wednesday forenoon communication 
with the outside world was reopeued. An 
energetic newsboy came on snow-shoes from 
Springlield, bringing a bundle of morning 
papers, which hCTfuIckly disposed of at 10 
cents per copy. Finally at noon after the 
train had been stalled 47i hours, relief ar- 

rived and the prisoners were set free. 

Reports from the Coast. 

Philadelphia, March 16.—It Is the opin- 
ion of Delaware river pilots in this city that 
vessels went down during the Sunday 

ana Aionuay storm which will never again 
be heard from. The list of wrecks that are 
known of is increasing dally. Pilots and 
others who have arrived from Lewes, Dela- 
ware, up to Friday say the condition of af- 
fairs in the harbor Is simply appalling. 

A List of the Wrecks. 
Philadelphia, March 16.—The shore for 

nearly two miles along Delaware breakwa- 
ter is strewn with the wrecks of about 30 
vessels, some standing upright covered with 

ice and others only partly visible. Vessel 
timbers, strips of frail, cabin furniture and 
pine boards and great blocks of Ice from the 
cargoes of vessels are seen at various points 
along the shore. The loss is estimated at 
$100,000, but will be much (greater if rougli 
weather sets in before the vessels are floated. 
Among the vessels ashore are the barken- 
tine Eva Lyneh of St. John, X. B., Capt. 
Southerland, from Pernambuco to the break- 
water with sugar, and the following schoon- 
ers: Elliot L. Dow of New London, Conn., 
Capt. A. B. Lemphere, with phosphate from 
that place to Norfolk; Earl P. Mason of 
Provideuce, R. I., Capt. O. VV. White, from 
that place to Western Branch, Va., with 
empty flour barrels; John Proctor of Bos- 
ton, Capt. A. B. Whittimore from Wood's 
Hollto Norfolk in ballast; Abbey P. Crano- 
mer of New York, Capt. J. P. Isard, from 
Baltimore to New Haven with coal; George 
L, Fessenden of Bridgton, N. J., Capt. Dan- 
iel R. Wicks, from Baltimore to Stonington, 
Conn., with coal; Elizabeth S. Lee of Som- 
ers’ Point, N. J., Capt. James R. Lee, from 
Norfolk to Bath, Me., with coal; Providence 
of Bridgton, N. J., Capt. Henry S. Smith, 
from Lambert’s Point to Fair Haven, 
Mass., with coal. Flora A. New- 
come, of Wellfleet, Captain Henry W. 
Newcome, from Wellfleet to Norfolk, in 
ballast; Index of Pliilapelphia, Captain 
Gabriel Garrison, from Maine for 
Washington, witli ice; E. H. Belden, of Den- 
nis, Mass., Capt. Crowell, from Boothbay, 
Me., to Cambridge, Md with ice. The men 
at Lewes and Henlopen life-saving stations 
had great difficulty in rescuing the crews of 
many of the vessels. 

On the Maine Shore. 

Biddeford, March 16.—Fishermen from 
the Pool, Ferry and Goese Rocks report that 
niopoa nf u/mnlr anil harrala nf Hnnr 

drifting ashore. It is thought some vessel 
was wrecked near the coast during the storm. 

Danbury’s Story. 
Danbuky, Conn., March 16.—On the Dan- 

bury and Norwalk road the first train on the 
schedule time since Sunday left here at 3.45 

p. m. The Housatonic and New England 
roads are heavily blocked. No train has 
passed aver these lines since Sunday and 
they will not bo open for travel before Mon- 
day. Trains on the New York and New 
Haven road are on time between New York 
and South Norwalk. There is no communi- 
cation with New York by wire save by the 
Postal Telegraph Cable Company’s wires via 
Danbury to Boston and London, Eng. The 
loss to manufacturers here by the storm is 
820,000. Thousands of cases of hats are 
awaiting shipment. A temporary fresh 
meat famine prevails and there is much suf- 
fering among the cattle in the outlying dis- 
tricts from hunger and thirst. 

Charles Curtis, his wife and two children, 
living on Clapboard ridge, were shut in 
their house four days and nights with no fire 
and little food. They are alive but suffering. 

New Haven Reached. 
New Haven, Ct., March 15.—The train 

leaving Boston on the 12th for New York by 
the Shore Line at 10 a. m., arrived at this 
place last night at 12 o’clock, having been 
snowbound a mile from Saybrook Junction 
53 hours. The farmers in the vicinity of the 
train w ere untiring in their efforts to supply 
passengers with food and all were well cared 
for. Too much praise cannot be bestowed 
on Division Superintendent Allen for push- 
ing the train through to its destination, en- 
countering fearful drifts of snow on the way. 
Conductors DeWoif and Atwood, of the 
tram and drawing room cars, performed ef- 
ficient service, and their kindness to all will 
be remembered for a long time. The train 
will leave for New York this afternoon, 
trusting to reach there this evening. 

The Last Drift. ■■ 
New Haven, Conn., March 16.—The last 

diift in the blockade between Boston and 
New York was broken through this after- 
noon. Communication by railroads is re- 
stored. The telegraph will bo restored 
later. 

Ffktallv Sralrinrt. 

Springfield. Mass., March IS.—'The first 
train through on the New England railroad 
was ditched near Armory Hill depot this af- 
ternoon. Two locomotives left the track and 
a steam pipe in the forward one burst, fatally 
scalding Conductor Ulnett, Fireman William 
Nicholls ana a brakeman. 

Four Killed. 
White Plains, N. Y., March IS.—A snow 

plow which left here this morning, drawn by 
four engines, jumped the track at Sharon, N. 
Y., this afternoon, killing Thomas Feeney, 
conductor, of White Plains; George Fowler, 
engineer, of White Plains; Charles Orbon, 
brakeman, of White Plains, and Thos. Itellly, 
fireman, of Dover Plains. Four others were 
badly hurt. Engineer Luther Gates, of New 
York, will probably die. The four engines 
and plow were completely demolished. 

Storm Notes. 
Sick persons in Massachusetts towns are 

reported to have died during the storm for 
lack of sustenance. 

Martin Lynch, of Newton, Conn., perished 
in the storm.

At Hio the 
Jacobs, the Burnhams and the Lewises, 
and at Middle Bridgton there were the 
(Jibbes, the Walkers, the Meritlls and the 
Billingses, and many others whose names do 
not occur to me at present. * ,X.

tablished schoolhouses and churches 
throughout the town and in later years they 
have built up factories and workshops, and 
the town has prospered so that we may well 
say of them that their works do praise them. 

‘•Bridgton has always been remarkable 
for the reverence it has had for the elergy.

Chairman Mills says Randall’s tariff bill 
will never be permitted to see the light. 
Apparently the tactics of last winter by 
which through a combination between the 
speaker and the free trade members of the 
ways and means committee no bill was al- 
lowed to have any standing in the House 
unless It was acceptable to the free traders 
are to be repeated. Mill’s ultimatum is that 
the tariff must be revised according to his 
notions or not revised at all. 

The strike of the engineers en the Western 
railroads is becoming very serious. All the 

engineers on the Atchison, Topeka & Santa 
Fe have left their engines, and the Union 
Pacific company have had to decline Chica- 
go, Burlington & Quincy freight to keep 
their engineers from striking in a body. 
The latter road has managed to supply the 

pluces of a good many of the engineers, but 
it Is far from fully manned, and it is to be 
feared that a good many of the engineers 
who have been employed are not thoroughly 
competent. 

Last year Rhode Island went Democratic 
owing to an unfortunate nomination and 
consequent dissensions in the Republican 
ranks. The experience appears not to have 
been without profit, for on Thursday the 
Republicans held their State convention and 
selected a candidate that commanded the 
support of every member of the convention, 
and who can be depended upon to command 
the full Republican strength at the polls. 
Rhode Island is naturally a strong Republi- 
can State, and her last year’s experience 
with a Democratic government has not made 
her at all anxious for more of that sort. 

The strike on the Re ading railroad that 
has just been declared off was begun for the 
purpose of compelling a large shipper who 
received much freight over the railroad, to 

discharge a number of men in his employ 
who were not Knights of Labor. There was 

no complaint of wages—indeed there was no 

complaint at all against the Reading com- 

pany, except that it did not use its influence 
to bring about a discharge of these men. 

The strike was what is known as a “sympa- 
thetic” strike, and was utterly without good 
reason. It failed, and the men engaged in it 
find themselves punished by loss of em- 

ployment, as the Reading Company refuses 
to take them back on any condition. Their 
punishment is richly deserved. A strike 

simply to coerce men to join a labor organi- 
zation on pain of non-employment the pub. 
lie can never have any sympathy with. 

It is doubtful If the Hew Hampshire poli.

respondent of the Boston Record writes that 
in the preparations for selections of dele- 
gateo to the Democratic convention at St. 

Louis, the old tight of last summer is crop- 
ping out. Frank Jones and A. YV. Sulloway, 
who want to go as delegates to Chicago, are 

opposed by the Concord Democrats led by 
John H. Pearson of Concord, and H. YV. 
Parker of Claremont. It is probable that 

the Jones party will prevail. Jones and his 
friends have the ear of Cleveland and con- 

trol the federal patronage In the State. If 
they take the position that they are Cleve- 
land men, and are able to make the endorse- 
ment of Cleveland the issue it is not proba- 
ble that their opponents will care to make an 

open fight in the convention. The quarrels 
of the New Hampshire railroads will not be 

likely to figure in the Democratic national 
platform; but the bitterness they have 
stirred up will probably find expression in 

the conventions that select the New Hamp- 
shire delegates. 

The Civil Service. 

The Senate has adopted Senator Hale’s 
resolution for an investigation of the civil 
service since the Cleveland administration 
came into power. The Democrats made 
some objection, though why they should, 
inasmuch as they have been circulating Mr. 

Hale’s speech or the same subject as a cam- 

paign document, is not quite clear, unless 
they feared that the result might show that 
Senator Hale had| exaggerated the degree to 
which the spoils doctrine had been followed 
by the President and his Cabinet. 

There is no great doubt of what the pro- 
posed investigation will bring forth. Indeed 
the Independents long ago gave up claiming 
that the administration had been much of a 

civil service reform administration, except 
for a few months at the start. And as for 
Democrats their growing content shows 
that they are fully persuaded that they 
have succeeded in completly knocking out of 
the President’s head whatever intentions be 
may have bad when lie took the oath of 
office of ignoring the claims and clamor of 
the hungry and thirsty. Yet we imagine 
that the extent to which the old spoils dec- 
trine has been followed by the administration 
when it is revealed in cold facts and figures 
will prove a surprise even to those who have 
not been accustomed to take much stock in 

the President's protestations of devotion to 

civil service reform. A few country postmas- 
ters who were in office on the fourth of 
March, 1885, are still in office, but the reason 

is, not because the post office department be- 
lieved in civil service reform, but because 
the offices paid so little that there were 

no Democrats w ho wanted them or would 
take them. YVith the exception of a few of 
these offices, and the New York post office, 
In which Mr. Pearson is still permitted to 
remain as a concession 10 uie mew ium 

Mng wumps whose votes are wanted in the fall 
there has been a pretty general clean sweep. 
The process was somewhat retarded by the 
multiplicity of Democratic candidates and 
the bitter quarrels between them, and that it 
has taken three years to bring it to its pres 
ent high state of perfection is not due so 

much to the resistance of the administration 
as to these quarrels and this superabun- 
dance of material. 

The worst part of the showing will not be, 
however, the clean sweep, but the partiality 
with which orders directed against all office 

holders have been enforced. These orders 

have frequently beeu made the means of 

turning Republicans out, while Democrats 
have violated them with impunity. Wituess 
the cases of a Republican district attorney 
in Massachusetts and a Democratic district 
attorney in Missouri, both of whom were 

guilty of precisely ;the same offence, but 

only one of whom lost his head. Wituess 
the impunity with which Higgins and Raisin 
managed Gorman’s caucuses in Baltimore; 
while Republican postmasters were declared 
guilty of offensive partisanship and turned 
out for opposing Cleveland in the last Presi- 
dential campaign. It is the pretense 
that Republicans have been turned out 
for cause and not to make room for 
Democrats that has constituted the worst 
feature of the administration’s per- 
formance. Republicans expected to go, 
but they expected, and had a right to ex- 

pect, that the reason for their going, which- 
in nine hundred and ninety-nine cases out 

of a thousand; was entirely political, would 

be stated, or at least not mis-state^'
