PRESERVATION OF EGGS IN
WATER GLASS

By JOHN S. CARVER, Poultry Ex-

tension Instructor

Next winter eggs will be
and due to the increased cost of pro-
duction and the depletion of our poul-
try flocks, the price is bound to reach
an even higher mark than last year.
In the spring of the year during April,
May and June, eggs are plentiful, and
the retail price reaches its lowest
level. The housewife should take ad-
vantage of this low priced spring mar-
ket, and plan to preserve enough eggs
to carry her through the winter
months, when the price of fresh eggs
is often prohibitive. A family of two
will need to preserve at least 30 doz-
en eggs for winter use. The cheapest
simplest, and most satisfactory meth-
od of preserving eisgs at home is by
the use of water giass solution.

Water Glass Solution

Commercial water glass solution
(soluble sodium silicate) can be ob-
tained from most any drug store, and
should be of full strength. KEggs pre-
gerved In water glass can be success-
fully kept for over nine months and
may be used for any purpose. If.

The Method

Mix 1% quarts of commercial water
glass solution with 18 quarts of pure
jwater, which has been thoroughly
bofled and then cooled. Stir the so-
lution until thoroughly mixed. This
mixture is enough for 30 dozen eggs.
Pour the solution into the crock, un-
til crock is about one-half full. As
the eggs are gathered place them in
the crock, large end up. At all times
there should be at least two inches
of the solution covering the top layer
of eggs. To stop evaporation, keep
the crock covered with a tight fitting

cover, The container should be
placed on a shelf in a cool, well-ven-
tilated place, preferably in a cellar,

where the temperature is fairly con-
stant, ranging from 40 degrees to 60
degrees I°0 Do not let the sun shine
upon containers.

MAIN ROADS GOOD

Maine roads are from three to fonr
weeks ahead of normal =easons as
result of weather conditions last win
ter and this spring, according a
bulletin issued by the Touring Burean
of the Maine Automobile Association
Ordinarily at thix season of the year
the majority of the roads of the state
outside of the improved roads and
those in the Immediate vicinity of
large centers of population, are im-
passable because of mud and frost
holes and all of the roads in the State
are not absolutely safe until well into
May.

This vear, however, practically all
of the main thoroughfares of traflic,
as well as the majority of the princi-
pal cross roads, are perfectly safe for
automobile traffic at the present time.

There are two reasons for this sit-
unation which were unexpect-
ed. In the first place it was believed
that the intense cold would result in
more frost in the ground than ever be-
fore in the history of the State. On
the contrary, however, the thick
mantle of snow which prevailed
throughout the wintm"‘prevented the
frost from penctrating to any depth
whatever.

The second reason for Maine's good
roads at this date is the fact that the
spring came early, with an exception-
ally warm period of weather, taking
the snow off gradually. The situa-
tion then developed that as soon as
the snow and ilce were off the high-
ways they were almost
~dry, and in a day or two became actu-
fally dusty.

-able in this country, and the amount

is decreasing, as the men go away,
and at the same time the demand is
fucreasing faster and faster and one
‘mpan can do only 8o much; he cannot
perform miracles, nor work more than
& certaln amount in the 24 hours.
therefore labor must be conserved if
it is golng to endure the strains put
upon it. Every time we insist upon
fhings which require transportation
we take 8o much from the available
supply; every time we buy that which
appesals to us not required, we use so
much material that should be hoard-
od. On the other hand every time
we use something already on hand,
we save the supply market; every
time we do for ourselves something
which we are tempted to hire done,
we save that much labor for a legiti-
mate use. All this cry of “carry your
owa bundles” and “eat home products”
amd “save a yard of cloth” or* make
ko old gown do” has a deeper signifi-
qance of talking in terms of labor and
material inatead of terms of money.

SEEING IT THROUGH

“For example America should look
to England,” were the words of an
eminent public speaker just recently
returned from studying the war situa-
tion in both England and France.

“England has literally pushed every-
thing else aside and turned her ener-
gies and her industries towards war,”
he continued. “That which has noth-
ing to do with war has been practi-
cally eliminated. 1t s almost impos-
sible to get for love or money a taxi-
cab in London, a city where they used
to be standing at the curhstone wait-
ing for you. And the pleasure car
simply does not exist any longer. It
is a specie entirely wiped out.”

The speaker went on enthusiasti-
cally to tell how, step by step, all the
unessentials of lite had been elimin-
ated in England. He used as an ex-

ample the umbrella industry. He
said that when England considered
that  enough umbrellas had been

made to supply her needs, she shut
down the factories.

“As a country, England has figura-
tively set her teeth in the war and has

given up everything else to fight it
through to the finish,” said the
speaker.

“I tried an experiment in several of
the bhig hotels in England,” he \\'ont%
on. “I tried first by requesting, then.
by wheedling and finally by l)rihing‘
the waitress to get me another order
of bread.

“Do you think she would? Not a
bit of it! She stood firm to her first
assertion, ‘each patron Is allowed but
two ounces of bread for dinner’

“And it was war bread at that.

“It was the same thing with meat
and the same with sugar,” he con-

tinued.”  “The tive ounces of meat--
and that is a very small portion when
cooked: and the 2-7 ounces of sugar
were  put  before him and neither
money nor wheedling could get him
more."’

This is typical of the situation
England.

The purpose of this
article is to noint out that there are
several practicable forms of backyard
farming about which full information
is available to anyone.

When the home vegetable garden
campaign was launched, there were
scoffers who sald that home produc-
tion of tood was not worth while. The
success of the home vegetable garden
is nmow an established fact, and the
Department of Agriculture is trying to
popularise, in the production on a
small scale of poultry, rablit. and
money.

Here, then are four distinct oppor-
tunities. If gardening does not ap-
peal to you or you have not the soil,
perhaps you can go into the livestock
business or establish a small aplary.

The need for more poultry is es-
pecially pressing. Owing to the
high price of feed, and the high prices
offered for poultry in the markets, too
much poultry has been killed during
the past Winter. The Nation as a
whole has 10 per cent fewer chickens
than it should have, which means also
that the egg supply is 10 per cent
short. In a time when all food is
scarce, and when poultry is especially
needed to take the place of the red
meats which we are exporting, thisis
a serious situation. The Department
of Agriculture hopes to remedy it by
inducing farmers to increase the size
of their poultry flocks, and by popu-
larising poultry-keeping among su-
burban, small town and even city
dwellers. It is conducting a vigor-
ous campaign to have repealed the
numerous city ordinances which pro-
hibit the keeping of chickens within
city Mimits. The urban chicken keep-
er 18 to keop only hens, the rooster
with his loud noise being debarred.
As a corollary of this prohibition, the
city man {s not to raise chickens, but
merely to buy pullets and give them
& home. He should keep about as
many as he can feed on his table
scraps, supplemented with just a lit-
tle grain. This is for the city dwel-
lers only. The ‘“farther out” you
live, the larger the s:aie upon which
you can operate.

The QGovermment poultry experts
would also respectfully call your at-
tention to the fact that there are
other kinds of poultry than chickens.
Consider, for example, the guinea
towl. If you have a fairly large
place, this may be the very bird for
you. The guinea fowl is also the

‘ideal bird for a lazy man to raise. It

likes to live in patches of weeds and
unkempt shrubbery; it seldom re-
quires feeding, being an expert at
taking care of itself; it lays excellent
eggs, and is very good to eat. Find-
ing the eggs, however, is not a lazy
man’s job.

+If you have a pond or creek on your
place, ducks and geese should be con-
sidered. Geese are especially valu-
able it you have a bit of grass land,
such a8 a back lawn, where they may '
feed. For the goose is a grass eater,
and if he has good pasturage will not
require a great deal of feeding. The
duck, on the other hand, is a largely
carnivorous bird, and unless he has
a good creek or pond in which to
hunt. is the greediest guest of them
all. The pigeon, occording to the ex-
perts, has the smallest claim of all
upon your -consideration. Pigeons
feed almost exclusively upon grain,
and we cannot spare grain. The value
of poultry les in its ability to con-
vert into food material that which
would otherwise serve no useful pur-

pose.

Having taken up all varieties of
poaltry, bees and rabbits remain to be
considered. The keeping of bees and
rabbits are perhaps the most econ-
omical methods of producing sugar
and meat. ¢Bees extract sugar from
almost every growing thing without
fajury thereto, and feed themselves
from their own product. Rabbits most
cheaply and quickly convert grass,
herbage and a little grain into meat.

_The Eyropean nations have long

recoganised the value of bees and rab-
Dits. Onme part of Germany's long
proparation for “Der Tag” was teach-
fng the people to produce these things
ot offering prizes. In France, too, rab-
bits and bees have dcne much to sup-
ploment the meager war rations.

In this Couyntry, wild rabbits have
been so abundant that the keeping of
tame rabbits has never become wide-
spread. But now that the sale of
game is prohidbited in most markets
sod rubbits, Mke other game, are be-
comiag scarce, the case is different.
The Ureeding of Belgian hares and
other domestic varieties or rabbit
should gain in popularity. There is
20 way in which you can supplement
your seet supply with less care and
expense; snd young hutch rabbits,
when rightly prepared, are a true deli-
cacy. Rabbits have long been a stan-
dard article of diet, not onmly in con-
tinentsd Europe but in HEngland as

. well. In addition to what home war-
