The State’s Opportunity.
For several years the inadequacy of the In-

. sane Hospital at Augusta for the proper care
and treatment of the unfortunate persons for
whose reception the institution was establish-
ed, has been notorious. The increasing num-
" bers of those seeking admiseion has entirely
,outgrown the capacity of the buildings, and
those who ean be received are subjected to
very injurious overcrowding. The Legisla-
ture of 1873 established a commission charged
with the duty of fully investigating the situa-
tion and recommending a course of ac-
tion for the State. The Commission present-
ed two reports—one recommending the erec-
tion of new. buildings on the **payilion” plan,

,and the other—Mr. Hichborn's—advising the
‘adoption of the cottage system, which has

£ so successful in Belgium. The reports

3 oncurred in the suggestion of a place, viz.,
the present Hospital grounds at Augusta.

71 The subject came before the Legislature
and was very fully discussed both in com-
mittee and in thke House, From the course
of debate it seemed that the “pavilion” plan
_Was most satisfactory, that there was press-

“ing necessity of enlarged accommodations, |

and that it was imperative upon the state in
the interest of humanity and decency to take
immediate action; and yet the proposition of

' the committee was rejected for the sole rea-
son that Augusta was named as the place for
the new buildings. - This was not the result
of local jealousy, but of a strong feeling on
the part of the members that public con-
venieuce required the establishment of hos-
pitals in different parts of the State in ac-
cordance with the system of Massachusetts
and the theories of the most careful and sa-
gacious students of the subject. There was
also a somewhat vague sentiment of dissatis-
faction with the management of the present
hospital and a strong indisposition to add so
largely to their charge.

It may, then, be fairly coocluded that the
Btate wants a new hospital, located else-
whbere than at Augusta and under an inde-
pendent management. And just here occurs

4 possible opportunity of which the State’

should hasten to avail itself. The United
States Marine Hospital at Cape Elizabeth is
a fine, I>rge, well built stracture, containing,
if we rightly remember, six wards. It is Jo-
cated on one of the most beautiful spots in
aive, on an eminerce looking upon the
“écean, as perfectly adapted as a place can be
for the treatment and cure of diseased bodies
or minds, For several years but few patients
of the class for which it was established have
been treated here, not exceeding an average
of twenty at a time and probably considerably
less than that number. An expensive es-
tablishment is kept up by the National Gov-
ernment because, hitherto, there has been no
other place for the reception of diseased sea-
.men.. Now, however, the necessity ceases as
the Maine General Hospital will shortly be-
open, and an arrangement can be made be-
tween that institution and the United States
by which marine patients may be cared for a3
a vastly dimmisbed expense to government
and to the advantage of our new Hospital.

Under these circumstances the Marine
Hospital can probably be purchased at a very
great reduction fromn its cost, as it will be
now simply a wasteful burden to government,.
We are informed that a prominent official,
having some supervisory care of this depart-
ment, has given the opinion that it would be
for the interest of the United States, to sell
the place at a very small price rather than

. keep it up, We think the Governor and
Council would be justified in immediately in-
vestigaling this subject, and learning upon
what terms the State could secure this very
desirable establishment,

It will be incumbent upon the Governor to
recommend Lo the Legislature of next year
some action on this important matter, and
his recommendation should be accompanied
by such information as may be needed for in-
telligent action. Gov. Dingley has shown so
strong a disposition toward a practical and ef.
fective conduct of his office as to lead to the
confident anticipation that he will not let pass
unimproved a valuabie opportunity for pro-
curing in an economical way, property which
the State must have,

Some Questions.

Evea the Congressional Globe is useful,
surprising as it may seem. The last case
where it has been made available is in con
nection with the Sanborn scandal for the pur-

ﬁa ‘of ascertaining who is responsible for

t bit of mischievous legislation. We have
before stated that it came from the Senate
where its sponsor was Mr. Sawyer now As-
sistant Secretary of the Treasury, and was
opposed by the House until, in the last hours
“of the sesslon, it was allowed to go to save
the legislative appropriation bill. At all pre-
vious stages in the Honse, it was opposed by
the leading members. Amongthe most prom-
inent opponents was Mr. Hale'of this State.
One fact stated by him is particularly worthy
of notice. It is that the scheme did not orig-
inate in the Senate but the ““proposition first
came to the Committee on appropriations in
the House and was voted down.

Now it appears by this same Congressional
Globe that but one member in the House,
Gen. B. F. Butler, advoeated it, which he did
while admitting that Secretary Boutwell did
not favor the schemre, In view of these facts,
what is the fair inference? Simply that it
was Gen. Butler’s scheme, It was crowded

consolation at last to find it required fifteen
dollars in treasury notes to buy three glasses
of brandy and water without sugar. Gov-
ernor Sam Houston, when urged to signa
bill authorizing a large issue, wisely said,
““The government will never be able, by all
the issues it can make, to satisfy the de-
mands of private speculation and interest.”

The Boston papers of Thursday publsh the
the report of Mr. Forbes on the Simmons ap-
pointment. It contains no new facts but
shows that Gen. Batler gave the President to
understand that he had consulted the Massa-
chusetts delegation and tkey were in favor of

Mr. Simmons or not oEposed. Mr. Forbes
conecludes that if the mission of the commit-
tee “‘has had no other result, it has establish-
ed beyond controversy the fact that one man
in Washington arrogates to himself the fanc-
tions of your whole delegation, and assumes
a}!qlne to represent the old Bay State in its
affairs.”

The New York Legislature questions the
propriety of allowing the Grand Trunk Rail-
way Company to purchase real estate in
Buffalo, on the gronud that it is a foreign cor-
poration. Probably the real cause is that the
corporation is a dangerous competitor for the
railroads terminating in New York city. The
fact that produce from Chicago is landed in
Liverpool cheaper via the Grand Trunk than
the New York roads, is not a pleasant one.

There are 30 railioads which do mot pay
the interest on their bonds. There is quite a
movement in Northern Pacific securities to
Europe where the bonds are taken by parties
who avail themselves of the privilege of -ex-
changing them for land. The traffic on the
eastern portion of this road pays something
more than running expenses and the cou-

struction on the western end is proceeding
slowly.

The New York training school for nurses,
the establishment of which attracted general
notice a year ago, reports thatout of 73 ap-
plications for instrnetion only 20 were of a
character to be accepted, and 10 of these have
dropped out for various causes. The other
19 are proving the value of the tuition by
great proficiency and rapid improvement.

The Boston Globe says that owing to the
vigi.ance of Congressman Kelley of Pa., a
huge land job with an innocent title was
stopped and referred to the Committee of the
Whole. The purpose of the bill is to secure
several million acres of mincral lands by bogus
preemption.

Theodore Tilton’s story, “Tempest Toss-
ed,” is to be given to the public in book form.
‘We haven’t read it; but it is sufficient to say,
perhaps, that Theodore wrote it, and it is
nothing in the natnre of biography or auto-
biography. The public should never forget,
however, that Theodore is not, as formerly. a
member of Plymouth church, and caudidly
canvass the question whether a man who is
thus unfortunate can write & book worth
reading.—Rochester Chronicle..

Somebody by the name of O’Brien from
Indiana, has thought it necessary to intro-
duce a bill in Congress prohibiting Govern-
ernment from dressing their servants in liv-
ery.

NEW DEVELOPMENTS IN THE SANBORN MATTER.

The Boston Advertiser's special says that

another complication for the Treasury Depart-

ment has arisen in th.e Sanborn watter, Mem-

bers of the Ways and Means Committee have

ascertained that all the information in regard

to a very important application for a cuuu:.lct
under the actof May 8, 1872, bas been with-

held. Upon inquiry the excuse is that the res-
olution of the house only called for inforwa-
tion in regard to contracts actually made, and
did not cover applications for contracts. The
Secretary, however, in his second communica-
tion to the House used the following language:
“I'he papers herewith transmitted comprise
copies of all contracts, schedules, receipts, cer-
tificates, checks and other correspondence hav-
ing any bearing upon, or relation to any and
all the steps or action taken by the Treasury
Departmert under the provisions of the law
referred to.” The commitiee, however, soon
learned of several documents that were omit-
ted, and were about to call formally oun the Sec-
retary for the third time, when he requested
that such resolution should be passed, and
promised, if it was, immediately to send all the
remaining papers to the House. It now ap-
pears that a gentleman, now in the city for the
purpose of appearing before the committee, ap-
plied for contracts, which was strictly in ac-
cordance with the spirit ol the law. he ap-
plicatiou was made a few days after the bill
passed. The person malung it had discovered
where the land-grant railroads have overcharg-
ed the government for transportation of freight
mere than $3,000,000, and he set forth in an
accompanying affidavit all the needed informa-
tion to iusure its collection, Though he was
the first to apply, and the work he proposed to
do was in strict accord with the law, he was
uuable to procure a contract and was constantly
put off, until, finally, three persons were select-
od, and under the law no others could be en-
gaged. 1t will come out that the failure 1o give
the contract to him arose from the opposition
made here by the agents of the railroad com-
panies, and he was finally told that the depart-
ment could not undertake to collect this sam
from the roads.

Memberz of the committee conversant with
the case deem this oce of the very worst mat-
ters vet brought to light in the whole infamouns
business. 'J-'ﬁu case, as fully set forth to the de-

rtment, was one where the roads named had
RZIibemtely violated their charter and as delib-
erately swindled the government out of $3,000,-
000. Persons in position to be well informed
say there is no lc;l:fer any doubt but that this
Sanborn matter will lead to to a change both in
the Secretary and Assistant Becretary. Every
day’s developments underit is more certain
that the Ways and Meaus Committee, or some
other committee of the House will be obliged
to investigate the matter by means of sworn
testimony. Mr. Sanborn, who has been in Bos
ton consulting with Gen. Butler, telegraphed
the committee to-day askiug that the hearin
they bad promised him might be delayed unti
next Tuesday. He was informed the commit-
tee would wait, but wonld like to hear him
sooner. On account of the late developments
the committee may feel compelled to bring the
inatﬁer before the House witiout further de-

ay. :

Dickens’ Domestic Misconduet.

To the Editor of the Press:

1 eanuot forbear to express my appreciation of
your candor in yielding to the evidence which
Dickens’ owa biographer aud friend reluctantly
gives of his barbarous ill-treatment of his wife,

I know how hard it is to admit thata favorite
public teacher of morals, whether in the pulpit,
the college, or the author’s study, is a fraud and
an fmposter. 1 respect the fairness of mind and
moral courage which prompts the publie confes-
sion of disappuintment at tbe shattering of
such an idol through an editorial leader.

I have not seen Forster's life of Dickens, but
more than ten years ago while in England I be-
came convinced that Dickens was a man of
low instincts, selfish, heartless, if not immoral.

The man who in the day of prosperity, wealth
and fame, tired of the wife of his youth and
turned out of doors the companion of his early
struggles, the mother of his twelve children,
and that without any proof or accusation of
misconduct on her part, must be a cold-blooded
unfeeling ereation, and his ability to conceive
of and delineate qualities diametrieally oppo-
gite only proves that he must have sinned de-
liberately, fully realizing his own meanness
and guilt.

The woman who, under any conceivable cir-
cumstances,consented to take charge of the fam-
ily of a discarded sister, with the euphonious but
ambiguons titles of “‘aunt’ and “housekeeper”
is in my op:nion, as indelicate as her brother-
in-law was wicked, and cannot complain if
English common sense draws the natural in-
ference from such life. .

The man, who, in his will, ealls public atten-
tion to such mysterious and extracrdinary pro-
ceedings by drawing a comparison between his
discarded wife and her more successful sister, is
not entitled to the benefit of that thoroughly
pagan maxim, *‘de mortuis nil nisi bonum.”

An honest man's blood;might well boil with
indignation at the wrongs of that poor, silent,
broken-hearted woman, dragged to Westmin-

Building and Being.
Last evening Rev. E. H. Chapin delivered at
City Hall his lecture entitled “Building and
Being.,” The audience was, considering the
lateness of the season and the bad condition of
the traveling, a large one. The lecture did not
begin nntil half past eight owing to the illness
of Mr. Chapin, who found it difficalt to speak
at all.
The lecture was a very characteristic one,
abouuding as it did in ornate flights of rhetor-
ic, in cutting sarcasm, in vigorous pleading for
the right and in those odd and grotesque com-
parisons peculiar to Mr. Chapin among Ameri-
can platform speakers. It might have borne as
a sub-title, ““The whole duty of man.”
The theme of the discourse was the proper
development of character, individual, social
and national. This idea was kept well in band,
though the thought became at times a listle
nebulous as the speaker wandered off 1nto some
lofty flight of declamation. He began by say-
ing that a formative process was continually
going on all about us. Nothing is really ever
lost, but all matter is continunally changing its
stracture, The great law of nature is nota
law of death, buta law of ever-working change.
Old forms are merely destroyed to give place
to new ones. The physical and mental history
of the world is epitomized in the work of de-
struction and construction in proeess in a great
city.
This work of construetion is of chief inter.
est to us in the development of character, indi-
vidual, or social, or national. It is true that in
aman’s life much works outside of his will.
His life is an interweaving of influences from
without and within. There is no such thing as
a detachad individuality. The man is in a
measnre mwoulded by his sarroundings.  Still
these outside influences have been greatly mag
nified by Buckle and his school. Inside all
these are the potentialities of the man. Every
man who lives, constructs, No really great,
efficient man was ever built up by circum-
stances.
The lecturer then enlarged upon the daty
and necessity of a harmonious [development of
character and deplored the exclusive cultivation
of special faculties. It s often argued that
this disproportionate development of one fac-
ulty at the expense of all others is in the line
which nature has indicated; that the man of
great imaginative power necessarily lacks prac-
tical or executive force. This the lecturer held
to be an error. A man should be wholly edu-
cated. Both mental and physical pcwers shonld
be studiously cultivated. Morejlearning is not
necessarily culture or education. A man may
have his head erammed with facts and still not
be a man of true education. Learning is bat
of little good unless it can be made to accom-
plish something; unless its possessor knows
how to effect something with it,
The matter of social development was next
taken up, the speaker contending that the great
want of the age is cultare. The present is an
age of intellectual activity, bus scarcely one of
culture. Still the process of tearing down and
building up continues and good is being evolv-
ed. If wewill only cease to be so pretentious, to
put ourselves forward for what we are not, our
progress will be mach more rapid. Some as-
pects of our national development were then
considered, and Charles Sumner adduced as an
example of that complete development, which
formed the theme of the lecture.

MATTERS IN MAINE.

The Reed Murder Trinl,

Baxcor, March 19.—The testimony intro-
duced in the Reed murder trial the past two
days does not vary much from the evidence in
former trials. Several witneses testified that
theroad from Medway Village up river was
wet at all seasons.

The prisoner, Elbridge W. Reed, was put on
the stand aund testified that the day of the mur-
der be was digging potatoes; was not at Ray’s
house that night; never told Mrs. Ray he killed
her husband ; did not kill Ray; had nothing to
do with burying him. After supperon the eve-
ning Ray was missing went to Fisk's aftera
bunch of shingles; took them on my shoulder
and in getting over the bars fell; carried shin-
gles to parson’s Louse; then wert to the hotel
and then bome; got home at 7.35; went to bed
early and did not get up again that night. The
next morniug went to Hathaway's after a horse
collar. The road was mnddy. Never borrow-
ed canoe of Cram to go to the Island. Had no
cattle on the Island. Never had a cross word
with Ray. The prisoner made a good appear-
ance on the stand and sustained unmoved, a
searching cross examination by the Arxtorney
Geveral. Several other witnesses were intro-
duced by the defence to confirm former testi-
mony, and the case for the defence was rested.
Some rebutting testimony was then introdnced
by the governmant. Mrs, Saverance, widow of
the murdered man Ray, who has since married,
was placed on the stand again and testified she
was afraid to testify to the truth at the first
trial; was advised not to. The Attorney Gen-
eral here offered to prove by witnesses that
shie was deterted from testifying to the truth
on the first trial by defendant’s couusel bat the
Court excluded it. Some more unimportant
evidence was offered and it was announced that
the testimony wasall in.

The Temperance NMovement.

The ladies connected with the new temper-
avce movement met to-day and organized and
adopted a series of resolutions calling on the
city government to confine the doings of the
city liquor agency strictly to the letter of the
law or to abolish it altogether, and also asking
that the prohibitory law be strictly enforced in
the city. If this is not done they say they will
resort to prayer as has been done in the west.

bBegan to open correspondence with New Jersey
legislators, and ascertained that half of them
were willing to sell their passes.

WasnHiNgToN, March 19.—Judge Noah Da-
vis made an elaborate statement to-day of his
connection with the Phelps-Dodze case. The
papers first handed him gave the opiuion that
the case justified a further examination, but
arranged that the warrant for the seizure of
books and papers should not be used unless the
firmr efused to exhibit them, and that the war-
rant;should be under his (Davis) control. The
firm expressed the greatest astonisnment at the
charge, declaring their entire inngcence of
framd or any violation of the statutes. After
repeated interviews, the arrangement for set-
tlement was made the evening before Judge
Davis retired from his office as U, 8. District
Attorney. Meantime Bliss had secretly taken
the oath of office and on Davis Eroposing to
Bliss to go to the customjhouse and close up the
case jointly with him, so that he (Bliss) could
participate in the fees, Bliss told bim the case
would not be closed that day and declined to
go to the custom house. Mr. Davis then met
Collector Arthur, Naval Officer LaHlin and
Jayue at Laflin’s office in the custom house,
and announced to them thatif the cise went
before a jury it would never result against the
firm, unless under special instructions from a
judge, and also aunnounced to them that he
should take no fee in the matter, | ]

Judge Davis continned his details, showing
great double dealing on the part of Bliss and
the custom house officials.

In his testimony to-day, Judge Davis stated
Jayne sent for him Dec. 30th and he found
Jayne with counsel for Phelps, Dodge & Co.,
arranging a sett:ement at the Astor House.
The first proposition of $50,000 was not satis-
factory toJayne, but it was ﬁnal_]y araanged to
settle the whole thing that evening for $260,-
000 between -'ayne and the counsel for the
firm. Judge Davis said he never commenced
any suit against Phelps, Dodse & Co. No
money was ever paid to him and he bad receiy-
ed no money directly or indirectly from the
case. A few days after, returning from the
office upon the application of Mr. Dodge, he
adwised him to fight the case out to the end,

Several bills ou the calendar were passed, in-
cluding one for the rellef of Willaru Home of
Massachusetts,

‘I"ihe army appropriation bill was then consid-
ered.

Mr, Dennis from the Committee on Com-
merce reported withont amendment, Commis-
sioner’s bill to protect the navigable waters of.
the United States from miur{';md obstructiors,
forbidding the dumping of ballast except in
such places as shall be designated by the col-
lectors or surveyors of costoms; also without
amendment the Hounse bill repealing the 13th
section of the act of March 3d, 1855, reculatin
the carrying of passengers in steamships an
other vessels, &c.

The bill appropriating $10,000 to pay the ex-
penses of the Joint C mmittee to Investigate
the management of affairs of the District of
Colambia was passed.

The Senate resumed the consideration of the
armny appropriation bill, the pending guestion
being on the section appropriating $10,000 for
the army medical museunm and medical and
other works for the library of the Surgeon Gen-
eral’s office. Agreed to.

The second section of the bill in regard to un-
expended balances was amended to read as fol-
lows: “That all balances of appropriations for
whatever acconnt made for the service of the
departments of .he Quartermaster General and
Commissary General of subsistence prior to
July 1st, 1872, which, on the 30th of June,1874,
shall remain on the books of the Treasary shall
be covered into the surplus fund except such as
the Auditor of the Treasury, whose duty it isto
settle the acconnts against such appropriations,
shall certify to the Secretary of ¢he Treasnry to
be necessary in the settlement of such accounts
pending in his office.

The Committee on Appropriations have re-
ported in favor of striking ont the last section
of the bill as it passed the House, which pro-
vided that all elaims of all ¢itizens who remain-
ed leyal during the war for stores or supplies
taken or furnished during the rebelhion for the
use of the army of the Unpited States and for
the use or loss of vessels or boats while employ-
ed on military service of the TUnited States, in-
cluding any such claims now pending and un
determined in any debt of the government,
shall be presented to the Southern claims com-
mission before November 1st, 1875, who show
exclusive jurisdiction to her and determine the
same provided all snch ¢laims now pending and
undetermined in the depot of the artermas-
ter General or Commissary Genera! of sub-
sistence shall on the passage of thisact be
transferred to the Southern Claims Commis-
sion with the evidence thereon.

The House further provided there should be
two additional members of that Commission to
devote their time exclusively to the claims
transfierred, but the SBenate Committee reported
in favor of striking out this section and insert-
ing the following: “The Quartermaster Gen
eral, Commissary General and the 3d Auditor
of the Treasury shall continue receive, exam
ine and consider the justice and validity of such
claims as shall be brought pefore them under
the act of July 4th, 1864, and the Secretary of
the Treasary shull make a r-port of each claim
allowed them at the commencement of each
session of cm&:“ to the Speaker of the House
who shall lay same before Congress for con-
sideration.

Mr, L%m moved an amendment appropriat-
ing $20,000 to continue the experiment with the
modern breech loading system of ordnance,

Mr. West raised a point of order that the
amendment had not been submitted to the ¢com-
mittee and no notice was given of an intention
to offer it.

Mr. Logan said the Secretary of War favored
such an appropriation,and real a letter from
that officer in favor thereof. He asked that
the letter be referred to the committee on ap-
propriations and gave notice that he would
rl::lnva an amendment to a future appropriation

ill.

Mr, West asked the unanimous consent to
offer an amendment repealing so much of the
act of July 5th, 1838, as forbids a detail of offi-
cers of the army as nctinf w_vmasters, and aa-
thorizing the Secretary of War to make such
detail and prescribe bonds which he may con-
sider necessary. Objection being made 1t was
withdrawn.

Mr. West gave notice he would offer it as a
substitute for the bill to increase the pay of the
department of the army, when that bill should
come up, upon the grounud that there was no
use in increasing the staff of the army after the
rank and file had been reduced.

Mr. Stevenson offered an amendment, con-
ferring upon the Courtof Claims jurisdiction to
determine all claims growing out of the war of
persons who remained loyal or who took the
oath of allegiance under the lfmqadsnt’s rocla-
mation of Dee. 1863, and abolishing the South-
ern Claims €ommission. d

Mr. Stevenson, in support of his amendment
urged thatno subordinate of the Quartermaster
General had the right to decide upon the loy-
alty of his (Stevenson’s) constituents.

Mr. Frelinghuysen denied the obligation of
the government to reimburse citizens for prop-
erty destroyed in the enemy’s country.

Mr. Stevenson argued that the government
was bound to make full compensation for prop-
eity aken or used by its trcops, or destroyed
otherwise than in actual batile.

Mr. Carienter said that if the country was
at war with England and sent its army into
Canada, the moment the line was crossed the
army would be in the enemy’s country, and all

the property there would be deemed as belong-
ing to the enemy. No distinction wonld be
made between that of an American citizen in
Canada and that of a British subject.

Pending the discussion the Senateswent inlo
executive session and at 5 o'clock the Senate
adjourned.

HOUSE.

The bill and amendments celating to mines
and mining was considered.

After debate and without coming to a vote
the mining bill went over to Tuesday.

Mr. Albright of Pennsylvania, introduced a8
bill to amend the act of 1793, in regard to the
enrollment and licensing of vessels employed
in fishing and coast trade,

The House went into committee of the whole
on the legislative appropriation bill, ¥

The item of $58,000 for the pay of the capital
police gave rige to much discussion.

The item of 130,000 for the mileage of mem-
bers of the House Laving been reached, Mr.
Smith of Pennsylvania, offered an amendment
confining the allowance for mile actual
traveling expenses, Ruled out of order.

Mr. Smith then moved to reduce the amend-
ment to $20,000, and sent to the clerk’s desk
statements from the Secretary cf the Treasury,
showing that the amount mileage paid to mem-
bers of the 42d Congress was $196,557, and the
amount paid at the present session when vnly
actual traveling expepses were allowed was
only $23476. There was an opportunity for
reformers to save $150,000 on that single item.
The amendment was rejected, 54 to 94.

Mr. Mellish of New York, then moved to
strike out the item for mileage, and remarke
that it was time this great American swind
was abolished.

Mr. Clymer of Pennsylvania, sustained the
amendment, saying the mileage feature of
their pay had always been deemed odious by
the American people,

Mr. Tremain of New York, argned that as
the present Congress had deliberately declare
the compensation of members should be $5000
and mileige, the House was_bound to Jegislate
in conformity with that. He submitted that
they are trifling with the valuable time of the
House and the country, and he therefore hope
that the amendment would not be adopted.

Mr. Randall of Pennsylvania, advocated the
amendment, and declared that the best service
the House could render the people was to strike
down expenses. He (Raudall) proposed to fight
the appropriations in this bill line by line.

Mr. Mellish remarked that he would attempt
at every opportunity to stop this stealing of

$130,000 from the treasury. If that was trifi-
ing he would continue to znlnlga in trifling.

Mr. Parker of Missouri, askea Mr. Mellish
whether be undertook to say that the members
of the House were eugaged in stealing $130,000.

Mr. Mellish re amdg what he h already
said, that the mileage was the great American
swindle. He did not believe there was such a
:;:i:tc.lle perpetrated under any other govern-

Mr. Parker repeated his question amid a good
deal of noise and con fusion, bat the chairﬁ:lan
stated the question in the form put did not
Seem parliamentary.

The Queen’s Npeech.

Loxpox, March 19.—Parliament reassembled
to-day. Shortly after opening the members of
the House of C ns were su 1 to
the chamber of Peers, to hear the Queen’s
speech. It was as follows:

My Lords and Gentlemen:—

I recur to your advice at the earliest period
permitted by the arrangements consequent up-
on the retirement of the late administration.

My foreign relations continue most friendly,
and I shall not fail to exercise the inflnence
arising from these cordial relations for the
maintenance of Eurovean peace and faithfal
observauce of international obligation.

The marriage ¢f my son is at once a source of
happ.ness to myself and a pledge of friendship
between two great empires.

The Ashantee war hasterminated in the cap-
tivity and destruccion of the (::J)ilol, and nego-
tiations, which I trust may 1 t0 & more sat-
isfactory condition of affairs, than hitherto.
The cuumlfe discipline and endurance of my
forees, an t.‘:e energy of the expedition, brill-
iantly ma.ntained uncer the most trying ciz-
camstaaces, the traditionary reputation of the
English army.

I deeply regret that dronght has affected the
most populous proviuce of the lodian empire,
and produced extreme scarcity in some parts,
amounting to actual famioe, over an area in-
habited by many millions. I have directed the
Governor General of India to spare no cost in
striving to mitigate this terrible calamity.

Gentlemen of the House of Commons:

The estimates for the expenditures during the
coming financial year will be forthwith sub-
mitted to you.

My Lords and Gentlemen:

The delay and expense attending the transfer
of land in Eugland has long been felt to be a
reproach to our law, and a serious obstacle to
dealings in real Fropetty. I trust that the
measures which will now be submitted for your
consideration, will be found calculated to re-
move much of the evil which is complained of.
You will probably be of the opiuion that the
re-arrangement of the judication aad the blend-
ing of the admimstration of law and equity,
which were effected in England by the enact-
ment of the last session, ought to be extended
to Ireland. You will be asked to devote part
of your time to the accomplishment of this ob-
ject. The greater part of these changes are lu-
applicable to the tribunals in Scotland, but you
will be invited to consider the most satisfactory
mode of bringing the proceedure upor Scottish
appeals into harmony with the recent Legisla-
ture. Among other measures relating specially
to Scottish interests, a bill commending the law
relating to land rights, and facilitating the
transfer of land will be laid before you.

Serious differences have arisen and remon-
strances have been made by large classes of the
community as to the working ot a recent act af-
fecting the relationship between master and
servant, of act of 1871, dealing with offences
connected with trade and of the laws of con-
spiracy. On these subjects I am desirous that
before  attempting fresh legislation, on
should Le in possession of ali the national facts
and of the precise question in controversy. For
this purpose,l have issued by royal commission
of iaquiry into the state and workiug of the
present laws, with a view to their early amend-
ment if found necessary. A bill will be intro-
duced dealing with such parts of acts regulat-
ing the sale of intoxicating liquors as have giv-
en rise to complaints, and appear to deserve
the interference of Parliament.

Your attention will also be directed to the
laws affecting friendly provident societies,
These matters will require grave mnsideray:on.
