would. The usual refuge in this case is to 
lookwise at the blank page, mutter, “Um— 
um—’tis wel I” and turn up the stage—this 
being the commonly accepted stage idea of 
what people do when they read letters. How 
they are supposed to write them may be seen 

nightly at theatres, where actors gallop over 
the page with an uncut quill at a rale which 
would amaze a first cl2s> short- 
hand reporter. Other mistakes of 
the property-man cause Juliet to swallow 
her thumb ir. default of the sleeping portion, 
noble Romans to stab themselves with their 
manuscript parts, t’ghtly rolled, because the 
more convenient and certainly more realistic 
dagger has been forgotten, while the number 
of people who have been shot to death by 
muskets ihat wouldn’t go off may be counted 
by thousands. It is the property-man’s duty 
to keep the fire-arms in order, and to load 
them when they are to be used on the stage. 
An early recollection is a military drama play- 
ed at the old Bowery Theatre several years 
ago. in which there was a roan clad in an ill- 
fitting and much-soiled Continental costume, 
who spurred a bony and(so to speak (expostu- 
lating horse up a wooden inclined plane called 
a “run,” and who, on arriving at the summit, 
near the flies, drew two enormous pistols, and 
shouting, “And Gii.ral Isryl Putnam wins 
the day 1” polled the triggers and produced 
two ridiculous flashes iu the pan that brought 
the curtain down amidst roars of laughter. 

A careful property-man keeps his ramrod 
attached by a cord to the wall, so that be may 
not by mistake leave it in a gun-barn'.1 »,'er 
loading the weapon. Accidents have arisf® 
trom a neglect of this precaution, and alio 
from the improper or careless loading of weap- 
ons, as was the case a short time since in 
Washington, where a young man was shot 
and killed on the stage of a variety theatre by 
a too-heavy wadding^ which entered his head 
from the gun ot a horrified comrade. Paper 
wads are very dangerous; among the other 
accidents possible through them is that of their 
setting fire to the scenery; hence in well-reg- 
ulated theatres a special wadding is used, 
made of hair, and which will not communi- 
cate file to surrounding objects.—From “The 
Secret Regions ot the Stage,” by OLive Lo- 
u AN, in Harper's Magazine for April. 

Animal Teaching, 
Long years before the American Rarey's 

name was heard as a “horse-tamer,” a secret 
existed, as a family heirloom, among a branch 
of the O'Sullivans in the South of Ireland. 
This family was known as “The Whisper- 
ers,” and they possessed the power or ren- 

dering as quiet as a lamb the most stubborn 
and unmanageable horse that ever existed. 
Whether they did anything more to a horse 
than breathe into his nostrils we know not, 
but by doing this, and by kind, soothing, and 
other ways known to themselves, they effect- 
ed their purpose and letained their fame. 
Putting the question of drugs or stimulants, 
or othei fascinating means aside, and coming 
to the point of pure and unadulterated do- 
mestication and teaching, perhaps theie was 
no person in modern times achieved so much 
success in animal teaching as S. Bissetr. This 
man was an humble shoemaker. He was 
bom in Scotland, in 1721, but he afterwards 
removed to Londou, wlieie he married a 
woman who brought him some property. 
Then, turning to a broker, he accumulated 
money until the year 1759, when his atten- 
tion was turned to tl e training of animals, 
birds, and fishes. He was led mto this new 
study on reading an account of a remarkable 
horse shown at a 'air at St. Germains. 

Bissel bought a horse and a dog, and suc- 
ceeded beyond his expectations in leaching 
them to perform various feats. He next pur- 
chased two monkeys which he taught to 
dance and tumble on a rope, and onp would 
hold a candle in one paw and turn the barrel 
organ with the other, while his companion 
danced. He taught three cats to do a great 
many wonderiul things, to sit before music 
books and to squall notes pitched to different 
keys. He advertised a cats’ opera in the 
Haymarket, and successtuly carried out his 
programme, the cats accurately fulfilling all 
their parts. He pocketed some thousands by 
these performances. He next taught a leveret, 
and then several species of birds to spell the 
name of any person in the comp; ny, and to 
distinguish the hour cf the day or night. 

Six turkey cocks were next rendered amen- 
able to a country dance, and after six 
months’ teaching he trained a turtle to letch 
aud cany like a dog. and having chalked the 
floor and blackened its claws, he made|it trace 
out the name of any given person in the 
company.—Land nnd Water.

The Perfect Horse and the Pulpit. 
Good Mr. Murray of Park Street Church, 

Boston, mildly suggested to his people that 
he thought he would take a little vacation of 
six months. He also notified them that he 

believed he must trouble them for a salary of 

seven thousand dollars a year, instead ot the 

sum hitherto pail. Then some of the dear- 

cons and other seditious people, at a meet- 

ing of the society, said that they doubted 
whether he had fairly earned the pittance 
hitherto doled out to him. He had disdained 
to officiate at the “obsequies” of his parish- 
ioners; for weddings he had no stomach; he 
had also eschewed player meetings as if they 
had been disreputable gatherings. Besides 
he had written and delivered some dread I ul 
lectures, the recollection of which was pain- 
ful to the malcontents. Finally, the church 
had suffered, these ecclesiastical incendiaries 
a®rmed, both in membership and denomina- 
uonai *^uding irom tlie inattention of Mr. 
Murray to tlr> ^tcual duties aud the general 
turfiness, if we nt»? 90) witU which he 
had performed his sacred*L1_. 

There are various opinions aut*^. 
ray’s character aud conduct, but tnsr»^^u 
hardly be any dispute about the fact thatCt. 
is the representative of a class of preachers 
who are bent upon making a decided change 
in the pastoral life of the American Prostes- 
tant clergy. Travelers tell now, in eastern 
S beria among the Tartars, the ignorant 
peasants play cards and drink all Saturday 
night with the priest and how, in the morn- 

ing, they stand in superstitious awe before his 
reverence,who, a few hours ago, cheated them 
out of their money, but who is now perform- 
ing bis sacerdotal rites, duly arrayed in cas- 
sock and other priestly vestments. The seu- 
sational preacher of to-day is inclined to arro- 

gate to himself the free and easy life of lay- 
men without relinquishing his claim to any 
part of the peculiar respect hitherto accorded 
to “the cloth.” In the first place, he does 
not shrink from driving tire sharpest and 
hardest bargain he can with the people of the 
world. He sells his services as he would »o 
much real estate. There has always,perhaps, 
been something of this kind latent in the 
clerical nature, as well as in human nature in 
general, but the peculiarity of the present 
tendency is that all delicacy, and even the af- 
fectation of disinterested motives is abandon- 
ed, and Mr. Murray calls upon liis congrega- 
tion to stand and deliver with as much cool- 
ness as if he were selling them dry goods in- 
•tead of distributing to them the bread of 
life. 

In addition to this unreserve in puttiug a 

pecuniary estimate on his services, the secu- 
larized clergyman claims that he may right- 
fully and piously indulge Buch tastes as have 
commonly been regarded wholly foreign to 
his calling. Mr, Murray’s trotter, the “Star 
of the South” a trotter that is regarded as 
sure to save the Park St. ecclesiastic from 
taking anybody’s dust—is a striking material 
illustration of this conjunction of the pulpit 
and the turf. Horse trotting and betting be- 
ing in all parts of the country closely associa- 
ted, the latter gets a qualified clerical en- 
dorsement as well as the former. 

It is undoubtedly well for the clergy as well 
as for everybody else to cultivate a taste for 
invigorating out of door diversion, and their 
theology will be all the more wholesome, hu- 
man, natural and effective from such health 
and strength giving sports; but tr their social 
and out-of-door life is to be conformed, not 
only to that of the world, but to that of the 
least reputable and disinterested part of it, 
their influence will be likely to suffer consid- 
erable diminution. 

As might have been fairly assumed, our 
announcement of the non-entity of the School 
Committee created a profound impression. 
Everybody has some theory about the situa 
tiou and is very positive in its statement. 
Some hold that Mr. Dresser, Dr. Merrill and 
Mr. Cleaves, having been elected by single 
ballot in 1872-3-4 respectively, are the real, 
bona fide, genuine committee. Others main- 
tain that the committeemen chosen in 1868, 
’69 and ’70 are still in office, none having been 
since properly elected to fill their places. 
Some members of the deceased board seem 
unable to realize the completeness of its ex- 
tinction and regard the whole situation as a 
horrible nightmare, for which relief must 

comj from some direction. It is to them in- 
conceivable that so imposing an institution 
can utterly cease from the earth and the 
course of nature continue unmoved. Our 
contemporaries are having their little joke 
about the matter and almost everybody is In- 
clined to take a bumorous view of the catas- 
trophe. 

The City Council may readily settle the 
whole matter by the choice of a supervisor, 
which will vacate the seats of all existing 
members, if any there be. If there be hesi- 
tancy, as may quite naturally occur, about 
electing so important an official with the 
haste which the exigencies of the case re- 

quire, a member of the late Board, Dr. Shai- 
ler for instance, might be chosen as technical 
supervisor, with power to employ assistance 
in the care of the physical wants of the 
schools, and to invite his late associates to as- 
sist him in examinations and selection of 
teachers. Thus the present system might be 
practically continued until legislative relief 
can be invoked and expenditures may be safe- 
ly made on recommendation of the Supervis- 
or. 

The country will be glad to learn that 
President Grant expresses his concern regard- 
ing the unsatisfactory situation of financial 
legislation and that he is anxious for a speedy 
settlement of this most important of all ques- 
tions—the curreucy. It is a matter tor furth- 
er congratulation that he looks with disfavor 
upon any measure looking to an inflation of 
the currency, and will be quite likely to veto 
it should Congress be so foolish as to enact 
such a measure. The President thinks free 
banking under the restrictions of the present 
law, accompanied by central redemption, the 
measure embodying the most feasible means 
of relief, but regards it as imperatively neces- 

sary that such an extension of banking facili- 
ties and probable increase of circulation should 
be accompanied by provisions looking to the 
early redemption of the United States notes 
in coin. Upon this point the President re- 
fers with force and effect to the pledged faith 
of the government to preserve and strenthen 
the public credit, and to redeem its non-inter- 
est-bearing obligations at the earliest practi- 
cable day. 

The meeting of the Institute of the New 
England Agricultural Club at Waterville, 
Thursday and Friday, this week, will doubt- 
less be one of the most important agricultural 
meetings ever held in the State. The essays 
announced are on subjects of the greatest 
practical value to Maine farmers, while there 
promises to be present many of the leading 
agriculturalists in New England.

While a prohibitory ordinance was pending

passed; whereat the ladies were jubilant and 
grateful. 

The Pennsylvania Railroad Company have 
directed the general manager of their lines to 
take the necessary steps for stopping the sale 
of all liquors at the hotels and eating-houses 
owned by them along their lines of railway 
west of Pittsburgh. 

A committee of temperance ladies petitioned 
Mayor Calvin of Chicago, to veto the SuDday 
license ordinance; but he refused, saying that 
the repeal of Sunday prohibition was one of the 
issues upon which he was elected, and he 
was pledged to its repeal. 

The Tribune Cincinnati correspondent, says: 
In conversation with some of the largest dis- 
tillers in Cincinnati they admitted that their 
bnsiness had decreased fully 75 per cent., and 
they attribute it to the women’s movement en- 

tirely. They doubted the truth of the state- 
ment that much of the whiskey made is used 
iu the arts, and said plainly that the bulk of it 
was used for drinking. “Too much of it” said 
one, “is used in that way. and if we can get a 

stringent license law in Ohio that will confine 
the dealers under heavy penalties to the sale of 
pure liquors, much of the harm from drink 
would be prevented.”

ders are coming in, wholesale dealers fear to 
trnst their small customers whose stock may go 
into the gutters, and matters are at a general 
stand-still. They have no belief in this condi- 
tion of affairs continuing for any length of 
time. The movement is denounced as fanati- 
cal, and compared to “religious revivals which 
generally lose their force when the warm

T11E FIRST NATIONAL BANK. 

The investigation of the Banking and Curren- 

cy Committee into the affairs of the First is a- j 
tioual Bank of Washington has developed such 

reckless management and such utter disregard 
of the provisions of the national hanking act on 

the part of its officers and stockholders, that it 

is probable Congress will pass a law making it 

a criminal offence, punishable by fine and im- 

prisonment, for officers of National Bauks to 

he guilty of or to countenance violations of law. 
It will l>e shown that officers of this bank, a few 
days before it failed, loaned an amount almost 
equal to its entire capital stock to Jay Cooke & 
Co without at.y security. At the same time 
they took advantage of their position as a gov- 
ernment depository to get all they could 
out of th ; Treasury of the United' States, 
by what the Commissioners’ Report, as origi- 
nally drafted, calls sluirp practice.” There is 
some suspicion that other national banks may 
he similarly managed, and it is believed the 
law imposing severe penalties on ail bank offi- 
cials who may hereafter he detected in aim lar 
practices would have a salutary effect.

SUNDAY SERVICES. 

CASCO STREET CHURCH. 
The pastor, Itev. A. A. Smith, preached in 

the afternoon from the text: “Beloved, when I 
gave all diligence to write unto you of the com- 
mon salvation, it was needful for me to writo 
uuto you and exhort you that ye should earn- 

estly contend for the faith which was once de- 
livered uuto the saints.” Jude 1st chap 3d verse. 

Christian life is a warfare. Whoever would 
become a disciple of Christ must be prepared 
for couflict. The spirit of the world has little 
in common with the spirit of the great Teach- 
er. In both theory and practice it is often at 
war with all that is vital connected with the 
religion of Calvary. Humanity in its sinful- 
ness has ever been unwilling to accept the gos- 
pel on the terms in which it is offered, or yield 
obedience to its claims, The way is too hum- 
ble for the proud, too simple for the wise, too 

pure for the vile and too severe for the careless. 
The multitude agree in rejecting its personal 
claims, while many unite in opposing its very 
course. And although one stronghold after 
another has been taken in the conquest of the 
world for Christ, unbelief still refuses to sur- 

render. 
Our individual life is also full of weakness. 

The heart often finds as much to war against 
from within as from without. Doubts trouble 
us, temptations come unbidden, faith wavers, 
aud worldly interests rise between us and God. 

But the life of faith is worthy of all effort. 
The realities of the gospel are of most precious 
worth. It offers not only light but life, it gives 
not only peace, but rest. Humanity must find 
these in Christ or find them rot at all. The 
words of our text are words of great signifi- 
cance. The exhortation to “earnestly contend 
for the faith w hieh was once delivered unto the 
saints,” is of much importance. 

These few words map out the work of the 
church for ail lime, while they as clearly set 
forth the duty of every disciple. 

But w'hat are we here urged to contend for? 
“The faith once delivered unto the saints.” The 
word faith, as here used, implies the revealed 
truths of the gospel, its claims, its promises, 
its threatening. It is the way of life as fore 
told by the prophets, and made accessible 
through Christ. 

The conditions of that way are uncbangable. 
The world may deny the claims of revelation, 
but the church must defend them all. They 
will never lose their importance. They offer 
the only conditions of pardon from sin and 
reconciliation with God. Human wisdom lias 
tried to reason the gospel out of the way. 
Some have opposed it with scoff and ridicule 
and others have met it with the deuial of unbe- 
lief; but it never had so strong and deep a hold 
upon the world as to day, and its final triumph 
is as sure as to-morrow. 

Now what does this faith, that we are called 
to earnestly contend tor, include? what are 
its demands? xvhat its promises? 

_1, It calls the individual from sin to the ser- 
vice of God. The first claim of Christ is that 
we stop in our icourse of sin. The next is to 
take up our cross and enter his vineyard. 

2. This faith secures the pledge of diviue as- 
sistance. Every child of faith has the promise 
of grace equal to their need. Every step in the 
pathway of life is taken in company with the 
divine Helper. 

3. It makes the future a reality. An eter- 
nal woe for the lost.- -an eternal lieaveu for the 
redeemed. 

We may accept or reject this faith but we 
cannot change its conditions. As once given 
to the saints so it will forever remain, the on- 
ly way of life. 

MOUJfTFOBT STREET CHURCH. 
The pastor, Rev. C. W. Mossell. delivered a 

memorial sermon on the late Senator Sumner, 
taking as his text “The Lord giyeth and the 
Lord taketh away; blessed be the name of the 
Lord.”

SPIRITUAL FRATERNITV. 
A public seance was given yesterday after- 

noon at Arcana Hall by Mrs. E. E. Weston, a 

test medium of East Bostou. She opened the 
seance by offering a short prayer, aud then 
went into a trance, during which some strange 
circumstances took place. She mentioned sev- 
eral deceased persons who were recognized by 
friends present. 

AT THE JAIL. 
For some time past prayer meetings have 

been held at the county jail every Suuday af- 
ternoon by Capt. Sturdivant aud others of the 
Allen Mission. These meetings have met with 
marked success. Good has already rseulted,and 
the indications are of permauent benefit. Of 
the thirty prisoners confined in the jail two- 
thirds have signed the temperance pledge, and 
several have risen for prayers. 

Yesterday afternoon a reporter of the Press 
attended the services. About fifty people, the 
majority of them ladies, were present. A few 
were undoubtedly drawn by curiosity, but tbe 
major portion were evidently interested in the 
work. Nearly all the prioners were present, 
seated on benches in the lower corridor of the 
east wing, where the services were held. 

Tbe services opened with prayer. Hymns 
were then sung and exhortations made. The 
prisoners all paid special attention, and some 
evinced much interest in the prayers and exhor 
tations,but all appeared touched by the singing 
of the hymns. Among the speakers was Mrs. 
Fitzgerald, the temperance lecturer. She 
earnestly pleaded with the wrong-doers, and 
her kind words and low,sweet voice much mov- 

ed the poor men, some of them sheding tears. 
One of the prisoners, a man under sentence for 
smuggling, rose and besought prayers for his 
spiritual welfare. At the close of the meeting 
several rose for prayers, among them Thomas 
Pike, who is under arrest for the murder of bis 
wife. When the exercises were over the pris- 
oners crowded about Capt. Sturdivant, press- 
ing his hand. They evidently look upon him 
as their best friend. 

A deep impression has apparently be jn made 
upon Pike, and he shows signs of a desire to 
lead a better life. Since his incarceration his 
father has died in San Francisco, and has left 
him some money. The jailor speaks in praise 
of his uniform good conduct since be has been 
in jail. He is now in charge of the East 
Wing. 

Uundoubtedly these meetings effect good, 
and may be made to effect much more. In her 
iemarks, Mrs. Fitzgerald said to the prisoners 
that they would not be within stone walls had 
the Christian world outside but done its duty. It 
then behooves the world to make amends for 
its neglect. 

Some of the prisoners appear sceptical in re- 

gard to the professions made, and say with 
some and perhaps a little truth, that the people 
who cry over them while imprisoned, would 
not speak to them nor lift a finger to help 
them were they out in the street. 

Police Notes.—An ex-policeman was in 
one of the cells at the police station yester- 
day. 

A little boy who had got lost was brought 
to the statiou yesterday. 

Officers Place, Corliss and Walker arrested 
five young men named Bartholomew Clary, Ar- 
thur Chambers, Patrick Ford, Joseph McGuire 
aud Peter Doherty for the larceny of a barrel 
of ale. They were found in an old shed near 

the Eastern Railroad bridge to Cape Elizabeth. 
They bad tapped the barrel and were drawing 
the beer into their hats aud driukiug it.' 

The new police go on duty to-day.

Stood by them twenty 
hours, but the gale increased aud the schooner 
was lost sight of. 

Thieving. 
The Sunday Mercury says that Arthur 

Bell, head book-keeper of R. H. Macdonald & 
Co patent medicine dealers in this city, has 
defrauded his employers of nearly $30,000 by 
falsifying figurs in the books aud by obtaining 
checks for stamps and merchandize on which 
he changed the words “order” to "bearer.” He 
is said to have invested much of the mouey in 
the purchase of a grocery. He has been arrest 
ed, confessed and giveu up the property valued 
at some $14,000, also four savings bank deposit 
books representing deposits aggregating $2000. 

The Erie Strike. 
The Erie Railroad Co., this morning employ- 

ed one hundred men in the place of hands who 
struck a few days ago. A large force of police 
are stationed at piers 30 and 31, North River, to 
protect the new hands. No trouble is at present 
apprehended from the strikers. 

Later—The Erie Railroad strikers attacked 
and dispursed the men, who had been engaged 
to take tt eir places. 

New York, March 22.—Representatives ot 
the Erie, Pennsylvania Central,aud New York 
Central roads, yesterday agreed to concede 
nothing to the striking freight men. They will 
pay no more than 17£ cents per hour for ten or 
more hours daily labor. New men will be put 
on to-morrow in the place of all those whodon’t 
report for duty. The strikers say they don’t in- 
tend to have recourse to violence and they made 
use of none towards the Italians, whom they 
dispersed yesterday. An immense quantity 
of freight has accumulated, chiefly at Long 
Dock, N. J. 

The freight handlers in employ at Loug Dock 
by the Erie Railway, have refused to accept the 
terms offered by the company, and the latter 
has made arrangements to put about 500 new 
men at work to-morrow morning. 

Various Matters. 
Still another thief was shot as he was rob- 

bing the Hudson River freight depot Friday. 
A Broadway stage d.iver yesterday was taken 

from his stage on the charge of having two 
wives, and the passengers were sent adrift. 

Messrs. Hawley and Vauderwerken.the reve- 
nue officials, pleaded not guilty to the uew in- 
dictment in Brooklyn, to-day, and gave bail in 
$15,000 to appear for trial on the 30th inst. 

Taintor will be brought down from Sing Sing 
to testify against Collender the defrauding 
bank examiner. 

Over one thousand men excavating in the 
new Delaware & Lackawanna tunnel, at Ber- 
gin Hill, N. J., have struck for higher wages, 
which being refused by the contractors, they 
threaten a riot if any attempt is made to fill 
their places with new men. 

A memorial of John Foley and others ask- 
ing for the impeachment of Comptroller Greene 
will be shortly laid before the Legislature, and 
several prominent signers have framed a coun- 
ter memorial saying the names were obtained 
under the representation that it was merely a 
petition asking that a committee be appointed 
to examine and report upon tbeiaccounts of the 
financial condition of the city. 

A petition of a thousand merchants of New 
York, will be presented to Congress to-morrow, 
asking that the volume of legal tenders be fixed 
at $400,000 000, and for the passage of the frqe 
banking law. 

Since March 4th, claims of 6,679 pensioners 
have been paid at the pension office here, re- 
quiring the disbursement of $211,000. 

A large number of conductors have been dis- 
charged by the Erie Co. The reason is not sta- 
ted, but it is believed all, or about all of the old 
employes are to go.

WASHINGTON, 

The Revenue Contracts. 
Washington. March 21.—It is stated that 

the Ways and Means Committee will postpone 
action on the Jayne outrage until after the 
Sanborn affair is fully investigated. It is 
stated that Mr. Foster of Ohio, is preparing an 
expose of the Sanborn matter, which he will 
embody in a speech shortly in the House. 

The Tribune’s despatch states that General 
Butler is aiding Jayne in obtaining evidenee 
against Phelps, Dodge & Co. 

It now appears that the moties in the Wood- 
ruff & Robinson case- which was settled for 
$60,000, have been paid, including $12,000 to 
Jayne, although he was not the informer, and 
$lUOO each to the collector, uaval officer and 
surveyor and $1000 to Attorney Bliss. Toe 
firm of Landmanu & Co., which compromised with Jayne by paying $25,000. now states that 
the only irregularities were slight discrepancies in weights, due to the carelessness of the offi- 
cials, and that they settled only under threats 
and menaces, fearing their credit abroad would 
be dameged. 

Treasury Balances. 
The following are the Treasury balances to- 

day Currency, $2,730,408; special deposit of 
legal tenders for redemption of certificates of 
deposit, $53,335,000; coin, $87,817,545, including 
coin certificates $40,705,700; outstanding legal 
tenders, $382,000,000. 

The Senate Currency Bill. 
The Senate Committee on Finance held a 

special meeting to-day at which a compromise of the financial measure was agreed upon to be 
reported to the Senate, Monday. In its main 
feature the bill will fix the amount of green- 
backs in circulation, at $382,000,000, thus legal- 
izing the reissue of that portior of $44,000,000 
legal tender reserve, which is now ouistandiiig, 
and making it part of the permanent circula- 
tion. 

The amount reissued and now outstanding 
is something over $26,000,000. 

The bill will also authorize free banking on 
the national banking system, but will retain 
the requirement that legal tender notes shall 
be retired from circulation proportionately as 
new national bank notes are issued. This lat- 
ter provision is regarded as a measure of con- 
traction, ^but the preceding authorization 

ruuii keeping in circulation the $26,000,- 
VyO legal tenders that have been reissued from 
the reserve, is considered a substantial victory tor the advocates of increase in the volume of 
currency, who, it is understood, will claim in 
the Senate that the principal having been thus 
admitted as regards a portion of the $44,000,- uoo reserve, the whole of said reserve should be 
accordingly placed in circulation. 

A Wool Deviation. 
The Treasury has decided to acquiesce in the 

decision of the United States Circuit Court at Acw York,which recently decided that the wool 
act of March 2d, 1867, was not actually signed by the President and therefore was not a"law 
until March 4th. 

The decision of the court was based on the 
testimony of ex-President Johnson to that 
effect, and that the action of ti e Secretary of 
the Treasury was based on the recommenda- 
tion of the Solicitor and Attorney General that 
no appeal should be takenjto Supreme Court in 
the case. This will involve a refund of the du- 
V«es ?I1,,'T°°1 and wooleu goods imported on March 2d and 3d, 1867. 

An Old Case. 
The records of the Hurtt court-martial case, 

called for by the House, are iu the War De- 
partment. An order dismssing Capfc. Hurtt 
was issued June 17th, 1874. The {secretary of 
War was directed, a few days since, to send 
copies of the eutire proceedings to the House, it will take the continuous labor of a clerk for 
two months to copy the papers. No documents 

vS!jia^!? PaPera have been abstracted from 
the War Department. 

The Alabama Seuaiorship. 
The special Senate Committee on Elections 

this afternoon decided the Sykes-Speucer con- 
test for a seat iu the Senate, from Alabama by voting to report to the Senate on next Monday that Spencer is entitled to his seat. 

The Effect of the Womnn’a War. 
The receipts from the internal reveuue have diminished within the past two weeks, espec ially in the districts in Ohio and Indiana. The 

cause is attributed to the woman’s crusade 
against alcohol, wholesale dealers delayin'- their purchases from the distillers. The re" 
ceipts from internal reveuue the present fiscal 
year amount to nearly $71,000,000 and the Com 
missioner expresses the opinion thaM>y the end of the year they will reach $100,000,000, as 
the receipts from the special license tax iu May and June will be in the neighborhood of $8,000 
000. 

D.strict InvcMtigation. 
After the recess, James M. Latta, of the firm 

of Killbourue & Latta, was examined and iu 
answer to questions put by the memorialists 
counsel stated that Jay Cooke & Co., in 1871 
advanced to his firm for HalleU-Kilbourne 
trustee. $25,000 and that this amonnt was ex- 
pended for said trustee in the purchase of 
property situated iu the northwestern part of 
Washington city. 

The question being then asked whether wit- 
ness had any means of refreshing his memory 
as to the exact description of this property, 
Judge Black as counsel for Latta and others, and, as he added, in the name of the Ameri- 
can people, protested against ail such inquiries into the private affairs of citizens. 

The Committee overruled the objection on 
the ground that the memoralists eounsel had 
promised to connect the soiight-for evidence 
with the specific charges already made. The 
examination of witnesses was then continued. 

Just after Lotta's examination had been 
commenced, Mr. Stewart stated that he wish- 
ed to ask some questions personal to himself in 
regard to purchases of real estate made by wit- 
ness for him, (Stewart.) 

From replies to these interrogations and ad- 
ditional statements made by Mr. Stewart, it 
appeared that property to an aggregate amount 
of $301,401 was purchased by Lotta, on joint 
account of Stewart, C. J. Hillyer and other 
parties in 1871, and Stewart disposed of his in- 
terest in March, 1873, at an advance of $18,000. 

Mr. Stewart made a statement of various 
personal reasons which induced himto|build 
subsequently, and said that before building he 
did not know what improvements were to be 
on the streets around his property, and he nev- 
er consulted with the board of public works on 
the subject. The property Mr. Stewart spoke 
of had no connection with the property bought 
by Kilbourne and Latta for Kilbourne' trustee. 

Latta then stated he had purchased a consid- 
erable amount of real estate in the north west- 
ern part of the city as trustee for various per- 
sons, some of whom reside abroad. Prompted 
by the list of such purchasers, furnished bv 
counsel for memorialists, Lotta designated a 
good deal of property therein contained, as 
having beeu so purchased by him, the deeds 
in all cases having been made out in his own 
name, as trustee. Witness was unableTmd un- 
willing to state who were the beneficiaries un- 
der these several trusts. In response to inter- 
rogations he stated he probably had some of 
these deeds at bis office and was directed to 
bring them Monday next, at which time, it is 
understood, the counsel for the memorialists 
will insist ou the revelation of the names of 
persons for whom he made purchases. Witness 
reiterated the statement that none of these pur- chases were in any manner, either directly or 
remotely connected with any person or persons 
belonging to the District government. 

The Committee, through Mr. Thurman, not- 
ified Lottu that he could not shieid himself 
from answering by the plea of violation of con- 
fidence professionally reposed in him by his 
clients, much more delicate matters having 
been extorted frem witnesses by the courts all 
over the couutrv, the rule of the law being that 
he is bound to answer unless by so doing his 
testimony would render himself infamous. The 
Committee refused the application of the coun- 
sel for tlie memorialists for a process to compel 
the production of records in the office of the 
Recorder of Deeds, on the ground that their 
production would be an interruption of public 
business, said records being in constant use. 

To sustain one charge of conspiracy against 
prominent contractors, the memoralists placed 
on the stand J. S. Zugg, who stated himselt, 
Lewis Clephon and John O. Evens, constitute 
a firm which has been in partnership since Jan. 
1872, during which time they have been engag- 
ed in the stone crushing business, selling 
broken stone to all purchasers applying. The 
partnership invested $32,500 in business for 
machinery. They now owe $25,000; could sell 
their mill for about $11,000, consequently they 
ar $11,500 out of pocket. 

Lewis Clephone has been summoned as Col- 
lector of the District of Columbia, to show a 
record of the amount deposited with that offi- 
cer as security by the parties bidding for the 
contracts. The counsel for thi memoralists 
called for all bids for contracts of Sept. 1872, 
which were furnished by the District offleets. 

Considerable discussion took place during the 
progress of the investigation to-day, as to what 
was pr-per evidence to be admitted by the com- 
mittee, and Mr. Wilson, one of the members, 
said the committee wanted all hearsay evi- 
dence they could obtain, and not what witness- 
es knew aloue, but what they had heard. This 
would indicate an investigation designed to be 
directed over a wider range of inquiry thau 
heretofore supposed. 

A Denial. 
Washington, March 22.—President Grant in 

conversation yesterday with a leading Western 
Republican Senator, said that the statement In 
a Washington special despatch to a New York 
paper published Saturday morning, that any 
legislation tending to inflation must run the 
gauntlet of his v-to, was wholly without foun- 
dation; that he had conversed with no one on 
the subject at all, and that if he were himself a 
member of Congress he should regard any inti- 
mation of a veto in advance of legislation as 
an unbecoming threat by the Executive and 
should resent it. 

Various natters. 
Internal revenue receipts to-day $343,178; for 

the month, $5,394,940; for the fiscal year, $70,- 
985,851. 

The War Department has a report giving an 
account of the capture of a gang of horse 
thieves and murderers near camp Colorado, 
the 27th of February. The gang have long been 
the terror of that section. 

The Howard Court of Inquiry is not in ses 
siou to-day. 

A Washington special says the Ways and 
Means Committee w.ll take no further testi- 
mony on the subject of moities. It is rumored, 
however, that Conkliug was asked to testify 
regarding his alleged connection with the 
Phelns-Dodge affair. 

Judge Dent, brother of Mrs. Grant, died this 
morning at six o’clock of a tumor in the 
stomach, from which he had been suffering for' 
several months. 

Fortj-Third Congress—First Session. 

HOUSE. 
Washington. Mar. 21. 

The bill appropriating $250,000 for a bridge 
across the eastern branch of the Potomac, the 
euacting clause of which the district committee 
had stricken out was taken up. Considerable 
debate occured, many members arguing against 
spending a quarter of a million dollars for an 

expensive bridge to gratify the luxurious citi- 
zens of Washington while others contend that 
the government should build the structure as it 
was uuder obligations to do so. 

After the debate the bill was rejected, 121 to 
84. 

The bill appropriating $97,000 to pay the 
school teachers of the District of Columbia was 

taken up and amended so that the amount is to 
be collected by tax ug personal property, in- 
cluding banks and other corporations in the 
district, and as thus a raeuded was passed. 
After considering the Georgia contested elec- 
tion case without further action adjourned. 

Conflicting Reports about the Volcano. 
Raleigh, N. C.. March 21.—A reporter has 

arrived from the neighborhood of Bald Mount- 
ain and reports that citizens confirm the pre- 
monitary symptoms of volcanic eruptions on 
the mountain. A large party of scientific ad- 
venturers are en route to the mountain. The 
citizens of that section are intensely excited. 
Out door prayer meetings are being held aud 
many people believe the day of judgment is at 
hand. 

A Charlotte, N. C., special to a New York 
paper, says the reports of the alleged Bald 
Mountain erruption, so far published, have 
been greatly exaggerated. With the exception 
of a slight earthquake shock about March 1st, 
nothing serious or alarming has occurred. 

A New York Herald’s special from Bald 
Mountain, N. C., 21st, says: ‘’Started up the 
mountain this morning but at a suddeu shock 
the horse became unmanageable. He was nn* 

horsed and somewhat injured, aud compelled to 
postpone the trip. 

A Judge Shot by o Lawyer. 
Little Rock, Ark., March 21—A. despatch 

from Forest City, Ark., states that Judge John 
W. Fox, Judge of the 11th judicial district, 
was shot with a double barrel shot gun this 
morning by J. R. Aldridge, lawyer, and died 
this afternoon. Judge Fox was on the way to 
the post office from the hotel, when Aldridge 
^tepped out (from a drug store aud said: Now 

I Judge Fox,” and tired. Judge Fox sunk to 
the ground exclaimiug, “Oh Lord, 1 am a dead 

| man.” Aldridge fired a second barrel of the 

gun after he had fallen. Aldridge delivered 
himself up to the sheriff. 

The origin of the difficulty is not known, 
though it is thought it grew out of some re- 

marks to Aldridge by Judge Fox while the lat- 
ter was on the bench. 

THE TEMPERANCE RAID. 

The Disturbance* iu Clerelnnd, Ohio. 
Cleveland, Ohio, March 21.—Mayor Otis 

issued a proclamation last evening, which calls 
upon all citizecs to abstain from all such as- 

semblages iu the streets as may tend to disturb 
the peace. Any breach of the peace will be 
followed t>y the puuishment of the offenders, 
and it will be at their own peril if they attempt 
lo molest citizens iu the orderly exercise of law- 
ful rights, whether in the streets or elsewhere. 
The police are ordered to see the purpose of the 
proclamation accomplished. Any auxiliaries 
required will be promptly give them. 

Cleveland, O. March 22.—The Mayor’s 
proclamation is the topic of geueral conversa- 
tion. The friends of the temperance move- 
ment and the opposing element each place con- 
structions on its meaning favorable to them- 
selves. No saloons were visited to-day. Ser- 
vices were held in several churches by the 
ladies, who expressed a determination to go on with the work. 

Under the provisions of the Mayor’s procla- mutton the ladies will be unable to hold ser- vices on the sidewalk, and ou the strength of this many saloon keepers have determined to close their doors upon them. A strong feeling prevails among the hatter class of citizens that 
the ladies shonld be permitted to go on and be 
protected from violence and insults. Much ex- 
citement exists umoug the brewers and Ger- 
man saloon keepers, who will oppose to the ut- 
most the further movements of the crusaders 
aguiust their business. Precaupsns are being 
taken by the authorities to promptly suppress 
any further demonstrations. The tire depart- 
ment is ordered to hold itself iu readiness to 
assist the police. 

Petitions are receiving many signatures from 
all classes requesting the constitutional conven- 
tion to enact a stronger license law. 

The temperance movement iu neighboring towns is meeting with considerable success. The 
town council of New Philadelphia has passed a 
total nrohibition ordinance. All the saioous in 
New Lisbon are closed, and at Findlay, Clide 
and Bellevue many dealers have succumbed. 

*n most of the churches here to-day the min- 
isters preached upon temperance, and almost 
unanimously favored acontinnance of the cru- 
sade. The congregations were unusually large. At a meetiug of prominent citizens last night committees were appointed to call citizens’ 
meetings to take actiou in the interest of law 
and order. Jude llauey, a prominent lawyer, ha3 given the opinion that the sidewalk ordi- 
nance referred to in the Mayor’s proclamation in no way restrains the movements of the la- 
dies save in the point of holding meetings ou 
the sidewalks and streets. 

A Wicked Sell. 
New York, March 22.—A giu mill keepor in 

Nassau street, Brooklyn, advertised that a 
ladies’ prayer meeting would be held at his den 
last evening. The result was that several hun- 
dred people, including a good share of roughs, gathered in and about the den, which did a 
thriving business. Two or three elderly ladies 
who attempted to fiud their way into the place, 
were hooted at and blackguarded by the mob 
and left. The police finally cleared the walk 
and the “sell” stopped. 

A Free Lunch. 
Fort Scott, Ks., March 21.—A band of 

ladies, with a dozen ragged children, visited 
Deacon Maynaru’s saloon last night, where a 
free lunch was given from 10 to 12 o’clock. The 
deacon gave the children all the lunch they oouId eat, when the ladies offered fervent pray- 
ers for the beacon and his victims. The drink- 
ing continued, but no violence was offered the 
ladies, who were of the highest respectability. 

In New York. 
New York, March 22.—The temperance cru- 

sade was marked to-day by meetings in mauy 
churches. At the Church of Strangers there 
there was a large attendance and much euthus- 
siasm. 

In Hew Jersey. 
A temperance meeting was held in the 

theatre in Jersey City to-night which was 
crowded to excess. Ma:iy ladies were present. 
Speeches were made by clergymen, ladies and 
others. The feeling was strougly in favor of 
the Ohio movement, but no definite course of 
action was decided upon. 

In Wn-hingtoa. 
Washington, March 22.—An official note 

was sent to the chief clerk of a hotel from the 
ladies comprising the temperance leagne, in- 
forming him that they should pay the hotel a 
charitable visit to morrow noon, to use their 
utmost efforts to suppress the sale of intoxicat- 
ing liquors. Special services, incidental to the 
week of prayer, commenced this evening at 
Lincoln Hall. 

FIRES. 

In the HsnachuMlti State Prison. 
Boston, March 21.—Shortly after noon fire 

broke out in workshops of the Tucker Manu- 
facturing Company and the State Prison, 
Charlestown, which were entirely consumed 
with the contents, consisting of a large stock, 
gas fixtui es aud other bronzed goods, besides a 

large quantity of bronzed stock. Loss $200,000, 
which is partially insured. 

The convicts were fortunately at dinner, and 
were therefore locked in the large hall in the 
east wing, thus preventing many escapes which 
otherwise would have occurred. 

The fire in the State Prison to-da.v is believed 
to have caught from baskets placed to dry over 
an oven in the Tucker bronze shop. The wes- 

terly end of the wing, 150 feet long and about 
150 feet of the northerly wing were consumed. 
Loss on building aud property owned by the 
State estimated at $50,000, with no insurance. 
The manufacturing departments burned were 
the basket shop of Johu M. Kenny, the spelter 
shop, machine shop and polishing room of the 
Tucker Manufacturing Company, the State re- 
pair shop, the laundry and bath rooms. The 
officers of the Tucker Manufacturing Compa- 
ny estimate their loss at $150,000, on which is a 
small insurance. Mr. Kenney states his loss 
from $1000 to $2000. Averill & Hunting, brush 
manufacturers, saved most of their stock. The 
Tucker Mannfvcturing Company employed 225 
prisoners, Kenney fifty or sixty and, Averill & 
Hunting iorty. 

Boston, March 22.—The walls of the build- 
ing in the State Prison burned yesterday have 
been pulled down being dangerous. Tempora- 
ry buildings are to be constructed for use until 
the proposed new prison is erected. Until these 
temporary buildings are ready the State loses 
$300 a day from labor of the convicts. 

In JD.illa*, Texas. 
Galveston, March 21.—A fire in Dallas last 

night consumed ten stores. Loss $80,000; ful- 
ly insured. 

Burning of a Bailrnad Machine Shnp. 
Sy. Isjuis. March 21.—The machine shops of 

the Atlautic and Pacific Railroad Company, 
covering nearly a whole block, bounded by 
Summit and Compton avenues and Chateau 
aveuue aud Poplar streets, were burned last 
night. A large number of valuable patterns 
were destroyed and three locomotives badly 
damaged. Loss $100,000; fully covered by in- 
surance in eastern companies, but their names 
are not yet ascertained. 

St. Louis, March 22.—The Industrial Plow 
works of Hapgood & Co. were burned last 
night. Loss on building $10,000, aud on the 
machinery $50,000. 

The insurance on the machine shops of the 
Atlantic & Pacific Railroad Compauy, burned 
Friday night, was $100,000.

New York, March 21.—Kelley’s stables and 

dwelling, wagons, etc., at Clifton, Staten Is- 
land, was burued yesterday. Loss$10.000; par- 
tially insured. 

Fire in Chicago. 
Chicago, March 21.—There was a fire in the 

elegant block on State street, between Wash- 
ington and Madisou streets, occupied by the 
book trade, but it was soon under control. Loss 
to Keen, Cook & Co., $10,000, and to Barnes & 
Co. $5000; fully insured. 

Destructive Fire at Indianapolis. 
Indianapolis, March 21.—A most destruc- 

tive fire in this city broke out about 7 o’clock 
to-night, in the four story Exchange ,Block ou 

Pennsylvania street, betweon Market and Ohio 
streets. A building cf six stories and nearly 
completed and entirely destroyed. The fire ex- 
tended across the street to Sheet’s block, cor- 
ner of Ohio and Pennsylvania streets, also a 
new block of ten large stores and a hotel above, 
almost ready for occupation. The next build 
ing in the course of the fire was Martindale 
block, corner of Pennsylvania and Market 
streets, containing offices aud stores. This was 

eutirely destroyed. The fire spread to Chaffee’s 
livery livery stable ou Wabash stieet, and seve- 

ral small buildings in the rear of Martindale 
block were all destroyed. At 8.30 the fire was 

aDpareutly under control aud will probably not 
extend further. Loss estimated between $300,- 
000 aud $100,000._ 

A Family of Five Person* Murdered. 
St. Louis, March 21.—Fritz Stillzemter, aged 

about 80 years, his son aud daughter-in-law, 
aud two small children, one an iufant, were 
found dead last evening near Centreville, 111. 
The throats of the two men were cut aud the 
skulls of the women and children were crush- 
ed. Who committed the atrocious crime, or 
for what purpose, is not known. The murder- 
ed family lived ou a farm three miles south of 
Ceutreville.ou the road to Saxon. 

Later—Additional information has been re 
ceived from the scene of Centreville butchery. 
The name of the murdered family is StelzeDri- 
ede. 

At the inquest this afternoon, facts were elic- 
ited which lead to the belief thad Frederick 
Baeltz, the busband of a sister of Mrs. Stel- 
zenriedge, committed the horrible deed.— 
He was present but refused to testify until forc- 
ed, and then his answers and general conduct 
were such as to create the strougest suspicion 
of his guilt. He acknowled he had been on 

bad terms with the murdered family for some 

mouths, entertained feelings of enmity towards 
them and was in the old man’s debt several 
hundred dollars. These aud other facts were 

brought out, together with another fact that 
the bouse was net ransacked. 

St. Louis. March 22.—The verdict is that the 
Selzeride family came to their deaths from 
blows, cuts and stabs inflicted by a person or 

persons unknuwn. Frederick Baeltz and John 
Afkhen, arrested on suspicion, were released, 
but subsequently rearrested by order ot the 
sheriff and lodged in Belleville jail. The fune- 
ral of the murdered family to day was attend- 
ed by 1200 people_ 

The Massachusetts Mrnaionhip. 
New York, March 22.— Charles Francis 

Adams, Jr., sail to a reporser who was inter- 
viewing him in relation to the Massachusetts 
Senatorship last night: 

“1 hardly know more about the matter than 
yourself, hut this I can say, that my father has 
never been approached on the subject and he 
has not said one word to me iu regard to his ap- 
pointment. Some time ago several members of 
the Legislature came to me aud asked me if I 
thought my father would accept the appoint- 
ment. I remarked that he might accept if 
called npou to till a gap. They asked me what 
they should do, and 1 said to them frankly, 
above all things do not go to him. If you take 
him you must take him by the right of emi- 
nent domain.”
