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NOTICE TO TAXPAYERS
M. R. S. Title 36 Section 706

Before making an assessment, the assessors shall give reasonable notice in
writing to the inhabitants by posting notifications in some public place in the
town, or shall notify them, in such other way as the town directs, to make and
bring in to them true and perfect lists of their polls and all of their estates, real
and personal, not by law exempt from taxation, of which they were possessed on
the 1st day of April of the same year. If any resident owner, after such notice,
or any non-resident owner’ after being reasonably requested thereto by the asses-
ors, does not bring in such list, he is thereby barred of his right to make appli-
cation to the assessors or the county commissioners for any abatement of his
taxes, unless he ofters such list with his application and satisfies them that he
was unable to offer it at the time appointed. The request upon non-resident own-
ers may be proved by a notice gent by mail directed to the last known address of
the taxpayer or given by any other method that brings notice home to the tax-
payer.

Conservation Commission

CONSERVATION COMMISION ANNUAL REPORT

The conservation commission was instrumental in
acquiring for the town $60,000 worth of land -- 1200
feet for shore frontage and eight acres -- to be kept
in its natural state forever. This wilderness preser-
vation project was the most important, and most ardu-
ous activity of 1971. Many thanks to those who sup-
ported this effort.

Phase II of the dump clean-up project was delayed
pending new dump controls; however, further fencing,
and the planting of shrubs and vines is planned for
early Spring.

The conservation commission continues to make in-
quiries into and studies concerning the following:

1) closing and anticipated re-opening of the Back
River - Montsweag Bay flats to the harvesting of
shellfish.

2) possible effects -- beneficial and/or adverse - of
the nuclear power plant.

3) current Federal and State environmental legisla-
tion.

4) program for recycling solid waste products on
Westport.

5) application for a Ford Foundation Grant to the Con-
servation Commission for a Westport Conservation
project 1972-73.

6) acquisition of land for conservation purposes --
through conservation easements, land gifts, etc.

7) environmental effects of a proposed Wiscasset by-
pass over Westport Island.

8) mapping, indexing, evaluating all natural resources
on the island as required by state law.
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The commission is presently drawing up a 1972-73
environmental action program for all-citizen involve-
ment on Westport. The program includes diverse en-
viromental issues. Anyone interested in helping the
conservation commission, and in participating in the
new program is encouraged to call 882-7637.

The conservation commission appreciates the sup-
port the selectmen, residents, and non-residents are
giving to conservation efforts on Westport Island.

To the school committee, town officials and other cit-
izens of Westport, I hereby submit my annual report
as Superintendent of Schools.

The 1971 school budget had a balance of $4,519. 00.
This was partially due to the freeze which did not al-
low tuition increases in September.

The Wiscasset school tuition has increased very little
compared to tuition increases in other towns. How-
ever, Westport is growing in student population, and
therefore your school committee needs to budget more
money in that account.

The 1972 school budget totals $43,040.00. The esti-
mated income is $7,544. 00; therefore, the school de
partment requests $35,495.00 to be raised from lo-
cal taxes to educate the Westport students. This a-
mount is $8,550. 00 more than was raised last year.

Graves.

Recommended by Selectmen that the balance
of $25.00 be carried forward.

ART. 31. To see what sum of money the Town
will raise and appropriate to pay for Audit for
the Municipal year ending February 9, 1972.

Recommended by Selectmen that $300. 00
be raised.

ART. 32. To see what sum, if any, the Town
will raise and appropriate for Abatements.

Recommended by Selectmen that $50. 00 be
raised.

ART. 33. To see if the Town will vote to raise
and appropriate $150.00 to the Westport Con-
servation Commission for operating expenses.
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ART. 34. To see if the Town will vote to set a
date when taxes shall be payable, and what in-
terest shall be collected thereafter.

ART. 35. To see if the Town will vote to author-
ize the Selectmen and Treasurer to sell and as-
sign unmatured tax mortgage liens at discretion
as to terms, but at a price not less than unpaid
tax, interest and costs.

the Town. Such sales of property to be adver-
tised in newspapers of Lincoln and Sagadahoc
Counties, except when property is being redeem-
ed by former owner.
