Certain Historiec Phrases.

A PAPER READ BEFORE THE MAINE His-
TORICAL SocIi¥ty, AT BaATH, FEB. 19,
1874, BY GEo. I' DAvIs.

I will endeavor to be brief in what I have
to say, always bearing in mind the suggestion
of D'Alembert, that writers troublz them-
selves to amplify what their readers trouble
themselves to abridge.

Many years ago my attention was called to
the consideration of the inseriptions or mem-
orable phrases which are conmected with
great crises in the lives of nations. Some-
times sueh phrases represent, almost with
the compression of an algebraic formula, the
history and the ruling thought of a nation;
and sometimes the persons who wrole them
would appear to have had ideas in advance
of their time, and to express thoughts not
yet fully comprehended by their contempo-
raries. Take for instance the inseription
which marked for centuries the battle ground
of Thermopyle; “Go, stranger, and tell
Sparta that we died in obedience to her
laws.” There was not a sugzestion there
of a religious or a patriotic motive; the in-
scription was precisely and rously true to
the idea which the genius one great law-

r had impressed on many successive
partan generations; the idea of discipline
and of duty; not of freedom, of glory.
the whole emotional being ct a race was for
centuries com; and repressed like the
toot of a Chinese lady.

Take agairn the insciiption which was

mhlrv hammered on a stone on-the battle-
of Lutzen. 1 quote trom memory of a

translation, and only profess to give it with
substantial accuracy;

Ox tHIS FIELD
GusTAvus AporpHus, KING oF SweEDEN,
FrLL FieHETING FOR FREEDOM OF SPIRIT
Nov. 16, 1632.

Whoever wrote that inscription penetrated
to the central idea of the s e, sr.ripglng
it of all weakening details, real fight
was not for or nst the decrees of a par-
ticular council ; it was not for or against this
or that form of christian faith; it was for the
underlying right of free examination and free
expression.

me years siuce, a new road was con-
structed through one of the passes of the
Swiss Alps, and a monument with an in-
seription was placed to commemorate the
fact. Almost everywhere else, such ah in-
scription would be written in the spirit of
hope, and triumph, and gratalation. It
would claim the gratitude of the people for
the capitalists who subscribed for it and the
engineers who constructed it. But here was
a people, all whose traditions had led them
to fear the rapacity and the fraud of the
sm’pr; and while they yielded to the com-
mercial necessity which required a better
means of communication, their fears still
ba?xeed their hopes, So the inscription
reads:

When in Scott’s Legend of Montrose, Ra-
nald of the Mist is escaping with Captain Dal-
getty, a bell istolled from the castle to an-
nouce the escape, and Dalgetty asks the
meaning of it, and Ranald says to him, “For
every toll of that bell, a brave man has yie'd-
edup his soul” How many brave men
must have died, and how many generations
been haunted by suffering or by fear to imbue
a people with the ideas embodied in this in-
scription.

In the Constitution of Massachussetts,chap-

The modes by which Mr. Adams and his
associates educated the popular mind up to an
or:anized and triumphant resistance of op
pression have ceased 10 be matters of famii=
iar knowledge, but are none the lese worty of
careful study.

He observed that thal struggle com-
menced in the Court, in defence of the Body of
Erglish Liberties, and in opposition to w.its
of assistance, atterapts to subvert the inde-
endance of the judiciary and all the expe-
dients by which unconscientious power strove
to triumph ever popular rights. That ad-
dress reads now more like a judicial opinion
than a popular oration, and il gave evidence
of element s of thought and character which
within a quarter of 4 century produced from
the same the same author the tar-tamed dis-
senting opinion in what is known as the
Dred Scott case. Mr. Adams hims-If seems
to bave found his own position towards the
adherents of the erown shadowed forth in the
lines of Miltow :

It was a dreary apothegm of Ccleridge
that experience was to a nation like the stein
Iifm of ship, illuminating only the track
which she had already traversed, Qur auces-
tors would seem, on the contrarv, Lo have had
faith in the lessons of the past. to bave en-
deavored to reconcile stability with progress
and to bave sought the maintenance of insti-
tutions which in the great words of Burke
should be defended by reverence as well as by
power.

Free-and-Easy Beauties.

In a general way, there is a certain air of
formality about even the greatest flirt, when
the bappens to be unmarried.

The las" men-
‘tioned, on the vther hand, shuns general ob-
servation, because she has an ohjection to be
talked about, aud becomes corfidential and
languisbing when free from general observa-
tion, ¢imply on account of the fact that her
mind is of a romantie, and, perbaps, rather
mawkish order. It is probable that mere
vanity, a8 much as any inclination of an
amorous nature, is often the mainspring of
the action which she takes, there being no
evidence to the effect that the teminine mind
takes less delight in making conquests than
does the masculine. This is by the way.
Without stopping to analyze the motives by
wh;c:doung and unwarried beauties are
act , this much may be taken as proved,
that they never appear quite themselves.
Most ol theni would like to get married, but
there are very few who will state this much,
though nearly all show it by the line of con-
duet which they adopt. Not a few of
them have a preterence for certain rep-
resentatives of the male species, but, so
far from frankly avowing that this is the
case, they take immense pains to disguise
the fact.

They accorlingly address
their supplications to the evil power, in the
hope that he may be induced by their homage
aud reverent submission to forego his malig-
nant purposes tqward them. So the Devil re-
ceive all the offerings by sheer force of his
wickedness and cruelty, without taking the
trouble to deserve or earn anything whatever.

On the other hand, le bon Diew, to whom
his ungrateful beneficiaries owe such happi-
ness and prosperity as they enjoy, looks
down on empty temples and deserted altars;
no hymns of praise salute his ear at morning
or evening; no orisons ascend to him and the
incense of no smoking sacrifice comes up as
a testimonial of gratitnde and love. If the
Devil should become less wicked, he would
find his supplies cut off in exact proportion to
the improvement in his manners; should he
make the mistake of becoming wholly good,
he would find his late suppliants caring not a
stiver for him and he might hover in vain
with distended nostrils over the altars whence
a sweel savor was wont to regale him; but if
he should become utlerly implacable and re-
morselessly cruei his revennes would instant-
ly double. In his business profit is in inverse
proportion to the sum invested and he would
be a very stupid fiend indeed if he did not
make himself as disagreeable as possible.

“The Modern Cleon,” as the poet of Old
and New not inaptly calls B. F. Butler, has
evidently taken his cue frem the astute ori-
ental Satan we have described.

*Laugh not at him, nor count a foe;
The land its Evil Genius yet magngow.'

For the past six months, he has seemed to
progress with reasonable success. One after
another his fellow members are reported to
have given in their adherence to him because
they are afraid of him. They neither love
nor respect him, but they fear him. An aw-
ful dread of his diabolical leer, his brutally
unfeeling retort, his coarse jest o> personality
shadows the whole House. It has come to
this—that not more than a dozen or so of
members of the entire body dare expose
themselves to his terrific onslaught. They
therefore keep quiet, and escape through
their insignificance or enrol themselves in
his body guard, as Mr. Frye is, no doubt
talsely, declared to have done. The terror-
ism has been complete. Encouraged by the
brilliant success that steady perseverance in
recklessness and brutality has brought him,
he grows each day more lacking in self-re-
spect—his diatrives abounding in ruffianism
and not being always devoid of obscenity.
He finds men becoming pliant and coneiliato-
ry under his rod, whom his kindly allure-
ments and friendly patronage could
never win. The new member creeps
into the House with his offering ready. Ee
brings his first fruits, his lambs and his kds,
without being bidden. The sound Dawes,
the decent Garfield, the eminent Hoar or the
noble Hawley may find themselves with few
followers. It is known that opposition to
them may be safely indulged, even when they
are right. Itis known, too, that pronounced
hostilily to Butler, however flagrantly wrong
hemay be, involves a public recital of all one’s
personal history, the humiliation of receiving
foul epithets and the pitiless application of a
lash that has tasted ere now the best blood
in America. So Cleon has made apparent
progress every month.

There is an end somewhere to this kind of
thing. It is, after all, discreditable in most
parts of the world to worship the Devil and
people conceal any devotion they may desire
to offer in that direction and strictly seclude
it from their public acts. So in Congress
and elsewhere it is becoming markedly dis-
reputable to be a “Butler man” and the ex-
pression is used by puvlic men as a term of
reproach against their enemies, When the
matter has come to this pass, the end is not
far distant. Once the prestige of his ter-
rorism is broken there is nothing potent left.
There are bright, manly and plucky men in
Congress who will not long submit to bully-
ing or dictation from anybody and the vile
epithets, in whose creation Butler is an
adept, are losing their harmfulvess. It is
really getting to be a popular thing to “pitch
into” Butler and his assailants are strong in
the support of the people.

The Close of a Beautifal Life.

In the quiet villaze of Dover, Me., on the
morning of the 23d of March, a8 sweet a spint
passed from earth,as ever dwelt in mortal form,
Mrs. Phoebe Commings Baiiey was the daugh-
ter of Rev. Abraham Cammings. a Baptist cler-
gyman, who was noted throughout the State of
Maine more than half a century ago, for his
fervid eloguence and earnest piety. She was
born in Freeport in 1783, but became, at an ear-
ly age, a resident of the pastoral village then
known as North Yarmouth, cow called Yar-
mouth, a charming town near Portland, whose
shores are wacked by the tides that ebb and
flon in Casco Bay and Royal River—where
many vessels are built and manned by her own
sons who ““go down to the sea in ships and do
business in great waters” — whose fertile
fields reward the thrifty husbandman with eon-
tentment —whose salubrious air promotes lon-
gevity—and where a time-honored academy has
beld high repute for several generations, as an
educator of the young men of the State.

OF her youth, scarcely a contemporary re-
mains to bear testimony, but such memotials
as have beep preserved,attest that she was rich-
ly endowed with moral and periona.l graces.
She was married at the age of twenty, and her
wedded life, which lasted eighteen years, was
marked by the domestic happiness which
springs from the skillful housewifery,the gentle
kindness, the unclouded cheerfalness with
which a loving woman sanctifies and blesses
home. A group of children clustered around
the family hearth, and her wealth of tenderness
found new outlets in her welcome of maternal
responsibilities. ’

‘While she was stillin her prime the great
sorrow fell upon her, which tested to the ut-
most her capacity to bear suffering and her
coutage to eodurz it, Her husband died,
leaving her with slender means and seven
children to care for. The sublime resignation
with which she buie this terrible affliction, the
marvellous capacity which she displaged in
bravely undertaking the new burdens imposed
upon her, the unrepining patience, the unfal-
tering faith, the hupeful energy with which
she took up her heavy cross, gave evidence of a
strength of character, a firmness of purpose,
strikingly in contrast with the meek and unas-
suming dependence of her nature. Her won-
derfal fragality, herdextrous aptness, her un-
wearied induostry, carried her trinmphantly
through that trying period of straitened e¢ir-
cumstances, and enabled her to provide her
fatherless offspring with a home to which her
provident wisom always gave comfort and bher
sunny smile brightness.

Happily, the twilight and evening of her long
life have been passed in peaceful serenity. Her
children requiting in such measure as they
could the affection she ever bestowed so lavish-
1y on them, have welcomed her to their hearts
and homes, and in their society she has found
the restand tranquility befitting her years. Her
grandchildren have gathered around her, with

admiring reverence, and paid the grateful trib-
ute of their homage to her inestimable worth.
Her friends and neighbors have been glad to
catch the inspirativn of her genial presence
and mark the faultless purity of her nature,

Bat at all times and under all circumstances,
a3 well in the sunshine of prosperity as under

the shadows of adversity she has been the same
genial, amiable, self denying, perfect being,
caring constantly for the welfare of others,
never thinking of herself. Her happiness was
derived from making others happy. She had
compassion for the erring, generons sympathy
for the sorrowing, kind words for every one.
SBhe never spoke harshly of a fellow creature,
but often when sharp censures have been ut-
tared in her presence she has interposed with a
palliating suggestion.

Notwithstanding the adulation of which she
was the constant object, her humility suffered
no abat tat any mc t of her life. It
seemed almost incredible that one so guileless
and saintly could be unconscious of the merits
whieh shone so conspicnously to all other eyes,
bat there could be no deubt of the entire sin-
cerity with which she deprecated her own im-
perfections. Her piety was of such an exalted
type that she would have deemed it a grievous
sin to question her own sinfulness.

The ending of her life was in harmony with
the whole conrse of it. She quietly fell asleep
in death, without pain, without suffering, with-
out misgiving. Her placid face, in that last
sleep, bore the expression of one in tranquil
slumber. Her precious dust reposes in the
family burial ground at Yarmouth, and her
sanctifled spirit has found that eternal rest for
which her whole life was a preparation,

On her mother’s side she was a great great
granddaughter of Jobhn Alden and Priscilla his
wife, of the Mayflower. She lived to see three
generations of her descendants, Children and
grand-children gathered at Yarmouth on Tues-
day to perfbrm the last sad offices, on which
occasion the following appropriate verses were
read as a part of the exercises:

GRANDMOTHER.

Just as the sun rose blushing red
Over the bill-tops, somebody Baid,
In broken accents of mourning woe,
Sobbing aloud, but sobbing low:
“Grandmother is dead !

When the sorrowful murmur broke,

Out from our beautiful dreams we woke,

Feeling a sense of terrible loss;

“She was gold, refined trom its dross”—
Somebody spoke.

Just as she sometimes sat in her chair,

Lifting her heart in silent prayer,

Looked she; only a purple mist

Maine Central Rallroad.

e
Repeort of the Officers for the Xear Ending
Dec. 3ist, 1873,

The annual rsport of the Directors and Treas-
urer of the Maine Central Railroad Company,
which was presented to the stockholders’ meet-
ing at Waterville yesterday, contains matters
of general interest.

THE YEARS' WORK.
The following in the result of the years op-
erations for the year 1873:
The total earnings for 1872 were $1,936,479.29;
total earnings for 1873, $2,068,077.78; showing
an increase of $131,588.49, The operating ex~
penses for 1872 were $1,328,982.48; net earnings
for 1872, $607,496.81. The operating expenses
for 1873 were $1,330,501.44; net earnings for
1873, $837,5676.34; showing an increase of net
earnings for 1873 of $130,738.44.  Our receipts
from passengers were $916,405.22; from freight,
$1,010,615.11;from all other sources,$141,057.45.
The number of passengers transported has
been 719,760, an increase of 47,545 over the
year 1872, Average distance traveled by each
passenger, 38 1-3 miles; average price per mile
for passengers, 31-3 cents. The number of
tons of freight earried has been 401,904; iu-
crease over 1872, 42,617 tons; average miles
per ton .of fieight, 57 6-10; average price per
ton per mile, 4 37-100 cents. The number of
miles run by engines connected with possenger
trains has been 580,593;with freight traius,428,-
115; for wood, construction and miscellaneous
work, 270,508 miles.

Besides keeping our rolling stock in good re-
pair, we have added to it the past year 6 new
locomotives, at & cost of $75,000; 6 passenger
cars, 5 baggage and mail cars, 1 postal car, 200
merchandise, 115 platform, 4 conductors’ sa-
loon cars and 6 smow plows.

IMPROVEMENTS.

Duriug the year eleven new bridges have
been built having an aggregate length of 1232
feet, and ccsting $22,449.44; fifty eight bridges
have been repaired at an expense of $24,950.42;
$47,173.17 have been expended for stalions,
turn-tables aud other bu.ldings; 31 6-100 miles
of new rails have been laid at a cost of $113,-
901.37; 20 4-10 miles have been repaired at cost
of §11,571.95; 69,865 new sleepers have been put
down; 67 3-10 miles have been ballasted, which
with other imnprovements to the track the past
year aggregates £395,753.20. The permanent
improvements for the year aggregate $134,333.-
54, which ineludes the new line in Benton (four

miles.)
LOSSES AND EXHENSES.

The losses for the year have been quite se-
‘vere, the burning of the Kendall's Mills bridge
being the heaviest. The bridge had just been
rebuilt and it cost the company $350 a day to
make connection over the toll bridge. The

new bridge is to be built by contract two miles
below. winter of 1873 was one of remark-
able severity and canzed unusual expenses.

AN ENCOURAGING OUTLOOK.

The Direclors say it is ‘‘particularly encour-

ing wo notice the constant annnal increase of
:ﬁe earnings of the road; showing net earn-
ivgs the present year of a sum sufficient to pay
the interest on ull loans and liabilities, rental
of leased roads and leavmtg a balance of $134,-
188.30. This balance of net earnings has
been used to wmeet the extraordinary outlay
caused by the destruction of the bridge at Ken-
dall’s Mills, believing that such use of it would
be more satisfactory to the stockholders than
a dividend to that amount. Arrangements are
being made for the funding of our floatin
debt. This done, and a dividend ought to
reached the coming year.

THE EASTERN-BOSTON & MAINE WAR,

Our relations with other railroads of the
State are generally satisfactory and harmonious.
The trouble which existed with the Boston &
Maine Raiiroad at the date of the report of
your Directors last year, has not matarially
changed. That corporation has brought an ac-
tion against the Maine Central R. R. Co.,
claiming damages for not being permitted to
connect and run their cars over our road, on
terms that we did not deem satisfactory and
just. While we believe that beneficial results
would enure to the public and %o the corpora-
tions interested, could some equitable plan be
matured by which railroads that ran into Port-
land could be worked with perfect harmony,we
do not believe that the course pursued by the
Boston & Maine railroad is caiculated to hasten
that desirable consummation, The following
extract is taken from the report of the Direct-
ors of the Bostsn & Maine R, R., dated Dee.
10, 1873: *““The public are enmEeI]ell. by the
policy adopted by the Maine Central managers,
to tranship at Portland, at great expense and
inconvenience, all freight aud all passengers
and their ."* It is not *‘the policy’” of
the M. C. R. R, that causes the transhipment
of freight and traffic at Portland, nor was it
thejMaine Cenrral ‘‘managers” that broke off
the long established and ecnvenient ti

The Stiate’s Opportunity.

To the Editor of the Press: N

In an article under this caption, a few days
since, the subject of a new asylum for the in-
sane was discussed, and one view therein ex-
pressed, doubtless reflected the sentiments of a
very large portion of the people of the State,
namely, that it would be altogether unwise
to extend the present buildings at Augusta, or
to erect others in the immediate viciity.
Aside from the many inconveniences resulting
from the location which are toe well known
to discuss here, are many others which have
not so generally been brought to view. Among
these is the very important fact that it is un-
wise to bring too large a number of the insane
together, as they affect one another unfavora-
bly. Even where intercourse is not allowed,
many patients are unfavorably affected by the
prozimity of others similarly diseased, a fact
which cannot aiways be explained except on
psychological grounds; but that such is the
fact is well known and atiested by eminent
authority. There are already tco many
congregated at Augusta, and to bring
more together would defeat the object
of an asyium, which the public unp-
derstand s to beneflt the insane rather
than a locality or interested individuals. Econ-
omy, which by the way is nowadays the saving
of mouey, is doubtless an objeet of great im-
portance, but, in this ecase, it must be seconda-
ry, the primary being the benefil of the insane,
Many speakers and writers on this subject re-
cently, seem to have entirely ignored this fact,
and, like Dickens’ manager of paupers, seem
to think that to save money is the main thing,
Now, if this is so, why have the modern ap-
pliances for treating the insaue? Why unot save
this needless expense, and crowd them into the
most ecoaomical space possible to existence?
This might save dollars, but surely, would not
subserve the end for which such institutions
are founded, which is to restore thuse mentally
sick, to health, Bagjthat building farther at
Augusta is economical, is a grave error. Even
on econorical grounds alone, the project sh- gt
not_meet with favor. The mere cost of a Siu
is of shight importance; the cost of marterials
and above all aceessibility being greater. The
main poiut, after all, is in management o{
ter completion, which is better secared by
competition than by any other means.
If the insane business 1s monopolized by
one mammoth establishment, there is no
chance for comparison of cost of mainte-
nance, as there would be if there were several
located in different sections of the State, where-
in a healthy spirit of emulation might be fos-
tered, and, by comparison, not only economy of
administration secured, but many importazt
benefits to patients promoted. - Four principal
things are at present advocated hy those who
have made the treatment of the insane a study,
viz: an elevated situation; extended and cheer-
ful views; plenty of shade, sunlight and mov-
ing air, aus retirement from tae bastle and ac-
tivity of the world. No place is now consider-
ed suitable for an asylum for the insane, which
does not combine all of these advantages, and,
added to these, it is considered of great im Pr
tance that agricultural occupations should be
carried on around the patients, and thit the
presence of domestic animals is highly benefi-
cial, Light agricultural employment in itself
18 often of imporiance to the patients, To place
the insane man amid the peaceful and soothing
surroundings of a pastoral life, furnishes the
best medicine within reach to restore him to a
sound condition, In the article allnded to, the
United States Marine Hospital was mentioned
as a suitable gpot; but, even if this could be ob-
tained—and the Government oudghl. not surely
to give it up, nor onght Portland to be willin
that it shonld—the location is not all that coul
be desired, Itis not as accessible as it should
beand has not the appropriate surroundi
Really, no place which been mentioned of
fers all of t advantages so completely as Wal-
nut Hill Farm in Gerham, which was offered
last winter by Mr. Baxter This place
containg somewhat over a hundred acres,
and occupies an slevatad position mid-
way between Saccarap and Gorham,
within about eighiy of the crossing
of the Portlund and Rochester Railroad, where
a station could be had. It is approached by
an avenue of magnificent old trees, and offers
shade, sunshine, and breeze in abund , and

interests of the city,

Hon. W, L. Putnam appeared for the peti-
tioners, stating that the Boston & Maine R. R.
needed greater facilivies for connection with
wharves and with the Grand Trunk, The
company had some objections to the Smith’s

wharf crossing, Since the crossing to that
wharf was placed matters have changed. Bus-
iness over the Boston & Maine is pouring into
the city, the arrangement with the Grand

| Trunk is friendly, the Lewiston & Auburn

Railroad is an accomplished fact. 1t is evident
the road needs more facilities.

Mr. Patnam contended that the spirit of the
old contract with the Grand Truunk contem

iscussion of the order cluimiug that it was sat-
isfactory, i h as it ext d the desired
facilities to the railroad, and at the same time
provided for an efficient protection of thein-
terests of the city., It places no obstroction in
the way of High street not now existing. Ob-
strnctions now existing in consequence of the
Smith's wharf crossing will be removed.

Hon, Nathan Webb appeared as the attorne
of the P, 8. & P. Railroad, remonstrants, an
as a citizen. He claimed that the city had no
power to grant the petition, e the locat-
ing is not in accordance with and within the
time set, forth in the enabling act of 1871, It
has no ﬂfht to grant a righr. of way to the
middle of a street, not conducting to station
grounds, nor in the direct line of the railroad.
This order really authorizes & connection with
another railroad, and that connection the cit
has no right to meddle with., The P. 8. & P.
have, by the recent decision of the Supreme
Conrt, a right to the rails between State and
Union streets, and they don’t want this con-
nection.

The track asked for is an obstractiou to gen-
eral travel and to travel to the Eastern station.
Therefore it should not be laid, The city has
only right to grant the petition in case of a
leﬁnﬂl location.

Jommercial street is already cumbered with
tracks. Traffic along its way is constantly in-
creasing. Another track cannot be laid with-
out seriously discommoding travel. 3

Mr, Putnam spoke again, contending that
the location was a legal one. As to the matter
of granting authority to make a connection the
order does not do that; it merely gives consent
so far as the city is concéerned. Unless that
consent be §iven the question cannot, even if
desired, be bronght before the conrts, and the
rights of the B. & M. cannot be ascertained.
I1f the whole street can be crossed, surely half
ofitean. The P. 8. & P. will not seriously
nor for long oﬁpose this connection. The or-
der provides that the track can, by order of the
city government, be taken up when connections
are made elsewhere.

Thnis closed the hearing, and the orderwas
put upon its passage.

Dr. Eggleston made a very pleasing and in-
structive speech on Sunday School work. A
general discussion followed on the temperance
question.

The meetings have been characterized by un-
usnal interest and fervor.

Methodist District Conference.

The Conference opened yesterday with an
essay from Rev. Mr. Lord of Berwick. His
subject was “The value of a true minister of
the gospel enhanced by age.”” It wasa live
talk by a live old man.

If all the old men in the Methodist Confer-
ence had the fire of this man we are confident
that the raw z:al of youth would not be so
eagerly sought after by our churches. A dis-
cussion followed.

Rev. Mr. Johntson of Portland, claimed that
it was not youth that the church wanted, but
the fire, warm love and energy that often ac-
company youth and that an old mnan with a
young hzart and an old head will always be
sought by earnest churches.

Rev. Mr. Munger of Alfred followed. He
said that too many of our ministers perform
their duties in a perfunctory professional man-
ner. The«e he considered the basisjof the fault
found with old ministers.

Rev. Mr. Jones of Portland, said that anoth-
er trouble was the tendency in our churshes to
separate the young from the old, by torming
young peoples prayer meetings, making class
leaders of young men, pushing them to the
front in religious meetings. He urged that
this tendency should be curbed.

Rev. Mr. Pitblado of Portlond, said the fault
was mainly that ministers too often stopped
work at middle life, and that the churches
grow away from them,

The discussion showed the heartiest sym-
pathy between the old and young ministers of
the conference. At the close of the discussion
the roll of the churches was called.

The reportgshowed that the contributions for
the Preachers Aid Society had hearly doubled
those of last year, while tke other contributions
showed a graufying increase, Great religious
interest was reported from Biddeford, and
Congress street, Portland, and general interest
in most of the other churches.

MARINE DisAsTER.—The United States
steamer Levi Woodbury, Capt. David Evans,
arrived at this port from a croise yesterday,
with the schooner W. H. Warren of this city,
in tow.

The hull was
destroyed completely, but most of the sails
were saved, The crew were all rescued.

Eggleston lectured on Tuesday eve-
ning to a fall house at Gorham, on the German
system of education for children, as set forth by
Froebel, originating indeed, with Pestalozzi
and Roscean in the last century. Inan easy
and discursive way, set off with much humor
and pleasantry, he gave us the peculiarities of
that system, as based on a just apprehension
of childhood and apprecialions of its tastes,
gifts and wants. This theory puts education
on the line of true nature. as found in children,
and of its proper development.

The Kindergarten method starts with an at-
tempted analysis of child-nature and tastes;
assumes that the early tendencies are normal,
and makes education conform to them.

The lecturer went into a full and free analy-
#is of this method and its treatment of chil-
dren in the first steps and stages of life.

The lecture would bear to be expanded into a
book. It, no doubt, will be sometime. Tne
system it sets forth is unquestionably the true
one, The generations hitherto have embarked
upon life to great disadvantage, from misappre-
hension of what childhood is, what it is fur,
how it should be handled, treated, guided,
helped.

The lecture was an easy alternation between
the descriptive and the didactic, touching now
playfully, and now gravely on the subject,
which has somewhat of the aspect of mnovelty,

but must be acknowledged to be of the gravest
importance,

E Khe P.ymouth Church Matter.

At a large meeting of the Plymouth church

this morning, after an opening prayer by Rev,
ward Beecher, the committee from the Con-

gregational Council was admitted, which pre-
sented the resolution of the Council inviting
Plymouth church to attend the Council and
present its views.

On motion of Henry Ward Beecher, a com-
miitee of Plymouth church was appointed to
consider and report upon the invitation. The
committee subsequently reported in an address

rotesting against any action whatever by the
aonuoil upon any issue relating to Plymouth
chureh, giving among other reasons that it is
an ex-parte council and appears subversive of
the whole system of mutual councils; that the
couxzcil was summoued to advise under men-
ace, distrust and moral coercion; that charges
against Plymouth charch are based upon re-
ported speeches of its pastor, and that by its
own acts and declarations only will it be judged.
They therefore protest against formulating us-
ages of churches into a code of ecclessiastical
law binding upon consciences of the church.
The committee offered a resolution that the
church decline accepting the invitation on the
ground that they cannot thus renounee con-
scientions couvietions and lest by so doing a
precedent should be established full of danger
to smaller and weaker churches. The address
and resolutiou were adopted and the charch ad-
journed to meet Friday evening.

The Congregational Council met early this
morning. Only a few members were present.
A resolution relative to the name of the coun-
cil was taken up and discussed at great length
The committee which visited Plymouth church
returred, and shortly after a committee of Piy-
mouth church appeared and read the resolution
of that church not to accept the invitation to
participate in the council. After a short discus-
sion recess was taken until afternoon.

After recess the committee on credentials
presented theit report which was read and en-
tered on the minutes. -

Rev. Dr. Storrs of the Pilgrims’ cburch pre-
sented his statement. He began by saying that
both he and Dr. Buddington were friends of
Mr. Beecher when the latter came to the city.
It was with profound regret that they ob-
served that they could not stand upon the same
Elntform with him now. Congregationalism

e argued, was founded upon the word of God.
This council were to determine if a membher of
the church can cease to be a member the mo-
ment he places his foot outside the door. The
speaker read extracts from the Plymouth
church manuel regarding a members connec-
tion with the church. No such case had ever
occurred in his church, and under the rules no
such case could occur. It was the duty of
church members to investigate charges against
their pastors if theé latter failed in his duty.
He blamed the Plymouth church for droppiug
a member from the rolls without first having
an investigation of the charges by a comm:ttee
and its pastor for not denying articles of a de-
t‘a}l:l:mt«;w{l character which are published about
him. The speaker described at some length
the reports which were published derogatory to
Mr. Beecher, and concluded his rcmarﬁ amid
a hearty burst of applause,

Mr. Bayard opposed any increase of irredeem-
able paper money. He read from the Journal
of Coungress of December, 1865, where the Sen-
ator from Michigan, (Ferry.)then & member of
the House of Kepresentatives, voted for contrac-
tion.

Mr. Ferry said he did so vote then, having
yielded his judgment to that of the Secretary of
the Treasury.

As to
the issue of a part of the $44,000,000 reserve,
it was without authority of law. and he could
pot vote for $382,000, circulation provided
for by the bill, as it fegalised that issue. He
argued that it was a gross misnemer to style
any portion of the greenbacks which had been
retired as reserve,

Mr. Frelinghuysen said he did not under-
stand that n:(f’ g::l of the 244,000,000 had
been cancelled or been destroyed. The whole
amonnt bad been withdrawn in a nature of a
reserve by Secretary McCuallough. The law
meant that they should be retired and go into a
Teserve.
Mr. Bayard said there was no question upon
which there could not be a difference of opin-
jon, and now that the Secretary of the Treas
ury was in sore straijs for the justification of
his illegal action, it was to be expected there
would be those who would side with him He
{Bayard) argued that there was but one fund
which ever could be called a reserve fund, and
that amounted to $30,000,000, and had long
since out of existence.
