The Chief Justice’s Successor.

The President will not appoint a new
Chief Justice at once. He has, of course,
given the matter no consideration as yet.
But the news of Chief Justice Waite’s death
was 1no sooner told than senators, represent-
atives and others began to speculate about
his successor. The names most mentioned
were those of Speaker Carlisle, ex Gov.
Hoadly, Secretary Bayard, Secretary Vilas,
Postmaster General Dickinson, Solieitor
General Jenks. Hon, William L. Potnam of
Maine, John Randolph Tucker, and William

E. Niblack of Indiana.

Almost every man who spoke about it he-
gan by saying, “Now, if Thurman were only
ten years younger he would be just the man,”
but nll agreed that he was too old to be con-
sidered. There Is a general desire and be-
lief mmong Det oerats that the President
will appoint « man who will be good for fif-
teen or twenty years active service, Lyman
Trumbull has to be counted out for this rea-
son, although he is spoken of.

Speaker Carlisle had to decline the vacan-
ey given to Lamar, because he could not be
spared from the House, while Dickinson is
ragnrdsd as too young and Thurman as too
old. 1f the appointment is to be made out-
side the sixth circuit, Secretary Ba{,urd,llln-
ister Phelps, and Gov. Hoadly ase to be con-

sidered.
Later Predictions.

WasHINGTON, March 25.—The gentleman,
who predicted Justice Lamar's appointment
as associate justice long before it was actual-
ly decided upon, is authority for the stute-
ment that Secretary bayard rgn!d have had
the appointment had Le desired it. He says
Bayard will be offered the Chief Justiceship
and will aceept. There is & rumor from an-
other source of the same kind, coupled with
the statement that Minister Phelps will sue-
ceed Mr. Bayard as Secretary of State. From
still another source comes the report that
Carlisle is likely to be appointed Chief Jus-

tice.

General Luther Stephenson, governor ab
the Soldiers’ Home at Togus, is here on his
way home, having returned from a visit to
General Woodfen at Fort Monroe, General
Stephenson said the story that he was to be
succeeded by General Banks was absurd and
could only have been put in circulation by
those who did not know the facts. The gov-
ernors of the various homes are appointed by
toe board of managers, which is composed of
nine gentlemen, elected by joint resolution
of Congress, and ex-officio, the President,
secretary of war and the chief justice of the
United States. The governors are supposed
to hold office for life, although they have no
fixed tenure and to be removable only when
lli:l is for the good of the insiitutions their
charge.

Storm In the West.
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81. Pavn, Minn.,, Mareh 25—A severe
snow and wind storm raged today in North-

ern Wisconsin, Minnesota and Dakota. The
snow s very heavy and packs easily. Its
depth is from three to five Inches. In St
Paul, the street car travel is abandoned.

OUT OF PROVISIONS

And With the Crew at the Pumps a
Thomaston Schooner Makes Port.

ProvipeENck, R. L, March 24.—The
Thomaston schooner Georgie B. McFarland,
Capt. R. H. Strong, put Into this
port late'to night with the crew half fam-
ished, baving been blown 300 miles off her
course. - She left Black River, Jamaica, Feb-
ruary 16, with a cargo of logwood, and on
March 12th, at 3 o’clock in the morning en-
countered a terrific hurricane which came
on with great suddenness, The vessel kept
off before it,the all while shipping heavy seas
which carried everything before them. The
load was swept overboard, sails were split
and torn, and her bulwarks and deck houses
smashed, while the small boat was carried
away. They ran before the gale for 48 hours
and when they got observations were 300
miles off shore. During the gale one seaman,a
boy 19 years old, was washed overboard and
lost. Men had to be kept at the pumps or
the vessel would sink. - Her cabin and fore-
castle were flooded, the water gaining in the
hold, and the pumps were worked continually
to keep her free, the men becoming exhaust-
od. Finally the weather cleared, and for
about a week they had the wind north-north-
east ; then a southeast gale drove them in by
Five Fathom Bank light ship. Then came a
heavy westerly gale, and they managed to
enter the bay last night at Providence. The
erew had eaten the last ;of the ship's pro-
visions at an early hour yesterdey, having
been on short rations for a number of days.

He gives much space to the cor-
respondence between himself and the law-
yers In the case, chiefly in negotiating with
a1 view to a settlement of the matter without
resort (o law, Col. Grant says: “Gen. Ba-
deau handed his cruel letter of May 22d to
Gen. Grant on the day of 1its date, In Mrs.
Grant’s presence, but not in mmne, and im-
mediately left the house, returning on the
4th. Gen. Grant read it and when I came in,
was agitated and trembling. He unlocked a
drawer of the bureau in which he had placed
it, and taking the letter m.il.I handed it to me
saying: ‘Read this and tell me what you
think of it." 1 did read it and said I thought
it despieable. My father then, without any
suggestion from me, began to write an an-

swer with his own hand. Being very weak,
he could not write more than a few lines

without stopping. He answered one int
after another and gave me the sheets of his
manuseript. When he had finished, I d

them and read the copy to him, he directing
vhuuFee and corrections."”

Col. Grant adds that this demand of
Badeau was a source of grief and annoyance
to his father for the remainder of his life
and says: “As to the lecter left by Grant to
be sent Badeau under certain conditions, to
which reference is made in ph 17 of
the “address,” it has never used with
the anthority of my father’s family as a
threat, Its proviso is not in the terms stat-
ed by Badeau.

Most Beautiful City of Dixle.~lis
Streets and Parks.-—Industry and
Progress of the Negroes.—Confed-
erate Monuments and Cemeteries.

ST. AUGUSTINE, Fla. |
Mareh 15, 1888,

It was with reluctance that we left the
quaint, musty, dilapidated old city of Char-
leston, for we were pleasantly located at a
homelike hotel and had met and become ae-
quainted with many courteous residents of
the city, who gave us much information and
in other ways rendered our stay there very
pleasant. As the tourist passes out of the
city journeying southward, It is still more
foreibly impressed on his mind that he has
left the North behind him. Vegetation,
shrubs and trees of all kinds are of a differ-
ent order and nature than those with whieh
he is familiar at home. The colored quarters
are & more prominent fraction of the country
than heretofore and the general aspeet of
things betokens that he is nearing the land
of sun and flowers. People were to be seéen
preparing the soil for the new crops, and al-
ready the new cabbage turnip and lettuce
plants were of very considerable size and the
pea vines were just in full bloom. This to
eyes fresh from the snow and ice covered
fields of New England looked rather s trange,
and we wondered If it was really so short a
time ago that we left home: or were we
dreaming? But we could notice but little
Improvement in the character of the country
through which our route of travel lay. It
was still the same flat monotonous type of
land, so that one would hail with satisfaetion
the sight of a hill, no matter how slignt the
elevation of it. The land and the people had
the same tired out and wearied aspect as
that through which we had passed for so
long a distance. As we progressed on our
way the land grew more and more swampy
s0 that for miles not a habitation of any sort
would be seen, and searcely a human peing
save the section and other men connected
with the railroad. As we penetrated still
further into the swampy country, rice fields
bm to be seen e arrangements by
w th:ﬂr are flooded with water atthe pro-
per time diverted our atttention from the
otherwise unin We cross-

ng

ed, in the course of our afternoon the Edisto,
Alta Maha, Ashepoo, Lalkatchie and other
rivers, and after a of nearly five hours
arrived at the beautiful city of Savannah.

After leaving Washington no eity in the
South can for beauty of situation and natur-
alloveliness elaim to be a rival of Savannah.
The town is of about 4,500 ulation and
seemed to us to be the most busy, and had
the most contented and happy a; e of
any eity south of the Potomae. The city has
an ble location on a noble river, r-
ing the same name as Itself, and Is only
Swelve miles from the sea. I'he streets are
laid out in the most perfect manner, broad
straight and level, and cross each other at
right angles. In nearly every one of the nu-
merous squares is a delightful little park and
in it is a monument or s The streets

are closely lined with those splendid shade
trees the magnolia and the live oak. The
live oaks in and about Savannah seem to be

fectly at home and ap tly the favor-

te shade teee. Those noble trees and the
system of streets and parks are the glory of

place, and make it the most charming
eity of the far South. Many of the streets
are paved with Asphaltum, and as they are
so very level and straight, lined as they
are with such beaunttful trees, a drive over
them in the genial Janoary air of Savannah
is an experience not easily forgotten by the
wayfarer from the North. e residences

The eotton busimess of Savannah Is some-
thing enormous, it being the second cottun

rt of the American Continent. A visit to
E’- cotton docks is a trip worthy of any one
who has the Inclination and time to devote to
it. Here one gets some idea of the magni-
tude of the empire of the cotton king. Trains
from the interior of the State and other
States are unloaded of the almost
esuntless bales of eotton, which are to go in-
to the of the huge b ulie
compressors which, elose at hand, are walit-
ing for them, and from thence on board the
big ccean steamships lying at the river side
of the docks. These hydraulic compressores
are a reent invention and of immense power.
A bale of cotton weighing 450 pounds and
which has aiready béen solidly pressed on
the plantation where it was grown, Is on its
arrival at the cotton dock placed in one of
these 1:333 presses, and in less than one min-
ute is reduced from four feet in thickness to
one foot, and also securely strapped and
bound for shipment.

At the same time, some idea of the business
capaeity of the colored man and the conti-
dence reposed in him, may be gained when
it is stated that during three hours we spent
in six of these large establishments, the oaly
white people to be seen were the gentleman
escorting me through these docks and my-
self; all the laborers, and their overseers us
well were colored, and the work was going
on with a rush and without interruption.

The ipicturesque points of attraction in
and near Savannah are many and of rare
beauty. Forsyth Park is the most lovel
spot in the city. This little gem of a par
contains about twenty acres and is inclosed

p grace ve oaks, beau magno-
lfa&. m all sorts of seml-tropical shrubs and
plants, that contrast strikingly with the ex-

cies; and fantastic mounds of luxuriant
vines. There are s number of fountains in
the park, the one in the centre belng strik-
ingly picturesque. Near to this locality
stands the monument erected to the memory
of Pulaski, the brave pole, who fell fighting
for American liberty during the war of the
Revolution. In the next u}uam was unvelled
the week we were there, (Feb. 22) the monu-
ment to the memory of the heroic Sergt, Jas-
per, who fell mortally wounded in the siege
or ‘gl\fllllllll during the same war.

o the north of Forsyth Park proper is the
new park extension which contains the Con-
federate soldiers monument. Thisisas
ture of graceful and simple desigh, about
thirty feet in height, sormounted by a figure
of a Confederate soldler. As the soldiers
monument at Augusta in the same State as
Savannah, which was erected just alter the
war, contains Inscriptions of a bitter and sec-
tional nature, we were quite curious to know
what sentiments were expressed on this
monument in Forsyth Park. We carefully
noted the eastern face which read: “To the
fallen Confederate soldiers.” On the west-
ern face this tender and graceful sentiment:
“Hreathe upon those falled, O Breath, that
they may live again.” The effect of the
monument and its Inseriptions 1s teaching in
its graceful simplieity.

'our miles from the city is Bonsventure
Cemetery, the most beavtiful and romantic
suburbs of Savannah. Great broad avenues
of gigantic live oaks, draped in massive fes-
toons of pendent gray moss, give the spot its
rior , and lend to it a funereal aspect.

capital. Itis natural thatit should be so,
for labor stakes its bread, while capital
stakes only its profits. Capital fights from &
firm vantage ground, labor manwuvres its
squadrons on a quagmire, Butlakor need
not on this account despair. The history of
the very orgaunization which has now met so
signal a defeat, Is full of encouragement for
laborers to orgasize for mutual help, for
their own improvement as artisans and £.r
the sake of more advanlageous relations
with their employers. This one calamity
has demonstrated that strikes are very dis-
astrous, but it cannot overthrow what scores
of concessions peacefully gained have estab-
lished as truth—that labor well organized
and wisely handled in most cases claims the
respect of Its employers and secures for it-
self its fair share of advantage,

The loeal government bill which Lord Sal-
isbury’s government has brought forward in
Parliament is a most important, and, consid-
ering the source from which it comes, a
most surprising measure. Local government
in England is very different from local gov-
ernment in America. Matters that on this
side of the water would be arranged in the
town meetings, by ecounty commissioners
alected by the people, or by State Legisla-
tures are there arranged in the Imperial
Parliament or by the loeal government
board of which & member of the ministry is
president. In other words the local govern-
ment in England is centralized instead of
demoeratic a8 in America. That the Cop-
servative party should bring forward so lb-
eral a measure is rather uansual, although
since the time of Beaconsfisli it has shown
Itself prone to throw away its prejudices to
save its power by stealing Gladstone’s
thunder. The coanties of England and
Wales are at present goversed by various
functionarles, boards, &e., having various
duties and powers. The bill proposes to do
away in effect with many of these, and in-
trust their present powers to a County
Dagrd elected direetly by the eitizens of the
different distriets. This plan greatly in-
creases e {mportance of the individual
citizen, and diminishes the influence as well
as the labors of the central government, So
demovcratic is the measure that 1ts reading in
Parliament caused Joud eheering on the Lib-
eral and Radical benches. An importart
feature of the proposals is the division of the
whole country into urbas-aud rural districts,
within which women rate-payers will he
equally entitied to vote for members of the
eounells. Another Important feature is the
local option clause, which will be a step very
far in advance in dealing with the liquor
question. The bill mesns home rule to the
English counties, and Is the most important
measure introdoced in Parlinment since Mr.
Gladstone presented his famous bill for the
better government of Ireland. This bill
does not, however, include Ireland, where
Lord Salisbury still intends that the Impe-
rial Government shall continue to interfere
with the wminutest affairs of government.
Neither is Scotland included, though the
reason for this omission eannot be the same
as for the omission of Ireland.

CONCERNINC BOOKS.

BY E. CAVAZZA.

Heartsease and Rue, By James Russell
Lowell. When a great poet gives to the
world a new volume, the reader’s sense of
harmony and beauty receives confirmation
and refreshment. The continual experience
ol ordinary verses whieh fail, for one and
auother reason to pass the boundary line
iuto the region of true poetry, leaves the
wind a little bewildered and jaded. One
eritie thinks Poetry to be asleep; another
believes alsn that it is not worth while to
awaken her, better tc let the thicket of thorns
overgrow the gateways of her antiguated
palace. .

Then o genuinely grent voilee makes itsell
heard, and Poetry appears anything but un-
conscious, Tue lesser voices are tested by
the greater, and each takes its own partin
the choir. Then the consoled crities begin
to see that the future of the art of poetry is
not to be decided by any one number of any
monthiy magazine, and to believe that the
love and practice of song, which began with
the primul stars of wmoruing, is not likely to
die out because this nineteenth century is
somewhat prosaic and experimental.

In Mr. Lowell's new valume of verse, com-
prising poems written in the course of the
past twelve years, the extraordinary scope,
richness and varlety of his genius are well
represented. Even his slightest verse gives
in some way assurance of afirm basis of
learning and art; while in his mystieal study
of Endynilon—in which he holds his song at
the zenith of passion, white he traces the
double nature of love through all its moon-
like mutations—we find the poet in the su-
perbest exercise of his full power. o

Perhaps a juster arrangement of this vol-
utme would have placed this great Endymion
~-al the beginning, and have grouped as secon-
dary to it the olher poems., It is a model
and an juspiration of art. Without over-
strain of the story, or lapse from its elassie
tone. the poet interprets the dream of Endy-
mion, renewing for all eras the antigue
moon-wmyth. The justand artistic impulse
which connected the treatment of the Greek
legend with Titian's picture of Sacred and
Profane Love, s perhaps led the poet also
to render it in the best temper of the [talian
Renaissance, classic inthe large, firm out-
lines, while it glows with the color and pas-
sion of the conscious revival of the “hu-
manities”’  The opening lines are exquisite
_in atmosphere:
