Drainage of Houses. 
In the older parts of London, the house 

drains form a direct flue connection from 
sewer to house, and at all times when the 
temperature within Is above that without, 
there is an inward flow of sewage gas to the 
house through closet, sink, aud drain, and 
probably not one per-cent of these bouses have 
full external ventilation of their drains. 

There are flap and syphon traps on drains, 
but traps of any sort are a delusion and a 

snare, as is proved by the presence of sewer 

gas in basements and water-closets, and as 
was showu when carbolic acid was used in 
certain sewers as a disinfectant,—the peculiar 
taint was found in all the houses. The 
remedy for this defective and injurious state 
of things may be simple and ought to be easy 
of accomplishment. 

No new house should be draiued but under 
the supervision of a public officer—parish sur- 
veyor in London—all drains from sewer to 
house should have full means for ventilation 
outside the external wall, and at this point 
the liue ot pipe (it eartbern ware is used) or 
line of draiufif brick drain is used) should be 
broken—that is, the drain should end at the 
outer wall in the veutilating shaft on the 
house side aud begin at a lower level in the 
same ventilating shaft on the sewer side. 

There may then be syphons or a flap over 
the open ends ot *he drain to shut out rats; 
but any sewer gas will escape at the ventilat- 
ing shaft, and this may be carried away by a 

drain pipe or slack pipe and if required pass 
throngh charcoal into open air. 

The main sewers of the metropolis are now 
rudely ventilated direct from sewer to street 
surface in thousands of instances, and it is 
this and the abolition of cespools, which have 
given London the lowest rate of mortality of 
any great city in the world. If every bouse 
drain were properly connected, and also fully ventilated as indicated, the improvement of 
health would be still greater though not per- 
fect.

We cannot undertake to return or reserve com- 
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A Satisfactory Showing. 
The change which has taken place in the 

volume and value ot our trade with Great 
Britain during the past year as compared 
with previous years, is at once remarkable 
and encouraging. The Boston Advertiser 
compares the statistics of the reports ot the 

British Board of Trade for the months of 

January and February ot the present year 

with those of the corresponding months of 

1873. These statistics show that in the ar- 

ticle of breadstuff', Great Britain in those 

months ot this year imported from this country 
4,454,942 hundred weight against 2,433,991 
hundred weight in 1873. As indicating the 
extent to which we are supplying Great Brit- 
ain with the “staff of life” and how far that I 
great power relies upon us for the same, it 
may be stated that in 1873 the imports of 
that nation from this country were th'rty- 
four per cent in quantity and thirty-five per 
cent in value while in 1874, the imports had 
increased to sixty-two per cent both of quan- 
tity and value. The value of hreadstuffs, 
cotton, tallow, etc., imported into Great 
Britain iroin the United States for the first 
two mouths of 1873 was £9,329,331 and ia 
the corresponding period of 1874, £12,337," 
291. 

The exports from Great Britain to this 

country show a change even more remarka- 
ble iu the other direction. The total exports 
from that country to the United States for 
the period above named in 1873 were valued 
at£6,961,910 against £5,341,828 for the cor- 

responding period of 1874. From a table giv- 
ing the amount and value of all the exports 
of Great Britain to this country, is the follow 
ing which embraces the amount and value of 
the leading articles:

The aggregate decrease the present year 
compared with last, is twenty-three per cent. 
The most marked decline is in the exports of 
iron products which amount to sixty-three 
per cert in quantity, while the value has fall- 
en from £1,159,014 to £474,517. Nor do 
the above figures show the entire falling off. 
Canada imports a large part of its English 
goods via the United States in bond; and oth- 
er returns from tne same source show the 
amount of such imports through this country 

; which should be deducted from the aoove 

quantities to give the just results. For in- 
stance, the Dominion took 5,400,000 yards 
more of cotton goods during the two months of 
1874 than during the corresponding peiiod of 
last year, consequently the amount actually 
consumed iu the United States is five million 
yards less than last year. The Advertiser 
says tbit, after making the corrections neces- 

sary in all similar cases, the actual exports of 
Great Britain for consumption in the United 
States, is reduced to £5,907,839 for 1873 aud 
to £4,089,419 in 1874, making a decline of 
rather more than thirty per cent. 

A leading New York journal finds no satis- 
faction in the fact that the “balance of trade” 
is in favor of this country, and tells us that 
it shows nothing as the balance is constantly 
against Great Britain, but ordinary people 
will persist in believing that the difference of 
accounts between countries as between indi- 
viduals if they are honest, must be paid, and 
that the party having the smaller account 
must pay the balauce. 

A general movement is in progress for 
the adoption of a metri: or decimal system of 
weights and measures in this country. The 
system lias been legalized by act of Congress 
and is already in use by the Coast Survey of- 
ficials. It only remains for the people to 
adopt it in their ordinary transactions, and 
papers are in circulation for signatures in all 
the leading cities of the couutry, containing 
an agreement to adopt the system on and alt- 
er a date to be hereafter fixed. Many of our 

leading citizens have signed the agreement 
and have given a hearty approval to the 
change. The convenience of the decimal sys- 
tem as compared with our present arbitrary 
and absurd division of weights and measures 
is illustrated by the superiority of our deci- 
mal system of currency over that of most na- 
tions. The metric system is now in use in 
the greater part of Christendom, England and 
America being the chief exceptions among 
nations. 

An exchange in speaking of the Eastem- 
Maine Ceutral meeting at Waterville inti- 
mates that much money has heretofore been 
wasted in legislation which will be saved 
hereafter. Are we to infer from this that 
the mysterious Sanboru is never again to 
know every member in the legislatures of 
Maine, New Hampshire and Massachusetts, 
that no headquarters are to be maintained at 
Augusta, and no more,—we.l, we will not 
enumerate further—are we to infer that these 
men and things are of the past ? 

We cannot go to New Brunswick for in- 
struction in the courtesies which dignify 
parliamentary bodies. In the Assembly of 
that Province, Mr. Gough the leader of the 
opposition applied to his associates, calling 
them by name, all the different terms which 
imply thief, liar, hypocrite, etc. One gen- 
tleman became exasperated and told Mr. 
Gough if he was out of doors he would make 
him eat his infamous lies. 

The liquor manufacturers aDd dealers of 
the West now advocate license laws, but pro- 
test against prohibition by local option, as, 
under the present state of public sentiment 
of the people, the women would secure pro- hibition in nearly every village and the trade 
would as a consequence be ruined. Local 
option would be a fatal blow at the traffic if 
women were allowed to vote on the question. 

Under The inspiration or the vote of Con- 
gress to increase the volume of currency, gold tose to 113 1-4 and stocks jumped up 
along the whole line. Men engaged in legiti- 
mate business will be cautious but specula- 
tors of all kinds will be happy in the pros- 
pective harvest. 

The weather-wise man who three weeks 
ago predicted an early spring because the 
snow had left, has not been about yet in 
early spring garments. Perhaps the tailors 
have not yet got the new styles.

Washington News and Gossip. 

THE INFLATION BILLS. 
There seems to. be some misapprehension 

with regard to the Senate vote u^on the four 
hundred million proposition. The vote was not 
upon the House bill, which still lies upon the 
presiding officers’ table, but upon the substi- 
tute for the first section of the Finance bill re- 

ported by the Senate Committee on Finauce. 
Consequently, before this measure can come to 
the President for his approval the Senate must 
act upon the House bill. 

THE DISTRICT INVESTIGATION. 

“Perley”says that the memorialists have thus 
far only unearthed two irregularities suscepti- 
ble of explanation, over which they are cack. 
ling loudly. 

ANOTHER VERSION. 
The Boston Advertiser'a special says that the 

members of the District legislature to whom a 

prominent contractor testified that he had of- 
fered $3000, and paid $1000, for securing a con- 

tract, w ere both Democrats, Culver being a 

member of the house of delegates, aud Gulek 
a member of the council and a presidential ap- 
pointee. One of the ring organs to-day, speak- 
ing of this matter, makes a very severe strict- 
ure upon the legislature, and says: 

This only serves to prove that so far as the 
operation of our public works is concerned the 
legislature is rather an obstacle in the way. It 
was the tool of the contractors, through which 
they operated upon the board, and as such it 
would have been better had it never existed. 

THE UNION PACIFIC CASE. 

The bill agreed upon by the judiciary com- 

mittee in relation to the Ceutral or Atkinson 
branch of the Union Pacific Railroad, allows 
the company to take its claim for additional 
bonds and lands to the court of claims, with a 

provision directing the Attorney-General to 
appeal the case to the Supreme Court if the 
court of claims decides in favor of the road. 
The report was not unanimous, and some of 
l e strong members of the Committee will op- 

pose it on the fiooi and contend that the com- 

pany has no legal claim to the increased sub- 
sidy. Prominent railroad men here assert that 
it is not true that the roads will bring their in- 
fluence to bear in the senate to defeat the pend- 
ing transportation bill. They base their indif- 
ference to the passage of the measure on the 
belief that the courts will not sustain the inter- 
ference, proposed by the bill, with the railroad 
lines. 

INTERNAL REVENUE RECEIPSS. 
The receipts from internal revenue this 

month are half a million dollars less than was 

expected, and are less than for the correspond- 
ing month last year. The receipts for the first 
quarter of 1874, however, are in excess of the 
receipts for the first quarter of 1873. 

A VETO WANTED. 

The contractionists are bringing great pres- 
sure to bear on the President to veto any bill 
largely increasing the circulation of paper 
money that may be passed. The President 
listens to all that is said, and very properly ex- 

presses no opinion on the subject. 

Particulars of the Death of Dr. Liv- 
rrrosa'UNK.—A Londou despatch ^.unonnces the 
arrival of the remains of Dr. Livingstone 
in that city. The following account is given 
of his last illness: 

He hal been ill of chronic dysentery several 
months. Was well supplied with stores and 
medicines, but had a presentiment the attack 
would prove fatal. At first he wes able to ride 
on a donkey, but soon had to be carried. Ar- 
riving at Muilala, beyond Lake Bomba, in the 
Bosa country, he said, “Build me a hut to die 
n.” A hut was built by his followers. The 

first of May he was confined to his bed, and af- 
terwards suffered greatly, groaning night and 
day. The third day he said he was very cold, 
and requested more grass to be put over the 
hut. His followers could not speak to or go 
near him. Ki turn bo, the chief of Boza, sent 
flour an'1 beaus, and behaved well towards the 
party. The fourth day Dr. Livingstone was 
miserable and died about midnight. Maka 
shooa, a servant, was present. 

Dr. Livingstoue made his last entry in his 
diary April 27. He spoke much and sadly of 
home aud family. When first seized by the 
fatal attack he told his followers lie intended to 
exchange everything for ivory to give them.and 
then push on to Ujiji and Zanzibar and try to 
reach England. The same day on which he 
died bis followers consulted what to do. The 
Nassick boys determined to preserve the re- 
mains. They were afraid to iuform the chief 
of the death of the Doctor. The secretary had 
the body removed to another hut and built a 

high fence around it to insure privacy. He 
then removed the mternal organs, placed them 
in a box aad buried them instde the fence un- 
der a large tree. Jacob Wainwright cut an in- 
scription on the tree thus: “Dr. Livingstone, 
died May 4,1873,” and subscribed it with the 
name of the head man, “Susa.” The body 
was preserved in sait and dried in the sun 

twelve days. 
Kitumbo, on being informed of Livingstone’s 

death, had the drums beat and guns fired as a 

token of respect, and allowed the followers to 
remove the body, which they placed in a coffin 
of bark, and commenced the journey to CJu- 
.vauijembe. which consumed about six months, ! 

sending in advance a party with information 
of all that had occurred, addressed to Living- 
stone’s son. 

After Him.—The Rural Home of New York 
goes after Rev. Dr. Crosby of that city, who re- 

cently announced some very peculiar ideas re- 

specting intoxicating liquors and those who 
use or abuse them. It says: 

O, logical Dr. Crosbv! to uphold that which 
makes men drunkards, and then treat the 
drunkard as a criminal! O, wise and good Dr. 
Crosby! to preach moderate tippling, and pun- 
ish its results! Did he speak from the heart or 
from the head, or from the stomach? There is 
no reason iu such talk; it must come from some 
point below the brain, or else Dr. Crosby has 
less braiu than we have long given him credit 
tor. Let us have a little of the Women’s pow- 
er in the Pulpit. We would be willing, even, 
to see the women who have barricaded Ohio sa- 
loons, barricade every such pulpit as Dr. Cros- 
by’s, where like poor preaching is indulged in. 
We would prefer to see this, in fact, since the 
saloon is confessedly an evil, and its preaching 
is confessedly bad. while the pulpit is avowedly 
a minister of truth, and its teachings are ac- 
cepted by nearly all.

While 
his stepfather lay there senseless the \ oung 
murderer twice repeattd tke blow; then, think- 
ing his work was accomplished, and aided by 
his mother, bore the body out into ,thc orchard 
and leaned it against a tree.

Exchange, and was alluded to in flattering 
terms in one of the speeches yesterday morn- 

ing.

School Allairs. 
A special meeiing of the School Committee 

was held last evenieg to receive and act upon 
the report of the committee to which was re- 

ferred the matter of the legal status of the 
Board. 

The report was presented, and reads as fol- 
lows: 

The undersigned, a Committee appointed to 
examiue the laws relating to the organization 
of this Board, and to report the result of their 
investigation, ask leave to submit the following 
report: 

The tenth section of chapter IX of the Revis- 
ed Statutes of 1837 gave power to towus to 
choose a committee of not less than three aud to 
invest such committee with the powers both of 
a Superintending School Committee, and of a 

School Agent. 
This section was repealed by an act of the 

Legislature Ma&h 22d, 1870. 
if then the City Council derived its authority 

to elect a School Board of twenty-one solely 
from R. S., 1837, Chap. 11, Sec. 10 it is clfar 
that the present constitution of this Board is 
without legal authority. The change in the 
law, if one has been made, dates from the pas- 
sage of the above act of 1870, aud is not due to 
any error in the revision of the Statutes, aud it 
would probably be conceded that this act of 
1870 was not intended by those who framed and 
passed it to affect in any manner the constitu- 
tion of the School Committee in Portland. 

But inasmuch as it has been the custom of 
the City Council for a period of thirty or forty 
years to elect a School Board consisting of more 

than three members, it is evideut that the 
sources of the authority for such action on the 
part of the City Government must be sought in 

earlier s atutes than the revision of 1857, and 
while your committee have lieeu unable to 
make a ful' examiuatioj of all the statutes re- 

lating to this matter, it is fouud that in the act 
of March 11th, 18:54, it is specially provided, 
"That the inhabitants of the City of Portland 
shall be and hereby are authorized at their an- 

nual meetings to choose their School Commit- 
tee of such numbers as they may think 
propsr, which committee sliail have all the 
rights aud powers and perform all the duties en- 

joyed and enjoined upon the said Superintend- 
ing Committee and said agents.” 

This was an act of local application, giving to 
the City of Portland without condition or limi- 
tation the light to determine the number of 
which the School Board should consist, and it 
is undoubtedly the source of the authority on 

which the action of the City Government in 
this regard has 3ince been based. 

When the Statutes were revised in 1810, the 
act of 1834, in which the above provision was 

contained was repealed, subject, however, to 
the following provision, viz: 

“No private act, or act of local application, 
now utirepealed, shall he effected by any pro- 
vision of the Revised Statutes inconsistent 
therewith, unless such provision be different 
from the former public or general law on the 
same subject.” 

If this provisiou reserves from the operation 
of the repealing act of 1840 the above section 
of the act of 1834 which conferred a special 
right upon the City of Portland, then it is 
clear that !he original authority for the organi- 
zation of this Board, upon its present basis, 
still remains. 

Thus far there is no difference of opinion 
among the members of your committee, who 
join iu this report. 

Bui upon the vital question whether the act 
of 1834 still remains ill force, there is more or 

less difference of opinion, and we cau only 
unite m reporting that it is a doubtful question 
of law what the true construction of the fore- 
going provision in the repealing act of 1840 
may be, and that this doubt can only be set at 
rest by judicial construction or by an act of the 
Legislature. It can by no meaus be asserted 
as clear that the act of 18:44 is uow inoperative. 

This is the only report which tne committee 
can submit upou that point. It would not be 
expected that our report should embody the 
different views of the individual members of 
the Committee. Moreover, there is strong rea- 

son to believe that upou any construction of 
the statutes three members of the Board have 
'been legally elected. 

in preparing this report we have confined 
Ourselves strictly to the point submitted to us, 
and have considered none of the difficulties 
and complications which attend upou the 
theory that the Board is not legally organ- 
ized. 

Whether it is not sufficient for all practical 
purposes that the Board is acting in the capac- 
ity of Superintending School Committee in 
accordance with the usage of the ciiv, and by 
formal vote of the City Council, is undoubtedly 
a question which deserves the consideration 
of those whose province it is to determine it 

No question arises or eau arise as to the legal- 
ity of taxes or the validity of appropriations. 
Taxes are assessed and appropriations are made 
for schools—n t to the School Committee, 

The approval of bills by a Committee chosen 
by the City Government, ant' holding by virtue 
of such election the office of Superintending 
School Committee, is a sufficient protection to 

the City Treasurer, whether the Committee is 

acting de facto or dcjure. 
That the present juncture of* affairs affords 

a favorable opportunity for devising an per- 
fecting, at the next session of the Legislature, 
a more efficient system for the superintendence 
of schools, is apparent to all; but whether in 
the meantime any hasty anil temporary substi- 
tutioa of a new system for established meth- 
ods will be of advantage to the schools or the 
public; whethprin the midst of a school year, 
When matters of importance in relatiou to the 
schools are pending before the Board, so radi- 
cal a change should be suddenly made; whether 
on the other baud the City Council will not 
rather determine that the pnsent system can 
continue during the remainder of the year 
with greater safety to all the interests involved 
less detriment to the schools, than will attend’ 
the action of a new and much smaller Board, 
chosen in an unexpected emergency, proceed- 
ing upon questionable authority under a law 
which has no special reference to Portland, nor 
to the requirements of the schools here; these 
are questions which, even if it were conceded 
that the present constitut.ou of the School 
Committee is irregular and unauthorized, re- 
main for the consideration of the City Council, 
on whom the responsibility exists of determin- 
ing to whom shall be intrusted the interests of 
the public schools during the present year. 

The report was received anil accepted. 
The chairman thought it wise to make a com- 

munication to the City Council, asking them to 
take such action as they see fit. He suggested 
the following communication: 

1 ^ e» the undersigned, members elect of the 
School Committee, having been apprised that 
doubts are entertained of the validity of this 
Board as at preseut constituted, respectfully re- 

quest your honorable body to ccnsiJer and ad- 
vise whether the persons heretofore elected and 
now constituting the School Committee shall 
continue to act as such for the preseBt year or 

whether a new election may be necessary. 
Mr. Hale presented the following order for a 

communication to the City-Council, which he 

considered to be a more dignified action for the 

Board to take because it thereby cleared itself 
of responsibility and left the whole matter to 
the City Council without advice from the School 
Board: 

We, the undersigned, members elect of the 
School Committee, chosen by your honorable 
Boards, respectfully represent that there seems 
to be doubt as to the authority of the City 
Council to elect a School Committee of more 
than three members, since the passage of 
the public laws of 1870, and consequently as to 
the validity of our election. We therefore re- 
quest your Boards to take such action as they shall think proper in the premises. 

On these proposed communications debate 
ensued. The example of the School Commit- 
tee of 1848 was quoted. 

Mr. Smith offered the following communica- 
tion : 

Whereas, it has come to the knowledge of 
this Board through its chairman, that the May- 
or entertains and has expressed an opinion that, 
by a cliauge of the statutes of this State in the 
year 1870, that provision of law relating to the 
powers and duties of the School Committee so 
far as it relates to the city of Portland has been 
stricken out, and, therefore, no authority for 
the election of a Bo^rd of twentv-one mernt 
hers exists or has existed since 1870; and 

Whereas, it has also come to the knowledge 
of this Board tint the City Solicitor, after an 
examination of the statutes relating to this 
subject, has announced to this Board his opin- ion that the City Council had no authority for 
the election of the Board, as at present consti- 
tuted, therefore, 

Resolved. To relieve any embarrasment that 
may exist or arise between the city council and 
this board in the settlement of the question, 
to the end that the progress and efficiency of 
the public schools may not be retarded or im 
paired, the city council be and they are hereby 
respectfully informed that we decline to further 
exercise any of the functions of Superintend- 
ing School Corajniitee of the City of Portland. 

Resolved. That a certified copy of this pre- 
amble and resolutions be transmitted to the 
City Council forthwith. 

An animated debate ensued and Judge Sy- 
mouds moved an indefinite postponement of 
the whole matter. He accepted an amend- 
ment that the matter lie upon the table. The 
matter was then laid upon the table. A mo- 
tion to adjourn was made and lost. Mr. Hale 
then presented his resolution as an order. I* 
was ruled out of order. 

The subject matter was then taken from the 
table, and a vote taken upon Mr. Smith's sub- 
stitute. It was rejected. 

Mr. Hale’s substitute was then taken up. 
An amendment embodying the Smith substi* 
tute except the last resolve was offered by Mr. 
Chapman. A further amendment was made 
by Judge Symouds roferring the whole matter 
to the City Council. Mr. Chapman then 
withdrew his amendment, and Mr. Hale ac* 
cepted the amendment of Judge Symonds in 
place of his original order. Judge Symond's 
communication was passed. It reads as fol_ 
lows: 

Whereas, An intimation has been given to 
this body that there is a question as to the le- 
gality ot the existence of the Superintending School Committee of this city, therefore, 

Resolved, That we refer the whole subject 
the whole subject to the City Council for their 
decision and adjustment. 

The Secretary was directed to forward this 
oommunication to the City Council. 

Adjourned. 

mere haul*’ Exchange. 
The members of the Portland Merchants’ 

Exchange held its annual meeting at its rooms 

yesterday morning, to consider measures look- 
ing to an increase of membership, and to con- 
sult upon the business and industrial interests 
of the city, and to make choice of officers. 

The following officers were chosen: Direc- 
tors, A. K. Shurtle W. W. Thomas, M. N. 
Rich, Charles R. Milliken, ffm. Allen, jr. 

The report of the Superintendent, Mr. E, L. 
Riug, was submitted. It reads as follows: 

The Merchants’ Exchange numbers at the 
present time 219 memberp, a slight decrease in 
membership since the list report. The total 
amount collected from members for annual as- 
sessments the past year was 81,664.25, which 
has been paid to the Treasurer. For expendi- 
tures the past year 1 refer you to the Treasui- 
er’s report, rendered at the last annual meeting 
of the Board of Trade. We have on file at our 

Exchange room 17 daily and 15 weekly papers, 
representing the larger cities and towns of New 
England, New York, Pennsylvania, Ohio, Illi- 
nois, Missouri. Louisiana, the Dominion of 
Canada, and the Provinces of New Brunswick 
and Nova Scotia. 

Telegraphic reports, embracing gold and stock 
quotations, London, Liverpool, Chicago and 
New York markets, ship news, etc., are receiv- 
ed daily, as also are all local news of interest. 
I would here add that we are furnishing to our 

members, at a subscription of six and ten dol- 
lars a year, the same reports which the Boston 
and New York Exchanges furnish to their mem- 
bers at a much higher rate of subscription. The 
Exchange room is at times visited by those who 
contribute nothing to its suuport. The only 
remedy for this in my mind is a strict tick- 
et system, as employed by the New York and 
other Exchanges. This, however, cannot be 
worked successfully with the limited number of 
clerks which our room affords. We have en- 
deavored to make the Exchange room as at- 
tractive as possible to our subscriber, and have 
tried hard to please all, in which i trust we 
have succeeded. 

The routine business before the meeting hav 
ing been transacted, Hon. G. W. Woodman ad- 
dressed the members upon some matters of in- 
terest to the business public. He spoke of the 
staudiug of the Board of Trade, and of the in- 
fluence for good which it exerted upon busi- 
ness, and indirectly, upon legislation. The 
Board of Manufactures have projected an in- 
dustrial exhibition which will be a matter of 
pride to the city. Portland has a great manu- 

facturing future before her if she will only take 
advantage of her.surrouudings and natural ad- 
vantages. He then spoke a few words for the 
Merchants’ Exchange, of the facilities which it 
offers to the business., men of the city, and of 
its present wants. Really, the city does not 
sustain this institution quite as it ought, though 
the efforts of the canvassing committee have 
within a few weeks resulted in a large accession 
to the membership. The Merchants’ Exchange 
is valuab’e because of its union of the mer- 

chants, because of its capacity for united ef- 
fort. It is the business brain of the city, and 
upon its best efforts depend the future business 
prosperity of the city. 

Mr. W. S. Dana next addressed the meeting, 
deploring the want of confidence and union 
amoug our business men. We want breath of 
thought aud breadth of purpose. We need co- 
operative power, and that power is only to be 
attained by some close and well directed union, 
A ebajige is coming over the country. The ne- 

cessity of a reduction of expenditures, of a 

more economical mode of living is seen. Busi- 
ness is settling itself upon a new basis. We of 
Portland must conform ourselves to the change, 
unitedly. Unitedly we can do much. The 
Merchants’ Exchange should be supported as a 

means of Union. Its expenses are very much 
less than those of any similar organization, and 
its benefits are as great. In closing, Mr. Dana 
mentioned the Board of Manufactures, and 
said it had been doing much since its forma- 
tion. There has been a marked increase in the 
interest evinced in manufactures during the 
last six months. 

Mr. C. E. Jose being called upon, made some 

encouraging statements in regard to the indus- 
trial exhibition, and said a marked success was 

already assured. Something needs to be done 
to call the attention of capital to Portland, aud 
the exhibition will serve that purpose, showing 
as it does the enterprise, skill, energy aud nat- 

ural advantages of tbejcity. We have suffered 
less from the panic than any other city in the 

country, and if trade seems dull now we must 
remember that it is very much depressed all 
about us. Yet many of the special industries 
of Maine are reviving, and we have really a 

bright outlook before us. For the last few 
years everyone has been seeking short roads to 

fortune, and the great industries of the coun- 

try have been terribly demoralized. A change 
is now coming. We are taking a new depart- 
ure, and are now turning our attention to the 
productive industries of the country. Maine is 
just learning to use its advantages, is just be- 
ginning to get rich. 

Other remarks were made and the meeting 
then adjourned. 

The Reading, iiie Roberts reading, which 
occurred last evening, was a pleasing success. 
The programme was select and varied. Mrs. 
Roberts read with her usual zeal and correct- 
ness. Of the others it is enough to say that 

they did well, even better than their most san- 

guine friends expected. Master Poole was sim- 

ply immense in his “Irish Picket,” and receiv- 
ed a hearty encore, hut did not respond. At 
the close of the programme Mrs. Roberts read, 
by special request, “The Charcoal Man.”

Public Right* on Commercial Street. 
Mr. Editor;—It lias been a matter of just 

complaint against tbe P. S. & P. R. R. that it 
has maintained serious obstructions in the way 
of travel to and from the Portland bridge. In- 
deed the road has been put under indictment 
for nuisance on account of these obstructions. 
The road has further, with a view to the entire 
removal of alt causes of complaints, been con- 

strained to consent to the payment of a large 
sum of money toward building an “overhead 
bridge” and further has beeu obliged to main- 
tain a roadway to the bridge over its own land 
to accommodate the public. 

And yet we see the city council giving its 
consent to tbe laying of track after track across 

Commercial street, the main business avenue of 
the city, upon which railway trains, both pas- 
senger and freight, are to pass and repass, not 

only obstructing but entirely stopping all move- 

ment on the street during tbeir passage, put- 
ting a complete embargo not only on the bus- 
iness and travel to and from the Portland 
bridge but a vast amount additional. It Is dif- 
ficult to see why, if one railroad is to be indict- 
ed for one obstruction, another shonld reeeive 
aid and help in establishing another. The 
concession is the most extraordinary since it 
was acknowledged by tho counsel of the Bos- 
ton aud Maine railroad at tbe hearing, and 
indeed insisted upon by him in extenuation of 
the demands of the road, that some other 
arrangement could be made and is expected to 
be made, whereby the obstructing tracks will 
be removed. 

It certainly seems as if the city council 
should have insisted that the other arrange- 
ment be made now. They should have in- 
sisted that the railroads should at once forego 
their hostilities and make terms with one 

another, covering this and other matters in- 
volved. The council by their action make 
themselves parties to the contest and lend their 
aid to nourish and perpetuate it. They do this 
at the public cost. They do it to the detri- 
ment of all the business to be done on Com- 
mercial street. They assent to the establish- 
ment of a nuisance on Commercial street, sim- 
ply because a railroad asks for it. Let the 
railroads get out of their scrapes the best way 
they can, but not to the public harm. If a 
railroad voluntarily and with open eyes puts 
itself into a “pocket,” into a location impracti 
cable and unavailable for its purposes except 
by obstruction to business and the public, let it 
take the consequences. 

One would think the city government bad 
shown quite enough of timidity and truckling 
iu suffering a railtoad to ride rough-shod over 
itself in the matter of High street, without 
making haste to throw away the public rights 
to the main business avenue of the town at the 
beckon of the same railroad.

the Selectment be empowered to sell the right 
of the town to all of the real estate which had 
been bid in at the tax sales by the town and 
forfeited for non-payment of tbe tax. There 
are a hundred or more different parcels, belong, 
ing for the most part to non-residents. Same of 
these lots have been sold by the owners aud in 
some cases have changed hands several times. 
Most likely these elaims will be bought in by 
Some Shylock who will trouble the possessors.

Injunction Against a Patent. 
R. Ball & Co., manufacturers of wood work- 

ing machienry in Worcester,have filed a bill in 
equity, praying for an injunction restraining 
Joseph P. Woodbury from demands of royalty 
with threats of suits, on the grouud that he 
damaged their business aud has no valid rights 
under his patent. This is an nnusual course, 
but is taken under advice of Judge Curtis on 
the ground that though Woodbury was inform- 
ed nearly six months ago, through their coun- 
sel, by the manufacturers of wood working 
machinery of dres ed lumber, the leading par- 
ties engaged in both thes6 kiuds of business 
throughout the country having combined for 
mutual defence against an enormous claim aud 
one which as they believe cannot and will not 
be sustained; that they had an ample defence 
aud had been urged to test the validity of his 
claims. He has deferred doing so, giving what j 
have seemed to them to be mere pretexts for 
delay. The course which their counsel have 
now adopted is designed to bring the matter to 
an immediate issue. 

After Dinner Prophesy. 
The Democratic Senators and Representa- 

tives of the State Legislature were given a ban- 
quet at the United States Hotel this evening, 
under the ausDices of the Democratic State 
Committee, A large number of prominent 
men, representing the rank and file of the De- 
mocracy, were present.

his plan.

Nauboru on Trial. 
New Yobk, March 30.— The trial of San-

WASHINGTON, 

Tbe Appropriation Bills. 
Washington, March 30.— The following is 

the present condition of this year’s appropria- 
tion bill: Naval emergency extra appropriation 
bill and army and navy fortification bills have 
passed both houses and become ,aws. The Ex 
ecutive Judicial bill is now under consideration 
by the House. The Indian and Military 
Academy approoriation bills have been report- 
ed but not reached for action. The deficiency 
bill will be reported this week aud then the 
pension, postal, consular and diplomatic, river 
and harbor, and sundry civil expenses bills will 
be prepared by the committees and reported to 
the House in the order named In bills already 
reported there has been a reduction of between 
ten and twelve million dollars from the revised 
estimates of the departments and the commit- 
tees confidently expected to be able to effect an 
aggregate saving of $25,000,000 ou the total ap- 
propriations this year as compared with last 
session. 

Internal revenue receipts to-day $470,987. 
Gold Sales. 

New Yohk, March 30. — A special from 
Washington says: In an interview with Sec 
retary Ricbardsou this morning, he said he was 

opposed to selling gold and would not not have 
done so had Congress passed the $400,000,000 
bill. He says tbe $5,000,000 of goid to be sold 
in April is the only disbursement of gold to be 
made by the government during the month and 
this amount will hardly be felt as be antici- 
pates heavy importations. He favors the gov- 
ernment keeping its gold so as to prepare for 
the resumption of specie payments. He inti 
mates his intention as soon as tbe $400,000,000 bill shall become a law to suspend gold sales 
aud commence paying out legal tenders.

ing the capital prize $187,500 instead of a quar- 
ter of a million.

the time for such redemption. He (Sherman) 
thought the ruling erroneous, and that it 
would lead to complications hereafter. The 
sectiou of the bill proposed to be stricken out 
provided the retirement of 70 per cent of legal 
tenders should be in further reduction of the 
$382,000,000 authorized iu the previous sections 
The Senate, however, struck out the $382,000,- 
000 in the first section and inserted $400,000,- 
000, and now lie (Sherman) would move to in- 
sert $400,000,000 in the 4th section in place of 
$382,000,000, but could not do so under the rul- 
ing of the Chair, as a motion to strike out the 
whole section was pending. 

The Chair said he saw the difficulty, but had 
made the ruling in accordance with the rules 
of the Senate as he understood them. 

After having accumulated sufficient gold 
coin the legal tender notes so redeemed shall 
not be reissued except in exchange for gold 
coin at par; provided that if after the com- 
mencement of said redemption tho govern- 
ment shall bi able to redeem a part of the legal 
tenders in gold coin, the Secretery of the 
Treasury may issue the requisite amount of 
bonds of the same character as abobe and re deem such part with those bonds. Rejected, 
yeas 14. nays 29. 

Mr. Morion moved to strike ovt the fourth 
section of the bill which provides for the re- 
tirement of United States notes in the ratio of 
70 per cent, of the additional National bank 
notes authorized by the bill. 

Mr. Sherman said he desired to offer an 
amendment to the section before the vote was 
taken to strike it out. Such au amendment, uuder the old usages of the Senate was in ordir 
before a motion to strike it out, but the Chair 
this morning having ruled a similar amend- 
ment of the gentleman from Maine, (Hamlin) 
out of order. 

Mr. Hamlin said the ruling of the Chair 
would reverse the practice of the Senate for 
many years past. 

Alter some discussion unon the ruling of the 
Chair and the practice of the Senate Mr. Logan said this whole Finance bill was a scheme for a 
contraction and he hoped the section would be 
stricken out 

The Chair announced Mr, Wadleigh as a 
member of the Committee on Privileges and 
Elections and Mr. Frrlingtuysen as a member 
of tbe Committee on Education aud Labor in 
the place of Mr. Sumner. 

Without reaching a vote on Mr. Morton’s 
motion to strike out the fourth section of the 
Financial bill, the Senate on motion of Mr. 
Morrill of Maine at 5 o’clock proceeded to the 
consideration of Executive business and after a 
short time adjourned. 

HOUSE. 
Several bills were introduced, including one 

amending the shipping commissioner’s act; al- 
so appropriating $10,000 to purchase the paint 
ing of the signing of the emancipation procla 
mation. 

Mr. Wheeler, from the Committee on Com- 
merce, reported back with amendment, the 
Senate bill providing for the payment of the 
bonds of the Louisville & Portland Canal Com- 
pany. The bill coutinues in force the appropri- 
ation made in the river and harbor bill of the 
3d of March, 1873, for the "ayment pf the 
debts of tbe canal company, and makes it per- 
manently applicable for the same. 

Mr. Wheeler offered an amendment on his 
own behalf, forbidding any payment until after 
the State of Kentucky shall have ceded to the 
United States entire jurisdiction over the canal 
and all its property. 

Many members advocated the bill on the in- 
terest cheap freights on the Ohio river, while 
Messrs. Willard (of Vermont) and Kasson op- 
posed it. The former because the rates propos- 
ed to be charged on freight were wholly inade- 
quate to meet current expenses, besides he 
conld not see wby, if the government was to 
keep up this canal around the falls of the Ohio 
river, the same reason would not justify tbe 
government in purchasing the Erie canal and 
making it free of toll, or in purchasing all the 
railroads ct tbe couutry and running them at 
the government’s expense. If the government 
were to go into the business of furnishing free 
transportation its annual expense instead of 
being $300,000,000 would be over a billion, and 
then there would be a reaction agaiust taxa- 
tion. He intimated tbe principle of this bill 
would bring the government to communism, and be suggested au amendment that no ex 
penditure shall be made on the canal in anyone 

Sluter than the amount received for tolls. 
Mr. Coburn of Indiana, replied to the objec- 

tions of Messrs. Kasson and Willard, and sug- gested that the bill came under tbe same priu 
ciple as that which justified the government in 
building lighthouses, dredging out the entrance 
to New York harbor, and removing the ob- 
structions from St. Clair flats and the Detroit 
river. Without disposing of the question the 
bill went over 

Mr. Kelley of Pennsylvania, asked leave to 
report from the Committee on Ways and 
Meaus, and have passed the bill to adiuif free 
of duly articles intended for the International 
Exhibition of 187(1, with a provision that any 
articles sold or withdrawn for consumption 
shall be liable for duties. 

Mr. Garfield suggested the word “internation- 
al” should be struck out aud the word “centen- 
nial” substituted. 

Mr. Kelley objected to making that altera- 
tion and was sustained in the position by Messrs. 
Mvers aud Randall. 

Mr. Garfield then objected to the bill and it 
was withdrawn. 

The House at 4 o’clock adjourned. 

THE TEMPERANCE RAID. 

Another Proclamation from Mayor Jo mi- 
aou. 

Cincinnati, March 30.—Another proclama- 
tion 1 rum Mayor Johnson instructing the police 
to disperse crowds and keep the sidewalks and 
streets open was published to-day. The Mayor 
bad a conference with the temperance league, 
during which be explained that his proclama- 
tion did uot forbid holding prayer meetings iu 
public squares and in saloons, with consent of 
the proprietors, and that iu the suburbs it did 
not prohibit praying on the sidewalk with con- 
sent of the saloon keeper. Several bands of women went out this after- 
noon and were admitted in several saloons.— 
Great crowds followed them to several places. 
The women sang while marching along the 
streets.

THE ERIE STRIKE. 

The Military in Possession of the 

Railroad Buildings. 

Susquehanna, Pa., March 30.—Everything 
is quiet. The military have possession of the 
buildings of the Erie Railroad Company. Pas- 
senger trains are moving. The freight trains 
are blockaded, awaiting a meeting of the strik- 
ers this morning. A very uneasy feeling pre- 
vails. 

7 15 A. M.— One thousand more troons from 
Philadelphia are at Carbondale, en route for 
this place. They will reach here at 9.30 and if 
tlie strikers decline the proposition at the meet- 
ing this morning, the sheriff will at once begin 
offensive operations backed by tbe troops. A later despatch says that the strikers have 
taken possession of the water works and cutoff 
tl,e pipes running to the macbiue shops and 
other parts of the town, which is thereby ren- 
dered helpless in case of tire. 

Evening.—The military have entire posses- 
sion of ail the property of the company and 
all is apparently quiet. A secret meeting of 
the strikers was held this evening, at which 
they resolved to meet to-morrow at the coropa 
ny’s shop at 9 a. m., and offer to go to work if 
the company will employ all.

weie 300 strong and intended to get Their force 
together and resist the town. The communica- 
tion then calls ou the government and some of 
the peaceable, law abiding citizens of the coun 
try to take spee y means to bring Monks and 
his followers to justice, stating further thatuu- 
less this is done many lives will be sacrificed.

A PROCLAMATION. 

Whereas a treaty for the mutual extradition o 
criminals, fugitives from justice, between the United 
States of America and the Republic of Ecuador, was 
concluded and signed by their respective Plenipoten- 
tiaries at Quito oq the twenty-e.gbth day of June, 
eighteen hundred and seventy two; which treaty, 
being in the English and Spanish languages, is word 
lor word as ioilows: 
Extradition treaty between the United States o 

America and the Republic of Ecuador. 
The United States of America and the Republic of 

Ecuador, having deemed it conducive to the better 
administration of justice and the prevention of crime 
wii hiu their respective territories that all persons con- 
victed or accused of the crimes euumerated below, 
being fugitives irom justice, shall be. under certain 
circumstances, recipiocally delivered up, have re- 
solved to conclude a treaty upon the subject; and 
the President of tue United States bos for this pur- 
pose named Rum«ey Wing, a citizen of the United 
States, and their Minister-Resident in Ecuador, as 
Plenipotentiary on the part of the United States, and 
the President of Ecuador has nrmed Francisco Javier 
Leon, Minister of the interior and of Foreign Af- 
fairs, as Plenipotentiary on the part of Ecuador; who, having reciprocally communicated their full 
powers, and the same having been found In good and 
due form, have agreed upon the following articles, 
viz: 

Article 1st. 
The Government of the United States and the Gov- 

ernment of Ecuador mutually agrej to deliver up 
such persons as may have been convicted of or may- 
be accused of the crimes set f ,rth in the following ar- 
ticle, committed within the jurisdiction of one of the 
contracting parties, and who may h<ve sought refuge 
or be touuj within (he territory of the other; it being 
understood that tills isonlv to be done when the crim- 
inality shall.be proved in such manner thar. accord- 
ing to the laws of the country where the fugi ive or 
accused may be found, such persons might be lawful- 
ly arrested and tried, had the crime been committed 
withininits jurisdiction.
