THE WOMEN OF TODAY. 

Their Part In the World’s Industrial 
and Political Life, 

As Told by the Speakers Before the 

International Council. 

Mrs. Barry’s Account of Women as 

Knights of Labor. 

Washington, March 28.—Before the 
Women’s Council today, Mrs. A. M. 

Warden, worthy master of Vineland Grange, 
N. H., read a paper on “Women in the 

Grange,” and spoke of the grange, its ob- 

jects and women’s cenuection with it. Hul- 
da B. Loud read a paper on "Women in the 
Knights of Labor.” She said that woman’s 
great influence In the Knights is being felt 
wheeever men of character hare joined the 
order. Her work in the order is manifest 
in thebanijikment of tobacco and rum from 
the assembly rooms and in the greater effect 

upon herself in developing a stronger and 
more self reliant character. She is begin- 
ning to question, if it is right to vote, to 

speak, to hold office in these assemblies, 
why is it wrong for her to do so in State af- 
fairs. Her official recognition is slow be- 
cause of man’s selfishness and her own 

timidity and disinclination to push her 
•laims. Then, office has not and never will 
have the attraction for women that it has 
for men. The Knights of Labor is a grand 
educational face among the masses and a 

barrier that protects capital and monopoly 
from the results of their folly and crime. 
We should foster labor organizations to pre- 
vent revolution. 

The next speaker was Lida Barney Sales, 
corresponding secretary of the Socialogical 
Society of America, who described the work 
of the society and discussed the question of 
co-operation. Mrs. Leonora M. Barry, or- 
ganizer of the Knights of Labor, read a pa- 
per on “What the Knights of Labor are do- 
ing for women.” Mrs. Barry's address 
created something akin to sensation. After 
taking her seat she was twice compelled o 
come forward and bow her acknowledge- 
ments of the ovatton tendered her. She 
said: “We are building around our working 
girls a wall of protection to defend and pro- 
tect them from the indignities and humilia- 
tions which heretofore they have been sub- 
jected to. It is only four years ago that I 
became a Knight of Labor. Seven years 
ago 1 was left without a knowledge of what 
the world was, with three fatherless chil- 
dren looking to me for bread. To support 
these children it became my duty to go out 
in the army of employed in one of the lar- 
gest factories in Central New \ork. I went 
and for four years and seven months became 
a factory woman forlthe support of my little 
ones. Four years ago this spring 1 became a 

Knight of Labor, f became a member of an 

assembly of 1600 women. 
“Let me say to you here that although there 

was not one amongst them could boast of 
more tliau a minor part of a common school 
education, yet in that body of women there 
was more executive ability, tact, shrewdness 
and keen calculating power than could be 
found in twice that number of any body of 
men. We are instituting cooperative indus- 
tries throughout the breadth and length of 
the land. In Chicago, a tailoriag establish- 
ment has been started. A few girls were 
locked out because they went to a labor par- 
ade. This was a breach of discipline, but 
they did uot deserve so severe a punishment. 
By soliciting subscriptions, they raised 8400, 
and with $100 of this they paid a month’s 
rent. They started with $300 capital and iu- 
side of nine months those few men and wo- 
men in that cooperative tailoring establish- 
ment had done $30,000 worth of business. We 
have our cooperative shirt factories in Balti- 
more and New York, conducted solely by 
women. We have collar and cuff factories 
in Waterford, N. Y., a cooperative knitting 
mill at Little Falls, N. Y., and many other 
industries. During my connection with tiie 

iuu, a un»c ui.'wvuvou «• 

woman's national beneficial fund. This gives 
the women in sickness not less than $3 nor 
more than 85 a week, and in case of death, 
not less than 875 nor more thon $100. 
It gives protection to every woman, whether 
a Knight of Labor or not, for it is the duty, 
aim and object of the Knights of Labor to 
elevate woman, no matter what her nation- 
ality, creed, color or position In life. The 
Knights of Labor are taking little girls from 
the factory, workshop and mines and edu- 
cating them, because we know that the little 
child of today is the mother of the future. 
We know the fireside of the city and the 
State council of the nation, is moulded by 
the lives of the wive and mothers of our 
children. As these are the children 
of today, and as these shall be the work- 
ing women of the future, we demand that 
they shall be taken from the workshop, fac- 
tory and mine and put into schools to edu- 
cate and develope them.” 

At the evening session. Prof, ltena A. 
Michaels spoke of “Women as Educators.” 
She contrasted the modes of training the 
educators of 50 years ago with those pursued 
today. Laura C. Halloway spoke on “Wom- 
an in Journalism.” Twenty-five years ago, 
only 15 women were employed in the whole 
country as editors, while at present there are 
200 employed in active journalistic work in 
New 1 ork city alone. 

l)r. Sarah Hackett Stevenson was then in- 
troduced as the first woman who was ever 
admitted to the National Medical Associa- 
tion. She spoke of “Women in Medicine,” 
and advocated putting women physicians in 
charge of the unfortunate poor and the 
criminals of her own sex, and above all, that 
women should receive equal pay for equal 
work with her male competitors. Mrs. Ada 
Bittenbender, National Superintendent of 
Legislation in the W. C. T. (J., read a paper 
on “Women in Law.” Mrs. Bittenbender 
practices law with her husband. Itev. Ada 
C. Bowles spoke of “Women in the Minis- 
try,” and said that women should be allow- 
ed to shore the pulpit equally with men. 
Other addresses were made by Mrs. Martha 
K. Fields (Catherine Cole) of the New Or- 
leans Picayune, representing the Women’s 
International Press Association; Mrs. Amelia 
Hadley Mohl.of Washington, H. C., repre- 
senting the National Press Association, and 
Hatilda B. Corse, who spoke of "What a 

few women have accomplished in the finan- 
cial world. 

The session closed with an address on 
“Women as Farmers” by Esther L. Warner. 

THE CHINESE TREATY. 

Provisions of the Draft Submitted to 

the Senate. 

New Yoiik, March 28—The Times prints 
the text of the new Chinese treaty together 
with the letters of the President and Secre- 

tary Bayard accompanying its transmission 
to the Senate. The main provisions the 

treaty are as follows, the remainder deter- 

mining the manner of its enforcement: 
Article 1.—The high contracting parties 

agree inai lor a penuu ui i.wcui.j' jtata, ^ 

ginning with the date of the exchange of the 
ratifications of this convention, the coming 
except under the conditions hereinafter 
specified, of Chinese laborers to the United 
States of America shall be prohibited. 

Article 2.—The preceding article shall not 
apply to tiie return to the United States of 
America of a Chinese laborer who has a law- 
ful wife.child, or parent in the United States 
of America, or property therein of the value 
of $1,000, or of debts of like amount due him 
and pending settlement. And such right of 
return to the United States shall be exercised 
within one year of the date of leaving the 
United States of America; but sucli right to 
return to the United States ol America may 
he extended for an additional period not te 
exceed one year, in cases where, by reason of 
sickness or other cause of disability, such 
Chinese laborer shall be rendered unable 
sooner to return. 

Artiele 3.—The provisions of this conven- 
tion shall not affect the rights at present en- 

joyed of Chinese subjects, being officials, 
teachers, students, merchants or travelers, 
for curiosity or pleasure, but not laborers, of 
coming to the United States of America and 
residing therein. 

Article 4.—Chinese laborers or Chinese of 

any other class, either permanently or tem- 
porarily in the United States, shall have foi 
the protection of their persons and property 
all rights that are given by the laws of the 
United States to citizens of the most favored 

nation, excepCtlie right to become naturalized 
Cl 

Article flve provides that on or before the 
first day*of March, 1889, the United State.; 
shall pay to the Chinese minister at W ^ _ 

ingtoii, the sum of $276,817.75, in full foi 
outrages lnliicted upon Chinese subjects ir 
remote portions of the United States, al 

though any legal obligation to make sucl 
payment is denied. 1 lie same is to be divid 
ed among the sufferers, or if dead amonf 
their relatives. 

Article 6.—This convention shall remain it 
force for a period of twenty years, begin 
ning with the date of the exchange of ratifi 
cations; and if, sixtli months before the ex 

piration of the said period of twenty years 
neither government shall formally have giv^ 
cn notice of its termination to tbe other, ll 
shall remain in full force for another liki 
period of twenty years.

THE NATIONAL CAPITAL. 

Dr. Norvin Croon Tells What It Costs 

to Telegraph. 

Washington, March 28,-Dr. Norvin 
Green, President of the Western Union Tel- 
egraph Company addressed the Senate Com- 
mittee on Inter-State Commerce tills morn- 

ing on the Spooner Inter-State telegraph 
bill. He made a detailed statement of the 
workings of his corporation, and called at- 

tention to the advantage both to the company 
and the public which resulted from operat- 
ing telegraphs under one organization. 
There were gross popular errors as to the 

cost of maintaining the property. He re- 

ferred to the destruction of telegraph poles 
and wires by the recent blizzard to show that 

it cost something to maintain a telegraph 
system. Persons who said the Government 
could send messages for 10 cents and then 
make the lines self supporting knew noth- 
ing about the business. It was utterly im- 

possible to do it. He believed the Western 
Union property could not be duplicated for 
its cost, which he alleged was #80,000,000. 
Dr. Green reiterated his previous statements 
made before the various investigating com- 

mittees. .... 

Afier recess. Dr. Green said the Company 
would like to have an amendment adopted 
settling the question of the liability of tlie 
company as te the production of i tele- 
grams under subpoena from courts and com- 
mittees. He would like to see a provision in 
the bill limiting the damage for delays in the 
transmission of messages, say to 500 times 
the amount paid for transmission. It was 

perfectly absurd that the telegraph company 
should be subjected to #25,000 or 850,000 
damages for delay in a message for which 25 
cents was paid. Dr. Green addressed him- 
self to the Anderson bill requiring the Paci- 
fic Railroad Company to maintain and oper- 
ate its own telegraph lines, and criticized 
some of its features. 

Gen. Swayne, Western Union Counsel fol- 
lowed in an argument against the Anderson 
bill, which he considered perpetrated a 

wrong upon the Western Union and the Pa- 
cific Railroad Companies. 

Col. Robert G. Ingersoll, representing the 
United Lines and Postal Telegraph compa- 
nies, next addressed the committee. He 
took the broad ground that roads had no 

right to make contracts with the Western 
Union. His companies had wires stretching 
throughout the East as far West as the Mis- 
sissippi. They had wished for a Western 
connection. He showed how they were prac- 
tically frozen out of trans-continental busi- 
ness. The Anderson bill would bring 
relief not only to his companies but to the 
people. His companies now had a Pacific 
coast connection by means of the telegraph 
lines of the Canadian Pacific railroad and a 

special line down the Pacific coast from 
British Columbia to San Fianciseo. 

Gen. Swayne replied to some points made 
by Col. Ingersoll and then the committee ad- 
journed. 

Mr. Jodon Among the Texans. 

Investigation into the alleged outrages in 

Texas was resumed to-day by the sub-com- 
mittee of the Senate committee on privi- 
leges and election two witnesses for the 
defense were examined. Robert B. Moore, a 

colored Republican, now serving a term as a 

member of the State legislature, and J. M. 

H. Randall, also a colored Republican, of 

Washington county, testified that they as 

well as many other Republicans, supported 
the people’s ticket, headed by Judge Kirk- 

at the last election because they did not like 

the character of Mr. Schulze, wno neaaeu 

the Republican ticket, and because the 

ticket was not placed in the field in the regu* 
lar ; wanner. Their statement, in general, j 
was that there was little, if any, interference 

with elections in the county and good feel, 
ing existed there between the whites and 
blacks. 

A new feature was added to the investiga- 
tion when F. I). Jodon, counsel for the 
negroes taken out of Brenham jail and 
lynched at the time of the election, who has 
taken an active part in the proceedings be- 
fore the committee, took the stand and testi- 
fied that lie had, against the entreaties of his 
wife and friends, gone back to Brenham, 
last October, and been assaulted there by 
Bob White, a former witness. After the as- 

sault, he never left the house in the day, be- 
cause he did not consider it safe for him. 
Notwithstanding wiiat the other side said 
about his being safe in Brenham, lie, the 
witness, thought it would be taking too 
many risks for him to return. The witness 
grew quite excited, and turning to several 
of those present repiesenting the other side 
of the case, said: “God Almighty will 

punish you men for this thing before you 
are done with it, if uian decant. Co*i- 

tinuing, he read from a publication tu the 
Brenham Banner, tne Democratic county 
organ, expressing the opinion that it would 
have been better to have hanged Jodon and 
Hackworth rather than.the innocent negroes, 
who, the article said, were simply ,the tools 
of designing scoundrels, and asked how they 
explained that. 

J. T. Swearingen, one of the men address- 
ed, then took the stand, and testified to his 
belief that Jodon was perfectly safe in Bren- 
ham if he “behaved" himself. In answer to 
an inquiry from Senator Spooner as to wnat 
was meant by “behaving" himself, the wit- 
ness said that Jodon was a very Mutable 
man. If he went to Texas and bothered 
men as the witness understood Jodon had 

bothered Wright, of course lie would get into 
trouble. To call a man a liar meant a tight 
in Texas and it might not be safe for Jodon 
to talk on the streets there, as he had spoken 
in the committee room about the wituess. 

This practically closed the investigation, 
it being the general understanding that no 

more testimony would be taken. 

Booming Carland. 

A concerted effort is made in Washington 
to secure the appointment of Attorney Gen- 

eral Garland to the supreme bench. The 
movement is headed by a number of South- 

ern Senators, who are said to include Messrs. 

Morgan and Pugh, of Alabama; Coke and 

Beagan of Texas; Colquitt of Georgia; Ber- 
ry and Jones of Arkansas; Harris and Bate, 
of Tennessee; George, of Mississippi, and 
Gleason and Kustis, of Louisiana. 

It is not the intention of these gentlemen, 
who expect to receive additions to their 
strength from certain portions of the West, 
to ask the appointment of Mr. Garland to the 
chief justiceship. They will recommend

the President free to nominate one of the sit- 
ting members as Mr. Waite’s successor.

SENATOR HALE’S INVESTIGATION 

How the Administration Works the 

Civil Service Law. 

Postmasters Removed for Reasons 

of Which They are Not Informed. 

President Cleveland’s Attempt to 

Explain Affairs in Indiana. 

Washington, March 28.—Senator Hole's 
committee to inQuire into workings of the 

civil service law,was addressed this morning 
by William Dudley Foulke of Richmond, 
Ind., president of the Indiana Civil .Service 
Reform Association. Mr. Foulke said he did 

not vote for either presidential candidate in 

the last election. Shortly after the appoint- 
ment of Postmaster Jones of Indianapolis, 
the association investigated the condition of 
that office, and Lucius L Swift of the asso- 

ciation came to Washington and conferred 
with the President in regard to a number of 
abuses discovered, but nothing was done. 

Swift thereupon made a long report to tho 

association upon the condition of the Indi- 
anapolis office and the condition of the civil 
service generally. The witness compared 
the report with the affidavits upon which it 
was for the most part based, and found it 
correct. The witness submitted a copy of 
the printed report, and verbally stated some 
of Its leading points. Postmaster Jones, he 
said, on taking office on April 19th, 1885, re- 
moved the assistant postmaster, cashier, 
stamp clerk, meAsuger, the superintendent 
of the registry department and the carriers, 
and filled their places with Democrats, and 
it was not long before he made a general 
sweep. To eacrfemploye removed, Jones as- 

signed no other reason than that the place 
was wanted for another. A man who passed 
the civil service examination asked if there 
was any chance of his appointment. Jones 
replied by asking him whom he voted for. 
Another asked if any Republicans would be 
appointed, and Jones answered no. 

Senator Hale asked what was the condi- 
tion of the public business after these many 
changes. 

The witness said that complaints were 

very numerous, and made almost every day. 
The witness had heard of instances where 
three weeks elapsed between the mailing 
and delivery of a drop letter. A carrier was 

appointed who was unable to read the super- 
scriptions on letters. Anothei, appointed to 
collect the mail, failed so badly that an over- 
flow of weeks’ accumulation was left in 
some of the mail boxes. These and many 
other abuses were cited and embodied in the 
report of the association, and forwarded to 
the President and Postmaster General. 

The witness described the investigation 
made by himself personally into the causes 
of removals of presidential postmasters. He 
addressed a circular letter asking for infor- 
mation, to 193 suspended postmasters in In- 
diana and 102 suspended presidential post- 
masters in other States. To theses he re- 
ceived 158 replies. In 101 Indiana cases, and 
in 35 in the other States, no notice was given 
by the department, or by any one, of charges 
having been filed, nor was .there any inves- 

tigation. These were all cases of removal 
before the expiration of the incumbent’s 
term. In a large number of cases, the first 
information received was by the newspapers 
or from the presentation by the successor of 
the order of suspension. The witness did 
not suppose the President had personal 
knowledge of these occurrences. He ac- 

cordingly came on to Washington and laid 
the facts before President Cleveland. 

“He found,” he said, “that the President 
knew of it, and appeared to approve of it. 
He said it was not possible to make an in- 

vestigation, or to let the parties know what 
the charges were; that would be to turn each 
case into a judicial investigation which he 
could not do. I asked him then why he re- 
uuirou uiut nuy uiai^ca vu ih«uv. 

that they were trying to do the best they 
could, lie said that he regretted that we 
had made an investigation. I told him that 
most of the charges were made by persons 
utterly irresponsible, and sometimes by those 
who did not pretend to know the facts. 
Sometimes the charges were false and it was 
not possible to procure correct information 
at all until both sides had a chance to be 
heard. He said the department had to ge» 
its information the best way it could and 
and that he hoped we would go slow. He 
had great difficulty in bringing some of his 
party up to his idea of civil service reform, 
and Indiana was a particularly bad State.

told him 1 knew this and appreciated the slt- 
uatiou. I left him lists which embodied the 
results of the investigation. The witness 
stated that there had not, to his knowledge, 
been any change in the condition of affairs 
since he' laid the matters before the Presi- 
dent.

CHIEF JUSTICE WAITE. 

Impressive Funeral Services in the 

House of Representatives. 

Washington, March 28.—The remains of 
the late Chief Justice Waite were removed 
from the family residence on 1 street to the 

Capitol at 11.30 this morning. They were 

accompanied by his relatives and the asso- 

ciate justices and their families, the offic- 
iating clergymen seven in number, officers of 

the supreme court, representatives of the 
different bodies of which the deceased was a 

member, and numerous friends. There 
were no services at the residence and the ar- 

rangements were of the simplest and quiet- 
est character. 

The galleries of the House were crowded 
with spectators anxious to observe the fu- 

neral services. The House bore every evi- 

dence of mourning. At 11.40 o’clock the 

Senate was announced and all present re- 

mained respectfully standing while the Sen- 
ators took the places assigned to them, Sen- 
ator Ingalls occupying a chair to the right of 

Speaker Carlisle. The regents of the 
Smithsonian Institution, the judges of the 

court of claims and of the supreme court of 

the District of Columbia, the District «om- 

missloners, the memoers of the diplomatic 
corps, the offlceis of the department of jus- 
tice and many members of the bar of the su- 
preme court entered unannounced and were 
escorted to seats upon the floor. A few min- 
utes before noon Mrs. Cleveland, accompan- 
ied by Miss Bayard, entered the executive 
gallery of the House, both ladies being ap- 
propriately dressed in black. The President 
and his cabinet were next announced. Ev- 
ery member of the cabinet was present, as 
was General Sheridan clad in full uniform. 

In a few minutes afterwards tire Congress-

officiating Episcopal clergyman, Bishop Pa- 
ret, reading “The Lord gave and the Lord 
hath taken away, blessed be the name ot the 
Lord,” as the casket inclosing the remains 
of the deceased was borne into the chamber 
and placed upon the bier. The impressive 
burial service of the Episcopal church was 

then read by Bishop Paret, music being ren- 

by a choir of 18 voices. The solemnity of 
the occasion was brightened, wheu, as Bish- 
op Paret read the Apostle’s Creed, the vast 
audience on the floor and in the galleries 
rose of one accord and joined in the solemn 
recitation of faith. 

At the conclusion of the services the cas- 

ket was borne from the chamber and the 
ceremonies in the House were closed. The 
House then adjourned, as did the Senate. 
At the footof the outside steps the hearse 
was drawn up and lines composed of Capi- 
tol policemen and the Senate and House fu- 
neral committees and the officiating clergy- 
men were formed, between which the re- 

mains were slowly borne to the hearse. Fol- 
lowing the body were the justices of the su- 

preme court, the family, relatives and inti- 
timate friends of the deceased. Entering 
the carriages the funeral party was driven 
immediately to the station. The body will 
be taken to Toledo, Ohio, for burial. 

Immediately on the arrival of th«proces- 
sion at the Baltimore & Potomac station, the 
casket was taken from the hearse and placed 
on a slightly raised, crape-covered platform 
in a combination car at the rear of the train. 
The family, friends, and committees of the 
two houses of Congress wore shown to the 
cars set apart for each, and promptly at 2 
o’clock the train slowly moved out of the 
station The funeral train was composed ol 
eight coaches. The first was occupied by 
Passenger Agent Parke of the Pennsylvania 
road and the second by the family and 
friends of the dead Chief Justice. Then 
came the Pullman sleeper “Tyrol,” occupied 
by the Justices of the Supreme Court and 
its officers, the clerk and deputy and the 
marshal and his deputy. Following this was 

the dining car, and then the drawing room 

car “Komulus,” which will be used by the 
Senate committee and AssistantSergeaut-at- 
Arrns Christy. Then came the drawing- 
room car "Soudan,” carrying the House 
committee, and then the sleeper “Hesperia,’ 
and last the car containing the casket. None 
of the cars composing the train were draped 
The flowers received at the Waite residence 
had been previously boxed and placed in the 
car which was to contain the casket, except 
the wreathes sent by President and Mrs

Cleveland, which were taken to the Capito 
and placed upon the casket, where they re 

mained during the ceremonies.

MR. BAKTLES TESTIMONY. 

A Movement to Expel Him from the 

St. Louis Exchange. 

St. Louis, March 28.—William G. Bartle, 
the retired pork packer of this city who made 

such sensational statements to the Lard In- 
vestigating Committee, has, to put it in his 

own way, precipitated his fat Into the lire. 

The pork corner on ’Change has been a scene 

of blazing indignation, and the lard dealers 
are busily engaged in pouring forth their 

wrath upon the devoted head of Mr. Bartle. 
His testimony to the effect that he was in 

the habit of using diseased hogs and those 

that had died a natural death in the manu- 

facture of lard, and that this practice was 

common to all dealers in St. Louis, was cir- 

culated on the tloor. The manufacturers of 
and dealers in lard were highly indignant at 
these statements, anduenounced them in un- 

measured terms as unmitigated falsehoods, 
as far as they were concerned, whatever may 
have been Mr. Bartle’s own method of con- 

ducting business. Not content with denun- 
ciation, a petition to the board of directors 
of the Merchants’ Exchange was circulated 
and signed by nearly all the pork packers In 
the city,setting forth the statements ascribed 
to Mr. Bartle, declaring them to be false,and 
asking that if the reports of the testimony 
were correct he be expelled from the Mer- 
chants’ Exchange, as well as all who had 
aided and abetted him in his false charges.

Sa<>‘The St. Louis pork packers are honorable 
business men and would be incapable of such 
a crime, for it is nothing less. What Mr. 
Bartle may have done I cannot say, but sure- 

ly if he has put Aesh unlit for human use 
into lard he is the only dealer In this city 
who has done so. It may be that he will 
deny the statements ascribed to him, and I 
surely hope that he will prove that he has 
been misrepresented, but if he testiAed, as it 
is believed he did, before the committee he 
should not only be expelled from the Mer- 
chants’ Exchange, but also from the society 
of all decent and self-respecting men.” 

The petition for expulsion is signed by 100 
prominent Arms. 

THE WATERS RISING. 

Alabama Disappearing Beneath Her 

Overflowed Creeks and Rivers. 

Montgomery, Ala., March 28.—Despatch- 
es from all over Alabama, report a tremen- 

dous rain fall. The JoverAow of the Coosa 
and Warrior rivers is extensive. The Ten- 

nesiee is up and the overAow has damaged 
Mussel Shoals canal, near Florence, to the 

extent of $100,000.

IThe Missouri Still Rising. 
Chicago, March 28.—Advices from Sioux

the waters of the Missouri. Owing to the 
lateness of the season and the great amount 
of snow both there and in the valley above, 
fears are growing greater every day that se- 

rious trouble will be experienced.

JOSEPH ON THE COMMISSION. 

Well Pleased With the Negotiators, 
America and the Americans. 

Londoners Anxious About the 

Safety of the Intrepid Stanley. 

Life and Property Lost by the Floods 
in Germany. 

London, March 28.—Joseph Chamberlain 
was given the freedom of the city of Bir- 

mingham today. He said the first object of 

the Fisheries Commission was to cultivate 
friendly and neighborly feeling between the 
United States and Canada, and endeavor to 

remove all possible causes of misunderstand- 
ing. Even if the final settlement of the 
fisheries question be delayed, the Commis- 
sion might, with confidence, assert that they 
had paved the way for an amicable arrange- 
ment of all the difficulties between Great 

Britain and the United States. The speech 
was received with cheers. 

The Mayor of Birmingham presided at the 

banquet to Mr. Chamberlain in the evening. 
Mr. Chamberlain, responding to a toast to 

his health, said fie accepted the mission to 
America as a public duty, without great 
hopes of success, but confident ef the sym- 
pathy of his countrymen and leniency on 

their part. Judging of the results, he was 

happy to say that all anticipations of evil 
had been without foundation. lie had been 
received with a warmth, hospitality and 
kindness for which lie was totally unpre- 
pared. He had now almost as many friends 
across the Atlantic as at home, and he had 
contracted obligations In America which he 
was only too glad to acknowjedge. and could 
never adequately repay. He bad found the 
American plenipotentiaries men of distin- 

guished ability, firm in the defence of their 
rights, but of fair and judicial minds, jeal- 
ous of the honor and good faith of the 
American people, and anxious to promote an 

honorable and amicable settlement, lhe 
Canadians were equally desirous to deal 

with the matter in a spirit of equity, and 
were willing to surrender a strict interpreta- 
tion of their rights, in the houe of promot- 
ing neighborly intercourse. Now the task 
was finished, prophets of evil were again at 
work, but he noped they were again mistak- 
en. 

Referring to Secretary Bayard s opinion 
that the treaty conceded all that, in reason 

and justice, the American fishermen could 
ask, he said If that were so, the rejection of 
such an olive branch would throw a heavy 
responsibility upon the. shouldeis of those 
who would prolong a .state of irritation and 
dangerous antagomsm on questions between 
America and Great Britain. He hoped noth- 
ing of the kind would occur, but should the 
final result be delayed, they had at least ar- 

ranged a basis that must influence the event- 
ual settlement. He never could discover 
that Americans cared a straw for the judg- 
ment or criticism of foreign nations, but, 
with sentiments which did them honor, and 
which must be pleasurable to the English,

He ventured to tell 
his American friends that there was a feel- 
ing of pride, not unmixed with envy, among 
all classes in Great Britain at the great ex- 

tension, extraordinary prosperity, increas- 

ing intelligence and cultivation of the Amer- 
ican people. To be an American was, in it- 
self. a passport of good will to every En- 
glishman. ..... 

John Bright, in proposing the toast. Our 
Kinsmen," said he had never addressed a 

meeting in this hall when he was in such en- 

tire sympathy with its objects. They could 
houestly congratulate Mr. Chamberlain and 
hope he might, on many other occasions, 
render services to the country. He liked the 
wnrdina of the toast, for he thought Eng- 
lishmen had a right to call an people on uw 

other side of the Atlantic “Our Kinsmen, 
and Englishmen were entitled to look upon 
a man as anjenemy to mankind, not merely to 
their own English speaking race, who would 
do anything to excite anger, disorder or dis- 
pute between America and Great Britain. 
The speaker prophesied free trade be- 
tween Canada and the United States, and a 

future political union between those two 
countries, lie said that Imperial federation 
was a dream impossible of fullfilment. 

Victory for the Tories. 
The result of the Gower election is de- 

clared by the Pall Mall Gazette to be the 

most significant electoral victory the Tories 
have won, not excepting the Doncaster con- 

test. The reduction of the Liberal majority 
from 3,457 to 606, is due to a Liberal split. 
Horace Davev, selected by the Liberal cau- 

cus, had to retire, because the miners, whose 

vote is very large, refused to support him. 

The miners’ candidate, who has been elected 
failed to obtain the vote of the Liberal mid- 
dle class. The result has caused a commo- 

tion In the National Liberal Club, and will 
be the subject of a special meeting. I he 
Gladstouians will try to arrange for better 
supervision of elections. 

The Liberal Union Club will give a ban- 
quet to Mr. Collins, as a protest against the 
action of the Gladstonlans in deposing him 
from the presidency of the Allotments Asso- 
ciation. 

Hopeful Symptoms. 
The mass of cartilage just removed from 

the larynx of Emperor Frederick was, it is 

now learned, found wholly disconnected 
from the part of the throat upon which it 

grew, and required no surgical operation to 

enable the doctors to secure it. Its separa- 
tion, as well as its appearance, is believed to 
indicate that nature is making a curative ef- 
fort entirely independent of the physicians, 
which belief is strengthened by the fact that 
a similar voluntary expulsion is unknown to 
the physicians in their experience in the 
treatment of cancerous diseases. The cir- 
cumstances are also held to furnish incon- 
trovertible evidence of the correctness of 
Dr. Mackenzie’s persistent contention that 
the disease is not cancer. 

The report recently put |in circulation that 
the Emperor is able to take only liquid food, 
is untrue, ne oats solid food with compara- 
tive ease, and experiences no difficulty what- 
ever in drinking. He is much thinner than 
he was when he went to Ban Remo, but 
looks much better than lie is commonly rep- 
resented as appearing. 

Anxiety for Stanley. 
News received from the Congo country to- 

day bearing the date of January 27, while 
full of detail regarding the state of the coun- 

try, makes no mention of Stanley’s pre- 
sumed fate or whereabouts. The opinion Is 
expressed, however, that the first news of 
him will reach Europe by the way of Zanzi- 
bar. The continued absence of even rumors 
concerning the explorer Increases the anxie- 
ty felt both in England and on the Conti- 
nent, and the belief is growing stronger 
daily that he has succumbed 'to the almost 
unbearable climate of the interior of the 
Dark Continent, or the attacks of the savage 
tribes that must have swarmed about Ills 
paui. 

The death of the Sultan of Zanzibar is 
another cause of anxiety in British official 
circles. English Influence has for years 
dominated in Zanzibar, but as there is no 
definite law of succession in that country, It 
is feared that the next occupant of the 
throne may overthrow all of the monuments 
of progress reared by Bargasch Ben Said, 
and plunge the country into the flood of 
semi-savagery from which it was rescued by 
Sir Bartle Frere and the British representa- 
tives who followed him. 

As Told by a Russian. 

In a recent conversation with CountSchou- 
valoff, the Russian Ambassador to Germany, 
regarding the situation in Europe, he said 

that no power now threatens Russia. Only 
a Russian attack upon Austria would force 
Germany to take the field. Russia, he said, 
must pursue an independent and passive 
policy. Germany’s future was secured by 
her excellent military organization, which 
would not be altered by anychango of rulers. 

Moonlighters Sentenced to Die. 

Dublin, March 28.—At Wicklow Assizes 
today, the moonlighters, Daniel Hayes and 
Daniel Moriarty, were found guilty of the 
murder of farmer Fitzmaurice In County 
Kerry, in January last, and sentenced to be 
hanged. Moriarty subsequently made a 
confession of his guilt, and then tried to cut 
his throat. He is now closely guarded. 

Lost in the Floods. 

Berlin, March 28.—Forty thousand peo- 
ple have been rendered homeless by the 
floods in Germany. Hundreds of villages 
have been submerged, and forty towns and 
hamlets have completely disappeared. The 
Elbe, Nogat, Vistula and Oder rivers cover a 

territory 100 miles wide in many districts, 
and an enormous amount of damage has 
been done to property. It is impossible to 
estimate the number of lives lost, but it will 
reach large proportions. While trying to 
break an lee gorge on the Elbe by blasting, 
U soldiers were killed.

The Warta, a tributary of the Vistula, lias 
overflowed its banks near the Russian Iron- 

tier, submerging the city of l osen. 1 he 
waters are still rising, and the entire district 
is flooded. ..

Jultir, Sehwalm and Latin rivers are also 
overflowed.

SUITING THE CROWD. 

Zeb Vance’* Campaign Beyond the 

Mountains. 

[Bill Arp In Atlanta Constitution.) 
When a man travel* abroad and mlxe* with 

strangers and would be treated with civility* 
he should not do anything or say anything 
that runs against their opinions, their inter- 

ests, or their prejudices. Zeb Vance said 
that one time away back when be was run- 

ning for Congress against Holden he had to 
go over a mountain range and down into a 

valley where he had never been before. 
The humble people in that valley were al- 
most cut off and hid out from the rest of the 
world, and especially from that side of the 
world in which Mr. Vance lived. He knew 
nothing about their politics or their religion. 

“North Carolina is a curious State,” said 
he. “Her religion is speckled and spotted 
like It had the measles. In one valley you 
will find the people all Episcopalians, how- 
ever poor or primitive. The ancestors or 
first settler* came from England and brought 
that religion with them, and, as nobody 
moved in or moved out, their descendants 
kept the faith ol their lathers. In another 
valley you will find them all Presbyterians, 
because the ancestors came from Scotland. 
In another they will be all Methodists or all 
Baptists, and every one of these separate 
communities will have an old patriarch work- 
ing in the lead, and he is looked upon as the 
liell-wether of the llock. Now, it is necessary 
that a politician should know the religious 
faith of those with whom he is "lectioneer-' 
ing’ for votes. If he can’t chime in with it 
exactly, he mustn’t say anything ‘agin’ it. 
“Now, said Vance, “when I got over into 
the valley to meet my appointment, I found 
about seventy-five of the humble sovereigns 
gathered at the cross roads, where there was 

a little store and a wagon shop and a meeting 
house. They had on their home-made 
clothes and were standing around chawing 
tobacco and talking about ‘craps’ and wait- 
ing for me to come. I soon got familiar with 
them and got them in first rate humor, but as 

Holden was to come over in a day or two I 
wanted to fix things in some way so that he 
could’ent unfix them. Holden was a Metho- 
dist and I was afraid that those people were. 

I noticed an old man sitting off on a chunk 
and marking in the sand with his long walk- 
ing-stick.

In the Chargee of Blackmail Agalnat 
the Prosecuting Counsel.! 

The Elder Could Takes Occasion to 

Free His Mind. 

He Says That Andrews Falls to Pay 
His Debts. 

New York, March 28.—In an Interview 
with a San reporter last night, George Gould 
reinforces his father’s charges of blackmail 
against the counsel for the Kansas Pacific 
bondholders. He says that la January last 
Mr. Andrews called at his office and offered 
to settle the matter tor •000,000. The offer 
was rejected. A few days before the case 

was to be beard, Mr. Andrews called again 
and repeated his offer. Mr. Gould said he 

couldn’t see how they could settle It If they 
wanted to. Mr. Andrews then said that he 
could so color his presentation to the District 
Attorney that the case could be settled in but 
oneway. But Mr. Gould decided to let the 
hearing go on. After the hearing Mr. An- 
drews called on Mr. Gould again, this time 
demanding •600,000, but the offer was again 
declined. “A snort time after the final Inter- 
view with Mr. Andrews,” says Mr. Gould, 
“he sent me word that they would give me 
until 12 o’clock that night to accept their last 
offer of $600,000, and if not accepted by that 
hour the white flag would come down.’ 
Shortly after the white flag had been hauled 
down Mr. Gould alleges that the lawver sent 
another message to him and one to Mr. Mage, 
to the effect that $100,000 would discontinue 
the criminal proceedings. The statement 
that he attempted to bribe Mr. Andrews, or 

other counsel, Mr. Gould says, Is absolutely 
false. Mr. E. T. Andrews repeated yesterday 
that George Gould had offered one of the law- 

yers $30,000 to withdraw the prosecution. 
District Attorney Fellows said today that 

Secretary Whitney never had anything to do 
with the Gould-Sage case. 

Replying to Mr Andrews ai statement, Jay 
Gould tonight said that no bondholders of 
the Kansas Pacific In Europe or America, 
either individually or by committee, had come 

to Trustees Sage and himself with any com- 

plaint, or asked to have any investlption or 

redress. The bondholders knew that what 
the trustees did added millions to the securi- 
ty of the road. “This man Andrews,” Gould 
said, “sent one Crouch to Europe for the 
purpose of finding a client. One inotife wai 

revenge for a previous unsuccessful attempt 
to blackmail me; another was undoubtedly 
for gain. In the suits of Marie Cutting and 
others against Garrison, and the same parties 
against the Missouri Pacific and Atlantic 
and Pacific, a settlement was effected In 

April, 1885. After a time, E. L. Andrews, 
whom 1 never employed, wrote me demand- 
ing $30,000 for his services. A curt refusal 
was mailed him and he has never opened his 
mouth about the matter afterwards, thus ad- 

r mitting fraud." _ 

When Crouch returned from Europe, nei- 
ther he nor Andrews came to see Gould, but 
brought suit in the name of Stoop A Kens, in 
October last, against Gould and Sage as trus- 
tees in respect to the Kansas Pacific matter. 
In the complaint they represented that Stoop 
A Kens owned 37,000 Kansas Pacific bonds. 
After the suit was discontinued on a cabled 
order from Stoop A Kens, Gould caused a 

letter to be written to Peek A Co., one of 

(leading banking houses of Holland, under 
date of November 29,1887. That firm replied 
that Stoop A Kens had revoked Its power of 

attorney in the Kansas Pacific matter. The 
letter concluded: “It appears that these 
gentlemen were Induced by Andrews to give 
a power of attorney either to him or Delaney, 
but as they were not sufficiently protected In 
regard to the expenses of the suit, they re-

The records will snow unsatisfied judgments 
against him for money borrowed, which he 
was under honorable obligations to pay.

Martin Irons watches the great strike on 
the Chicago, Burlington & Quincy railroad 
from the safe and obscure seclusion of a St. 
Louis peanut stand. His sentiments to the 
leaders of the present strike might probably 
he embodied in the line, “Why should the 
spirit of mortal be proud.” 

Out in Indiana Governor Gray is kicking 
up au unpleasant hubbub in his party by his 
aspiratious to have a place with Mr. Cleve- 
land on the next Democratic national ticket. 
The Hendricks club of Indianapolis, the 
Democratic convention of the State, and even 

Voorliees, who is credited with some aspira- 
tions himself, have been brought over to the 
side of tiie Governor. But McDonald and 
his friends will consent to no such pro- 
gramme, and are industriously fighting the 
boom. 
_ 

When the persons he seeks to benefit re- 
fuse his bounlv with scorn it is time for a 
man to cease being a philanthropist towards 
those particular persons. Senator Blair, 
however, does not seem to think so. The 
Southern Senators have declared that the 
ex-Confedcrate soldiers do not deslrs any 
aid from the government iu the way he pro- 
poses or in any other way, but still Mr. 
Blair insists on pressing his bill to give 
wounded Confederates preference in ap- 
pointments to office. His performance is 
much more creditable to the kindness of his 
heart than to the soundness of his head. 

Inductive telegraphing from a moving 
train, which a few months ago wa> heralded 
as a wonderful experiment, was practically 
demonstrated to be a very useful one also, 
in the recent storm. The New Jersey divis- 
ion of the Lehigh Valley railroad is for 
sixty miles equipped with a steel wire 
strung on polls sixteen feet high and eight 
foot distant from the track. The trains are 

equipped with the apparatus necessary to 
influence tills wire for the purposes of tcle- 
graphiug. While all the ordinary telegraph 
wires were down In every direction and ail 
New York was snowed up, on this division 
of the Lehigh road communications were 

kept up between the central office and nil 
passenger and relief trains, whether they 
were moving or standing. No occasion 
could have been better to demonstrate the 
practicability and advantages of the system. 

The builder of the great lumber rafts is a 

man of trouble and of a great many enemies. 
The new Joggius raft is bigger than the old 
one. It is not a raft of piling and other 
small stuff, but contains some of the heaviest 
timber that is grown in the Cumberland 
forests. Tlie spectacle of so much lumber 
going out.of tlie country to be manufactured 
by the mills and laborers of the United 
States does not please some of the Province 
people, and they are calling for some inter- 
ference by the government to embarrass the 
builder. As lie is building the new raft in 
the semblance of a ship instead of like a tor- 
pedo, they feel constrained to let tlie craft 
go to sea. But there is an export duty on 
Canadian timber when sent abroad in the 
rough. The St. John Sun of Monday calls 
on the government to collect this duty on the 
lumber before the craft starts for New York. 

It is hinted in Kentucky that the reason 

why Buckner, now Democratic Governor of 
Kentucky, did not accept tlie challeuge of 
his opponent Bradley to debate the manage- 
ment of State affairs by the Democratic 
party last summer, was that tlie managers of 
the party knew there was something wrong 
at Frankfort. Tlie defalcation of the State 
Treasurer is very conclusive evidence that 
something was wrong; and the enormous 
amount stolen, something like a quarter of a 

million dollars, is certainly sufficient to af- 
ford the suspicion that the Democratic lead- 
ers may iiave had fears that something was 

wrong when they declined the Kepublican 
invitation. Democratic majorities in Ken- 
tucky have been decreasing very constantly 
and very rapidly of late, and an investigation 
of the State Treasurer’s office might have 
been a very awkward issue in tlie last cam' 
paign. As it was the Democratic losses 
were remarkably iieavy. 

w ucn uie legislature ounugea uie law In 
relation to the removal of the marshal or 
deputy marshals of the city of Portland it 
did so with a view of promoting the efficien- 
cy of the public service. Experience had 
shown that the old law under which a mar- 
shal or deputy could be removed only after 
trial and conviction by the board of aider- 
men of a specific offence, tended to make im- 
possible it proper regulation and supervision 
of that service. The new law did not con- 

template that the Mayor should make known 
to the public, or eren to the official removed, 
the ground of the removal. Mayor Chap- 
man in removing Deputy Marshal Black 
was under no obligation, therefore, to assign 
reasons either to that official or to the pub- 
lic. If in his opinion the removal would pro- 
mote the efficiency of the service, that was 

enough to justify his action. As a matter of 
fact he has assigned a reason, namely, lack 
of harmony between the deputy and his 
chief. That reason was a sufficient one for 
the action which he took. Whether Mr. 
Black is personally an efficient officer or not; 
whether he has done good work in the past 
or not does not affect in the least the validity 
of it. If for any cause he could not work in 
harmony with his chief it would obviously 
have been detrimental to the efficiency of the 
service to continue him in office. The rela- 
tions between the offices of marshal and 
deputy marshal are to a large degree confi- 
dential, and therefore it is necessary that the 
persons holding them should be in harmony. 
Mayor Chapman found that this harmonious 
relation did not exist, and it was his duty to 
apply a remedy. He applied the one which 
to him seemed best, and his reputation for 
sound judgment is a pretty good guaranty 
that he chose the proper one. It was un- 

doubtedly unpleasant to be obliged to re- 
move an officer who had been a long time on 

the force, but it was his duty, and it is to his 
credit that he waived personal considera- 
tions and promptly performed it. 

The famous will case just tried in the 
courts of New Turk emphasizes the fact that 
however carefully a rich man may dispose of 
his property, he can never be sure that he 
has put it beyond the reach of litigation. 
.Samuel J. Tilden did not know enough 
either of law or statesmanship to make a 
will strong enough to quiet dissatisfied heirs, 
though he combined liberality to his rela- 
tives and the public so wisely that the public 
will probably be altogether on the side of the 
will. Mr. Tilden was a batchclor, and there- 
fore did not have to consider the claims of a 
family of his own. To such relatives as he 
did have he left legacies amounting to a mil- 1 

lion and a half of dollars, the greater part of 
which was to be divided into annuities to be 
naid to the beneficiaries during their life 

''time, the principal ultimately being added to 

a great trust fund which he intended to 
form of the rest of his property. This trust 

fund was to aggregate at the start three mil- 

lion nnd a half of dollars, and was to be used 

for public purposes at the discretion of the 

executors. To prevent all Jltigation Mr. 

Tilden closed the will with a remarkable in- 

junction. Most of the devisees or legatees 
under it were females, and Mr. Tilden was 

apprehensive of the influences under which 

some of them might be brought. So he de- 
clared it to be his will that any person, who 
would be an heir to his bstate were there no 

will, and who should consent to any proceed- 
ings against it, should be excluded from any 
participation in its benefits. Good lawyers, 
however, gave the advice that there would 
be no danger to a contestant In this pro- 
vision, since it had been decided that no per- 
son can forfeit what he would possess by 
seeking to establish rights that he believes 
lie may possess under the law. This embold- 
ened George H. Tilden, a nephew, and lie 
brought suit to break the will, on the ground 
that the clause establishing the trust for the | 
public benefit is in its terms too vague and 
indefinite. The case has been tried and 
argued, but the decision may not be readied 
for some time.

He withdrew 
frtim politics, and lie has spent much of his 
time since then in foreign lands. Saturday 
morning he died at Wiesbaden in Germany, 
at the age of sixty years, ieavipg a fortuue 
estimated at 8400,000, and a memory with a 
sermon in it for all young politician's of hon- 
est antecedents and honorable ambitions 
who may hereafter find a benevolent boss of 
the Tweed stamp ou their road.

RAILWAY MATTER. 

MAINE CENTRAL. 
The following circular has been issued to 

the employes of the Maine Central railroad: 
“The lines now operated by this company 

probably lead to more hunting and fishing 
resorts than any in tha country, nnd a large 
voluuin of travel results therefrom. It seems 
necessary, then, that some rules be establish- 
ed regulating the transportation of such ar- 
ticles and supplies as are Incident to sports- 
men. And hereafter gun and rod cases or 
boxes of sportsman’s supplies may be check 
ed or carried in cars same as other baggage. 
Guns not cased cannot be carried, except by 
baggage masters in baggage cars, free of 
charge and at owners’ risk. Dogs will be 
carried in baggage cars free of charge and at 
owners’ risk. Dogs, if crated, may lie check- 
ed same as other baggage. Boxes of fish 
and other game may also be cheeked during 
time 'when transportation of same is not 
prohibited by law and provided there is not 
more in quantity for each person than the 

.... 

same,subject in all cases as in weight to estab- 
lished rules for transportation of baggage. 
Baggage men may accept a personal fee for 
care of dogs and game when tendered them, 
but are not permitted to ask for such.”
