Cheese making by the factory systero is not
an injury to the general dairy interest in the
State; it is just otherwise. Tbe market tor
butier and cheese will be betier. Said
one of the leading dairrmen in my town at
our dairyroen’s meeting;—"I believe in
cheese factories though 1 cannot furnish milk

for them. But they make a better market
for my butter. So it is. O! course dairymen
living near cities and large villages which give
them a sure market for milk at from six to
eight cents per quart and butter from thirty -
six to forty-five cents per Ib. canoot atford to
support cheese factories ; hut the great mass
of our farmers are not thus luckily sitvated,
and it is for them thac cheese fariories are es-
pecially desirable.

One word as to the social bearing of thejques-
tion. It is almost impussible to procure suit-
able female belp on th) farm. and larmers
wives are proverbially an overworked clase.
To them a cheese ry consuming the milk
from tbe farm is a perfect god-send as it re-

Again there
is an army of speculators who have little to
do with getting farm produets to market, but

by purchasing early and in such guaniities as |

to control the market are rather an obstacle
between the producer and consumer, These
are scareely middlemen in the proper sensefand
it may not be polite to say just what relation
they bear to the public.

That there are too many middlemen, there
can be no doubt. Every city and village is
crowded with them and from the farms they
flock cityward in ecrowds. Farmers are
aware of this fact and it is a matter for con-
gratulation that the leadiug agriculturists at
their meetings in this State discuss plans to
prevent this exodus from the rural districts
and present arguments to show that the
farm has greater opportunities for money
making than the city. In this connectior,
it is well to recall the responsibility for this
immense army of middlemen. If one goes
into a farming community, he will hear far-
mers in the presence of their sons disparaging
the pursuit of agiiculture. It is this constant
teaching or rather complaining of fathers to
sons which sends the latter to the city in
crowd sand is the cause of thousands of vacant
farms ia Maine to-day. Then this most per-

L. €.M. A. Annual Meeting.

The anuval meeting of the Maine Charitable
Mechanic Association was held at Mechanics
Hall last eveniug for the choice of ofticers,
Presentation of annnal reports, &c. Toward
the close of the regular business a testimonial
was offered to one of the oldest members of the
Association.

The president’s report represents the condi-
tion of the Association as flattering. He rec-
ommends some needful repairs to the building,
and further appropriation for the library. The
library has been newly catalogued and classi-
fied. The free course of lecturas during the
past winter is favorably spoken of, and a pop-
ular course next season is suggested. The con-
stitution and by-laws are in the hands of a
committee for revision.

From the report of the Secretary, Mr. Geo.
A. Hurmon, we learn that twelve stated meet-
ings of the Association, aud ten stated and
three special meetings of the government have
been holden during the past year. Ten new
members have been elected. Two have been
dismissed for non payment of dues. Seven
members have been lost by death, viz: F, A,
Gerrish, James Mountford, Wm. E, Cushing,
Chas. Averill, J. W, Sweet, Granville Chase
and Wm. Parker. The whole number of mem-
bers liable to assessment is 252, of which num-
ber 86 live out of the city. Five life members
have been admitted during tbe past year. Two
hundred and sixty-eight dollars have been col-
lected for assessments, and $40 for initiation.
The whole amount collected was $308. A suc-
ceasful course of leetures was conducted doring
the winter, On January 1st the bonds of the
Association, $25,000, were delivered to the
care of the Association by the Trustees; having
all been paid, thos freeing the Association
from its entire indebtedness. Since then the
bonds have been burned. There has been con-
siderable sickness among its members which
has been attended to by the charity committee,
and by calls from members.

The Treasurer reported all bills paid and
$5.03 in the treasury.

The Librarian reported 260 new volumes ad-
ded to the library, making-about 4000 volumes
now in the library.

After the reading of reports and election of
officers, the President of the Association, s$ep-
ped forward and presented to Charles Holden,
esq., an elegant silver tea-set as a testimonial
of regard for the services he had rendered as
chairman of the committee which has so ad-
mirably conducted the liquidation of the Asso-
ciation debt., The service isof six pieces, i
valued at $200, and bears the following in-
scription: *‘Presented to Brother Charles Hol-
den by the Maine Charitable Mechanic Asso-
ciation as a testimonial for his successful ef-
forts in freeing the Association from its bonded
debt, April2d, 1874.” Eash piece is marked
with the letter H. The setis from the jewelry
establishment of G. A, Harmon, and will be on
exhibition there for a few days. In presenting
it President Pingree made the following appro-
priate remarks:

Brother Charles Holden:

For eleven years you have as the financial
agent, in the cagncity of chairman of the
Trustees of the school fund, occupied the most
responsible psition in this riation. In
this position your cxecutive ability, industri-
ous vigilance, carefulness and honesty have
heen t orougi:l: tested and; have secured the
fullest conticence of your brethren. Under
your chairmanship the bonded debt incurred in
the construction of Mechanics’ Hall has been
extingnished.

MASSACHUSETTS.

How the Hub Fasts,
BosToN, April 2,—Nearly all business has
‘been suspended, and the day generally observ-
ed as a holiday. Several churches were open
for fast day sermors which were rrore than un
usually devoted to the object of temperance.
Theatres were liberally patronized and base
ball attracted crowds to the Union grounds apd
common.

Fourth: Whenever any money shall be col-
lected from said persons upon said claims, eith-
er by legal proceedings or by setilement as a
cowpromise of said claims, such movey shall
be paid by eaid persons to the credit of the Sec-
retary of the Treasury and out oi any money so
eollected and received there shall be paid to

said party of the second part in full
for his services and for all costs and
all expenses of such collection, a sum

equal to 50 per cent. of the grosssum so collect-

ed, which said 60 per cent. shall be paid to the
arty of the second part as the money is col-
ected and paid to the credit of the Secretary
