od the Improver Improved, a work full of
judicious maxims and sensible advice. Soon
after this, clover and turnips were intro-
duced, and made a complete revolution in
the agriculturnl system of England.

After the efforts of Jethro Tull with his
drill husbandry, and his thorough tillage as
a substitute for manures, at the beginning
of the last century, there was little advance
in agricultural science, with the exception
of great attention paid to live stock by
Bakewell and others, till the Board of Ag-
riculture wus established” in the year 1703,
under the charge of Sir John Sinclair.

The first settlement of New England was
under circumstances of peculiar difficulty.—
Wholly unacquainted with the climate and
the soil, it wasnot to b expected that the
early settlers would make rupid progress in
agriculture. Casting belind them all that
was dear to their hearts from early childhood,
and consecrnted by tender associations, thoy
were to begin life anew. Their former ex-
perience could not serve them much. For
months after landing, they had no beasts of
burden to share their toils, and the woodman
must work in the two-fold capacity of team-
ster and team.  Afterwards, when a few cat-
tle were obtained from England they were
poorly fod on meadow hay and were liable to
full a prey to the wolves and the Indians.—
The price was s high that 1t was impossihle
for a poor man to procure them. A long
time after the pilgrims had established them-
selves in the country, n two year heifer sold
for twenty-five pounds sterling. It isa cu-
rious fact that a red calf was much chenper
in those carly days thana black one, heeause
the wolves mistaking it for a deer weremuch
more likely to kill it.

While stock was so high, a quart of now
milk could be hought for a penny and four
eggs at tho same price,

The dificulty of procuring proper agricul-
tural implement was an additional obstacle
to improvement. No metal could be ob-
tained but Taunton iren, made of bog ore,
very brittle and liable, at any moment, to
break and put a stop toa day’s work. Steel
was not then to be had. .

On landing, the pilgrims found nearly all
the plants then cultivated or mised as food
by the Indians, such as corn, beans, pumy-
kins and squashes.

They were indebted to the Indian women
for many hints ax to the modes of farming
adapted to the new circumstances in which
they were placed.

From them the settlers learned the use of
corn, and the manner and time of planting,
weeding and shelling it.  They dug small
holes about four feet apart, sometimes using
an instrament, which seems to have answer-
ol the ;;urp.;-u- of a shovel and a hoe, and
sometimes with nething more convenient
than large clam-shells. Into each of these
they usually put o horse-shoe erab, and some-
times two, and planted four kernels upon it,
covering the hills with the same instrument
with which they dug the hole.  After the
corn wus up, beans were planted in each hill
and were supported by the corn.

In the interior, three or four small fishes
served the purpose of a fertilizer. The prac-
tice of using any such materials was not uni-
versal.  They were neat and clean in their
cultivation, much more o than the settlers:
Not a weed was allowed to grow, and they
took special care to guand againt the destre-
tion of the corn by insects and binds, The
custom of hilling corn for its support was=o

roots and fruit, may sometimes be employed
to advantage. Straw, cut or chopped, and
meal of corn or barley, wet and mixed to-
gether, are frequently used with fair results.
Carrots are the best roots for horse foed, and
are thought to be of great service in promot-
ing the health and keeping up the appetite,
Potatoes and turnips are sometimes used,
but they should first be cooked, and then
tend rather to fatten than strengthen a horse,
Apples are readily caten, and those who
have given them to their horses speak favor-
ably of their effects. -

As a steady food for the horse, hay and
oats are the best, but instead of a constant
use of the latter, the occasional employment
of carrots, apples, &e., will be relished by
the animal, and promote his health and
power of labor. Instead of grain twico o
threo times a day, give one feeding of these ;
if tho hay runs short, try cut straw and
meal, with oats and roots occasionally ; for
animals like to change from one kind of
food to another ns well as human beings.

Regularity in foeding is always desirable,
Plenty of pure water shonld be supplied at
least twice each day. When brought
in from work, warm with exertion, the horse
should be rubbed down and then blanketed,
but we would not blanket a horse in a good
stable ns a general rule, excopt in extremely
cold weather, A sharp-toothed curry-comh
is the dread of a fine-skinned horse, and the
brush and straw wisp answer the same pur-
pose much better, if ueed as froquently ns
they should be. Mud should never be suf-
fered to remain upon tho legs of u horso;
it is the cause of half the swelled legs,
seratches, and other affectionsof the feet,
with which they are afflicted.  Want of air,
light, and cleanliness, poor hay, and insuff-
cient or indigestible food, are all froitful
sources of diseaso—and a proper attention
to thesa points will be of far greater servico
in restoring and keeping up health and vig-
or, than the thousand and one medical rem-
edies #0 often relied upon, Proportion the
food, in amount and character, to the nature
of the service required, and your team will
not fail you, but will keep in uniform or-
der, and be ready in the spring for the steady
work then ealled for, and so important tu}
the prosperity of the farmer.

These hints are intended to gpply mainly
to working horses—to those kept upon the
farm for the ordinary purposes of the same.

It is our duty, however, ns a journalist, to
contemplate a subject in all its bearing, and
not take a one-sided view of it. Wo have
pictured the condition of a great proportion
of swine kept in cities and fed on city gar-
bage; we are conversant with the faets and
written the truth. Still credit is due to our
progressive husbangdmen who are making
improvements in this department of husband-
ry, and we hope ere long that the above a-
buses will cease. The errors wo complain of
are not so prevalent in the country as in our
maratime citios, We contend that a grunter
is not a citizen, never chews tobacco nor
smiles; he is one of nature's noblemen —
thrives best on roots and fruit, in the univer-
sal sty, The city air don'tvitalize his blood
— don’t agree with him ; down cellar loca-

A Sumovp or Gorp, Hon. Thomas Ew-
bank of Washington, late Commissioner of
Patents, communieates to the National In-
telligencer some interesting information in
regard to recent discoveries in the excavation
of Peruvian tumeli,  The information was
recoived by Mr. Ewbank from W, W. Evans,
Esq., engineer of the Arica and Tacun Rail-
rond in Peru. Mr, Fvans states that in
making excavations for the milroads at Arica,
hundreds of graves are demolished, in which
are numerous [ndianrelies.  The exeavations
are seventy feet deep, and as the soil is loose
sand, as the work proceeds, everything from
the top comes sliding down—dead Indians,
pots, kettles, arrow heads, &e. Among
other mortuary relics an Indian was startal
out of his resting place, rolled up in ashroud
of gold.  Before Mr. Evans had knowledge
of the incident, the workmen had cut up
this magnificcnt winding sheet and divided
it among thempelves-  With some diffieulty
Mr. Evans obtained a fragment,and despatch-
ed it to Mr. Ewhank. Mr. Evans notices as
n remarkable fact that in hundreds of Indian
skulls which he has examined, not one has
contained a decayed tooth. Mr. Ewbank
thinks the weight of the entire shroud must
have been eight or nine pounds, and had it
heen preserved, would have been the finest
specimen-of sheet gold that we have heard
of sinca the time of the Spanish conquest,

The Legislature of Missouri hav-
ing at its late sossion passed & law prohibit-
ing the emancipation of slaves, filteen or
twenty citizens of St. Louis have executed
doeds of emancipation inbehall of favorite
slaves, 80 as to invest them with the rights
of freemen befure the law takes effect. A
bill has been introduced into the Georgia
Legislature to allow a colored man named
Duniel, formerly a slave, to own himaself and
wife and indulge in the Anglo-Saxon luxury
of u surname, When the California gold
fover broke out, Daniel took it in the natur-
al way, and went to California, his master
agreeing that he should have half he could
earn.

The Storm.

The severest storm we have had this season
and perbaps for many years, occurred on
Sunday last.

The litle girl and boy upon the bed escaped
unhurt, although the bedstead was lorn 10 picces
aod the bed driven up aguiost the ceiling. The
wegro boy was badly burat, and has probably lost
his sight forever, The ceiling of the room was
torn to pieces, three of the josts being broken in
two by the concussion, the floor nbove being driv-
ea into a mass of loose boards, nod the side of the
house (which was Guilt of logs) driven out some
eight or tea inches from its place. The wonder
is that every child in the rovm was not instantly
killed. — Frandford (Ky.) Commonwealth.
