To the school committee, Town officials and other citizens of West-

port,  I  hereby  submit  my  annual  report  as  Superintendent  of  Schools.
The school budget will be  presented to  the voters  at  a meeting  to

be held in May or June because by State law`schools are on a fiscal year
of July  I  - June 30.

I anticipate the budget will be much higher this year although  the
school  committee will  make  every  effort  to  make  it  realistic.  With  tu-
ition  cost  set  by  the  State,  gasoline  and  bus  maintenance  escalating
rapidly,  the increase, of course, must be in the budget.

The   school   committee   is   most   pleased  with   the   transportation
drivers this year. They are Alb/ert and Danny  Lester and Jean Wallace.

MAINE   YANKEE   AcclDENT   PLAN   CoMMITrRE

As in every area where there is a nuclear power plant,  the  accident
at Three Mile Island caused great concern in Maine, particularly among
people  living  close  to  the  Maine  Yankee  plant,  that  plans  be  made  to
help people protect themselves if an accident occured at Maine Yankee.
In mid-summer,  the  Westport selectmen  asked Chris  Bauer,  Kay  Evans
and Jim Hansom to be a committee to prepare a plan for getting warning
information and assistance to Westport residents if an accident at Maine
Yankee  happened.

The members have met many times as a committee and with repre-
sentatives  of  the  State  and  the  E.C.  Jordan  Co.,  an  engineering  and
planning  firm  hired  by  the  Maine  Yankee  to  assist  all  towns  within  a
ten-mile radius  of  the  plant  to  prepare  accident  plans.

Our goal has  been  to write  a plan  that had  a  very good  chance  to
being  really  useful  to  Westport  peo'ple  in  a  Maine  Yankee  accident.
Draft copies of the plan will be available at the polls and at Town Meet-
ing,  and we propose a meeting to discuss the plan sometime during the
week or  ten days fo.1lowing Town  Meeting.  We want  to have  your com-
ments and ideas o.n the plan before we write a final version.

As  you  will  see  from  the  plan,  it  will  take  volunteer  workers  to
carry  it  out  in  an  accident.  It will  probably  take  a  lot  of  thought  for
each  person  to  decide  whether  he  or  she  can  volunteer  and  if  so  for
what  work.  Please  think  about  it  and  please  come  to  the  meeting  to
discuss  the  plan.

December  31,   1978,  present  fairly  the  information  contained  therein,
in conformity with  the provisions  of  Title 30,  Revised  Statutes,  Section
5253,  applied on  a  basis  consistent  with  that  of  the  preceding  year.

COMMENTS

OPERATIONAL  RESULTS

The operations for the current year showed that a net unexpended
departmental  balance  otf  $5,690.24  was  lapsed  to  surplus.  The  overlay
and supplemental  taxes, contributed  to  the unexpended  balance  lapsed.

The  following  comments  pertain   to   the   accompanying  financial
statements:

ASSETS  .  .  .  The  g,eneral  fund  cash  balance  totaled  $36,682.80  at
December   31,   1978.   The   Federal  DisaLster  Assistance   fund  for   storm
damage  amounted  to  $5,513.00.  The  bank  balances  used  in  reconciling
these   amounts   were   confirmed   by   the   depositories.   Petty   cash   was
counted.

Investments  of  $4,549.03  consisted  of  federal  revenue  sharing  and
Clough Point funds.  These funds were invested  in  time  deposits  at  the
Canal  National  Bank,  Bath,  Maine.

Taxes  receivable   totaled  $8,471.99   at  year   end.   Of  this   amount
$8,420.28  was  for  current  year  accounts  and  the  remaining  balance  of
$51.71   was  for   1977   accounts.   Tax   liens   and  tax   acquired  property
amounted  to  $4,216.0'7  and  $24.00  respectively.

LIABILITIES,   RESERVES  AND   SURPLUS   .   .   .   Current  year
liabilities  cotnsisted  of  Slol.40  due  governmental  agencies  for  payroll
deductions.

Unexpended  departmental  balances  of  Sl9,750.00  were  carried  for-
ward to  the ensuing year  in accordance with  legal requirements and/or
voter  authorization.

Excise tax revenues and the Clough Point account of $3,099.47  and
$3,017.77  were  received  pending  future  allocation  by  the  townspeople.
State  revenue  sharing  and  business  invento.ry  tax  funds  were  carried
to  be  applied  toward  the  1979  tax  commitment.  The  federal  disaster
assistance  -  storm  damage  fund  balance  of  $5,513.'00  was  carried  for-
ward for further expenditure.
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Unappropriated  federal  revenue  sharing  funds  of  $3,080.01   were
available at January  I,  1978.  Entitlement payments for  the year  totaled
$1,485.00.  Interest  earnings  credited  to  the  fund  amounted  to  $46.26.
Appiropriations  of  $3,080.01   were  trams,ferred  to  the  town's  operating
account  and  allocated  for  public  transportation  purpoises.  Unappropri-
ated  funds  at  December  31,  1978  amounted  toi  Sl,531.26.

Antirecession  fiscal  assistance  quarterly  payments  totaled  Sl,510.00.
Approp,riatioins  of  $3,527.00  we're  transferred  toi  the   town's  operating
account  for  roads  and  bridges.  Appropriated  funds  not  trams,ferred  to
the   town's   operating   accoiunt   at   Dece'mber   31,    1978    amounted   to
Sl,510.00.

DEBT  FUND  .  .  .  The  debt  fund,  incorporated  in  the  balance
sheet  as  a  separate  fund,  reflects  outstanding  tax  map  and  revaluation
notes  of  Sl,500'.00  and  $9,321.90  respectively,  which  mature  during  the
ensuing four years.

TRUST  AND  RESERVE  FUNDS  .  .  .  The  trust  fund  principal
totaled  $500.00  and  unexpended  income  was,  $233.83  at  December  31,
1978. The school bus fund amounted to $704.36 at the close oif the year.
These funds were on deposit in the Canal National Bank, Bath,  Maine.

GENERAL

The  use  of  excise  tax  revenue,  federal  revenue  sharing  and  anti-
recession  fiscal  assistance  funds  to  supplement  appropriations  for  var-
ious  spiecific  current  year  operations  were  authorized  by  the  voters  at
the annual and special  town meetings.  State revenue sharing funds and
business inventory  tax of $2,376.88  and $63.34 respe'ctively, were applied
to reduce the  1978  tax levy.
