Ninety-three. By Victor Hugo. Translated by 
Frank Lee Benedict. New York: Harper <Sc Bros. 
For sale by Lorlng Short & Harmon. 
Readers of “Les Miserables” and “Les 

Travailleurs du Mer,” will gladly welcome a 

new work from the pen ol their taleuted au- 

thor. “Ninety-Three” is a most graphic and 
thrilling description of life in France during 
the terrible days of that year so memorable 
in her history, 1793: when she, in her terrible 
struggle to rid herself of the tyranny of a 
monarchy, was governed by Robespierre, 
DantOD, Marat and their bloodthirsty parti- 
zans; when in Veudee, the peasants, faith- 
ful to their king, were waging against their 
republican brothers a war, which for its fe- 
rocity has never been excelled in history; a 
war in which the nearest aud dearest ties of 
social life were rudely severed; and in which 
father fought against son, and brother against 
brother, each feelmg lor th§ other such bitter 

enmity, that mercy was never asked or shown 
by vanquished or victor; a war waged in a 

country abounding in immense, trackless and 
apparently untenable forests, to which upon 
tbe approach of au enemy the inhabitants of 
tbe surrounding country would flee; biding 
themselves amid the intricate underground 
labyiintbs by which they were undermined, 
whence they would noiselessly rise, encircle 
and destroy the unsuspecting toe, aud. their 
work of death accomplished, sink into their 
bidden lairs leaving tbe scene as calm and 
quiet as it no living being had ever invaded 
it. It is of this and similar matter that the 
great writer has woven the story of “Ninety- 
Three,” in the writing of which, the entire 
dramatic power ot bis naluie seems to have 
been concentrated, and in which the inter- 
est in his conflicting characters is so equably 
sustained, that at its tragic close tbe reader 
finds himself undecided as to which side he 
sympathizes with tbe more fully, whether the 
Royalist or Republican, Yendee or Paris. It 
is a story of the bloody tragedies ot war, yet 
one so impregnated with the writer's own 

hearty and enthusiastic views of life, that it 
is to tbe reader like a ieveiation of what life 
is, and what it should be, and of the unseen 

workings of the divine agencies, by means o. 

which the world is approaching that perfect 
state in which we believe it will at some fu- 
ttue period exist.

discriptive of numerous cases in which he has 
borne a prominent part. Its perusal will do 
much toward reconciling the young lawyer to 
the struggles aud disappointments which he 
must inevitably undergo while striving to ob- 
tain a position in his noble profession. One 
piece oi advice which is given to clients is es- 

pecially worthy of note, viz. “If costs are an 

object, settle your quarrel out ot court as best 

you may.”

This the first novel of 
this noted writer, will in nowise detract from 
his well-earned reputation. The style is re- 

markably pure and simple, and ils high 
moral tone is in striking contrast to the trashy 
sensational novels of the day. It is an in- 
structive commentary on Russian court life 
of the last century, showing the vicissitudes 
of fortune to which those holding office un- 
der the supreme ruler were subject, and viv- 
idly contrasting the barbaric splendor of the 
court, and the barren wastes of frigid Siber.a.

Margaret Fuller once said that we all like 

gossip,—the only difference being in the 
choice of the subject. Those of us who are 
fond of historical gossip will derive pleasure 
from the perusal of Mr. Parton’s latest book. 
That author’s life of Aarou Bun gave him a 

place in the first, rank of modern writers of 
memoirs. The present work will not add 
much to his reputation, though it will go to 
sustain it. It lacks the element of surprise 
which gave to the life of Burr so much popu- 
larity ; for a majority of Americans hold the 
same views regarding Jefferson as does Mr. 
Parton, while the minority are neither to be 
reasoned nor surprised out oi the opinion that 
“the dreaming Condorcet,” as Hamilton call- 
ed him, was the Devil in domino sent to us 

as a punishment for some great national sin. 
The work however possesses that vivacity of 
narrative, that realistic power, that attention 
to details which marked its piedecessor. One 
at times, feels persuaded that Mr. Parton 
must be an occideutal old Parr, a man of the 
period when the constitution was “extorted 
irom the grinding necessity of a reluctant na- 

tion,” a fierce partizan who swore by the fa- 
ther ot the Republican party, and who hated 
Al xam.er Hamilton and all his works. The 
hook is intensely parlizaD. It is lavish in its 
praise of Jefferson, quite as lavish in its abuse 
of Hamilton. One is inclined to suspect that it 
Jefferson were alive at this moment be might 
in the light of Commuuism, acd Tweedism, 
and Trade Unions, and July days, modity his 
utterances as to the rights of man and the 
social contract. A man ot his sagacity might 
include tie unchecked rule of the miyoritj 
among the “banded despotisms’’ against 
which he fulminated. But Mr. Parton makes 
no allowance tor the difference oi time and 
men. He scarcely ever takes into account 
the wild enthusiasm of the French Kevolu- 
tion, which quite unsettled meu’s heads. 
This injustice is quite as noticeable in his es- 

timate of Hamilton. The only great finan- 
cier which America has produced is called a 

tnira-rate statemar., is denounced as a quack 
in politics and a debauchee in mors Is. Though 
these statements are made positively, and 
are clothed in very readable though slovenly 
English, they are so unmistakably ex parte 
judgments they cannot exercise much dele- 

terious influence upon readers, nor seriously 
impa:r the incontestable merits of the book. 

Mr. Parton proves himself the most entei- 

taining of gossips, and exhibits a regard for 
details worthy of a Dutch painter. Nothing 
is too trivial for his notice. He knows the 
height to an inch of the desk upon which the 
Declaration of Independence was signed, and 
can tell us the exact degree of the dirtiness of 
Jefferson’s stockings on the day when he re- 
ceived the fussy little British Minister. There 
is too, sometimes, a flavor of the ciassic his- 
torians ; as for example, when we are told of 
the swaim of flies which lighted upon the thin 
silk stockings of members of the Continental 
Congress, and hastened thereby the signing of 
the Declaration of Independence. It reads like 
a page of Plutarch. But this love of gossip is 
sometimes carried too far, as in the circum- 
stantial account of Hamilton's intrigue with 
the woman Reynolds. There is no necessity 
for raking up this old scandal unless it be to 
prove that in 1800 it was considered a greater 
sin to rob a mau of his purse than a won’an 
of her honor—a fact that was pretty well un- 

derstood before. In these days apparently the 

reverse is holden to be true. 

Despite the blemishes mentioned Mr. Par- 

ton's work has been excellently done. He 

has not given us a great historical painting, 
but he has executed a faithful picture of the 

private life of Thomas Jefferson. It is not 

time while Jefferson’s great theory, the 
mainsptmg of his political action, that ‘‘that 
nation is governed best which is governed 
least is still on trial, to give an impartial his- 
tory of the stormy days immediately follow 
mg the adoption of the constitution, or of the 
wo great men who, spurred to the rowels by rival and antagonistic ambition, led the Re- 

publican and Federal parties in ths strife. 
The world can afford to wait for detailed ac- 
counts of and calm judgment upon the great 
landmarks of its history; but there are certain 
details ot manner, of habits of lile, of fleeting 
custom, with which Time's effacing Augers 

| are very busy. These details, not to be 
found in national annals or official records, 
are what give life and color and reality to 

biography and biographical histo y, are what 

bring our great dead back to us ‘‘clad iu the 
garments they use to wear,” are what repro- 
duce their habits of daily life, even their 
tricks of voice and gesture. Mr. Parton has 
done this for Thomas Jefferson and he de- 
serves our thanks for it. In places his work 
seems burdened with trivial details. But 
after all nothing is trivial concerning the 
statesman who shaped the policy of this gov- 
ernment for sixty years, who gave to us the 
vast province of Louisiana and made our 

territory wale as the continent, who founded 
a great party which for twenty years after it 
had ceased to have any principles but those 
of the spoilsman continued to retain the ad- 
ministration of affairs on the strength of its 
founder’s name,who was the truest Democrat 
Ural ever lived.

A Word for the Damb. 
The woman who is to-day engaged in weav- 

ing cotton or woolen cloth in some great mill, 
stilahiug shoes or braiding straw, performing 
menial service or nursing the sick, tending 
shop ordoing neeJle-woik, thinks little and, 
most likely, knows little about what Congress 
is doing in the matter of the finances. The 

man who is sawing wood, grading a railroad or, 

in any capacity, performing the work of a day 
laborer,” is perhaps equally ignorant oi heed- 

less of what the official arbiters of his destiny 
are doing with that which measures the value 
of his work and of the wealth which he is cre- 

ating. The whole discussion for and against 
inflation and free banking is carried on by 
those who occupy themselves chielly with the 
accumulation, control and management of 
that to which labor gives existence. The 
men and women whose lot briugs them into 
direct contact with the hard, burdensome 
tasks which unsympathetic nature sets before 
toe iuruHu race as me condition 01 its ex- 

istence on this globe—those who occupy the 

position of human buffers, saving the upper 
social strata from some part of the shock and 

jar of actual friction with the material ob- 

stacles oi life, are mainly dumb. They have 

no means of concerted actiou, no facililtv for 

protecting their interests by proclaiming their 

opinions with a united voice. Congress goes 
on legislating either in accordance with the 

individual opinions and interests of its mem- 

bers, or, at best, only listening to the direc- 

tions of men who are one step, if no more, 
above the mere workers. 

If the latter class had a voice, what would 
be its utterance at this time? Tfle enquiry 
is worth while, for, however quiet and appar- 
ently apathetic working-men and working- 
women may be, while the pit is being digged 
beneath their tired feet, thev have often in 
the world's history found a mighty arm to 
smite with, when their agonies have come 

upon them aud they have at length seen who 
has wrought their destruction and how and 

why. States and empires have been shaken 
hv the rude upheavals from below which have 
followed unendurable wrongs. In this coun- 

try political equality and the theoretical abol- 
ishment of class distinctions have been sup- 
posed to be a complete guaranty against the 

danger of the social convulsions and the ter 
rifle outbursts ol plebeian frenzy which ren- 

der European society constantly insecure. 
Bat even now we see that, in some localities, 
labor as labor begins to assume tfiat it has 
interests apart from those of capital. Already 
there are occasional sharp antagonisms 
between employe and employer, taking the 
dreaded form of physical violence. And 
whatever serves to increase the distance be- 
tween the two classes by exalting the one 

anJ depressing the other, thus assimilating 
our society to European models and creating 
an aristocracy with its complementary peas- 
antry, grea'ly adds to the risk ot increased 
frequency of violence in these ominous dem- 
onstrations. The late action of the em- 

ployesot the Erie railroad in taking possession 
of that corporation’s property, interrupting 
public travel and defying the civil authority 
of the State of Pennsylvania, shows what a 

small basis has our serene confidence that 
America can never be frighted by a sans-cul- 
ottie mob, and that the streets of our great 
cities will never be closed up by barricades) 
while the pelroleuse hurls her fatal torch. 
However we may deprecate the folly and in- 
justice of such blind fury, it is well to recog- 
nize the possibility of creating a class that is 
capable of it. 

How there .'s no doubt about what effect r. 

depreciation of the currency will have on la- 
bor. The man with accumulated capital, up- 
held in the security wh.ch intelligence, edu- 
cation, business foresight and social position 
give him, may be able in comparative com- 
fort aud safety to endure the unsettling of 
values, the advance in prices and the final 
universal bankruptcy, for which the inflation 
leaders wi.h their Western and Southern 
swashbuckler followers are laying the founda- 
tion. But to the laboring classes inflation is 
certain distress and ruin. He who has only 
his daily wages with wh'ch to feed and clothe 
himselt and his family must sink into hope- 
less pauperism when the purchasing power of 
his wages is materially impaired. It is true 
that the price of labor follows that of provi- 
sions and manufactured products, but at a 
distance. All human experience shows that 
wages do not feel the upward impulse till 
long after other prices have appreciated; aud 
when the medium of exchange becomes 
worthless, it is upon the workingman that 
ruin falls with its whole crushing weight. The 
suspension oi manufactures aud of all lorms 
of industry leaves him face to face with star- 
vation. To him the situation is actual physi- 
cal suffering and death. His more fortunate 
neigabor may tide over the evil times, but for 
him the trump of doom has sounded. 

Ah! Messieurs Inflationists! to the edge of 
what an abyss are you leading us! To the 
infinite mercy of a kind providence we owe 
it that the Republic has escaped in a state of 
tolerable vigor and health from a cruel war; 
but you are making ready for trials that may 
yet cause us to look back to the war as to 

halcyon days. There was something heroic 
in the armed conflict, but.no light of patriot- 
ism aud glory will illumine the dreary scenes 
of universal distress, civil commotion aud 
hopeless bankruptcy for which your infatua- 
tion is deliberately preparing. The cry ot a 
maidened populace is the most terrific of all 
sounds. Would that you could hear it in 
imagination before the roar breaks in dread 
reality upon your ears! 

Db Edward Curtis of New York, wlio 
recently declared that alcohol is a good thing 
to take, makes haste to correct the comments 
of the Tribune on his letter, which represent- 
ed him as saying that “alcohol repairs the 
wasted tissues of the human system,” and 

Bays that “there is no evidence that there is 
buMding material in alcoholic beverages, but 
still asserts that “it is capable of yiel ling use- 
ful power.” Except that such beverages fur- 
nish building material for first-class fights, Dr. 
Powers is undoubtedly right, but New York 
alcoholic stimulants must be different from 
those used in this locality if they yield “used 1 
power. Th;s at least was not the case’ with 
the fellow who last night was attempting with 
commendable but fruitless perseverance to 
carry home on his feet a pair of number ten 
toots. 

In his lectures iu New York. Dr. Brown- 
Scquard told his hearers that he grafted the 
tail of a cat upon the comb of a rooster, 
where it set about growing in good earnest, 
and would have become a permanent decora- 
tion had not the bird got into a fright aud 
displaced it. We do not doubt the story, oh 
no—and we are glad the Doctor has told it, 
since It affords one possible explanation for 
the creation of cats. 

The House Railroad Committee, in report- 
ing a hill authorizing a national subsidy to an 

Oregon railway company, like the inflation- 
ists. forgets that both parties in their plat- 
forms declared against such a policy.

From what we gather trom our Republican

The New Brunswick Assembly is consider- 

ing the question of abolishing its Legislative 
Council, a kind of a House of Lords. The 
stickler for privilege will be alarmed at this 

leveling process. 
The Washington correspondent of the St. 

John Globe thnks there is little hope ci suc- 

cess of any movement to secure a treaty of 

reciprocity between the Dominion and the 

United States. The Globe in commenting on 

the same says that its correspondent ‘-does 
not in estima'ing the chances for a new trea- 
ty. appear to have taken into account the 
fishery claims compensation; and he has 
overlooked the changed position of the coast- I 
ing trade question. We now have a coasting 
trade to dispose of, for the privilege heretofore 
granted American vessels of saiiing from port 
toportiniheMaratime Provinces has lapsed. 
There is, therefore, something to trade, and 
both partits may find it to their advantage to 
discuss the subject.” 

The Hartfoid Courant says that “a fair 
and careful view of the State shows that the 

Repnblicaus are likely to carry the legislature 
by a handsome majority. If the tempe:auce 
men poll the vote for governor they claim to 

have, the election may go into tlie legislature. 
The choice of Mr. Har rison, therefore, can, 
as matters look to-day, only be defeated by 
gross neglect.” 

Tbe London correspondent ot the lnbune 

says that under the timid and stupid monar- 

chical rulers of France the strength of the 
Bonapait.sts “has grown rapidly during the 
last lew months, and from being a despicable 
faction they have become a formidable faction. 
They are a now united party, perfectly under- 

standing what they want, perfectly unscrupu- 
lous about the means ot getting it, ahd sing- 
ularly skilled in tbe arts of conspiracy. 

The Boston Globe says that compulsory ed-

It will do something, but 

unfortunately the giealest obstacle to the tem- 

perance reform does not come from ignorance. 
A New York Democratic paper of tbe in-

The New York Times says that fortunately

We 
haven’t heard of any temperance movemeut 
there. 

The St. John Telec/raph announcing the 

fact that the Dominion minister of Marine 
and Fisheries has gone to Washington to as- 

sist the negotiation of a reciprocal treaty, ex- 

presses little hope of success though the 
United States Government profess to be 
most desirous to secure such a treaty. It 

says “our [the Dominion] fisheries have been 
given away, and there is little prospect of any 
competition being in return. We have 

given to the people of the West all the ad- 

vantages obtainable from the navigation of 
the great Saint Lawrence. The people of the 
United States do not care for cLeap coal, 
lumber, building stone or manufactured 
goods; therefore we doubt their readiness to 
negotiate.” 

Fish Inspector. 
To the Editor of the Press: 

An article appeared in the Advertiser of 
March 31st, under the title of Fish Inspectors 
from which parties reading the same and not 

being familiar with the business would receive 
a decidedly wrong impression, as they would 
infer that the Inspectors of Fish are in favor of 
abolishing the present law by which they are 

governed, ltui such is not the case. One or 

two fish buyers are opposed to the law, and 
they are anxious to have it repea'ed, and those 
acquainted with the fish business can easily 
understand the motive by which they are 

prompted. The fishing interest of Portland is 
of vitnl importance and should be protected, 
and every honorable influence brought to bear 
to encourage fishermen living east of Portland 
to bring their fish here for a market; but if the 
views of some of the fish buyers should be car- 
ried out it is evident that not only vessels from 
tbe east would pass this port, but vessels tint 
are owned and pack their fish here 
would be obliged to seek another market. -Ml 
the regular Deputy inspectors of fish in this 
city have presented a petition to the Gov- 
ernor praying that the present manner of con- 

ducting the business under a general inspector 
may be continued, and that the present incum- 
bent who has served so faithfully and impar- 
tially may be reappointed for the regular term 
of five years, believing that it is the best and 
most judicious course to pursue both for the 
buyer and inspector. The old system, as it is 
termed, has beeu tried and failed to give satis- 
faction. Undet the present law a general in- 
spector is appointed to take the 
ei-tire charge, and he appoints his 
deputies, who are require 1 to give bonds 
for the faithful performance of their duties. 
Massachusetts has the same law, and we hear 
no complaint. Tie writer states “by the old 
system deputy inspectors were appointed who 
were, generally speaking, connected with the 
fish business, and on them the responsibility 
rested, and at that time Portland fish stood 
very high.” Uider the present law. ail of the 
deputies are directly interested in tbe fish buoi- 
oe-s, and they know that if their fish are not 
put up according to law that the responsibility 
rests with them. Whom else can they throw 
tire responsibility on? They inspect the fish 
and brand them, and have given bonds as the 
law req ires. The writer says he would not 
imply there is deterioration in Portland fish, 
but yet the eputies have been inclined to be 
careless.” So it seems if the deputies have been 
careless as lie charges, .vet the fish are up to the 
standard, therefore I fail to see any good rea- 
son for complaint. 
I am inclined to believe that the writer of 

the article referred to was either misinformed 
in relation to the subject on which he was 

writing, or else he wishes to abuse the public 
mind with the impression that the general in- 
spector has an exorbitant salary, and that his 
office is entailing an expense which the mer- 
chants are obliged to pay. Tbe General In- 
spector’s salary last year was about three hun- 
dred dollars, aud it was paid by his deputies, 
who are assessed one cent per barrel for all 
the fish they inspect. So far as regards the 
quality of the fish there is a law whiah def- 
initely states what is required to constitute the 
different grades of fisb so that the inspector 
has his instruction ■■ from the law. and we can 
assign no reason for the deputy packing any 
other wav than as the law directs, for surely he 
has nothiug to gain, but everything to lose pro- 
viding the fish are returned to him. 

We hope that the law will remain as it is and 
that the Governor will be pleased to reappoint 
for General Inspector M D. I. Fernald of 
Camden, who is soon to become a resident of 
this city. X,

Fire Inspection.—The following petition is 
in circulation and will be presented to the City 
Council Monday eveniugt: 

The undersigned citizens and tax-payers re- 

spectfully represent that in their opinion it 
would more effectually promote the interests 
and safety of the city, if the Chief Engineer of the Fire Department, iu addition to the us- 
ual duties of Ms office, be required to inspect all new buildings while in course of construc- 
tion, and as often as twice each year all build- 
ings where dre is kept within the city limits, 
to the end that ail dangerous conditions, so far 
as relates to lire, may be forthwith corrected; 
and for this purpose he be clothed with police 
authority, give his whole time and attention to 
the service of the city and be paid a suitable 
salary therefor. 

If in the opinion of your honorable bodies, 
this would be iinpractiblo, your petitioners ask 
that it b > made the duty of the City Marshal 
to inspect all new buildings, aud that the fur- 
ther inspection above called for be performed 
by him, or by suitable men of the police force, 
under his special direction.

When the bailee has parted with bis possession the 
v presumption is that he has waived, or abandoned his 

lien, unless his conduct, in so doing, is satisfactorily 
explained. # 

The forfeiture of a lein claim, whenever incurred, 
is not waived by a subsequent assignment between 
the parties, whereby the bailee resumes the custody 
ot the subject ot the bailment, unless such was the 
intention of the parties.—(Dickerson, J.) 

OXFORD COUNTY 

Charles P. Bartlett vs. David A.Corliss; on report. 
Judgment for the defendant. 

Rescript—A deed calling for enough land off of the 
west end of an adjoining lot which, including two 
other described parcels, shall make fifty acres “ex 
elusive of water** conveys a strip of land off of the 
whole of the west end ot such lot, of equal and suffi- 
cient width to make with those parcels, fifty acres, 
besides the land embraced in said strip which is flow- 
ed by water. 

The qualifying clause “exclusive of water’’ does 
not signify a boundary, or a limitation of the quanti- 
ty of territory included in the strip taken from such 
lot, but the exclusion of such part of the land so 

taken as is flowed by water from the computation in 

mokin^ up the fifty acres called for in the deed. 
Parol evidence is inadmissible to show the inten- 

tion of the parties to the deed by the use of such 
clause.—(Dickerson, J.)

tons. The list numbers thirty-three vessels 
twenty-six of which, including two ships, will 
hail from Portland, The rest will hail from 
Yarmouth, Freeport, and Brunswick. It will 
be noticed that nearly all are of the larger class 
of vessels, most of which will go into the for- 
eign trade. The owners represent all trades, 
including lawyers, bankers etc, and the capital 
invested will amount to $1,500,000. 

The amount of tonnage under contract to be 
built in the State the present- year, is estimated 
at 130,000 tons or about 50 per cent more than 
last year, the only drawback being the scarcity 
of laborers and increased wages which may 
prevent the fulfillment of some contracts. 

Stirring the Matter Dp.—Sir Thomas 
Browne says somewhere in his “Dm Burial” 
that there is a certain class of vices common to 

every age and every country, which dressed up 
iD commonplaces have served as texts to 

preachers for all time past and will for genera- 
tions to come. It is not the purpose of this ar- 

ticle to moralize upon any of the old stock 

grievances of the world, but to call the atten- 
tion of the public to a society of recent form 
ation. which has done and is doing much good 
The organization in question is called by those 
who desire to bs funny but who have strong ob- 

jections to any waste of brain tissue, “the so- 

ciety with the long name.” This designation 
is held to be very humorous, and when it is 
heard people laugh. For the sake of novelty 
the organization will be called in this article 
“The Society for the Prevention of Cruelty to 

Animals.” The hrauch in this city has been 

quite successful in the attainment of its avow 

ed objects since it came into being, and the re- 

port of its efficient agent, Mr. A. H. Libby, of 
the work accomplished during the past year is 
a flattering exhibit Thi3 evening the Direct- 
ors hold a meeting to take into consideration 
ways and means to further the work of the so- 

ciety. 
Public attention needs to he awakened to this 

matter. Most people admit that the society is 

right ano that it is doing a good work. They 
profess sympathy with its objects, but raise 
never a hand to help it. When they see a case 

where an animal is terribly abused they pass 
by on the other side and wonder where the 

agent of the society with the long name is. They 
would do quite as well in such cases to lodge a 

complaint with the agent or at the Municipal 
Court. The agent can’t be everywhere. The 

days of magic tapestries and slioon of swiftness 

have quite passed by. The truth is that much 
of the commiseration expressed for suffering 
dumb beasts is empty show Iu these days of 
Darwin and the descent of man it surely seems 

as though we ought to cherish a fellow feeling 
for our poor relations. If Emerson and his 
fellow philobrahmins would but inculcate the 
kinder reverence for and care of the beasts that 

perish we should owe them a bigger debt of 

gratitude than we do now. A belief in the 

metempsychosis even would be worth advocat- 

ing if it would conduce to a kinder'treatmeutof 
animals. It is not the interest of beasts alone 
that are in question. It is the reflex action 
which concerns. Every man whojpermits him- 
self to unconcernedly view the sufferings of a 

dumb beast becomes brutalized himself. 
It is true that the State has enacted laws for 

the suppression of this evil. But laws are 

powerless until reinforced by a strong public 
sentiment. The law-makers have accomplish- 
ed their work in framing the statutes. It 
rests with the publiii to see that the statutes 
are enforced. It is not. the duty only of com- 

missioned officers of the State, but of all of us. 

We can’t all serve warrants and make arrestsi 
but we can lend effectual aid in sympathy and 

money and influence. We can lodge informa- 
tion when instances of cruelty come uuder our 

immediate observation. We can call the atten- 
tion of the agent to instances which come to 

our hearing. We can help create a popular 
sentiment. If we haven’t time or inclination 
for personal effort we can contribute to a fund 
for the employment of men who make it their 
business to ferret out cases of cruelty.

Greely Institute.—Our correspondent in- 
forms us that the fifth lecture of the Library 
course was given on Thursday evening by G.

To Whom it Mat Concebn.—As there is a 
general desire that the sprinkling of streets 
shall be commenced earlier, I would give no 
tice that 1 shall begin to canvass for subscrip- 
tions Monday, and work will be commenced at 
once and continue until late in the fall. In do- 
ing this, so much per month will be charged, 
and not by the season, as heretofore. Thus 
there would be seven mouths sprinkling instead 
of live, which is usually considered a season. 

My contract for water for two years having end- 
ed, and owing to the amount of water used the 
Company feel compelled to increase their price 
from $300 to $1000 pes season. Owing to this 
advance in the price of water, I am obliged to 
ask 25 per cent in addition to what was paid 
last year, and unless there is a general readiness 
to add this amount—which is only enough to 
pay the additional $700 for water—the work 
will certainly be abandoned entirely, and 
no sprinkling will be done with tubs this sea- 
son. 

After learning what would be charged for 
Sebago water, 1 determined to use salt, but 
upon making a thorough inquiry I could not 
find, between Galt’s and Brown’s wharves, a 
foot of space upon which to erect tanks and 
put pumps into operation. Consequently those 
that raise the cry of salt water sprinkling, may 
as well abandon it. For many years the streets 
have been more or less sprinkled, and with 
many it is a foregone conclusion that it will be 
done, and they give themselves no uneasiness 
as to those paying the expense. If the streets 
are not sprinkled, there will be three-fourttis of 
the days during the summer when merchants 
of all classes will be obliged to close their doors 
aud would it be unreasonable to expect a fall- 
ing off of 25 or 30 per cent in the retail trade, 
owing to the almost insufferable condition of 
the streets? It only remains for the people to 
say which they will have, early and late sprink- 
ling or continual dust, W. H. Hall.

The Sanborn Investigation.

Means Committee to day examined Collector 
Kiug of Indianapolis, who testified that 
Green, one of Sanborn’s agents, came to his 
office as special agent of the treasury, with a 
letter of credentials and conveyed the idea 
that he was sent by the Interual Revenue 
Commissioner, to collect the bank tax on the 
Inuiaiiapolis and St L »uis railroad dividends. 
The tax was collected by Green. There bad 
never been auy question as to the liability of 
the company and the Secretary had caked sev- 
eral times but the collector had been in doubt 
as to whether it was 2 1-2 or 5 per cent. The 
railroad company bad entered upon its books 
the tax due and always had been ready a-nd 
anxious to pay it. The witness was specialy 
inquired of as to Green's representations to 
niru. Green bad positively deuied before the 
committee that bt bad represented himself a 

special agent of the treasury department, and 
witness was equally positive in asserting 

that Green has so represented himself, as be 
added, that as the newspaper dispatches of the 
day contained exposures of the Sanborn con 
tracts and mentioned Green’s uame in connec- 
tion with them, the witness had called them to 
Green s attention, and Greeu denied the truth 
of the telegraphic statements. He denied that 
any such contracts were made aud denied that 
he was the Green alluded to in the despatches.

ber of casulties was 77, of which 63 were Am- 
erican vessels 11 British, one German, one 
Russian and one unknown. Of this number 
twelve were steamers, three ships, seven brigs, 
two barks, 49 set oouers. and two canal boats. 
The casualties are described as follows: Strand- 
ed 38. foundered 13, by collision 6, other caus- 
es 20. The total estimated loss in vessels was 

$695,898. 
The number of lives lost, twentv-one. 
The Department have also prepared Jas com- 

plete a list as possible of casualties on the 
great lakes during ten years, from which it ap- 
pears that in that period the number of vessels 
lost is 4,527: the loss of life amounted to 1.341 
persons, and the loss of property amounted to 
$27,307,032. 

Treasury Balances.

day Currency, $4,153,067; special deposit of 
legal tenders for redemption of certificates of 
deposit, $52,080,000; coin, $86,771,007, including

Appropriation Cemusittee. 
The House Committee on Appropriations

A Job—Probably.

Salt Lake Railroad of Oregon, the Govern- 
ment granting a subsidy of ten thousand dol- 
lars per mile of road to transport mails and 
army supplies free forever. 

Favorable Figures. 
The report of the bureau of statistics shows 

that the total inports for the year amounted tu 
$624,993,362 against $677,144,579 the previous 
year; while the domestic exports for 1873 were 

$606,366,531 against $544,438,789 in 1872, and 
the foreign exports for 1873 were $24,968,204 
anaiust $25,086,083 in 1872. Specie is included 
in both imports and domestic exports being 
$29,749,438 of the former and $56,263,496 of the 
latter in 1873 against respectively the previous 
year $21,182,004 and $92,295,2:16. 

Allowing for the difference in the warehouse 
accounts, the exports for the calendar year are 
in excess of th“ imports by $289,331, while for 
the corresponding period of 1872, the imports 
exceed the exports by $108,473,713.
