GRAFTING FRUIT TREES.

Mx. Evtron :—Before the season arrives
for grafting fruit trees, [ propose to sy
something on that subject, and perhaps 1
may be instrumental in calling out others
also, and that is just what 1 should like.

Should I enquire of you, which ol the sev-
eral modes of grafting is most approved, you
would doubtless reply that every man grafts
in his own way,

We cannot quote oar fathers or our grand.
fathers, for but very few ol them understood
the art of grafting or budding, and there
fore they genernlly contended themselves
with origivating new varieties of fruits,
some of which, (though a small per cent.,)
have proved worthy to be perpetuated.

Generally speaking, the people who are
employed in agrieaulture, horticulture and
pomology, are slow to sdopt anything new
until it has been pretty well proved and
tried, and with matisfactory results.  The
(uestion is, which, on the whole, is the best
mode of grufting, or the least objectionable?

Were it left to me to decide, | must give
a decided preference to saddle grafting, for
reasons which to my mind are conclusive.—
But I would not be understood to be con-
fined to it alone. By saddle gmfting the
scion unites with perfect soundness at the
Junetion, it is strong and not easily put out
of place,—it is fast growing and the wound
soon heals over,

llaving given what I econsider the best
mode, 1 will uow, at the risk of having my
cars pulled for treading on the toes of some
friends who practice the cleft or split graft-
ing, say that I consider it the most objec-
tionable of all the modes now in use. My
reasons are, that when the stock is split and
a scion inserted, the tree never will hesound
at the junction even when it grows to the
diameter of a half barrel : but there will be
ever afler a dead hollow place in the centre
of the tree.  Nor is it »o strong at the june.
tion as by the saddle grafting, and it is more
cosily put out of place. [ think also that
the scion is not so sure of uniting with the
stock us it 18 by maddle gmiting.

The difference of the time in healing over

Grarrive Urorn.  Grafting Cloth is now
extensively used, more especially on this
River. Hundreds of yards are annually
sold in this vicinity, and as frequent enqui-
ries are made a recipe fur making or waxing
the cloth, I give you my mode for wuxing
one or more hundred yards, viz.: Take cot-
ton sheeting and divide it equally length-
wise ; it will then be of suitable width.—
Then melt the following ingredient together
over a slow fire, in the proportions of—Six
pounds beeswax, two pounds rosin, and one
pinl linseed oil, all of good qu,u]i!-\',

Then, while hot, pass the cloth into the
wax and then between two wooden scrapers
which are keyed together just close enough
to remove the surplus wax from the cloth.
The waxed cloth is then laid on & smooth
board and cut with a sharp knifo for use in-
to strips about a half an inch wide and
wbout ten inches long, according to the size
of the stocks.

The increasing use of this recipe, proves
the high estimation in which itis held by

those best sequainted with it. The cloth

should not be prepared till about the time it

is used, a8 the new is best.—Maine Farmer.

Some of the
strawberry gardens in the vicinity of Balti-
more, consisting of from ten to one hundred
acres, are made of worn-out sandy land,
which has been redeemed by cultivation.
One ganliner in the neighborhood of Boston
roceives more than three thousand dollars
annually, for the vegetablos and fruit grown
apon twenty=ix acres of sach lamd. His
proximity to a ready market, and to an
abundant supply of manure, are circum-
stances which contribute greatly to his suc-
obee,  But high culture, and a skillful ar
rangement of successivo crops are the esson-
tial conditions of his pmﬂ[u“rit_\'. 1 do not
believe he would make as much money in
proportion to his outlay, in the cultivation
of & hoavy loam, although the soil is in it-
w!l much more fertile. Farly crops could
not be obtained on such a soil, and these ure
a chief source of profit.  Apples would not
succeed as well on a lighter and more mndy
wil. From four porter apple trees on such
v %oil, apples have been sold to the amount
of more than o hundred dollars ina year.
[his to be sure is an extordinary product.
and was owing to the superior quality of
the fruit; but under such eultureon asandy
wil, Baldwins, Greenings, and Russots will
yield from four to five barrels to a tree,
worth from two to four dollars a barrel.—
LOn such a soil peaches and plums thrive
better than on any other, and boar full crops
in four or five years from the stone.

Let no man say he cannot have a good
garden, because he has only a piece of poor
andy land. On such land ho can bave
sarlier crops than his neighbor who has a
deep, rich, moist loam . and if be does not
have %o heavy’s crop, he can have two to his
peighbor’s oue.  Plow early and deep, and
puton manure with a liberal hand, and
you shall have s luxuriant garden where you
have now an unproductiveand barren patch.

Why do your young men run as by some
universal instinet, from the farm where
they were born, to the city, whero they so
often learn to wish they bad not been born
anywhere? Chiefly—whatever explanation
they way put forward as having a hand-
some look—because on the furm there is
supposed to be an inevitable doom to hard,
monotonous, wearing, bodily toil, from day-
light to sundown, life through, with no
room for mental expansion, or generous
tustes, or social reereation ; and secondly,
because after all this labor, the farmer
makes too little money.  Nor will my fuith

| in young men's natures suffer me to believe

this is always a sordid ealeulation with them.
For, in thinking of money, they think of
it oftener a8 » means, than an end. They
want it for what it brings. On the farm,
Yery ft“{m'ntl_\', are rooms without books,
walls without pictures, manners without
grace, clothes without fitness, and ground
without shaping or decoration. On the
contrary the city merchant buys a library
and works of art, sends his children to
schools where they learn to move with ele-
gance as well us to cipher and parse, gets
garments that are finor and fit, and is not 0
exhausted physically at nightfall as to pre-
fer sleep to any company of books. [llo
comes back into the country and lays out a
heautiful estate, sometimes with statelier
animals, and selecter fruits, and tidy fences
and hedges, and more blooming gardens on
it than his neighbor, who has all the while
heen staying thero and making farming the
business of his life. Now, it would be a
hard task in persunsion to convinee most
young men that these things are not good,
not desirable, and that the dollars which
command them are not of the natare of an
advantage. 1 confess I hould be a bad sub-
ject for such persuasion myself. Besides,
these things are all of the nature of picture
work ; the boy cannot help seeing them ;
they work upon him while he stops on his
way from pasture under the fragrant shrub-
bery, or poeps through the pickets at the
mellow peaches and pears.

1 know well how apt his mngunine blood,
and his ignorance of the ninety-odd failures
in n city for every single success, aro to put
u fullacy into his plans and cheat his choice.
But none the lessit is true, that he goes to
the city for a chance, though but a chance,
for certain means of refinement, liberality,
and width in the whole style for life, such
as scarcely n mere farmer about, in the old
way of furming, has displaysl. Who ever
knew o confident and chivalrous youth to
doubt he should be one of the five that suc-
ceed, though five hundred fuil?  And mo
over many young men at that expiring
riod of life, befure the chaurm and glory of
oarly ideals have faded off, thirst honestly
for more stimulus to mental action, more
enlarging mimstries to thought, than they
have found in rural places. This they
dream of finding in the presence of crowns
and the sharp collisions of traffie. Perhaps
they dream of delusions; but this is the
feeling. Depend upon it, if you would hold
your sons and brothers back from roaming
away into the perilous centres, you must
steadily make three attempts—to abate the
task-work of farming, to raise maximum
crops and profits, and to surround your
work with the exhilarations of intellectual
progross.  You must elevate the whole spir-
it of your voeation for yoar vocation's ke,
till no other ean outstrip it in what most
adorns a civilized state.”—D. F. Hunting-

Idid say that, if
the gentleman from Virginia were correct, the
slaves of that State would bave the right of
solf-defonse. 1 made that statement explic-
itly, with that qualification, if that gentle-
man were right in what he stated; and 1
immediately added that he waes wrong. 1
stated that I would give my suthority for
what [ said, in my printed speech, and 1
have done so.

A heathen people might plead an excuse for
this infernal system. But a Christian peo-
ple have none.  Murder riots in its unbrok-
en feasts of blood. Fiendish butcheries are
of common oecurrence,

With the shadow of these scafflds dark-
ening the land, statesmen stand up and pet-
tifug about nothings, and wail about the
value of property invested in the rum busi-
ness ! God teaches us that man is of more
value-than many sparrows,  Politicians
toach us that rum is more sacred than the
intevosta, of two worlds. [Homes, hearts,
and human life, must all be sacrificed to feed
the consuming fires of these hells on earth!
