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Superintendent ol Schools Report

In this my second annual report to the citizens of School Union
#48,  I  would like to briefly review the past year.  The  1982-83  school
year   has   been   one   of  the   busiest,   yet   most   productive   in   my
professional career. I want to first express my thanks to the people of
Westport  for theiir continued support.  I am always available to any
individual  or  group  who  may  wish  to  offer  suggestions  which  will
improve the schools our children attend.

Two areas have dominated our efforts in great part.
First,   a   tremendous  effort  on  the  part   of  office  staff,   ad-

ministrators  and  school  committees  has  been  made  in  order  to  in-
stitute a new budget format and comply with a state mandate.  The
new budget format, although more involved, will, I feel, provide you
as  citizens  a  clearer  picture  of  where  your  tax  dollars  are  being
allocated.  In an effort to bring the school department's bookkeeping
procederes in line with this format and due to the increased work load,
the School Union #48 School Committee included funds in the school
union budget for a computer in the Superintendent's office. This will
provide  up-to-date  financial data to administrators and provide  for
wise management of school funds.

Some  specific  comments  regarding  the Westport Budget.  Once
again we are ready to present the budget for town action at the March
Town Meeting.  This has been a well - received practice,  and it is my
hope  it  makes  the  operation  of town  government  that  much  more
efficient.

The  total  proposed  school  budget  for  1983-84 is $128,582.43,  a
7 .8ayo increase over  1982-83 ($119,289.47). Due to a projected balance
of $8,000.00 in the Common School Account, this represents a 2.9ayo
increase in the tax commitment or a dollar amount of $3,292.96. The
major  increase in the budget is in the area of projected tuition cost.
However, Wiscasset continues to charge one-half tuition, a savings to
the Town of Westport of $94,585 .00.

The Westport buses have been equipped with short-wave,radios.
This has been of great help in letting my office know the buses are not
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in difficulty on bad traveling days. It also provides for the safety of all
children who ride the Westport buses.

The  second  area  of concentration  has  been  that  the  Wiscasset
School Committee has been working this past year diligently to revise
current  policies  and  develop  new  policies  in  an  effort  to  provide
residents   of  Wiscasset   and   the  towns  which  tuition  students  to
Wiscasset a comprehensive policy manual. This is a demonstration of
leadership on the part of the Wiscasset  School  Committee and sup-
ports  our  continuing  effort  to  foster  excellence  in  the  quality  of
education provided to the students entrusted to us.

We cannot do the job alone. To be successful, our schools must
rely  on  help  and  support  of parents,  the  business  community  and
many other citizens. The community, on the other hand, needs quality
schools in order to realize their goals.

When  society  must  deal  with  various  problems  they inevitably
"turn  to  the schools".  Today our educational  agenda is  filled with

important  concerns  ranging  from  providing  education  for the han-
dicapped  to  helping  students  understand  the  new  technology.  It  is
important for you as citizens to understand the important' role you can
and must play if we are to provide excellence in education. Let's make
high   quality   education   a   community   decision.   Then,   let's  work
together to make it happen.

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Extension Association Report

The Cooperative Extension Service in Knox and Lincoln counties
is  a  partnership  among  the  counties,  the  University  of  Maine  at
Orono, and the United States Department of Agriculture.

A total of 11,558 direct contacts were made with the residents of
Knox-Lincoln Counties during this fiscal year. The contacts included:
1047 office calls, 3104 telephone calls, and 760 letters. 6,647 residents
attended educational meetings on a variety of topics.

In addition, 5,470 publications were distributed.
There   are   twenty-one  Extension   Homemaker   groups   in  the

counties with a membership of 470.
Individual   and   family   memberships   numbered   804.    These

members voluntarily contributed $2,187 . 50.
One-hundred  adult  volunteer  leaders  worked  with  651  youth.

Tanglewood 4-H Camp in its first year had 250 children ages 8-14 in
attenance.

Extension volunteers contributed 25,370 hours to the educational
programs of Cooperative Extension. The dollar value of this donation
computed at minimum wage totals $84,989.50.

Eleven  different  newsletters  are  available  from the local office
and a total of 15 ,464 copies were circulated.

The County Extension Association receives funds from all three
of its  partners.  State  law  provides  that  counties  allocate  funds  for
local  operating  costs.  In  1982,  Sl9,390.00  was  allocated  by  Knox
County and $15,000.00 by Lincoln County. The county contribution
was 26ayo of the total County Extension Budget.

It is with pleasure that we submit to you a report of the Time &
Tide RC&D activities for 1982.

Time & Tide is a people's program. We are sponsored in part by
the  counties  and  directed  by  local  people.  We  serve  as  a  base  for
people  to  come  together  to  plan  and  carry  out  projects relating to
natural  resources.  We  serve  as  facilitators  to  help  towns  and  non-
profit groups conserve, develop and improve our natural resources.

Our  RC&D  was  selected  for  the  third  consecutive  year  as  the
outstanding  RC&D area in New England.  This recognition is due in
part to  the tremendous  amount of volunteer  service by local people
and the dedication of the council members and staff.

Through    cooperative    efforts    many    things   have   been   ac-
complished in the Mid Coast this past year. We believe no one person,
organization  or  agency  can  take  total  credit,   but  with  everyone
working together doing a little bit, a lot was done.

Some of the projects we have been requested to  assist  with for
1983    include    Belfast    Park    erosion,    Bath    recreation,    forestry
assistance,    Camden   Snow   Bowl   erosion,   Boothbay   recreation,
Wiscasset  Primary  School,   prime  agricultural  land  identification,
development  of  a  soils  and  land  use  slide  show,   Rockland  Bog,
Dresden    comprehensive    plan,    Liberty    recreation    development,
Damariscotta recreation development, Cushing recreation, solid waste
management,  Waldoboro Public Landing, Vinalhaven tennis courts,
Searsmont      comprehensive      plan,      Islesboro      shore      erosion,
Bowdoinham recreation area and State Prison Farm Utilization.

Any town can request assistance from the Time & Tide RC&D by
contacting your local Soil & Water Conservation District or the Time
& Tide RC&D office in Waldoboro.

We  purchased  a 30-minute documentary movie,  ``The Price of
Abundance,"  which applies to our food as it pertains to agriculture.
Any group wishing to use it should contact our office for details.

We  have  several  resource  committees  involved  in  each  of the
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following  topics:   forest,   soils  and  land  use,  energy,  information,
recreation, agriculture, fish and wildlife, and ocean. They are open to
anyone interested in attending.

1.    Summary of significant Accounting polices

The  accounting  policies  of the  Town  of Westport  conform  to
generally   accepted   accounting   principles  as  applicable  to  govern-
mental units.

A.    Basis of presentation
The accounts of the Town are organized on the basis of funds or

account  groups,  each  of which  is  considered a  separate accounting
entity. The operations of each fund are accounted for with a separate
set of self-balancing accounts that comprise its assets, liabilities, fund
balance, revenues and expenditures. The various funds are grouped by
type in the financial statements.

Governmental Funds
General Fund - The general fund is the general operating fund of

the  Town.  All  general  tax  revenues  and  other receipts that  are not
allocated  by  law  or  contractual  agreement  to  another  fund  are ac-
counted for in this fund. From the fund are paid the general operating
expenditures, the fixed charges and the capital improvement costs that
are not paid through other funds.

Special Revenue Fund - Special revenue funds are used to account
for revenues derived  from specific taxes or other earmarked revenue
sources, including federal revenue sharing funds.

Fiduciary Funds
Trust Funds - Trust funds are used to account for assets held in

trust by the Town for others.
8.    Basis of Accounting
The  modified  accrual  basis  of  accounting  is  followed  by  the

General,  Special  Revenue  and  Trust  Funds.  The  modified  accrual
basis of accounting is defined as the basis of accounting under which
expenditures are recorded as incurred and revenues are recorded when
received in cash except for material and/or available revenues which
are  accrued  to  reflect  properly  the  taxes  levied  and  the  revenues
earned.
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C.    General Fixed Assets
The Town does not maintain a record of its general fixed assets.

Expenditures   for   property   and   equipment   are   charged   against
departmental operations whenever such items are purchased.
2.    PropertyTax

The  Town's  property  tax  for  the  current  year  was  levied  Sep-
tember  16,1982 on the assesed value listed as of April 1,1982 for all
real and personal property located in the Town.  Taxes were due on
November  1,1982  and interest charged  at the rate  of 12ayo  per year
retroactive to September  16,  1982.
3.    Deferred credits

Deferred  credits  represent  items  received  during  the  current
accounting period but to be used as revenue in the subsequent year.

4.    General FundBudget

The  Town  operates  on a  net budget as compared with a gross
budget.   All  revenues  are  not  estimated,  but  are  credited  to  the
particular  operating  account.   Certain  revenues  are  dedicated  for
particular  purposes by vote of the townspeople at the annual town
meeting or at special town meetings.

At  the  annual town meeting,  held  in  March  of each year,  the
townspeople  vote  on  various  articles,  on  which,  amounts  for  ap-
propriations  have  been  recommended  by  the  Board  of  Selectmen
and/or the Budget Committee.
5.    Designated for Subsequent Years' Expenditures

Historically,   the   townspeople   vote   to   carry  certain   depart-
mental  unexpended  balances   forward  to   the   following  year  for
expenditure.  This  is  usually  in  lieu  of additional appropriations  in
any particular account.
