T H E  EVER-GROWING LEGION OF 
FEDERAL EMPLOYES

The army of the United States has 
grown at a formidable rate during the 
last year, but not much faster than 
the brigade of civilian employes. The 
shipping program, the taking of the 
railroads and wires, and the week-by- 
week expansion of governmental func­
tions have combined to make public 
employes of several hundred thousand 
voters who were formerly in private 
service.

This Is one aspect of the govern­
ment owership problem which lias 
not had, from public opinion, the 
consideration it deserves. Uncle 
Sam is probably the world’s largest 
employer of labor. Even before1 the 
war the country had frequent oc­
casion to see how political pressure 
could be brought to bear on Congress 
and on the executive departments by 
relatively small groups of workers in 
the government printing plant, by 
postmen and by employes in govern­
ment arsenals or navy yards. The vot­
ing strength of the federal employes 
has been multiplied ten or twenty 
fold.

What will be the outcome when the 
war ends? Probably the return of 
peace will find this great array of men 
quite anxious to continue with the 
government as their employer. And 
no wonder.

The registration of such large num­
bers requires detailed and extensive 
preparation and there will not be suf­

to make preliminary arrangements at , 
once in order that registration may 
take place soon after the passage of 
the necessary legislation. The much j 
inei\v for registration must be perfect - 1 
ed and ready to be put into immediate 
operation when the President's pro­
clamation can he published. (

The Governors of all States and the : 
commissioners of tin1 District of Co­
lumbia will be called upon to super-j 
vise the registration in their respec­
tive States and in the District of Col- j 
umbia. I

The Adjutant General or Draft Ex-j 
ecutive in each State, acting under the j 
direction of the Governor, will lie the 
central administrative authority of tin; 
registration system within the State.

The Local Borads will have immed­
iate direction and supervision of the 
registration within their respective 
jurisdictions. The actual registration 
will he made in the customary voting 
precincts in the jurisdiction of each 
Local Board.

Each Local Board should be request­
ed at once to appoint a registrar or 
registrars for each precinct, within its 
jurisdiction. Where then1 is more 
than one registrar in a precinct, one 
will he appointed as chief registrar.
A registrar should he appointed for 
each probable 80 registrants in a pre­
cinct.

ization in the State of Maine. This 
registration will be accomplished un­
der the administrative authority of 
the Draft Executive at Augusta. The 
Local Boards of the State will have 
Immediate supervision of the work 
within their respective jurisdictions. 
Where there is more than one Local 
Board n any county or citv, a central 
registration Committee will he ap­
pointed, from and by the members of 
the .Local Boards in such county or 
city. This central Registration Com­
mittee will make plans and will have 
general supervision of all preparations 
and activities looking toward a com­
plete regisration.

THE SUGAR CARD
i Although the sugar card system U 
: being established in many sections of 
this State reports have reached tile 
Maine Division of the United States 

| Food Administration that some house- 
j wives, beeomng panicky over the pres­
en t  sugar crisis, are traveling from 
store to store (in communities where' 
the sugar card system has not bmm 
established) and Inlying sugar, that 
they may not find themselves without 
a supply if an actual famine should 
come.

These “ repeaters" are helping to 
create a possible famine and will up­
set the entire rationing plan of the 
Food Administration unless they buy 
sugar only as it is needed, and limit 
their consumption to two pounds a 
month for each person in the house­
hold.

“Two pounds a month plan, if 
strictly adhered to, will insure an ade­
quate supply of sugar,” says Food Ad­
ministrator Leon S. Merrill.

"It is the aim of the Food Adminis­
tration to distribute available supplies 

| of sugar equitably. But this cannot 
; be done if ‘repeaters' persist in their 
unpatriotic attempts to buy more than 
their allowance and to hoard a supply 
against a potential famine. Maine 
has been allotted a certain amount of 
sugar on the basis of two pounds a 
month for erery person in the State, 

'and it can be seen that if the ‘repeat­
ers’ buy more than this they are going 
to cut down the allowance of their pat­
riotic neighbors."

| In this connection the Food Admin­
istration calls attention to the lav 
against hoarding sugar, flour, and 
other foodstuffs. Those found guilty 
are liable to a fine of not more than 
$5,000 or imprisonment for two years 
or both.

1 Retailers in communities where the 
sugar card system is not in use. are 
warned against selling sugar to other 
than their regular customers. When 
a dealer suspects anyone of trying to 
repeat in sugar purchases he is cau­
tioned against making the sale. Eve­
ry dealer not selling sugar on the 
card system is now required to re­
port each sale of sugar to the Food 
Administration.

Important because they will be used by 
the House ways and means committee 
as a partial basis for highe" taxes in 
the new revenue bill, which is to raise 
$8,000,000,000.

Total Internal Revenue
Total internal revenue for the year 

amounted to $3,694,703,000 of which 
$2,839,983,000 came from income and 
excess profits tax payments in June 
and $855,619,000 from a multiude of 
miscellaneous sources, collected large­
ly in pennies, dimes and quarters, ad­
ded to the price of various articles 
paid by consumers and poured into 
the teasury by retailers, wholesalers 
or manufacturers to help meet war 
costs.

Huge as these taxes seem in the ag­
gregate, collections for the entire 
year were only enough to pay the na­
tion’s bill for two and a half months of 
the war at the rate government is now 
spending money.

Next to income and excess profits 
taxes— the backbone of the revenue 
schedule— liquor taxes brought in the 
most money, $443,838,000, including 
$317,553,000 from whiskey, brandy, 
wine and spirits, and $126,285,000 from 
beer and other fermented liquors. 
Taxes on cigars, cigarettes and other 
tobacco products yielded $156,188,000. 
These figures are somewhat higher 
than those reported soon after the 
close of the year by Commissioner 
Roper and are subject to further slight 
modifications,
*  Transportation and Utilities 

After income, excess profits, liquor 
and tabacco taxes, the biggest yield 
from any other source came from lev­
ies on transportation and * utilities 
which went nto effect Nov. 1, amount- 
Dg to $70,734,000 divided as follows: 

Freight, 3 per cent. $20,002,000; pas­
senger tickets, 8 per cent., $24,306,000, 
express, 5 per cent., $6,458,000; berths 
and staterooms, 10 per cent., $2,236,- 
000; telephone, telegraph and radio 
messages, five cents each, $6,209,000; 
oil pipe lines, 5 per cent., $1,433,000.

Levies on estates of deceased per­
sons brought in $47,452,000, and it is 
proposed to increase this considerably 
in the next bill.

Amusements, such as theatres, caba­
rets, pleasure parks and dance halls, 
taxed virtually 10 per cent, on the ad­
mission price, yielded for the eight 
months, $26,357,000.

A notable feature of the report was 
the item of only $12,995,000 collected 
in excise taxes on sale of articles us­
ually classed as luxuries—piano play­
ers, mo/ing picture films, jewelry, per­
fumes, cosmetics, proprietary medic­
ines, chewing gum, cameras and 
yachts. The administration tax pro­
gram this year calls for raising about 
a billion dollars from luxuries.

From Other Sources 
Taxes on the value of capital stock 

of corporations last year amounted to 
$24,906,000; on manufacturers or deal­
ers in automobiles and motorcycles, 
$23,981,000; on munition manufactur­
ers, $13,296,000. Documentary stamp 
taxes imposed since Dec. 1, 1917, pro­
duced $18,813,000.

Club dues, taxed at 10 per cent, 
yielded $2,250,000.

Taxes on insurance policies amount­
ed to $6,492,000; on oleomargarine,
$2 ,336,000; on bowling alleys, pool and 
billiard tables, $1,086,000; on theatre, 
circus and museum proprietors, $865,- 
000; and on stock brokers, $333,000.

The volume of taxes collected dur­
ing the year is shown by comparison 
with those of the year preceding, in 
which total collections were $809,303,- 
000.

Those who heard the Interesting 
talk by Wallace Bruce Amsbard at 
Chautauqua on Kipling will be Inter­
ested In the following article taken 
from the London Times.

Mr. Rudyard Kipling who was acom- 
panied by Mrs. and Miss Kipling, paid 
a visit on Saturday to the American 
Rest Camp at Winnall Down, near 
Winchester. He was received by Col. 
S. G. Jones (commanding the Ameri­
can rest camps In the Winchester 
area), and addressed a large body of 
troops.

Mr. Kipling said:
There is no need for any Englishman 

to make you welcome to English soil. 
None of you can have come even from 
the ports of dlsembarcation, none of 
you can have been In England even 
a day, without discovering for your­
selves how most heartily welcome you 
all are. And you are here to take your 
share In the biggest piece of work that 
the world has ever set Its hand to 
since it was created. It Is not going 
to be an easy job, and not a short job, 
but, be the job long or be It short, it 
will be most thoroughly and complete­
ly finished. (Cheers.) Nobody wants 
the world to be troubled again, on any 
pretext whatever, with a similar in­
convenience.

A Red Cross “ Debarkation 
Officer” hoards the morning trans­
port long before it docks; Red Cross 
workers are at hand in every port and 
every camp, and the Red Cross “ Em­
barkation Officer" is almost the last 
man to quit the outgoing transport 
before it lifts its anchor for France.

HUNS TURN HATE 
| UPON YANKEES

An official dispatch from Paris as­
sorting that letters found on German 
sodiers who had been captured show 
that the success of the allied forces in 
the battlt> that has been in progress 
on the Soissons-Rheims front lias 
shaken the morale of the German peo­
ple.

The dispatch also stated that Ger­
man officers captured are bitter in 
their anger against the Americans 
and that an order had boon captured 
showing that German troops had been 
ordered to fire on entente forces try­
ing to bury or recover their dead or 
wounded under the protection of the 
Red Cross.

Hun Officers Demoralized
The dispatch follows:
“ Letters found on German soldiers 

coming from the rear clearly show 
that the moral*1 of the German people 
is seriously affected by our success. 
The thing that particularly struck 
those who questioned these prisoners 
was that the officers themselves were 
demoralized. This is something new 
for tilt* Teuton officer, who had never 
up to now lost his arrogance.

“The German nation is experiencing 
a folding of bitterness against the 
higli command, which had announced 
that the French reserves wort1 already 
exhausted last spring. In Germany 
people do not. speak about the Ameri­
can intervention, hut when German < 
officers are questioned about the ' 
Americans in the battle they no long­
er restrain tneir anger. This anger 
manifests itself in a recrudescence 
sometmos of barbarism. For example, 
a German battalion order dated July, 
1!*1S, found on a prisoner says:

“ ‘On no pretext whatsoever should

the enemy be allowed to bury his dead 
or pick up his wounded in No Man’s 
Land under the protection of the Red 
Cross. If the enemy should still at­
tempt to do so, a warning shot must 
be fired. If this shot has no effect, 
the enemy must immediately he rid­
dled with bullets. We need enemy 
dead and wounded not only for the 
purpose of identification hut also to 
reduce his reserves of human material 
by the capture of his wounded.

Running Short of Airplanes  
“This order has been carried out by 

a German regiment in the Arfusee 
sector, where, for instance, tin* sol­
diers fired on our stretcher hearers.

"Here is, further, a German order 
dated June 2o, which -tells its own 
story of the difficulties experienced by 
our enemies on the subject of aviation: 

" ‘The increased difficulties which 
arc being experienced n procurng the 
necessary matcrals for aviation pur­
poses force us to be sparing with our 
machines. In order to meet this dif­
ficulty, our airplanes will only he em­
ployed for carrying out operations of 
vital importance in the battle. Keep­
ing the machines in tht' ar longer 
than is absolutely necessary must he 
avoided.”
