WILL NOT ARBITRATE. 

Burlington Officials Declare That 

They Have Engineers and Firemen 

Enough. 
Chicago, April (>.—A coinuiitlee repre- 

senting the “Q" strikers proposed arbitra- 

tion to the officials to-day. The latter said 

it was impossible as their ranks were sub- 

stantially full of engineers and firemen enj 
tirely satisfied with the rules of the road. 
General Manager Stone urges the strikers to 
declare the strike off. promising the employ- 
ment of as many of the old men ns was possi- 
ble. Chairman Jloge said to-night that if 

they could not get arbitration, the men would 
find work on other roads at better pay. 

About the Deal. 
The Chicago Times says to-day: “What- 

ever may be tlie result of tlie deal between 

tha Brotherhood of Locomotive Engineers 
and Firemen and General Master Workman 
l’owderly, of the Knights of Labor, and 
whether or not any of the Knights of Labor 
on the Burlington railroad would obey ills 
order to strike, the fact remains that there Is 
such a deal mid it is in writing and signed 
by tlie parties to the agreement. 

“Alter the boycott against the Burlington 
freight was raised in concession to I’owdCT- 
ly’s desires, the agreement was made that 
wheuever the Brotherhood deem it necessary 
for their success, l’owderly will call out all 
tlie Knights id Labor on the Burlington, no 
matter in what capacity they may be work- 
ing. The same thing will be. done on any 
other road on which the engineers and fire- 
men may get into trouble. In return the en- 
gineers and firemen will back uu the Knights 
of Labor working on tlie railroads if they in 
their turn should get into trouble. In short 
it is an offensive and di f.-nsivo alliance such 
as was attempted sometime ago on the Mis- 
souri Pacific but tailed on account of the hi 

gincers refusing to enter into the deal.”

Skowiikgas, April 0.—From the advance 
sheets of the Insurance Commissioner's re

THE NATIONAL CAPITAL. 

Mr. Biggs Says tho Pacific Roads 

Have Been Unfairly Treated. 

How tho Standard Oil Company 
Fixes the Market. 

A Trust in Which the Workmen Share 
tne Profits. 

Washington, April 0—Representative 
Biggs, of California, to-day appeared, before 

the House committee on Pacific railroads, in 

advocacy of the passage of the Huntington 
bill for tlie settlement of the indebtedness 
of the Central Pacific to the government. He 

urged upon the committee ttie wisdom and 

justice of allowing the Court of Claims to ad- 

judicate the various claims and counter 

claims in the case. The road had not, in his 

opinion, been fairly treated by the govern- 
ment. It was possible that the railroad peo- 
ple could be induced to accept a bill provid- 
ing for a shorter extension of time for the 
payment of the debt than proposed in the 
bill introduced by him. Touching the value 
of the additional lien which tbe company 
offered the government in the event of its 
acceptance of its hill, Mr. Biggs said the 
Pacific railroad commission travelled through 
the country too rapidly to correctly estimate 
its worth and urged the sub-cosimittee to 
go to California to look into the, matter. Ac- 
cording to the present intention of the com- 

mittee, this will be the last hearing on the 
subject of the Central Pacific. 

Tho Commissioners on tho Law. 
The Inter-State Commerce Commissioners 

were before Senator Frye’s Committee on 

Commerce, Thursday, by invitation, to give 
their views with respect to the amendments 
to tbe Inter-State Commerce law, which the 
committee has under consideration. They 
said they did not wish to appear as advo- 
cates of anv of the oroDosed changes in the 
law which they were required to interpret 
and execute The conference covered the 
legal bearings of all the proposed amend- 
ments, the Commissioners stating freely and 
informally their opinions, based upon expe- 
euce, as to what effect they might have if 
enacted into a law. The Commissioners will 
probably be invited to appear again 

A Question of Oil. 

The House committee on manufactures to- 

day bpgan an inquiry into the alleged Stand- 
ard Oil Trust. Henry Webster, of Bradford, 
Penn., n contractor for drilling oil wells, tes- 
tified that he was a member of the Oil Well 
Drillers’ Union, a labor organization com- 

posed of nine lodges, representing practical- 
ly the entire Northern Pennsylvania and 
Southern New York oil fields. It was an en- 

tirely separate body from the so-called Pro- 
ducers’ Association. The union was organ- 
ized in December, 1887, and numbered be- 
tween 2200 and 24C0 men. The witness de- 
clined to give the names of the officers, al- 
leging that it was a secret organization, and 
that he had pledged himself not to divulge 
the names of its officers. Before the forma- 
tion of the union, the work in drilling and 
clearing out oil wells had become very slack, 
owing to the determination of the Producers’ 
Association to diminish the production of 
oil. It was understood that a million bar- 
rels had been set apart by the Standard Oil 
Company, and a million of barrels by the 
Producers’ Association for the benefit of the 
laboring men who were thrown out by this 
shutting down. The Well Drillers Union was 
formed to secure the benefits of this action. 
Since the union was formed, oil drilling in 

the witness’s locality has practically ceased. 
The witness has done no work since that 
date and has received 875 as his share of the 
amount set aside for those thrown out of 
work. The witness laid before the commit- 
tee a copv of an agreement entered into De- 
cember 22, 1887, between the executive board 
of the Producers Protective Association and 
the executive board of the Well Drillers Un- 
ion. This contract provide™ that the Pro- 
ducers’ Association shall pay the Well Drill- 
ers Union the profits on a million barrels of 
oil and the residue on another million barrels 
that may remain after adjusting and paying 
the other classes of labor injured by the 
shut down, the cost of pure oil being 02 cents 
a barrel, November 1, 1887, and subject to in- 
terest, storage and iireloss charges from that 
date. These profits shall be distributed 
among the members of the Well Drillers’ 
Union thrown out of employment. The oil 
shall be held by the Producers’ Association 
and sold by them when they think proper, 
but not faster than one-fourth every three 
mouths. The association shall advance 
upon piospective profits $1 per day, Sundays 
included, to each member of the Well Drill- 
ers Union for each day a member is out of 
employment during the continuance of this 
agreement. The entire oil must be sold be- 
fore December 1,1888, and the residue of the

ed for, paid to the Wei! Drillers’ Union to be 
paid by them to the members entitled thereto 
pro rata in proportion to the time they had 
been out of employment at drilling, and 
rIso to compensate the contractors for the 
loss of interest on their drilling outfits. The 
persons entitled to the benefits shall consist 
only of members in good standing in the 
union who have been legitimately engaged 
in the business of contracting and drilling 
or tool dressing during the year 1887 in the 
light oil fields on oil wells.

SENATE.

The Senate then proceeded to the consider- 
ation of tiie private pension bills on the cal-

stock and their products, and to extirpate 
contagious diseases. 

After all the amendments recommended by 
tiie committee ou agriculture had been agreed 
to, pro forma, so as to allow the committee 
to shape the bill as it thought best, Senator 
Iliscock made a speech in opposition. He 
regarded as unconstitutional the clause au- 
thorizing tiie hoard of commissioners to ap- 
point officers; also the right of searcli con- 
ferred upon these officials, and the provision 
to pay tiie owners of diseased cattle not the 
real value of the property, hut an amount 
fixed by the commissioners. He moved the 
bill be referred to the judiciary committee 
with instructions to report on the constitu- 
tional questions involved. 

Senator Coke moved that its further con- 
sideration be postponed until Thursday, and 
that in the meantime the bill, as amended,be 
printed. 

Senator Frye read a letter from Mr. Bur- 
leigh, one of the most experienced cattle 

t raisers of Maine, noting the defects in the 
bill, as not providing for tuberculosis, the 
dreaded and incurable disease which caused, 
through infected milk, tiie deaths of 50,000 
children a year in the large cities of Ameri- 
ca, or for glanders in horses. Senator Frye 
moved to amend the bill by mentioning these 
two diseases, and tiie amendments were ac- 

■ cepted by Senator Palmer, who lias charge 
of the hill. 

Senator Coke's motion was agreed to, and 
the bill made a special order for 'I hursday. 
After transacting some further business, the 

, Senate adjourned. 
HOUSE. 

> The House at 11.45 entered upon the fourth 
day of the contest over the direct tax hill. 

> An effort at a compromise having failed 
after some debate, the usual filibustering 

motions were again submitted, and the 
pound of roll calls began. 

Both sides were doggedly determined to 

keep up the fight, and it was threatened that

the question is settled either by compromise 
or by one party unconditionally surrender- 
ing its position.

CRACK FISHERMEN RACING. 

Undefeated Burgees Sees His Boat 

Distance the Fleet. 

Boston, April 6.—In the great fishermen’s 
race yesterday thelundefeated Burgess again 
proved that he is king of the seas. The day 
was all that could be desired lor a sailing 
race, yacht or otherwise. A vessel was tried 
at all points of sailing, and a boat could have 

only one excuse lor defeat—want of speed 
In the early morning the wind was light, 
and it looked as if there was hardly enough 
air to sail the course in the given time. 
Yachtsmen and others were early on hand, 
and long before the sailing time the steamer 

Longfellow Jwas crowded with Interested 
spectators, anxious to see the contest. On 
the way down the harbor to the starting 
point off Boston Light, the racers were 

passed in tow of numerous tugs, and, of 
course, came under the usual fire of com- 

ments as to their respective abilities. On 
board the Longfellow the opinion was about 

equally divided between the Phillips, the 
schooner built from Hr. Burgess’s design 
and the Gloucester boat Merritt. 

At 11.20 o’clock the signal for the start 
was given and the five boats were off. The 

Merritt, pot leaded to the rail, looked slick 
as a whistle, and she had no trouble in get- 
ting across the line well in advance. The 
McManus went across next, though some 
distance behind, then came the Roulette, 
and she was followed by the Babson. The 
Phillips came across last and barely saved 
her handicap. She appeared to work slow, 
but she soon goot over it. 

The first part of the contest developed into 
a struggle for the lead between the Merritt 
and Phillips, until, off Minot’s Ledge, the 
Burgess boat got tho weather gauge on her 
rival, and soon was in the lead. At 1.40 the 
leader was about opposite Scituate, and 
making for the stake boat, the tug Ralby, 
which was anchored off Marshfield. It was 
the general opinion in the pilot house of the 
Longfellow that the course was much far- 
ther than 15 miles, and Capt. Smith deter- 
mined to log it home to ascertain the exact 
distance. At 1.55 the Merritt came about, 
followed by the Phillips at 1.58. The others 
soon came about, and all were on the star- 
board tack making for the stake boat. The 
Phillips continued to increase her lead. She 
lost much time in tacking, as she had to take 
in her staysail before doing so, while the 
Merritt, by a double tackle, kept hers aloft 
all the time. 

The Phillips immediately set a large bal- 
loon jib and made for the finish. The Mer- 
ritt after turning the stake boat, put up her 
foretopmast again and set all sails allowed 
by tho rules. jsbe was carrying fore and 
main sails, fore and maintopsails, forestay- 
sail, jib, flying jib and jibtopsail. Every 
sail was drawing, but the boat was making 
much fuss as she went through the water. 
The Roulette carried away her flying jib- 
boom on the beat out, and she was much 
handicapped on the way home. Captain 
Smith was not satisfied witli the speed of the 
Longfellow, and whistled down the tube for 
more steaui; the engines responded, land ttie 
steamer was logging twelve knots, and then 
just kept up with the leaders. The wind 
si train pantp/1 nml was blowilUT DP&riV dU6 1 

south, necessitating the boats to haul in their 
sheets. The wind also increased, and the 
Merritt was obliged to take in her foretop- 
sail and then went some easier. The Phil- 
lipslhaving the race well in hand, and .not 
wanting to strain herself, changed her bal- 
loon for a jibtopsail, which eased her, but 
did not seem to retard her speed. At 3 
o’clock the Merritt had to take in heftibtop- 
sail, as she was nearly rail under. The 
Phillips went along and easily showed the 
way. At 3.04 the Merritt had to drop her 
mainstaysail. 

As the white beauty crossed the line she 
was greeted with whistles and cheer upon 
cheer. Mr. Burgess, clad in rubber coat and 
hat, looked in vain for a dry spot, but could 
not find one, so his customary somersault 
was omitted. He looked happy, however, 
and well he might, for he proved that his de- 
signs could not be beaten, even though these 
designs were exemplified in an everyday 
fisherman. 

The rain came down in torrents at the 
finish of the race, and a grand scurry was 
made for home. The Longfellow arrived at 
her dock about S o’clock, and all were satis- 
fied that a fisherman’s race, when well man- 

aged, can be a very successful affair. Fol- 
lowing is the official summary:

SWEPT AWAY BY THE FLOODS. 

Iowa People Leap to the Ice From 

Their Tottering Homes 

Roused from Sleep by the Approach- 
ing Flood. 

Along the Missouri, the Scenes of 

1881 Recalled. 

Mason City, la, April 6.—The lee In the 

Shellrock; river formed an immense gorge, 
miles in extent, and in some places feet 

high ; recently. The heavy rain Thurs- 
day raised the water, loosening the 
gorge which came down with such force that 

everything in its course was swept before 

the flood. The village of Kock Falls was 

completely inundated. Houses and barns 
were crushed and swept away, and in some 

cases, no vestige remains of substantial 
structures. The house of Mr. Cruikshank 
was crushed like an eggshell. The husband, 
hearing the roar of the torrent, got out of 

bed, and before he could light a lamp, the 

water in the room was up to his waist. lie 

pushed th# children through a trap door, fol- 

lowing them himself. Ills wife with her babe 
refusing to leave. The woman rushed with 
IIC1 uuim HU Iiuw uppvi mi 

just as it was yielding to the flood, the 
others escaped through the roof, jumping 
on the floating ice where they remained two 
hours until daylight, when the neighbors 
rescued them. 

The house in which Mrs. Anderson lived 
with her five children was swept from its 
foundations and floated against some trees, 
where it lodged, the inmates escaping on the 
floating ice where they remained barefooted 
in their night clothes until daylight, when 
rescued. 

Miles of fences are town away where the 
water was never known to reach before. 
When the water receded, it left immense 
piles of ice in the streets. Cakes three feet 
thick are|stacked upon each other 10 or 15.feet 
high. It will be weeks before they melt. It 
now looks lik6 an immense Arct'c scene, 
with the roofs of house protruding through 
the ice. A large relief party left here for 
llock Falls this morning. An iron bridge 
155 feet long ana a dam were carried away. 

Along the Missouri. 
Sioux City, April C.—The flood on the 

Missouri immediately above Sioux City has 
been the highest and most disastrous since 

the memorable inundation of the spring of 
1881. The region inundated is the low 

ground on the Dakota side above Sioux riv- 

er. The country is thickly settled and con- 

tains considerable live stock. Last Tuesday 
night the gorge which had caused all the 
trouble suddenly broke. The confined flood 
rushed down the stream with terrific force. 
The rise at Sioux City was ten feet in two 
hours and the lower part of the city was 

threatened. Yesterday the river fell some 

but it was still very high. It is thought no 

lives were lost. 
Elk Point is a diminutive island in a vast 

sea of angry waters. The country there is 
thickly settled, and many farmers had al- 
ready removed their live stock to the bluffs. 
Most of the houses are built on eminences, 
but in most cases the flood overflowed these 
also. Some live stock was lost, but how 
much is not known, as it has been impossi- 
ble to reach the country. Just below Elk 
Point the county authorities have dug an im- 

mense ditch along the line of the lowest de- 
pression, northeasterly toward the Sioux 
river, to carry off flood waters. This ditch 
carried a flood of waters with great violence 
in the Sioux river, above the St. Paul bridge. 
There was thus a vast river, several miles 
wide, sweeping across the lowlands. It 

plowed out the ditch and tore away fences, 
haystacks, small outbuildings, and every- 
thing in its way. It is now learned from the 
superintendent of the Milwaukee Company 
that about four miles of the railroad track 
was washed out this side of Elk 
Point. The violence of the current 
mav be inferred from the fact that 
about a mile and a quarter ot me traca, in- 

cluding railroad ties and iron, lias been car- 
ried two miles away from the road bed and 
left in the fields. 

Wisconsin Inundated. 
Sheboygan, April 6.—The great railroad 

bridge at Sheboygan has been thrown out of 

plumb, by high water in the river. Several 
factories along the river front are inundated, 
and throughout the State the rivers are ov- 

erflowing their banks and devastating the 
country for miles about. 

Four Bovs Drowned. 

Des Moines, fa., April 6.—Cedar riyer In 

Iowa, is higher than for several years. A 

wagon load of men and boys in attempting 
to cross a small tributary yesterday was 

washed down the stream and four boys were 
drowned. The high water has damaged con- 
siderable mill property. 

Rising a Foot an Hour. 

Waveiu-y, la., April 6.—The city is visit- 

ed by one of the most fearful inundations 
ever witnessed. The Cedar river is rising 
a foot an hour._ 

AMESBURY’S CALAMITY. 

Particulars of Thursday Night’s 
Croat Fire Among the Factories. 

Amesbuby, Mass., April 6.—In the great 
fire last night, which was the most destruc- 
tive in the history of the town, destroying 
several carriage factories, over a score of 

buildings were burned as most of the facto- 

ry companies had more than one building as 

shown by the following list: F. A. Babcock 
A Co., 4; John II. Clark A Co., 3 X. H. Fol 

ger, 3; Hume Carriage Company, 3; A. X. 
Parry, 2; C. X. Dennett, 3; Lambert Hollan- 
der, 1; M. M. Dennett. 1. These were situa- 
ted on Carriage Hill in the heart of the car- 

riage industry and ran down the length of 
Carriage avenue. The following dwelling 
were consumed: |One occupied by Fannie 
Brown and Welchford Thompson, a double 
house occupied by Frank Sands and his 
mother, a small frame house of Wingate 
Morse, Mr. and Mrs. Morse being absent, the 
only occupant was a 17 year old daughter; 
and three small houses owned by James 
Hume and occupiedjby.his employes. The fur- 
niture of these houses was mostly saved. 
One side of Carriage avenue was wiped out. 

Beside the buildings consumed, the factory 
of John Hume A Son was badly scorched 
and considerable water was played upon it 
which must have drenched the interior. 
Most of the burned buildings were erected 
recently ns this portion of the town is grow- 
ing rapidly. There was an increase in the 
rates of insurance upon property situated in 

ivnprtt n fpw rnnnthu acrn. This 
caused most of the manufacturers to reduce 
the amount they were carrying.

Contradictory Reports of the Pros- 

pects of Alexander’s Wooing. 

The Story Told of a cirl’s Attempt 
to Kill the Czar. 

French Deputies Resign Because of 

the Irrepressible Boulanger. 

Berlin, April 6.—It is affirmed to-day that 

Emperor Frederick insists upon the marriage 
of his daughter to Prince Alexander. It is 
stated that the Emperor intended to confer 
upon Prince Alexander the title of “Furst,” 
as proof of the latter’s renunciation of his 
candidature to the Bulgarian throne and 
remove all scruples regarding the betrothal. 
Prince Bismarck, however, protested. Tha 
Emperor’s condition is improved. 

Prof. Esmarch re-examined the Emperor’s 
throat to-day. The favorable opinion pre- 
viously formed was conlirmed. 

Bismarck and the Emperor* 
Berlin, April 6.—The National Zeltung, 

of Berlin, says to-day that the effort to ob- 
tain the consent of the Emperor to the mar- 

riage of his daughter. Princess Victoria, to 
Prince Alexander, of Batteuburg, has not 
been successful. For this reason there are 
no longer any grounds for a secret contlict 
between Bismarck and the Emperor. 

Three Months in Jail. 
Dublin. April 6.—Father Kennedy and 

sixteen farmers of County Cork, convicted 
of attending a National League meeting in 
the proclaimed district has been sentenced to 
three months Imprisonment. 

Summoned in Haste. 

London, April 6.—A cabinet council was 

hastily summoned to-day by telegraph and 
many ministers came a long distance. It is 
supposed the German crisis and the proclaim- 
ing of National League meetings was dis- 
cussed. Lord Salisbury conferred to-day 
wieh the Russian ambassador. 

To Murder the Czar. 
It is reported from Moscow that the beau- 

tiful daughter of a Russian army officer rent- 
ed a room in that city, and when the police 
forced the door, the lady lumped from the 
window and was mortally injured. Her 
trunk contained dynamite boombs, intended 
for the purpose of assassinating the Czar. 

An Account of Boulanger. 
Pakis, April 6.—Eleven members of the 

Radical Left have resigned, as a protest 
against the action of the majority of that 
party which refused to denounce Gen. Bou- 
langer's plebiscitory astempts. 

Spanish Affairs. 

Madiud, April d.—Advices from Sooloo 
say that lighting recently broke out between 
the Spanish garrison and Sooloo natives, and 
10 Spaniards and 2CU natives were killed, and 
70 Spaniards were wounded, including a 
number of officers. 

Another fall of snow in Spain is seriously 
interrupting railroad traffic. 

Foreign Notes. 

Queen Victoria lunched with the King 
and Queen of Italy at the Villa Palmivli 
yesterday, the Emperor and Empress of 
ef Brazil being among the guests.

Not ouly will it be for tlie city’s interest to 

hare a thorough examination of the books of 

thu Gas Company and the ascertainment of 
its precise financial condition, but for the 

interest of private holders of gas stock as 

as well. Now if a private holder wants to 

dispose at a few share* he is entirely at the 

mercy of the few who know' what tlie stock 
is worth. Ho does not know, and in conse- 

quence of this lack of knowledge frequently 
sells at a figure much below tlie fair value. 

The amendment to the constitution of 
Rhode Island abolishing the property quali- 
fication for suffrage was adopted by a small 
majority above tlie necessary three-fifths. 
The country towns geneially voted against 
it, hut Providence and ctiier laige cities 
rolled up large majorities in its favor. A 

property qualification is not in accordance 
with the genius of our institutions, and 

though perhaps on some occasions it has 
worked well, it was nevertheless better on 

the whole that It should go. It made a dis- 

crimination against naturalized citizens 
which was unjust aud impolitic. 

By tlie adoption of the constitutioual 
amendment, Rhode Island ceases to he a re- 

markable exception among the States of the 

Union. At the State census of 1877 there 
were 42,583 qualified voters in the State. Tlie 

effect of the amendment will b > to increase 
tills number more than one-half, or about 
27.000 persons, of whom over 11,000 are Irish, 
about 7,000 English and Scotch, about 5,200 
Britisli Americans, 1100 Germans and about 

2.000 foreigners of various nationalities. The 
amendment took effect immediately on its 

passage, but it is said that its provisions are 

sucii that the new voters cannot prepare 
themselves for suffrage before two years. 

Gov. Hill is likely to he face to face again 
soon with tlie High License bill that he ve- 

toed last winter. It lias gone through tlie 

Assembly, and its passage by tlie Senate is 

only a question of time. It is a very painful 
dilemma for a man who is nourishing a 

Presidential boom to be placed in. If lie 

signs tlie bill lie alienates the rum vote, 
which forms the most enthusiastic wing of 
Ids supports. If be vetoes it lie affronts the 
decent men of his party. Doubtless lie 
would avoid tlie dilemma if lie could, but as 

he cannot he will probably tumble to the 
rum vote, on the theory that a bird iu the 
hand is worth more than a good many in the 

bush, even though the latter may be more de- 
sirable birds as well as more numerous. 

The war on tlie New Hampshire liquor* 
dealers continues witn unabated vigor. The 

grand jury of Merriuiac county have report- 
ed one hundred and thirty indictments,which 
hit every known liquor seller and druggist 
t_ n.,..nml manir in 1 nannnlr Hpitni. 

ker and Suncook. Nineteen of thsse indict- 
ments were brought for letting premises un- 

der the nuisance act passed by the last Leg- 
islature, which made the penalty a fine of 
not less than $50. The parties thus indicted 
are among the wealthiest people of Concord, 
and some of them are prominent throughout 

*» the State. As may be imagined, the excite- 
ment in Concord is very great, all the more 

so because the operations are part of an or- 

ganized campaign in which the clergymen 
arc prominent leaders. 

The extent to which the United States 
Senate is still honeycombed by the silver 

heresy, as disclosed by the vote on Mr. 

Beck’s amendment to the bond bill, is sur- 

prising to say the least. The silver dolliy is 
a fraud if not an the face of it at least in the 
weight of it, inasmuch as it purports to be 
worth a hundred cents whereas as matter of 
fact its value is uuder uiuetv. The present 

coinage of this fraud is at the rate of two 
millions worth, yet the Senate by a large 
majority have voted under certain circum- 
stances to iufiict another deluge of them 
upon tlie public. The lime will surely come 

if tliis coinage U kept up when this dollar 
will not circulate at Its face value but will 

drop to its intrinsic value. Then somebody 
will lie hurt. The danger of a ■ ciitraction of 
the currency which Beck’s amendment was 

intended to Rvert could be|in-1, as Senator 
Sherman pointed out, by allowing banks to 
issue notes up to the full value of their 
bonds, but the silver men would not accept 
this method. They have gone daft on the 
white metal, and nothing will cure them but 
a financial disaster consequent upon their 

policy. 
__ 

If our municipal administration is anxious 
to sell something why doesn’t it hunt up a 

purchaser for the Portland & Ogdensburg 
railroad. Every day that the city continues 
to own this road it Is running a risk beside 
which the danger of the depreciation of gas 
stock by the progress of electric lighting 
which just now seems to be striking so much 
terror is a mere bagatelle. Should a bad dis- 
aster occur on this road—such as recent ex- 

perience on the Boston & Maine shows the 
best equipped and most carefully managed 
railroads cannot always expect to escape— 
the city would have to foot the bills and an 

expenditure might be incurred which would 

wipe out a large part of the city’s interest in 
the Ogdensburg and place the controlling 
ownership in other hands. The city is get- 
ting no revenue from the road and there is 
little prospect that so long as it is run as at 

present it will ever get any. Further- 
more connecting roads on which the Ogdens- 
burg has been depending for its future pros- 

perity are making arrangements to reach 
the seaboard by other routes auu uy auu uy 

nobody will want the Ogdensburg at any 

price. Placed in the hands of a strong rail- 
road corporation whose interests are identi- 
cal with those of Portland the Ogdensburg 
may yet become what Us projectors fondly 
dreamed, an important outlet for the pio- 
ducts of the great west. But suffered to con- 

tinue as at present it bids fair to perma- 

nently become nothing but a local railway 
from Portland to the mountains, eonimand- 
iug a little pleasure travel in the summer 

and little else. If the municipal administra- 
tion want to tackle and solve a problem of 
real moment to the people of Portland let it 
devote itself to the question of the disposal 
of the Portland & Ogdensburg railroad. 
I'he fact that there are not so many persons 
anxious to buy the Ogdensburg as to pur- 
chase the city's gas stock by no means shows 
that the advisability of selling the former is 
not as great as that of selling the latter, 
indeed we are inclined to think that it shows 
that it is much greater. When there is a 

great crowd clamoring to buy the seller can 

afford to be serene. It is when the buyers 
ate scarce and growing scarcer that he lias 

reason to be anxious. 

The New York Evening Post has appar- 
ently become very much disgusted with the 
President’s {civil service reform methods. 
Commenting on and commending the work 
of Senator Hale’s committee it says: 

We know as well as we can know anything 
which has not been proved to demonstration, 
that tlie abuses which exist in the Philadel- 
phia post office also flourish in many other 
places, and that all attempts to get them 
cheeked or even investigated by the adminis- 
tration have failed, and not only this, but 
tlmt tlie spoilsmen have iu every direction 
become increasingly bold and reckless as 
the time draws near when President Cleve- 
land is likely to ask the American people 
to pass a judgment on tlie manner iu 
which lie lias fullillcd the solemn pledges 
of his party platform, of his letter of 
acceptance, and of his inaugural ad- 
dress. All attempts of those who support- 
ed him simply as a reformer in 1884 to pro- 
cure imjuiry or redress either as regards tlie 
post office, or land office, or Indian bureau, 
nave thus far failed, and yet in all these 
spheres the scandals have been numerous, 
have increased as time lias gone on, are,to the 
best of our know ledge and belief, worse now 

than they have been at any time since 1884, 
and they have become so ill the face of tills 
most solemn declaration iiuido liv the I resi- 
dent in front of the Capitol on the 4th of 
March, 1885: 

The people demand reform in the ailmlnlstia- 
1 ion of I tie government and t lie application of 
business principles to public affairs. As a means 
lo tills end civil service reform should tic iu good 
lailh enforced. Our citizens have the right to 
protection from the liicuinpoteney of public em- 

ployees, who bold tlieir places solely as the re- 

ward < f partisan service, and from ilie corrupting 
Uittueuee of those who promise, and tlie vicious 
n.elbods of those who expect sueli rewards. And 
those who worthily seek puUic employment have 
the rigid to insist llial merit and competency 
shall be recognized Instead nf party subservl ucy 
or the surrender ot bones: political belief. 

At this moment pressure of the. most ex- 

traordinary kind is being brought to bear on 

the Custom House in this city by Assistant 
■Secretary Maynard to compel tlie officers to 
do tilings which lie well knows would violate 
the President's pledges, degrade the public 
service, and debauch the purty in power. Re- 
monstrance and entreaty have done ail they 
cau do, w hich is simply nothing, to arrest 
this downward progress. 

Such plain speaking as this from au inde- 
pendent organ that has supported the Presi- 
dent so valiantly as has the Post indicates 
that the Mugwump is at last beginning to 
got mad.

THE CITY CAS STOCK. 

What Some of our Merchants Say 
About It. 

A reporter for the Puess called upon many 
of the merchants yesterday afternoon to see 

what they thought of the suggestions in 
yesterday’s edition that the City Council ap- 
point an investigating committee to examine 
the books of the Gas Company and see 
what the stock was worth. 

George S. Hunt & Co. thought it would be 
a business-like proceeding, if the city owns 

any property whose value it is doubtful 
about, the best tiling it can do is to ascer- 
tain that value at once. As Mr. True had 
said, our slock of railroads was about out. 
Now that we have got stock let us keep It. 

F. A. Smith, of F. A. Smith & Co., always 
thought there were three things the city 
should have controlling corporate rights in: 

light, water and heat. These are vital ne- 

cessities. To a city’s interest in other corpo- 
rations lie was opposed. Let us then know 

what our rights in the gas company are 

worth. 
Hurgess, Forhe9 .Sc Co. believed that a com- 

mittee of investigation should be appointed 
and that it should go to the very bottom of 

the matter. They didn’t believe it business- 
like to sell a ten per ceut stock in order to 
hire money at four per cent. 

\\. S. Jordau & Co. thought it a good plan 
to know just what the gas stock was worth. 

Mr. Randall, of Randall <fc McAliister.said 
lie bad been very busy and lie had not paid 
much attention to the sobject, but he thought

had better bold on to it. 
H. S. Melcher & Co. agreed with the Pbkss 

that a stock that ban panned out as well as 

the gas stock should be field onto by the city, 
and that everything relating to thecompany’s 
concerns should he well understood by the 

City Council, and that a committee should 

get full knowledge of the exact value of its 
stock. 

Several prominent merchants, who de" 
cliued to allow their names to be used, said 
that if a syndicate Intended to control the 
electric light companies, and the gas plant, 
so that when the electric light company 
should come, another year, before the City 
Council for a renewal of its contract, this 
syndicate should prove a monopoly and dic- 
tate its terms to the city, having the terms at 
its mercy, that syndicate should be balked. 
It would prove a trust company that would 
not wnrk. Then think of the valuable plant 
on tlie front harbor which now belongs to 
the Gas Company. It is paid for and is 
worth hundreds of thousands of dollars for 
Its water facilities to any railroad corpora, 
tiou securing control of the Ogdensburg. 
Further, said the merchants,.why don’t peo- 
ple examine the published assets of the Port- 
land Savings Bank and see what the bank 
officials estimate their gas stock at, and 
draw some opinion from that. Of course a 

committee should be appointed, or the city 
gas agent ordered, to make a thorough inves- 
tigation and ascertain the value of the stock. 
What is more the city should have 
a director in the company to look after 
matters. hast year the city tried 
to elect one but failed. One thing, however, 
is sure, said the merchants, any stockholder 
has a right to know the value of that stock, 
aud if the City Council has got any blood in 

it, it will have an expert go through those 
books and tell them what ft is worth to a 

cent. Why, said one of the gentlemen, if I 
had some of that gas stock and had a note to 
pay I’d march up to pay my six per cent- 
note and put the remaining four per cent, in 

my pocket. 
Mr. Corey, of Eben Corey & Co., believed 

that the city most assuredly should find out 
what the stock was worth before any tulk 
is made of parting with it.

The Bishop returned grateful thanks to 

the children who acquitted themselves in all 
the numbers so creditably and expressed his 
pleasure at seeing them again Hfter nn ab- 
sence of four weeks ok account of sickness. 
To the visitors present he spoke ol the 
Home and explained its object, thanking 
those who had assisted him and asking the 
co-operation of the good people of Portland 
to help furnish the Home and pay the debt 
still resting upon it. 

After the exercises, the spectators were 
shown some excellent specimens of the 
handiwork of the pupils of St. Joseph’s 
Academy, consisting of needle work and 
painting, and were conducted through the 
various apartments of tire Home. Every- 
body was delighted with the arrangement 
and appointments of the institution, nil of 
which tend to the comfort and convenience 
of the old lady inmates. Many persons gave 
practical evidence of their sympathy with 
the charitable work by donations to the 
Sister in charge. 

The Home is situated in Deering facing

THE STRIKE. 

The Stevedores Still Firm In Their 
Demands. 

The strike remained about the same yes- 
terday and many of the stevedores entertain 
tlie belief that their demands will soon be 

granted.

Allister and so the company had but one 

crew, composed of men hired by the week at 

work. There are two schooners of coal at 

the Maine Central wharf, waiting to be un- 

loaded, a large four-master at the Grand 
Trunk elevator wharf and more are expect- 
ed in a few days. Of course the delay to the 
shippers is very expensive, and yesterday 
for the first time, one of the leading coal 
merchants of this city was heard to say that 
he feared the shippers would have to give in. 
Mr. Randall said that he was looking for 
men and expected to have a working crew in 
a few days, and it was also stated at the 
Maiue Central freight office that a crew of 
men were soon expected to begin work on 

the two vessels at the Maine Central wharf. 
At a meeting of the Longshoremen Thurs- 

day evening it was voted to refer the action 
of President Conley, and also that of the 
stevedores at Sargent, Dennison «k.Co.’s who 
refuse to strike, to an investigating commit- 
tee. which it is understood, has already sus- 

pended President Conley and the Dennison 
men for two months, and if in the meantime 
the association is victorious in the strike, a 

fine not exceeding twenty dollars will proba- 
bly be impesed on each man. If the fine is 

not paid the question of expelling the mem- 

bers from the association will then be con- 

sidered. 
Many of the men admit that they have 

been fairly paid. While talking on the 
wharf yesterday, Mr. Randall directed the 
writer's attention to a stevedore who stood 
near by, saying: “That is one of the. strike 
ers, but he has certainly been well paid. 
Last year he earned about $1200 in this 

yard." 
One thing can be said in favor of the strik- 

ing longshoremen, they are good natured 
and orderly. About fifty of theirnumber 
were seen at the end of Custom House wharf 
yesterday,where, with a set of boxing glovesi 
they took turns in the manly sport. In an- 

other place they were playing marbles like 
children and apparently enjoying them- 
selves exceedingly, and still others amused 
themselves oy pitching heavy rocks and 
jumping.
