In this volume there is the substance ot
twelve lectures delivered in the Lowell In-
stitute. The plan of the book is excellent.
Central facts aud germinant principles ure
dwelt upun at some length, while the memory
is not burdened mnor the attention distracted
by a mass of details. A fow greal names are

selected as representatives of certain epochs |

and schools of literature, and the lesser lights

are passed by with mere mention, The plan

however is betler in projection than in exe-
cution. Of all literatures the English is the
most difficult to classify into schools. With
the exception of Chaucer there is no English
author who stands as the sole or overshad~
owing representative of a literary epoch.
With perbaps the exception of Shakespeare
we have no man who is the strongly-marked
representative of a great class or school

We speak of the school of the Restoration
of the school of Pupe, of the Satanic and the
Lake Schools, but there are no such sehools.
The dramatists of the Restoration had in
common a taste for obseenity; and there re-

semblance ceases. When Pope died, two or
three obseure men ot whom the world fails to
keep any recollection, attempted his brilliant
epigram and studied antithisis and miserably
failed ; and that was all there was of the so-
called eritical school of Pope. Three men
lived and wrote for a short time by the Cum-
berland lakes, and each man though in all
else differing from the others as widely as the
poles, had a tender appreciation of nature
and the facuity of expressing it in charming
verse. In youth they hugged to their hearts

the same socialist ideal. In our rage for
phrases and classification, canght from the
French, we call (hese men collectively the
Lake School. As for the Satanic School
Byron alone constituted it. Certain poe-
tasters there were who endeavored on even
less capital than he to be more misanthropie,
certain there were who atlempted to write
dirtier lines than he and who sacceeded, cer-
tain others there were who tried to get
drunker than he ¢ould and who made a mis-
erable failure, Add to these Moore, who
wiote naughty verses whenhe was a boy,
Shelly, who cherished some atheistic notions
vague as the dreams of a sick man, and
Leich Hunt who tried to be wicked on the
smallest capital that ever a man possessed,
and we have the Satanie School.

We are quite as wanting in anything re-
sembling storm and stress periods, or classic,
or romauntic revivals. The only instance of
the sort is the awakening to the beauty and
pathos of the old ballads brought about by the
publication of Fercy’s Reliques. At times a
certain literatunze, the Italian, or the French,
or the German, has been in fashion much as
certain styles of head-gear have been with
our women, and frequently the fashions in
books and the fashions in bonnets have come
But whatever ma-
terial our writers have taken from continent-
al sources they have thoroughly assimilateds
and the result has been English thought in an
English garb with scarcely a trace of foreign
origin. Truethere are a few instances in
which English authors have lost themseives
in the clouds of German mysticism, or have
become mired in the slough of Gallic nasti-
ness, or have adopted the tea-bell tinkle of
1talian poetry. But no class of writers have
ever done this.

ough is the author's treatment of his subject
that there seems to be nothng connected
with agriculture so trivial as 10 be overlooked
by him. A particularly good article is the
“Portrait of the Anti-Book Farmer,” in
which a vivid comparison is drawn between
the farmer who refuses to act upon any ad-
vice which he may receive from a book or pa-
per merely because it is printed, and conse-
quently bookish, but will gladly receive the
same advice from the lips of his neighbor ; and
the intelligent farmer who subseribes to the
best agrieultural papers and protits by their
carefully selected matter.

As Lhe authoress says, these are true love
stories in metred prose. The plot of the first
is similar to that of Chas. Reade’s “Foul
Play,”” it being the story of two lovers who
are casl away upon an uninbabited island,
where they live for some time, and trom
whence they are ultimately rescued by a pass-
ing vessel. Duwing their residence on the
island existing circumstances torbid a declara-
tion of the love which they mutually feel for
sach other, and which is only revealed some
years later after their return to England.

The second story 13 one of a man who from
wealth reduced himself 'o poverty, for the
sake of extricating his old college chum from
ruin; and who, living in hopes of a “remit-
tance’ from his triend that should make good
his losses, received instead his orpbaned
daughter ; whose father dying ofa broken hear t
amid the wreck of his fortunes, had bequeath-
ed as his all to one who had already proved
80 laithful in a time of adversity.

quite unphilosophical. In justice to Mr-
Bascom it should be said that in general he
hasn’t done this. He has in the main con-
tented himself with the declaration of a pur-
pose to do it. There are of course, as we
look back into the past, certain great names
which stand up out of the shadow liks
mountain peaks, and upon which the light
always strikes, About these the men of their
tinres cluster themselves. Tnis natural,
chronological classification is really the only
one that ought to be made, and is in effect
the one adopted by Mr. Bascom.

So far as it goes the book admirably an-
swers its purpose. 1L does not attempl too
much. It ’s pleasant to meetin these days
of compeudiums erowded with dates and ill-
assorted details an instruction book which
tells it story concisely, which seizes ihe sali-
ent points ot the subject upon which it treats,
which gives the reason of things instead of
burdening the memory with an accumulation
of facts which are worthless until their bear-
ing is seen. Hitherto the beok-makers in
English literature have mostly given us locks,
and the pupil has had to break them open
with burglar’s tools stolen from his stock of
miscellaneous reading. Here the pupil has a
key with which he can fit the locks as they are
brought to him. The volume belongs to the
class of books whicu are books, and is not
merely an article of merchandise.
ErLeMENTS OF GEOLOGY, By M. Harbison, head

master Newtownards Model School. New York,

G. P. Putnam's Sons: Portland, Loring, Short &
Harmon.

This little work, one of Putnam’s element-
ary science series, is confined tu a deserip-
tion of the sub-kingdoms and classes of ani-
mals, and is arranged for schools and science
classes. * Its arrangement is peculiar, but
commendable, The higher animals are de-
scribed first. ‘The merits of this plan fur
young students are obvious, for it is easy to
interest them in descriptions of ‘the mamma-
lia, the external appearance of which Is al-
recdy familiar to them. But if the pupils be-
gin atthe lower rounds of the ladder, with
the madrepere for instance, it is generally
found necessary to inflame their imaginations
with wonderful tales of Chateaur Rouges
built by coral insects under the sea. As re-
gards this point the arrangement is excellent,
nor does it fall far behind in other particulars.
The instruction upon the nervous system is
specially full and clear. Technical terms are
freely used, but are always explained. The
questions for examination appended to each
chapter will be found of great value to the
student, The book conlains sixty-two illus-
trations drawn in the main from Gervais’ El-
ements de Geologie.

TRE CrecuiT RiDER. A Tale of the Heroie Age
By Edward Eggleston author of “The Hoosier
Schoolmaster”, etec. lllustrated, New York; J
B. Ford & Co. For sale by Hoyt and Fogg.

As the author says in the preface, ‘‘from
the first chapter to tke last this is a love
story,” but it is the love story of real life,
not that of the sentimental novel. It is a
story of the early days of Methodism in the
far West; showing us phases ol life on the
frontiers in the early part of this century,
such as we of the present day bhave hut little
conception of, Itisa story of the sublimest
sacr.fices and self-renunciations; its hero is a
Methodist circuit-rider, who, though iu his
extreme youth showiug evidences ot the
manliness and courage to do right which in
atter life so distinctively characterized hinr,
was given over to the vices of drinking, gam=
bling and scoffing at religion, but who be-
came by the grace of God one of the most
noble and seli-denying of that devoted band
which more than any other advanced the
cause of christianity in the West., The book
is however by no means solemnly religious,
but abounds in startling adventure and thrill-
ing episode of'life in a country where the law
of Judge Lynch wasall bat supreme, and
where in many cases it wasas much asa
mau’s life was woith, toattempt to bring bis
hearers 10 a realizing sense of their degraded
condition. It is remarkable for its freshess
and originality, and as many of its more -
portant incidents are certified narrations of
fact, it is valuable as preserving a prtion of

A Truce to Laughter.
If there be one thing that has enlivened the
. Congressional debates more than another it
is those liltle prrentbetical interpolations of
the reporters indicating ‘‘laughter”, “ap-
plause.’” “sensation.”” Thus: “Mr. Smith of
New York said that his honored colleague
and friend, if the honorable gentleman would
permit’ him to call him so, reminded him of
the animalin Seripture that was suddevly
gitted with the power of speech” {hugh_ter}-
The reader may have noticed that there is al-
ways an instanlaneous response in the form
of appreciative laughter, when any member
hits upon a new and improved method of
calling one of his associates an ass. Even if
the ‘form in which that exquisitely humor-
ous. novel and convineing retort is put should
be awkward and cumbrous, the encouraging
guffaw does not appear to be withheld. Whnat
high incentive wiil there be benceforth to able
and ingenious members to launch this time-
honored -epithet upon an assailant? The
bald statement that the Lthing was done will
not have its due effect upon the constituent,
unless he is at the same time informed that
-the House gave itself up to mirth. But the
bald statement is all that is now permit-
ted by a tyrannous Speaker. The re-
porter may not brighten his lead-
en page with either the laughter, the ap-
plause or the sensation of the statesmen
who sit below him and play their parts for
bis amusement. This must be a blow at
Gen. Butler, for it is to him that perhaps oue
half of the annotations of this abbreviated
Greek chorus are due, It litue boots him to
say 1o an obnoxious and troublesome oppo-
nent: “I appreciate the motives of the hon-
orable gentleman from Kansas. He has no
popular syinpathies—he cares not for the in-
terests of the lahoring classes. But I vnder-
stand his aristoeratic leanings well enough—
he wisbes to forget that his lather once kept
" apeanut stand. I remember him well my-
self, and a very honest and wortby man he
ws ;”—little boots it, we say, for Gen. But-
ler to crush an interlocutor in this way if the
country is not tobe assured that the language
was really witty and incisive by the informa-
tion that the House greeted it with “laughter
and applause.” The Speaker's decision may
be counted upon with absolute certainty for
“deducting at least fifty per cent from ‘Gen,
Butler’s notoriety. :

Tha more the subject is considered the
more serious does it appear, and the more in-
timnately co its varions ramifications seem to
be bound up with the best feelings of the
Congressional natare, It is much to be fear-

" ed that no member will ever again rise to his
feet and shout in the old familiar siyle: “I
Hurl back the honorable gentleman’s foul and
mendacious insinuations.with scorn and con-
tempt. I pronounce him here and now a
wilful and malicious liar,and for this language
I hold myself responsible in any way that ac-
cords with the usage of gentlemen.” This
“hurling back” business will be as dull and
flat as a church synod if the printed word
“‘sensation’ does not send a dramatic thrill
thronghout the land in unison with that
which sels the congressional beart a throb-
bing. ‘

Planatory and bighly rhetorical substantives

is that they“‘only indizate that memnarshave.
violatel the rules ot the House.” We can-

Tae Railcoad Commissioner of Michigan
has come to theconclusion that it is not
the business of State legislatures to fix rail-
road rates, and that competition is the ulti.
mate regnlator of railroad rates and will do
for the people what no law can possbly ac-
complish. This official has in his fancy a

railroad corporation which will" encourage
manufactures along its line by the adjustment
of freight charges so as to beuefit these in-
dustries.

In Maine we have a law which
attaches most severe penalties upon the per-
son who sells adulterated. liquors, and if the
officials who have the enforcement of the
law in their hands wiil cause an analysis of
such fluids as they seize to be made and pro-
ceed against such as sell adulterated liquors
under the statule, they will not only make
use of an effectual agent to stop the sale, but
will most likely receive the  sapport of the
average drinker who, 80 long as he is sane,
will object to poison rum as soon as poison
bread.

MEETING OF THE MAINE CENTRAL DIREC
ToRs,—The regular monthly meeting of the
directors of the Maine Central Railroad took
place at the Falmouth last evening. President
Morrill and Messrs. Wooldredge and Ward of
Boston, Cook of Salem, Jones of Portsmouth,
Patten of Bath, Aldenof Augusta, and Strick-
land of Bangor, were present. General Man-
ager Hatch, of the Eastern-Maine Central,
Superintendent Lincoln of Augusta, and Eng.
Holt with other subordinate offi cars were in at
tendance. The general affairs of the road, and
particnlarly the management of its business
was considered. The characters of varionssube=
ordinates were considered, and messures dis-
cussed looking to the efficiency of employes.
The board voted to affirm the contract of the
Eastein with the Boston & Maine relative to
business from competing points on the two lat-
ter, and the contract between the Eastern and
Portland & Ogdensburg. The former contract
does not affect freight and passengers from the
Maine Ceniral or east of Portland. The ques-
tion of ranning Pullman cars, wg understand,
was also discussed at length. The introduction
of palace cars wus an icnovation of Judge
Rice’s, and like other experiences of railrcad
men has not proved satisfactory on the Maine
Central, as it costs the company as mnzh to con-
veya Pullman palace passenger from Bangor to
Portland as it does to ship foor tons of freight
So far as our reporter could get the drift of the
sentiment of the board, it is opposed to the use
of the fifty ton palace cars on day trains, but
for the benefit of the travelling public more
than its own profit, the company will continue
the sleeping cars with an understanding the
passengers occupying donble space in snch cars
shall pay the company two fares. This was
the talk, but we were unable to tell definitely
to what conclusion the directors arrived ou the
subject, but it may be safely predicted that
they voted as they talked. Sometime such
geutlemen do as they say and sometimes —,
The partof the bridge that fell at Waterville
daring thé freshet wilt soon be put in shape
and the work will again proceed.

The Sanbora Envestigation.

WasmiNGgTON, April 10.—Wallet Martin, a

The testimony of Martin was confusing to
the committee, he alleging that he commenced
finding cases for Sanborn a year before Sanborn
obtained his contract.
