This case brings up
for review a judgment of the Supreme Court
of Pennsylvania sustaining the validity of a
st.tute of that Commonwealth making it un-
lawful for any person to manufacture, sell,
or offer for sale any butter or cheese, or arti-
cle designed to take the place of these arti-
cles, produced from any compound other
than unadulterated milk or cream. The
plaintiff was convicted of a violation of this
statute, and took an appeal, basing it on the
gound that the statute was in violation of
e fourteenth amendment to the Constitu-
tion, and that the article sold was a new in-
vention, not deleterious to tha public health.

! how They Flourlsh.

| A Catholic Church that is Crowded
Twice a Sunday,

And a New Parochlal School that
Overflows with Scholars.
——
[Correspondence of the Press.]
WATERVILLE, April,' 1888.

The recent election In Waterville was
ubove all a revelation of the politieal power
which the French Canadian population
of this hitherto conservative New England
village can wield when they are arrayed sol-
idly together under their natural leaders:
No feature of the election was so much com-
mented upon as the numbers and the bearing
of the French Canadian voters. They were
orderly and serious, as if out for church
instead of an election ; there was about them
an esprit de corps such as the native Demo-
eratic voters in the other cities of Maine
would give their birthright to possess.

The rise of the French population of Wat-
erville to prominence and influence has been
very rapid, as a glance at the results of each
yearly census will show, The increase of
this influence has also been in a large meas-
ure due to the efforts of Father Char-
land, who has since 1881 been steadily
laboring for the advancement of his
parish. His sucess has been very marked,
and to-day his parish is the Catholic
stronghold of Central Maine, with a
church overflowing with worshispers anda
parochial school too large even for the new
sehool house that has just been built.
Father Charland’s personal popularity and
his great influgnce over his flock is also in
marked contrast with the position eccupied
by his predecessor, who left the parish dis
organized and is now an outcast from the
church. Every year since he came to Wat-
erville, Father Charland has taken a census
of his people in Waterville. The results
form some interesting statistics:

ROBERTSON'S TIMBER SHIP.

Half a Hundred Sturdy Axemen at
Work Down in Joggins.
Objections to Setting the Monster
Afioaton the Ocean.

Canadian Law Said to Intefere with
the Scheme.

St. Joux, N, B., April 9.—Well up to the
head of that narrow strip of water (a pro-
longation of the Bay of Funday) which, with
a few miles extension across the isthmus of
Chignecto would totally separate the prov-
ince of Nova Seotia from the mainland of
Canada, half a hondred sturdy axemen and
ship carpenters have been working for
months on the construetion of as remarkable
a craft as ever ploughed the Atlantiec Ocean.

And barring the intervention of the strong
arm of the law or the fury of the elements,
this mammoth mass of lumber, if the pre-
dictions of the builder are to be belleved,
will accomplish the voyage that the Joggins
raft falled to make, and by mid-summer
will be safely moored in the harbor of New
York.

Today the “timber ship' is more than half
built, and she will be launched early . in
June. When complated her dimensi will
be: Total length over all, 600 feet; width,
b4 feet; depth, 48 feet. She will be con-
structed of about twenty-five thousand
spruce trees and pieces of piling, the sticks
averaging thlmm‘{rhl feet in length, runnin,
u]? in size from a diameter of six ioches a
the small end. The ship has no hold, but
her hull is a solid mass from keel to deck,
rounding up fore and aft, as the boss carpen-
ter says, “in regular shipshape.”

The vessel will earry six masts, each
bullt twelve feet into the hull and fitted
with spring stays and shrouds. She will be
square rigged, with fore and aft trysails,
aad will fitted with windlass, anchors,
rudder and full steering gear. The foremast

It is quite as difficult to get at (he facts
with regard to the effect of high license as in
the case of prohibitory laws. For instance
oue prominent citizen of Nebraska writes
the New York Tribune that the high license
law of that State ‘“has operated to repress
intemperance to a remarkable degree.”
Another prominent citizen of the same State
says It “‘does not repress Intemperance in the
least nor any of the attendant evils growing
out of Intemperance.” It is perhaps unnecy
essary to say that the first prominent citizen
is a bellever in license laws while the second
is & Prohibitionist.

The friends of the Blair bill have not givem
up all hope of their measure, unfavorable as
seem to be the prospects thatit may be
steerad through the tumults of the House of
Representatives. Mrs. Mary H. Hunt, who
isnow the prineipal manager of the bill,
feels quite confident that It will have a show
if once it may be got through the committee.
But as the committee have got buta third
way through now, and are considering it
with extreme deliberation, the prospect is
that by the time it gets into the House, if It
ever does, it will be trampled under foot by
the tariff bill, and the horde of appropriation
bills.

In aecordance with the wishes of the ad-
ministration the Demooratic Senators are
striving to defer sction en the fisheries
treaty until next winter. They cannot rally
support enough to ratify it now, and they
had rather see it postponed than defeated.
The Republicans, on the other hand, are anx-
fous to settle it now, and all of them, except
possibly Riddleberger, are opposed to ratifi-
cation. Riddleberger is an unknown quan-
tity, and is as likely to turn up on one side
as on the other. There isno good reason
why action should be delayed. A year will
throw no new light on the treaty, which Is
perfectly understood now. The country
has had ample time to digest it and express
its opinlon of It.

The beginning of the great New Hamp-
shire law suit by which the Concord raliroad
hopes to wrest the Boston, Concord & Mon-
treai road from the Boston & Maine moves
the Manchester Mirror to express the apin-
fon that there must be for a motive some-
thing besides the belief that the property is
of Itself very desirable. The Boston, Con-
cord & Montreal has not been a very profit-
able road. Itis said that it does not now
pay operating expenses. Its revenues come
mainiy from twe sources—mountain fravel
and the lumber business. Those from the
first are likely to increase steadily, but the
lumber of the aorthern regions, which are
tributary, Is being rapidly swept away, and
in twenty years will be gone. With it will
go a large share of the receipts of the road,
never to return. Nor is the prospect bright
that the rocky soll along its length will ever
contribute enough of any other produce to
build up a great local traflc. But the Bos-
ton, Concord & Montreal stretches from Con-
cord up into the mountain regions of New
Hampshire where is the meeting ground
wlth the rallroad lines that come In from
Canada and the West. In this common

_meeting ground the Boston, Concord & Mon-
treal has but one ¢ompetitor that would take
the trafic of the West from the Canadian
roads and pass it jalong to the seaboard.
That competitor is the Portland & Ogdens-
burg. Over one or both of the two roads will
probably pass much of the freight that the
Canadian Pacific will pour from the West to
the Atlantic seaboard. This circumstance
it is that gives to the one the great value that
makes It worth a eontest of surpassing mag-
nitude and expense, prolonged from the
Logislature to the courts. Why the same
¢lrcumstance should not make the other
egually desirable is a question of great inter-
eat to Pertland. While the Boston & Maine
is fighting so strenuously to obtain a through
line from Boston by continuing its lease of
the Beston, Coneord & Montreal, is there
not some Maine corporation Interested in
Portland, that might obtain for the Portland
& Ogdensburg the advantageous western
connections that seem to be the prize sought
in the great contest in New Hampshire ?

The many excellent mea who defer to the
opinien of their mothers-in-law should
pause to contemplate the woful dilemma into
which the Emperor of the Great German
Empire has fallen. Queen Victoria, unless
&1l accounts belie her, Is an inveterate match-
maker, [laving married her youngest
daughter to Prince Henry of Battenberg,
she thereupon set out to arrange another
matech between lis brother, Alexander,
Prince of Bulgaria, and her granddaughter,
the young German Princess, second danghter
of the Crown Prince, who is now Emperor:
The European correspondents give Queen
Viectoria the eredit for arranging a match
most suitable from the point of view of
everyone but the statesman. For beauty
and sweetness of character on one side, and
for splendor of manly strength and soldlerly
achievement on the other, the young people
might well enlist the symputhies of the
world. Bat the young soldier happens to be
hated intensely by the Cear; and the young
lady belongs to a family that is extremely
anxious to keep the Czar in good humor. So,
Just the moment Grandmother Vietoria pro-
posed the match, Grandfather Kaiser Wil-
liam indignantly put a veto on the whole af-
falr. But with the death of the old Emperor
Queen Vietoria brings the affalr up again;
the new Emperor is won over, apparently an
easy vietim to his mother-in-law’s preaching ;
Prince Alexander buys his ticket for Berlin :
and shere I8 a prospect of a great family
gathering and many congratulations at Ber-
lin. When things have gone thus far, the
grouty Blsmarck begins to perform, breaks
off the matech and breaks up Queen Vieto-
ria’s plans, to say nothing of the hearts that
may or may not be broken. Meanwhile, the
situation in which this leaves the Emperor
Frederick is not happy. Had he let the
mateh go on, or should he in the future coun-
tennnce it, he might have lost the services of
Bismarck, and would certainly have defied
the Czar. But now he breaks it off and pub-
lishes to the world that the Emperor of all
Germany is so afraid of the Czar that he
dares not allow his davghter to marry the
young prince whom the Russian potentate
disapproves. His excellent mother-in-law,
who has inveigled him into the dilemma,
is powerless to help him. The only way out
of the dilemma seems to befor the young
Princess to put her foot down, tell Bismarck
that the affair is pone of his business, and
thus vindicate the independence of Germany.

A Free Trader's Mistake.

Mr. Everett P. Wheeler in his recent de-
bate on the tariff with Congressman Butter-
worth asserted that the Meriden Britannia
Cempany had been compelled to build a fae-
tory in Canada where it can gec nizkel free
of duty, and with the product of the factory
was supplying the demand for plated goods
in Canadn and in Enpgland. *All this"
added Mr W heeler “might just as well have
been done In the United States, if it were
not for the pension of $£20,000 dollars, more
or less, that a  protective tarifi. compels you
wpay to Mr. Wharton of Pennsylvania”
who ewns the only nickel mine in the coun-
try.

THE CAUSE OFE WEAKNESS

Why So Many Poople Feel Wosk, Trod and
Nervous In the Spring.
