In The Laboratory With Agassiz.

BY A FORMER PUPIL,

It was more than ﬂfteanl;url ago that I
entered the laboratory of Professor Agassiz,
and told bim I had enrolled my name in the
scientific school as a student of natural his-
tory, He asked me a few questions about my
object in coming, my antecedents generally,
the mode in which I afterwards proposed to
use the knowledge I might acquire. and final-
ly, whether I wished to study any special
branch. To the latter I replied that while I
wished to be well grounded iu2ll departments
of zoelogy, I purposed to devote myself spec-
ially to insects.

‘§FVP hen ¢o you wish to begin?"’ he asked.

“‘Now,"” I replied.

This seemed to Fleue him, ard with an en-
ergetic ‘‘Very well,” he reached from a shelf

It must be borne
in mind tuat this acceptance has carried with
it, in many instances, a large appropriation
on the part of the several governments for
the purpose of covering the necessary expenses,
preliminary and otherwise. In addition,
prominent scientific men have been appoiut-
ed as commissioners to visit this country,and
on the part of one government, the commis-
sioner is to reside in Philadelphia prior to the
opening of the exhibition. Could anything
be more disgraceful to our natioaal pride than
the announcement to these governments that
the whole thing was an error on their part,
in entirely misunderstanding the meaning of
the Acts of Congress, the Presideat's procla
mation , and the State Department letter. Is
it at all probable that these governments
thus insulted would at any future time co-op-
erate in an exhibition, however trathful the
official data might appear? We trow not, It
cannot be gainsaid that this nation is in hon-
or bouud to adbere sttictly to the internation-
al character of the exhibition. We have for
the past ten vears, not only participated in all
international exhh)ltlmn, but our citizens
have received their fair share of medals, pri’-
es, and decorations. Our commissioners
have been entertained by Emperors and
Kings, and our manufacturers and mechanics
have fealized millions from the sale of their
inventions. Evidence is not needed to prove
this fact. McCormick's and Wood’s reapers,
Remington’s breech-loaders, Fairbanks’ scales
Herring's safe Sellers, machine tools, Howe's,
Wheeler & Wiison’s, and Singer’s sewing-ma-
chines, and Chickering’s and Steinway’s pi-
anos, ase known from one end of Europe ev-
en into the r cities of Asia.

AFTER all that has been said, the Senate
currency bill is not so much of an inflation
measure as bas been supposed. If the Sec-
retary of the Treasury is inclined toward con-
traction there is nothing in the bill to pre-
vent him from withdrawing the $26,000,000
reserve, and no provision in the bill to com-
pel him to issue to the limit of $400,000,000.
As to the increase of national bank eircula-
tion $46,000,000, the provisions of the new
bill in regard to the amount and place of

NExT August Iceland observes the millen-
ial anviversary of its colonization. In the
year 874 Ingwalk, a Norwegian adventurer,
landed on its shores, and established a settle-
ment. Two hundred years later a band of
refugees from Norway founded a Republic,
and ordained that they should be governed
by an Althing or Parlisment. In the next
century the Norwegian King overthrew the
young republic and eslablished his dominion.
In the fourteenth century the country came
into the possessioa of Denmark,under whose
rule it has sinc» remained. But the year
1874 brings with it other causes of rejoicing
than the con-pletion of a thousand years of
national life. The King of Denmark has
made notalle concessions which restores to
Iceland somethmg of its national freedom.
A constitution has been granted re-establish-
ing the old Althing and creating an- autono-
my. The relations between it and the form-
er governing kingdom will be much the same
as those between Sweden and Norway,—in-
dependent nationalities owing allegiance to
the same King.

THURSDAY morning Judge Blodgett of
the United States Court gave, at Chicage,
& decision of much importance to spec-
ulators in grain and provisions, touohing the
validity of the transactions known as “puts”
and “‘calls.” The case was one rising out of
the farmers’ “oat corner” of 1872. In the
month of May of that year Peyton R, Chand-
ler conceivel the idea of making a corner in
oats, and with that end in view purchased all
the “cash oats” as they arrived in market,
and took all the “options” offered him for
June delivery, his purpose being to own
all the oats in the marke ang compel those
who had sold options in June to pay hie
price; that s, to settle with him, payiug such
differences as should exist between the price
at which be purchased the options and the
price he shouid establish for cash oats on the
last day of June. when his options matured.
As incidertal to the transaction he sold what
are called *‘puts’ or priviteges of delivering -
to him oats duting the month of June for
41 cents a bushel, Meantime oats declined
inthe New York market, the corner was
broken, the price fell as low as 26 ecents, and
Chandler fajled. The holders of puts pre-
sented their claims, which could not he satis-
fied, and now bring action against the bank-
rupt estate,

The All-Absorbing Tepic—Expansion and
Contraction—The Delusion as to Debi—
The Secret of the Movoment for Expan-
sion—Is the Sentiment of the West Mis-
represented? —Butler’s Financinl Pewder
Bhip.

New Yorg, April 13, 1874

The financiil topic so largely transcends ev-
ery other in importance that no apology seems

ary for its tant obtrusion upon your
readers. So completly does it absorb general at-
tention here, that our people seem] to have for-
gotten for the nonce all about local or State
affairs. Even Chadband snivels unheeded
through countless columns of piteous whining
over the degeneracy of the times in the “‘inde”
pendent dailies” and our modern Jeremiab,
howl he never so dismally, in hebdomadal lam-
entations, is contemptuously pushed aside as an
unmitigable bore.

In one sense it is arelief to have the publie
mind occupied with a theme which can be con-
gidered without any infraction of our sense of
decency, and ~ without ‘the intermix”
ture of personal scandal which is fast ren.
dering some of the metropolitan newspapers
unfit for the perusal of the rising geuneration.

Thare is no occasion however to deal with the
merits of the subject in your columns. That
branch of the argument has been fully sifted.
It is especially noteworthy in view of all that
has been said and written about the matter
that the theor y of expansion has been support-
ed by one solitary plea—necessity; that a restor
ation of the eurtency to a legitimate standard is
deprecated simply because it would give rise to
temporary inconvenience. Occasionally one
meets an enthusiast who professes the profound.
est admiration fo rpaper money; who cherisheg
with childlike faith the per capita chimera, and
believes that it is the daty of the government
to add nineteen dollars or thereabouts to the cir-
culating medium whenever a child is born or
an immigrant arrives, deducting therefrom in
equal ratio for all mortuary inroads upon the
population. This class, albeit respectable ic
character, and embracing many of those philos-
ophers whose delight it is to demonstrate the su-
periority of human ingenuity over natural law
—who endeavor to prove matbematically that
debt and wealth are synonymons terms and
that incurring the one is equivalent to acquiring
the other—is not sufficiently unassailable in
logic or powerful in numbers, to make any ma-
terial imprassion in the debate. Far the larg-
est and certainly the most potential division of
the inflationist host frankly admit that a depre-
ciated currency 18 aa evil—that whenever
money is below the pas of gold it is to that ex-
tent debased and that its value should be raised
by diminishing its quantity. But they exclaim
“not now?!’, Wait till business has resumed
its normal activity—till the country is better
able to bear the strain of curtailment— till the
work of purification can be effected without
hurting anybody!” Now this is precisely as
absurd as it would be for a patient to ask his
Doctor to wait till be got well before he shoald
take the medicine prescribed for hiscure, or for
the subject of a surgical operation to insist on &
postponement of the use of the knife, until tke
woand was healed. i
+ The exact truth of the matter is that fully
nine-tenths of all the men who favor an increase
of currency in any form regard i%as a tempor-
ary expedient by which they hope to extricate
themselves from-present embarrassments, aod
lewve the burden of the next crash to fall on
other victims. Thareare a great number of
stranded wrecks that were washed ashore in
the great tempest of !last antumn which their
owners fancy can be set afloat, and sent on prof-
itable voyages provided there are satisfactory in-
dications of smooth seas and favoring breezes,
They foresee clearly that sooner or later another
storm will send them on the rocks again, with
greater damage may-hap to vessel and cargo
than before, but they are entirely confident of
saving themselves from loss, by shifting it on
to the under-writers.

I hear this motive avowed in guarded terms
by pretty much every one of the comparatively
few, who either actively or passively favor in-
flation. Noboedy seems to have the smallest
particle of misgiving as to his ability to get out
al the last moment. Although the remains of
the old debt are to be vitalized by the ecreation

of a new one of much greater magnitude—al-
though we must inevitably pursue the same
dangerous course, with increased intensity,
which carried us to bankruptey before, such is
the sanguine hopefulness of human natare, that
the very men whose means were impaired or
wholly lost in the last hurricane are eager to
embark again upun the perilous ocean of specu-
lation and expansion.

And yet it is by no means certain that the
currents of adventare would take the same di-
1ection, as they have done in the past by what-
ever tricks of empiricism we might woo that
fickle goddess fortune. Just as likely as not,
the old hulks will be suffered to rot on the de-
serted beach, and newer craft of tighter seam
and safer rig, may be launched and sent to sea,
by fresher competitors in the voyage of enter-
prise. Indeed this seems highly probable for
no appliances of oakum or paint will so effect-
ually disguise a hull once dented and battered
by the breakers, but that she will be recognized
by her scars and condemued as unseaworthy.

But we are told that a dilution of the cireu-
lating medium must be consented to in defer-
enca to the united sentiment of the imperial
‘West, 1Isthere not room for doubt as to the
teuacity and universality with which this de-
lusive opivion is entertained in the West?
Certainly no section of the Union has g0 deep
a stake in the integrity of the currency. The
industries of which manusl labor forms the
principal component must always suffer most
by a redundant supoly of paper money.

A majority of her representatives in both
houses of Congress, to be sure, are ranged on
theside of the expansionists. But may they
not be in error as to the real wishes of their con-
stituents? Such things have happened before.

When Mr. Pendieton of Ohio raised aloft the

banver of repudiation in the form of a proposi-
tion to extinguish the national debt with a
flood of greenbacks and sought to make it the
shibboleth of the democratic party, we all re-
member with painful distinctness with what
eagerness certain leading Republicans em-
braced that disgraceful heresy under the mis-
taken notion that it wouald be popular with the
inople. Naturally enough, when we look at
the present advocates of the milder form of re-
pudiation, now pressed under the guise of sup-
plying additional currency for the wants of
business we recoguize almost to a man the
same false guides who at that time songht to
lure us to dishonor. We were told then that the
Weat was base enough to sanction a measure
which would have inflicted an ineradicable
stain upon the pational character. To tae
immortal credit of the Republican party it re-
fused to palter with or be silent about a scheme
8o infamous but inscribed upon its ensign the
strongest assertivn which langnage could con-
vey of the inviolability of the obligation to pay
the public debt in coin. What was the result?
Why, this same West, so slandered and ma-
ligned by men who were supposed to know its
sentiments, responded with enthusiastic
unanimity to the Chicago platform, and
brought the demagogues who had misrepre-
sented her, to discomfiture and mortiflcation.

New England to-day contributes one voice
and vote in Congressto the policy of inflation.
It proceeds from the same representative that
championed the greenback re udiation during
the Johnsen interregnum. He professed to
defer to the opinion of the West then as he
does now. Itisatbest, a low motive of nac-
tion. But waivng for the moment the question
of ethics, when and where did the doughty
hero of Big Bethel and Fort Fisher acquire the
faculty of divining the will of the West? His
genius for blundering is in inverse ratio to

marked hig military career. He has gained a
seat in Congress—he has lost eve-ything else
, be has ever tried for—except Simmons—and
that donbtfal victory he owes to the mag-

nanimity of the President in whose detractioo

he has aforetime exhausted the vocobulary of
vulgar invective. The bare suspicion—ground-
less at that—of nentraiity towards him has

cust he ablest of his colleagnes a seat in the

Senate, and seriously impaired the popu-

larity of Mr. Boutwell. The head of the

Treasury Department has been damaged by the
mere intimation that he was the object of But-
ler’s blighting friendship and eveu Gen. Grant,

whose preconceived opinions of men are re-
markably tenacious and who took the Massa-
chussetts warrior’'s exact measure when he
drove the cork into the famous bottle at Ber-
muda Hundreds, and extinguished his military
greatness by apapposite metaphor—is not ex-
empted from malicious or unthinking eriticism
for merely throwing to him a bit of patronage
which no one else happened at the time to be in
quest of.

If it Le alleged that some of the ablest Seaa-
tors and Representatives of the West give color
to the theory that the people of that region are
hopelessly wrong in their financial views, it is
a pertinent azswer, that they haveerred in their
judgment of the the popular will on a msheri'al
issue, and may again.  Besides, there is a dif-
ference of opinion which may well give us pause.
1f Morton, Logan and Ogelsby are on the one
side, so too are Sherman, Thurman, Chandler
and Mitchell on the other. The latter gentls-
man, a democratic representative from Wis-
consin, a banker of great influence, and high
-character, has declared himself for a sound cur-
rency in a speech which for historic research,
terseness of expression, and manifest compre-
hension of every phase of Lhe great subject will
compare favorably with any utterance of the
session.

Business men of the West of large experi-
ence deprecate any more watering of the cur-
rency, and every day of discussion and enlight-
enment is increasing the number of those who
are arraying themseves on the right side. Con-
szquently, notwithstapding the apparently ir-
reversable opinion of the majority in Congress,
the (riends of a healthy financial system have
gronnds for courage and hope that wiser coun-
sels may yet prevail. At any rate the conse-
quences involved are so momentous that it be-
hooves every man who can exercise any influ-
ence in the right direction to perssvere to the
last hour in upholding and disseminating the
principles of political economy which must be
engrafted upon our system of government be-
fore we can resume the carcer of proesperity so
summarily checked by the paper collapse of the

The Secretary of the Treasury and the
Forty-Four Million Reserve--Wiil Fig-
ures Lie?

To the Editor of the Press:

In the reported colloquy between Mr. Bur-
leigh und Gen. Butler which occurred in the
House of Representatives during the recent de-
bates on the cnrrency question as published in
the newspapers, Mr. Burleigh charges that the
Becretary of the Treasary thought fit daring
the paric to issue twenty-six millions in green-
backs, which were then at 107; that he thereby
reduced the value of the greenbacks 5 per cpnt.
at once, making a loss of $35,000,000—there be-
ing seven hundred millions in ecirculation—and
run the government in debt $26,000,000, mak-
ing a total loss to the Government of $61,000,-
000. : That *“Gold, before the panie, was at7
per cent, premium, and we were going along
smoothly.” This a very serious charge made
against a Rapuoblican administration for the
issue had the sanction of the President)by a
Republican Representative, and if true, is proof
of such weakness or corruption on the part of
the administration as to merit for it the sever-
est condemuation from men of all political par-
ties. If not true, not sustained by the facts in
‘the case, the charge ought mot to have been
made; and having been made, should in jos-
tice to the administration be corrected. And it
is all the more important that this should be
.doune, becanse the same ridiculous statement
has repeatedly been made before, by Republi-
_cans and Democrats, and if not refuted may,by
"this constant reiteration become accepted as
‘true. Now what are the facts in the case, and
what the circamstances under which ti e twen-
ty-six million dollars referred to was issued?

It was issned during & financial panic almost
unprecedented in the history of the country,
manyof the largest and apparenily strongest
banking and commercial houses in the country
had been compeiled to suspeud, Savings banks,
Trust Companies, and National Banks were
closing their doors in the face of their - deposi-
tors, and the banks which maintained the sem-
blance of solvency were unable to redeem their
liabilities with curreney. The business of the
country was completely paralyzed. Stocks,
real-estate, merchandise, everythiog, was un-
salable, and of only mominal value. Nothing
was in demand except currency. Even gold
was neglected, as few goods were being with-
drawn from bond, and comparatively nothing
was being paid for duties. At the very hight
of the panic, when it looked as though the bot-
‘om was about to drop out of everything, the
President and the Secretary of the Treasury
were appealed to by leading financiers of New
York and urged to use the funds of the govern-
meunt to relieve the pressure and restore confi-
dence. These appeals were steadily and fimly
resisted, as there was no lawful authority to
use the public funds for such purpose, and the
only relief voluntarily afforded by the govern-
ment was by a continuance of the policy, here-

tofore adopted, of purchasing government
bonds. Secretary Richardson was reputed to
have said, at a conference with the financial
men of New York, when urged to issue curren-
oy to stay the panic and relieve the DLusiness of
the country, that it was not ‘*his funeral.” But
he svon found that if the Treasury would not
interfere wita the business of the conntry, the
business of the country might very seriously in-
terfere with the Treasury. The paralysis of
business had cut off the receipts of the Treasu-
ry to such an extent that he must do ove of two
things, viz.: Either draw on the forty-four mil-
lion reserve, or allow the Treasary to suspend.
He had on hand forty-four million dollars in
currency, which he, and his predecessor, and
the Attorney General believed he was authoriz-
ed toissue; and the alternative was, to use it,or
allow the Treasury of the United Statesto be
R‘mclaimed bankrupt throughout the world.—

he wisdom of the act isto be judged not alone
by the consequences which followed using the
currency, but also by the consequences which
would have resulted from not issuing it. Will any
one figure out how much it would have eost the
government, how much it would have cost the
couptry, to bave allowed the I'reasury to have
become bankrupt during the panic? The
amount would be expressed by hundreds of
millions. Now having made up one side of the

Consequently the
price of that commodity shared the geueral de-
cline. To institute any fair comparison, we
must compave before and after the panic.

The panic occurred about the middle of Sep-
tember, and gold bad about up to that time,
and for some time previous been at 114 to 116,
The lowest point reached during September
was 111§, and it was not until November tha|
it reached to.107.  Dut a much fairer compari-
son is between the same months of this and
last year. DBefore and after the ‘issue of the
twenty-six millions, In March, 1873, gold
ranged from 114§ to 1184, In March, 1874, it
ranged from 112} o 113}. In April, 1873, gold
ranged from 1st to the 10th—lowest quotations
—from 116§ to 118, During the present month
from 1st to 10th it bhas ranged from 113} to
1138, So that gold has been lower
since the issue of the tweaty-six millions by
an average of about 4 per cent, than in the
corresponding monchs of last year. The par-
chasing power of the cmem:ly has therefore
ine 28,000,000, an the fluct-
uavions have been very much less, varying only
three-eights of one per cent, during the first
ten days of the present month, while in the
same time in April of last year, it fluctuated
about two per cent.  The theory that the price
of gold must and does rise and fall with the in-
crease and decrease of the currency Las not
been demonstraied by the facis siuce the close
of the war.Take for example a period soon after
the war, when Congress had become somewhat
settled and bad been established on a peace
basis. -
On the 1st of April, 1866, we had, includin
componnd interest notes, a  paper currency o
over nine hundred million dollars in cireulation
and gold was at 26 percent. prem, During that
year the currdney was contracted more than
one hundred million dollars, and gold had risen
to 35 per cent. preminm, Now will any con-
tend that a contraction of the currency one
hundred millious reduced the purchasing power
of what remained in circulation nine per cent.
or seventy-two million dollars! I so the gov-
ernment lost one hundred and seventy two
miilion by the operation.

Those who favor a retuen to specie payments
are weakening their case very much by adher-
ing to the theory that an increase of the cur-
rency necessarily redaces its purchasing power,
and adygcatin% countraction as the only road to
resumption of specie payment, because the
theory is not sustained by the facts in the case,
and the policy of contraction after a fair irial,
has proved a failure and has been repudiated
by a majorl? of® the people as represented in
Congress. (old, since the suspension of spe-
cie payments, has become merchandise, and
like other merchandise, subject tothe law of
supply and demand,and it has not to any great
extent if at all, being governed by the volume
of currency. Ithas varied ten, twenty and
even fifty per cent. in a a single mouth, at pe-
riods when there was no change whatever in
the volume of the paper currency. Sometimes
this variation has been on account of a demand
for legitimate use and sometimes on account of
a speculative demand, but in_either case the
Erice wus governed alike by the demand and

ad no relation whatever to the volume of the
faper carrency. The] conatant fluctnations in

he price of gold without any change whatever
in the volume of the currency, prove conclu-
sively, that it is not regulated by the amount of
paper in circulation, Lut is governed mainly by
otherjand iu;l:r ndent causes.

I am opposed to an increase of the legal ten-
der corrency in any event (and equally opposed
to its contraction) or Lo any iverease of the cur-
rency whatever, without provision being made
for resumption of specie payments by the gov-
eroment. But 1 believe we can have suth an
increase of the currency as the growing busi-
ness of the country north and «ast as well south
and West requires, and provide at the same
time for a steady, gradual and certain return to
a specie basis.

1 believe we shall best resch the result by a
careful examination of our financial experience
and of the n=eds of all sections of the country;
and not by a blind adherance to pet theories,

upon the expérience of other countries,
at other times and uunder other conditions. It
will not be reached by ignoring, or treating
with contempt a large section of the coustry,
which think themselves agrieved by a denial
of privi which other sections are enjoying,
particularly when that seetion has become ter-
ribly in earnest on the subject and has the
power to enforce its demands. =

A Mysterions Letter.
Sourn Barwick, Me., April 13, 1874
To the Bditor of the Press:

About iwo weeks ago a lstter was received
Ly Mr. John Norman of this place, stating that
his son, Bylvester Norman, was killed seven
years ago last fall at the edge of a piece of
woods, on the road leading from Berwick to
his house,and there buried between two knolls.
The letter requested that +ho facts should be
published in the Maine State Press, a paper
published at Portland. There was no name
signed to the letter, an! whoever wrote it said
be was afraid to sign his name, and also stated
that he received his information from the one
that killed young Norman. The letter does not
give the location of the place where the body
was said to be buried so that it can be found,as
there are woods on both sides of the road. The
facts in the case so faras kuown are that
ten years ago last fall’ Christopher, (Not Syl-
veater.) son of Jebn Narmuwan, aged seventeen
years, was missed and nothing bas been heard
from him since.

PRESERVATION OF WAR DOCUMENTS.
Senator Logan, chairman of the Military
Committee, is considering a propostion looking
to the preservation of therecords of the war,
by printing those portions which are essential
to a full and impartial history. At the close of
the war, Congress directed this work to begin,
and quite a mass of records were copied and
sent to the printers. Before they were putin
type, for some reason not fully understood, all
further steps wére suspended. Twice since,the
largest part of the records, including Confed-
erate archives, have been seriously endangered
by fire, and as none are in fire proof rooms or
bnildings, the risk of their destruction i§ very
great. Aside from this, the customs and rules
of the department do not permit any inspec-
tion of these records for other than offieial pur
poses, Several persons of standing, desirous
of preparing a history uf certain campaigns or
battles, have found it impossible to obtain ac-
cess to the proper official documents. This dif-
ficulty does not arise from any design on the
part of the authorities to conceal them, bat
such a hisl.oxéy is distributed shrongh reports,
collections of despatehes, etc., belonging to the
g:pers of the office, and such search as would
required cannot well be made for individuals
Aside from the question of preservation of the.

It is not a relief socie-
ty as many seem to think, judg'ng from the ap-
ﬁvlicationn which are made for assistance in
paying off church debts which evidently are
not church extension, This work was organiz-
ed by direction of the general conference of
1364. The legal incorporation was affected in
March, 1865. The first money was received by
the ‘I'reasurer in October of the same year, and

the fir<t appropropriation was made in the
spring of lﬁgﬁ. I.? s

uring the eight years of active
work endinﬁ January 1st, 1874, the Board has
collected and disbursed $708,148.84, of which
$187,424 belong  to the loan fund, from which
churches are aided only by loans. Of this loan
fund $26,519.90 have been returned to the
treasury and reloaned to other churches. The
Board has aided in all 1,205 churches, most of
them by donations, many by loans and some
by both donations aud loans. The total num-
ber of methodist charches 4,500, of which
5,037 have been built within the last seven
years, so that about one-half of all the churches
ane more than one-fourth of all the increase
since the work began have received aid from
the Board.

All acts inconsistent
with this are rePealed, and this is to go into
effect immediately.

The Sanborn Contract.

Wm. H. Kelsey, formerly member of Con-
gress from New York, and more recently con-
nected with the contracts to collect derelicit
taxes similar to the Sanborn contracts, was the
only witness exam'ned this morning by the
Ways and Means Committee.

r. Kelsey stated that he had drafted the
clause in the appropriation bill under which
Mr. Sanborn’s and other contracts were maie.
Messrs. Dawes, Beck, Niblack and Hale of
Maine, diswmnﬁd the scheme, but Mr. Cole
of California, Mr. Logan and Mr. Sawyer of
South Carolina, favored it. He (Kelsey)
thought it was a good law and did not hesitate
to press it. He threw up his contract becaunse
he believed an ofticial in Phila’elphia favored
the railroad companies. He had talked with
Secretary Ricbardson and Bolicitor Bantield
and with Mr. Boutwell, but latter did not have
much faith in the contracts, it being thought
the law to elect abandoned property in the
South might be so construed as to apply to the
collection of derelic taxes all over the United
Btates, Kelsey testified to holding interviews
with Secretary Richardson and that Sawyer
went with him (Kelsey) from Richardson's to
Soliciter Banfield's office for the latter’s opiu-
ion, which proved, like Kelsey's, to be such a
construction of that law. He d'dn’t know what
interest Sawyer had in the business,

The Gemeva Award Bill.

The House Judiviary Committee considered
to-day the Geneva award bill. After discussion
it was voted to insert a section to pay insurance
companies the amount of their war premiums
on vessels dasl.mged hg Confederate cruisers.
The committee did not dispose of the other sec-
tions of the bill.

The Taxation of Non-Resident Bank

Sharcheolders.

The Chief Justice developed his first opinlon
on the bench of the Supreme Court to-day in a
case from Illinois, touching the right of the
State to tax non-resident national k share-
holders at the residence of the bank. Members
at the bar who heard it and his brethren on the
bench speak of it in eulostic terms. The court
below decided that the tax could not be thus
laid and the decree was against the Collector.
Thuat deeree is here reversed, the Court holding
that shares of stock in national banks are per-
sonal property. Under the national banking
act they are a_specie of personal property say
the Court, which is in one sense intangible and
inoorporaf, but the law which creates them
may separate them from the persor of the
owuer for purposes of taxation and give them a
status of their own. This has been done, it is
held. by the banking act.

THE STEAMSHIP EUROPE.

Bupposed te be Ninking—Passengers Tak-
enoff—Uficers Abanden Her—She is Left
in Mid-Ocean with a Velunteer Crew.

New York, April 13.—The steamer Greece
reports, ‘‘Left Liverpool March 25th, and
Queenstown March 26, with 38 cabin and 524
steerage passengers. On April 3d, in lat. 48,
21, lon. 30, 03, at 11 o’clock a. m., sighted a
large steamer tothe sonthward bound west.
At 4 p. m. she came guite near, near showin
signals of distress, e bore down and foun
her to be the French steamer Europe, from
Havre for New York. in & sinking condition,
and wishing us to send our boats and assist in
getting off the passengers and crew. We im-
mediately lowered numbers Gand 8 boats and
sent them away in charge of Mr. Ruck, chief
officer, and Mr. Hubbard, second officer, and
with the assistance of the French boats saved
all on board, consisting of 37 cabin, 182 swer-
age passengers, and 160 of ber crew, without
any serious accident, although there was a
a mountainous sea and both steamers were roll-
ing heavily. We also suceeeded in saving the
mails, At6p. m, Capt. Lewaire came in
board with his officers and reported that his
ship had sprung aleak in the engine room and
that he did not consider it safe to proceed in
her.

At 6.30 p. m. Mr. Buck, chief officer, and
Mr. Douﬁous. chief engineer of the Greece,
went on board the Europe and examined hor,
and ou their return reﬁul-ted that there was
about seven feet of water in the engine room,
and that they conld not discover any water in
any other part of the ship. Tke Gréece lay by

=
the Euro!l)e and at 5 o’clock next morning Mr.
Buck and Mr. Douaglass again went on board

the Europe for further examionation, and upon

teet of water in the engine room, and that al-
though they sounded all the other cowpart-
ments, could not discover any more water, and
gave the opinion that the ship could easily be
saved and taken toa port. Mr. Buck, chief
officer, and Mr. Webber, fourth officer, imme-
diately volunteered to take eharge of the ship
and with Dr. Maguire and 22 meu want on
. I'he Greece stood by till 12 o'clock m.,
to see if she could render any further assist-
ance, and after seeing sail made oun the Euro
left her in lat. 47 58, long 80 49, with her
inted southeast and a strong westerly breeze
lowing.

8. F. F. Reade, a passenger on the Europe,
states that the leak occurred on the last voyage.
The ship was then put in the dry dock in the
harbor and she made a little more, and on the
2d of April the water got into the ship’s cabin.
About 10.30 on the 2d of April they sight-d the
Greece. The passeagers then had the first
alarm that the ship was sinking, and at1.30
they were told to save themselves. Every per-
son on board was removed to the Greece and
nothing whatever was allowed to be transfer-
red from the Europe, not even hand bags, The
Europe’s boats sere scarcely launched before
those from the Greece were alongside. There
were elght hoats of the Europe and three of the
Greece, The ladies were first removed and
they were not even allowed to carry .ecessary
luggage. The French Captain Lamaire reully
believed the ship in danger of sinking and there
was no time to save valnable lugzage. y

There were on board the Europe 137 cabin
passengers, 182 steerage and 162 of a crew. On
the Gre>ce there were 60, making a grand to-
tal of 1039 on board the Greece on her voyage
to New York, In spite of this unusual length
of voyage and increase of passengers the pro-
visions lasted well and there are eight days coal
left on her now.

Capt. Lemaire of the Europe said the vessel
was recently lengthened, refitted and supplied
with new boilers and machinery. She made
her first trip to New York last Augurt and this
would have been her fifth transatlantic voyage
since she was repairek. While coming out of
the port of F{:wra she scraped her bottom
against stones, but I did not believe the dam-
age, if any, sustained.
