REPUBLICANS OF AUCUSTA

Addressed by Hon. Joseph H. Manley
and Commissioner Niathews.
[8pecial to the Press.]

Avausta, April 11.—There was an enthu-
siastic and well attended meeting of the
Young Republican Club c¢f Augusta, in Nov-
elty Hall this evening, the tariffissue being
discussed. The first speaker was Hon, J.
H. Manley, who occupied about an hour.

Mr. Manley's address was a careful pre-
sentation of the history of protection and a
comparison of the relative advantages in the
countries whieh have favored protection
over the free trade countries, and a resume
of the business prosperity in this country
during the periods in which we had a tariff
80 high that it offered protection, as against
the low tariff periods. It was reolete with
facts and figures showing that the poliey of
a protective tariff supplied the consumer
with necessary articles. relatively ¢heapor
than under free trade; that high wages were
the outeome of the protective tariff, as in the
United States ; that business prospered un-
der a high tariff. He admitted that the con-
stantly changing institutions »f the eoun-
try, and its business growth aud develop-
ment, demanded that the high tariff would
need constant revision and modification,
but not such as would eripple our industries
and aid in protecting and Dbuilding up the
foreign manufacturer. We should have an
American policy and not pattern after the
opinions or ‘governmenta w»lii‘f of free
trade Enslnn(f. We should protect our own
citizens by a wise restriction of emigration,

Mr. Manley was followed by Connnission-
er of Labor 8. W. Matthews, who spoke
half an hour, deeplfr interesting the memn=
bers of the Club. In opening, he referved to
the fact that political economy in modern
times includes something more than the
science of wealth, and is now what might be
termed the science of society or soclal
science. While this science does not ignore
the importance to society of wealth, it rec-
ognizes as fundamental elements ot political
economy the humanity of the world and its
moral condition. The speaker snid the free
traders were believers in the laissez [faire
doctrine, or let alone doctrine, while pro-
tectionists believe in the duty of the gov-

ernment to legislatate in the interest of the
Inlﬁjrln tih;sm

r. Matthews then went on to show the
history of protection and the benefits result-
ing to the cuuntri', Eiving the rates of wages
in foreign countries as compared with those
in the United States. The Republican party
came into power in 1861 with the principle
of protection to American labor and eapital.
Comparisons of the wealth of the country

as derived from the census of 1860 and 1883,
were given showing a fast increase in this
direction and thus in the prosperity of the
people.

Both the speakers referred to Mr. Blaine
and each time were heartily applauded.

ITS VALUE PROVED BY TRIAL.

Senator Morrill Speaks of the Re-
sults of Our Tariff Policy,
As Shown by the People’'s Progress
and Prosperity.
How the Mills Bill Would Affect
American Industry.

WasniNGTON, April 11.—Under a motion
to refer the President's message, Senator
Morrill addressed the Senate this afternoon.
He contrasted the message with Washing-
ton’s last letter encouraging manufactures
and said that tariff for revenue only was the
synonym for free trade, Henry George, the
free trade propagandist, characterized the
message and the Mills bill as a deadly
blow to thatugly fetich, protection. There
was no enconragement in the message for
wool growers, for any new or old enterprises,
for any growing city or town, and for open-
ing new fields of labor. On the eontrary,
it would slrughter present industries. Free
wool would ruin the wool Industry, causing
a prodigions loss to landed estates.

Since securing power, the Democratic par-
ty had reversed its platform. If the anti-
tariff raid was successful, the fondest hopes
of the New South would disappear forever,
The chronic failure of the Demoeratic

House, during ils ten years &eﬂa‘ to re-

Still there wounld be no opposition from his
side of the chamber to any reduction that
did not prostrate or ruin great industries and
mdlﬁn wages. All parties professed to seek
the diminution of the surplus revenues, but
it was preposterous to suppose that the sim-
ple reduction of duties on e&lapetinz imports
would effect the entire reduction, as the im-
ports would be increased thereby.

The protective
tariff has vastly increased and diversified
American manufactures, and made their
production a profound study among the peo-
ple of every State in the Union. It had ex-
cited the power of men of science and in-
ventive faculties. Their new inventions had
diminished the hours of labor of working-
men and iner their wages. The busy
race of American inventors should not per-
ish for lack of friendly ecare. Tney were
necessary in and indispensable in war.
Their inventions In the arts of peace would
{ill an encyclopedia.

In diversity of employment resul from
protection, American women were elevated
and made much more lndedpendent, largely
glrtlcipaﬁng in the world’s useful work.

‘ar more than men would the fortune of
women be adversely affected by any step
toward the British goal of free trade..

The Mills bill if enacted would eripple
wany manufactures and destroy others, in-

Bridges &nd Houses Threatened

St. PeTER, Minn,, April 11.—The Minne-
sota river is changing its channel here, and
has washed away 50 feet of the east bank in
the last 24 hours, necessitating the removal

of several houses. Two wooden piers, sup-
porting the approach to the iron bridge,
were carried away, and also 70 feet of the
high water bridge. Men are working on the
Omaha railroad to prevent it being washed
out. The river is slowly rising.

SHAEOPEE, Minn., April 11,—The river is
over its banks and rising six inches an hour.

The following is an abstraet of the report
of the presiding elder, Rev, C. J. Clark, D.
D., of the Augusta District:

In presenting my first annual report as
presidin eld:r‘ of the Augusta District, I
wish to bear testimony to the wisdom and
fidelity that characterized the administration
of m rmdmassor. Rev. A. W. Pottle. The
carezl attention given to all the details of
the work, enabled his successor to undertake
his duties free from all embarrassments.

At Skowhegan, Wilton, Madison, Indus-
try, Starks and Waterville, the good work
has been in progress during the entire vear
with gratifying results. Campmeetings have
been held at North Anson, East Livermore
and Freeman, resulting in many conversions
and much good. A solemn interest was im-
parted to our meeting at East Livermote by
the sndden d of our venerable and great-
1y beloved brother, Rev. John Allen, who,
orty years before, had been instrumental in
instituting a campmeeting at this place.

At Farmington the church which was

burned in the disastrous con ation of
Oectober 27, 1886, has been replaced by a very
beautiful edifice that Is now nearly complet-

ed at a cost of about $11,000, incloding the
lot. Fortunately the burned bullding was
insurad for $8,000, which enables our society
to rebuild without ineurring a great debt.

Extensive rmlrs have been made on our
chureh at Fairfield, at an expense of $1500.
The inside Is almost entirely new and the
charch was ber 23rd, 1887, a
free church without a debt. At Madison
the church has had extensive additions
made, by which the seating capacity has
been mtl%gncn-ned. The cost was $1200,
of which $600 has been paid. The church at
Phillips has been repaired and beantified at
an expense of $120, and a sum nearly suffic-
fent to e t the same has been raised. A
parsonage has been purchased at Waterville,
which In many respeets, is unsurpassed by
any in the conference. The house cost 3600
auzl its furnishing $400. One thousand dol-
lars has been ged towards a parsonage
at Livermore Falls, a lot has been promised
and the trustees are considering plans for a
house that will be built this season. A new
organ has been paid for, the chureh shingled
on one side and the property insured for
23000 for three years.

His health, which was
Ve, r & year ago, ¥ lmprov
mﬂms unable to take work, and does not
attend but a part of the church services,
ing unable to go out anr euninﬁl. Rev.
Herbert E. Foss was obliged to leave his
work for a few weeks, quiteearly in the con-
femnoe‘fear. and at no time after was he
able to do much pastoral work. He was ad-
vised by his physician to seek a milder eli-
mate, and on the first of January was trans-
ferred by Bishop Ninde to the St. Johns
River Conference, Florida.

Rev. C, L. Libby who had served the Ham-
mond street church of Lewiston, for one
year, and was reappointed at the last ses-

Besides thi
they, together with the Cumberland part o
the charge, have put §100 worth of furniture
into the parsonage.

At Buckfield a new furnace has been put
into the chureh, and other improvements
have been made. Monmouth charge has im-

200, while the Harpswel Suclal!{ has puta
new organ into their church. The Norwa,
church has been improved and beauntified.
Butthe most jextensive improvements have
been made on the church at South Paris,
changing the entire external and Internal ap-
pearance of the bullding.

The salaries have been kept good and on a
faw charges there has been an advance.

The principal objection urged to
the measure Is that the beer license is too
high. 1f the mensure fails by reason of this
defection not only will the New York Re-
publicans be disappointed, but Republicans
all over the North as well.

The rumor is current that ecertain gentle-
wen either have sent, or are preparing to
send, to small holders of gas stock a circular
asldng the price at which they will dispose
of their holdings and seeking to pledge them
to sell If they can get what they ask. There
is of course nothing improper in this. We
mention the fact simply becanse it tends to
show that gas stock I$ in demand and that
the fear that the progress of electrie lighting
may diminish the value of this security is
not geperally shared in. The object of these
gentlemen, whether they are seeking the
stock purely as an investmeut or whether
they are looking beyond this to the securlng
of the control of $he companies that are now
1ighting the city, we do not nndertake to in-
terpret.  The demand for the stock certainly
signifies that It is considered of great value
and a very desirable stock to possess, and
would naturally suggest to the present hold-
ers, the city among them, that a property that
so many people are anxious to buy may be m
good property to hold on te. Certainly it
should suggest that the stoek ought not to be
parted with until after careful deliberation
and with a full knowledge of its valae only
to be obiained by a thorough examination of
the Gas Company”s bocks.

-Banks. Lovering, as everybody knows, was
the ideal statesman of last year’s Massachu-
sotts Demoeratic convention, a body which
vecnplied a lurge part of Its time in sneering
at eivil service reform and which demanded
in lunguage that was buc little disguised
that the cold toed boys be taken in and their
tees warmed. Lovering|was seleoted to head
the State ticket by the convention, not for the
reason that he had any peculiar qualifications
for the office of Governor, but simply becanse
the {rienas of elvil service reform disliked
him. His nomination was a protest against
the attempts of Colléctor Saltonstall and
Postmaster Corse to manage their offices on
clvil service reform prineiples, and was In-
tended to coerce the President into com-
pelling a change of polley. That result
has apparently been brought sbout. The
President has humbly bowed In submission,
and signalized his surrender by appointing
the very man selected by this eonvention as
the hest embodiment of Its hatred for elvil
se1viee reform to one of the most importans
Federal offices in the State. After this per-
formance we are Inclived to think that the
Post will conclude that the President’s affec-
tion for eivil service reform has grown alto-
gether too eold to admit of reviving.

Qur Troubles In Morocco.

The difficultles in which United States
Consul Lewls finds hlself in Morocco bring
tnto prominence the systemn of *“‘protections,”
or the protege system, which has grown up
in Morocco as a resuit of the corruption aad
inefficiency of the native government. Ina
country where nearly every official is either
an arbitrary oppressor because he has the
power to beor aservile friend because he
has been bribed to be so, it is plain that the
troubles of the foreigner will be costly to
himself and vexatious to the government
which attempts to protect him. In Moroeco
the government officials are so unusually cor-
rupt and extorilonate that the Sultan has
been glad to keep the peace with the govern_
wents of christendom by allowing to their
diplomatie representatives in his country an
extraordinary privilege. The foreign censul
or fereign minister has a right to issue what
is called a “protection” which makes the
bearer a protege of the government repre-
sented by the consul or minister and gives
to him most extraordinary privileges.
TlLe protege is free from taxation, he Is
net answerable to Meorish laws, is shielded
from the harassments icflicted by petty
Moorish authorities, governars of provinces,
ete,, he even has certain summary powers
over the property and freedom of Moorish
natives who may harm him in person or
pocket. It is plain, therefore, that the posi-
tion of the profege isa very cuviable ons,
and that the privilege of issuing the “protec-
tions" Is very liable to abuse. It has, in
times past, been very flagrently abused in
Morocco. The consuls sxceeded the number
of protections which they might issue, Na-
tive Moors and Jews, under pretence of act-
fug as agents of foreign firms and by the use
of heavy bribes, became the proleges of for-
elgn governments, and under cover of their
“protections” went abroad In the country
escaping from oppression themselves, -but
oppressing helpless natives, even to the ex-
tent of seizing themland throwing them into
foul prisons. So long as the consul of one
nation abused his privileges of Issulng *“pro-
tections,” the representatives of other nations
clalmed the same right under the “most fav-
ored nation” clause of the treaties. So it
became well nigh impossible for the Sultan
to reform the evil. The American consul,
however, voluntarily undertook to begin the
reforms, and his course was approved, and
to some extent followed by the representa-
tives of other nations. DBut it appears pow
that the Sultan is not satisfied that the Amer-
fean consnl has limited voluntarily the num-
ber of his proteges, but insiets on exercising
au approving power himself in their selec-
tion.

who has never sought to attain suecess by
attacking the good name and reputation of
others. The insinuation eontained in the
article that Mr. Cleaves would notenforce
the prohibitory laws of the State as effective-
ly and vigorously as Mr. Burleigh, is incor-
