Mark Twain on the Prayer Crusade.
If I seem to doubt that prayer is the agent
that eonquers these rum-sellers, I do it hon-
estly and not in a flippant spirit.

The French,
says the Pall Mall Gazeite, must have in
their census for 1872, recently published,
more thau one unpleasant piece of evidence
of the losses inflicted on them by the war.
Whereas, in 1866 the native population was
returned at a littl: over 38,000,000, it now
shows a diminution ot nearly 2,600,000 on
that number, The exact difference &Imt
1872 is given at 1,964,000, of which 1,600,000
is due to the separation of Alsace-Lorraine,
and the remaining 360,000 must be accounted
for by the direct action of the war, The loss
of territory is probably more difficult to re-
place than that of numbers; for the acreage of
the missing departments now turned over to
the Germ:an Einpire, taking it at a fair
cultural value, may be valued in fee-simple at
not less than £173.000,000, belng but a trifle
less than the money indemnity exacted. In
only thirteen departments of France has thero
been any increase of population du the
Tour “years, and euch asis—to be found in
any of these is under 3, excepting
in the Nord, the Seine, and the Loire, where
the existence of large cities has had its usual
effect of promoting an influx of inbabitants;
but the largest additior, that caused by Paris
to the Seine Department,is only 55,000, where
as the war losses in the rural districts are terri
bly apparent, the cPopulatjon of the Dordonge
having diminished by over 20,000, and that of
La Manche by nearly 30,000. Of the 36,000,-
000 of Frenchmen left, there are no fewer
than 13,500,000 returned. as living actually in
the country, while over 18,000,000, or rat
more than one-half the population are de:

They have furnished butter and miik
for a family of six ns. During the sum-
mer months the farmily had eight boarders
from Boston, and the table was constantly
supphed with rich milk, cream and butter.
During the time four valuable calves have
been raised, and two calves sold when nine
weeks oid tor $40 each. Butter has been so'd
from the dairy, in the Augusta market, at
forty cents a pound to the amount of £02,62
for each cow, making in the te the
sum of £555.72. To this add the price re-
ceived for the calves and we have $635.72, as
the net profit ul six cows from the 26th of
February, 1873, to the 26th of Feoruary, 1874
as it is fair to estimate that the butter and
milk furnished for home consumption and the
four calves raised, amply pa‘the expense of
keeping the stock. We think it pays to keep
choice stoek.

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The Mississippl Passes.

The improvement of the condition of the
months of the Mississippi, now choking with
mud, presents a problem which urgently
calls for a speedy solution. The great river
is simply a transporter of solid matter, as
sand and alluvium, to thesea. In the passes,
and in the river for several hundred miles
abave, the slower shore currents I:av_e
dropped their excess ofload for years until
all forther deposits tend te increase the
gteepness of the banks; heuce the additional
deposit slides down towards the middle of
the chaunel-bed as fast as it is dropped.
The narrowness of the banks tends to in-

erease the velocity of the stream, and the

" mud s hurried to the mouth, There the
natural slope is lost, the velocity diminishes,
and the stream widens oul and grows shal-
Jow. The shore currents are continvally
dropping the surplus load which their di-
minisked velocity is unable to hold up, and
the shores of the passes are built up and nar-
rowed in and brought to the surface of the
water where, with reed grass, marine plants,
&c., they are gradually converted into dry
land.

THE New York World in a recent article
on spring trade, says that a certain grade of
Eoglish iron costs $60 a ton in Eogland. To
this must be added $20 for tarift and for
freight and other charges $4 more, making
the cost of English iron here $84 a ton, while
an American iron of the same quality can ba
obtained in New York for $67.20 per ton in
carrency., The World then proceeds to de-
clare that the tariff is responsible for the im-
pessibility of both importers and manufac-
turers making a living at the iron business.
OF course the World musi be against the tar-
iff, but in its declaration of facts relative to
the iron trade it knocks to flinters its oft re-
peated theory that the tariff on any given ar-
ticle, whether produced in this country or
not, is so much added to the cost thereof, It
this theory is correct, the cost of a ton of
iron in New York should be $84 in gold. A
further examinalionof the figures of the
World will show that without a tariff, a ton
of Eoglish ironin New York would cost
$72.50 in currency, which would be the low-
ast price at which it would be s0ld at the pres-
ent time, did we 1ely upon foreign manufac-
ture. It is very probuble, however, that if
the English manufacturer controlled the war-
ket, as would be the case were it not for home

DeaTH oF ALPHEUS CrosBY.—Prof8ssor
Alphens Crosby, an eminent scholar, and an
anthor of some note, died at his residence in
Salem, at noon Friday, of softening of the
brain, brought on by cogtinuous literary labors
Professor Crosby was in Bandwich, N. H.,
October 13, 1810, and was therefore nearly six-
ty-four years of age, He graduated from
Dartmouth College in 1827; was preceptor of
Moore’s charity school at Hanover 1829-31, and
professor of Latin and Greek at Dartmouth
College, 1833-37. He was principal of the
State Normal School, Balem, from 1857 to 1865
has published Greek text-books, an edition of
Xenophon’s “Anabasis,” “First Lessons in
Geomm;;"; and an *‘Essay on the Second Ad-
vent."” fessor Crosby was brought up in the
Congregational faith, but while at Hanover
changed to the Unitarian faith, and at the time
of his death was a prominent member of the
Unitarian Church of Salem. He was twice
married ; the first time to a Miss Catler of
Newbuoryport, and the laat time to Miss King-
man of Bridgewater He was an advanced
thinker, a man of liberal ideas, a prominent
member of the American Peace Society and a
radical anti-slavery man. So strong was his
belief in the equality of the races, that he
adopted two colored girls as dau%htars, having
no children of his own—an act which provoked
much comment. The deceased leaves a wife
and the two adopted daughters mentioned.

THE STORY OF A REFUGEE,

SprixGrFIELD, April 14, 1870

Kismet!—it is fated! An old resident of
Portland, I passed unscatbed through the !h'e,
the Ogdensburg agitation and the various
other crises in our municipal history. But the
feuds of the Guelphs and Ghibellines of the
Sohool Committee were too much for me in my
old age, and I fled to the wilds of Central Mas
sachusetts, [ trusted that distance would
drown the thunder of the captains aund the
shouting, or at luast that the lesser tamult on
Beacon Hill would divert the atteniion. In
vain! [ tell you, Mr, Editor, this thing will
become a matter of national concern—nay,
international—cosmical ! T had but stepped
from the cars, wrapped in delusive security,
when the newsboy of the country commended
to me, in the professional tone of coufidential
disclosure, his last copy of the Republican on
the ground that it told *‘all about the Portland
School Committee Imbroglio.” In another
instant an attentive servitor of the railway
company was seen mopping human gore from
the floor of that depot, and a complex medinm
made up of fragmentary newsboy, newspapers,
wearing apparel and nickels, diffused itself
throughout the entire structurc. O yes, they
are all by the ears about it in Springfleld!

He has just been engaged m re-
vising and systematizing the course of study iu
the schools, laying out with great minuteness
the work of each year and term.

Thirty young people are sent to America
annually by the Chinese government to be edu-
cated.

The head commis-
sioter in charge of these wards of the govern-
ment, Mr. Laisun, resides here and is quite a
princely Mongolian, maintaining an expensive
establishment, with servants, horses and car-
riages.

He dis-
tributes the pupils under his charge among the
most reputable public and private and private
schools of this and the neighboring States, and
is said to be on the point of making a repor. as
to the comparative merits of public and pri-
vate instruction.

Eastern Railroad Workmen’s Trains,

The interesting experiment of the Eastern
railroad, of operating cheap workingmen’s
trains, bas now reached a stage where its ulti-
mate results can with comparative contidence
be anticipated. It will be recollected that this
road is the only one that bas complied with
the act of the Massachusetts legislature provid-
ing for low cost trains for working men; and in
fact is the only road in the eountry that has
attempted this form of railway service at all.

Trains begun to run Nov., 1872, the first
| train carrying seventy passengers. The route

is from Lynn to Boston 1o the morning and re-
torn at evening, The distance is 13 miles.
The fare is five cents whether for a longer or
shorter carriage, being in fact an adoption of
the one-price street-railway system. In the
first month 3967 passengers were carried. In
the twelfth month thereafter the number had
increased to 15,903. The total number for this
year was 176,903. The great majoritv of the
passengers have been of the precise class.whom
it was intended to serve, to wit: laboring men,
artisans, etc. Scarce any ope of the “penny
trains” to and from London has a larger patro-
nage.

These trains are run without direct profit as
was anticipated by the managers of the road.
The advantage thus far has been to the work
people. 1t is observed, however, that the trains
have not diministed the regular travel. Itis
believed and the indications are strong that
the increass of population along the line of the
road, consequent upon the maintenance of the
low-price truing, will ultimately very largely
augment the regular business, to the great
profit of the railroad.  The Massachusetts
Bailroad Commissioners gay ‘Thisresult may
now confidently be anticipated; and further ob-
serve ‘‘The statistics just quoted clearly indi-
cate how speedily the Eastern railroad may ex-
pect to reap a rich harvest from the - liberal
policy it has adopted.”

Patriotism theretore
has ever been esteemed as among the foremost
of Christian virtunes,—next to religion itself;
while no one can be truly religious in ail re-
spects who is not at the same time truly patri-
otic.

But this virtue is not Lo be displayed alone in
times of war. The times of peace require it

uite as much. The greatest dangers of the

state threaten her from within: and ths com-
mon good is & good which all men ought to cher-
ish and Lave at heart, 2

We can feel an interest in pnblic qﬂ'mrs,
when some purposed measure comes directly
athwart our own personal interests.  Wae
rouge up then, because seif is tonched or threat
ened. 4

We are bound to look out upon public affairs
from tho staud-point of the public good; and

rform oar civil duties from a sense of re-

igious obligation. All the different kinds of
trath ure very closely related to each other.
They are imbued with similar qualities. There
is a strong family likeness prevailing amon
them. They all tend towards the same princi-
rles of order, The laws of civil justice; the
aws of political economy, the laws of trade
and finance, and currency, are all very closel
allied to moral and spiritoal laws, bey all,
indeed, spring forth out of the very bosom of
spiritual and eternal law, and do not come by
any human enactment.

1ood mensures, in regard to government, and
in regard to trade and finapce, have a strong
and constaut tendeney not ouly to promote the
public material prosperity, but also to favor
and buile up and streugthen the principles o
justice, integrity, morality and virtue in the
public mind; thus laying broad aud deep in the
minds of the whole commupity the founda-
tions upon which the Christian Church is sub-
sequently to be built—while—a contrary course
—a disre for good fi ial or
for the righteous and fundamental laws of the
social compact of communities and of trade
and political ecowomy—tend—as rapidly—to
unsettle the public in regard to the fandamen-
tal principles of right and wrong,—to sap the
pub:ic virtue and integrity, and work continua-
ally in the direction of immorality, selfish gain,
corruption, disorder and decay.

It does not belong to province of the pulpit
to declare or define the public measares which
should be advocatel in the different depart-
wents of the civil service, or in the various le-
gal, social and moral reforms. These belong to
a different order. They lie on the civil plane;
and the specific applications of law, are to be
studied and determined by adepts in each of
the several departments. Because, not only
general principles have to be studied, in order
to wise legislation, but also, the best mode of
adapting those principles to the circamstances
prevailing around ns. Aund these things belong
to statesmen and civilians. >

The function of the pulpit is fulfilled when
the moral principles which should prevail in
the conduct of alfairs have been faithfully set
forth and declared with the obligations which
those pringiples impose upon the conscience.

A certain portion of every one’s time should
therefore be devoted to the collection of infor-
mation and the formation of right ideas on
social and civil affairs, with a view of fillin
our appointed place in the public opinion, an
performing aright our ‘personal duty to the
common guod;—by influencing the current of

Gough.

A large andience gathered at City Hall last
evening to hear John B. Gough lecture on tem-
perance—as thongh all his lectures are not tem-
perance lectures! He began by speaking of his
first appearance in this city thirty years ago, as
an advocate of the temperance movement. He
then went on to advocate total abstinence as
the only effectual method of combatting the
evils of intemperance, and indulged in keea
thrusts of ridicule at those who condemn ab-
stinence as cowardly and advocate moderate
drinking as the only manly and reasonable
course. While acknowledging that there were
moderate drinkers, men who were never intox-
icated, who were good business men and who
were good Christians, be contended that the
great majority could not keep within the limits
of moderation. ‘Thuse who can be moderate
should nevertheless refrain on account ot the
example, and should be willing to bear the bur-
dens of their weaker brothers. There are those
who claim that all may be moderate drinkers,
and those who fly to total abstinence are weak
in will. Those who advauce this view know
not of what they speak. The habit of drink-
ing once formed requires an iron will to break
from it, and continuous effort to hold freedowm.
Intemperance is more a matter of temperament
than of ill. The man of fine sensibilities, of
highly strung nerves will almost inevitably fall
under the dominion of liguor, while the heavy,
phlegmatic man may indulge in liguor with
comparative safety.

The speaker said it might seem strange that
a necesszity should exist for delivering a tem-
perauce lecture in Maine, where a stringent
prohibitory law is on the statute book. Many
think there are no drankards in Maine. Indeed
he heard a man say uot long since that he was
in Portland two days and couldn’t find a glass
of liguor though he hunted far and wide. Mr.
Gough didn’t believe this statement, and no
one with a nose, unless he had a bad cold,
could.

The speaker then went on to give a vivid and
picturesque description of the women’scrusade,
a movement with which he heartily sympathiz-
ed. He told of a procession of 1800 women
which he saw at Pittsbarg, of the women pick-
eted in groups of two or three before the sa-
loons in Xenia, and related mauy touching in-
cidents of the great revival.

Forgery Conspiracy.

A mysterious prisoner has been held in the
Tombs on suspicion of beiug connected with a
gang of railroad forgers who operated in W all
street last summer. They negotiated over a
million dollars in counterfeit bonds on the New
York Central, Buffalo and Erie Railroad Com-
panies before discovered. Among the victims
were most of the promivent bankers in the
vicinity of Wall street besides two trust compa-
nies. The bonds were so clearly executed that
the President of the Erie Company said he
bought $40,000 worth on which his signature
had been forged without suspicion of their
character. The prisoner is understood to be
Louis J Keepers, a broker, and is believed to
be one of the men who disposed of $30,000 of
forged Buffalo and Erie paper. The detectives
ha? traced him to Buffalo, Rochester, Cleve-
land, Chicago and other cities, and arrested
him 'l‘nesday in Boston where he was actiug as
canvasser for a lithograph firm under the name
of 0. A. Delancey. He is held on twenty in-
dictments for conspiracy and forgery. Keepers
makes the tenth prisoner lodged in the Tombs
within the past four months in connection with
the great forgeries. The other prisoners are
Andrew Roberts and Edward Gleason, alleged
to have conceived and furnished the capital for
forgeries; Dr. Alvah Birdsall of the Bardell-
Uuuningixam murder notoriety; Stephen Ray-
mond, who was extradited in I’Jnndml,dnhnmn,
a lawyer; Brown, Yates and Franklin, wbo ne-
gotiated the bonds; Stephen Olmstead, who did
tl:g(fmnting and engrraving. The latter is to be
used as a witness. The trial of the forgers it
is thought will begin this week. The District
Attorney's officers say that the evidence will
disclose the most astouishing forgery eomspira
¢y on record in this country,

Baxfer has from 1000 to 1500 men
now under arms and the number is being con-
stantly increased. The State House party has
about 200 m2n.

Advices hare indicate that President Grant is
favorable to Baxter, believing him to be the le-
gal Governor. This bas increased the confi-
dence in Baxter.

No person can pass up or down the streets to-
night without a countersign or having a pass
from some officer.

The Governor's forces have been increased
several hundred during the dag. The streets
are full of armed men. Mr. Brooks has with-
drawn all his sentinels to a point inside his bar-
ricade at the State House. The troops of Gov.
Baxter are very eager to attack the place, and
are only prevented from doing so by the pres-
ence of the United States troops.

In making this organization [ am
obstructed by interference of the United States
troops, displacing my guards from the telegraph
oftice, and now it is apprehended there will l:JE
farther interference, Such interferenze dreaks
me down and prevents any effort on my part to
restore the State government and protect the
peopie in their rights.

He arrived this mornin
with 129 colored men headed by a brass band,
but on leaving the state of atfairs the men de-
clared they had been deceived and refused alli-
giance to Baxter and demanded to be released
and permitted to ficht for the cause which they
had enlistsd. Their arms were taken from
them and they are beld as prisoners under
guard. Gen. Henderson of Saliua county, who
likewise responded to the appeal of {ian@r
wiih several recruits, returned Emma this even-
ing disgusted with Baxter's leaders and policy.
The despatch further states that Baxter is not
a man of nerve, judgement, decision or expe-
rience.

The Bourbon Democracy councils are appar-
ent in_every move, while he is distracted by
divided interests and the withdrawel of his
former conservative and Republiean friends.
Brooks, on the other hand, 13 a man of iron
nerve and fearless in the position ia which the
court has placed him. He is fully prepared
for any energency, the State House being jam-
