The growth of athletics at Colby began in
1827, when the trustees, after mature and
careful deliberation, decided that something
must be done in the way of physical culture
for the pale, sunken-eyed student. Large

good masters looked askance at that which
seemed to them a quixotic waste of time.
Straightway werk shops were constructed
upon the campus in which the student could
employ himself at any of the common trades
of life, but in which, also, he could better
his physical condition and lay a foundation
that would be advantagions to him after en-
tering upon a professional life.

A Motion for a New Trial Probably
to be Made Soon,

AUGUsTA, April 18.—The Beal trial s
ended. The judge charged the jury this af-
ternoon. ‘The charge occupied onc and
three-quarters hours. He reviewed the
direct testimony, Sprincipally that of the
prosecution, and was listened to by a vast
crowd. The ease was given to the jury at 4
o’clock and the jury were out until 6.10,
when they came in and the prisoner was
placed in the dock. Inanswerto the usual
questions, the foreman of the jury an-
swered : “Guilty of murder in the first de-

gree.

The verdict produced a declded sensation
in the court room. It Is generally thought
that the evidence does not sustain it. Prob-
ably a motion for a new trial will be made
in a few days, by arrangement with the gov-
ernment. &he prisoner never flinched at
the verdict, and maintained his composure
until being taken back to the jail, them he
broke down and had to be svpported. His
mother was completely cast down and wept,
as did many others in the jcourt room. His
brother showed no feeling. The court ad-
journed until Friday.

The Forenoon's Proceedings.

AUGUSTA, April 18.—At the opening of the
court this morning the attorney general re-
sumed his plea. e tookup the discussion
of the relations between father and son
Though it was impossible to get at the renl
attitude of the prisoner’s mind, he said, yet
many facts—even statements—show that
there were strained relations between the
two.

WasnixaToxn, April 18.—The circular sent
out to Venezuela's consuls by Dr. D. B. Ur-
bancia, the Minister of Foreign Affairs at
Caracus, shows that the goverment has de-
termined not to submit to the recent inva-
slons of its soll by persons claiming to act
under the autnority of British Gulana.

Close on the heels of the ratification of the
fisbery treaty by the Dominion Parliament
comes an adverse report from the committeo
of the Unpited States Senate to whom the
treaty was referred. This foreshadows its
rejection by the Senate.

It appears that the soldiers exemption act
passed by the Massachusetts legislature
which was intended to make it easier for
veterans to get appointwents has not work-
ed that way—atl least not so many veterans
have recelved appointments since it was
passed i8 before, The law requires that
veterans who have passed examination shall
be preferred, but it does not extend such pref-
erence Lo veterans that have not passed exam-
ination. If & veteran does not submit to an
examination he is entitled to no preference,
and as the appointing officers naturally pre-
fer a man who has shown his competence
by an examination the unexamined veteran
gets very little consideration. He can still
enter the list for competitive examination
however and in that way recover his form-
er advantage. 3

The decrease of game in New DBrunswick
during recent years has been so rapid that
the Provinctal Assembly has felt contained
to take measures similar to those taken in
Maine to preserve the moose a few years ago.
A bill has become law probibiting the killing
of moose and deer in any part of the Prov-
Ince for three years to come. The Assembly
passed a bill prohibiting the killing of these
animals for five years, but the Legislative
Council amended the bill by reducing the
tisae to three years. The New Brunswick
legislators were led to do this largely through
the favorable results apparent from the op-
eration of the game laws in Maine. The in-
crease and protection of game in New Bruns-
wick will undoubtedly in the .. d be benefi-
cial to Maine, since the deer. .sribou and
moose roam the forests with uo regard to
boundary lines. Butduring the three years of
absolute prohibition in New bLrunswick it
may be that there will be an unfortunate in-
finx of New Brunswick poachers should the
New Brunswick laws be more rigidly en-
forced than our own. As it is there is con-
siderable eomplaint of foreign Ipoachers
along the Aroostook border.

The unequal contest which Mr. Conkling
fought so long and so valiantly, is ended,
and one of the most brilliant and command-
ing of Americans has passed from mortal
view. Mr, Conkling’s public eareer covered
nearly a quarter of & century, and he bore a
conspicuous part in some of the most impor-
tant legislation the country has ever seen.

his retirement from publie life. To the day
of his death he remained a comtuanding fig-
ure. and even bhis enemies did not gaze upon
him without admiration for his conspicuous
abilities, his steadfastness of purpose, his
sincerity and his serupulous honesty. Hy-
poerisy and deceit were foreign to him. The
faults he had were the offspring of a self-
reliant, proud, imperious nature, which
sometimes betrayed him into an overesti-
mata of his own convictions and an under-
estimate of the convictions of others,

The President of the New York Board of
Health has issued a report which shows the
astonishing fact that London, with its four
million and more- of iphabitants, is a
healthier city than New York, with its mil-
lionand a half. The annual death rate of
New York is about twenty-six in a thousand,
while the rate in London is only twenty in a
thousand. Im 1886 the number of deaths in
New York was 37,351, in Londun 82,545, But
had New York the same population as Len-
don, preserving atthe same time its own
death rate, the number of its death would
have been in 1886 about 108,000, or more than
twenty-five thousand in excess of those of
London.

People
from every uation, used to ullsorts of modes
of life, cannot be crowded into narrow tene-
ments without disastrous unsanitary condi-
tions resulting.

@Gen. Boulanger has undoubtedly many
qualities that appeal strongly to the imagina-
tion of the French people, Ie is showy, has
a dashing manner and has skillfully
availed himself of the longing of the French
people to revenge themselves for the humil-
fation Germany put upon them in 1870. Yet
it by no means follows that the enormous
majority which he secured from the electors
of LeNord, the nther day, is the product of
his popularity alone. It is probably true
that a large part of the electors who voted
for bhim did so simply as the best and
most avallable means of expressing their
disappropriation and disgust for the goings
on of the French government. It cannot
be denied that there were good grounds for
the existence of such feelings. Kor sever-
al years now the legislature of France
has done little but turn out ministers. Need-
ful legislation has been almost entirely
neglected, and trading and intrigue have
occupied the minds of the legislators to the
exclusion of all publie business. The Repub-
licans have been split into factions, each
faction bent on having its own way and ready
to make any sortof acombination which
promised assistance in that direction. In
short it has seemed as if the great majority
of the members of the legislature were simply
playing for power and pelf, and that the
fact that they were the delegates of the
people to represent and promote the inter-
ests of Lhe latter and not their own had been
entirely put out of mind. Of course
the character of the ministries has steadily
declined in unison with the decline in
the character of the chambers. Each new
ministry has been on the whole weaker than
the one that preceded it, until it has nearly
come about that no man of first class talents
can be prevailed upon to accept a portfolio.
The disgust that these proceedings have
created bas been intensified by outrageous
scandals traced into the household of the
executive which have deeply wounded the
pride of the people and put them In a frame
of mind to regard any change as one for the
better. Boulanger's prominence has been
made possible by the weakness and Incom-
petency of the government. The repulsion
of the present ruler quite as much as his own
attraction aceounts for his “boom.”

The Louisiana Election.

At this writing the returns from Louisiana
are very meagre, and there is little to show
how the State has gone, except the claims of
several Democratic organs that the Demo-
crats have elected Nichols Governor by from
20,000 to 50,000. That little is however prob-
ably enough to show how the result will
finally be declared, though it is far from suffi-
clent to show what the result actually is, for
Louisiana is one of the States where there is
not necessarily any intimate relation be-
tween these two facts That in the past the
Demoerats have resorted to force and fraud
to elect their candidates was practically ad-
mitted at the beginning of this year's cen-
test by Goy. McEunery, one of the parties to
the bitter contest for the Democratic nomi-
nation for Governor. Speaking after the con-
vention and before any salve had been ap-
plied to his wounds he publicly pledged him-
self to the people of Louisiana, white and
black, that this year's election should be a
fair and honest election, that there should
be no bulldozing and that every vote shonld
be counted as cast, clearly Iimplying
that im the past the elections had
not been fair and honest, that bull-
dozing had prevailed and that every
vote had not been counted ascast. Had
McEnery stood by his promise it might
be safe to assmme that there wasa fair
and free election in JLouisiana on Tuesday
and that every vote was counted as cast.
But thore is abundant reason for ‘suspicion
that McEnery only stood by his pledge so
long as his wounds smarted, which was not
long, as Nicholls applied to them the healing
balm of a promise of appointment on the
supreme beveh of the State, for in a speech
during the eampaign be used this language:
“While I propose no aggression against the
rights of any man, yet, before this govern-
ment shall pass aguin under the domination
of ignorance and vice, I would wrap this
State in revolution from the Arkansas line to
the guif.” What a Southern Demoerat
speaking in such a connection means
by “ignorance and vice” is obvious
enough., He means simply the colored
voteits and such of the white voters
as do not throw the Demoeratic ticket.
The sentiment of this spcech is entirely in-
consistent with his previous pledge and shows
plainly enough that to avert the danger of
the Republicans carrying the State he was
ready to break it. No presumption in re-
gard to the character of Tuesday’s eclection
can rest on McEnpery’s promise. The only
judgment that can be formed of it at pres-
ent is one founded on the experience of
the past, and that has not been such as to
lead by any means to the belief that it was a
fair and honest election, or that the 20,000 or
50,000 majority was rolled up by cther than
the old method of intimidation and ballot
box stuffing.

WOMEN CARPENTERS

As They Appear at the Cambridge
Training Coliege for Teachers.

The training college at Cambridge, Eng-
land, is the youngest of the women's educa-
tional institutions. It exists for the training
of teachers who are already technically gqual-
ified for the work of teaching. No student
is admitted who has not graduated In some
university, or passed some equivalent exam-
ination ; and in addition to lectures by pro-
fessors at the colleges on the various sub-
jects taught practice is permitted, under su-
perintendence, in four schools in Cambridge
of three diff2rent classes. Being young and
not rich, the college is still located in tempo-
rary buildings—cottages adapted for resi-
dence and study, with the recent addition of
an annex as a lecture hall. T'he acconnmoda-
tion available does not afford a ~peeial build
ing for the carpentry, but as the work is
done on only one afterncon in the week, and
an optional practice on the following morn-
ing, the lecture hall answers for the purpose.
On Friday afternoon, when the students go
for luncheon, they leave alecture hall, and
return to find it transformed into a earpen-
ter’s shop, with the carpet rolled back, and
benches and tables substituted for the ordi-
nary furniture. As the hand of the eclock
ﬂo[nts to 1.45,the principal of the college and

er assistants enter the hall, and work be-
gins, These ladies devoted their last sum-
mer vacation to working in a Slojd sehool,
acquiring the necessary skill to be after-
wards adapted to the foundivg of an Eng-
lish sehool of carpentry, suited to the pecul-
far work of the training college, and in har-
mony with other details of the system there
pursued.

To teach a trade is not the object aimed at,
but the development of manual dexterity.
The secientific tools used by modern carpen-
ters sre ignoved, for the student who can turn
out finished work with a primitive tool ean
always avatl hersell afterwards, il carpen-
try is to be pursued to its workshop, of sei-
entific facilities. Ina glasa-duuretrcuphoard
at the Liead of the room all the wooden mod-
els are stowed away. ‘I'hey are regarded by
the community very just y with pride, for,
from the least to the gri. test, the miscella-
neous articles ave the work of the prineipal,
made by her own hands, Think ouly of a
first class in a morel science tripos, and a
second class in a history tripos, making
rulers and brackets, wvlnl,' ont faultless
wooden spoons, and dovetailing the corners
of a wooden box.

A young Iadﬁldistrlhutes the models to the
students, and in a few minutes evéry one is
at work—cutting, shaving, sawlnf boring,
joining—with an energy that woun d enrap-
ture a foreman who paid his hands for work
by time. Here it is seen, as it will be with
future pupils, that individ uality asserts itself.
\ L ool ® Lgndotllng Univer-
sity appears ave special advantages over
laa{ vanced students, for as she shapes her
keyboard, and tests her work Dby Yule and
square, it is seen that she guaged correctly
instinectively. A bachelor of art wields a
spokeshave, with which a round ruler is
coming into life and becoming symmetrical.

saw is do eadly execution at several
benches, and it 1s to be noted that skill is ac-
&_ulred equally with the right and left hand.
he planes used are neat and well suited to
the hands that use them, as to the wood for
children’s toy bricks and other things is giv-
en an even and fine surface. Several differ-
ent wouds are used, according to the object
to be pfodu(;ed, but chiefly deal, red pine or
piteh pine.
The first course is divided into eight class-
es, in each of which two objects must be fin-
ished pe ¥ before a student passes on to
the next stage. One of these things is arbi-
trary ; for the other a choice is permitted be-
tween two or three of the models. Flights of
soaring ambition are not by any means pos-
sible from the earlier to the later stages, but
there is ample scope for genius of the class
which has been defined as “an infinite capac-

In the first section, for the production of a
pointer, a flower-stick and a shaped pen-hold-
er, no tool but the Swedish knife is permitted
In the second in whieh the wood for the knife
is premmd with the plane, a square ruler
must be finished, and either a fowerstick
or some children’s wooden bricks. The third
class brings in boring, a keyboard, with hooks
for hanging up keys, being arbitrary, fol-
lowed by a flat ruler, netting mesh, or~ letter
opener. Class four introduces the spoke-
shave, in addition to the knife and plane, in
shaping a round ruler, with a hoop-stick,
rolling-pin or round towe)-holder. The bow-
saw, which comes into the work of the fifth
clms&fpens ulp great possibilities in orna-
mental work in conjuction with the knife
and plane. A paper-knife, with a tape wind-
er, washing Peg or menu holder entitle the
student to nigher privileges. The sixth class
includes a flower cross and picture frames,
with the first experience of the wood saw.
Hammer handles are required in the seventh
class, with skipping-rope handles or knife
handles. The seventh class, which coneludes
one course, is giving up to joining, the dove-
talling of pieces of wood, such as the box
with the well-fitted corners, the Uinumph of
the principal's first experiments, which is
kept carefully in the glass-case as worthy
example. <

In every i ticle made, no matter how sim-
ple, there is no guess-work, no lhoping,
spite of inaceuracy, that the thing will turn
out well in the end, and varying of length
breadih or finish, Every stage of a piece o
work is rigidly tested by rule and square,
and perfection absolutely demanded. This
in itself is discipline of the highest class—
training of the faculties as well as of the fin-

rs.  The first proposal to introduce sclen-

fic carpentry to the college elicted cries of
dismay from the students, who asserted that
not an hour in the week could be s!mred from
the multiplicity of subjects which training
teachers demanded.

Alfter the experiment of giving vp Friday
afternoon to carﬁentry had besn !aH-I}' tried
the ladies had themselves become enthusi-
asts. The relaxtion enjoyed in such an en-
tire change of occupation was found to be of
immense advantage, physicaly and mentally
Far from being contented with the Friday
instruction given, every pupil tries to snate
a portion of dSaturday to practise her work
before the lecture hall is cleared of the
benches and restored to its orderly condition
for the acadewmic work of the following week,
