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SCHOOL REPORT.
Report of the Superintendent of Schools.

To the Citizens of Scarborough:

To see ourselves as others see us gives us an unprejudiced
view of our own achievements and deficiencies. Such a view"
is of even more than ordinary value when it is supported by
our own analysis of the educational situation in our town.

For this reason, it seems desirable to begin this report with
a letter based on a visit to our high school as late as February
first of this year. This letter is from Josiah S. Taylor, State
Inspector of High Schools, who knows not only what should
be achieved, but also from observation in many towns of the
state the methods and the difficulties of achievement. The
letter follows:

FEBRUARY 4, 1924,
F. H. B. Heald, Supt., Scarborough, Maine:

Dear Sir:—I am writing you briefly relative to the short
visit I had in the high school at Searborough last Friday.

There is evidence of very great improvement in the general
spirit of this school and in the work that is being done. You
are especially fortunate in the exceptionally strong faculty
which you have. I feel confident that much of the progress
is due to your success in keeping these teachers. The finan-
cial outlay is certainly entirely warranted by the results in
the school work.

I was particularly interested in the points of contact which
have been established between the community interests and
the schools, including both the elementary and high school.
The activities of the various groups and the connections with
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other intevests of the community will certainly do very much
to make the school work of a more practical kind and, at the
same time, carry forward the impression that the school and
the community are very closely related in all respects. Much
progress has certainly been made in these particulars.

There is no occasion for me to comment upon the extreme
need of better and more ample housing conditions. I can-
not do more than to urge upon your townspeople to take this
matter up seriously and to go forward with an adequate build-
Ing program.

If in any way we can serve your committee and the town,
we shall be most happy to do so.

Le us review briefly the evidence in both elementary and
high schools on which such an analysis is based.

The “great improvement in the spirit of this school and the
work which is being done” is evident from the success which
is being attained by the graduates of the high school.  This
improvement is based quite largely on the fact that the pupils
are entering the high school from the elementary schools bet-
ter prepared for their tasks. Not only is the better element-
ary preparation evident in Scarborough High School, but
reports from other secondary schools in which Scarborough
pupils are enrolled are very gratifying. Twenty of the grad-
uates of our high school are now enrolled in other institutions
for further education. Seven of these are in Maine colleges,
five are in technical schools of the General Electric Company,
the others are seeking further education in institutions which
meet their particular needs. Secarborough High School is

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now on the approved list of the New England College En-
trance Certificate Board -

Perhaps it is equally pleasing to see how our pupils are
gaining honors as members of agricultural and other clubs.
During the past year Stephen Larrabee, after winning a coun-
ty championship in the garden contest, won the state
championship in the same field. He also won the award for
the best essay on his work submitted by a boy in the county
contest. Alargaret Urquhart won the county championship
in the cooking contest and Ada Wentworth won the prize
offered by a Maine farm journal for an excellent essay.
Martha Pillsbury won a county championship in the Y. M.
C. A. speaking contest. These pleasing results are a contin-
nation of similar good work by others in previous years.

ALr. Taylor is undoubtedly right in assuming that much of
this success is due to an unusually good corps of teachers. In
our schools we are now able not only to obtain good teachers,
but also to retain them, gaining the advantages from continu-
ity of service. It is sometimes necessary to pay higher salaries
in the rural schools than in the city schools in order to attraet
the teachers desired. Your splendid support of your board
of education and superintendent has made possible our pres-
ent enviable position and the continuance of such support of
the board’s recommendations is urged. Our results have
shown why “the financial outlay is certainly entirely war-
ranted by the results in the school work.”

AMlr. Taylor, however, went to the heart of our improve-
ment in the schools when he devoted much of his letter to the
marked evidence of common interest between town and school.
The greatest value of the school, after all, is shown, not by the
number of graduates who go to college, but by the service
which the school renders to the town.
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The health improvement among the young people of the
town, for instance, has been, and will be to an increased de-
erce, at least partly due to increased attention to health in
the schools.  During the past year Dr. Wentworth has made
a thorough medical inspection in the schools and the results
have been pleasing.  The health work, under Miss Williams,
has also been extended.

All of the schools have had a part in the activities of the
Junior Red Cross and excellent work was done in the sale of
Christmas seals. The presentation of “The Light,” an edu-
cational pageant, was the result of co-operative efforts of pu-
pils. teachers and interested citizens from all parts of the
town. In fact, the co-operation of the schools can now be
taken for granted in connection with any community under-
taking.

The different communities, too, have shown their co-opera-
tion toward the school. Through the efforts of the community,
eleetric lights were placed in the Blue Point School, the resi-
dents of Pine Point furnished seventy-six dollars which made
possible special teaching in outside-of-the-regular-course sub-
jects, and in a similar way the pupils of the Oak Hill Gram-
mar School are having the advantage of professional training
n music.

The fact that these achievements are sufficiently evident to
attract the notice of onr Inspector of High Schools is pleasing.
It is not so pleasing that our poor housing conditions at the
high school attract equal notice.

Jetter housing for our elementary schools is advancing as
fast as possible. The Libby School has been completely
standardized except for window arrangement and lighting.
New chemical toilets will be installed in the Beech Ridge
School as soon as the weather permits. Special care has been
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taken in all the buildings this year as to sanitation and clean-
liness. Other schools will be improved along the line of com-
plete standardization as fast as financial means are provided.

In this connection it is fitting and proper to call special
attention to the excellent work which has been done by M.
A. W. Hodgman. He has been a most efficient janitor for
the Oak Hill building and has also served as attendance of-
ficer. He has also been of great assistance in attending to
minor repairs in other school buildings. Mr. Hodgman has
always been willing to do evervthing in his’power to make the
school conditions the best. His conscientious service has
been of the type that money cannot buy.

It is true, however, that the present high school plant is
not at all in keeping with the best traditions of our town.

Scarborough is probably on the eve of an expansion which
will tax our school facilities bevond anything ever known
before. New homes are conspicuous for their number in
Oak Hill and Dunstan. The growth of the section toward
Thornton Heights, due to the installation of the new terminal,
has already become evident. What Scarborough schools ean
offer is going to be an important factor in determining the
kind of people she will attract to these growing centers. The
families which desire the best educational facilities for their
children make the best type of citizens. Thus Scarborough
must not only prepare to take care of a probable considerable
increase in school enrollment, but must also seriously con-
sider the type of education and educational organization she
will offer.

For several years these reports have recommended the
organization of our schools on the junior-senior high school
basis. This would mean that the smaller schools would
handle the pupil until he completes the sixth grade. At that
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point he would go to the junior high school, Jocated in a con-
venient center and preferably near or connected with the
senior high school. Staying in the junior high school until
he completed the ninth grade he would then go to the senior
high school, which would care for him through the twelfth
evade.

The value of this plan, as an ideal for the complete and
most eflicient education for our children, has been explained
in so many of these reports that repetition is unnecessary.
That value becomes more evident as other places advance in
their experience with the plan. Nearby towns and cities
either have it or ave considering it seriously. There has ap-
peared no good reason for abandoning this as the ultimate
ideal for the Searborough schools.

The present unsatisfactory quarters at Oak Hill, however,
are an insuperable obstacle to attaining this ideal at once.

" Thus as immediate steps toward the realization of the ulti-

mate, with a considerable improvement during the process
of wetting there, the following plans demand attention.

First, we shonuld move as rapdily as is consistent with good
judement toward erecting a mew central school building.
The town has stood still already too long on this proposition.
This means immediate and special study of the problem and
a start toward financing the purchase of a site and the erection
of a building. TIrrespective of the plan for reorganization
for the future, such a step is demanded out of justice to pres-
ent and immediate future pupils of the high school.

The second step toward the ideal reorganization of the
school system (the adoption of the junior-senior high school
plan) is to so use our present facilities as to bend every effort
toward making the transition to the ideal more easy and
natural when a suitable plant gives the opportunity. The

TN
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first step along this line is for the parents to send their older
children, whenever possible, to a school where they can be
placed in an upper grade room rather than in a single room
having all grades. No one doubts that the full eight grades
have too heavy and diversified a program for a single teacher
in the rural school. The upper grade rooms at both Oak Hill
and Dunstan could take a few more pupils. Thus the parent
who has the choice of sending his child to a nearby one-room
school or to a more distant but reasonably convenient school
where he can enter a special higher grade room, will be doing
the best for his child’s future if he takes the opportunity for
better grade grouping which is offered.

On our part, the school authorities will continue in the
organization of course of study, selection of text books. ete..
to make the transition to the high school as natural and easy
as possible. Likewise we shall try, and trust that we shall
have the support of the communities, to bring the pupils of
the upper grades together often in club work and scholastic
and athletic competition, thus removing, before they enter
the high school, the necessity of getting acquainted with those
with whom they will work.

Such a grasping of the opportunity offered can only help
those children who take it, and it does not give even this group
all the advantages which we hope to offer in the junior-senior
high school plan. Perhaps that the very fact that we must
aceept so little temporary improvement is significant of the
greater need of promoting the new plant. But, at any rate,
such a plan will mean that, for individuals at least, Scar-
borough High School can more successfully bridge the gap
between the elementary schools and itself.

The *little red schoolhouse™ can no more compete with the
new school opportunities than the horse-drawn vehicle can
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compete with the automobile. The sooner we act on this
basis the sooner we will be giving our children a square deal.

In conclusion, it is a duty and pleasure to express my ap-
preciation of the hearty support and active participation
eiven by the board of education to the standardization of our
rural schools and of their solid promotion of a strong educa-
tional program.  Other town officials have also been courteous
and considerate at all times. Finally, the various communi-
ties have shown a healthy interest in school affairs which
promises well for tlre future.

Let’s build up the community spirit which makes the school-
liouse the community center to the end that schools and com-
munity will be the better for the unity of purpose which will
result.

Report of High School.

T'o Superintendent I¥. H. B. Heald :

I herewith submit my third annual report as principal of
Scarborough High Sechool.

Twenty-eight boys and thirty-four girls have registered
during the present school year. The attendance for the half-
vear has been especially good. Pupils who have not been ab-
sent or tardy are Stephen Larrabee, Ina Sampson, Walter
Nielsen, Walter Sargent, Amy Willman, Ruth Hodgman,
Mazel Morse, Emma Olesen, Marian Peterson, Norman
Thurston, Margaret Urquhart, Ada Wentworth, Bertha West-
man, Eldred Harmon, Ira Milliken, Lucretia Mitchell, Ger-
trude Soule, Herman Ward and Clarence Peterson.
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A condition to-day which is very pleasing to me, and which,
I trust, vouches for the efficiency of the school system which
we are endeavoring to build up in Scarborough, is the fact
that a large percentage of our graduates are making use of
their high school education as a stepping-stone to a broader
education which they are receiving in advanced institutions
of learning. The pupils, I believe, are beginning to realize
the fact that their attendance is not simply compulsory and
that the training which they receive in high school is not meve-
ly for the purpose of acquiring a diploma, but that it is a
means to a far more important end—that of preparing them-
selves for a successful life-work and a proper conception of
their duties and obligations of citizenship. Two members
of last year’s graduating class are now taking post-graduate
courses, and from their faithful attendance and studious ef-
forts, I am sure that they have these ideals in mind.

Much interest and enthusiasm has been shown during the
past year in club work, and already twenty-five girls and boys
have signed up for club projects for the coming year. Scar-
borough High School was the first high school in the state to
grant credits for graduation for participation in these pro-
jects. This scheme has encouraged increased club activity,
has given to it a certain dignity and has caused the work of
the clubs to be kept on a high plane.

The school lunch has been prepared and served by the
members of the girls’ clubs and the proceeds from the lunches,
now amounting to over one hundred dollars, has been placed
to the credit of the “New High School Building Fund.” We
hope that this beginning may be a reminder to the citizens of
Scarborough that there is an urgent need for a new school
building program, and that it may be an incentive for an en-
thusiastic public support of such a program when it is pre-
sented.
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While we shall probably continue to do the same grade of
work which we are now doing, we believe that we have nearly
reached the limit of the possibilities for advancement along
every line of school activity due to the congested housing con-
ditions and the limited facilities at our disposal.

Health work has been given a more prominent place in our
school program this vear. Miss Helen Williams was secured
during the fall term as physieal director of the girls. She has
assisted the school physician in the physical examinations
which have been given every pupil in school and has con-
ducted a class in physical education two afternoons each week
at the town hall.  This work has consisted of physical ex-
ercises, lectures on health and hygiene and practice in basket-
ball.  Every girl physically able has taken part in these
activities. The boys finished fourth among the high schools
of the connty in the track events carried on by the County
Y. M. (. A. during the fall term. In basketball the school
is probably represented by the best team in its history, the
bovs having already won seven of the eight games played.

Our most urgent present need is for more laboratory equip-
ment for use in the chemistry and physics classes.

In conclusion, I wish to thank the Superintendent and the
Superintending School Committee for their co-operation in
the administration of my duties.
