Stephens. New York, G. W, Carleton & Co. Port-
land by Bailey & Noyes.

One of the spiciest, most entertaining
books that we have read for a long time.
Miss Phemie Frost was the agent selecled by
the “Society of Infinite Progress”” formed in
Sprucehill, Vermont, for the purpoee of dis-
seminating their progressive ideas amid the
fashionable circles of New York, and other
gathering places of the ‘‘cream on cream” as
Miss Frost herself expresses it; and the vol-
umne before us is a collection of the most
quaint and charming letters, purporting to
have been written by her from the very midst
of her field of missionary work ; describing in
her own unique language the various scenes
of pleasure, folly and dissipation, of which
she is not only a witness, but a sharer. The
State of Maine and especially Portland is
spoken of in terms which will serve to make
the book popular here if nowhere else. She
says “In fact in the ways of statesmen and
authors, I am bound te say that Maine pulls
an even yoke with the Green Mountain State,
So far as authors are concerned, I am afraid
she goes a little ahead of us. The city of
Portland was just a mest of anthors before
they took wing and settled down in other
places.

The scope of this volume, one of Putaam,s
Handy Book Series, is fully set forth in the
descriptive title-page as “a record of admin-
istrations and events, from the organization
of the United States government to the pres-
ent time, comprising brief biographical data
ot the presidents, cabinet officers, the signers
of the Declaration of Independence, and
members ot the Continental Congress; state-
ment ot finances under each administration,
and other statistical material.”” The book ad-
mirably tulfils its promise, and will be found
of great value as a bandy volume of refer-
ence. The statistics of the later adminis-
trations are specially full and complete. In
fact, it is one of those manuals, which, when
once used, we cannot well do without.
CroQUET.—Its Principles and Rales by Prof. A-

Rover. Milton Bradley & Co. Springfield Mass.

We have before us a copy of the thirteenth
edition of Croquet, its Principles and Rules,
by Prof A. Rover. This book, during the

eight years it has been published, has become,
probably more than any other, the acknowl-
edged authority for the game in this country.
It is concise and systematie, while it is com-
plete and exhaustive, and is somewhat origi-
nsl in its treatment of the questions of double
points, the boooy, the flinch, &e. It also in
this edition prasents a new diagram for setting
the bridges, specially adapted to short grounds
but applicable to all. As this complete man-
ual of 75 pages is sold for only ten cents, it
should be the anthority on every ground not
governed by some other complete and ac-
knowledged code of laws.

The Railroad Tax.

Our Augusta special gives the basis of the
tax asses-ed upon the railroads in this State
by the Goverpor and Council, together with
the amounts of such assessmeuts. The basis
séems to be a justone. The stock of such
railroads as have a marketable value is asses-
sed upon that value as reported in the stock
markets April 1st, the same day that mu-
vicipal assessors put a valuation upon the
other property of the State. The tax is but
one and one-half of one per cent on the valu-
ation, while on other property in the State as
taxed by muuicipal regulations, it varies
from two to four per cent. In view of the
unusual privileges granted railroads in taking
the valuable pioperty of individuals, the
amount of valuable property such corpora=-
tions hold in the State, the tax is very light
and should be paid as promptly and freely as
any obligation of the kind.

It is evident, however, that several of these
corporations do not think so and have al-
ready indicated to the people, or ratker their
constituted authorities, that they propose to
contest the question of the right of the
State to tax railroads to the bitter end.

We have not yet heard the line ot argu-
ment persued by railroads in defense of this
position, but infer that aside from the main
poiut that they are exempt from taxation
under their charters, they plead that railroad
investments in Maine pay nothing and have
no present valae. If this is true it is very
strange tLat such stocks bave a permanent
value in the markets and that the value of
some of them have more than doubled dur-
ing the past ha!f dozen years. They will
also urge as a reason for their exemption the
great aid they have rendered in developing
the resources of the State. While we recog-
nize to the fullest extent the importance of
the railroads to the State, we are by no means
prepared t0 believe that the men who built
them were only incited by the idea that such
enterprises would be a good thing for the
State. But even if this were the case with
the original investors and stock-holders, the
proprietorship has so changed hands that the
present steck-holders cannot shelter them-
selves under any such high toned but diaph-
anous pretext.

The main resistance to the tax on the part
of some roads will be that they are exempted
from such taxation by the terms of their
charters. Their lawyers depend upon the
somewhat famous Dartmouth College decis-
ion, whicu was that when a State grants a
privilege to a corporation, ‘t has no power to
annul it, If this decision is 1o hold good, the
railroad corporasions might unite for a single
year and by the free use of money and lobby-
ists secure.a legislature whick would grant
them nearly all the rights of the people and
no subsequent body could revoke such legis-
lation. If we are correctly informed, the
tendency of later decisions, particularly
where the rights of railroads are concerned,
has been to depart from the Dartmouth Col-
lege precedent and to hold to the more seusi-
ble view that the State is not debarred from
laying a tax ou railroad corporations by rea-
son of any provisiin in their charters exeept
a money or other valuable consideration is
named in the grant of the S*ate as a rental,
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The question is the most important one to
the people of Maine that has come ap for
many years, and if the railroads propose to
test this question of the right of the State to
tax property within its limits, we trust that
they will lose no time in securing the servi-
ces of the ablest counsel to meet the skiliful
attorneys of the corporations.

A CoBREESPONDENT of the Argus at Bruns-
wick thinks it is high time to make a point
against Governor Dingley, and, in the ab-
sence of any real ground to bring an accusa-
tion, proceeds to draw upon his imagination
for the required material. The first charge
is that Hon. William Caldwell after having
been in office thirty years and acquired a
snug livtle fortune of $100,000, has had a new
office created for him at $1800 a year, the in-
ference being that Gov.Dingley made the new
place. The office of “Commissioner of the
Sinking fund” was created by the Legisla-
ture on the urgent recommendation of Hon.
J. H. Williams of Augusta, chairman of the
Ways, and Means Committee, who repre-
sented that the large business ot the office
and the constantly increasing amount of the
sinking fuud required an officer who should
be charged with the sinking fund. Mr. Wil-
liams was singled out by our reformers from
among all of the good men in the State as the
reform candidate for Governor, consequently

his suggestion on so important a subject’

could hardly fail to commend itself to the or-
dinary legislator. As to a new office created
in the Educational Department, it is a myth.
No such office has been created. The clerk-
ship bas always existed in connection with
the office and that position has simply been
filled with a newman—a change that the
Brunswick Pejepscot, for reasons that sug-
gest themselves to us, doesn’t like,

DouBTLESS the whole adult population of
this city are craving to know that the pros-
pects were never better for base-ball than
they are this season. An enterprisng St.
Louis reporter has interviewed the chgef of
the White Stockings, who tells him that
there are better clubs in the field and more of
them than ever before. Gambling is to be
entirely done away with except that legiti-
mate gamboling on the green in which frisky

spectators are permitted to indulge. In con-
clusion the chief informed the reporter that
the White Stockings were ‘daisy-cutters,”—
some sort of newfangled lawn mowers got up
to swindle Western farmers we suppose—and
that they could take a fly hot from the bat in
a way that would knock spots out of any

. club in the country. This assurance will be
very gratifying to those who have faith in
the perpetuity of our institutions,

THE Grangers report a saving of six or
eight million dollars to themselves by pur-
chasing their agricultdral implements of the
manuficturers instead of the agents and mid-
diemen. In this respect their efforts have
met with a success so gratifying that they
propose to sell their produce themselves to
the consumers instead of the middlemen,
The Grangers will find this a difficalt thing
to do and it will require long experience and
the employment of a large number of men,
who will be little different from “middlemen”
to successfully bring the producer face to face
with Ithe consumer. An exchange notes the
result in two cases where Grangers under-
took to send their crops to market, in which
the producers made a loss of $31,47 per car
on corn on which they refused an offer of for-
ty eightcents a bushel at the place of ship-
ment.

A SUBSTITUTE FOR BARK 1N TANNING.—A
weed growing in the West, and known as the
Western tannin plant, its seientific name being
Polygonum Amphibium, has been found to be
an admitable substitute for bark in the process
of tanning, and costs only about a thirtieth of
the cost of bark. It grows spontaneously and
in wonderful profusion throughout the West,
the bottom lands of the Missouri river yielding
it is said, enough to supply all the tanneries in
the country. Itcan be gathered with a mow
er, as hay is, and yields from two to four tons
to the acre. One ton of the plant yields abont
320 peunds of pure tannic aeid, the yield of oale
bark being only 80 pounds. The average cost
of bark is §12 per cord, and the costot taunic
acid produced from it is about 15 cents a pound.
The taonnin plant yields the acid at a cost of
five mills a pound. These figares have been
proved by scientific analysis and practical ex-
perieuce in the manufacture of leather. Some
Western compani s are using the plant excla-
sively in their operations, producing, it is as-
serted, very excellent leather. As the supply
of bark is lisble at no distant day to be ex-
hausted, and as the substitute is really inex-
haustible, its utilization is worthy to be consid-
ered.

Senators Chan-
dler of Michigan, Howe of Wisconsin, Sber-
man and Tharman of Ohio, are all decided
supporters of a sound currency. The news-
papers of Michigan are anti-inflation by an
unmistekable majority in numbers and in-
fluence. If there is any sectional strife on that
question, it wiil be right here at home, for the
supporters of good faith are not going to leave
the field to the inflationists; and if the latter
should tumpnrariljy carry the day, their buh-
bles will soon explode, and we shall return to a
sound currency again; although after immense
snffering.—Lansing (Mich. ) Republican.

A Steamboat Train off the Track.

Two Men Dangerously Injured.

NorwicH, Conn., &Eril 24.—The steamboat
train for Boston ran the track ocear HUI'wich
last night. Three cars were smashed. The

age master was badly hurt and burned.
One passenger, Mr, Cushing of Worcester, was
badly burned. The doctor says he cannot live.

8eth Cushing, the baggage master, of Boston,
was canght between the bagg: and pinned
there, and the hot stove and coals fell on to the
left side of his bndg. which is literally roasted,
the left arm being burned to a crisp. He was
brought to this city, and his physician deeming
it unsafe to carry hin. further, he was taken to
the American House, where he now lies in a
critical condition.

The engine was ran by engineer Cooper, who
has only recently recove from a terrible
scalding.

The baggage and smoking cars were thrown
from the rails. The first was thrown over and
the stove inside set on fire the contents.

John James, through express messenger,
jumped into the Thames and was rescaed with
only slight bruises,

All the passenger cars behind the smoking
car remained on the track. Patent air-brakes
are now attached to trains on this line and no
doubt saved many lives.

At four o’clock this morning Buperintendent
Andrews sent down an extra train, and all the
passengers have been sent on to Boston. Onl
a few were slightly bruised, and the trains will
be running regularly again to-night.
