The Washburn Family.

The election of Governor Washburn, of
Massachusetts, to the United States Senate,
has given rise to many laughable erross in re-
lasion to the “Washburn family,” who have
mme so famous lor their success in public

One of the most remarkable of them is the
fact that Frank Leslie's Illustrated Weekly
prints a picture entitled “William B. Wash-
burn, Governor of Massachusetts and Uniled
States Senator elect to fill the unexpired term
of the late Senator Sumuer—from a photo-

ph by Balch,” which is not a likeness of

vernor Willlam B. Washburn, but is a
likeness of Ex Governor Emory Washburn,
now a Professor in the Harvard Law School,
and was taken many years ago. But this is
not more droll than the mistake of two Mich-
an newspapers, one of which asserts that

new senalor was ‘“‘Minister to France,
where he remained during the memorable
Franco-Prussian war aud upon his return to
this country was elected to the governorship
of his state;"” aud the other points out that
this statement was the result of ignorance,
but at the same time makes the equally ab-
surd assertion that he *‘was the oldest con-
secutive member of Congress when Grant
made him Secretary of State on the death of
William H. Seward.” There has been noth-
ing equal to this since the confusion of the
London which described the hanging
of “Dr. Daniel Webster, the distinguished
exicographer and statesman, for the murder
of Professor Parkman.”

These curious errors justify the statement
of a few facts coucerning the ““Wasaburn
family.” Senator William B. Washburn is
not a brother of the Maine members of the
family, although we believe that heis distant~
ly relaced to them. He has always lived in
Massachusetts, was graduated at Yale College,
and was a member of the Thirty-eighth and
the Thirty-ninth Couﬂ':sses. Mr. Henry D.
‘Washburn has been also erroneously classed
with the “Washburn brothers.,” He was
born in Vermont, removed to Indiana in
early life, and was a member of the Thirty-
ninth Congress.

The ‘““Washburn brothers” were natives of
Maine, and, as the saying used to be in that
State, ‘tooi to politics as naturally as ducks
do to water.” ree of them were in Con-
gress at one time, namely: First, Elibu B.,
who represented the Galena, lllinols, dis-
trict in the Thirty-third, Thirty-fourth, Thir-
ty-fifth, Thirty-sixth, Thirty-seventh, Thirty-
nioth Congresses. He is the only member
of the family who uses the finale in his
pame. He is now, and has been for several
years Miunister to France. Second, Israel,
who represented the Bangor, Maine, district,
in the Thirty-second, Thirty-third, Thirty-
fourth, Thirty-fith and Thirtysisth Con-

resses. He is now collector of the port of
%’ortlsnd. Third, Cadwallader C., who rep-
resented the LaCrosse, Wisconsin, district in
the Thirty-fourth, Thirty-fifth, Thirty-sixth
and- Fortieth Congresses. He was ekc:]*‘d
Governor of Wisconsin In 1871, but W”“"'
feated for re-election last year, and is now fiv-
ing in retirement. Besides ibese, there were
three more brothers who have becg ore of
less known in public life. pamely : William D.

Oth-
er portions of the book aie not so. In
evidence of the lutter  statemen
we may cite the baptismal offices

uised of the Christian ministry in m.l'
Testament; yel it is repeatedly em, a
the Book of Common Prayer to describe the
ministry in this Church. A priest Is natur-
ally associated with an altar, and an altar as
natutally implies a sacrifice. We bave no
priest but Jesus, and no altar but Mount Ca-
‘vary, and no sacrifice but that ‘full, perfect,
and sufficient sacrifice, oblation, aud satis-
faction for the sins of the whole world, once
for all offered on the Cross.” In consequence
of the use of the word ‘priust’ many now be-
lieve that the Christian ministry is a sacerdo-
tal office, the Lord’s table an allar, and the
Lord’s supper a sacrifice.”

A Side-Show at the Capitol.

The most unseemly spectacle which strikes
the eye of the visitor at the nativnal capitol
this session is the performance going on in
the room of the Committee of Ways and
Means of the Touse of Representatives. All
winter long this Commiltee, ranking first in
importance of the whole list and just now es-
pecially invested with respopsibilities, arising
out of its natural relation to financial ques
tions, has been engaged in investigaling
transactions of the Treasury Department and
of revenue officers, It seems quite obvious
tog, that the questivnable business has been
carried on with a relish altogether out of

keeping with any inherent attractiveness
there can possibly be in it and to an extent
calculated to weary the patience and provoke
the anger alike of Congress and the country.
In so far as it is necesrary to arrive al facts
for the purpose of correcting abuses and pro-

moting official purity, such inquisitions are:

proper enough ; but when they are prolonged
far beyond the point where any new light
can possibly be thrown upon the practices
which it is desigued to correct, they become
offensive alike to good taste and public
morality.

Now, for months, the associated press dis-
patches have been freighted with start-
ling revelations of official malfeasance
wrought out with elaberate dramatic coloring
and ether concomitants of sensational writ-
ing.” All this, to be sure, may be consistent
with a patriotic desire to extirpate abuses,
and may be iuspired Dby lofty motives,
but to the average mind the whole
thing is liable to the suspicion of being largely
impe<lled by the desire to make political capi-
tal for the fall elections. For what possible
object can be gained in the direction of re-
form by gathering in the lobbies of the eapi-
tol all themen who have been charged with
violations of the revenue laws—and who have
bought their way out of prosecutions—and
listening for hours to pathetic stories of their
treatment by the brigands whose atrocities
they revel in dilating upon at prodigious
length. All the facts in these cases can be as-
certained, in a very short time, from the De-
partment. They are matters of record. A
committee room is neither a court nor a
theatre, and therefore not the place to try is-
sues,—much less to decide questions on ex
parte statements,—nor the place to listen to
heart-rending or soul-stirring declamations
either from accused parties or their advocates.

The country has had a surfeit of investiga-
tions for the past two years, and all of them
seem to be conducted on the principle ol
making as much noise as possible with very
little concern about attaining practical re-
sults. It is safe to say that so far as
they ' were fintended as money saving
agencies they have proved hopeless failures
for they have cost ten times as much as they
have come to. If on the other band they
were meant to subserve the more laudable
purpose 'of promoting integrity, efficiency
and striet accountability in official station,
they have fallén short of their purpose sim-
Dly because they have been eonducted with
80 little judicial impartiality, and with sach =
tremendous flourish of trumpets and spirit of

* Buncombe.

The current performance before the Com-
mittee of Ways and Means forms no excep-
tion to this rule, On the contrary it seems
to have been put upon the boards with so
much regard to stage effect that it promises
to-eclipse all previous spectacalar shows on
the national stage.

" Every new comer to Washington who has
a grievance, or a tale of woe, is hunted up by
the .uanagers, put at rehearsal, and then
placed before. the footlights to speak his
‘piece. “ Barnum is not more keen of scent for
curiosities of the’animal kingdom than the
Committee of Ways and Means is to find
somz man who can regale its members with
an affecting narrative of wrongs he has suf-
fered at the hands of his government. And
care is taken that the story shall be sent on

- 118 travels through the telegraph and woven
into texts wkereon the “independent” sheets
which constitute such an impertant element
in modern literature can base pitiful lamenta-
tions upon the utter degeneracy and irre-
claimable depravity of American citizens.

If any good could possibly come of this
getting upon the houseteps, and proclaiming
what an iniquitous people we are, we should
still find it difficult to reconcile ourselves to
such a wretched method of promoiing re-
form, Bat we don’t believe in the system.
The, way to deal with errors is to remedy

-them, not to sereech about them. Nor is it
by any means an effective way of inspiring
“the rising generation with an abhorrence of
immorali_y to familiarize them with it by in-
cessaut proclamation of its univerzality. We
are getling tired of the cant and snivel which
is perpetually expending itself in moans over
the dreadtul wickedness of our times, es_
pecially in view of the fact that, in our judg-
ment, the world is full of signs of the gradual
.and constant growth of the human race in
knowledge and gooduvess, and that this ten-
dency Lo improvement is nowhere more no-
‘ticeable than in our political circles, _If any
one is inclined to dispute this let him con-
“trast the moral, social and political condition
of Washingion to-day with what it was at

.any. period prior to Lincoln’s advent, The
Llime bas been within the memory of men
now sitting in the United States Senate,

-when during a Congressional session a third

“of the members in each 'house, were in a

".condilion of unmistakable intoxication—

‘when gaming was the prevailing vice of . the
eapital, and when licentiousness was too gen-
eral to excite surprise, much less rebuke,

_All these things have changed. Washington
society has improved marvellously in every
respect. Intemperance is scarcely known at
all in the halls of Congress, and the utmost
decorum and propriety of life constitute the
rule, to which there are few exceptions.
And yet we are told, day by day, what a sink
of .corruption the national capital is. The
statement is a libel on the American people,
and deserves mnot merely coutradiction but
reprobation.

We are not at all ayerse to any and every
praper. lnquiry into the conduet of public
affairs, and the fitness of public men, We
are as heartily for reforin as anybody can be,
and will support. every measure that shall tend
to advance it. But we do entertain a strong
eonviction that the Ways and Means Com-
mittee has engaged in a business quite be-
‘neath its dignity, and pursued it with an ex-
tremely inju licious propensity for sensation
and clap-trap, and that the sooner it turns
over its properties and scenery to some minor
and special commiltee, and abandons the
show business, to engage in something more
serious and important, the sooner it wij

meet the just expectations of the country,

-and enhance the claims to respect of the

members who compose it.

tle with time. Itis God's land as he made it,
not smoothed and clipped and fashioned after
man’s design  Dainty flowers from a royal
robe for the earth, but they are so dainiy—some
of them—so delicate that they die when the
sun kisses them. Rich treasures of ore of all
kiuds lie underneath the surface, which now
only the mole, and the wolf, and the wood-
chuck mine. This is the land of leisure, where
the soil needs but to be caressed to bring forth
froit an hundred fold. It is a perfect Lotus
land, and one looks instinctively for the Lotus
flower.
There arein this Territory, comprising an
‘| area of 53,000,000 acres, abont the size of New
England, twanty five different tribes of In-
dians, comprising a J)Opl.llltlnn of about 70,000,
including whites and neeroes. The more popu-
lous and influential tribes are the following:
Cherokees, 17,500 population; Choctaws. 15,-
000; Creeks, 13,000; Chickasaws, 5000; Semi-
noles, 2,500; Osages, 3,600; Cheyennes and Ar-
apahoes, 3,300; Shawnuees, 1000. Among these,
aﬂneeiall'_\r among the Creeks, Cherokees and
Choctaws are small remnants of other tribes,
too few to maintain their individuality and rap-
idly passing away. The Osages were the origi-
nal owners oi the country, but to-day they are
the weakest of all the tribes.  In the treaties
with the government it was stipulated that
these Indians might hold their homes in the
Territory forever. The land is theirs, and they
have large annuities, which are making them
very rich so that when the country is opened
for settlers the land and money apportioned
these ontcasts will be as wealthy a people as
can be found in all the States. e annuity of
the Cherokees amonuts to $350,000; of the
Choctaws $250,000; of the Creeks §175.000: of
the Chickasaws $100,000; of the Beminoles $20,
000. These funds are beld in_trudt in Wash-
ington; the tribe government being supported
from t"lem. €0 that the red man pays mno taxes.
The Cherokees have make the greatest ad
vance in civilization and it is from the capital
of their natiou that my letter is dated. They
are generally on a par with the average front-
iersman, as far as intelligence and cultivation
is coucerned. They live on farms scattered
~miles apart, each su‘;jg:min% himself as best he
can, and waiting indifferently for an-indefinite
something, to him unknown, They are of a
restless, undecided disposition, idle, and shift-
Jess and dirty,not from their own fault,for some
of them who have had advantag are model
ers and business men, but simply from the
unfortonate circumstances in which they are
laced. The government supplies them with
and and houser; they know that they and
their children will always be cared for, and
thus they have no incentive to work, and no
awbition to improve. They raise only what
prodnee they need, and simply desire to make
aliving. Theiridea of money and its value is
small, and their wants are few. An occasional
‘“‘variety store,” kept by a white man, who has
ingratiated himself by marrying a balf breed
wife, supplies them with the luxuries of life,
and in that country life seems to have no ve-
cessities. Their government is similar to that
of our States allhth thay are responsible to
the United States only indirectly. The Chero-
kees elect a chief, & second chief,a Legislature,
three judges and three sheriffs every four years.
At uah the sessions of the Legislature and
the courts are heid, beginning in November
and continuing thirty da{u. The present chief
is William P.ibm, a half b

, & graduate of
Princeton Col , and a gentleman of culture
and excellent address. e unerstands per-

fectly the condition of his people, and it is un-

de?!.ood is personally in favor of apportioning
thie territory and admitting white settlers, over
whom there is now a ban, unless they become
“eitizens and marry into the tribe. Hundreds

have done this; and baring an uncer tain . tem-
pair the half breeds are said to make excellent
wives.

DAMAGING EVIDENCE AGAINST THE AMERICAN
BANK NOTE COMPANY,

The banking and eurrency ocommittee Wed-
nesday, in taking testimony in regard to the
bank note companies which do printing for the
Treasury, had placed in their possession copies
of latters addressed by the American Bauk
Note Company of New York to the secretary
of the rebel treasury in 1861, offering co print
curreney for the Confede and p ing a
means of communication. To-night the agents
of the company thus implicated have succeeded
in obtaining these letters and keeping them

A MYSTERY EXPLAINED.

The special of the Boston Journal of Thurs-
day evening says that the morning papers con-
toin a singular business eard. It is the an-
nouncement of the dissolution of the firm of
Alexander R. Shepherd & Co., Ny the retire-
ment of Wm. G. Moore, oue of the four part-
ners. This card explains the great mystery of
the two duys' secret session of the Distriet In-
vestlgating Committee,

The evidence bas not been made public, but
it is known that the testimony tnken daring
these two days pointed to the fact that Moore
received part of the money whieh Chnitlesden
gave Kirtland. Moore was himself examined
last night. The examipnation showed that
Moore did receive the mouey, bat it did nct in-
dicate that Shepherd knew of the fact, cr pe-
ceived any of the money. Friends of Shep
hegd, and Shepherd h:mself, declare that
Moore's action is infamous, aud that Shepherd
had vo knowledge of it, and that had Shep-
berd received a bribe from De Golger and Me-
Clelland, he would not have eancelled their
contract whea less than half completed. Moore
was Andrew Johnson’s Private Secretary, and
there were curious stories current conceming
hrm in impeochment days. It does not yet ap-
pear whether this new evidence impesches
Chittenden’s testimony, or whether Chittenden
was really deluded by Kirtland. The sum
which went to Moore is very large.  The disso-
lution foliowed directly upon knowledge of the
fact of Moore's complicity.

Base BaLn RuLes.—The New York Herald
says:—The professionals and amateurs play
under d*Berent rules, thosa govening the for-
mer class baving been materially altered st the
meeting of the professioval association held in
Boston last month.

The latest and most absurd amend-
ment to the roles is the one recﬁ:irfng the um-
pire to call ail balls sent in by the pitcher which
are not over the base as “wides,” instead of
calling them “balls,” as heretofore. The intel-
lectaal luminary who fathers this ruleis the
same who, only a year ago, had one passed re

uiring an umpire to beall? every ball—save
the first one pitched—that the pitcher might
send in a little too low or a little high,
or a little to one side or the other
of the base. This rule was exceedingly ab
surd, and, had it been carried outto the letter,
would bave rained the game, forit gave the
pitcher no latitude whatever. No man, how-
ever proficient as a pitcher, can put the ball
Just in the right snpt every time, and he shoald
therefore, be allowed to deliver at least two
balls without subjecting himself to the penalty
of having them “called”” and the striker given
his base. But, as though the object were to
fly from one extreme to another, both of them
uonsensical and absurd, a rule is now adopted
restriéting the umpire to “calling™ every third
ball pitched over the plate, but not at the
proper height, and requiring him to call each
ball a “wide’” that goes outside or inside the
home base, so that, while last season a man
could be given a base on four balls pitched, this
year the pitcher can deliver at least twelve
balls before a base can be given. An effort
was made to have the amatear association in-
dorse and adopt this rule, bt they wonld have

Barton; that he was authorized by said French
and Butler to offer Shanuon twelve thounsand
dollars in gold for said boat; this offer was
made at each of the three several times of call-
ing, and each time refuscd by said Shanunon, he
alleging the ‘‘Burton” cost him thirty-five
thousand doilars; the said “Burton’” was at
the time of these offers in the possession of the
United States, and was 1o be purchased subject
to that seizure; he told Shannon he would ney-
er get possession of the *“Barton,” and he had
better take the twelve thonsand dollars than
nothing; that deponent was interested with
aaid Freach and Butler to the exient of one-
third interest, and that deponent understood,
in case of the purchase being made, Geueral
Benjamin F. Butler would release the said boat
from seizure.

A Frieatrur Disaster.—The North China
Herald of February 26th, records a terrible ac-
cident as having taken place at Hong Kong on
the 13th, to the mail steamer Wan Loong,
which plied between that port and Canton.
The vesscl started with two or three hundred
Ppassengers on board, and got clear of her moor-
jngs all right, but in taking a turn to avoid a
German yacht lying near .she gave a roll in-
wards in the circle she was describing. On ber
upper decks were a large number of Chinese,
and a the sway they all fan to the other side,
a movement which at once brought the vessel
over, The dead weight at the low side kept
her from righting herself again, and her slant-
fog attitude prevented those on the top from
getting to the high side. 8o the vessel went
right over, and at once sank. Jnst before she
went down a wild ery arose from those on
board. Boats were immediately despatched to
the rescue of the engulfed passengers, and a
large number were saved, bat still it is feared
that a hundred, if not more, were drowned, in-
cluding at least one European.

FRIGHTFUL TRAGEDY.

A Mmderer Kills His Keeper.

Hupsox, April 30.—James Waltz, the mur-
derer, sentenced to be hanged at Catskill to-
morrow, killed his keeper, Charles Ernst, in his
cell, at 3 o’clock this alternoon, by strik’ng lhim
ou the head with a piece of 1ron, smashing 1o
the skull, During the past week officer Ernst
bas gonarded Waltz in his cell in order that he
should commit no injury to himself,

The muarder had been committed gome time
before discovered. George Oluey, with a re-
porter, weot to the cell of Waltz and called for
Ernest, but no answer being re‘urned, they
looked through the cell door and saw him lying
on the cell floor unconscions. The officer's re-
volver was found in the possession of Waltz.
The vietim lived fifteen miontes after meadical
aid was summoned. The prisoner manitests a
stolid indifference as to his horrible deed. The
excitement at Catskill is intense, and &t least
2000 persons are c. llected around the jail,
threxening to break down the doors and lynch
the prisoper. The sheriff is cool and determin
ed to myiontain order and carry out the sentence
of the court., 1If the mob do not take the mat-
ter into their bands Waltz will be hanged about
one o’clock to-morrow. The Governor has been
appenled to, and two companies of militia have
been ordered from Albaoy to Catskill.

New Yorg, April 30.—Three new weighers
were installed at the Custom House at galaries
of 81600, $1400 and 31200, in the place of nine-
teen at 2600 each. The deputies, clerks and
foremen who have performed all the manaal
lubur were sworn in a3 warrant officers of the
government.

Hearing before the Ways and Means Com-
mittee. f

WasaiNaroN, April 30.—The room of the
Ways and Means Committes was well filled to-
day with gentlemen interested in the manufact-
ure of iron and particularly steel.

Wm. H. Weed of New York, said that he
was amanufacturer of axes and edged tools,
Mr, Dana, who gave his views yesterday, left
but little to say. Their business was the sawe,
except that the larger portion of the articles
manufactured by him was exported to foreign
countries. The cost of the goods is about one
half in laber. Cousiderable American steel is
used, but it was cheaper to use English, al-
thongh it costs twenty cents where American
steel costs fifteen cents. He believed that
nine-tenths of all the axes made here are of
English steel, Much of the steel called Amer
ican is really English steel because it is made
of the same foreign materials as English steel
and he aud those with whom he was assuciutcd
asked for a specific duty on steel.

Wallace Barnes of Dristol, Ct., desired
the modification of the present tariff in behalf
of clock spring steel.

J, U. Hubberd of West Waterville, Me.,
asked for a specific duty on steel which enter-
ed in the manufacture of scythes,

Henry Cressman of Mass., asked a_reduction
of duty on steel which entered into the manu-
facture of edge tools,

Richard T. Buek of Milbury, Mass., manu-
facturer of chisels and gouges, showed that
under tha present tariff the English conld uu-
dersell them in the American market from 10
to 13 ver cent. and therefore he asked a reduc-
tion of duty on steel.

Johu B, Taff, an importer of Boston, bricfly
addressed the committee in favor of a_specitic
instead of an advalorem duty ou steel.  This
would yield more revenpe than now, be more
satisfactory to those interested in the trade,
and a saving of expeuse to the government.
He read an amendwent Lo the tariff law, which
he said wovld be satisfactory to the manufact-
urers interested, proposing a specific duty of
2k cents per pounioun all kinds of steel.

At noou the commitiee proceeded to a private
cousideration of the business.

District Envestigation.

In the District of Columbia Investigating
Committes Lhis morning, Gov. Shepherd sub-
mitted six letters bearing on the De Golyer and
Melellun coutract. It appeared from his evi-
dence Wi G. Moore, a partner of Gov. Shep-

The Steel Interest.

In Committee of Ways and Means this after-
noon Charles A. Converse of Norwich, Cono.,
representing the Hopkins & Allen Arms Man-
ufacturing Company, said if the American
wanufacturers of steel make a good article they
would give them all their orders, and thati
the change were effected in the tariff so as to
give a specific daty of 2 or 21-2 cents a pound
on steel it would be a great belp towards the
exportation of military weapons to foreign
countries. American manafacturers of arws
have now the preference in South America. 1f
our manufacturers had a concession of steel,
American arms would be distributed over all
foreign countries.

Mr. Abbott, of Abbott & Howard of Boston,
and New York agents for Thos. Firth & Son ot
Sheflield, appeared before the Committee to
urge the simplification of a method of imposing
a duty on steel in justice to the dealers in steel
aud to the advantage of the goverumeunt. Hae
coucluded by advocating a wuniform and
specific rate of duty per pound in order to avoid
ingongruities under the present tariff.

The committee adjourned until to-morrow
when the representatives oa the opposite side
of the question will be heard.

r. E. B. Hoar of Mass., replied that the pur-
pose of the restriction wag that if an American
citizen chose to enter into civil or military ser-
vice of a foreign power it should not be the du-
ty of the American government to assert its
jurisdietion over him or to.look after him or in-
terfere with him, The present law of the Gers
man empire was that any peison going into the
service of that government became tnereby a
citizen of Germany. 1t worked nawuralization.
This bill did not provide that an American who
entered  the service of a foreign power should
thereby permanently loose hig eitizenship,

Mr, Tremain of New York, asked him to re-
ply to the assertion that such persons returning
to this eountry  would not be at liberty to re-
sume their citizenship or be naturalized.

Mr. Hoar repiied that that was the great mis-
take whizh ran through the whole of Mr.
Hale's speeeh. This bill did not say that sach
persons should cease to be citizens of the Unit-
ed States but only that they shonid not be re-
garded as subject to the jurisdiction of the
United States.

The House passed from the consideration of
that bill and took up the Senate amendments
to the House bill relative to the” Louisville &
Portland Canal. The debate which lasted over
three hours was closed by Mr. Whealer of New
York, who insisted vhat the bill should contain
a provision that no money shonld be paid ont
under it unless the State of Kentoeky should
cede to the United States jurisdiction over the
canal with all its property and _appurkenances,
and should relinquish to the Urited States the
rizht to assess it so long as tha United States
shall remain the owner, and ghould pay to the
United States all taxes assessed and  collected
for the canal from the passage of the act till
such session. He offered an amendment to the
effect. He noticed and repelled with a good
deal of indignation aspersions upon his charac-
ter and motives, indulzed in gv soma of the
Western papers on account of the position
which he bad beretofore taken and still held in
regard to that bill. Mr. Wheeler's amend-
ment wus rejected, yeas 23, nays 143.  The bill
was then passed without a division amd goes to
the President.

Mr. Hazelton from the Election Committee
made a report in the Utah contested election,
tiat Mr. Ciaunnon, the sitting member, is entit-
led to the seat and that Maxwell the contestant
is not.  He gave notice that he would eali it up
for action berenfter and would then offer a res-
olation reciting that Cannon, the sitting mem-
ber, is openly living and cohibiting with four
women a4 his wives under the pretended sanc-
tion of a system of polygamy to the great scan-
dal and disgrace of the people and government
of the United States, and providing for the ap-
puintment of a committee to inguire into the
macter and recommend such action as shall
seem proper.

The House at 5 o'clock p. m. adjourned.
