BROKEN AND SPLICED RAILS. 

estlmony In the Suit of the Boston, 
Concord and Montreal. 

Concobd, N. H.. April 24.-Several section 
en and engineers were called by the plain- 
ffs this forenoon in the suit in equity 
rought by the Boston, Concord and Mon- 
eal directors against the Boston and Maine, 
be witnesses testified that the road is in 
}od condition in some places and bad in 
thers; the number of hands employed on 
)me sections lias been reduced and the sup- 
lies have not been furnished. On cross-ex- 
mination, it appeared that under the Lowell 
mnagement the bridges have been greatly 
nproved and that there have been no serious 
ccidents. One train last winter was thrown 
rom the track by a broken rail. 
William Caswell, foreman of the Warren 
ummit section for eleven years, testified that 
e found between 100 and 127 broken rails in 
is section during the past winter, and near- 
r all within a distance of three-fourths of a 
lile, in a piece of woods where the ground 
•as frozen solid. The cause ofltbe breaks 
/as that the rails were too hard. Only one 
ccident occurred on his section on account 
f bad track. 
Jonathan N. Long, of Jlalton, testified that 

lie rails on his section were mostly pieces 
rom 6 to 28 feet in length. The track men 
re re not furnished with iron and when the 
ails broke had to cut and splice. Said he: 
No new rails have been furnished for two 
ears. There were two derailments owing to 
ad joints last winter, and three broken frogs, 
n my section.

LABOR AND CAPITAL TO BE PARTNERS. 

The Plan of Co-operation to be Tried 
In a Maine Shoe Factory. 

A Lynn Capitalist Who Has a Solu- 
tion for the Labor Troubles. 

Partnership Plan Large Enough to 
Take in All Hands. 

Lynn, Mass., April 24.—One of the promi- 
nent shoe manufacturers of this city, who 
has a large shoe factory in Maine, on the 
Kennebec below Augusta, and who has been 
led by the great strikes among the shoe mak- 
ers of this city to make a somewhat exten- 
sive study of the relations of labor and capi- 
tal, has lately perfected a novel plan [for ad- 

mitting his employers to a share of the busi- 
ness. This plan, which he will very soon 

put in operation in his Gardiner factory, he 
has disclosed for the Press as follows: 

“1 have been in the business of manufac- 
turing shoes a good many years. For a lone 
time I operated a factory here in Lynn, and 
I am one of those who have been driven tc 
M aine by the war which has of late yean 
raged between labor and capital here in 
Lynn. My factory in Lynn I still own, but 
X do not operate it. I have transferred my 
business entirely to Maine, and ito that field 
I shall devote myself. 

"Of the turmoils here in Lynn I have been 
a student as well as a sufferer by them. And 
I have observed this: that there are a large 
portion of the operatives to whom labor 
troubles are distasteful. They are, as might 
be expected, a thrifty portion, who want tc 
lay up something and get ahead. (They are, 
and have been for some time, heartily tired 
of the agitations here In Lynn. But they 
are outnumbered and overpowered by a noisy 
element that favors strikes and boycotts 
and, in fact, wants to run the factories that 
are owned by someone else. 

“My plan is to separate these workmen 
from the rest, make a class of them if you 
please; and put them on such a footing that 

they will feel that they have too much inter- 

est in the business to strike, and in such 
good circumstances that their example shall 
have a good effect on other workmen who are 

inclined to be less provident and steady. My 
plan is not simple co-operation, because I do 
not believe that a company of even the most 
intelligent operatives are fitted for the suc- 
cessful management of a large business in 
these days of close competition. Neither do 
I believe that the profit sharing plan has in 
it the elements of permanence, because it is 
not strictly just that capital should take all 
the risks, pay the current prices for wages 
and then divide its profits with operatives 
who themselves take none of the risks of the 
business, and are at any time liable to jeop- 
ardize it by foolish and ill advised strikes. I 
do not believe that laborers are children, to 
whom surplus profits should be dealt out as 
gifts without tneir understanding anything 
of the business which euables the employer 
to favor them; neither do I believe that the 
laborers of the present time, or at least the 
laborers in the shoe factories, are as a rule 
of sufficient business experience and ability 
to establish and operate industries them- 
selves. The business of a shoe factory can- 
not be run in town meeting, neither do 1 be- 
lieve it necessary for it to Be managed by an 
autocrat. By my plan 1 endeaver to strike 
the mean. The 'laborers are to share the 
profits, but they must share the responsibili- 
ty. They are to have an advisory voice in 
the management of the business, but the 
conduct of the business is to rest with capi- 
tal. 

“I will explain practically the scheme 
which I am putting into execution in my 
Maine factory. I have there, I will say, two 
hundred and fifty operatives. They are all 
of the best class of workmen, and I propose 
to keep them so if I can. I shall say to them: 
‘I propose to give you a share of the profits 
of this business, but you must also share its 
losses. Each of you must put up one hun- 
dred dollars. This will make an aggregate 
sum of twenty-five thousand (dollars. This 
is the amount you put into the business. I 
will put in an equal amount and we have a 

capital stock of fifty thousand dollars, on 
which we will conduct the business of manu- 

facturing shoes. We will manage the busi- 
ness by a board of, say, five directors, of 
whom you shall select two and 1 three. I 
take a majority of the directors because, al- 
though I have only an even half of the cap- 
ital, 1 have alone the skill and experience 
necessary to conduct the business. There- 
fore it is right that 1 should retain the direct- 
ing power, while you are to have sufficient 
representation to enable you to know how you 
are being dealt with.’ With the relations of in- 
terest and power thus settled, I propose to 
begin business. I shall consider myself a 
laborer like the rest of them, but as I have 
the experince I shall Be manager of 
the business while they are operatives. 

“I shall receive a salary sufficient to give 
me the 1 iving that a superintendent in my 
position would be expected to.lhave; they 
are to have the wages that are necessary to 
give them the livings to ,which they are ac- 
customed, nothing more. I shall assume 
that the wages which they are at present 
getting are about the living rate with them. 
1 intend that myself, ana they, too, shall 
just get a living from the wages. Every- 
thing else of the profits, except, of course, 
what is necessary for incidental expenses, is 
to go to capital. At the end of the year the 
directors will estimate the profits. Fifty 
per cent of them will be laid aside for a re- 
serve fund, the other 50 per cent will be dis- 
tributed to the capital. To this reserve fund 
additions will be made until it becomes suffi- 
ciently large to insure against any probable 
years of loss. Then the whole profits will 
be divided to the capital. Of course this 
gives me half the profits; but I have fur- 
nished half tiie capital, and it is to capital 
that the profits are applied Both they and 
1 have already been paid wages according to 
our relative degrees of skill, experience and 
efficiency. I 

“I fully expect that this plan will give me 
the best class of workmen, for the poorer 
and more turbulent cannot put up the capi- 
tal. I think the business can bemauaged so 
that the workingmen will be satisfied and 
contented, and so prosperous that their ex- 

ample will lead other laborers to be prudent 
in order that they may get places in similar 
co-operative undertakings or partnerships.”

SPEECHES MADE ON BOTH SIDES. 

First Day of the Debate on the Dark 

Lantern Bill. 

Mr. Reed States the Position of the 

Republicans. 

Some Washington News of Interest 

to Maine People. 

Washington, April 24.—The House re- 

sumed in committee of the whole the discus- 
sion of the Mills tariff bill, Mr. McMillin of 

Tennessee, having the floor in advocacy of 

the measure. 

Unanimous consent that all gentlemen 
might be allowed to print in the Record any 
remarks upon the subject of the tariff, was 

asked, but Mr. Reed of Maine objected. 
Mr. McMillin said that the Congress that 

appointed the tariff commission of 1883, find- 

ing the rate of taxation averaged about 43 

per cent, under the pretence of revising it, 
left it so that it since reached 47 per cent. 

The people had no relief. The tariff was 

higher today than at any time during the 
war. Commenting on the surplus, Mr. Mc- 
Millin said: “We are drawing money from 

commerce, and locking It up in the treasury 
at such a rate that it is only a question of 
time when stringency will set in, panics be- 

gin and ruin follow. We are robbing com- 

merce of its life blood, »nd the people of the 

means of paying their taxes and debts. All 
sorts of jobs are proposed to Congress, and 
all sorts of jobbers are flocking here. Mr. 
Kelley demanded the repeal of the internal 
revenue system, yet the Republican party 
was responsible for that system. When 
Judge Keiley was chairman of the ways and 
means committee, he did not repeal it. The 
internal revenue yields >120,000,000 and the 
annual surplus is only sixty millions, so if 
the internal revenue laws be repealed. It 
would leave a deficiency of sixty millions, 
with nothing to raise this deficiency from 
that the people will allow to be taxed. We 
must determine whether we will reduce the 
tax on whiskey or on clothing and sugar. 
The contest narrows down to one between 
the drunkard’s belly and the poor man s 

back." 
After reviewing what the tariff has cost, 

especiallv the destruction of the carrying 
trade he said: “While the government has 
thrown up tariff walls without, monopolists 
have joined hands within for the purpose of 

putting up prices, and plunderiug the people 
through devices known as trusts, pools and 
combines.'’ 

The Speaker then described the different 
kinds of trusts flourishing and their results. 
Touching upon the decay of foreign com- 

merce, he attributed it to a high tariff. 
Mr. McMillin was here interrupted by Mr. 

Dingley, with a question whether commerce 
had not fallen off from 1855 to.lSUl, .prior to 
the enactment of the high tariff.

present high tariff, commerce had fallen Into 
a state of utterdecay. He inquired whether 
Mr. Dingley favoring a policy which permit-

brought into a home port. 

Mr. Dingley replied that he favored the 
policy, inaugurated by Washington, of con- 

fining American registries to vessels built in 
this country. | Applause on the Republican 
side.] 

Mr. McMillin referred to James Russell 
Lowell as a distinguished member of the Re- 
publican party,which was received with deri- 
sive laughter from the Republican side. He 
remarked that Lowell had been the Represen- 
tative of the last administration to the court 
of St. James. 

“Benedict Arnold was a major general in 
the Continental army,” was Mr. Kelley’s 
comment. 

Mr. McMillin concluded his speech amid 
loud applause from his party colleagues. 

Mr. Burrows, 
of Michigan, followed in opposition. The 
possible 875,000,000 surplus at the end of the 
next fiscal year must be averted. The ever 

accumulating surplus not only invited profli- 
gacy, but insured swift financial disaster. 
The method by which the reduction was to 

oe accomplished had become the main point 
of the controversy. The Republican paity 
insisted that the protective system should 
aot be disturbed except so far as might be 

aecessary to correct its incongruities and 
oarmonlze its provisions. If Congress fol- 
lowed the lead of the President, and secured 
ihe reduction by such a revision of the tariff 
is he proposed, leaving untouched, as he 
suggested, the internal revenue system, not 
only would the protective system be destroy- 
ed, but the nation would be out on the high- 
way of free trade. In this contest the Re- 
oublican party took the side of protection, 
ind would resist to its uttermostany attempt 
;o cripple American industries, destroy 
American capital or pauperize American la- 
oor. The eras of protection in the country 
lad been eras of prosperity. The eras of 
'ree trade had been eras of depression and 
Itsiater. 

The passage of the bill would destroy the 
ivool industry. When it was ruined we 
vould be bound hand and foot at the mercy 
if the foreign producer. The chairman of 
he committee of ways and means hopes the 
neasure will pass. There is not a member 
>f the Cobden club, or a free trader in the 
United States who is not in sympathy with 
iiui. Free trade England stands on tiptoe 
n expectation and screams with delight. 
‘Let me warn you, gentlemen of the Sodth,” 
laid Mr. Burrows, “that this measure bodes 
10 good to vou. It will arrest the invest- 
nent of capital, and bring your industries to 

stand still. There is no portion of the 
country where the measure should meet 
nore united and determined opposition than 
n the South. Outward circumstances have 
leretofore retarded her material progress, 
iut the way is now open for her to mareli un- 

mpeded to a splendid industrial future. The 
idvance is already sonnded. He who does 
lot respond will find himself without party, 
md without following.” 

When Mr. Burrows concluded the commlt-

THE ISLAND STEAMERS. 

Where the Several Llr.es Will Run 
the Coming Season. 

In former years the island season usually 
commenced about June 15tb, and it was at 
that date the one or two steamers that then 
embraced the sole excursion carrying facili- 
ties in our harbor, started on their regular 
trips. Of late years, however, with the 

building up of the islands by cottagers, and 
the establishment thereon of large hotels 
and boarding bouses, the number of steam- 
ers has largely Increased, and the season 

put forward to the first of May. 
CASCO BAT COMPANY. 

Of all the companies running boats to the 
islands, the most important is the new Casco 
Steamboat Company, formed of the Forest 

City and JStar corporations, consolidated, 
'i'be time-table has just been issuad, and by 
it it will be seen that trips will be made to 
Peaks’, Cushing’s, Long and Little and 
Great Diamond Islands and (return, from 
5.45 a. m. to 6.50 p. m., about every half hour 
dally. The boats of this line are staunch 
and commodious, and the officers who have 
so long been favorites will remain In com- 

mand. The Forest Queen will run to Long 
Island and Intermediate landings. The 
Emita and Forest City to Peaks’ and Cush- 
ing’s ; the Cadet will run on th* lower route, 
and the Express and Minnehaha will remain 
as spare boats. The company will have an 

elegant new station at Custom House wharf, 
150x65 feet in size. The entrance to the 
boats will be through the bnllding, and the 
exits and entrances at either end. The 
ticket office will be near the boats, where the 
ticket-takers will be stationed, and all per- 
sons who accompany friends to the boats 
will have the privileges of the waiting rooms 

without having to buy tickets to pass into 
the building. The directors’ and manager’s 
roams will be located up stairs in the build- 
ing, and the spacious ladies and gentlemen’s 
waiting rooms, with all toilet conveniences, 
will be found on the first story. The walk 
down the wharf will be widened and fences 
so (placed that all leaving and taking the 
boats will avoid contusion. A ten nae ticket 

on the boats will be one dollar, one dollar 
for a twenty ride scholar ticket, and three 
dollars for a fifty ride adult ticket, the latter 
to be sold only to residents and cottagers at 
the islands after they move down. Single 
round trip adult tickets will be twenty five, 
and children’s fifteen cents. Tickets will al- 
so be issued in connection with the Green- 
wood Garden and Pavilion, which places 
will be further embellished and provided 
with excellent amusements. It is under- 
stood that the Garden will be newly laid out 
and beautified by the addition of choice 
shrubs and trees. 

The class of entertainments to be afforded 
at Peaks’ Island this summer will fully equal 
those of any summer resort in the country. 
Tbe best talent will be secured and the boats 
run so that the islanders, as well as the city 
people can enjoy them. The new Ottawa on 
Cushing’s Island will be one of the finest 
hotels in New England, and in situation and 
management equal to the best. 

During July and August a landing will be 
made at Cape Cottage for the convenience of 
the cottagers on tbo shore roads and the 
boarders at the Cape Cottage and boarding 
houses in that vicinity. During these 
months also the Minnehaha will be used as a 
landing trip boat, that is she will ply be- 
tween tbe different islands without coming 
to the city. As the habit has been in former 
years a cottager or visitor at one of the 
islands couldn’t visit another island without, 
as a rule, first coming to the city before 
reaching home again. This arrangement 
will do away with this objection and also af- 
ford an opportunity for the boats plying be- 
tween the city and islands to take more pas- 
sengers from the city. The boats of this 
line will accommodate the following num- 
ber of passengers: Forest City, 630; Forest 
Queen, 300; Emita, 430; Cadet, 330; Express, 
250; Mimnehaha, 150; or a total of 2330 al- 
lowed by law. 

STEAMER GREENWOOD. 

The steamer Greenwood w as entitled to 
carry 150 passengers last year but tbe cap- 
tain thinks that she will be allowed to carry 
200 this season. Captain Byron Dean will 
command her this season, F. M. Weeks will 
be engineer, Samuel Dean, mate and F. M 
Weber, clerk. The boat will be newly paint- 
ed, a new propeller will be put on and her 
cabin will be newly carpeted, upholstered 
and furnished with handsome new;curtains 
and draperies. A new water tank was com! 
pleted yesterday and tbe boat |ls now being 
prepared to receive a coat of paint. 

About tbe last of May the steamer will be 
ready to run on tbe summer time table, and 
will make twelve round trips per day be- 
tween Burnham’s wharf ana Peak’s Island, 
instead of thirteen as last year. The boat 
will touch at Trefethen’s and Jones’s land- 
ings and will return at night, leaving the isl- 
and to accommodate the theatre travel. The 
boat will leave Burnham’s wharf, this city, 
for the first morning trip at 5.53 o’clock. A 
new plank walk will be built down Burn- 
ham’s wharf. 

STEAMER PHANTOM. 

The steamer Phantom, of the Freeport 
line, is now running on the winter time table, 
but about tbe last of May she will begin on 

the summer time table, making two round 

trips per day. The steamer will be com- 

manded by Captain Townsend, and Frank 
Lockrey will be engineer. |As the boat was

Is allowed to carry about 150 passengers. 
The steamer Haidee, of this line, is at pres- 
ent for sale and so it has not yet been deter- 
mined what will be done with her. 

HARPSWELI, STEAMBOAT COMPANY. 

This company will add to their other boats 
the fine new steamer Merryconeag, Captain 
L. Long; clerk. James Lightford; engineer, 
George W. Doughty. The steamer will car- 

ry 600 passengers and is expected to be a 

very fast sailer. She is now at the Portland 

Company’s works having her machinery 
put in. She will make two round trips per 
day and will be ready to go on the route 
about June 1st. She will make landings at 
Long, Little Chebeague, Hope and Great 
Cbebcague islands, Harpswell, Bailey’s Is- 
land and Orr’s Island. 

The steamer Gordon, Captain I. W. Bryan; 
engineer. Turner McCarthy; clerk, Mr. 
Johnson, is allowed to carry 225 passengers. 
As soon as the new steamer .'is put on the 
route the Gordon will be taken off and thor- 
oughly overhauled, and will be ready to re- 
sume her trips about July 1st. 

The steamer Alice, Captain N. Haskell; 
engineer, Mr. Haskell, will be run to Fal- 
mouth Foreside after she has been thorough- 
ly overhauled. She is allowed to carry 75 
passengers and will make fofir round trips 
per day. She will make a landing at Mack- 
ey’s or Mackworth’s Island ana probably 
three at Falmouth. A wharf will at once be 
built at Town Landing, and as soon as this 
is completed the boat will be put on the 
route.

LAW AS ADMINISTERED IN IRELAND. 

Provisions Enforced Which Have 

Been Ignored in England. 

Queen Victoria Lustily Cheered by 
Her Daughter’s Cerman Subjects. 

Emperor Frederick’s Fever Increases 

and Again Causes Alarm. 

Lojfuojf, April 31.—In the Commons to- 

day Justin McCarthy moved that the House 
edjourn on urgency to call attention to the 

departure from the usual practice in Irish 

county courts by increasing sentences on 

appeal. Mr. McCarthy argued that the 
whole practice was opposed to all previous 
experiences. If it was desired that in the 
future appeals be regarded as a game of 
“double or quits’’ let the House and people 
say so. He asked the House to signify its 
objection to this new principle of appeal 
which closed the gates of mercy, and opened 
the gates of wanton and despotic action. 

Mr. Holmes said the particular appeal 
granted under the petty sessions act was 
embodied in the act of 1887, and was not an 

appeal, but was really a rehearsing of the 
case. It was the duty of the judge, regard- 
less of the decision of the court below, to 
pronounce a judgment that he considered 
the evidence warranted. 

Mr. Shaw-Lefevre said that not a single 
case of increase in sentence had occurred in 
England. He did not deny"the court pos- 
sessed the power but the power had never 
been exercised in appeals given in the inter- 
est of the prisoner and not of the Crown. 

Sir William Vernon Harcourt said there 
were unused powers within the law, rusty 
weapons of brutal tyranny. The employ, 
ment of such brutal and ferocious powers, 
whether within the law or not, against the 
people was unconstitutional. 

Mr. Balfour denied that the appeal judges 
powers were rusty and antiquated. They 
were legal by the statute and not 11 eleven 
years old in England. He accused Sir Wil- 
liam Vernon Harcourt of attempting to act 
as a court of appeal from the judges decis- 
ions without knowledge of the facts. He 
asked the House to reject the motion 

Mr. Gladstone said that when no Instance 
of increase of sentence could be produced in 
England, was Parliament prepared, while 
boasting of equality, to introduce this whol- 
ly new feature into Ireland. The fact that 
appeal was granted showed it was intended 
to be exercised in favor of the accused and 
not against him. He taunted Mr. Balfour 
with breach of faith in granting the right of 
appeal and then practically putting a veto 
on its use. 

Mr. Balfour appealed to the speaker to 
declare Mr. Gladstone out of order. The 
speaker ruled in Mr. Gladstone’s favor, giv- 
ing a signal for loud and long continued 
Irish cheers. 

The motion was defeated, 319 to 105. 

The Oueen in Berlin. 

Bkui.n, April 24.—Queen Victoria arrived 
at Berlin at 9 o’clock this morning. The 
Empress, Crown Prince and Crown Princess 
and the Prince and Princess of Saxe Mein- 
ingen received her at the depot. The burgo- 
master and municipal council of Berlin were 

also present. The greetings between Queen 
Victoria and the royal family of Germany 
were warm. 

The Queen and Empress drove at 4 p. m., 
in an open carriage to visit the Empress Au- 
gusta. The Grand Duke and Grand Duchess 
of Baden were waiting to receive them and 
all the members of Augusta’s court were 

present. After tea they proceeded to the 
Emperor Frederick’s former residence to 
visit the Prince and Princess of Saxe Meln- 
ingen. The streets were crowded and the 
Queen and Empress were greeted with en- 
thusiasm. By invitation of the Empress 
there was a large gathering of the members 
of the Imperial family at the palace at 8 p. 
in., to visit the Queeu. 

Alarming Symptoms. 
The first bulletin issued this morning said 

the Emperor passed a very good night. His 
fever was auite insignificant and his general 
condition was somewhat better. 

The Emperor’s fever increased toward 
night and his condition now causes alarm. 

The Mayor and the Cas Stock. 

To the Editor of the Press: 
Inasmuch as the Mayor has been pleased 

to furnish the Pbess with his “reasons for 

favoring the sale” of the city’s gas stock, 
and has thought proper in that connection 
to refer to his last year’s proceedings, 1 trust 
that you will permit a respectful inquiry of 
similar scope. 

His Honor’s first reason is that “our debt 
is now so large that it impairs our credit.” 

Less than one year ago, in a circular pub- 
lished May 26, 1887, over his official signa- 
ture, the Mayor states the amount of “our 
debt” to be (3,946,500, and after an elaborate 
exposition of its details goes on to say that 
“in view of all these facts, we take pleasure 
in recommending the above loan ((627,500 4 

per cents) as an absolutely safe investment 
for trust funds.” 

That the Mayor’s official guaranty of our 

credit in May, 1887, was accepted by finan- 

ciers, appears from the fact that said loan 
was immediately negotiated above par, a cir- 
cumstance to which His Honor did not for- 

get to refer as evidence of that very fact, as 

late as last month; for it will be remembered 
that in his recent inaugural, he congratula- 
ted our citizens on our “excellent financial 
condition.” which he says “has been fully 
attested by the floating of our 4 per cent, 
funding loan at par and a slight premium, 
during a year of unusual stringency in the 
money market.” 

In the same Inaugural he also states that 
since the negotiation of that loan, more than 
half a million dollars of “our debt” has been 
paid ((503,500), more than one-eighth of the 
whole amount. Now allow me to ask how 
the Mayor’s circular and last inaugural can 
be reconciled with the statements that “our 
debt is now so large that it Impairs our 
credit?" 

The second reason assigned by the Mayor 
is “that gas stock was probably worth more 
to-day than it ever would be again.” 

In fact His Honor has been informed by 
persons who ought to know that it is not 
now worth as much as it was a year ago and 
that its tendency is to decline,” and three 
reasons are given. The first is that the 
progress of electric lighting is reducing the 
revenues of the gas company. Is not that a 

singular reason to be assigned by the official 
representative of a city which, although the 
largest stock holder as well as by far the 
largest customer has done more to “reduce 
its revenues” by the substitution of electri- 
city than all other customers put together? 
Would there have been any reduction of the 
gas company’s revenues at all, if the city had 
not seen fit thus to withdraw its patronage? 
And is it not in the power of the city to 
restore those revenues at its pleasure? {sup- 
pose, for instance, that it should retain the 
are lignts wnerever necessary ur ucsuauir, 

and return from incandescent lights to gas, 
would not “the revenues of tne gas com- 

pany” become at once greater than they ever 
were? .... 

The Mayor is also informed that the com- 

pany’s real estate has declined, and that its 
gasometer, and other apparatus Is nearly 
worn out. Is the Mayor sure that such are 
the tacts, and all the facts? the truth and 
the whole truth? 

If not, it is a pity that he should have 
made such broad statements public just at 
this time, because the tendency of such of- 
ficial public declarations and admissions is 
to depreciate the very stock which the May- 
or is trying to induce the City council to al- 
low him to sell.' 

.... 

1 notice that the Mayor does not intimate 
that he doubts the prevalent impressions 
that a“combine" or “trust” Is impending to 
force up the price of light in Portland both 
for the city and for the citizens. Our peo- 
ple would nave been gratified at such an as- 
surance from the Mayor or from any other 
responsible source. So long as there is any 
possibility of the creation o» so “powerful a 

monopoly,” as the Mayor well calls it, is it 
not exceedingly unwise for the city in its 
corporate capacity to commit an act which 
is liable to “assist” the consummation of a 
scheme which forebodes so disastrous a re- 
sult? To be sure, the Mayor assures the 
public “that he should urge that all possible 
precautions should be taken to prevent the 
sale from assisting in the consolidatirn” by 
selling it in small blocks. Does not this 
suggestion of the Mayor sufficiently answer 
his argument that the city has no power to 
prevent the combine by holding on to the 
stock? 

One thing is certain; so long as the city 
holds on to its 1700 shares, the monopolists 
will be compelled to get hold of at least 3301 
shares belonging to divers private individ- 
uals at such prices as those individuals may 
please to impose, while if through “small 
lots” or otherwise they contrive to gobble 
the city’s Interest, they will need only 1801 
more. 

The Mayor’s promised caution in reference 
to the impending combine reminds us that 
the city once owned nearly half the stock of 
the gas company; in an evil hour, instead of 
buying enough more shares to control the 
corporation and secure cheap light not only 
to the city but to the citizens forever, the 
city foolishly patted with half its interest at 
a trifling premium against the protest of 
some of the ablest and most experienced 
members of the City Council. 

Should not this warn us against a repeti- 
tion of the blunder? If some one expert at 
figures would compute In actual hard money 
the sum lost by that transaction, reckoning 

the dividends which have been realized by 
the city on the moiety which still remained 
to it, he might confer a benefit on our com- 
munity at this juncture. 

A third question. At a special meeting 
held March 17,1887, Ills Honor, the Mayor, 
advocated an amendment of the sinking fund 
ordinance (Kev. Ord., 1882, page 4.10) where- 
by ‘‘all premiums for city notes renewed” 
were to be diverted from the sinking fund. 

This scheme encountered such decided op- 
position in the Common Council that it be- 
came necessary to send for the Mayor, who 
then and there “explained to the Common 
Council how the money to be received as 

premium on the 4 per cent. 8627,500 loan 
could be used for the extension of High 
street, and the incieased value of the prop- 
erty would return the money to the city. 
This explanation of the Mayors design se- 

cured the desired amendment, but as no pre- 
mium beyond the expense of engraving and 

negotiating the bonds was ever realized, the 

project fell through. But in the mezn time, 
the Common Council was so impressed with 
the conviction that this scheme of building a 

street out of premiums received from the 
sale of city bonds was a palpable infraction 
of that provision of the State constitution 
forbidding the increase of the city s debt, 
(being the very provision to which the May- 
or had expressly referred in his calendar of 
May 26, 1887, as one of the guarantees of the 
new bonds,) that the Common Council unan- 

imously passed an order requesting the 
opinion of the City Solicitor on that point; 
but it was laid on the table by the Board of 
Mayor aad Aldermen, and never called up. 

A fourth question is, how can the Mayor 
reconcile his official declarations and action 
on the occasion referred to, in March, 1887, 
wuereby he sought to divert the expected 
premium from the sale of the new city bonds 
from the sinking fund for tne reduction of 
our debt, to the extension of High street, 
with his statement already quoted that “our 

C" (although now more than half a mil- 
dollars less than it was in March, 1887,) 

“is now so large as that it impairs our cred- 
it?" 

In view of the amendment effected in the 
sinking fund ordinance in March, 1887, and 
the avowed purpose of the Mayor at that 
time to devote the premium which otherwise 
would have gone toward the reduction of 
“our debt” to the extension of High street. 
I confess that I should have apprehended 
danger that a portion of the anticipated pro- 
ceeds of our gas stock will be used for the 
same purposes now, particularly as the May- 
or has been pleased to renew his recommen- 
dations of that extension in his recent in- 
augural. But I understand that the lan- 
guage of the Mayor as stated in the Press 
amounts to an assurance that no such divis- 
ion of any part of said avails will be accom- 

plished if In the Mayor’s power to prevent it. 
Inquires. 

[1. The statement of the Mayor in the 
circular above referred to. that the bonds of 

the City of Portland are an absolutely safe 

investment for trust funds, and his state- 

ment in a recent interview published in the 
Press, that our debt Is so large as to impair 
our credit, are both true and entirely con- 
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the character of the people of our city, will 
doubt for an instant that its obligations will 

all be discharged according to their spirit 
and letter. “Inquirer” does not doubt it. 

But “inquirer” knows perfectly well that 

there are, in many States, statutes forbidding 
savings banks and cognate Institutions to 

invest in the securities of a municipality 
whose debt exceeds 5 per cent of its valua- 

tion. Our debt exceeds that sum. Hence, 
when our bonds are put upon the market 

they are deprived of a large and important 
class of customers; »nd a class, too, which 
is able, by reason of Its low taxation, to pay 
more for securities than the average cus- 

tomer. Hence it is perfectly true that the 
size of our debt Impairs our credit. That is 

to 9ay, we could negotiate a loan at a less 
rate if our debt did not exceed 3 per cent of 

our valuation. It is perfectly clear, from 
the connection in which the sentence quoted 
from the Mayor’s interview appeared, that 
he did not say, or mean to say, that the 
size of our debt created distrust of our will- 

ingness or ability to discharge our obliga- 
tions, but that it restricted the market for 
our securities, and in that way was an injury 
to our credit. It lessened the demand for 
our bonds, and consequently lessened their 

price. 
2. The Mayor is not responsible for the 

city’s using electricity for street lighting, in- 
stead of gas. The one has been substituted 
for the other in response to a public demand. 
Electricity is, In every way, preferable for 

street lighting purposes to gas, and we have 
no doubt if a proposition to return to the 
latter were submitted to our citizens it would 

be rejected by an overwhelming majority. 
The Mayor could not restore gas, however 
much he might wish to do so. 

a "Inquirer” regrets that the Mayor should 
have made statements tending to depreciate 
the value of gas stock. There was general 
desire on the part of the public to know the 
reasons why the Mayor favored the sale of 
the city’s gas stock, and in response to 
that desire he gave his views openly and 

frankly through a newspaper, the only 
medium through which he could communi- 
cate them to the public. He revealed noth- 

ing about the property that any intending 
purchaser would not have ascertained before 
making an offer for the stock. Indeed the 

published reports of the gas company for 
several years back have alluded to the neces- 

sity of building a new gasometer in the near 

future, and the fact that the consumption of 
gas has been somewhat reduced by reason of 
the adoption of electricity for street lighting 
is patent to everybody. 

4. The Mayor neither affirmed nor denied 
the existence of a combination to control 

both electric and gas lighting. He assumed 

for the sake of the argument that the rumors 

current on that subject were true, and point- 
ed out that the retention of the city’s stock 

would not prove an insuperable obstacle to 

the success of such a movement. He also 

suggested some precautions in case it was 

decided to sell the city stock, which it 

might be well to take in view of the exist- 

ence of such a combination if it did exist. 
5. The matter of the extension of High 

street tfas been exploited a great many limes 
until it has become something of a chestnut. 

Assuming the facts to be as “Inquirer” 
3 baiCO bllCUJ HMD VW.'V --- 

The Mayor suggested to the City Council 
openly and frankly that It might be advisa- 
ble if within their power to devote the pre- 
mium, if any was received, on some city 
bonds which were about to be sold to a much 
needed improvement on High street. No 
premium was received and thus the matter 
ended. Whether it would have been ad- 
visable to use the money expected in 
the way proposed, provided it could have 

been done so legally-and there was never any 
reason to suspect that anybody was intend- 

ing to so spend it on any other condition—is 
a matter of judgment. The improvements 
were badly needed, and no doubt they would 
have largely enhanced the value of 

property in that vicinity. On the 
other hand, desirable as the improvements 
are. It was very questionable if we could af- 

ford them; and if we could not certainly 
they ought not to have been made. 

6. Concerning the sale of the gas stock 
the Press has frequently expressed its opin- 
ion. Though there are arguments of some 

force in its favor, yet on the whole the 

weight of argument seems to be against it. 

The sum received could not reduce our debt 
below five per cent of our valuation. So af- 
ter the sale we should be as much within the 

statute restrictions as we now are. It does 
not strike us as wise financiering to sell a ten 

per cent stock to discharge a floating debt 

when that debt can be funded at four per 

cent unless we can realize a good deal more 

for it than we are likely to get for our gas 

stock; provided of course there is no dan- 

ger of the stock depreciating in value. If 

that danger exists then the case is mate- 

rially altered. But we fall to see anything 
that need give rise to apprehension in regard 
to the gas stock. Some of the company’s 
apparatus may need replacing m the near 

future, but wear and tear are foreseen and 

provided for. No doubt provision has been 

made in this case. As for competition of 

electric lighting there is not much reason to 

fear from that at present. While it is, doubt- 
less, possible, as the Mayor says, for a syn- 
dicate to get possession of a majority of the 

gas stock and consolidate the gas and elec- 

tric companies. In spite of all the city can 

do, still we are Inclined to think that the 

sale of the city's gas stock would make such 
a consolidation easier. Nevertheless we rec- 

ognize that the question is largely a matter 

of judgment and one concerning which men 

having the interest of the city equally at 

heart may radically differ.] 

MODERN SHIPS FOR OUR NAVY. 

What the New Armored Crulaer 
Maine Will be Like. 

The Gunboat Yorktown In Readiness 
for Launching. 

Secretary Whitney Will Celebrate 
With a Little Junketting Trip. 

New. Yoke, April 34.—The publication of 
Secretary Whitney’s lettter of instructions 
to Admiral Gherardl, relative to the pushing 
of the work on the new armored cruiseT 
Maine, has refreshed the hope of hundreds 
of workingmen that they will soon be feed- 

ing at the public crib at the Navy Yard. 
With the exception of laying the keelblocks 
and putting up some of the tool shops, noth- 
ing practical has been done at the Navy 
Yard on this immense vessel. The Maine 
will be a twin-screw armored turret vessel 
of the belted cruiser type, including every 
modern improvement In offensive and de- 
fensive arms and equipments, and in general 
appearance will resemble the Brazilian ar- 

mored cruiser Kiachuelo, but will be larger 
and carrier heavier guns and thicker ar- 

mor. fier dimensions willl be: 310 feet 
length between perpendiculars; 57 feet ex- 
treme breadth; 314 feet mean draught of 
water; 6,648 tons displacement; 8,650 indi- 
cated horse power; 17 knots speed; thick- 
ness of armor belt, 11 Inches; thickness of 
turret armor, 10$ inches; thickness of breast- 
work armor, 10$ inches. 

The Maine will have a vertical steel armor 

extending from three feet above to four feet 
below the waterline, and fora length} >f 180 
feet amidships. Behind this armor she will 
have two thicknesses of plating. There will 
be 174 water tight compartments in the ves- 

sel, and she will be bark rigged, spreading 
7,135 square feet of canvass. The four and 
main masts will be fitted with military tops, 
each mounting two machine guns. The 
main battery will consist of four 10 Inch 
and six 6 inch breech loading guns. The 10 
inch guns will be mounted in pairs. In tur- 
rets protected by 10$ Inches of steel armor. 
The turrets will be placed eu echelon, one 
forward and one aft, so that four guns 
can be fired ahead or astern. Each turret 
will have two loading positions. The six 
inch guns will be mounted on central pivot 
carriages, ‘protected by segmental steel 
shields. Two of the six inch guns will be 
placed directly forward and two directly aft, 
and one will be /nounted on each side be- 
tween the turrets. The secondary battery 
will be so disposed as to secure a heavy bow 
and stern fire. It will consist ol four 57 mil- 
limetre rapid fire guns, four 47 millimetre 
rapid fire guns, four millimetre revolving 
cannon, nine 37 millimetre revolving cannon 
and four Gatling guns. There will oe seven 
torpedo launching tubes or guns; three be- 
low the water line and four on Hie berth 
deck. The 10 inch guns will fire a projectile 
nf SOU lummk weicht with 250 noutlds of 
powder, and have a maximum effective range 
of nine miles. 

The Yorktown. 
Washington, April 24.—The first of the 

new vessels designed, contracted for and 
built under the administration of Secretary 
Whitney, is now substantially ready to take 
to the water. This is the Yorktown, built 
by Cramp & Sons at Philadelphia, and the 
pioneer of the new gun boats. He keel was 

laid last year. 
The Yorktown is of about 1700 tons dis- 

placement, and has a length on load line of 
230 feet, an extreme beam of 30 feet, a mean 

draught of 14 feet, and a maximum of 15. 
She is a twin screw steamer of 2200 indicated 
horse newer under natural and 3300 under 
forced combustion, and her speed Is expected 
to be 10 knots. Herwig Is that of a three 

masted schooner. As in nearly all the new 
vessels of the navy, her coal bunkers 
are so placed as to protect the machinery 
by a belt of coal nine leeOhlck. In addition, 
a steel [deck, | of an inch thick, runs the 
whole length ol the vessel above the machin- 
ery, ammunition rooms, and streering appa- 
ratus, its centre, amidships being at the load 
line, whence it slopes on either side until its 
edges are three feet below the load line. The 
openings in this deck to the machinery and 
the magazines are protected by coffer dams. 
The water-tight compartments in the hull 
are of steel, and the penetration of one of 
these compartments by shot or ramming 
would not affect the others. There are two 
independent compound engines, placed in 
separate compartments. The stem is slight- 
ly ram shaped, and strengthened for ram- 

rnieg. 
The main battery will consist of six six- 

inch high-power, steel, breech-loading rifies 
mounted in sponsons on central-pivot car- 

riages, with steel shields. Two are placed 
forward and two aft, the remaining pair be- 
ing amidships with a train of 70 degrees for- 
ward and alt of the beam. Three guns may 
be concentrated on either broadside within 
100 feet of the ship’s side. There is also a 

secondary battery of Hotchkiss and Gatling 
guns, with ball a dozen torpedo tubes capa- 
capable of being trained several degrees for- 
ward or abaft the beam. In addition to a 
fixed torpedo tube In the bow and another 
In the stern. It Is hardly necessary to add 
that the Yorktown is provided with the best 
modern appliances for drainage and ventila- 
tion, and that she has an electric light appa- 
ratus with a system of search lights. 

Seventy-six Senators and over three hun- 
dred Representative* have been invited by 
Secretary Whitney to visit Philadelphia 
Saturday and see the Yorktown launched. 
Over two hundred have accepted. It is sup- 
posed that the Secretary himself foots the 
bills. The new dynamite gun boat is also 
ready for launching.

Augusta, Maine, February 11,1888. 

The Bangor Whig declares that the Hon. 
E. C. Burleigh is not a sectional candidate. 
Heaven forbid that anybody should intimate 

such a thing. A gentleman whose friends 
claim for him the support of Kennebec be- 

cause he lives in Augusta, of Penobscot be- 

cause he owns a house in Bangor, and of 

Aroostook because there was the dwelling 
place of his ancestors, cannot be regarded as 

a sectional candidate. Kather is he a candi- 

date in sections. 

The Third Party Prohibitionists of the 
third and fourth districts have just held a 

convention in Bangor and elected delegates 
to the National Prohibition convention. 
The delegates are instructed to vote, for 

Gen. Clinton B. Fisk as candidate for Presi- 

dent. An attempt was made to induce the 

convention to "jine drives with the Knights 
of Labor through a resolution promising the 
latter that if they would help the Prohibi- 
tionists the Prohibitionists would help them 
in tlielr contest with capital, but tha resol- 
ution failed of a passage. 

The Democrats have got over their pre- 
tended anxiety to discuss the fisheries trea- 

ty, and now are working to bring about a 

compromise that shall postpone its consider- 
ation until next November. “Let the fisher- 
men try the modus virendi they say, be- 

fore the treaty is disposed of. The fisher- 

men have, however, no disposition to try the 
modus tirendi. They are so well satisfied 
that this mode of living is in reality a mode 
of dying, and that speedily, that the experi- 
ment has no attractions for them. The 
Democrats are not to be blamed, however, 
for wanting to postpone the treaty, especially 
those of them who, like Senator Morgan, de- 
nounced the proposition to negotiate and 
declared that to treat for commercial priv- 
lieges which belonged to us by right was 

pusillanimous surrender; but who now feel 

compelled to vote for this treaty on political 
grounds, though to do so is to do violeuce to 
their convictions. • 

The President, it is said, lias written a let- 
ter to the United States Marshal of Massa- 
chusetts instructing him to prosecute all 
Gloucester vessel owueis who have been im- 

porting Nova Scotians to man their fishing 
vessels. This is significant as showing how 
much more deeply the President is interest- 
ed in the enforcement of some laws than 
others. The chairman of the Democratic 
congressional committee is sending circulars 
to Virginia postmasters requesting them to 
act as canvassers for the Democratic party— 
a clear violation of the spirit of the civil ser- 

vice law, but the President lias addressed no 

letter of warning either to the chairman of 
the committee or to the Virginia postmast- 
ers. Neither has the postmaster general. 
But the prosecution of the Gloucester vessel 
owners is very promptly ordered. The lat- 
ter have committed the unpardonable of- 
fense of opposing the ratification of a treaty 
negotiated by Mr. Cleveland’s administra- 
tion, while the chairman of the Democratic 
congressional committee and the Virginia 
postmasters are only guilty of the venial of- 
fence of using the offices to perpetuate Mr. 
Cleveland’s greatness. 

The result of seven elections that occurred 
in the Province of Ontario in Canada, last 
week, merits more than a passing notice be- 
cause it involves a question in which the 
people of Maine are greatly interested. The 
Dominion of Canada, a few years ago, put on 
its statute books a prohibitory law known as 
the Scott Act. It is a law that operates 
equally in all parts of the Dominion from 
Nova Scotia to British Columbia, whenever 
the people of a county may wish to avail 
themselves of its provisions. It is like the 
local option laws of States like Georgia or 

Michigan in the sense that the counties may 
decide by ballot whether they will avail 
themselves of its provisions; but it has this 
novel feature that it is a general measure 

coming from the supreme central legislature 
of the Dominion instead of from the local 
provincial parliaments. In this respect it 
may be compared to a United States law as 
contrasted with a State law. The workings 
of the Scott Act have been provocative of 
much agitation in Canada. The trials of 
some of those instrumental in enforcing it 
have been made public from time to time, 
when their residences have been blown up 
with.dynamite or gun-powder. Not only have 
the enemies of the act been very aggressive, 
but it is of itself so defective, either in its 
general plan or in its details, that its opera- 
tion has not been wholly satisfactory. Nev- 
ertheless it has been adopted in a large num- 

ber of counties, many in Ontario, and some 

in New nrunswica uuu omer rrovinces. 

And where once accepted, it has until re- 

cently been generally retained, in spite of 
the privilege allowed of frequent elections 
for repealing or confirming it. A notable ex- 

ception was Halton, in Ontario, which very 
unexpectedly a few months ago rejected the 
act after a seemingly successful trial. This 
was followed last week by a Waterloo for 
the Prohibitionists, in which seven Ontario 
counties rejected the Act. The result seems 

to have been surprising, somewhat astound- 
ing in fact, to the temperance people of On- 
tario. The Toronto Globe, which Is friendly 
to the act, gives a reason for the overturn 
which is undoubtedly the true and only one: 

The law, It was thought, would be sell acting 
and would enforce itself. Now, It is quite true 
that every legal enactment Is to be earned out by 
the proper authorities. But It is equally true that 
In such a case as the Scott Act, where public 
opiuiou is greatly divided, the authorities need 
not on'y to be kept up to their duty, but to re- 
ceive a more than usual amount of public sympa- 
thy and assistance. This, it is to be feared, they 
have ill many cases not received, and as the re- 

sult, the Scott Act lias not been so rigidly en- 
forced as could have been desired. It has to be 
acknowledged that this was more or less the case 
in all the counties in which the vote was taken on 

Thursday. 
Wlfh the best prohibitory law public sent- 

iment must after all be the main support; 
with a defective law like the Scott Act there 

is all the more need for a ready and constant 

public sentiment back of it. 

Children that are Born to Die. 

The large size of the families of the Cana- 
dian French, as illustrated by the census of 
the parish priest at Waterville, has already 
been noticed, and compared with the much 
smaller size of the average native Yankee 
family. Another very interesting compari- 
son may be made of the longevity of the 
three races, the native Americans, the Irish 
and the Canadian French. From the rec- 

ords of the city of Lewiston, where the three 
races are well represented, quite full mortu- 
ary statistics are published. The population 
of Lewiston is not far from twenty-four 
thousand. Last year, which was about an 

average year, so far as mortality was con- 

cerned, the deaths numbered 380, of which 

119 were of Americans, 92 of Irish, and 169 of 
Canadian French. The Lewiston Journal 
records that of the 119 Americans, 26 died 

under one year of age; 9 between l and 5 

years: 3 between 5 and 10; 6 between 10 and 

20; 10 between 20 and 30; 7 between 30 and 

40; 8 between 40 and 50; 10 between 50 and 
00; and 40 between 00 and 100. Of the 92 
Irish deaths, 28 died under one year of age; 
9 between land 10; 3 between 10 and 20; 
8 between 20 and 30; 5 between 30 and 
40; 9 between 40 and 50; 2 between 50 and 
00: 15 between 00 and 70; and 13 between 70 
and 100. Of the French Canadians, out of 
109 there died 88 under one year of age; 24 
between 1 and 5; 10 between 5 and 10; 11 
between 10 and 20; 14 between 20 and 30; 0 
between 30 and 40; 4 between 40and50;4 
between 50 and 60; 8 betweeu 60 and 100. 
If these figures are correct, and last year 
was an average year, the mortality among 
the youth of the French Canadians is start- 
ling as compared with the mortality among 
the native Americans. A comparison of the 
percentage will show plainly how great is 
the difference. The following table will 
represent the rate at which, according to the 
ratio of last year, 100 persons of each nation- 

ality would drop into the grave, the figures 
in the vertical columns representing the 

per cent of the one hundred that would be 

gone at each indicated period:

It will be observed that the death rate 

among the Irish youtli is somewhat larger 
than among the Americans; but it is very 
small compared with that among the French 
Canadians. The mortality among the 
French Canadian children is appalling. 
More than half the infants do not live ;to be 
a year old; only a few more than a quarter of 
them live to be ten years old; and the Lew- 

jston Frenchman’s chance of living to be six- 

ty years old is only one out of twenty. What 
is the occasion of this great mortality. Is it 
the labor, the mode of life, or crowded and 
unhealthy homes?
