Teunyson has much to answer for in writ- 
ing “Enoch Arden.” Since that poem was 

published Enoch Ardens have been turning 
up all over the country. Men seem to marry 
wives and then embark on distant voyages, 
just to see it they won’t give them up tor 
dead and marry again, which they generally 
do; and no sooner are they comfortably set- 
tled in thcr new home than that good-for- 
nothing Euoch comes sneaking back to claim 
his wife and make trouble in the family. 

They have had an Enoch Arden affair in 
nearly every State in the Union, according to 
the newspapers, but I recently got hold of a 
case that eclipses anything in that line ever 
heard of. It is the most complicated and 
aggravating case of Enoch Arden that has 
happened yet.

The Heroic Age of the Newspaper. 
The newspaper is the great preacher of the 

age, after al1,though we say it who shouldn’t. 
It is undeniable that if it had not been for 

the earnestness of the journals, maintained 
with unflagging zeal from the moment inflation 
was broached till the President battled it up, 

the country would now be pursuing the paper 
Toad to ruin, or, at all events, the President 
would have found it infinitely more difficult 

to withstand the flood which over-slaughed 
the hard money men in Congress. To say 

nothiDg of the provincial press, which has 

certainly shown no lack of earnestness and 
sincerity, the journals of the great cities have 
displayed splendid abilities as well as a lofty 
purpose in their crusade against the false and 
fatal dollar that has become the object of a 

fouler idolatry than its “almighty” prototype 
of gold ever commanded. In England they 
boast of their “Thunderer,” but since De- 
cember we have had in this country a score 

of Thunderers. The American press has 
not omy tnunaerea Dut lightened. In a spir- 
it of Lutheran boldness and determination, 
it has never ceased to lift np a solemn voice 

of warning, reproof, exhortation and threat- 
ening. The light of history, the teachings of 

experience and of political economy and the 
example of contemporary nations have all 

been adduced In their columns to prove to 

the Congressional buncombites, dullards aud 

Togues that they proposed an evil thing and 
one that would inevitably bring a speedy 
punishment. In them the people found a 

potent voice, which, reaching the receptive 
ear and the teachable, intelligent and con- 

scientious mind of the President, strengthen- 
ed his hands to perform the great act of his 
civil career. 

Once before within the last few months 

the newspapers have performed a like service 

for the country. A war with Spain would 
almost inevitably have resulted from the seiz- 
ure of an American vessel by a Spanish man- 

-of- war had it not been for the energetic pro- 
tests of the country press, for on that occa- 

sion the New York papers, at least, were on 

the wrong side. But then, as now, the Presi- 
dent caught the voice of the people through 
the medium of the newspaper press as a sup- 
port to his own sound, strong, conservative 
good sense and saved the republic from the 
horrors of a foreign war. 

The people must have some tribune, and 
in the newspaper they have found a trusty 
one. For the present, corruption and bad 
faith have but a small place in American 
journalism. It will be a sad day for the 
country when this fact can no longer be 
alleged. It will be a sad day when men like 
Butler can obtain a reputable mouthpiece 
and organ—a thing which, with all his power 
and skill, he has never yet succeeded in 
doing. This is apparently the heroic age 
of the press—the time when it has reached 
its highest efficiency and usefulness, and 
when its moral aims are highest and most 

definite. The best papers of both political 
parties are “independent” iu the true sense 

of the word. They bestow praise and blame 
with great impartiality, hardly deflecting the 
scale of justice to one side or the other on 

account of partizan bias. There are of course 

exceptions to the general journalistic high tone 
aud honesty. There are still a few journals 
who use no weapon but the muckrake, whose 

gaze is bent constantly downward and who 
are never so happy as when digging in some 

unsavory garbage heap—who will go so far 
as to create a garbage heap for the purpose of 
digging in it. These fellows are not yet 
weary of rehearsing absurd fables about our 

best public men, and blunt the edge of just 
aud useful criticism by indiscriminate evil- 

speaking. This, however, is an abuse wh|ch 
is remedying itself. The people are much 
more intelligent than these muckrake philos- 
ophers assume, and their Munchausenisms 
are getting more aud more distastelul to the 

publio. 
The journalistic millennium, then, has not 

arrived, but in general the American news- 

paper, especially during the past four months, 
has been something to be proud of—some- 

thing to rely upon. Neither the government 
nor the people can fall permanently into se- 

rious error so long as the press maintains its 

present high average of ability, purity and 
influence. 

A young doctor with blue eyes and blonde 
moustache has been transfusing blood from 
the veins of ODe person to another at St. 
Louis. He prefaces the operation by a long 
explanation in which occurs no word of less 
than three syllables. The blood is taken 
from the arm of a healthy person and while 
yet warm is squirted through a syiinge into 
the veins of the invalid. The doctor with 
the blue eyes and blonde moustache calls the 

process a “grafting of blood corpuscles by 
transfusion,” and considers it a perfect cure 

lor consumption. There is a great deal of 
bad blood in this section of the country 
wh'ch needs to be grafted, and a fine opening 
is offered for young medical men conversant 
with lancets and syringes. 

A correspondent of the London Times 
draws a suggestive comparison between two 
schools lately established in London. The 
middle-class school, accommodating 1250 
boys, has cost £72,000 and a further sum of 
£3000 is required. The Girl’s Public Day 
School, built by the Women’s Education 
Uuion, accommodating 750 gins, has cost but 
£8000. The standard ot scholarship is equal. 
The Girl’s School pays its own expenses. 
The Boy’s School is a constant tax. Evi- 
dently the women have exhibited quite as 

much business capacity as the men. Possi- 
bly the difference in expense may be account- 
ed for by the inexperience of women in 

stealing from public appropriations. 
A curious case has just been decided in 

an English ecclesiastical court. The instruc- 
tor of decorative art in South Kensington 
Museum applied for a license to erect a mon- 

ument of a particular design, in the church 
of Chatham, in Kent, to the memory of his 
father, who was tor more than fifty years 
rector of the parish. The present rector op- 
posed the grant of the license because the 
monument was in the “debased Pagan” 
style of architecture, and the chancel was 
gothic. The objection was sustained, and 
the commissary lefused to issue the license. 

The Republican array in Spain have un- 
doubtedly achieved a very important victory 
Over the Carlists, and Serrano has so carried 
himself in his difficult position as to merit 
the confidence of the friends of popular gov- 
ernment. 

Our Maine ice gatherers will doubtless he 
pleased to learn that the ice they have sold 
New York parties at comparatively moderate 
prices will be retailed in that city at the most 
exorbitant rates.

And 
they seem to expect outsiders to believe that 
one after another of the Pennsylvanians are 

declining to accept the same.—New York 
Times.

The Ranbom Scandal—Too mneh of Gen. 

Butler's Friend—Indiscriminate Abuse 

—Plastic Virtue of Certain Journals— 

Silent about Tweed and Hall, Abuse of 

Boutwell and Richardson—Who;are Re- 

sponsible for the Contracts?—Hr. Ban- 

Held—A Word in Defense of Senator 

Boutwell. 

New York, May 4,1874. 
|1 observe you are growing impatient of the 

extraordinary prolongation of the inquisition re- 

specting the working ef the revenue laws and 
the San bora contracts? I am not surprised at it. 
There is reason in all things and this using up 
a considerable part of a five months session, in 

getting at facts which might have been gather- 
ed in live days, goes to show that Congression- 
al investigations are the most tiresome, costly 
and unsatisfactory methods of accomplishing 
reform. It was all very well if anybody had 
obtained $213,000 from the Treasury, without 

giving an equivalent for it to find out how and 

why it was doue. But the material part of the 

information this prolonged inquiry has elicited 
was generally known iu Washington months 

ago, and could have been collated and embodied 
in a report as well in January as in May. The 

whole case lies in a small compass. Congress 
passed a law authorizing the collection of ar- 

rears of taxes by special contract Two experi- 
ments were tried under it. They both failed. 

Then Sanborn came upon the scene. The 

Secretary, busy with weightier matters, and 

having little failh in the proposed project, turn- 

ed it over to the Solicitor. That official super- 
vised the whole subsequent operations—prepar- 
ed the contract—furnished the instructions—be- 
came reponsible for the legal points—and was 

to all intents and purposes, director, adviser 

and exclusive controller of the Sanborn con- 

tract. For whatever was done in the premises, 
or left undone, he is nceountable. It is per- 
fectly true that the head of the Department is 
answerable for everything to which he gives 
official sanction, and in that sense, and to that 

degree Mr. Boutwell and his successor have 

been compromised by the questionable arrange- 
ment with Mr. Sanborn, which the Solicitor 
of the Treasury consummated. Both of 
them frankly admit this share of responsibility 
and have evidently suffered extreme mortifica- 
tion and regret that their confidence in the le- 

gal adviser of the Department should have ex- 

ceeded the limits of prudence. 
But the measure of censure, visited upon tho 

Secretaries has been altogether out of propor- 
tion to the gravity of the error acknowledged. 
There has been no allegation or intimation of 
intentional wrong. In all the long array of 
needlessly cumulative testimony adduced, not 

a syllable has been elicited which reflects even 

by implication upon the integrity of Mr. Rich- 
ardson or his predecessor. The utmost that can 

be said, to their blame, is that they have rati- 
fied too credulously the acts of the Solicitor. 
And when one takes into account the magni- 
tude and diversity of the duties devolving 
upon the chief financial minister of the Be- 

public—the incessancy of his labors and the 

perplexity of his cares—it will appear obvious 
that it is a physical impossibility that ha 
should give personal attention to the innumer- 
able details of his office. The treasury build- 

ing is a stupendous establishment, and is more 

largely peopled than many a shire town in New 

England. Its prodigions business is divided 

among thirty-four bureaus, each in itself a 

ponderous organization. Upon the fidelity of 
the heads of these bureaus depeuds not only 
the efficiency of the service, but the safety of 
the public money. The Secretary exercises a 

general supervision over them, but had he as 

many eyes as Argus he conld not possibly keep 
himself minutely informed as to the multifa- 
rious details of their respective occupations. 
I think it is immensely creditable to the na- 

tional honor, and to human nature that this 
gigantic portion of the machinery of govern- 
ment, dealing as it does with money by hun- 
dreds of millions, is conducted with such scru- 

pulous honesty and so much arithmetical skill. 

Perhaps to a New Yorker thiff phase of the 
matter presents itself in a more striking light 
than to citizens less familiar with official mal- 

feasance, and incomprehensible book-keeping. 
Leaving out of view the exceptional epoch in 
our municipal history, when the Tweed cabal 
were stealing twenty-five per cent, of the an- 

nual revenues, the average peculations from 
our city treasury were larger in any single 
year of the eighteen from 1853 to 1871 than 
all the sums of money that have been 
lost to the national exchequer by defalcation 
or mismanagement from the day of the inau- 
guration of Abraham Lincoln until now. 

i daresay it is because these striking con- 

trasts are forced upon our eonsideration that 
we find it somewhat difficult to keep up to con- 

cert pitch in the mournful dirge-with which so 

many worthy and unworthy people are b :wail" 

ing the degeneracy of the times, and vocifer- 
ating wildly against the cabinet minister who 
holds the keys of the treasury. That the San- 
born contract was ill-advised and discreditable, 
will be conceded on all hands. So much has been 
freely admitted by the Secretary and it bas been 
abrogated. But that the mere ministerial act 
of putting it in force, in obedience to a law of 
Congress, involved such a degree of moral tur- 
pitude as to demand the humiliation of that 
high officer, is a proposition which will not 
commend itself to the reason and judgment of 
fair-minded and impartial men. 

Not a little of the vehement deuunciation of 
which the Secretary has been the object, has 
had its inspiration in the haunts of specula- 
tors in and about Wall st'eet. The leading 
habitues of these .temples of mammon have 
their “organs,” aDd when the Treasury De- 

partment is not run in such a way as to pro- 
mote their manifold contrivances to cheat the 

public, the “organs” are required to pipe in 
harsh tones. Everybody remembers how firm- 

ly Mr. Richardson resisted the blandishments 
of the stock-jobbing fraternity, last fall, and 
refused to lend them the people’s money to 
keep their bubbles from collapsing. They have 
never forgiven him for that act of fidelity to his 
trust, and the journals they control have teem- 
ed ever since with disparaging sneers and ma- 

licious criticisms upon his administration. The 
identical editors who were so full of Christian 
charity for ex-Mayor Hall, who signed war- 
rants by the hundred, on the strength of the 
signature of a notoriously corrupt comptroller, 
and thereby consummated an actual robbery 
of many millions, lift up their eyes in pious 
horror at the act of the Secretary, who with- 
out especial scrutiny gives sanction to a law of 
Congress which puts money into the coffers of 
the State, with collateral profit to the party -who collects it. 

For whatever of culpability there may be lin 
the much talked of tax gathering arrangement 
which has given rise to such a copious shedding 
of ink—which haselicited such unexpected wails 
of outraged virtue, from publicists hitherto un- 

moved by much greater official derelictions— 
the responsibility lies chiefly between Congress 
and the Solicitor of the Treasury, Mr. E. C. 
Banfield. The share of the two Secretaries in it 
is comparatively unimportant. They seem to 
to.have accepted the law as mandatory, and to 

have intrusted its details te the Solicitor. This 
latter official is not a subordinate of the head | 
of the Treasury Department. He belongs to 

the Attorney General’s staff. H is duties however 

lie withiu the domain of finance. He is the 

recognized and constituted interpreter of all 

statutes relatiug to the government revenues. 

It was the most natural thing in the world, 
that the Sanborn matter should have been turn- 

ed over to him. l’robably to most laymen, who 

view the subject with unprejudiced minds, it 

will appear equally reasonable that his conclu- 
sions in the premises should have been taken 
for granted. The worst that cau be said of the 

Secretaries, is that they were lacking in sharp- 
ness. If they had been a little distrustful of 
Baufield; if they had doubted the iufallibilti y 
of his legal acumen, they might have saved 
themselves the torrent of obloquy which has 
been pouriug so incessantly on their devoted 
heads since last December. 

Now I have au idea—perhaps I am wrong 
about it but the more I ponder it, the more self 
evident it appears—that if Mr. Boutwell, and 
Mr. Richardson had been less ingenuously 
honest themselves, they would have been more 

likely to suspect the motives, and to scrutinize 
the conduct of their legal adviser. Every body 
knows, with what implicit faith men are apt 
to receive the counsels of their lawyers. And 
it happens to bo a fact, established, beyoud 
peradventure that Mr. Boutwell has during all 

the time that he was minister of finance, be- 

lieved iu and sworn by Baufield. Other men1 
aye, men high in authority, have had misgiv- 
ings about his immaculateness and have express- 
ed them freely to the Ex-Secretary, but they 
have failed utterly to make the slightest im- 

pressiou upon him. Baufield has always had 
the ear aud the voice of Mr. Boutwell. Even 
now when the Solicitor evinces a disposition to 

shield himself from censure by putting the 

Treasury Department in the foreground, the 

Ex-Secretary cannot find it in his heart to be 

hard upon his former counsellor. He cannot 
be expected to look upon the Sanborn business, 
as the public do. There are two sides of the 
question, and he has seen both of them. On 
the one hand, he was reproached for not 

a.loptiug strenuous measures to compel de- 

linquent tax payers to pay their dues 
to the government. Repeated representations 
were made to him that this or that individual 
or corporation had evaded the revenue laws. 
He was urged to do justice to the honest con- 

tributor to the support of the government, by 
compelling the dishonest withholder of taxes 
to do lus share of the common duty, and when 

finally this matter was brought to the atten- 

tion of Congress and a law was passed author- 

izing and iugtructing him to institute a system 
of hunting out the evaders of taxation, lie 
could not have exercised his discretion of re- 

fusing to put that law into execution without 

subjecting himself to the charge of neglecting 
to employ the means at his command for re- 

plenishing the national exchequer. 
On the other hand he has been assailed for 

doing the very thing which was pressed upon 
him with so much urgency. The worst of the 
matter is, that the chief opprobrium is visited 

upon his successor, whose only offense consists 
in having acquiesced in the policy initiated by 
the incumbent of the office to which be was 

promoted. If Mr. Richardson were a less sen- 

sitive man, his own consciousness of perfect in- 

tegrity would cause the shafts of his perse- 
cutors to fall harmless at his feet. But his 

good name—acquired by a blameless life and 
never tarnished by a breath of suspicion—is 
more precious to him than wealth or honors. 
And so it is that he wilts under this storm of 

unreasoning censure, and is compelled to seek 
in rest and travel the strength to recruit his 
nervous system. 

It is high time that a capricious public sen- 

timent should take a nobler aud a manlier 

turn, and that justice should be rendered to an 

upright, faithful, diligent servant of the Re- 
public, who has been cruelly wronged by aim- 
less sarcasms, aud unthinking clamor. The 
“sober second thought” of the people—that 
supreme court of last resort—to which all 
ad-captandum judgments mustievert—will ac- 
cord a generous meed of praise to the cabinet 
minister whose integrity and patriotism are not 
disputed or impeached, even by the men who 
seek to make him a martyr to the prevailing 
appetite for scandal which a prurient public 
sentiment has engendered. Yarmouth. 

Washington News and Gossip. 

THE NEW CURRENCY BILL. 

The Senate Finance Committee have entirely 
completed a new currency bill. Its provisions 
are understood to be free banking with 50 per 
cent, retirement of greenbacks, the retirement 
to begiu at the present volume of the currency, 
5 per ceut of the reserve to be kept in the Treas 
ury for the purpose of redemption, and specie 
payment to be resumed in 1879. 

THE DISTRICT SENSATION. 

The sensation for this week will probably bo 
the developments connected with the alleged 
robery of a safe in the office of Harrington, act- 

ing-assistant United States attorney for this 

District, the secretary of the District govern- 
ment, and one of the counsel in the pending 
investigation. The circumstances connected 
with the affair have formed the subject of two 

reports by Major Bichards, chief of police, to 
the board of metropolitan police. Major 
Bichards set forth that he was called upon by 
Mr. Harrington and informed that he had rea- 

son to believe that the safe in bis office was to 

be broken open on a oertain night, and that he 
desired the presence of Major Bichards to work 
up the case, Mr. Harrington insisting that all 
the operations in connection with it should be 
carried on strictly in accordance with his di- 
rections. The report details all the circumstan- 
ces which came to Mr. Bichard’s knowledge 
during the nighc, the parties present, the part 
played by each, and the final arrest of the sup- 
posed robber upon the steps of the residence of 
Columbus Alexander, who represents the me- 
morialists each day before the committee. The 
publication of this report of Major Bichards has 
been strongly urged upon the board of metropo 
litan police, but thus far they have insisted on 

keeping it intirelysecret. The members of this 
board are appoiuflcl by the Presideut, confirmed 
by the senate and paid by the government. The 
only known reason for further concealment on 
their part is to shield the District government 
aud to protect the parties to this nefarious plot. 
Mr. Alexander hail first been approached on 
several occasions, and informed by them that 
books aud papers of great value to the memo- 
rialists in the investigation could be obtained 
by them. The design of the plot seems to have 
been to crimiuate Alexander, aud had it suc- 
ceeded the theory of those who projected it 
seems to have been that it would have dis- 
graced the memorialists before Congress aud 
the country. The fact that eeveral of those en- 

gaged occupy official positions in the District 
government aud courts, and that the board of 
metropolitan police is paid by, and is respon- 
sible to, Congress, and that the whole plot was 

desigued to defeat an investigation ordered by 
Congress, gives the whole affair a grave aspeci. 

THE TREASURY PORTFOLIO. 

It is rumored that the President has invited 
Hon. Elihu B. Washburn, who has for some 

years past been the United States Minister at 
Paris, to return here aud accept the portfolio 
of the Treasury Department at bis earliest con- 

venience. 
SEWING MACHINE PATENTS. 

The debate in the house on a private bill in- 

volving a patent showed that the temper of 
that body is very strongly averse to extending 
patents applying to sewing machines and sup- 
posed to be owned by any of the sewing machine 
companies. 

THE LAND GRANT. 
The House Committee on Public Lands will 

report adversely on Mr. Page’s bill, proposing 
to restore to public domain the lauds heretofore 
granted but not yet patented to the Atlantic and 
Pacific Bailroad Company. The Interior De- 
partment informs the committee that the grant 
has not, as assumed by the bill, been forfeited, 
but that therailroid company have yet a mar- 

gin of time within which to comply with the 
conditions of the charter in regard to the con- 
struction of specified portions of their road. 

Insane Ring Thieves.—Ever since the down- 
fall of Tweed Tammany politicians of local 
notoriety have from time to time mysteriously 
disappeared from public gaze, even though no 

indictments were hanging over their heads nor 
feared by them. Thsy were much smaller fry 
than Connolly, Cowan, Norton and Woodward. 
The fall of the corrupt regime which made cor- 
ner loafers and pot bouse proprietors powers in 
local politics left them without congenial occu- 
pation, and no amount of whiskey could con- 
sole them for days which had fled. A visit to the 
lunatic asylum on Blackwell’s Island Saturday 
led to the discovery that four of those who have 
so mysteriously disappeared are now in that in- 
stitution. They are: Ex-Alderman O’Brien, 
eight years a member of the Common Council, 
He fell with Tweed and is now a harmless lu- 
natic, who imagines himself a peacock. Eu- 
gene Duruln, ex-assistant alderman and chief 

jester to Tweed, has been missing from the cily 
about two months. He is iu Blackwell’s Island 
Xiunatic Asylum. Hi? lively wit made him a 

great attraction at the American Club and an 

especial favorite with Tweed at Greenwich. 
Then comes ex-alderman John Murray, late 
owner of a well known political haunt here. 
His mysterious disappearance to turn up in a 
lunatic asylum is very recent. Frank Bradv, a 
well known 13th ward politician, is the latest 
political accession to Blackwell’s Island Luna- 
tic Asylum. Ex-Alderman Thomas Stevens 

has been placed in a private lunatic asylum in ] 
New Jersey. He was President of the Hoard 
of Aldermen, acting Mayor in 186(1, and Presi- 
dent of the Crotou Water Board. 

The Presque isle Sunrise thinks it quite as 
well that Mr. Boutelle was compelled to leave 
the Bangor Whig. And now the Portland 
Pkess thinks that no exigencies of party organ 
grinding r quires the promulgation of such an 
opinion. The Pkess is right in saying that the 
Captain had a vigorous way of speaking of 
Butlerism iu no complimentary manner It is 
to he hoped these vigorous lashings are not to 
be discontinued iu the Whig. Wherever But- 
leristn crops out there should he a heavy hand 
to strike If we do not mistake, there is work 
to do iu the Republican party this year, if 
there is a {disposition to keep the power in the 
hands of the people. If the people are content 
to be ruled by a clique either at Washington or 

anywhere else, let them sleep.—Machias Repub- 
lican.

Saco, May 5.—The regular monthly meeting 

of the Biddeford City Council was held this 

evening. Everything passed off harmoniously 
in the meeting though the Democratic members 
introduced some insulting orders which were 

laid upon the table in some cases and not 
noticed in others. The annual appropriation bill 
was passed and some other business attended to. 
After the adjournment of the Council Edwin 
Stone approached Councilman Andrews in the 
Council room and accused him of making a 

false record while temporary clerk at a recent 

meeting. Mr. Andrews denied any intention 
of fraud, but accused Stone of being the author 
of an order introduced to appoint a committee 
to investigate the action of Mr. Andrews. Mi. 
Stone called Andrews a liar. Mr. Andrews re- 

plying, “you are another,” Stone squared off 
and dealt Andrews a stinging blow in the face, 
just grazing his nose. Andrews objected to such 
a proceeding and collared Stone, backed him 
agi inst the wall and bumped his bead iu a 

lively manner. Ex-Mayor Wedgewood then 
made a dive for Andrews, and then commenced 
a free fight which throws New York and 
Arkansas into the shade. A Councilman tried 
to pull the usually affable Wedgewood’s off,hut 
he struck out right and left. A Democratic 
Councilman from Ward 4 struck a Republican 
from Ward 7 in the face, and iu return got a 

blow which sent 1 itn spinning against the fold- 
ing doors of the Aldermen’s room. At this 
juncture of affairs reinforcements arrived ami 
at least twenty were engaged in the disgraceful 
fight. A Democratic Councilman from Ward 
6, McIntosh, I think, struck out and some one 

struck back sending his beaver twirling across 

the hallway. A legal gentleman was about to 
grab a chair to make therewith the most "felling 
argument of liis life, upon somebody when 
Councilmen Haines and Allen wrenched it 
from him and succeeded in pacifying him. 
Such hunching and choking, kicking and pull- 
ing would have done credit to a row in North 

street, Boston or genuine Bowery knock down. 

Respectable Democratic spectators stood in 
astonishment at the disgraceful and outrageous 
proceeding. Had not s i-ne of Andrews’ friends 
pulled him off from Stone, the latter would 
have received more than the light scratches he 
did. A lawyer had his shirt badly disattaifced 
and several others went home to their' Aear 
wives with disorders iu their dress and scratches 

upon their phiz not made by their two yellr old 

darling. 
At ten o’clock the riotous ones liad'heen all 

taken in tow and safely escorted awSy.and soon 

quietness reigned supreme. It is fl^faly topic 
of discussion at the hotels to-hiiit, and that 

such a disgraceful and uncallotfcfor scrimmage 
should have brought upon tli^ city such dis- 

grace, is regretted by all.

Lombard was murdered yesterday afternoon in 
the West part of Holyoke, by two roughs. The 
weapons used were stones and his skull was 
broken. The cause was so ue misunderstand- 
ing about a boat. The men are supposed to 
have been drunk. Au inquest is now in pro- 
gress. 

NEW YORK. 

A Horrible Death. 

New York, May 4.—M. J. McCann, who 
died of his injuries at the hospital yesterday, 
was most horribly burned by his wife while 
drunk, she accidentally dropping a kerosene 
lamp on the floor near the bod on which her 
husband was lying. An expiosiou followed 
and the bed burned. The uutortuate woman 
found her dead liusbaud at the hospital yester- 
day, but was then intoxicated. 

The Bing Cases. 

The appeals in the cases of the convicted 
ring prisoners, Tweed, Genet, and others, was 

called this morning iu the Supreme Court, gen- 
eral term, but after some discussion was 
held over for two weeks. The District Attor- 
ney intimated that he would move to dismiss 
Geuet’s appeal. 

The Trial of Sprague. 
Iu the Sprague trial in Brooklyu to-day, the 

janitor of tbtPBrooklyu Trust Co. testified that 
Rodman, deputy treasurer under Sprague, took 
paper’s away from Sprague’s desk iu the Uniou, 
Trust Company rooms, the afternoon of the 
day that Company failed. 

Erie Hatters. 
It was reported to-day on creditable author- 

ity that it had been decided to displace Prcsi 
dent Watson of the Erie Railway, and that in 
searching for a successor his position was ten- 
dered to Abram S. Hewitt, son-in-law of Peter 
Cooper, and a member of the firm of Cooper, 
Hewitt & Co., who at once decided to allow 
the use of bis name. Per contra, the Erie au- 
thorities to-uight,deny the truth of the rumor 
that Watson is to be removed, and say no de- 
cisive action will be taken till the examination 
by the English experts is concluded. 

Various Hauers. 
Gen. William Hall, a veteran of 1812, and 

who commanded the troops when they suppress- 
ed the Astor Place riots, died yesterday, aged 
78 years. 

A tile in a building on 7th avenue this morn- 

ing did $3000 worth of damage to Van Kirk’s 
carpet cleaning establishment, and $35,000 
damage to Fuliiam’s wood turning establish- 
ment. Damage to the building, about $3000, 

Annie Murphy an inmate of a dance house 
on Water street, was burned fatally this morn- 

ing by the bed cothes taking tire from a lighted 
candle. 

None of the labor organizations have been 
compelled to strike to-day, as the hour law is 
not enforced in any shops of any trades. Meet- 
ings of all the trades uuious will be held to- 
night, when reports from the shops will be re- 
ceived. 

Tbe police of this city are to be drilled as 

military one hour each day with wooden guns 
at thestatiou houses, by Gen. Durgan, who is 
one of tlie police commissioners. 

Peter Acker was shot this morning while 
runuiug fiom the proprietor of a restaurant, 
after refusing to pay for oysters he had eaten. 

Judge Daly to-day decided that the law for- 
bidding the possession of g .me after the 1st of 
March is constitutional. 

Reports from all along the Erie Canal to-day 
represent it ready for the opening of naviga- 
tion to morrow. A large number of boats have 
thpir clearances here. 

In the Sprague trial in Brooklyn this after- 
noou, the defendant himself testified to the ef- 
fect that not only his public but all his private 
business in Brooklyn, always during his offi- 
cial career, bad been transacted by his deputy, 
M. G. Rodman, and that he had appointed 
Rodman as his deputy only on recommendation 
of several of the directors of of the Trust 
Company. 

WASHINGTON. 

Report on moieties. 
New Yohk, May 4.—A Washington des- 

patch states that the report of the Ways and 
Means Committee on the moiety system will 
reflect very severely upon the management of 
this branch of the Treasury Department, aud 
it is saiil that it is on account of the unpopu- 
larity of this branch that Mr. Patterson of 
Pennsylvania declined the Secretaryship. 

Vice President Wilson aud Speaker P.laine 
are reported as urging upon President GrAnt 
the appointment of E. It. Hoar as the succes- 
sor of Secretary Richardson. 

The Financial Question. 
It is stated that there will be no attacks on 

the administration by the inflation Senators, 
and that they have not yet agreed upon the 
character of a hill which shall provide for an 

increase of cnrrency. A belief is prevalent 
that nothing more will he done at this session 
of Congress ou financial measures. 

Another despatch states, however, that in 
the event of a failure of the Senate Fiuauce 
Committee to agree upon some other plan they 
will unanimously report in favor of withdraw- 
ing hank currency from New England for dis- 
tribution to hanks organized in the States hav- 
ing less than their quota. 

Supreme Court Decisions. 

The Supreme Court to day desided the con- 
fiscation case relatiug to the Slidell property 
aud several other similar cases, holding that 
the proceedings in the district Court, in pursu 
ance of which the property was sold were reg- 
ular and passed a full and indefeasible title to 
the purchasers. Justice Clifford dissented. 

The twenty per cent, cases were also decided 
by the Court, holding! that the act increasing the compensation in the civil service applied 
alike to all in that service in the city of Wash- 
ington but not outside of it, who were em- 

ployed by an officer of the government author- 
ized to contract their services and to fix the 

-compensation. 
One case of a plate printer in the bureau of 

printing and engraving was held not to be with- 
in the act because be did piece work and em- 

ployed another man to do his work. 
One case was also thrown out because the 

party was employed ih a government ceme- 
tery outside of the cily. Judge Swaine read a 

dissenting opinion which was concurred in by 
the Chief Justice aud Justice Davis, holding 
that noue of the parties were entitled to the 
extra pay voted because the year for which it 
was allowed was nearly exhausted when the 
act passed and it was for that reason a gratuity 
instead of a compensation. 

The Civil Service Board. 
It is also said that the usual appropriations 

for carrying on the civil service bureau will not 
be made by Cougress, as the majority of the 
members are opposed to the system. 

Adjournment of Congress. 
It is now thought that Congress will adjourn 

June 20th. provided the cases of Judges Bus- 
teed and Durell are not considered ou the ques- 
tion of impeachment. 

The Pacific nail. 
It is stated that the Congressional Postoffice 

Committee will report against any further sub- 
sidies to the Pacific Mail Steamsltip Company. 

Secretary Richardson's Health. 

It is stated that Secretary Richardson’s 
journey South was for very distressing reasons 
connected with his health and meDtal con- 
dition.

fortj-Third Congress—first Session. 

SENATE. 
Washington. May 4. 

Mr. Washburueof Mass., presented a me- 

morial of colored citizens of Virginia, received 
by the late Senator Sumner before his death, 
praying Cougress to pass the civil rights bill in- 
troduced by him. Laid on the table. 

Mr. Pratt, from the Pension Committee, re- 

ported with an amendment the hill amenda- 
tory of the act to amend, revise and consoli- 
date the laws relating to pensions. Placed on 

the calendar. It relates to pensioners who lost 
an arm at or above the elbow, increasing their 
pensions from $18 to $24 per mouth. He also 
gave notice that to-morrow or next day he 
would report without amendment the House 
bill amendatory of the act granting pensions to 
soldiers of the war of 1812, and would ask the 
indulgence of the Senate. 

Mr. Pease of Miss., submitted a resolution re- 

questing the House to return the Senate bill of 
last week appropriating $tW,000 for the relief of 
persons suffering from the overflow of the 
Mississippi river. He said his object in sub- 
mitting^ this resolution was to have the bill 
again before the Senate that he might move to 
increase the appropriation. He had a telegram 
from the Governor of Mississippi stating that 
at least 25,000 people were suffering; aud an- 

other from the sheriff of one county stating 
that there were 5,000persons in waut of bread 
there. He (Pease) had a conference with the 
Secretary of War on Saturday, and that officer 
said that the amount appropriated would sup- 
ply but a small number of persons, not more 
than the number in Louisiana aloue. He ap- 
pealed to Congress to be charitable to these 
suffering people, and said that he would call 
the bill up in the Senate to-morrow if the Sen 
ate should order its return. The resolution was 

agreed to. 
Memorials were preseutedof the Marino So- 

ciety of Bostnn, Marine Insurance Co., of 
Massachusetts, and the Board of PilotCommis 
siouers of New York, remonstrating against 
the passage of Mr. Hamlin’s bill to repeal the 
compulsory piloragelaw. Referred to the Com 
mittee on Commence. 

Mr. Stewart introduced a bill to resume the 
legislative control of the District of Columbia. 
Referred to the District of Columbia Connnit- 
** 

A resolution was adooted that the action of 
Washington Market Co., be investigated. 

Mr. Thurman introduced a resolution in- 
structing the Finance Committee to inquire 
whether the provision of the law forbidding the 
sale of tobacco by the producer thereof to any 
person not a licensed dealer ought not to be re- 

pealed Agreed to. 
Mr. Ramsey called up the Senate bill to re- 

vive and continue certain grants of lands here- 
tofore made to Minnesota to aid ill the construc- 
tion of several lines of the St. Paul and Pacific 
Railroad Co.’s. Passed. 

Mr, Johnston presented a memorial of Geo. 
E. Pickett of Va., for removal of his political 
disabilities. Referred to the Judiciary Com- 
mittee. 

Mr. Sargent introduced a hill to repeal so 
much ot the laws relating to the organization of the army as established distinctions to the 
prejudice of one class of American citizens. 
Referred to the Judiciary Committee. 

The House having returned the bill appro- 
priating $90,000 for the relief of persons suffer- 
ering by the overflow of the Mississippi, ot mo- 
tion of Mr Pease the vote by which the bill 
was passed was reconsidered, and that gentle- 
man offered an amendment appropriating 8250,000 instead of $90,000. Referred to the 
Committee ou Appropriation. 

Mr. Goldthwaite introduced a bill to aid the 
construction of a steamboat canal from Gads- 
den to Wetumpka, Ala. It provides for a gov- 
ernment guarantee of interest on thirty years 
bonds of the company to the extent of $30,000 
per mile, and for a grant of eight sections of 
public lauds for each mile of canal along the 
coast river. The whole canal, 140 miles in 
length, is to be completed within six years. 

Ihe morning hour having expired, the Sen- 
ate resumed the consideration of the supple- 
meutary civil rights bill, and Mr. Norwood con- 
cluded his argument against its passage He 
argueu that the bill was unconstitutional in its 
provisions. 

Mr. Fenton asked that the pending bill be 
laid aside that he might move to discharge the 
Committee on Commerce from the further con- 
sideration of the bill ‘to regulate” the service 
in the collection of customs at the various ports ot entry iu the United States and the disposi- tion of fines, penalties and forfeitures incurred 
under the laws relating to customs and for oth- 
er purposes. 

Mr. Edmunds objected. 
Mr. Feutou said he would then discuss the 

bill under consideration, (the supplementary civil rights bill) although that discussiou 
might be somewhat novel. He said more than 
two years ago, iu advocacy of the bill, he had 
previously introduced to regulate the service in 
the collection of customs reevenues and to 
remedy the growing evils of the moiety prac- tice he bad pointed out many of the defects of 
the system, the hardships experienced and the 
vice to which it led. In vain then or thereaf- 
ter was his appeal to take up the bill. No one 
here or there came forward to encourage and 
strengthen the movement. How the case is 
chauged. It is because of my fear that the 
seDse of injustice aud indiguation which at 
last quickens the people has rot reached this 
chamber that 1 am led to again engage in the 
discussion. I do not complain that chiefly for op 
posing the unequal laws relating to the customs 
revenue which were badly executed and likely 
to be worse in the hands of those who were be- 
ing called to administer them. 1 suffered party 
scriptiou loug before 1 weut to Cincinnati" 
That is wholly unimportant to me personally 
aud to my present puroose. but I beseech Sena- 
tors that no prejudice or political attitude shall 
be allowed to impair anything of merit upon 
this grave question to which may uow fall from 
mv lips. 

The main objects of the bill are first to adjust 
the compensation of officers of customs upon 
basis of salaries, having in mind fair pay for 
responsibility and labor. 

Second, to dispense with the whole disgi ace- 
ful moiety business, allowing only a reduced 
share in case of smuggling to the officers who 
make actual seizrm^s. 

Third to simplily the cumbrous and intricate 
regulation and laws to the end that both the 
government and importers shall be justly used 
aud protected. 

These features and the other points of the 
bill relating to undervaluation, appointments, 
etc., on which I will not now dwell, embrace 
the principal objects of the Chambers of Com- 
merce of New York, Boston and other cities 
and are the foundation of all other bills intro- 
duced in either House during the present ses- 
sion. After commenting on various stages of 
the hill since its introduction lie made a brief 
reference to the course of the committee to the 
end that whatever responsibility attached to 
delay might rest in the right quarter. 

Mr. Fenton continued his remarks at length. 
Mr. Boutwell submitted au amendment to 

the civil rights bill providing its provisions 
shall apply to schoois and public institutions of 
learning or benevoience authorized by law and 
eudorsed by the United States or hereafter en- 
dorsed by any State or tlie United States. 

Mr. Alcoru introduced a hill amendatory of 
the loth aud 16th sections of the act relating to 
miuts, assay offices and coiuage of the United 
States. 

The Chair submitted a communication from 
the Surgeon General, estimating the expense of 
publishing the medical surgical history of the 
war. The Seuate at 4.30 adjourned. 

HOUSE. 
Under the call of States bills were introduced 

and referred, including the following:—By Mr. 
Hooper of Mass, (for Mr. Butler) for the issue 
of additional bank note circulation to states or 
territories having less circulation than ten dol- 
lars per capita of the population, and for the 
withdrawal of legal tender notes at the rate of 
25 per cent, of the additional issue of national 
hank notes until the outstanding legal tender 
notes shall be reduced to $305,000,000, and pro- 
hibiting national banks from charging more 
than 7 3 10 per cent, for interest or discount; by 
Mr. Mellisli of New York to regulate the pay 
ment of custom duties and to secure a par in 
value of gold for United States Treasury notes 
and national hank notes. 

Other hills referred were for the distribution 
of the Geneva award, to prevent “hazing” at 
the Naval Academy;to relieve Raphael Senimes 
of Alabama from political disabilities; for the 
construction of the fort St, Philip Canal in 
Louisiana at a cost not exesding the estimates 
and the yearly installments not to exceed SL- 
OW),000; requiring stock hr kers to take out a 
license and to pay $100 a year therefor, and also 
to pay one-sixth of ouo per cent on the par 
value of securities bought or sold by them; re- 

ducing the tax on manufactured tobacco to ten 
ceuts per pound. 

Mr. Vance of North Carolina offered a reso- 
lution instructing tie Ways and Means Com- 
mittee to inquire into the propriety of repealing 
the tax on leaf tobacco and of changing the 
character of fines and penalties for the violation 
of the internal revenue law. Adopted. 

A bill to establish an assay office in Helena, 
Montana, was passed, 

Mr. Beck of Kentucky moved to suspend the 
rules so as to make in order an amendment to 
the Indian appropriation bill. Lost. 

Mr. Foster of Ohio, from the Committee ou 

Ways and Means, presented the report on the 
Sanborn contracts which was ordered to he 
printed and recommitted with leave to report 
at any time. 

The Committee recommends the passage of 
the bill repealing the provisions of the act of 
March 8th, 1872, under which these contracts 
were made and directs the revocation and anal 
ment of all such contracts and provides that 
the Court of Claims shall have no authority to 
consider or decide upon any claims for damages 
by reason of the discout i nuance of such con- 
tracts or for any profits or per centages under 
them. 

Mr. Kasson of Iowa, from the Committee on 

Ways and Means, reported back the Senate 
amendment to the fruit hill with an amend- 
ment. The Senate amendment directs that the 
clause shall read “fruit plants, tropical or 

semi tropical for the purpose of propagation or 

cultivation.” The amendment reported hy tile 
Committee is to add to the Senate amendment 
these words, “Provided that the duties imposed 
by virtue of this amendment shall not he levied 
in port of entry prior to July 1, 1874. The 
amendment was agreed to with the Senate 
amendment. The bill goes back again to the 
Senate for concurrence. 

Mr. Ward, from the Judiciary Committee, 
moved that the Committee have leave to report 
at any time on the bankruptcy law. Agreed 
to. 

Mr. Phillips of Kansas introduced a hill 19 
create two additional land districts in Kausas. 
Passed. 

Mr. Hawley moved to suspend the rules and 
have an order made that the daily sessions of 
the House commence at 11 a. m. Negatived. 
Yeas 140, nays 78. Not two-thirds in the af- 
firmative. 

Mr. Knapp of Illinois offered a resolution in- 
structing the Committee ou Pensions to in- 

?uire into the propriety of granting pensions 
or the soldiers of the Black Hawk lnd:aus. 

Adopted. 
Mr. McKee of Mississippi obtained leave for 

the Committee on Territories to report for ac- 

tion on toe 21st of May, a bill for the admis- 
sion of New Mexico as a State. 

Mr. Donnell of Minnesota, from the Com- 
mittee ou Public Lauds, moved to suspend the 
rules and pass the bill for the appointment of 
a Commissioner of Forestry. The motion was 

not seconded. 
Mr Tyner of Indiana moved to suspend the 

rules and make an order an amendment to the 
postofficc appropriation bill, limiting the free 
delivery system to towns and cities where there 
•s a population of 20,000 within the corporate 
limits instead of being as at present within the 
limits ef the office delivery. Agreed to. 

Mr. Averill of Minn., from the Committee 
on Indian Affairs, reported a bill extending to 
Indians the penalties provided against the 
liquor traffic among the Indians Passed. 

Mr. Southard of Ohio, moved to suspend the 
rules aud adopt a resolution directing the Com- 
mittee on Banking and Curreucy to report what 
legislation is necessary to secure a fair and 
equitable apportionment of the whole existing 
volume of national bank circulation among 
the several States and Territories according to 
the wealth, population and business interests. 
Agree I to. 

Mr. Kasson moved to suspend the rules and 
pass a bill to provide fora more equitable dis- 
tribution of the national hank currency. The 
motion to suspeud the rules was seconded in 
the midst of much confusion, 93 to 54.

meut made on the basis of population and 
wealth, provided the whole amount of circula- 
tion so withdrawn and reissued shall not ex- 
ceed $25,000,000, and shall be withdrawn as 

applications are received from time to time 
from hanks in States having less than their ap 
portionment. The motiou to adjourn was car- 

ried—yeas 105, nays 104. ; 
Pending the announcement of the vote, Mr. 

Field of Mich., introduced a bill to promote 
internal improvement by the issue of United 
States bonds and to provide a sinking fund so 
as to facilitate the resumption of specie pay- 
ments. Referred to Committee on Ways and 
Means. 

The House at half past four adjourned.

THE ARKANSAS WAR. 

Two Judges Seized by Baxter’s 

Men. 

St. Louis, May 4. — A special from Little 
It'ick says that Judges Searle and Beunett of 
the Supreme Court were arrested last night on 

the arrival of the Memphis train at Arkenta, 
opposite Little Itock, hy Captain Williams, 
acting under orders of Governor Baxter. The 
Judges refused to he arrested without Draper 
authority, whereupon Captain Williams made 
a sigual and a baud of armed men entered the 
car with cocked revolvers and Searle and Ben- 
nett were forcibly taken from the cars and up to the time this despatcn was written thev had 
not been beard oil in Little Itock. The Su- 
preme Court was to couveue in Little Bock to- 
day. 

Judge Steveuson, also of the Supreme Court, 
was on the train, but it seems his presence was 
not known else he too would have been ar- 
rested. 

The affair created great excitement in 
Brook’s camn, and serious trouble is appre- hended unless Col. Boss interferes for the re- 
lease of the J udges. 

Washington, May 4 —A despatch has been 
received by the Secretary of War from Sheriff 
Oliver of Pulaski county, Ark asking aid of 
the United States troops to serve writs of ha- 
beas corpus for Judges Searles and Bennett, ar- 
rested by order of Baxter. He expresses the 
fear if tile writs are not served at once the 
Judges will be assassinated. The President 
has a message from Gov. Brooks, requesting 
him to ask the commanding officer of the Unit- 
ed States forces at Little Bock to demand the 
surrender of the arrested parties. 

Judge Bose to-day received a telegram from 
Little Bock, stating that Baxter had nothing to 
do with the arrest of the Judges, and disavows 
all respousibility for it. 

THE FLOOD. 

No Abatement of the Overflow. 

Provisions Exhausted and Stock 

Destroyed. 
— 

New Orleans, May 4.—There is no abate- 
ment of the cverflow. The following extracts 
from letters to the Governor show the condition 
of those living in overflowed districts. Edgar 
Frazend, manager of Bell River plantation, Assumption Parish, says: In this section of the 
Parish there is a population of about 1000 white 
and black, destitute of the first necessaries of 
life, living on rafts and house-tops, with no 
transportation of any kind, and the nearest 
laud twenty miles distaut. All their cattle and 
horses are drowned, and the water is still rising six inches in twenty-four hous. 

Mis. S. A. Briggs, writing from Hospena 
plantation, Madison Parish, says: Permit me 
to call your attention to the sufferings of the 
freed men on my plantation, 110 in number. 
Wc are submerged, merchants notextending 
credit, provisions exhausted and stock destroy- 
ed. Women and children come to me and I 
am without means to help them or myself. 
T***1 Extent of the Suflcring in Louisiana. 

New Orleans. May 4.—The relief commit- 
tee report to the Governor that to this date they have distributed 40,000 ratious daily, and in 
their judgment 50.000 daily for sixty days will 
be required to relieve the pressing wants. The 
government clothing arrived to-day and is stor- 
ed in the United States warehouse subject to 
the Governor's orders. 

Several Persons Injured and Cars Barn* 
ed. 

Chicago, May 4.—The eastern bound Atlan- 
tic express train, going thir.y miles an hour, 
was thrown from the track by a misplaced 
switch near Ply mouth, lud., on Saturday. The 
fireman and express messenger were seriously 
injured. Four others were hurt. A stove was 
overturned in a second class car which rapidiy 
burned, the flames extending to the baggage 
cars. They were also destroyed* together with 
nearly all the baggage and a large amouut of 
mail aid express matter. The locomotive was 
entirely disabled Five cars were destroyed al- 
together. The remainder of the passengers 
escaped with slight bruises.

The War in Spain. 
Madrid, May 4. — Additional despatches 

from ltilboa state that bodies of Carlists con- 
tinue to surrender to the republican troops. 
They hope by so doing to receive amnesty.

London, May 4.—Intelligence from Fiji is 

that the King arid people are unanimously in 
favor of the cession of the islands to Great 
Britain. 

Stupid Talk. 
In the House of Lords to-day Earl Russell 

in view of the mutually embittered feelings of 
France and Germany, moved that copies of the 
correspondence with these powers be called for, and asked what the course of the British gov 
eminent would be in the event ef a rupture between them. 

Earl Derby believed the peace of the imme- 
diate future was safe, and he trusted in the in- 
fluence of time. England, he said, would do 
everything to maintain peace short of imperil- 
ing herself in a struggle in which she is not 
nationally interested. She would regard obso- 
lute treaties as open questions, and faithfully 
adhere to her engagements of ia:e years. 

Kussell withdrew the motion,calling for papers 
in the Oregon boundary and Fenian raid ques- 
tions. He said the British people felt the hon- 
or of England had been touched in the Wash- 
ington t'.ealy negotiations, the national charac- 
ter lowered, and the national interests jeopard- 
ized. An opinion generally existed in favor of 
the compensation toCanadian sufferers by Fen- 
iau raids, but he did uot apprehend a repetition 
ot these errors. He trusted that Great Britain 
would never seem afraid to risk anything in the 
assertion of her just rights. 

Chinese Attack a French Settlement, 
Shanghai, May 3.—A serious riot has oc- 

curred .n the French settlement at this place. 
A mob of Chinese made an attack on the resi- 
dents of that quarter and sacked and burned 
sevtral of their buildings. The police, to quell 
the disturbance, tired ou the rioters, killing 
several of them. Tranquility was restored but 
an uneasy feeling prevails. iThe Chinese as- 

sign as the reason for their attack that the 
Frencli were constructing a road which inter- 
fered with their cemetery. There has been no 
disturbance in the English settlement. 

Arrival of the Bark Chas. Farbrs at 
Halifax, 

Halifax, May 4.—The American schooner 
Montana, Capt. Dowdell, arrived this afternoou 
from Georges’ Bank in company with the 
American bark Chas. Forbes, from New York 
and bound to Portland, with cargo of hard coal. 
Reports that on Friday at 9 a. m., she fell in 
with bark Chas. Forbes on the east side of 
Georges’ Bank, abandoned, water logged, her 
cargo shifted and eleven feet of water in her 
hold. Put a prize crew on board and brought 
her to this port. When fallen in with 
the bark had just beeu abandoned 
Capt. Dowdell put a crew of 15 men on board, 
and while they were making preparations to
