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| MAINE'S DELICIOUS CRUSTACEANS.
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Commissioner Counce Talks About
the Lobster Law,
Showing the Folly of Destroying the
Little Fecllows.

How an Ingenious Maine Firm Sup
plies the Market.

[Speeial to the Press.]

AvGusTa, April 27.—Commissioner of Sea
and Shore Fisheries Counce, while on a yisit
to Augusta recently, was seen by your cor-
respondent concerning lobsters and the law
regulating their eapture and sale.  'While he
does not regard the close time from Aung. 1st
to Sept. 15th of vital Importance, he believes
that the section limiting the length to 104
inches is doing effective service in the pres-
ervation of this valuable and much sought
after erustacean. Twenty-five million lob-
sters a year are captured and sold on the
Maine coast, yet it [is estimated by Mr. Tre-
fethen that not over 15,000,000 can be taken
without detriment to the supply.’ Mr. Counce
said: *“A lobster that is 9 inches long in the
spring will grow to 104 inches in one season,
increasing in value from four to five hundred
per cent. If the small lobsters are caught
and sold to the faclories in the spring, they
bring from 1 to 14 cents each, while IT cast
back into the sea and allowed to grow they
will reach 10} inches in length and be worth
12 cents. Another reason why the young

g.inch lobsters should not be used is thata
healthy 9-inch lobster never has any eggs at-
tached to it, while the 10§ inch erustacean
has from 15,000 to 25,000 each. It will be
seen, without difficulty, that if the 9-inch
lobster is destroyed before it comes to hav-
ing egﬁs Em agation canoot be carried on.
It wou d be just as good policy for the farm-
er to kill his chickens be ause they annoy
him when he feeds the hens, as it is for the
fishermen to destroy the short lobsters be-
cause thuiv t into his trap and eat his bait,
The great difficulty we have to contend with
is the New York market, where there is no
Jaw regulating the length of lobsters sold.
Short lobsters have been secretly ahi?p:-d
there in large numbers, and they have olten-
times been in bad condition before reach ng
their destination. One warden informs me
that he saw lobsters which were being ship-
plad to New York which were actually offen-
sivs."”

Mr. Counce gave a very interosting account
of a lobster speculation which has been car-
ried on suecessfully the past season by John-
son & Young of Yinalhaven. ‘Lhey havea
large pound, so-called, which is a pond of
water several acres in extent, connected with
the sea, the outlet being elosed to the pas-
sage of lobsters by a wire nemn‘g. Last fall
they purchased 900,000 10} inch lobsters of
the fishermen ut 4 cents jeach, and placed
them in the pound. They must have food,
and to satisfy their hunger were fed on fish
cleanings, consisting of inwards, fins and
heads, which were purchased at §1 a barrel.
Seven hundred barrels of this was fed to
them in all. At once, after winter had set
i, the lobsters were raked from the bottom
of the pound as wanted, many being found
in the mud at a depth of two feet, and ship-

h{ rail from Rockland to the Boston
market at the rate of about 25 barrels per
diay. Tv reach the shell fish it was necessa.
ry to cut holes through the iceiand keep
tgem open. The price received was some 20
cents & pound, and as the lobsters would
weigh from two to three rnmu]s each, and
the original cost was but four cents apiece,
the profit was a very handsome one. hese
fed lobsters were said to be of very superlior

Chauncey Depew Thinks He Can
Carry the Country.

New Youk, April 27.—Chauncey M. De-
pew, in conversation today with a New York
reporter, stated that he was not a candidate
for the Presidency.

“Would you refuse the nominasion if it
were tendered you 2" the reporter asked.

“At this stage,” he replied, “l am not go-
ing to refuse it for the simple reason that it
has not yet been tendered to me. Mr. Blaine
hasa perfect right to refuse 1t. He is the
recognized leader of his party, has held office
and is a public man, But considering that I
am merely a private citizen and have not
held office for n period of 20 years, why
should I be such an egregious fool as to re-
fuse a nowination whieh has not yet been of-
fered me? Besides, I am a Blaine maun first,
last and all the time. All my Presidential
preferences are for Blaine, 1 never expect

get the nomination, bat 1 firmly believe

to
that Mr. Blaine will.”

*Then you don’t think Mr. Blaine’s letter
was sincere.”

“Most sssureda 1 do think it was sincere;
but, mark you, Mr. Blaine never said he
would refuse a nomination. He merely said
that his name would not be prescuted to the
convention, If Mr. Blaine Is draftea for
serviee, so to speak, if his- nomination is
unanimously tendered, I have no doubt that
he will aceept it and that he will be the can-
didate of the Republican party this fall. Yon
know this convention will be entirely dif-
ferent from any of its predecessors. in con-
ventions prior to 1884, there was no doubt of
an election of the nominee. The nomination
of a candidate at the convention practically
meant an election, and to secure that nomi-
nation there was a great deal of fighting
among various factions and eliques. The
election of 1884 chan all this and at the
coming convention 1 believe there will be an
utter absence of cliques, and instead an hon-
est desire on the part of the delegates to
choose a man who is likely to carry the Re-
publican party back to power. Itis all very
well to talk of favorite sons. No doabt they
can qgux:_h earry thelr respective States, but
what we want is a man strong enough to
earry, not only his own State, but the entire
country, I think Blaine is the man who ean

$200,000 NEEDED.

To Put the Boston, Concord and
Montreal in Proper Condition.

Coxcogp, N. H., Apr. 27.—The hearingon
the equity suit of the Boston, Coneord and
Montreal railroad ‘against the Boston and
Maine was resumaod today.

Frank A. Merrill of Concord [testified. He
is a eivil engineer, 30 years old; hes worked
on the Boston, Concord and Montreal since
1874; in his opinion the line is not safe for
present travel because of the worn condition
of the rails, rotten ties, bad spiking, broken
plates, inseeupe fences, broken culverts and
poor ballasting; 80 mjles of new steel rails,
112,000 ties and 90 miles of ballast are needed
I.:mumliau-le' to put the road in a tolerably
safe condition.  Witness estimates the ex-

ense of these repairs at £200,000, aside from
wridging.

THE NATIONAL CAPITAL.

England’s Fiag Floating on Historic
Pacific 'Isles.

WAsHINGTON, April 26.—John Bull's mo-
tive in recently holsting his colors on three
little islands in the Pacific lying about mid-
way between the Sandwich and the Society
groups, still remains a matter of mystery, or
at least of conjecture. The first supposition
was that, having observed that Germany is
poking about into every part of the Pacific,
and appropriating every unclaimed island she
can lay hands on, the British government
had concloded to make perfectly sure of
$hese three, lest their political status should
be thought doubtful. Hence the war vessel
Caroline was sent from Honolulu for that
purpose. Since then it has been suggested
that the real object was to make them stations
on the route of the submarine cable with
whieh Great Britain is planning to connect
British Columbia and Australia. Still ano-
ther supposition Is that the formal act of
raising the flag has been executed simply at
the request of a London company which oe-
cupies these and other islands for various
purﬁes. and likes to make sure of official
protection for its operations. ;

The region in which these islands are sito-
ated is one where American exploration

bave been conspicuous.

Penrhyn and Christmas are the other
islands and Great Britain's claim to them
seems sustained. It was the claim to Christ-
mas Island tbat was investigated b{ our
state department nine mm. when it was
found to have been disco by Captain
Coolk, of famous memory.

The upshot of the whole matter seems to
be that whether Great Britain wants those
islands for telegraphic ecable ?u se8 or
merely renews her rights formally for com-
mercial purposes, nobody will contest their
possession. Enormoup quantities of phos-
phates have been from islands in this
part of the Pacific by {American companies,
under our laws, and great numbers of labor-
ers from the Hawalian Islands have been em-
ployed by them in this business: but the
three islands in question have not been the
scene of these operations.

Revising a Bad Arrangement.

The Postmaster General today completed
arrangements with the Postmaster General
of Canada, establishing a uniform rate of
postage of one cent per ounce on all mer-
chandize, including grain, seéd, cuttings,
bulbs, scions apd grafts, and one cent per
two ounces of printed matter, in the mails
exchanged between the two countries, now
known as third class matter in the domestic
mails of this ccuntry. The a ment

oes into effect May 1, and removes the ob-
tions to the recent postal eonvention with

anada, which went into effect March 1.

[From James Authony Froude's new work, “The
English {n West Indies.”)

Those who build up empires or discover
secrets of seience, those who paint great ple-
tures or write great poems, are not often to
be found spouting, upon platforms. The si-
lent men do the work, The talking men jery
out at what is done because it is not done as
they would hava had it, and afterwards take
possession of it as If it were thelr own pro-
perty. Warren Hastings wins India for us:
the-eloguent Burke desires and passionately
tries to hang him for it. At the supreme
erisis in our history when Aweriea had re-
volted and Ireland was defiant, when the
great powers of Europe had coaleseed to
erush ns, and we were staggerivg under the
disaster at York Town, Rodney struck a
blow in the West Lndies which sounded over
the world and saved for Britain ber ocevan
sceptor. Just in time, for the popular lead-
ers had persuaded the House of Commons
that Rodney ought to be pecalled and peace
made on any terms. Eyen in polities the
names of oratorial statesien are rarely as-
socinted with the organie growth of enduring
institutions. ‘I'be wost distinguished ol
them have been conzpleuous only as instru-
ments of destruetion. Institutions are the
slow growths of centuries. The orator cuts
thew down in a day. The tree falls, and the
hand that wields the axe Is admired and ap-
Elll.l . The s hes of Demosthenes and

icero pass into literature, and are studied
ag models of age. But Demosthenes
and Cicero did not understand the facts of
their time ; their language might be beauti-
ful, and their sentiments noble, but with
their fine words and seotiments they only
misled their countrymen. The periods
where the orator is supreme are marked al-
ways by confusion and disintregation,
Goethecould say of Luther that he had
thrown back for centuries ond spiritual cul-
tivation of mankind, by ealling the passions
of the multitude to j'mlge of matters which
should have beer left to the thinkers. We
ourselves are just now in one of those un-
easy peri and we have decided that ora-
tors are the fittest people to rule over us.
The constituencies choose their members ae-
cording to the fluency of their tongues, Can
he make a speech? is the one test of com-
peteney for a slator, and the most persua-
sive of the whole we make Prime Minister.
We admire the man fer his gifts, and we ac-
ceptwhat he uﬁs for the manner in which
it Is uttered. He mg{ contradiet today what
he said yesterday. No matter. FHe can per-
suaded himself. And such is the nature of
him that he can convinee himself of anything
which it is his interest to bel’eve. These are
the persons who are now regarded as our
wisest. it was not always so. It is not so
now with nations who are ina sound state of
bealth. The Americans, when they chose a
President or a Secretary of State or any fune-
tionary from whom they require wise action
do not select these famous speech makers.
Such periods do not lasy, for the condition
whieh they bring about mes always in-
tolerable. 1 do not believe in the degeneracy
of our race. I believe the present genoration
of Englishmen to be capable of all that their
fathers were, and ly of more; but we
are just now in a moulting state, and are sick
while the process hqpm{ on.

The Origin of “'B lizzard.”
[Springfleld Repablican.}

The late storm in this country bas lodged
new word in England. “Many readers,”
says the London Daily News, “‘must bhave
encountered the word blizzard for the first
time, and ‘must bave wondered what it
meant.” This word is not a very aged oune,
even in this country, and there is much
doubt nbout its origin and derivation. 1t
came into general use here nbout 1880, al-
though it had a local babitation in the West
many years before. A correspondent of the
New York Sun says that the only standard
dictionary in which the word “blizzard” oe-
eurs s the new philological dictionary. The
Iatter is inelined to eall it an  onomatopoetie
word. This is very doubtful: nor is its con-
,uelnre that it comes from the French verb

*‘blesser,” to “injure,” within the probabili-
ties. lo the carly part of the century *‘bliz.
zurd” was in use in the West and South In
the sense of a “poser.” David Crockett in

his *Tour to the North and Down  East,”
which was published fn 1835, writes: “A
gentleman at tuble uske d we for 2 ast nud
supposing he meant to have some fun at my

expense, 1 concluded to go ahead ana glve
him and his I'kes a “blizzhrd.” A ranchman
might wake up in the morning when there
was & winter's gale on and remark that this
is & “poser” or a “blizzard,” and in this way
the word would lose its original meaning and
come to denote a terrible winter’s storm.

Charles Tupper Delivers the
Canadian Budget Speech.

OrTAwA, April 27.—Sir Charles Tupper
delivered the annual budget speech in the
Commons this afternoon. He proposed no
tariilf changes. The surplus revenue over
the expenditures for the year ended June
30th last, was 8957. The estimated revenus
this year was $36,000,000, and the estimated
expenditure $37,000,000, showing a probable
deficit of $1,000,000, The estimated revenue
for 1880 was 836,900,000, and the expendi-
tures were to be kept down to wipe out the
probable deficit this year and make the two
years balance one another. The country wa
in a stringent financial condition, but sound
at the core. There were indieations that
the stringency was [passing away. Parlis-
ment would undoubtedly ratify the fishery
treat{‘ but no matter what the action of the
Senate of the Umited States wmight be, he be-
Heved nothing would disturb the continuous-
Iy harmonious intercourse of the two coun-
tries.

REPUBLICAN STATE COMMITTEE.

Henry George’s love of free trade vi-
dently stronger than his deyvotion to hig nd
tax sceme. Inthe Standard this week he
nominates Cleveland for President, and R.
(). Mills for Vice Prasident.

The Bridgton News points ouvt that if the
Repuoblicans are to nominate a candidate for
governor on the locality - claim, Gov. Marble
should be the man, because to Lincoln coun-
ty has never been accorded the honor of fur-
nishing Maine’s ehief executive officer. But
the Republicans are not going to nominate
anybody on such an absurd claim.

Gov. Hill's difficulties thicken. The Cros-
by high license bill has passed both branches
of the New York Legislature and he has
now to choose between signing it or vetolng
it. As the bill was changed to meet the ob-
jeetions raised by the Governor a year ago,
his position is more perplexing than it was
then,

Apropos of the great raid that is now go-
ing on against the rumsellers of Manchester,
N. H., the Mirror of that city has made a
computation of the amount spent each year
in that eity for rum. Manchester has 40,000
inhabitants, and the drink bill is estimated
to amonnt to $1,274,000. This estimate is
made from inquiry among the saloon keep-
ers. The money would more than run the
entire city government for a year, and if ap-
plied to schools, a public library, the city
debt, or any other good purpos:, would make
Manchester o shining examp & among mu-
nicipalities. But the problem is to get the
money turned that way. The temperance
people are making a beginning,

The Indiana Demoecrats declare in favor of
a civil service *“which gives preference to
those who harmenize in prineiple and policy
with the party in power,” This is the most
open declaration in favor of a revival of the
spoils system yet made bv any Democratic
convention. Usually these bodies bave dis-
sembled to some extent, when they came to
putting their ideas into a platform. The fa-
vorite phrase has been an’ **honest civil ser-
vice reform,” whieh means the same thing
as the Indiana declaration probably, but
sounds a little better. However the Hoo-
siers are entitled to the credit of saying what
they mean in such plain terms that nobody
can misunderstand them.

The Illinois labor party has lald over a
programme that will keep it out of idleness
for some years to come. It purposes first, to
change the constitution so that United
States Senators shall be elected by the peo-
ple; then to place all the railroads In posses-
sion of the government ; after that to devise
a national monetary system in the interest
of the producer, The first two of these
things are not desirable, and the last is
meaningless. More praisworthy as weli as
more feasible purposes are contained in the
declarations in favor of sustituting arbitra-
tion for strikes; abolishing the liquor traffic;
and paying women the same as men for the
same work. These reforms are desirable
and practicable, and the labor party will do
well to eliminate the first three planks from
its platform and confine itself to the last
three.

The foreign contract labor law, which has
lately been invoked to prohibit the employ-
ment of Nova Scotians or American fishing
vessels makes exceptions only jof *“‘profes-
slonal artists, actors, lecturers and singers.”
When there was talk of bringing over an
English divine to fill Mr. Beecher's old
pulpit, an action under the law was sug-
gested, but not undertaken as the clergyman
did not come, But a trial is now in progress
in New|York in which aetion is brought by
the government, through the district attor-
ney, .against the directors of an Episcopal
church to prevent them from hiring & foreign
rector, Of coyrse the law was never intend-
ed to countenance any such ridiculous pro-
cecdings. Its bbject was to protect Amer-
jcan laborers from the pauper labor of
Europe. American clergymen need no such
protection, for the harvest is plenteous and

the laborers few.

The Bangor Commercial brings us the in-
formation that the two hundred thousand
dollars needed to establish a pulp mill on the
Penobscot River near Piscataquis Falls
having been secured, the work of building a
will will begin at once, and adds this very
sensible comment: “This is another new en-
terprise on the Penobscot, which will give
employment to the young men of Maine and
add to the increasing wealth of the State,
The big woelen mill at Oldtown will be in
full operation in a year or so, and other en-
terprises are spring ing up in every direc-
tion. The ballis to be kept rolling, and
there will be no oeeasion for four people to
emigrate in order to secure profitable em-
ployment, or to find good ovportunities for
engaging in profitable business.” Yet the
Commercial wvery strongly approves the
Millsfbill, which if it passes will be a trig of
the biggest sort in the way of the business
men who are keeping the ball rolling with
such good effect in Maine.

There can be no mistaking the sentiment
of the masses of the Republican party as to
whom they will select to lead them in the
coming Presidential campaign, provided they
are free to make the choice that they desire.
Recent conventions in Arkansas, Texas,
Pennsylvania, Massachusetts and Maine
gshow unmistakably that the tideis setting
toward Mr. Blaine with a force that nothing
but an absolute and nnqualified refusal on
his part can arrest. To be sure Onio has ex-
pressed a preference tor Sherman, but it was
asort of perfunctory preference, the off-
spring of local pride, rather than the result
of any deep-seated conviction that Sherman
would be the best man to nominate. Indeed
the most careless observer could not fail to
discover that beneath the surface in that
convention there was a deep undercurrent of
feeling in favor of Blaine, which was with
difficulty repressed at Columbus, but which is
sure to manifest itself at Chicago unless it is
conclusively settled before the convention
meets that Mr, Blaine will iz no event ac-
cept anomination. There ecan be no doubt
that the enthusiasm for Blaine is spontane-
ous and that it pervades the great mass of
the rank and file of the party, Did it mani-
fest itself only at conventions it might be
argued that it had been carefully worked up
by leaders, and collected at these official
meetings. But it is to be found everywhere,
and breaks out on every occasion. The few
leaders who have attempted to stem the tide,
have found their efforts as futile as were
Mrs. Partington’s to sweep back the At-
lantic ocean with her broom. Mr. Blaine's
Florence letter, it is obvious enough, has not
served to check the enthusiasm. While it
might have been construed as an absolute
and final refusal to accept the nomination,
and would have effectively disposed of a
candidate whom the mass of the Republicans
or even a large part of them did not want, it
has been construed simply as a declaration
that he did not seek the nomination and
should make no efforts to secure it. It has
not weakened the desire of the Republicans
that he shall be their leader, nor, apparently,
has it shaken in the least their intention of
making him their leader. Unless, therefore,
before the convention meets word comes
from him that he will under no circumstances
accept the nomination we hazard little in pre-
dicting that he will be nominated and that
too with substartial, If not absolute, unanim-
ity.

PORTLAND AND THE AFRICAN
: TRADE.
Interesting Reminiscences of the
Last Century.

_[Hon, William Goold.]

In 1701 William Widgery, then a represen-
tative to the Massachusetts general court
from New Gloucester, obtained an aet for
holding one sesslon of the court of Common
Pleas of Cumberland county annually in
January in that town. This continued un-
til the organization of Oxford County in
1805,

The “Eastern Herald,” of Portland, of Jan-
uary 9, 1792, notices the opening of the first
session of the court at New Gloucester, and
further says:

“At the first court at New Gloucester, an action
was commenced against Col. John of this
town (Portland) for fitting out the ship to
the coast of Africa, and importing slaves

erein.
Ilt was ¢laimed that the court had no jurisdie-
tion.”

The wife of the county sattorney, Johmn
Frothingham of Portland, was Martha May
of Boston. She was a relative, 1 think a
sister, to the accused. This fact may ac-
count for the absence of any mention of the
action In the ecourt record. The plea of a
“ack of jurisdietion” of the court was of
course allowed, although the respondent 'did
not deny the accusation.

Men of that time represented that the sen-
timent of the town’s people, of Portland,
was very strong against Col. May; so much
so that he gave up his business and returned
to Boston. His house in which was also his
store, was the large two-story building, now
a Yoarding house, on* the south corner of
Congress and Park streets. A third story
was added thirty or more years ago.

Col. John May was one of the prominent
May family of Boston. He came here in
abeut 1791, and after his return (he sold his
property in 1794 to Wm. Gray, Jr., of Salem,
for one thousand and fifty pounds. The ship
Eagle’s is the first mention of an African
voyage from this port. No doubt others
than Col. May at times were interested In
this contraband trade. The next recorded
venture to the coast of Africa was in legiti-
mate trade. In the summer of 1824 Eli Mer-
rill despatched the sloop “First Attempt,’,
Capt. John Rebinson, on a trading voyage to
the const. The sloop was of about sixty
tons, and had a pink stern. She was report
ed in the papers of the time as sailing Nov.
24th from Goree for the Gold Coast. She
made her voyage and returned with a cargo.
Her suecess encouraged Merrill to despateh
the topsail sehooner Recover, for the same
routine of trade. Her arrival home is
thus reported:

“Feb, 11th, arrived schocner Recover, Bafford,
43 days from Goree and 25 days from Bonavls
with specie, salt, goat skins, leopard skins and
wine to Ell Merrill and Joseph Johnson.”

The next year Merrill built in gun boat
dock, Clay cove, a small full rigged brig of
less than 200 tons, with standing royals, and
all the kites, named *“Sarah George.” When
the brig was about ready for sea at Railway
wharf the captain was arrested for debt.
On Sunday, at his request, the kind !warle'd
jallor allowed the Captain to go out on his
parole to visit his family, but instead he
went to the wharf and within a very short
time the brig's crew went aloft, loosed the
sails, the fasts were cast off, and the jaunty
little brig was careening before a west wind
down the bharbor and to sea: bound to
Montevideo ;leaving she humane jail keeper
in the loreh to pay the debf for his kind act.
I think the Sarah (‘mnrf;e next made a_ voy-
age to Africa. Merrill, the owner of the
brig, of course was In the plot to get the de-
linquent cn‘)tain off to sea. FPublic senti-
ment was almost as strong against him as it
was against Col. May 35 years before, caus-
ing, as was supposed, his removal to New
York. Greely and Jones had a good schoon-
er called the Huldah and Judah which In
December, 1824 they sent to Goree and a
market, in charge of Capt. Thompson.

John Cox was an active merchant in the
African trade, He commenced in 1824 with
the schooner Reporter, Capt, John Wait.
He soon added the brig John, schooner
Aretas, schooner ltmug and brig Union.
The brig John was of abont 180 tons; she
was built at Fiying }m!ut. After being dis-
masted she was made into a full rigged HME
with all the sky scrapers of a New_ Yor
liner and light sails of all shapes to be set
where and when there was a possibility of
catching the light winds of the African seas.
The Jolin was Mr. Cox's favorite vessel and
bore his name. He had an eye to beauty as
well as gain, and f;rudgad no expense to im-

yrove his fleet of little clippers. Ex-Mayor

feLellan went mate of the John one voyage.
It was the rakish appearance of the schoon-
er Reporter that once saved the life of Gov-
ernor Jehuda Ashman of the Liberia colony.

He had taken passage in the schooner from
Cape Mesurgdo to the Cape de Verde. The
overnor had a tooth extracted by a negro
octor before sailing, and it continued to
)l A French h-IFnur sighted the schoon-
er, took her for a slaver and gave chase.
he governor was growing weak from the
loss of blood. Capt. Enoch IPreble was in
command, and allowed the frigate to come
up and spoke her. On learning the circum-
stances, the French captain sent the surgeon
of the frigate on board and stannched the
bleeding, but not until Mr. Ashman was ex-
hausted. I had this fact from the late Ad-
miral Preble, who was a son of Capt. Enoch
Preble,

On the first voyage of the Romp, in charge
of Capt. John Waite, she was capsized in a
gale off Georges shoal. The captain cut
away her masts and righted her without
wetl,i:g the cargo. He rigged jurymasts and
worked the schooner back to port. When
she was remasted she was rigged asa her-
maphrodite brig, and Capt. Waite made the
voyage without discharging the cargo.
These vessels were all first class. Their
first port was usually Madeira, selliui; what
tney could there and replacing it with wine
for  Portland. Then to Goree and Port
Praya, where they ﬁot camwood, gold-dust
and elephants’ teeth. I recollect some of
monstrous size which were landed at Long
wharf—] see by an invoice that one lot
avernied 33 pounds weight, but some were
much larger. Salt at Cape Verde Iskinds
was the last resort to fill up for home. ‘r'he
mention of salt reminds me of an anecdote
of the time, related to me by a ship captain
who sailed his own vessel. He had arrived
from St. Ubes with a cargo of salt, and was

dling it out at Central wharf. The ship
ohn haunled in at Long wharf with salt from
the Cape Verde. The Central wharf cap-
tain feared a glut in the market, and the next
dn{l went to take a look at the cargo of the
John. It was at noon, the hatches were open
and Mr. Cox’s man-of-all-work (an Irish-
man) was 'the only person on board. About
the time the John was ready to sail from the
islands a New Bedford whaler called there
and prevailed on the captain of the John to
take some of his oil home on top of his salt
on freight. For the want of dunnage bun-
dles of goat skins were used to stow the bar-
rels. On the passage the heat caused the oil
to swell and the barrels to leak, which sat-
urated the goat skins and stained the salt.
The Irishman was spreading the skins to
dry. They had a strong smell, and the Cen-
tral wharf captain said to the man, *“Those
skins must spoilty” when he replied,
“Not at all—at all. They are perfeetly
swate—it is the nature of the baste—they
stinks alive they de.” Tne captain went
back to his vessel satisfied that the Cape
";a}l:’l& salt would not interfere with the sale
of his,

In December, 1826, Mr. Cox despatched the
brig Romp, C”l,t'k. }Ian. t‘o"r gw coa.itl. As
supere or clerk, he sent George Hayes,

0 hﬁ?ﬂr some time been clerk in his
counting room, and gave him written in-
structions how to proceed. He was then 17
years old. After Mr. Cox gave up business
mng Hayes obtained a commission as

tenant in the revenue service, and was
lnn{nnn the Portland station. Siuce that his
business hasbeen asagent for the Interna-
tional line of steamers at Eastport. If heis
alive he must now be in his year., By
the favor of the later T. R. Hayes, who was a
brother, I have Mr. Cox's instruetions to his
clerk, whieh will give a thorough knowledge
of the African trade as pursued by Mr, Cox

Proof that there was once ‘‘shipped
by the grace of Cod, one hogshead
of Rum” from Boston to a Maine
Man. -

The Journal man had the pleasure of visit-
ing in his workshop, Dr. W. B. Lapham
whose writings are so well known to the
readers of history, edltorials, biography, ete,
The Doetor’s workshop s simply furnished
and bears the marks of having been fitted up
from time to time anccordingly a8 the de-
mands of the author varled or increased.
He ealls it his working library, a term which
It Is impossible to apply to many of
the private collections of books. In one
large book-case we find almost exclusively
town histories and genealogies. Here is
every history of a Maine town, which was
ever written. Plain, unpretentious looking
volumes, many of them dry to the ordinary
reader. Some represent labors of a mediocre
writer whe desired to do something literary
before he passed off the stage, while others
are labors of love, the works of men whose
calling had placed them perchanee in narrow
environments but whose Interest in human-
ity had not been restricted thereby. Some
of these cheap looking velumes are very
searce and bring a corresponding price,
Only forty Maine towns out of five hundred
have been described by the town historian.
The book case also contains many of the
histories of townsin Massachusetts, New
Hampshire and Vermont. Several of these
little velumes would bring twenty-five dol-
lars each, Allen’s history of Norridgewock
and Pierce’s history of Gorham are among
those that are very scarce.

These could not as yet be termed “‘rare old
books"” yet they came from small editions
which were soon exhausted and now the his-
torian or biographer frequently finds a need
for just such works. Hence the working
library of such au author is likely to contain
both rare old books and needful books which
become scarce and are increasing in value on
the author’s hands. In another caseclese by
we fiad a list of old Maine Registers, larger
than that in the possession of any other per-
son. Here are
twenty kinds that were
1800. The case contains the numbers of the
old Ames Almanac between the dates 1730
and 1760: a list of Poor Richard’s; the
Thomas Almanac from 1796 to 1888 and the
Maine Farmer's from 1519 to 1888, near
complete. A purchase of a bundle of o
Christian Almanacs at the time thought to
be worth little, proved to bea win as
ther contained a nearly completed «diary,
which the former owner had ke]pt Years ago.
A prominent featore of the library 15 a
large number of fenanlugieal works com-
rrlsing the names of many of the first fami-
ies, in this and other States. Among the
titles we noticed the names of Cushman,
Hall, Thayer, Upton, Holt, Fowler, Thurs-
ton, Clapp, Vintord, éte.

Ferdinando Gorges.

A newspaper man would need no histori-
cal proof aside from the labored but clear
style in which these deeds are written, to
convinee him that the newspapers ot that
period didn’t get out two editions daily. The
oldest writing that any of these pa show
bears the date of 1638, The bills of lading, of
which there are several of ancient date, one
being made out to Jonathan Belcher, Boston,
Jan. 14, 1721, seem rather pecnlln to the
Maine resident as he reads ‘ship?ed br fhe
grace of God one hogshead of rum. viog
still further. we find by the assistance of the
obliging author, whose sanctum we have in-
vaded, an original ]m{)m].l ofjthe soldiers of
the Revolution, dated Dee.

Leprosy in Cape Breton.

“It is perhaps unkpown to many of your
readers that leprosy exists in several places
in the Island of Cape Breton,” says a writer
in the Halifax Critie, “and that since its In-
troduetion, which, I believe took place some
40 years ago, it has undoubtedly spread, al-

though not t» any very great extent. This’|

leprosy, so far as I bave yet learned, is not
the same which afflicted the Jews, but is
more akin to the leprosy which is oceasion-
ally seen in Russia. The most serious thing

connected with it is, that those afflicted with
it are apparently in perfect health as chil-
dren, and continue so until they have reach-
ed about 18 or 20 years of age, at which time
the disease breaks out. As the patient grew
worse, the hair, beard and eyebrows drep
off, and the flesh decays from the ﬂng%n.
toes, and lips, leaving the bones bare. he
whole of the fleshy and cartilaginous parts
of the nose decay, so that the nasal bones

rotrude, nnd, I believe. the teeth drop out.

have been introduced by people who came
from Ireland and settled at Lake O'Law.
Their children having married and settled
elsewhere, have carried the contagion with
them, so that it is now to be found a.

SIXTY YEARS A MODEL.

A Beauty Who Has Posed to the Ro-
man Artists for More Than Haif a
Century.

CAmerlean Magazine. ]

There may still be oceasionally seen in the
streets of Rome a vencrable woman now
over 80 years of age, whose carecr is worth
remembering, not only for the services she
has rendered to art and artists, but as an ex-
ample of nobility and purity of character in
an humble walk of life. The world does not
know her, for she belongs to a generation
that is no longer here, and the hurrying
crowd of today passes the bent figure with
perhaps a momentary discernment of some
hint of beauty lingering in her wrinkled
face, but all unknowing of the qualities hid-
den beneath, whieh, during a long and pa-
tient history, have shed a light as lustrous in
human kindness as that from many a more
potent place. It was at the age of 13 that
she began to pose as a wodel. At 19 she
married a good-for-nothing fellow. It was
finally necessary for safety to leave him,
though even then she was able to escape
from his importunities only by the interven-
tion of artist friends, who, appreciating her
faithfulness of service and unusual qualities,
took legal steps to free her from his annoy-
ances. The years that followed were of
comparative peace, but full of events exhib-
lﬁﬁg the nobility of character and the pure
and unostentations charity of this humble
woman, who, now developed into a full ma-
turity and perfection of form, was constant-
ly under en ment, working to the limit
of her strength. During these long decades
of labor, reserving for herself ohly a modest
aupﬁcﬂ. she constantly divided her earnings
with the poor and suffering and ounteast of
her sex, lamntlnionlly the limit of her abil-
ity to enlarge the helping hand. Mole than
once she abandoned her en ments to
nurse the artist from distant launds, whose
friends knew not of his illness ; and she sat,
the faithful and only attendant. watching
the flickering spark of life as it passed

away.

Not a celebrated painter or scalptor has
visited Rome for more than half a century
for whom Minnicucela has not posed. Her
face looks out from many a sacred canvas,
and her figure stands 1n warble as the type
of beauty in many of the great galleries and

vate collections of the world. She has
red throughout the whole range of bibli-
eal, classical and mythologic eharacters; but
whether as Venus or saint—whether in
merely physical or in the higher range of
ideal rlflpzewutntiuns-—them is ever present
something that speaks to the beholder of a
nurlav of soule such as even the most mater-
ialistic of artists could not fail in a measure
to expmas. In the chumlﬁes t;ia‘}tome she
frequently appears as the onna, or
among the innumerable angels that float in
their vanlted ceilings,

Possibly one of the best likenesses of Min-
jenecia exists in the well-known printing of
“Judith and Holofornes,” which now hangs
in the Louvre at Paris. It was thought at
the time of its execution to be so character-
istic in this respect that for many years af-
terward she was greeted by her aecquaint-
ances in Rome, and generally known, as
“Giuditta.”” Probably Vernet sought in this
picture to idealize the head, though in fact
without improvement on the original, for his
art was neither creative nor muglnatlvs'
but it is certain that the exquisite beauty o
the arms and the graceful pose of the head
and neck are more due to his lovely model
than to the painter himself. Among the
other distingnished artists for whom she
many times posed, and whom she has long
oatll%ed. were Thorwaldzen, Crawford, Gib-
son, Ingres, Flandrin, Delaroche, Fraceasini,
Fo y, and Madaazze, the elder. For this
Irat she did a triple duty, ap; ing as each
of the three Marys In his gmtm of “The
Return from the Sepulchre.”

Eminent as she was in a lowly profession,
she was wore so in the s which
formed that others might be saved from the
bitterness of misfortune and want. Holding
asure and lofty conception of virtue, she
rassed through long years in a profession

ull of temptations blameless and without
even the suspicion of a stain upon her char-
acter. And yet she had no word of reproof
for the fallen of her sex. To them her kind-
ness was meted out without reserve, for she
was many times their companion when
woman needs only woman, and full often
her exertions tonﬁ,ugahm for_children w
knew not their fa 3

To-day she is the Inmate of a home pro-
cured for her long since by artist friends
who have away. is poor and un-
known, and really unable to work, though
still, that she may keep a scanty wardro
from too serious tatters, occasionally Jm“'.f
as a model where the type of a gentle ol
age is needed. At other times she sitsat
her window, which looks out over the Cam-

na toward the blue of the Alban moun-
tains, folding her almost shapeless hands in
her lap, in silent hope for the day of depar-
ture to n land and crown that await none
more deservedly than her. These are weary
days to her, almost her last words after
recounting some incidents of her life were:

“Oh, signore, Ia vita e troppo lungs: sono
molto stanea io.” (Ah, sir, life is too long;
I am very tired).

WOMEN OF MODERN CREECE.

Still Hedged in by Restriction, but
on the Whole Very Well Treated.

- [Woman's World.]

The Greek women of the upper eclass are
generally clever, well-bred, well-informed,
and might rival in accomplishments, culture
and conversational powers their sisters of
the West. And the Greek ladies of “The
Phana:" at Constantinople have for centu-
ries been renowned for their ability and ae-
quirements.

The advantages of education are, however,
by no means restricted to the upper class,
for not only in the towns, but in almost ev-
ery village where there is a Greek commu-
nity, schools have been founded in which
the instruetion given to girls ranges from the
simplest elementary lessons to ancient
Greek, psychology and mathematics. Ilere
the children of rich and poor sit side by side
in the same class, a practice which, I am
assured, tends rather to elevate the tone of
the children of the ple than to deterio-
rate the manners of the better-bred. The
teachers in these rural schools are often

oung women from Athens who hzve left
{oma and country to improve the condition
of their less-favored country-women in Tur-
key, and are in return idelized by the schol-
ars and their mothers.

The life of women of the shopkeeper and
artisan classes in the towns is still very se-
cluded, as it is considered an impropriety to
be seen much out of doors, especially for
young girls, who must always be accompa-
nied by r mothers or some elderly rela-
tive. All oceupation in shops is forbidden
to them, nor, unless compelled by sheer
necessity, will they leave home and take
service with others. Some occugr them-
selves with needlework, lace-making, em-
hrolder{ and the home manufacture of vari-
ous small articles; but it is only in the silk-
growing distriets of Asin Minorthat they are
employed in ¢he factories.

The most striking faults in the Greek
woman's character are her vanity, fondness
for dress and display, and jealousy of the
better circumstances of her neighbors. The
spirit of ambitious rivalry is often carried to
such excess that the real comforts of home
life are sacrificed to it; and many live poorly
and dress meanly at home, in order to display
a well-furnished drawing-room and expensive
holiday toilettes to the public. They are,
domesticated, make devoted
wives, and fond, if not always judicious
mothers.

Family affection is, perhaps, the noblest
trait in the Greek character. Nowhere else,
I think, does one see fraternal loye so strong-
ly developed, nor the women of a family so
tenderly cared for, Should the father die,
the brothers take his place: and so long as
a sister of marriageable age remains unpor-
tioned and unwed, they will not think of
taking a wife themselves.

1t is customary among the Greeks for a

irl's rsrents to seek a suitable husband for

er, either personally ur through the agency
of a prexenetra, ‘T'hebride is dowered ac-
cording to her station, and presented with an
ample trousseau, stock of household linen,
ete., which have been in preparation for her
for years past. The arravon, or betrothal,
is a formal ceremony. 1t takes place in the
presence of the relatives of the contracting
parties, and is considered almost as binding
as marriage itself. The Greek wedding cere-
monies are too numerous to admit of a de-
scription here, and are attended with quaint
oll customs and domestie rites, varying ac-
cording to loeality, which have their origin in
the remotest antiquity.

Though the Greek women in the towns
have almost entirely discarded their pictur-
esque national costumes, they are still worn
in the country. In some districts these cos-
tumes bear a great resemblence to those of
the Bulgarians, though without their gaundi-
ness of color; in others they consist generally
of a skirt of brightly striped stuff and an em-
broidered cloth jacket, while for out-of-door
wear a fur-lined pelisse is added. The bhair
is braided into numerous firesses, and sur-
monunted l'f a small ved eap decorated with

gold and silver oolns shntlar to those worn as
a necklace. -
Greek ut-girl takes an active part

in houseliold duties, and helps to spin, card
wind and weave or knit the wool, tax and
sllk used for the garments of the family. She
leads her father's flook to pasture, aund, under
the title of voskopoula, steals the heart of
shepherd-swains, and is by them immorta-
li in rustie song. On Sundays and feast-
days she rests from her wil, ;and, with her

coinpanions, dances the antique syrte, or
long-drawn dance on the village green.

1 thege is more than one daughter in a
peasant’s family, she is sent out to serviece in
S0Ime melﬁhboring town. Very frequently, if
the girl is well-conducted, and espeelnll)'
should she happen to be an orphan, she is
adopted as & member of the family into
whicll__shl! entered as a payehopaida, or “soul-
child,” In that case, if still young, she Is
sent to school for a year or two, I1s clothed
and eared for. She receives no wages, but
when she arrives at the age of twenty-five or
six, she is dowered and married from the
house of her adoption.

VIRCINIA'S QUEER CAPITAL.

An Old Curiesity Shop with Historic

Associations.

The old eapitol at Richmond is a veritable
euriosity shop—a mine of wealth to the antl-

quarian who does not care to go back of
Poeahontas and John Smith. One can see
there old deeds and records dating back to
1620 when Virginia’s capital was at James-
town. They are curious looking old things
on parchment —nothing left but the seals and
the mold. The writing became [legible half
a century ago. The old bullding itself Is 103
years old, its corner-stone having been laid
in 1785. Thomas Jellerson brought the
design from France in 1801, and with it s
model, thatof the Maisou Carree, an ancient
Roman temple at Nismes, France, Exterl-
orly the model was faithfully adhered to, but
the interior, of course, had to be adapted to
circumstances. It isa quaint old building,
and so dirty. The eclored population of
Richmond seem to have full possession. Ap-
ples, cakes, pies and all manner of ecateh-
penny viands are thrust at one from every
niche and eranny. Beggars, hideous eripples
all sorts of helpless folk assail one at every
turn, and the smell of it all is dreadful.
