THE SACO STILL RISINC. 

Biddeford Saw Wills Shut Down and 

Streets Flooded. 

Biwdkfoiu), May 2.—The Saco river is 

still graduallylrising and is now within a few 
inches of the highest point reached in the 
freshet of last spring. All the saw mills 
have been obliged to shut down and several 
streets alongside the river are flooded. No 
damage to property up the river lias yet been 
reported. 

The Fisheries Treaty. 
New York, May 2.—The New York Her- 

ald prints a double-leaded Washington des- 
patch today, declaring that if the Senate re- 

jects the fisheries treaty and the Canadians 
continue to annoy American fishermen it is 
likely that the President will issue a procla- 
mation under the retaliation act, passed by 
the last Congress, and lay an embargo on 
Canadian goods.

Boston, May 2.—The Harvard class races 

were rowed over the Charles river two mile

SHARPSHOOTERS AND MARKSMEN. 

Col. Farrington’s Plans for Future 
Trials of Their Skill. 

Requisition Wanted for a Resident 
of Portland Jail. 

Recovery of the Family who Lived in 

Dread of Monkeys. 

[Special to the Press.] 
Augusta, May 2.—Col. E. C. Farrington, 

Inspector of Bifle Practice is here to make 

arrangements governing the practice for the 
season and the matches to take place during 
the Encampment. He has been in consulta- 
tion with Capt. W. S. Choate and Gen. Gal- 
lagher. He will advise a change in the con- 

ditions for qualifications for marksmen, first 
and second classes. The conditions for 

sharpshooter’s qualifications will not be 

changed, but marksmen will only be requir- 
ed to fire 200 and 500 yards. Heretofore they 
were obliged to shoot at 200, 300, and 500 
yards. A second class for marksmen is made 
to fire at 200 yards only, they to receive a 
badge designated for that class. Several 
prizes are to be awarded for successful com- 
petition. It is expected thai the rivalry be- 
tween the companies will be more vigorous 
than ever, and some interesting contests may 
be looked for. A State team of twelve men 
is to be formed. Col. Farrington will soon 
visit the companies to inspect them and give 
instruction. The enlistment of so many new 
men makes this of the greatest importance. 

A Boston officer was in the city today to 
obtain a requisition from Governor Marble 
,or the arrest of Charles Harmon, in Port- 
land jail for intoxication. Harmon is wanted 
in Massachusetts for housebreaking. 

It will be remembered |that tile Stevens 
family of West Gardiner was afflicted with 
tile hallucination that their house was haunt- 
ed hv mnukevs and sat un nights to 
drive the intruders off. Mr. and Mrs. 
Stevens were taken to tne hospital, and have 
rapidly improved under the treatment re- 
ceived there. The ease has excited wide- 
spread interest among medical men. 

The erection of the new buildings of Oak 
Grove Seminary at Vassalboro, was begun 
this week, and will be carried rapidly for- 
ward. It is expected the structure will be 
completed for occupancy next winter. 

THE NATIONAL CAPITAL. 

Increasing the Stringency of the 

New Chinese Treaty. 

Washington, May 2.—In secret session 
today Senator Sherman reported back the 
Chinese treaty from the committee on for- 

eign relations with the recommendation that 
it be ratified. The committee made two 
minor amendments. One provides that the 
prohibition features apply to those now ab- 
sent from the country, regardless of any cer- 
tificates they may hold. The other other 
requires that the classes privileged to return 
be only permitted to land upon presenting 
certificates issued subsequent to the present 
time. The treaty went over. 

The Opinion of Senator Frye. 
Senator Frye, who was for three years in 

college with Mr. Melville W. Fuller, the 
nominee for Chief Justice, says: "Mr. Ful- 
ler is an able lawyer, but I should infinitely 
have preferred the appointment of Mr. Put- 
nam of Portland. I regard Mr. Putnam as 
one of the best qualified gentlemen for the 
position of Chief Justic to be found in the 
country, and 1 had hoped that the President 
would appoint him.” 

Alabama Claims to be Adjusted. 
Second class claimants in the Alabama 

awards will be interested to know that the 
first comptroller of the treasury has decided 
to adjust all cases without further delay, so 

as to permit the distribution of the $2.10,000 
heretofore withheld, while the matter has 
been nendiuE in the court. All that is necessa- 

ry for claimants without attorneys to do is to 
forward to Comptroller Dunham the number 
of their claim and such other particulars as 
should he given.

SENATE. 

Washington, May 2. 
Senator Edmunds today introduced a bill 

to increase the pensions of soldiers and sail- 
ors who contracted heart disease in the ser- 

vice. Referred. 
The Senate proceeded to executive busi- 

ness ; the accumulation of nominations by 
the President were referred to committees, 
and a numberof reports made by committees. 

Tne doors were then reopened and the Sen- 
ate went into consideration of the railroad 
land grant for forfeiture bill. Senator Call’s 
amendment, providing that all of the actual 
settlers on any lands in Florida, affected by 
the railroad grants, who made an actual set- 
tlement after the time limited in grauting 
the act and before May 1st, 1888, shall have 
the right ti perfect their entries respectively 
under homestead or preemption laws, being 
the question before the house. 

Senator Dawes offered an amendment pro- 
viding that this act be not considered to im- 
pair any rights, legal or equitable, now vested 
in any person orcorporation to any of the 
lauds declared forfi ited. Debate followed 
and lasted until 2 o’clock, when the bill and 
amendment went over with the understand- 
ing that tlie final vote be had tomorrow. 

Tlie Senate resumed consideration of the 
U!I1 1- .1.4..1.1!

mnl industry, to facilitate the importation of 
live stock and products, and to extirpate con- 
tagious pleuropneumonia. SunatorPaddock 
spoke in support. 

Senator Sherman called attention to the 
state of public business. There were several 
important bills waiting action, and time had 
been wasted for a week or two In taking up 
amt laying down, without action, bill after 
bill. Unless tlie Senator from Michigan 
(Palmer) who had charge of the animal in- 
dustry bill, would have it disposed of without 
fm tlier delay, he (Sherman) would antagonize 
it with some other measure. 

Senator Cliace gave notice that he would 
tomorrow ask the Senate to take up and con- 
sider to a conclusion the international copy- 
right hill. 

The Senate then took up and in 66 minutes 
passed 106 individual pension bills on the 
calendar, 42 being House bills. 

Adjourned. 
HOUSE. 

The House passed the Senate bill estab- 

lishing a lighthouse at Goose Rock, Fox 
Island Thoroughfare, Maine, and then went 
into committee of the whole on the tariff 
hill. 

Mr. Wilson of Minnesota, spoke in sup- 
port of the bill, and Mr. McCamas of Mary- 
land, against it. 

Mr. Dunham of Texas, favored the bill, 
and Mr. Allen of Massachusetts, opposed it. 

On motion of Mr. Reed the bill was passed 
granting the York Harbor and Beach Rail- 
road Company the right of way across the 
Fort McClary Reservation at Kittery, Me. 

The House thei at 6.30 o’clock, took a re- 

cess until 8 o’cloc.v. The half dozen mem- 

bers who attended the evening session list- 
ened to a good speech from Mr. Stewart ot 
Georgia, from the anti-protection stand- 
point. 

Mr. Davis of Massachusetts, followed for 
protection, and at 9.45 the House adjourned.

Witnesses ifor the Defence Say the

Concord, N. II., May 2.—At today’s ses- 

sion of the hearing in the suit of the Boston, 
Concord & Montreal against the Boston &

METHODISTS AT WORK. 

The Bishops Oppose the Admission 

of Women as Delegates. 

New York, May 2.—At the opening of the 
session the second day of the Methodist con- 

ference, Bishop Morrill read the bishop’s ad- 
dress. It gave a review of the revival work 
that has been going on in the church since 
last conference. Since then not less than 

450,000 souls have been brought into the 
church. The membership has gone up from 

1,769,534 to 2,093,935. There has been great 
improvement in architectural designs of the 
churches. The educational work of the 
church has made rapid progress, and the 

loyalty of the ministry is a source of con- 

gratulation. Peace reigns throughout rneth- 
odism and no serious agitation threatens the 

unity of denomination. 
For the first time in the history of the con- 

ference, women have been sent as delegates. 
The bishops do not think that women are 

eligible. 
The increasing arrival on our shores of 

members of the Roman Catholic church 
makes it imperative that the members of the 
Methodist church should work to convert 
them. The bishops are of the opinion that 
the Church of Rome is a snare to the people 
and threatens our institutions. 

The struggle between capital and labor is 
referred to in the address and it is denied 
that the church has any right to take part 
in political struggles or had taken part in 
them. It is advised that steps should be 
taken to adopt some regular order .of wor- 

ship so that in all churches the form should 
be the same. The bishops severely criticise 
secular Sunday newspapers, claiming that 
they are of no use and that they are one of 
the means of robbing people of their day of 
rest. The liquor traffic is deprecated and 
total prohibition advised. 

A committee reported that after serious 
discussion they had become convinced that 
when the rule was passed, relating to the 
admission of lay delegates to the general 
conference, the church contemplated adniis- 
sion of men only as lay delegates. Under 
the constitution and laws women are not eli- 
gible, aud the committee agreed that 
the protest against the ladies should be sus- 
tained, and that the conference from which 
they were sent be notified that the seats are 
vacant. 

The report was signed by eleveu members 
nf AnmmiftAH anil siv inpinhprs rpfnsp/i 

to sign it. It was resolved that debate on 
the subject be postponed until tomorrow, 
when it should be the order of the day. The 
conference adjourned for the day at 1.25. 

The Methodist Social Union gave a recep- 
tion at the Opera House this evening. Col. 
Fred Grant was among those present. 

Baptists at Worcester. 

WoBCESTEB.Mass., May 2.—The Woman’s 
American Bgptist Home Missionary Society 
held its tenth annual meeting here today. Its 

object is to evangelize and educate women 

and children among the Freedmen, Indians 
and immigrants. The reports showed a 
successful year, the receipts being $30,748; 
$7,175 in excess of the preceeding year. 
Among the beauests was $2,500 from Mrs. 
Lucy Ilawkes, Paris, Maine. 

WESTERN DEMOCRATS 

Stand by Cleveland and Endorse His 

Policy. 

Dubuque, la., May 2.—The State Demo- 
cratic Convention adopted resolutions en- 

dorsing President Cleveland’s administra- 
tion and his “courageous declaration for a 

reduction of useless war taxes,” opposing 
taxation for any but public purposes, de- 
manding “free coats and blankets, and 
in the interest of temperance and mor- 

ality, opposing free whiskey ana tobacco.” 
Tlie resolutions are opposed to jail prohibit- 
ory liquor laws. The delegates at large 
elected are solid for Cleveland and divided 
between Gray, Black and Stevenson for Vice 
President. 

Nebraska Democrats. 

Omaha, Neb., May 2.—The Democratic 
Slate convention this afternoon elected 
Cleveland delegates and endorsed the admin- 
istration’s policy.

NEARLY HALF A MILLION VOTES. 

Reports From Republican Clubs In 

Thirty-Four States. 

Anti-Saloon Republicans In Session 
in New York. 

Mr. Blaine’s Name Received With 

Cheers by California Delegates. 

New Yoke, May 2.—Tlie Sub-Executive 
Committee of the National Republican 
League held its regular quarterly meeting in 
this city yesterday. Owing to the removal 
of the Republican Club tbe committee met at 
the Coleman House during the day and at 
tbe Fifth Avenue Hotel during the evening. 
All the sessions were executive. President 
J ames P. Foster of the National League pre- 
sided. The other members present were 

Secretary A. B. Humphrey,of the League; 
Assemblyman H. W. Hayes, of Rhode Is- 
land ; E. W. Sanderson of New Jersey; T’ 
E. Byrnes of Minnesota; J. B. Clarkson'’of 
“The Iowa State Register”; ex-Judge A. L. 
Morrison of Arizona, and Edward T. Brack- 
ett of Saratoga. 

Reports were received from thirty-four of 
the thirty-eight States, showing that the 
work of organization was being actively and 
successfully carried on throughout the coun- 

try. In every Northern State with the ex- 

ception of Colorado and Nevada, the party 
is well organized and in excellent lighting 
trim and in the great majority of these State 
conventions have been held for the forma- 
tion of State Leagues. In Delaware, Cali- 
fornia, Kentucky, Mississippi, Oregon and 
Massachusetts, where State Associations 
have not yet been formed, calls have been 
Issued for that purpose. 

The report from this State showed that 
there were seventy-one clubs in the State 
League and 157 more formed in various perts 
of the State but not yet incorporated with 
the main organization. It was also de- 
clared that by the time the National Conven- 
tion meets at Chicago there will be 500 clubs 
in the fieid. This showing, however, did not 
entirely satisfy the committee. The mem- 
bers believe that more vigorous work must 
be done here and with that end in view they 
will henceforth co-operate with the State 
Committee in organizing the State from the 
St. Lawrence to Montauk Point in a thor- 
oughly effective manner. It was the opinion 
of the members thal this should be the best 
organized State in the Union, instead of be- 
ing, as it is now, away behind several of the 
Western States and the greater part of New 
England. 

Hood reports were made from New Jersey 
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and the Jerseymen were told that they must 
get more clubs in the field at once. Mary- 
land reported 130 local organizations and a 
lot more in embyro. Illinois has about 500 
clubs and more forming daily. Mr. Clarkson 
said Iowa would have as many elubs in three 
W66ks> 

Of the Southern States, the reports showed 
that West Virginia still led the van. Sne 
has 140 clubs. Virginia Republicans are get- 
ting into line rapidly, and so are they in 
Tennessee, where a State Convention will 
bo held on May 17. 

Secretary Humphrey said that there were 
about 3,500 clubs in existence, representing 
an actual enrolment of nearly half a million 
voters. Judging by the past and present 
rate of progress, he thought that before the 
National Convention opens at Chicago next 
month there will be 5,000 clubs ready for 
work with a total membership of about 
1,000,000 men. 

The next meeting of the committees will 
be held at Chicago the night before the con- 
vention opens. 

TO CONQUER THE SALOONS. 
Democrats Will Not and Third Party 

Men Can Not. 
New Yoke, May 2.—The anti-saloon R«- 

publican convention assembled at 11 a. m. in 
Cooper Union, Albert Griffin of Kansas, 
presiding. He said the object was to organ- 
ize a political force able to cope with and 
destroy the power of the saloon. That force 
was the Republican party, 75 per cent of 
which was opposed to rum. He favored 
moderation in dealing with the liquor ques- 
tion that sympathizers be not driven away. 
He read letters from Senators Hawley and 
Sherman and others, favoring the move- 

ment, and was sure the National Republican 
Convention would take a firm stand on the 
prohibition question. 

Gen. Stewart Woodford, delivered an ad- 
dress and said the Republican party must 
settle the liquor question. The Democrats 
would not and the Prohibitionists could 

Gen. Abe Littleton of Minnesota, urged 
immediate action by the Republican party. 

Among the delegates present were Ex- 
Gov. Perham of Maine, Col. William S.King, 
George A. Brackett, E. S. Carsen, Gen. A. 
B. Nettleton and Ex-Secretary Wlndom of 
Minnesota, Judge Grout, Ex-Speaker of the 
Vermont liouse of Representatives; Gen. 
Thomas J. Morgan of Rhode Island and D. 
Goodall of Maine.

Cov. Perham Elected Chairman- 
In the afternoon the list of vice presidents 

was reported and adopted, including C. P. 
Hogan of Vermont and Ex-Gov. Perham of 
Maine. Telegrams were sent to the Repub- 
lican Clubs Convention in session at Indian- 
apolis, the Republican State Convention at 
Springfield, 111., and Desmoines, la., convey- 
ing greetings and the declaration that the 
saloons must go out of the party. 

Elijah Morse of Massachusetts, spoke in 
favor of anti-saloon Republicanism. He 
said the greatest crime in the name of lib- 
erty was the desertion from the Republican 
party in 1884 of the Prohibitionists, which 
caused the defeat of the man to whose voice 
the whole world hearkens and to whose gi- 
ant mind too great tribute cannot be paid* 
[Great applause.] The speaker favored the 
restriction of immigration to shut out the 
Anarchists and Mormons. 

The committee on permanent organization 
reported Ex-Gov. Perham of Maine for 
chairman and a list of secretaries. Mr. Per- 
ham was escorted to the chair and delivered 
an address of thanks in the shape of a strong 
temperance speech. lie believed prohlbi- 
practicable and would be realized sooner by 
the Republican party than by the Prohibi- 
tion party. 

Delegate F. S. Lambert, a Knight of Labor 
moved that the question of protection to 
American labor be discussed. 

Delegate E. H. Clarke, of Pottsdam, New 
York, thought that the question better not 
be discussed here The abolition of the li- 
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inguien. The motion was carried that dele- 
gates he given the opportunity to speak on 
the phases of the liquor question in their re- 
spective States.

Mrs. Ellen Foster, of Iowa, made a brief 
address and John Mohiu and A. G. Snyder 
of Iowa, followed, after which the Co nf9r- 
ence adjourned until tomorrow. 

CONFIDENT IN MR. BLAINE. 

Republicans on the Pacific Coast 

Cheer the Maine Man- 

San Francisco, May 2.—The Republican 
State Convention met at Sacramento yester- 
day, elected delegates to the national con- 

vention and cheered loudly for Blaine. The 
resolutions adopted denounce the Chinese 
treaty, demaud a repeal and abrogation of 
all laws and treaties allowing Chinamen to 
land in this country and the enactment of 

such laws as will speedily rid the country of 

those now here. They denounce the treaties 
suggested by the President and the Secretary 
of State as mere trifling with the great ques- 
tion. The resolutions proclaim allegiance to 
the doctrine of protection, endorse the action 
of the United States Senate in its amend- 
ment to the bond purchase bill made in the 
terest of silver coinage and denounce the ac- 
tion of the Democratic House in smothering 
bills favoring the issue by the Government 
of certificates on every dollar of silver de- 
posited in its vaults. The platform favors 
such legislation as will prevent the coming 
of Anarchists and Socialists into the coun- 

try, demands strict enforcement of the for- 
eign contract labor law, favors uon-sectar- 
ian schools and denounces the effort now be- 
ing made to alter America’s protective sys- 
tem. It also expresses regret at the refusal 

of Mr. Blaine to allow his name to be used as 
a candidate at the coming national conven- 
tion and reiterates confidence in bis integrity 
and eminent ability. 

ILLINOIS FOR CRESHAM. 

Delegates Recommended to Give 

Him Their Hearty Support. 
SrniNGfield, 111., May 2.—The Republi- 

can State Convention today nominated Jo- 
seph W. Filer of Bloomington, for Governor.

IRELAND AND THE VATICAN. 

Opposition to the Removal of Arch- 
bishop Walsh. 

Further Action Under Contemplation 
by the Holy See. 

A Burglar Secures a Now Trial for 
Mr. O’Brien. 

London, May 2.—The reported appoint- 
ment of Cardinal Moran of Australia to suc- 

ceed Archbishop Walsh in the archdiocese of 
Dublin is not yet confirmed, but the rumor 

has had the effect of arousing intense oppo- 
sition among the National leaders to the re- 

moval of the Dublin prelate In favor of any- 
body. The official promulgation of the 
Pope’s decree is anxiously awaited by the 
more conservative of the Irish leaders, in the 
hope that the full terms of the document may 
disclose some loophole whereby they may es- 

cape the penalties imposed by the church 

while still conducting their warfare against 
landlords and other obnoxious persons ac- 

cording to the methods interdicted by the 
Holy Father. Meanwhile, all of the leaders 
counsel moderation on the part of their fol- 
lowers. Many prominent Leaguers seek to 
excuse the action of the Pope by admitting 
that from any other than an Irish point of 
view condemnation of the methods employed 
by Irish tenants is perfectly natural, but in- 
asmuch as the civilization of no other coun- 

try presents a state of affairs analogous to 
that existing in Ireland, the plan of cam- 

paign and boycotting, they assert, are purely 
logical and perfectly legitimate weapons in 
the country of their origin, however ques- 
tionable they might be in others. 

The Vatican In Earnest. 

It Is stated that the Papal decree and Car- 
dinal Monico’s circular to the bishops are 

considered preliminary to further action. 
The special congregation of the Propaganda, 
composed exclusively of Cardinals, are now 

examining several buestions relative to the 
Irish agitation, upon which they will formal- 
ly vote. Cardinal Sinaeoni has submitted at 
least 10 points to the congregation. The 
Vatican appears resolved that those oppos- 
ing its decision will place themselves outside 
the pale of moral Christian law. The Vati- 
can does not doubt that the Irish bishops 
will feel the necessity of adopting the line 
conduct the Vatican prescribes. 

To Reassure the Presbyterians. 
Dublin, May 2.—Tnomas Dickson, on in- 

vitation of Mr. Parnell, has consented to be- 
come a candidate for member of Parliament 
for St. Stephen's Green division of Dublin 
It is believed that his candidacy will have a 

reassuring effect upon the Presbyterians in 

Ulster, who will consider it a token of good 
will on the part of the Nationalists of Dub- 
lin. Dickson is the only man among the old 
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Ireland who has remained true to Gladstone, 
and, being a large employer of labor in the 
North, his candidacy is likely to evoke the 
sympathy Tif the workmen of Dublin. 

Prolonging the Agony. 
The trial of William O’Brien, M. P., for 

his speech at Laughrea was resumed today. 
The magistrate announced that during the 

night the office of court of sessions was 

broken into by burglars who stole a number 
of depositions and warrants. Accordingly it 
would be necessary to reopen the case ot the 
beginning. 

Foreign Notes. 

News has been received in London from 
from Albert Nyanza. Africa, to the effect 
that Bishop Parker and Iiev. Mr. Blackburn 
recently died of fever at the Unyoro mis 
sion. 

In a recent conversation with a french 
journalist. General Gourkoa, governor of 
Warsaw, denied that Kussia was desirous of 
war, but said that it was impossible to pre- 
dict events. He hoped if an outbreak of 
hostilities should occur France would not 
remain neutral. 

A meeting of Parnellites and Liberals has 
been arranged, the object of which is to or- 

ganize a better system of persistent opposi- 
tion to the government bills in Parliament. 

Mr. Gladstone and Mr. Parnell met in pri- 
vate for the first time at a dinner Tuesday 
night, at which a closer alliance between the 
Liberals and Parnellites was advocated. 

Advices received at the English Foreign 
Office indicate a Greek rising in Macedonia, 
such a movement being encouraged by Kus- 
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Eastern question. The Montenegrin raid in- 
to Servia was connected with this plot. If 
diplomatic representations by the British 
Minister at Athens do not result in satisfac- 
tory assurances, England, Austria and Italy 
will send a squadron to the Piraeus. 

The dynamite outcry threatens to again 
arise. The police pretend to have been in- 
formed that a group of dynamiters sent by 
the Clan-na-Gael are on their way to Eng- 
land. A special watch has been placed at 
all the ports. 

The London and Liverpool branches of 
the National League express confidence in 
Parnell and declare they will pay no atten- 
tion to tlie Pope’s rescript. 

News has reached Trieste that 15 banking 
houses in Buenos Ayres have suspended 
within ten days. 

United Ireland publishes a bitter article 
on the Pope’s decree accusing the Tories of 
imitating the basest of England’s sovereigns. 
King John, and concluding with a denun- 
ciation of Mgr. Persico’s one sided report.

Hon. Thomas B. Reed Renominated 
With Cheers. 

The First District Republican Convention 
was held at City Hall yesterday afternoon- 
It was the first convention of the present 
year’s campaign to be held in this part of 
the State and if the number and enthusiasm 
of those participating are to be accepted as 

an indication of the Interest to be taken in 

future meetings it is certain that the Re-

The temperance people of Concord, N. H., 
are much pleased with the results of their 
rigid enforcement of the prohibitory law. A 
correspondent of the Manchester Mirror 
writes that there iias not in the past decade, 
or even since the close of the war, been so 
little general drinking in Concord. The 
contrast between the situation now and two 
months ago is great. The most notorious 
saloons have quieted down into billiard halls 
and cigar stores, and the temperance people 
think they can keep them so. By eternal 
vigilance they can; only they must see that 
the rum8ellers are not at work while they 
are sleeping. It takes more than two 
months to secure the conquests of a crusade 
of this sort. 

It would be a difficult task, even for Sena- 
tor Ingalls, to overstate or paint in blacker 
eolors than it deserves the infamy of Senator 
Vooihees’s war record. There was a manli- 
ness about the conduct of the men who 
made open war against the government that 
somewhat extenuates their crime, but Yoor-

country in tho back. Professing loyalty to 
the union he gave aid and comfort to its 
enemies in every way he dared. He says 
the people of Indiana have condoned his 
reco rd It is true that the Democrats have 
elected him to the Senate, and as far as they 
are concerned this may be a condonemcnt of 
his record. But by the loyal people of the 
North such a record as Voorhees’s can never 
he forgiven and ought never to be forgiven. 
It is very questionable, however, if It is prof- 
fitable to spend the time of the Senate in 
such debates as that of Tuesday. They are 
vastly entertaining to the galleries, no doubt, 
but the Senate was not created for the pur- 
pose of entertaining people. That’s what 
circuses and sparring matches are for. 

The New England Homestead recently ad- 
dressed inquiries to a large number of New 
England farmers asking their opinions of 
the Mills tariff bill. Among the answers is 
one from a Vermont farmer which runs as 

follows: 
No. If the farmer’s only protection is voted 

away by the free admission of raw materials, I 
should then, lu self-protection, advocate entire 
tree trade, and think it would then be our only 
hope. 

The free traders who concocted the Mills 
bill no doubt had this idea of the Vermont 
farmer in miniljwlieu they constructed their 
measure. “Put raw materials on the free 
list,” they said to themselves, “and that will 
deprive the farmer and the miner of protec- 
tion. Leave manufactures protected and that 
will compel the farmer and the miner to pay 
tribute to the manufacturer. The protec- 
tive system will thus be destroyed, and in- 
stead of it will be inaugurated a system of 
robbery so plain that the farmers and the 
miners will see it and inevitably revolt 
against it. Thus will the dawn of free trade 
be hastened." The protective system can 

only be defended on the ground that it enures 
to the general good. The moment it ceases 
to do that and despoils one class to enrich 
another it becomes a system of favoritism 
which nobody can defend. It is into such a 
svstem that President Cleveland mid his al- 

lies in the Democratic party are seeking to 
convert protection, with a view to its com- 

plete destruction in the near future. The 
Vermont farmer is quite right in revolting 
against a policy that shall take all protection 
from the articles he has to sell and keep 
it on the articles be has to hoy. A mixture 
of free trade and protection, such as the 
Mills bill proposes, can have but a brief ex- 
istence. The freetraders understand this 
perfectly, but they see in that measure a 

wedge with which to split asunder the pro- 
tective system and hasten its complete des- 
truction. 
_ 

Some years ago through the instrumentali- 
ty of the Woman's Christian Temperance 
Union a woman was appointed to take 
charge of female offenders brought to the 
station. For a while her whole compensa- 
tion was paid by the Union. Subsequently 
the City Council appropriated $100 to help 
defray the expense and afterwards in- 
creased the sum to $200. Up to this year the 
Woman’s Christian Temperance Union has 
been left in charge of this matter, they se- 

lecting the matron, and the Council merely 
helping to defray the expense. This ar- 
rangement obviously had many advan- 
tages. The matron made report of th» cases 
of females arrested to the Union and the 
disposition made of each case. If a woman 
was sent to jail the Union inquired into 
her family and her children were 
taken care of during her imprisonment. 
When she was discharged the Union kept 
track of her and sometimes were able to 
bring about her reform. This arrangement 
seems to have given general satisfaction up to 
the present year. Successive Mayors and 
Boards of Aldermen have approved it by 
voting the small sum asked without hesita- 
tion. When the appropriation was asked for 
this year however, a motion was made, 
which prevailed, to lay it on the table. This 
was the first of April. On Monday last at a 

special meeting the Board took the matter 

wholly into Its own hands ami appointed 
a matron and fixed her salary, thus entirely 
ignoring the Woman’s Christian Temperance 
Union. What the reasons for this action 
were did not appear in the proceed- 
ings of the Board, nor have we 

any information on this point. 
They may have been sufficient. But the 
action of the Board seems to have been very 
summary, and certainly was not free from 
the appearance of discourtesy. The Union 
ought to have been notified that a new plan 
was proposed and given an opportunity to be 
heard. We are informed that at the next 
meeting of the City Council this omission 
will be supplied. We hope this information 
is correct. The originators of what is now 

generally admitted to be a wise and useful 

reform ought certainly to be consulted be- 
fore that reform is essentially modified. 

The District Convention. 
The proceedings of the First District con- 

vention, which met in this city yesterday, 
were characterized throughout by a remarka. 
ble spirit of harmony. In only one instance 
was there a contest, aud that was settled out- 
side of the convention proper, so that every- 
thing done yesterday under the call was done 
unanimously. But, though doue so quietly 
and harmoniously, the proceedings were 
nevertheless of the greatest interest and im- 
portance. Tlie delegates to Chicago were in- 
structed to labor for the nomination of Mr. 
Blaine in terms even plainer than were used 
in the Fourtli aud Second Districts, where 
much plainer instructions were given than in 
the Third District; and this shows that the 
ltepublican party of the State has decided 
that the Florence letter shall not he taken as 
a iiual withdrawal. Coming from Mr. 
Blaine’s own State, such a declaration as 

that adopted ia the platform yesterday, can- 

not fail to have a great influence on the 
counsels of the party in other States. 

In their unanimous aud enthusiastic re- 

nomination of Congressman Iteed, the mem- 

bers of the convention showed their highest 
appreciation of the abilities aud the states- 

manship of the Republican leader of the 
House. Jn a time like this, when the indus- 
tries of the State aud nation are threatened 
by the enemies of the protective system, the 

Republicans of the First District owe it to 
their State and their country to continue iu 
service the Representative who. of all the 

party, stands forth as the best equipped for 
tile battle now going on, aud, iu all probabil- 
ity, to go on for some time to come, iu the 
halls of Congress. But it is no reflection 

upou tlie patriotism and sense of duty of the 

Republicans of the First District to say what 
tlie spontaneity of yesterday’s proceedings 
plainly showed, that the devotion to the 
cause was equalled by the enthusiasm lor 

the champion of the cause. 

Secret Voting. 
There is now before the Massachusetts 

legislature a bill of great interest and im- 
portance relating to a modification of the 
time houored method of exercising the right 
of suffrage. A secret ballot has often been 
advocated in this country; and very recently 
much has been said in favor of that form of 
secret voting called the Australian system. 
The bill before the Massachusetts legisla- 
ture, reported from the committee on elec 
lions with but one dissenting voice, embod- 
ies the principal features of this system. 
Though first devised in Australia it was 

adopted in England in 1872, and has since 
been in successful operation there. So it is 
a system approved by trial in a very conser- 

vative as well as in a new and democratic 
community. Besides making the ballot se- 

cret the Australian system regulates the 
nomination of candidates and provides the 
tickets for the voters. It is provided in the 
Massachusetts bill that all nominations for 
candidates that are to be voted for on the 
State ticket shall be made to the Secretary 
of State at least fourteen days before the 

election, and for candidates for city 
elections to the city clerk at least 
six days before ttyi city elections. 
The candidates may be nominated by caucus- 

es or conventions, as at present; or they may 
be nominated by a paper in which a certain 
number of citizens signify their wish that a 

certain person be a candidate. All candi- 
dates to be voted for at the same polling 
places are printed on the same ticket. This 
ticket the voter leceives from an official dis- 
tributor on entering the polling room. The 
voter takes the ballot aud goes to one of sev- 

eral stalls in the room, and there, by himself 
and with no one allowed near to overlook 
him, he makes a mark against the names of 
those candidates for whom lie votes, lie 
then folds his ballot so the marks cannot be 
seen, and Jdeposits it in the box. By this 
method intimidation of the voter is impossi- 
ble; the corruption of the voters on the 
scale often carried out iu large cities is also 
difficult, as there is no means whereby the 
briber can tell whether the voter has voted 
as he has been paid to vote. The bill has a 

large support in the public sentiment of 
Massachusetts; and if the opinions of the 
committee on elections are an index of the 
sentiment of the legislators, it will become a 

law.
