Agricultural.

ORCHARDS,

‘We desire to call the attention of the cuiti-
vators of fruit, to a proposed plan of man-
agement to faciliate orchard work. In most
localities in the North the cvltivation of the
s0i! in orchards is absolutely necessary for the

wth of the best as well as the most sala-
le fruit, uuless ccpious top-dressings of ma-
nure are applied al a much greater expense.
The course adopted by many good orchardists
when ahout to }élam irees, it to prepare the
ground thoroughly, enrich it sufficient ¥, and
to make iv clean avd mellow. Ailer plant-
ing, it may be cultivated with hoed crops for
a few of the first years’ growth, or until the
trees become large enough 1o shade the
ground aud render the supply unprofitable,
n connection with such cropping,the annual
application of manure, with occasional dress-
ings ot wool ashes or lime, will keep the
trees in a healthy condition. One of'the best
crops for this purpose is corn (the smaller
sorts being preferred,) for althongh it may
somewhat shade Lhe trees, the mellow sur-
face and freedom from weeds which good cul-
tivation gives, overbalance any drawback.

After the trees become lirge, and especial-

Iy after the roots have run all through the
soil below, which generally happens before
the ground is shaded by the tops, no ecraps
should be raised, but the whole surface kept
clean by the cult:vator and barrow. For this
purpose, Shares’ harrow will run quite deep
enough, will thoroughly loosen or turn over
the top soil, and never tear up the roots. La-
ter in the summer, smoother and more super-
ficial work may be performed with the
Smoothing harrow, which, like Shares’, never
tears up roots.
This general course, or one like it, is adopt-
ed by some of our best fruit-raisers ; to which
we wish !o make an addition. The cultiva-
tion should not be continued longer than the
eund of August, (o allow the young wood to
cease growing, ripen and wature, the better
to withstand winter and disease. When the
growth is stroug, the end of July is late
enongh to discontinue cultivation.

There is one drawback—the surface being
bare, the fruit, whea it drops, is liable to be-
come soiled, and ewrf rain increases the aif-
ficulty. A surfice, like turf, would vender
the entire work cf gathering fruit an easier
and more pleasant one; aud if the und
could be occupied with the growth cf some
temporary crop at a time when we want the
trees to sw? growing, it would accelerate the
ripening of wood, and furnish a top-dressing
of vegetable matter which might do some
good the next year. Now the guestlon oc-
curs, what erop, easily and cheaply sown ear-
ly or late in August, on the previously
harrowed and mellowed surface, would
give a Freeu carpet by the time fruit
is usually gathered? How would oats
answer? Would any crop be better? It
might eontinue to grcw through autumn and
become killed by winter, forming a mulchlug
or top-dressing. By such a course we shoul
have a bare and meliow surface through the
early part of the year, when it is important
tke trees should make a strong growth; and
the check!ng influence of the surlace crop
when growth should cease and mature, be-
sides the green and soft carpet at the time of
gathering fruit, and the benefit of the mulch-
ing so far as that benefit would extend.
Would not such a conrse be desirable, and if
s0, what would be the best and most freely

wing surface crop for this purpose?—

STRAWBERRY CULTURE.

No tarmer should be without a strawberry
patch. Everybody loves this delicious fruit,
and it is so easily cultivated that it is rank in-
justice to his family for auy one baving a pateh
of land ¢r a garden to fail in raising straw
berries for their participation. Almost any
kind of land, which is ury or is drained, will
grow this fruit it supplied with vegetable ma-
nures, which, by the by, can be said, wa be-
lieve, of almost all other kinds of small Iruits,
The lighter the soil, the easier and more eco-
nomical is the cultivation; and upon such
goils the produce is earlier and better flavor-
ed, while th= heavier soils will produce later
and heavier fruit. Elevated soils are less li-
able to be_affected by Spring frosts, hence
should be selected tor the earliest Spring
fiuit—the strawberry. especially the earliest
sorts. South and Southeast sile hills stould
be chosen to produce early fruit, and North
side hills, late fruit. Thus the season may be
extended. Ifthe ground is sufficiently rich
to grow good polatoes or corn, it will grow as
comparatively good strawberries. If not in
good order, manure thoroughly with any rot-
ted comp st, New coarse manures are very
risky, especially for light soils, for, if the
Spring should prove dry, the plants dry out
badly. Plough orspade deep when the ground
is in a dry condition, forif too wet and soggy
it leaves the surface stiff and bakey. If con-
venient, scatter a liberal supply of well rotted
compost over the surfuce, which no only en-
riches the soil. but a<ts as a mulch to kee
the surface moist and prevent it from *“‘bak-
ing.””

: THE CULTURE OF CURRANTS,

There is no small fruit, says the Country
Gentleman that gives a wore generons re-
turu than the currant, if properly managed.
The fruit is cooling and healthful, and sbould
be used more generally than it is during its
season. The ease with which the currant is
propagated has made it commen in most of
the gardens of this section of the country;
but, as a rule, they bear a small, poor “'l‘:;:
managed as they are generally in the ‘:‘ﬂ;
lutely no-care-at-all way—s0 entirely d:ffer-
ent I{om the bright, full, fresh berry of well
cultivated plants. It makes little difference
what the variety is, one caunot cheat na-

ture; neglect gives poor fruit.

The idea seems generally to prevail that
the currant is a bar y plaut, requiring little
Or no care; that it will flonrish tolerably
well if left to itself.  The practice often is to
slick the cuttings into the ground and let
them take their chances with the weeds and
grass, consequently they grow up a straggling
mars of rough, knotted stalss, a dozen or
two from. each rool—never pruned unless
bruwsed by cattle and so left in a generally
dilupidaled condition. I ean put my tinger
on plenty of just such plantations.  If one
wishes really fine truit, it can be had at litile
trouble aud expense. There is no secret
about it; but, like every oiber goud thing, it
wants care 1o produce it. Very old plants
are hardly worth the troule of resa-citation ;
new plantations ean be made about as cheap-
ly, and much m:re sat sfactorily, as fo'lows:

Prepare the groand well by plowing or
spadivg, working in thoroughly some weil
rotted manure. Next, procure ol some re-
liable nurseryman some good plauts of the
red duieh. cherry, or La Versaiiies varieties;
sel them by a linz, spreading outthe roots
and giving them pleuty of room (fur let we
uere remark that no plant snflers mive from
crampiug the root or deep selting than the
currant); set them rather shallow, diawing
up the earth around tbe plants so that when
the ground settles they will stand uo deeper
than theystood in the nursery rows. The
currant also requires more room than is
usvaily given it; the plant should stznd at
least four feet apart—aud if set by the side of
a lence, as is often done, give rvom enough
beh.nd them to allow ol stirring the soil;
mever allow more thau three or tour staks to

row from a root (less is better than more):

cep them proper!y pruued trom all old wood,
preserving a proper balance between the
roots and the top, and give guod cultivation,
and the result will e a wouderful improve-
ment in size and quality of fruit over the
commou way ol maunagiug.

PASTURING CATTLE.

Dr. L. L. Wight of Whitestown, said at
the Central New York Farmer's Club: *I
believe i. is now conceded that cattle do bet-
ter by being coufined to one pasture durin
the season than by changing trom one fiel
to avother, as bas atl times been recommend-
ed. This is, at least, decidedly in accordance
with my experience. There shourd, tuere-
fore, be but one pasture for cows, uniess tbey
number over seveaty-five in a dairy, under
which eircumstances it may be preierable to
divide them. Thus, on ordinary farws, more
than one pasture is unnecessary for cows ; an-
other should be used if young catile are
reared, or horses, or sheep. The meadow
bad also Letter be in the same inclosure with
the plow land, thus necessitating only three
large lots for a farm of three bundred acres
even.” The Hou. Samuel Campbell was
“much interested in the statement that it
was conceded that a single pasture was better
for the dairy herd. He bad supposed that a
succession of pasiures was approved, but was
glad to kuow otberwise,”” Messrs, Bonioy
and Shuli approved the one-pasture sysiem.
The cattle are not over restless, they aie nnt
supjected to the danger of over feediug, and
there is bette: yield. Morgan Butler declared
his intentiv b of going Dr. Wight one betier.
He shall in the future bave but Lwo tieds—

lowed land and meadow in ove, and pasture
in the other. He would unot turn the catile
on the meadow until the crop is taken from
the plowed land. We cannpot, he gdded, stand
the burden imposed by the cost of lences It
must be reduced, Dr. Wight thougit the
two ficld plan might apswer for uplands, but
the grass would grow too rank on the Mo-
kawk flats, a floed might come, wash the
sand among the grasses, aud 1he next year's
crop would be short. Mr Cleveland remark-
ed that if be bad bis life to live over he would
not build so many fences. *“*Remove all your
fenges and soil your cattle,” said Mr. Cleve-
land.

Unemployed Ministers.

How laige that body may be is not casily es-
timated, but you find its mewbers a.most ey-
erywhere. They are at boarding-houses, |i-
braries, religious meetings, and, avove alil, at
uewspaper offices, where they seek employ-
ment in the use ol the peu or vaice. ust
religious papers bave & list of such mwen, who
are ready to supply pulpits at a day’s notice,
and glad enough to get the opportunity.
They bore the establisbed pastors jor assist-
ance n getting appointments and one of the
latter made the remark, “They seem to
think I keep an intelligence office for vacant
churches.”  This class is also realy to serve
in & subordinate clerical capacity, being even
willing to become city missionaries, a work
tor which they are unfitted, but their ery of
distress oiten procures such an appointment,
Hence the constant danger of filling up 1be
ecclesiastical and benevolent o1 ganizations
with elerical “sticks.”” Many of these men at-
tewpt teaching, a profession which is crowd-
ed and hence poorly paid.

They come from all quarters, and, besides
our own supply, there are large numb rs from
Great Britain of those who have heard of the
success of some of the distinguished foreign
ministers. The life insurance agency de-
partment bas its share of this class, and
some turn book agenis and even house
agents. Some find that they misiook their
calling when they began preaching, and work
alter a while into something more faciie and
natural. It is painful to contemplate this
large and generally helpless class which com-
bines refinement and manners with extreme
Boverly, and wish little hope of amelioration,

ut they are an inevitable teature here.

Among the anecdoles of Agassnz‘ WHFI
which the pepers have been filled since his
death, there is none more |mpressive than that
related by a former pupil before whom, as he
was entering upon his studies the Professor
placed a flsh preserved in aleohol, and to all
his spplications for further instruetions, or
for new objects for examination, only replied:
“Look! look!"” The more the pupil looked at
the fish the more he saw, until at length the
master was satisfied by repeated examina-
tions that he was beginning to know how to
use his eyes. That is an accomplishment
which ‘he most of us never acquired. The
trainel eye of the naturalist, with its won=
deriu! power to catch at a glance the minute
details as well as the characteristic fea-
tures of a natural object, is by no means
to be expected of persons engaged in avoca-
tions that do not bring that facully into con-
staut exercise. But the eye needs education
and deliberate, careful instruction in order
to acquire even a tolerably good knack of see-
ing, as much as the hand needs instruetion
and practice in order to perform deftly any
useful work, but with the most of us it re-
maive through life a clumsy organ, capable
of helping us read and giving us pleasure by
its appi eciation of colors among which, alter
all it cannot very nicely diseriminate, and by
presenting to our minds the graces and har-
mony of a landscape, and not much else.
Tie iufinite value of even thus cau omly be
fully appreciated by those in whom this
sense has in some way become inpaired or
wholly lost. Yet what conld add more to the
store of human knowledge and what could
so rapidly increase man’s meauns of contend-
img with obstacles that impade his progress,
as su intellizent observation of natural phe-
uomena every where carried on by eyes train-
ed to see superficial qualities at a glance, and
capaole of pursuing much more delicate re-
searches if valuable results were promised?

The field of enquiry cultivatad by scientific

observers is so wide that it is impossible for
them to take note of*what exists or happens
in a millionth part of it. The missing link

The meetirg last evening was held in the in-
terest of the ~Freedmen’s Aid Society,” and

ing interest to mankind, aud for which
philosophers  have for years been
searching, might, as we can well imagine,
be accidentally observed by some mole-eyed
rambler who would pass it by, perhaps
without notice, and perhiaps with the remark
that it was “fanny™ or that it *“looked
strange’ or that it was *‘a queer thing.”
The unskilled observer, in whose path for-
tune had strewed such riches, would ordi-
narily take little heed of the exact character
of the object or phenomena, and could alter-
wards give no intelligible account of that
wherein its ““queerness” or *%traugeness” or
its “fun” consisted.

Should we all leave our several pursuits,
then, and rau up and down the eaith, peer-
ing into the nests of birds, counting the sta-
mens of the Composit® and poking in mud
puddles for water beetles? ot necessarily.
We simply mean that in youth a keenness o
observation could be cultivated, which would
enable men, with no profounder scientific
acquirements than are got in a good high
school, to note the form, the eolor and the
assential characters of things with precision,
and ordinarily to appreciate at a glance the
significance of a noveliy—or a departure
from the usual conformation of natural ob-
jects or of the evolation of patural events.
They need not assume the character of oriz-
inal investigators—they need not attempt to
generalize. But they might without any in-
terruption of their special work act as spies
on nature and volunteer reporters in the ser-
vice of men who know how to convert facts
into the very bread of life. We donot for a
moment forget that most beneficent econo-
mizing of human strength which results
from the specialization of pursuits—which
assigns to each man a single simple thing to

do for which he acquires an extraordinary
facility, It Is well that one man should raise
wheat while one of his neighbors makes his
boots, and another tells bim what the weath-
er will be to-morrow. It is well even thal
one man should make the head while anoth-
er makes the point of a pin, each being inca-
pable of doing the other’s work. But there
are certain things that all men are required
15 do. Every citizen, as a member of society,
is bound, if requested, to hclp preserve the
Peace, though he is by no means oblided to
go sbout in uniform with a policeman's
baton in his hand, All good ecitizens, too,
must be politicians, must canvass the merits
of candidates and vote. It seems to us that
this ineidental watchfulness of nature, of
which every one who has learuned to see is
capable, is exactly one of those vital func-
tions to the exercise of which all men are
morally bound. One need not be a less en-
terprising or successful merchant, because Le
is amateur entomologist enough to examine
critically the insects tha infect his wares,

There was once a shy, ecceutric young
man from Massachuseits, who made several
excursions to the woods of Maine, He was
not a great natural philosopher by any
means. His powers of generalization w re

apparently very feeble. But he could see.
In fact, he saw in the fsw weeks he spent in
exploring our rivers, woods and mountains,
more then had been seen by all the explor-
ers, trappers, lumberme., fishermen and
speculators, that had ever penetrated those
wilds or passed their lives there. He actually
saw the rocks, the animals, the trees and the
flowers as he passed swiftly over lake and riv-
er, ortrod the damp tarf under the dense bro-
cage of the primitive forest. Thoreau’s poetic
intuition and fine impressibility were person-
al characteristies, which cannot be acquired
or imitated by others, But there is hardly a
doubt that his nicely ot observation and
keenness of vision mizht be a Very common
possession.  Most inen might, through prop-
er instruction and practice in youth, have
his all-beholding eyes. There is ‘n  Portland
& Doctor ol Divinity, whose laborious profes-
sion does not suffer at all from his devotion
to science. His profound learning and vast
stores of information are of course beyond
the reach ofthe majority of mankind, but
the humblest of his hearers mizht well e.uu-
late him in the habit of seeing thines at
which they look. Aunother clergyman, in
charge of a church just out of the ¢ity, car-
ries eyes in his head for all naturat phenome-
na, and has been—nof inaptly—ecalled the
““Thorean of Gloucester” for the fine work he
has done in picturing the natural phenomena
ahout that eity of fishermen in Massachusetts,
where be formerly lived. We may hope that
his observations of the fields and voods of
Deering and the shores of Casco Bay, may
blossom in“o a book, which shall show us
how much that is wor

thy ot seeing is lying be-
fore us unobserved. Yet he is none the fess

—nay rm‘limt‘, he is all the more—a good pas-
tor for his love of nature, A practical print-
ter of this city, now well stricken in years,
known and loved by everybody, especially
the young, has always known where the
Mayflowers earliest bloom, understands the
language of birds, and i3 familiar with aj
pleasant and interesting things of earth anq
air about him. Yet this has involved no neg-
lect of duty; he has merely seen what came
in his way on his walks, in his business and
his diversions, and this intimate communion
with nature is undoubtedly a large element in
and cause of his beautiful life.

BUNDAY SERVICES.

FIRST PARISH CHURCH.

Rev. Dr. Hill preached an excellent sermon
in the morning from Aects, 1, 25 “That he
might go to his own place—'" a sermon upon
the choice of a habitation for the soul,

Neitber the grand, nor the fearful realities of
spiritual life seen by tho earnal eye, who could
measure the possibilities which slumber in a
human soul? Men were weak, were blind, had
nothing; yet were possessed of infinite treas-
ures, had visions of ineffable realities, could
achieve results of indefinable magnitude, Who
should unriddle this enigma of human life?
The text gave a partial solution of the mystery,
Judas had been admitted if ever a man could
be, into heaven upon earth; admitted to be a
daily companion of incarnate wisdom and love.
But the testimony of the pure and loving John
was explicit, that Judas was nevertheless a dis-
honest hypoerite; he was out of his place in the
compuany of Christ and his apostles, That this
dishonest and traitorous person had nothing to
reveal, against that holy company, showed
how absolute was their purity, and their free-
dom from political schemming. It also showed
the general truth, which the preacher would
draw from it, that it is not in the power of out-
ward circumstances to reform a man, any more
than it is in the power of such circamstances
to corrupt him; gifted with the awfal, mysteri-
ous power of free will a man could choose
his own place;, and grow into any pature he
desires, Although Judas was called among
«the twelve in mature life, and with fixed hab-
its of evil, his case was not then hopeless. That
mighty voice which raised the dead, that al-
mighty grace which redeemed Saul, were ready
to raise and redeem Judas also. But he re-
jected the offer made to him by the Lord, of
sitting on one of twelve thrones to rule the
tribes of Israel, and wilfully betraying his Mas-
ter, went to his own chosen and appropriate
place of eternal infamy,

It was plain that Judas stood at the parting
of the ways and preferred to take the road to
death, rather than the road to life. It became
each man to take beed lest with but a change
of name, the tale be told of %im, No criminal
upon earth, dragging out his miserable years,
undgr the delusions of his wicked heart, had
failed to receive repeated invitations to a better
life. His terrible wretchedness, or still more
terrible enjoyment of sinful pleasure, were of
his' own choice. Sometimes a man thus
sunken in worldly and selfish thoughts, was
aroused to attend to the gospel invitation; and
with great struggles, and by the aid of the
ever present Spirit, attained a victory over sin,
But, too often, the attachment of a man to the
evil @ urse, which be had once chosen, became
so strong that the seemingly irresistible mo-
tives of the Gospel failed to induce him to
come unto Jesns and be restored to his right
mind. i

On the otber hand Dr. Hill thought that
there was not a Christian in the world, of any
quickness or warmth of temperament, who,
upon a review of his past life, doesjuot tremble
at the perception of the dangers he has avoid-
ed, the frequent Al Sirats over which divine
grace has taken him safely, where less than a
misstep would have hurled him to perdition.
For such grace the Christian devoutly gave
thanks; the sinof the Pharisee was not in his
thanksgiving to God for his grace, but in his
boastfuluess of his own works, and in his
scornful judgment of his fellow-worskipper.
The mysterious power of freewill gave every
man the choice of his own habitation—the
spirit created its own dwelling place—and
there was always an opportunity for the soul
to “build more stately mansions.” The high-
est works of genins, in all departments, met

to cultivate or to neglect them. On the other
hand, there was, even in the best of men, the
nndeveloped possibilities of every crime; and
he who parrowly watched himself found him-
gelf sometimes guilty of venial offences, which
had in them a nature Kindred to acts of the
greatest guilt. .

Each man, from among the unnumbered po-
sitions which bhe might attain in the scale of
spiritual beiug, chose his own place. If dis-
satisfied with it he might accept the oft-
reuewed invitation of the Lord to come up
higher. But the longer the delay in accepting
it, the greater the difficultyrs The soul grows
into an :ula;:t.ai.iun to the place which it chooses.
This law of our nature, essential to stalnlity in
virtue, produced also obstinacy in sin, ']
sensual man easily degraded himself far below
a beastly nature. This fact was fearfully illus-
trated by thousands of men of high intellect-
ual and moral power, who have yielded basel
to the Circean winecup, made shipwreck o
faith and conscience, of houor and happiness,
of dowmestic joy and heavenly hope, and going
prematurely to a dishonored grave in which it
almost seemed as though soul and body had

rished. The same fearful })ossahlllt_v was il-
ustrated by other sensual gins, in which men
of the highest natural gifts had wallowed,
sending auguish and misery into many other
souls, and tinally themselves dying more loathe-
some deaths than even that of the drunkard.

He that fears snch an awful loss of life,
present and eternal, shonld remember that
there is no salvation from it except by turmnﬁ
with trusting faith to the word of the Lor
Jesus Christ, and laying hold of the hope set
before him there. There is no safety agaiust

ing down except in perpetually going up.
ﬁle 500: 8lood ever open for an endless ascent,
nearer to Christ and nearer to God. Buot what,
he asked, was the higher place; what was the
likeness to the Lond, which sbould open to us
the beatific vision ol his face? It was the hom-

ble spirit of adoring love; the spirit of ?urlty.
aund of self-consecration to the service of God.
it was the unfeigned love of man: the caring
for the interests and the rights of others; the
eudeavor to do good to men, to save them from
tewptations. to help them in all good offices;
and to lift them into that spirit of good will w
men and revereut trusi in’ the promises of Je-
sus, in which we find our own foretaste of the
heavenly mheritauce.

Yet the kingdom of heaven was here. Every
child of man was born heir to its endless
riches; heir to all the wealth of the universe,
all its trath, all its beauty, all us joy, all its
loving affection. He could become useful to
the church and the world, accepted of God and
beloved of men. Satan endeavored by lying
promises to cajole him out of this birthright;
offering him the plbasures of this life, or do-
minion here below, or the applatse of meu.
But he that is deceived by these falsehoods of
the father of lies made a terrible mistake. The
pleasures of life were gilded apples of Sodom,
full of ashes and bitterness; the power gaiuved
by selfish intrigues was powerless for any good;
the plaudits of the world were translated by
conscierce into wockiog laughter, if not into
curses. Let (he hearer be wise,turn a deaf ear to
Satan, but open his heart to the ward of Christ,
—let him choose his own place, not with Judas
among ths enemies of the Lord, aud the de
stroyers of themselves, among the suicides aud
men without hope; bat let him choose his
place with Peter, upon the Rock of Christ's
word, upon the promises that can uever fail,
amoug the excellent, the pure, the loving, up-
on whom God hath set the seal of his likeness,
and whom He will admit to the everlasting
joys.

CASCO STREET CHURCH.

At Casco streel church in the afternovn Rev.
A. A, Bmith preached his farewell sermon to a
large and attentive audience, taking for his text
Matt. xvi. 18, “‘And upon thig rock I will build
my church; and the gates of hell shall not pre-
vail against it.”

The chuorch of Christ is an institution of
great promise, The world looks upon it as
upon any other organized society, as one that
may succced or may fail according to the
strength of favorable or adverse influences.
Bat it is not & weak institution like those of hu-
man origin. It gees back of human reasoning
and has its beginning in the Will of Jehovah,
The world mway trample it2 teaching sunder foot
but sooner or later it must accept the trath of
its foundations,

It matters bat little whether any society
formed by the world lives or dies. Not so with
the church. The world cannot live without
that. It must bave it or die.

The words of the text, if they show anything
at all, show conclusively that external foes can-
not trinmph over the church. We say that it
will prosper if sueh and such influences are fav-
orable, but wa forget that it never flourished so

well as when opposed and oppressed by all the
world. IF the church is true to God it will do
wonderful things, whether outside influences
are favorable or not,

The church holds its own destiny, under God,
in its own p ion. Itis ful aceord-
ing to the amount of true life, work and com-
secration which it possesses. And what is true
of the church is true of individuals.

What then is essential that we have a sue-
cessful church? Io the first place, we must be
social in our life and must be in sympathy with
all the real wauts of the age. We are too apt
to be exclusive. We pray and sing well togeth-
er but do bot earry our joy out icto the world,
The world must be made to feel by experience
that the church loves it. When the church of
God has] castoff allits own woes and feels
at peace, it is apt to be contented and to forget
that there are h2arts all around which need and
ask for consolation,

In the vext place, the church should take
grest care of all the interests that tend to in-
fluence its spiritual life. To this end every in
dividual member s 1ould aim to maintain a com-
plete consecration to God. That alone will
produce spirituality. A church has no right
whatever to lose this spirituality. Thereshould
never be any oc 1 for s lic efforts to
wake u church members. I would bave every
church live 8o near Christ as to have a perpet-
ual revival. Then there must be care for the
sick and the weak and the frail. If we see a
brother or sister about to lay down the cross 1=t
us not report the fact and so hasten the fall, but
rather let us assist the falling one to rise.

Again, the church must be very earnest in its
work to sustain the pastor, not look so
much in a pastor for greatness as for goodness,
The world has to-day no visible .Jesus, with
His miracles, His teachings, and His divine
presence. Hisonly representative is His church,
and every heart that takes His vows upon itself
must work o1 be untrue to its vows.

But there are glorions promises to the church
as well as responsibilities. There are nine
premises in the Bible to the church to one for
everybody else.

Iu looking back over the history of this
church since my counection with it, I rejoice
greatly at our success but grieve that we have
some failures to monrn.  During my connection
with the church I have never said one word in
the sacred desk to please any man or woman.
I bave always endeavored to show to the audi-
ence that I believe in Jesns of Nazareth. [
have always kept in view that after I had
preached a sermon, my next meeting with you
might be before the bar of Gud.

STATE STREET CHURCH.

In the moriing, the pastor, Rev. E. Y.
Hincks, preached from the words “‘Come; for
all things are now ready.” He remarked first,
upen the mvitation. Second, upon the motives
which impelled the invitation. And third, of
the duties and obligations which rest upon us
from that invitation and the motives which call
ed itjforth.

In his prayer,the preacher earnestly besought
the blessing of God upon the efforts which are
to be made to cleanse our city from intoxication

and the sale of intoxicating drinks.

FERNALD V8. THE MAINE CENTEAL RAILROAD.

The following is the award in the case of Ebenezsr
N. Fernald against the M: ine Central Railroad Co.,
which was referred to Hon. C. W. Walton, Hon.
Charles Danforth and Hon. W, W, Virgin of the Su-
preme Court. Itisa decision that coneerns not only
all railroad snd steamboat companies engaged in the
transportation of passengers, but also the travelling
publie.

The facts of the case sufficiently appear in the
award.

We, the referees, having met the parties and given
them a tull bearing, report as follows:

In our judgment there is but little if any real con-
flict of evidence with respect to the facts. It appears
that on the 16th of August, 1873, an Irish excursion
party, some six or seven hundred in number, weat
from Lewiston to Old Orchard Beach. The Maine
Central Rallroad Company engaged to convey the
party to and from the Boston & Muine Railroad
transfer station, which is alittle distance out of
Portland.

The Hev, Ebenezer N, Ferrald, a clergyman, then
residing in Anbarn, was a passenger on the evening
train from Portland to Auburn; aud when he pur-
chased bis ticket, and when he took his seat in the
cars, had no knowledge that they were to be joined
the excursion party. Onarrival of the train at
e transf-r lhl.hrn.h exenrsionista, between six

and se' en hundred in number, some whom were
evidently intoxicated and disorderly, using profane,
b and threatening 1 . were permittedl to

g language, I
rush on board, and into the forward cars, (in one of
which Mr. Fernald was seated,) in greater numbers
than conld be seated. A sufficient number of cars
had been provided to allow the whole party tobe
pented ; and the excursionists were informed, as they
rushed toward the forward cars, that there were
plenty of unoccupied seats in the rear cars; but no
efficient means were used to distribute the passen-
gers; and no effort was made to separate the noisy,
violent, and ken sengers from the others;
snd in this eondition of things the train proceeded cu
its route. The car in which Mr. Fernald was seated
was 80 crowded that in some of the seats there were
three and four passengers, I.nclndlnﬁ women and
<children, and many were st.wdin% in the isle. The
noise and tumult continued, and those who were un-
«der the influence of intoxicating liquor continued to
mse profare, obscene anid threatening lan . The
train had passed two stations and still no e was
made to restore order, or to remove the disorderly,
yviolent and drunken passengers from the car. At
this time Mr. Fernald had left his seat and was
standing at the end of a scat occupied by two ladies,
one of whom was very much frightened al the noiss
and tumult. These ladies did not belong to the ex-
cursion party. They had taken their seats in one of
the regular passcnger cars in  Portland at the sam -+
time Mr. Fernald tﬂ:l: and it was at their uest
that he left his seat and went and stood by them.
‘While standing there one of the drunken passengers
addressed an obscene remark toa woman standing
near Mr. Fernall In the isle. Mr. Fernald by some
ing words endeavored to check his obscenity.
@ attempt was not . In fact it is not
that the remark was heard by the person to
whom it was addressed. Therenpon the woman to
whom the insulting and obscene language had been
and who appears to have been  one of the
#, reach d Mr. Fernald and struck
the one who addressed her in the face. Theone
struck was one of those who was vi=ibly Intoxicated,
and one of those who had been most disorderly, pro-
faue, obecene, and threatening in his langnige and
conduct. On being slapped in the face by the wo-
man, he immediately turned npon Mr. Fernald and
asked him if he struck him. r. Fernald replied no,
but before the words were fairly out of his mouth the
man struck Mr. Fernald a violent blew in the face
and followed It with a secoud blow; and another of
the party (also dicorderly and visibly intoxicated)
struck Mr, Fernald a severe blow on tiie +ide of his
head, and some one of the
Fernald’s face was badly
flowed profusely.

1t is for this injury that Mr. Fernald claims to re-
cover damages of the railroad company; and the
question is whether his claim is sustained. We think
it is.

‘We understand it to be well settled law that the
common carrier of passengers is bonnd, not only to”
provide sate means ol couveyance, but also to exer-
cise constant vigilance to protect his passengers from
injury from whatever source arising. He is pot an
5 of his p 's safety. Ifthe passenger ls
injured without the fanlt or negligence of the carrier,
or without the fault or negligence of bis servants, the
carrier is not respousible. But in our judgment to
allow a crowd of excursionlsts, some of whom are ev-
idently intoxicated amnd quarrelsome, to rush into
the regular passenger cars in greater numbers than
can be peated, and then proceed with the train with-
out first restoring order. or making any effort to ex-
pel such disorderly personms from the train, or at
least from the cars occupied by the regular passen-
gers, is a fault.

1t is in onr judgment legal negligence and makes
the carrier fble for the 1 We do
not hold that the carrier is responsible for an assault
by one passenger upon another when there is nothing
in the character or condition of the one making the
assault to warn the carrier, or his servants, that he
is unfit to be assoclated with orderly and well behav-
od passengers. But when, as in this case, persons
yisibly under the influence of intoxicating liguor, and
evidently im & quarrelsome trame of mind, aread-
mitted into the ordinary passenger cars and allowed
to remain there while the train proceeds, and no ef-
fort is made to exclude them, we bold that the rail-
road company is responsible if an orderly and well
behaved parsenger is assaulted and injured by one of
them, Persons so drunk as to be noisy and quarrel-
some should be excluded from the ordinary passen-
ger cars, and the law will protect railroad companios
and their servants in so dolng. Not to do so is such

negligence as makes the railroad company responsible
for the consequences,

We therefore award and determine, and this ia our
final award and determination in the premises, that
the said Ebenezer N. Fernald recover againstthe
said Maine Central Railroad Company the sum of
#ix hundred dollars as damages, and costs of refer-

ence,

CoNFRRENCE OF TEACHERS AND CoMMIT-
TEE.—The teachers of the primary and gram-
mar schools came together Saturday afternoon
to discuss the question of shortening the pro-
gramme of studies in order to conform tv the
shorter afternoon sessions. The chairman gave
his impressions concerning 1he schools of the
city, so far as he had observed. He thought
that there was too much time given to abstract
arithmetical study. The young scholar com-
mences, and for ten years he must pursue that
study. Judging by the time devoted toit, it
must be of immense importance. Have we not
made some mistake upon this point. Can we
oot take advantage of the child's wonderful
power of memory and introduce some of the
fundamental facts of astronomy, geology, nat-
ural philogophy, botany, &ec. The chairman
called npon Rev. Dr. Hill, who was present, to
give his views upon the question.

Dr. Hill stated that the best earliest teachers
as well as the best modern ones of both hemis-
pheres, agree in a method of education differ-
ent from that pursued by mostof our school
teachers. In looking at the mental powers we
find that they are of three classes. First, per-
ceptive; second, conceptive; third. reasoning.
These should be developed in the order numed;
but our teachers have reversed the natural or-
der, and commence with the reasoning powers.
The speaker gave bis experience in connection
with the schools of Waltham, Mass. Less time
was given to arithmetie, text books were less-
ened in number, and the teachers made less use
of them. Other branches of study were intro-
duced, calling out the child’s powers, and the
gain was very marked. Much time was saved
in learning to read by the phonotypic method.
Asa result the children were able,at the proper
age, and with far less expenditure of tioe to at-
tain the requisite knowledge of arithmetic, and
in addition to the usnal coorse, to acqoaint
themselves with various branches of nataral
science, and thus lay the foundation of future
valoabie acqnisitions. The proficiency of the
scholars in the Boston schogls in music is a fine
illustration of what may be accomplished by a
brief daily exercise in a study suited to the ca-
pacity of children. :

Dr. Hill was follewed by several of the teach-
ers, who gave the results of their experience
and observation in reference to the time spent
in various studies, but more particularly in re-
gard to arithmetic. After the discussion upon
this particular subject closed, Rev. Dr. Hill
made reference to the movement of schools of
this conntry to establish a memorial museum of
natural history in honor of the late Professor
Agassiz, and commended it to the favorable
consideration of the schools of Portland. A
suggestion was also mede in reference to the
formation of a Teachers' Association for the
discussion of questions relating to the theory
and practice of teaching.

newspapers and other printed matter. The bil:
will gm\?ida for prepayment of pustage by the
pound, probably at the rate of 2 cents per pound
for newspapers and periodicals mailed regular-
ly by publishers, who can thus pat up and pre-
pay large packages without the trouble of sep-
arately stampiog the publications destined from
the same post office.

WasHINaTON. May 9.

A resolution asking the President to com-
muuicate any correspondence between the State
Department and other governments u#s to the
landing of foreign convicts on these shores, and
what legislation, if any, is necessary to prevent
such outrages was adopted.

Mr Williams, from the Committee on Paci-
fic Railroads, reported a bill providing for the
colleciton of monies due the United States by
the Pacific Railroad companies. Ordered
printed and recommitied. It directs the Secre-
tary of the Treasury to require the payment of
the amounts due the United States under the
claims of directing five per cent. of the net
earnings of the companies to be paid to the gov-
ernment, and if not paid it directs the Attor-
ney (General to institute the necessary sunits and
proceedings for the recovery, and prosecute the
same with all convenient despatch toa final
determination.

The House went into Committee of the
Whole on the Indian appropnation bill,

In the course of the discussion Mr. Eldredge
of Wis,, of opposed an amendwent reqniring
certain tribes te be put upon the roservation,
He objected to that as only another form of
slavery. The effort to enslare th: lndians. he
said, bad been made early in the history of the
country. It bad failed then and would fail

n, He recommended that Indians be treat-
e with fairness and justice acd the attempt to
convert them into Chiistian associations be
abandoned. The conntry bad enongh of Chris-
tian associations in ccnnection with the sayages.
So far as his experience extended the farther
away In lians were kept from Chrisiians the
better the Indians were. In their native State
they had been pretty tolerably good men, but
since they had come in contact with Christian
associations and been subject to the control of
ministers and gospel dispenses, they had grown
worse and worse. It had been conceded on all
hands that there had been nothing so injurious
to Indians or that had <riven ioto such hos-
tility against the whites as what were called
“Christian Associations.” The government
should deal justly with the Indians and that
would make honest men of them. Treat
stipulations should be honestly and sacredly
observed because of the very weakness of those
with whom they have been entered with.

Mr. Langbridge of Iowa, denied that the ef-
flect of reservation was to make slaves of In-

ians, »

Mr. Steel reminded Mr. Eldridge of the in-
consistency of his position, because if contact
wit 1 Christians was demoralizing to the Indi
aps then the morality of the Iudians would be
promoted by congregating them onthe reserva-
tions.

Remarks were made by Messrs. Hawley of
Ct., and Niblack of Ind., in favorof placing
Iodians under military control, and by Mr.
Parker agaionst it. The latter claimed that the
Indian supplies delivered at the various Indian
agencies were cheaper than the army supplies
at the same poiuts, He did not believe that
because- a man wore shoulder-straps he was
any more honest than a civilian was. He lived
on what was once an Indian frootier and he
could point to-day on men who had been Indian
agents at $1500 per year when thearmy eon
trolled the business, aad were now rolling in
luxury from wealth acquired by them as [ndian
agents. It wasa fact that when Gen. Harvey
was in command on the Indian frontier, thiev-
ing Indian agents wbo were then under arm
control, stole his own flour from him and sol
tback to him three times in succession.

A £I‘omlt.iuu offered by Mr. Beck, requiring
vouchers for Indian supplies, &ec., to be sob
mitted to the Executive Committee of the In-
dian Peace Commissioners, gave rise to some
lively discussion.

Mr. Beck charged that such a provision
which bad been put into law some years ago
had since been repealed in the interest of thiev-
ing Indian agents, He declared that the Re-
publican side of the House was responsible be-
fore the country for opposing this provision and
thus refusing to apply safeguards that could be
raised against the payment of millions of dol-
lars on frandulent vouchers.

Mr. Garfield of O., opposed Mr. Beck’s prop-
osition because its effect was to depose uol on-
Iy the Indian Commissioner but the Secretary
of the Luterior, and to impose their duties up-
on outside partiva. - It is a proposition which
would, if made into a law, be aoiusult to the
head of any department. No man would so
degrade himself as to consent to hold office un-
der such conditions, He did not hesitate to
call it 2 monstrous prop~sition.

Mr. Beck of Ky., related various instances
of big frauds vn the part of Indian agents, and
said 1t was for the purpose of patting a stop to
such frauds that the law which he now pro-
posed to renew had been originally sed in
1869 and which the gentleman frum Ohio (Gar-
field) had not thea dared to ﬂ)puae.

Garfleld—(Sarcastically)—Had mnot dared.
That is good!

Mr. Beck—(Empbhatically)—Ves, had npot
dared. The gentleman (Garfield) says [ am
imposing this provisiou on the department.
amnot. [am imposing it on thieves inside
of that departmeut and ovly on them. I want
to make it impossible for frandulent vouchers
to be paid.

Mr, Loughridge admitted there were frauds
commi under the Indian bureau, but de-
nied they were peculiar to this era or this ad-
miunistration ie commended Beck for his
Sunday reading, a volume which showed that
Indian frands were perpetrated under the
Democratic administration of Van Buren,
when the Indians were ia charge of army offi
cers, He (Loughridge)did uot bel'eve there
had been a time for the last forty years when
Indian agents were as pure and honest as at
Fnum’ and he was strengthened in that be-

ief by the testimony of Gen. Pope on that
point, an extract from which he hed read at
the clerk’s desk.

Mr. Beck said he bad been informed that in
engineer corps of the army which has disburs-
ed hundred millions of dollars, there has not
been since the organization of the government
a singlejdollar]lost through fraud.

Atfter further discussion, Mr. Beck witharew
his propusition, Ac last the bill was got
through the Committee of the Whole, and was
reported to the House,

r. Stowell of Va., from the Committee on

ed out a pistol and fired at the Baxter men and
rushed into the middle cf the streer as he did
20. The ﬂ_m was returned and a negro shot
dead. This was the oceasion of numerous
shots, about forty in all, the Baxter men firing
from Stoddard’s corner, and a few of Brooks'
men who were in the M’etmnoliun Hotel fired
from that quarter. The United States troops
at City Hall ran out the truck of the hook and
ladder company, barricading Markham street
and forminga line behind it. Matters were
s0on quieted.

There was a slight skirmish during the day
but no one was hurt. The federal troops have
thrown up barricades on several streets, Busi-
ness is suspended and families mear the State
House have moved away.

Col. Rose, commanding the United States
troops. directed the State House party to tarn
over their steamer Hattie to her owners. This
order was to be execated by 7 o'clock this
mormng, Frior to that®ime Col. Broker, with
a squad of State House troops, boarded her
and scuttied her. She sank to the hurricane
deck. Everil.hing of value was taken off be-
fore she sank.

The following has been sent to the President:
We, the undersigned members of the Legisla-
ture of the State, have come hers to meet un-
der the call of Governor Buxter to-morrow, and
we wish to meet and settle the trouble now ex-
isting hear as, the country requires it, and we
respectinlly ask the protection of the general
government while we meet to del’berate.
