To Speak La3t in Opposition to the 
Mills Bill. 

Senators Say Anew that the Chinese 
Must ICo. 

Various Tcpics From the City of the 

Potomac. 

Washington, May 7.—The debate on the 

main question of the Mills bill will close In 

the House a week from tomorrow. Messrs. 
Reed and McKinley will speak last in oppo- 
sition and Mr. Breckenridge of Kentucky and 

Speaker Carlisle will close for the bill. 
The Fate of Two Treaties. 

The Senate has ratified the Chinese treaty 
without a division. Senators Teller and 
Mitchell set forth the grounds of their oppo- 
sition but did not demand a vote. Senator 
Edmunds has reported the fisheries treaty 
adversely, submitting the written majority 
report, Senator Morgan lias submitted the 
favorable minority report. Senator Edmunds 
gave notice that he would call up the treaty 
a week lienee. 

The Labor Party. 
The convention which meets at Cincinnati 

ou the 15th inst. to consolidate the Labor 

party interests on a national ticket lias at- 
tracted but little attention among Congress- 
men. Representatives of tho workingmen's 
interests here in Washington have talked the 
matter over witli members of the House. 
With few exceptions, perhaps not exceeding 
three, they have not given the agents of the 
cause the slightest encouragement. 

It is said that the nominee of the conven- 

tion will be A. J. Streator, of New Windsor 
111. Mr. Streator is a well known anti-mo- 

nopolist. He is a man of moderate wealth, 
and has been for years identified with the 

development of the Granger and labor move- 

ments in the West, 
Overtures have been made to two gentle- 

men now in Congress to accept the nomina- 

tion, but both have declined. One of these 
gentlemen is General Weaver of Iowa. The 
other is Henry Smith, the Independent Labor 
Representative from Milwaukee. 

VTUUCiill nca»ci new ^^- 
date for the Presidency in 1880. His friends 
say that his reason for declining a Presiden- 
tial honor this year is that he can do the 
cause of labor more service as a Representa- 
tive in Congress than in leading a forlorn 
hope as the head of a third party. 

Mr. Smith was probably influenced by the 
same consideration, as the report reaches 
here from the Northwest that he will be re- 

elected to his present seat in tho House. 
Some of the labor champions in Congress 

assert that the third party’s strength will 
comprise the regular party leaders, ihey 
say that in some of the Western States— 
Iowa, Nebraska, Michigan and Illinois, for 
example—they twill poll an unexpectedly 
strong vote. 

Unwarrantable Interference. 
There are signs of the President and his 

Secretary of War receiving pretty severe 

handling by the pens of military writers for 

the recent snubbing of Gen. Gibbon, because 

he assumed the right to pardon a soldier com- 

mitted to the penitentiary by a court martial 
which had been ordered from his headquar- 
ters. Some of the ablest military critics in 
the country are taking the position that the 
Secretary of War, the President and the At- 
torney General have committed themselves 
to a wholly untenable position, and have re- 
vised the construction placed for a hundred 
years upon the article of war involved. The 
powerful review of the Secretary’s opinions, 
which appears in the last number of the Ar- 
my and Navy Journal, is regarded here as 

unanswerable, and as leaving the Secretary 
and the President in a most unenviable pt st- 
tion. 

Our Trouble With Morocco. 

The State Department announces 

that the Tangier affair has been sub- 
mitted to arbitration between Consul 
Lewis and the agents of the Sultan of Mor- 
occo, a third party to settle matters on which 
they cannot agree. The presence of a man 
war at Tangier is purely incidental. 

Notes. 

Mr. Henry F. Spaulding, treasurer of the 
American committee of the Statue of Liber- 
ty, is in Washington urging upon members 
of Cougress an appropriation of $50,000 to 
complete the arches and stairway of the ped- 
estal, the work to be done under the super- 
vision of the light house board. The memo- 
randum Mr. Spaulding presents makes a 

strong showing as to the necessity of the 
work. 

Senator Voorhees will be given a reception 
by tlie members of the Indiana Democratic 
club in Washington on the night of the 17th 
instant. On that occasion the Senator will 
review the charges made against him by Mr. 
Ingalls that he was not in sympathy with the 
Union during the war, and will read docu- 
mentary evidence to show that the charges 
are untrue. 

Ira G. White has been appointed post- 
master at White’s Corner, Maine. 

The Senate public buildings and grounds 
committee, today, acted favorably upon bills 
for a public building at Bar Harbor, Maine, 
appropriating $:t5,;oo, and at Nashua, N. H., 
appropriating $75,000. 

SENATE. 
Washington, May 7. 

The Senate passed the House joint resolu- 
tion to enable the President to extend to cer- 

tain inhabitants of Japan suitable recogni- 
tion of their humane treatment of the sur- 

vivors of the American bark Cashmere. 
The House bill to restore to the public do- 

main part of the Unitah Valley Indian res- 

ervation in Utah was taken from the calen- 
dar and passed with some verbal amend- 
ments. 

The Senate then resumed consideration of 
the bill to provide for a bureau of animal in- 
dustry to facilitate the exportation of live 
stock aud its products, and to extirpate 
pleuropneumonia, and was addreesed by 
Senator Iieagan in opposition. 

Senator Vest moved an amendment pro- 
viding that the owner of cattle, or any per- 
son having charge of the same, shall .be giv- 
en reasonable notice of the time when and 
place where appraisement will be made aud 
be permitted to make proof of t.ie value of 
the cattle: also providing that the board, its 
agents and servants, shall have no authority 
to exercise their powers within the limits of 
a state, (except in stock yards, cars or ves- 

sels,) without first obtaining consent and 
cooperation of the executive authority of 
that State. 

Senator Coke argued against the bill and it 
went over without action. 

The Senate went into executive session 
and adjourned. 

HOUSE, 

Bills were introduced aud referred as fol- 
lows: 

By Mr. Townslieml of Illinois, appropriating 
$50,000 for tin- erection in Washington of a 

statue of Maj. (Jen. Hancock. 
By Mr. l’lunib of Illinois directing the Secretary 

ol the Treasury to use any money now in the 
Treasury which may hereafter accumulate there- 
in applicable for payment of the public debt, for 
the payment of 4 and 4 Vi per cent, bonds at par 
and accrued interest. 

Mr. Blanchard of Louisiana, moved to 
suspend therules and pass the river and har- 
bor bill. 

Several amendments liavo been ineor 

porated in ttie bill since it was last before 

the House. 
The preliminary vote on seconding the 

motion to suspend the rules, resulted yeas 
153, nays 14. .. 

The majority of the opponents of the bill 
refrained from voting. 

The half-hour debate then began. 
Mr. Kawdon of Pennsylvania, did not 

think a Democratic House justified in mak- 

ing the extraordinary appropriations earned 
hy the bill. He queried whether the I resi- 
dent pledged to an honest and economical 
administration of the government, would 
approve the measure. 1here had never been 
a more wasteful piece of legislation before 
Congress. He called upon the gentlemen 
who opposed the direct tax bill to vote 

against this extravagant measure. I',1® mo- 

tion to suspend the rules and pass the hill 
was agreed to—161 to 69. 

The following New England members vot- 
ed in favor of the bill: Messrs. Allen, 
Lodge and Bussell, of Massachusetts; Bus- 
sell, Sevuiour and Granger, of Connecticut; 
Milliken, of Maine; McKenney. of New 
Hampshire. 

Those voting against it were: Messrs. 
Hoekwell aud Whiting, of Massachusetts; 
Boutelle, Dingley andfteed, of Maine; Grant 
of Vermont; Spconer and Arnold, of Kliode 
Island. 

Mr. Davis, of Massachusetts, was paired 
in favor. 

The Speaker laid before the House a mes- 
sage from the President, returning, without 
approval, tne bill for the sale of certain In- 
dian lands in Kansas. 

Mr. McAdoo, of New Jersey, moved its 
reference to the committee on Indian affairs. 
No quorum voted, and the House then ad- 
journed.

Sherman and the League. 
Cincinnati, O., May 7.—Judge Caldwell 

president of the iGhio State League of Ite 

publican Clubs, some time ago wrote to Sen- 

ator John Sherman, asking for a donation to 

assist in defraying the expenses of the 

League. Mr. Sherman has replied, declining 
to contribute anything, and giving as his 

reason the fact that the campaign expenses 
are too large. This is not believed to be the 
real reason. It is thought there is too much 
Blaine sentiment in the Ohio League to suit 
the senator, and this fact is the real reason 

for his unwillingness to make a donation. 

WOODBURY ON THE TREATY. 

Everything of Value to Us Surren- 

dered by the Document. 

New Yobk, May 7.-Hon. Charles Levi 
Woodbury writes as follows to the Sun: 

The Chamberlain treaty is now before the 
Senate. It surrenders everything the United 
States have contended for since 1838, when 
the dispute on the three-mile limit began, 
contentions which the British authorities 
have assented to or temporized about as of- 
ten as pressed, so that really in no entire 
vear since then have they insisted on en- 

forcing their headland theory. 
The commercial rights of the United States 

under the agreements of 1830 are utterly 
abandoned by Mr. Bayard, after much pre- 
vious insistance on their obligation. 

The rights of common humanity toward 
our vessels in distress, accorded everywhere 
except on the Canadian coast, are hereafter 
to be allowed only upon the condition that 
the United States shall change its present 
registrj- laws by repealing them and enact- 
ing such new ones as are acceptable to the 
British government, before going into effect. 
This, of course, leaves the humanity of Can- 
ada to vessels of the United States in dis- 
tress withheld until the United States shall 
pay the consideration by repealing its laws 
and making such new ones. 

Commercial intercourse by our fishiug ves- 
sels is disallowed, but they may be permit- 
ted to buy a narrow line of supplies, whose 
extent would not exceed $50,000 a year, when 
the United States shall have repealed exist- 

ing duties, now over $011,000 a year, on Ca- 
nadian fish and oil, and made them free in 
our markets. 

This is the substance of the treaty, all 
losses to the United States both in honor 
and profit. Gen. Jackson and Mr. McLane, 
Van Burcn and Forsyth, Stevenson and Ev- 
erett, Webster, Kush, Grant. Evartp and ev- 
en Bayard and Phelps, for two of their offic- 
ial years, are buried beneath this treaty, and 
their memories dishonored by its retreat 
from their patriotic contentions for Ameri- 
can rights. 

Caviliers lliave said the treaty of 1818 was 
wninn from our weakness, but this treaty. 
made in the hour of our strength, surrenders 
what that never did, our markets; and it 
doubles the waters from which it requires 
that we shall be forever excluded. 

The consequence of adopting this treaty 
would be the destruction of the fishery un- 

der the American ilag, the paralysis of our 

hope of a naval power, and a British monop- 
oly of our markets aggrandizing its danger- 
ous naval power. Let the treaty be reject- 
ed-

THE QUESTION COMPROMISED. 

Women Excluded from This Confer- 

ence, But the Question Left Open. 

New York, May 7.—Bishop Niude pre- 
sided at today’s session of the Methodist 
general conference in New York. 

Secretary Moore made official announce- 
ment of the death of Kev. Dr. Charles J. 

Clark, of Maine, one of the secretaries of the 

conference, and of Lay Delegate Leavitt 
Bates, of the New England Southern confer- 
ence. Committees will be appointed to draft 

resolutions of regret. 
The debate on admission of w omen as lay 

delegates was continued. Forty-one dele 
gates at once sprang to their feet and claimed 
the floor. Rev. II. H. Moore, of the Erie 

conference, was recognized and spoke in 

favor of admitting women. A number of 
others spoke for and against and when the 
debate closed a vote was taken ou the adop- 
tion of Rev. David Moore’s substitute for 
the report of the committee. It proposed 
that women elected as lay delegates to the 
present general conference be seated and 
the question of their eligibility to future 
general conferences be determined by a vote 
of the churches and annual conferences. 
This substitute was lost. 

Then a vote was taken upon the amend- 
ment to the report offered by Rev. Dr. Neely, 
of Philadelphia.

After the adoption of Dr. Neeley s 
amendment, the report of the committee 
with the amendment was adopted by the 
following vote: Ayes, ministerial, 159; lay- 
men, 78. Nays, ministerial, 122; laymen, 
70.

BLAINE AND CONKLINC. 

How the Latter’s Course in 1884 is 

Explained by A. M. Hughes. 

Nashville, Tenn., May 7.—The Ameri-

Mr. Blaine wrote the let- 
ter, which was given to Walker Blaine to de- 
liver. The latter carried the letter to New 
York, but on his way to Conkling’s house he

VICISSITUDES OF BRITISH POLITICS 

Illustrated by the Course of the In- 
land Revenue Bill. 

Salisbury’s Apt Expression of the 
European Situation. 

Waiting by the Bedside of the Strick- 
en Ruler. 

London, May 7.—Mr. Goschen has carried 
his Customs and Inland Revenue bill, after a 

parting shot from Mr. Gladstone. The poli- 
tical situation has so much changed since he 
made his Budget speech that the same organ 
which welcomed his proposals now denoun- 
ces them as not socially beneficial nor finan- 
cially sound. There have been concessions, 
as there always are, on minor matters, but 
Mr. Goschen has stood to his guns, abandon- 
ed no principles and sacrificed no essential 
detail of this complicated scheme. 

A Rogues’ Land. 

Upon the arrival of the steamship Nevada 
at Queenstown, Sunday, the police boarded 
her and arrested Charles Rowe, of Leeds, 
upon a warrant charging him with embez- 
zling a large amount of his employer’s funds. 
Rowe had traveled in America under the 
name of Lord Charles Beresford and only re- 
cently married an American lady. His wife 
and father-in-law accompanied him on the 
voyage. 

Europe Awaits the End. 
The cessation of the official bulletins con- 

cerning the condition of the Emperor, upon 
which it may be said the people have never 

placed implicit reliance, is causing much un- 

easiness in Berlin, where it is believed that 
the patient is much worse than the doctors 
care to admit. The reports in circulation 
during the last forty-eight hours or tire Em- 

peror’s renewed strength are received with a 

degree of doubt bordering upon absolute dis- 
belief. Rumors are now abroad that the 
Emperor has had another relapse, and it is 
generally feared that a slow but sure decline 
has set in, which will terminate soon in 
death. 

Lord Salisbury, speaking at the Royal 
Academy banquet very clearly defined 
the European political situation in the 
single phrase: “Europe is standing hushed 
by the bedsideof its most powerful, 
most admired and most valued potentate/ 
This utterance elicited the unanimous acqui- 
esence oi me remier s uearers, »uu it 

not be doubted tnat it expresses the prevail- 
ing feeling at all of the European capitals, 
however lukewarm may be the public senti- 
ment with regard to preserving friendly rela- 
tions with Germany.

FULLER AS A POET. 

The Chief Justice Begins with Odes 
to Topsham’s Red-Headed Cirls. 

[N. Y. Sun.] 
The class of 1853 at Bowdoin College con- 

tained a young poet destined to sustain inti- 
mate personal and political relations with a 

certain Man of Destiny, of whose existence 
he never dreamed until at least thirty years 
later. Melvillius Weston Fuller was writing 
odes to the silver moon that shone upon the 

campus, and sonnets to the red-beaded girls 
of Topsham, at the time when Stephen G. 
Cleveland was braving the panther’s howl at 

Fayetteville. It has been generally, but er- 

roneously, stated that Edvardus Johannes 
Phelps was likewise a Bowdoin poet, and a 

classmate of Melvillius. That is not the 
fact. Edvardus first wooed the Muses in the 
classic shades of Middlebury, Vermont; and 
he was in politics before Melvillius was ou 
of I’aley. Nevertheless, Destiny has had her 
eye ou the three youths, and at last she 
brought them together. 

Through a series of political events and 
accident that has no parallel in history, it 
came to be the function of Mr. Cleveland to 
choose between Phelps and Fuller for Chief 
Justice of the Supreme Court of the Un ited 
States. In weighing their qualifications for 
the high judicial post, did it occur to him to 
institute a comparison between their resp ec- 
tive poems? Probably not. The love of 
poesy and the critical knowledge thereof 
that are in the Cleveland family are not in 
Grover. 

The two college poets do not cultivate the 
same field of the Muses. Their styles differ 
as widely as do those of Cowper and Tom 
Moore, or of Matthew Arnold and the late 
Eugene Field of Chicago. We form our 

opinion solely upon those specimens of Mr. 
Phelps’s and Mr. Fuller’s poetry which, up 
to the present time have been rescued from 
oblivion. The poetical taste of the new 
Chief Justice seems to incline to the elegaic, 
the sonorous, the not too profoundly philo- 
sophical vein which renders some of Long- 
fellow’s poems so popular and so common- 

place. Phelps’s poetry is far more individ- 
ual. He is a humorist, a satirist, lashing the 
follies and chastising the nuisances of every- 
day life with sharp, snappy, and sometimes 
slightly profane lines that have the crack of 
a whip. 

Compare, for example, the four rattling 
stanzas of Mr. Phelps’s acknowledged mas- 

terpiece, his poem on “Essex Junction,” 
witli the threnody which Mr. Fuller com- 

poseu mree years ago ror me urani memori- 

al meeting in Chicago. The poem of the new 
Chief Justice begins as follows: 

"bet drum to trumpet speak— 
The trumpet to the cannoneer without, 
The cannon to the heavens from each redoubt, 

Each lowly valley and each lofty peak, 
As to bis rest tlie great commander goes 
Into the pleasant land of earned repose.” 
It is doing no injustice to the author of 

these verges to say that they are essentially 
conventional. In nearly all, if not all, mar- 
tial threnodies, borrowing the idea of Shaks- 
peare, the drum speaks to tbe trumpet, and 
the trumpet to the cannons on the redoubts. 
Nothing of the usual furniture is wanting 
except the bugle note, and that is promptly 
sounded in the very next stanza. Nor is 
there any novelty or originality in the use of 
epithets. Valleys are for the most part 
lowly and peaks lofty. An analysis of the 
words which the new Chief Justice has mar- 
shalled in stately measure shows that there 
is no vitalizing idea behind them. It is ver- 
sification, not poetry. 

Now turn to the first stanza of Mr. Phelps’s 
fine poem on Essex Junction: 

"With saddened face :tnd battered bat 
And eye that told of blank despair 

On a wooden bench a traveller sat, 
Cursing tbe fate that brought him there. 

Nine hours, be said, we’ve lingered here, 
With thoughts Intent on distant homes 

Waiting for that delusive train 
Which always coming, never comes. 

’Till weary and worn, sad and forlorn, 
And paralyzed in every function— 

I hope in hell 
Their souls will dwell 

Who first invented Essex Junction.” 
This is poetry, shocking as is Us profanity. 

Description, narration, and imprecation 
alike bear the impress of u vigorous person- 
ality expressing a distinct artistic purpose: 

“I hope in hell 
Their souls may dwell 

Who first invented Essex Junctiou.” 

Waiving tbe theological question, these 
virile lines arc unquestionably the product 
of genius. The author of the poem on Grant 
could not have produced them, had he spent 
half a lifetime in weary waiting upon the 
platform at Essex Junction. 

For the sake of making the Supreme 
Court’s poetical record complete, we print 
the remaining stanzas of the new Chief Jus- 
tice’s most notable production. It will be 
observed that what we have said of the first 
stanza applies with equal force to the whole 
poem: 

The great commander, wben 
Is heard no more the sound ol war s alarms. 
The bugle’s stirring not®, the mang of arms, 

Depreciation’s tongue would whisper then— 
Only good fortune gave to him success. 

When was there greatness fortune did not bless? 

“Notin his battles won. 
Though long the well-fought fields may keep their 

name, 
But in the wide world’s sense of duty done, 

The gallant soldier finds the meed of fame; 
His life no struggle for ambition • prize, 

Simply the duty done that next him lies. 

“And as with him of old. 
Immortal Captain of triumphant Home, 
Whose eagles made the rounded globe their home, 

How the grand soul of true heroic mould 

Despised resentment and such meaner things, 
That peace might gather all beneath her wings. 

“No lamentations here. 
The weary hero lays him down to rest 
As tired infant at the mother s breast 

Without a care, without a thought of fear, 
Waiting to greet upon the other shore 
The glorious host of comrades gone before. 

“Earth to its kindred earth; 
The spirit to the fellowship of souls. 
As slowly time the mighty scroll unrolls 

Of waitlns ages yet to have their birth. 
Fame, faithful to the faithful, writes on high, 
His name as one that was not boru to die. 

As mechanical workmanship this is excel- 
lent. The lines do not trip, halt or falter. 
Great labor has evidently been expended, 
with dictionary, rhyming dictionary, hook of 
synonyms, and classical dictionary all in 

hand, to polish and file and perfect—but was 
the labor worth the while? 

Although Fuller and not Phelps has got 
the glory of being Chief Justice, we need not 
apologize for reproducing here one more 
stanza from the fatter’s immortal poem on 
Essex Junction: 

“Here Boston waits for Ogdensburg, 
And Ogdeusburg for Montreal, 

And late New York long tarrleth. 
And Saratoga hinders all; 

From far Atlantic's wave-swept bays 
To Mississippi's turbid tide, 

All accidents, mistakes, delays. 
Are gathered here aud multiplied. 

Oh, fellow man! avoid this place 
As you would plague or Peter Funks town 

And I hope in hell 
Their souls mav dwelh 

Who first Invented Essex Junction." 
The conclusion we reach Is that if the nom- 

ination had been destined for the better 
poet of the two, and if Mr. Cleveland had 
Been a competent judge of those qualities of 
verse which unerringly indicate, to such as 
can read them aright, the mental processes, 
habits of mind, and individual characteris- 
tics of the author, the great judicial prize of 
the republic would have gone to Evardus 
not to Melvllllus.

Nevertheless tho Constitu- 
tion has widely guarded that office with pe- 
culiar jealousy, and the Legislature has 
found it necessary to supplement the bul- 
wark of the fundamental law by increasingly 
stringent safeguards. 

Neither State Treasurer Burleigh nor his 
friends can justly complain that his candid- 

acy at this time during his unfulfilled term 
of Treasury service has raised the question 
whether his nomination and election to the 
Gubernatorial office would be quite in accord 
with the spirit and intent of the Constitution 
and the laws? Not whether such a proceed- 
ing would be unlawful and void as violative 
of the letter of the fundamental or the stat. 
ute law, but whether or not it would be in 
bad taste, of pernicious example and Impro' 
per, as contrary to the spirit and fair intend- 
ment of their provisions? 

A brief review of those provisions and en- 

actments may assist in the solution of the in. 
quiry. 

“The Treasurer shall be chosen biennially, by 
Joint ballot of the senators and representatives in 
convention, but shall not bo eligible more than 
live years successively. Before entering on the 
duties of Ills omee.be shall give bond to the Stale, 
with sureties, to the satisfaction of the Legisla- 
ture, for the faithful di-charge of bis trust. The 
Treasurer shall not, during his continuance in of- 
fice, engage In any business of trade or commerce, 
or as a broker, uor as an agent or factor for any 
merchant or trader. No money shall be drawn 
from the treasury, but by warrant from the Gov- 
oruor and Council, and in consequence of appro- 
priations made by law, and a regular statement 
of the receipts and expenditures"? all public mon- 

ey, shall be published at the commencement of 
uoiomm of tho Legislature." (Constitution, 

Art. V.;Part 4, Secs. 1—4. Amendment XXIII > 
His bond shall be in the penal sum of not 

less than $130,000. 
Among the statute conditions of his bond is 

the following: 
"That he shall render a Just and true account 

of all his agents’ and servants' doings and trans- 
actions in the office, to the legislature, or to such 
committee as it appoints, on the first day of each 
regular session of the legislature, previous to the 
choice of a new treasurer, and at any other time, 
when required by the legislature, or tbe governor 
and council; and that he will settle and adjust 
said account, and faithfully deliver to bis succes- 
sor in office, or to such person us tile legislature 
appoints, all moneys, books, property, ami appur- 
tenances of said office, in his, or anv of his agents’ 
possession, and pay over all balances found due 
on such adjustment." 

lie is forbidden to receive for his own use 
any interest, premium, gratuity or benefit on 
any money belonging to the State, or for 
any loan obtained for the State; but 
shall account therefor to the State. He is 
also forbidden to use in his own business, or 
for his own benefit, any such money, or to 
permit any other person to do it, on pain of 
indictment and forfeiture of an eiiual sum. 

(R. 8., chap. 2, §§47, 48, 49.) • 

"The Treasurer, on the first Wednesday ot Jan- 
uary, annually, shall lay before the Governor and 
Council a statement ot the amount ot all warrants 
in favor of the State, and of any other sums or 
balances due from the several sheriffs, anil shall 
certify the names of the sureties in their bonds. 
(§00.) 

lie shall, annually, on the first Wednesday of 
January, lay before the Governor and Council, a 

printed detailed account of the state of the treas- 
ury, distinguishing. In the receipts and expendi- 
tures, the sums due at the close of the preceding 
year from those that became due during the cur- 
rent year, and what sums are due to and from the 
treasury, and the resources of the State for the 
ensuing year. The Governor and Council shall 
lay such accounts before the Legislature on the 
first Monday of each regular session." (§70.) "The Governor and Council shall, annuallv, ap- 
point a committee of nut less than three citizens, 
who shall carefully examine the accounts of the 
State Treasurer, as embodied In his annual report, 
and certify lu wrhing the result of such examina- 
tion ; and their certificate shall he appended to 
his report. They shall also examine all cancelled 
bondsjand coupons, and destroy the same by burn 
i ng, in the presence of said Treasurer, and give him a certificate of such destruction. They shall 
make a sworn report of llleir doings to the Gover- 
nor and Council, which report shall be entered on 
the records of the Governor and Council, and filed 
in the office of the Secretary of State.” (§71.) 

His salary, formerly $1,600, was at the last 
session of the Legislature, increased to $2000 
and the clerk hire in his department from 
$2200 to $(1000. 

Hence it appears that the wisdom of our 
fathers and the experience of their succes- 
sors have deemed it prudent to guard the 
treasury by a series of peremptory provis- 
ions, constitutional and statute, singular and 
unique. Nothing like it can be found else- 
where in the organic law or on the statute 
book. Note the arbitary and inexorable re- 

quirement that the Treasurer, however up- 
right, shall retire from office at the end of 
live (now four) years. Observe the magni- 
tude of his bond. Mark that condition of 
his bond which demands the rendition of his 
account to the legislature on the first day of 
each regular sesMou, previous to the choice 
of a new Treasurer. It should also be re- 
membered that the Constitution and the law 
originally contemplated annual sessions of 
the legislature and annual elections of Tieas- 
urers. 

Even with this short range of authority all 
these precautions were devised and adopted; 
surely they have not been rendered less nec- 

essary now that the adoption of bl-ennlal 
sessions and bi-ennial elections has doubled 
the distance between the State Treasurer 
and his accountability. 

Now it is asked if there would not be an 
awkwardness in requiring Treasurer Bur- 
leigh, on the first Wednesday of next Jan- 
uary to lay before Governor Elect Burleigh 
and his Council his annual “statement of 
all warrants in favor of the State,” etc., etc., 
according to K. S., chap. 2. §66? And on the 
same day “a printed detailed account of the 
state of the treasury," etc., etc., under § 70? 

It will be observed that the Treasurer's 
bond expressly requires him to render his 
account, on thejlrsf day of the session, aud 
previous to the choice of a new treasurer. 

The mauifest object of this peculiar and 
stringent requirement is to enable the legis- 
lature to scrutinize the treasurer’s books and 
papers for the preceding two years, before 
the election of a new treasurer, whether the 
treasurer himself is a candidate for re-elec- 
tion or not. Accordingly, the immemorial 
practice has been to delay the election of 
treasurer until the legislative committee has 
had an opportunity to examine thoroughly 
the treasurer’s books and accounts, vouchers 
&c., and to report thereon to the legislature. 

No careful lawyer will deny that this re- 

sponsibility still rests upon the legislature. 
The additional safeguard which the absence 
of the legislature on alternate years now re- 

quires—an examination by a committee ap- 
pointed by the Governor and Council—can- 
not be construed as justification for an aban- 
donment of the duty which the explicit un- 

repealed provision of the law imposes on tl-e 
| legislature. Meanwhile the old treasurer re- 
) mains in office; his salary and his accounta- 
i bility and that of his bondsmen continue. 

isuw >vnai would De tne legal status oi treas- 
urer Burleigh during the first fortnight of 
next January, in case he should be elected 
into the awkward position which he seeks 
and for which his friends are urging him? 

Would he be for that period both Treasur- 
er and Governor? or would the inaugura- 
tion be delayed? Or would he resign the 
the treasuryship? if so, who would be re- 
sponsible for the treasury funds during the 
interim ? 

The question is so full of embarrassments 
and difficulties as to leave but one answer to 
the inquiry prefixed to this article, viz:—Is 
it quite the proper thing to nominate a State 
Treasurer for Governor? 

Probably nobody ever dreamed that a State 
Treasurer would think of such a thing; no- 

body imagined that such a contingency 
would ever occur. Otherwise it would un- 

questionably have been forbidden by posi- 
tive statute if not by the organic law. The 
reason for this assertion may be found by 
reference to an actual statutory prohibition 
in reference to the comparatively insignifi- 
cant oflieo of town treasurer: 

Treasurers and collectors of towns shall not be 
selectmen or assessors, until they have completed 
their duties as treasurers and collectors and had 
a final settlement with the town."—(K. 8.,c. 3, 
}13.) 

This judicious enactment was made in 
1874, but originally applied to larger towns 
only (exceeding 1,500 inhabitants) but in 
1885 it was thought prudent to remove the 
limitation and to make it uulversal. 

Can it be right and seemly for the custo- 
dian of millions to enjoy privilege which the 
law has denied the humble coilector of thou- 
sands? Under this wise and beneficent law 
town treasurers are obliged to submit to one 
year’s political solitude after their retire- 
ment from office before they can enjoy the 
dignity of selectman of the smallest town in 
the State. 

Hitherto State treasurers have voluntarily 
submitted to the same wholesome restraint. 
If this was seemly and decorous in ordinary 
years under the annual system, and when no 
unusually complicated and responsible 
duties had devolved on them during the 
single year since their election or re-election, 
is the present a good time to change 
the immemorial precedent, now that 

two fulVyears oi,”lmaucl^t'a<lmtd['stration'll 
the State Treasury remain to be examined, 
and that too during a period of peculiar re- 
sponsibility arising from the issue of nearly 
three millions of new State bonds, under the 
act of 1887, chap. 43, which confers broad 
powers upon the treasurer in reference to 
the negotiation of temporary loaus, giving 
notes for the State, issuing and exchanging 
State bonds, selling off bonds from the sink- 
ing fund, purchasing outstanding bonds of 
the State, cancelling of bonds, etc., etc. ? 

It is but just to Treasurer Burleigh to say 
that for the reasons above given, doubtless. 
H proDauiy was nut ms original uucuuuu iu 

announce himself as a candidate for an im- 
mediate transfer from the treasury to the ex- 
ecutive chair. 

At any rate if such was his purpose he did 
not promulgate it during the life of the late 
Governor Bodwell. It is therelore fair to 
presume that it was his original intention to 
allow an interval of two years to elapse be- 
tween his retirement at the end of this 
year, (as required by the constitution) and 
his candidacy for Governor. 

Why the death of our lamented chief mag- 
istrate can be regarded as tending to remove 
tlie embarrasment of the treasurer’s situa- 
tion in seeking the succession ut this time is 
not apparent. It is believed that Treasurer 
Burleigh’s change of intention was ill-ad- 
vised, aud that the difficulties in the way of 
establishing such a precedent as his friends 
are seeking to establish will be found insup- 
erable. Nokombega.

The Appropriation Bill as Passed at 

Last Evening’s Meeting. 

Hearing on the Question of the Po- 
lice Matron Appointment. 

A Committee Appointed to Investi- 
gate the Cas Company’s Affairs. 

The Iregular monthly meeting of the City 
Council was held last night, and besides 
passing the appropriation bill tbere was a 

large amount of miscellaneous matter trans- 
acted. 

In Board of Mayor and Aldermen. 

Mayor Chapman presided, and tlie full 
board was in attendance. 

the APPROPRIATION BILL. 

The committee on appropriations sub- 
mitted the following report with the appro- 
priation bill: 

Your committee on appropriations beg leave to 
report that they have held several protracted ses- 
sions at which nearing* were given to representa- 
tives of the various city department*, who pre- sented estimates of the appropriations required 
(or their department* for tire present financial 
year. In considering these estimates your com- 
mittee have recognised the superlative Import- 
ance of restricting appropriations to the narrow- 
er,! practicable limit, with a view to reducing the 
burden of taxation. Acting upon this Idea, the 
requirements of each department have been care- 
fully examined In detail, and every item ol ex- 

penditure eliminated which could be Judiciously 
spared. Thu* many requests for permanent Im- 
provements upon street*, public building* and 
elsewhere, although admitted to be most desira- 
ble, yet were not granted because not deemed 
sufficiently urgent to warrant maintaining the 
present tax rate. 

With the appropriations, as reported, your com- 
mittee Is satisfied that alt the departments ef the 
city can be successfully and satisfactorily admin- 
istered. Home items In the appropriation MU call 
*0I_ special mention. The appropriation erry mfmlmg mremrs rm mat ..r new boilers, 
steam chambers and pipes which must be replac- 
ed, while that for public huildrugs allows #500 
for Insurance upon City Hall, besides making pro- 
visions for furnishing new armories. In making 
appropriations for schools, sufficient sum Is voted 
to maintain them In their present efficient condi- 
tion ; the request for anew grammar school build- 
ing was not complied with, but the committee 
voted to recommend setting apart the hay scale 
lot for such building another year. The Increase 
lu salaries over last year is rendered necessary to 
pay the services of the assistant assessors In pre- paring the ward lists for the several elections 
which occur this y. ar. The collection of offal, un- 
der the improved plan, involvcf creator cost than 
ncreioiore and passes under the direction of tbe 
sanitary committee. Tbe committer found it im- 
practicable to reduce tbe appropriation for streets 
below $05,000 on account of the unusual expen- 
ditures required In grading the west end of Con- 
gress street, beyumi the Maine Central station, 
and also, St. Jodu street, where the Horse Car 
Company Is erecting new stables. In divid- 
ing this appropriation, $29,000 were set 
apart for permanent work, $30,000 for ordi- 
nary street expenditures and maintenance of 
teams, and $19,000 for winter service, commenc- 

ing Dec. 1st. The contract entered Into last year 
for the construction of the Marginal way, necessi- 
tated the appropriation of $20,000 for this public 
improvement, which Is a cheap method of abating 
the Back Bay nuisance, and adding to our taxable 
area. At the request of the directors of the Pub- 
lic Library, and upon tbe condition that this Insti- 
tution shall become unconditionally free, the com- 
mittee voted to recommeud an appropriation of 
$5000 for this object. Your committee Is of the 
oplulon that any Important Increase in appropria- 
tions above the amounts reported, would not only 
be crowding Into this year’s work a portion of 
what would properly belong In the next year, but 
also result In defeating lower taxation tbe present 
year; besides, that any .further reduction In ap- 
propriations cannot be made without impairing 
the efficiency of many branches of municipal ser- 
vice, and permitting, In isome Instances, waste 
through unavoidable neglect. 

It Is wiser to have the tax rate decrease steadi- 
ly and permanently through a series of years, 
rather than Irregularly through alternate periods 
of sharp contraction and consequent expansion. 

[Here followed a table showing the 
amounts asked by the several committees 
and tbe sums awarded them.] 

From this table d appears your committee re- 
port Id favor of appropriating $7)12,114.49, which 
is $100,476.00 less than called tor and exactly 
$35,(105.84 less than was appropriated last year. 
It is to be regretted that the whole amount of the 
latter decrease cannot be reallied in tax reduc- 
tion, because the city's Income will fall off some- 
what from loss of routs, etc., and larger overlay- 
ings than usual are required; yet It Is reasonably 
safe to Assume, if the city's valuation continues at 
a normal rate, taxes will be reduced to $20 per 
$IOOU ibis year, and, under certain other contin- 
gencies, probably still lower. 

On motion of Alderman Smith the bill was 

considered In detail. 
Alderman Hobbs said that the committee 

on drains and sewers must have more than 
87,500, and moved that it be increased to 
810,000. 

Alderman Smith seconded the motion and 
said he thought tbe money could be judici- 
ously expended. 

Alderman Tukesbury said that be thought 
the sum appropropriated was sufficient, and 
Alderman Redlon agreed with him. 

Alderman Hobbs then said that If the 
members of his own committee would not 
support him be would withdraw his motion. 

Alderman Cunningham thought that the 
motion of tbe gentleman from seven should 
be duly considered. 

The sum of 810,000 was dually appropri- 
ated. 

Alderman Shaw said that ho wished to 
protest ngainst the reduction in the sum 
asked fofby the Fire Department. "We 
asked for 320,000 and 1 protest ugainst hav- 
ing this department so crippled." He 
moved that the amount of 314,000 be In- 
creased to 318,000, and Alderman Cunning- 
ham seconded this motion. Alderman 
Smith said that he should like to please the 
gentleman from six, but he could not see 

what the fire department wanted, or could 
do with 318,000. 

Alderman Shaw replied that If the sum of 
318,000 should be appropriated all would be 
returned that was not absolutely needed. 
"We dou’t ask it lor ourselves, we ask It for 
who um-iit uuu me mi. 

Atderinun Gatley said with au appropria- 
tion of $11,000 he thought the department 
should be able to purchase 2000 feet of huse, 
as they did last year, besides buying the 
Hayes truck. 

Aldermau Cunningham thought that the 
sum asked for should be granted, and Aider- 
man Tukeebury agreed with him. 

The sum of #17,500 was finally appropria- 
ted by this Board. 

When the item of the reserve fund was 
reached Alderman Smith said that he could 
see no ueed of that sum and moved that It 
be stricken out, and Aldermau Cunningham 
seconded the motion, which was passed by 
vote of six to one. Alderman Tukesbury 
voting in the negative. 

Alderman Smith moved to strike out 
#7500 appropriated for water and hydrants 
insert $7000. The motion was carried. Al- 
dermau Smith moved that the sum of #20,- 
000 appropriated for the Marginal Way con- 
struction be used for that tor which 
It Is appropriated only. The motion was 
carried. 

Alderman Smith moved that the item of 
#5000 for the Portland Public Library be 
stricken out. Tho gentleman of six stated 
that be had the highest respect for Mr. Bax- 
ter, but lie considered that the city could not 
atTord the appropriation. The motion was 

carried by a vote of 4 to 3, Alderman Tukes- 
bury, Itedlon aud Hobbs voting ic the nega- 
tive. 

The appropriation for contingent expense, 
which was at first passed over, was here tak- 
en up and the sum of $21,000 was appropriat- 
ed. 

The bill as here given was unanimously 
passed by the board.

gations promptly” is the testimony of his 
son. That a Maine minister should have 
been rewarded by so small a salary is shame- 

ful; but that lie made “both ends meet” 
with it is an evidence of heroism in his homo. 
And we look to see the name of the Rev. J. 
W. Day among those who voted yesterday to 

give the women a place in the Conference, 
irrespective of any arguments as to whether 

they are needed or wanted. 

We are surprised to observe nn unusua| 
omission on the part of our esteeimd con- 

temporary, the Kennebec Journal. Hereto- 
fore it has recorded with noticeable eager- 
ness the doings and proceedings of those 
caucuses that have been held to choose gub- 
ernatorial delegates, especially if there has 
been any reason to suppose that any of these 

delegates were for Mr. Burleigh. Indeed, 
such has been our esteemed contemporary’s 
eagerness in this respect that several dele- 
gates have been counted in for Mr. Burleigh, 
when they were not for him at all. It was, 
therefore, with great surprise that we ob- 
served in yesterday’s Kennebec Journal no 

notice whatever of one of the most impor- 
tant caucuses yet held in Maine, the caucus 
at Ellsworth. It could hardly be that Ells- 
worth and the doings of its citizens were re- 

garded as of minor consequence, since it is a 

nourishing city, bustling w ith business and 
adorned by the homes of many prominent 
Republicans, among whom may be mention- 
ed Senator Hale. Nor can it be that by un- 

fortunate accident to the wire our contempo- 
rary was deprived of the lute;< sting piece of 
news from Ellsworth, because the Associated 
Press delivered it to all the Maine and Mas- 
sachusetts papers on Saturday night, in am* 

pie time for yesterday morning’s papers. 
We are constrained, therefuip, to believe 
that some office cat, of unusual size and 
prowess, got away with this piece of news 

from Ellsworth before the editors saw it. 
Unwilling that our contemporary should re- 

main longer in ignorance of so Interesting an 

event, we are glad to convey the informa- 
tion anew that the Republicans of Ellsworth 
elected ten men to come to Portland and 
vote for Mr. Cleaves next June, and that 
they instructed them by the following reso-

And 
we further endurse Ills valuable services to the 
State In t he many positions of public trust which 
lie has so efficiently filled, especially In Ills admin- 
istration as Attorney General, during which he 
faithfully discharged all duties required of him ny 
law, luefuding the prosecution of the celebrated 
railroad and lax cases which ho conducted to a 
successful tei munition, thereby saving the State 
nearly seventy thousand dollars and fully settling 
the Intricate legal questions Involved for his suc- 
cessors In office. We do therc ore declare him to 
he our choice as candidate for Governor, and 
pledge our best efforts for his nomination and 
election. 

We are glad to be able to furnish tills news 

to the Kennebec Journal, and shall confi- 

dently expect that in due time it will extend 
the same favor to its readers. 

The Bangor Whig has been led to a col- 
umn or so of “remarks” by (to quote its lan- 

guage) “the persistent impertinence of The 

Press for which there is no excuse.” The 
Whig is so often led to remarks by the “per- 
sistent impertinence” of its contemporaries, 
that its readers must fully understand by 
this time that an important part of its mis- 
sion is to rebuke impertinence. It is a 

part too which we are bound to say 
it fulfils with great satisfaction to itself and 
with great amusement to Us contemporaries. 
As a rule the impertinence which the Whig 
rebukes is the bolding of views not exactly 
in accord with its own. Thai was a part of 
the Press’s »in. But it was not the whole 
of it. Indeed we suspect that it was not the 

greater part of it. Sooner or later undoubt- 
edly we should have been rebuked for the 
impertinence of preferring as candidate for 
Governor a different gentleman from the one 

the Whig had picked out, but it is not prob- 
able that the rebuke would have been as se- 

vere as the present one had our sin beeD con- 

fined to this. But unfortunately for us 

in a moment of—well recklessness pei- 

haps it may as well be called—we allowed it 

to appear that not only did the Peeks’* 
views on Hie governorship question not 

coincide with those of the Whig, but also that 

ilia Whig's present opinions did not coincide 
with opinions held by the Whig a short time 
rgo. When for instance tlie Whig urged in 

jelialf of Mr. Burleigh that lie had a rcsi- 
leuce iu Bangor and that tlie nomination be- 

onged to the East and therefore that he 
should bo nominated the Piiess pointed out 
,hat two years ago when this argument might 
liave been made with much greater force, 
inasmuch as then one of the candidates not 
mly owned a house iu Bangor, but lived 
.here, tlie Whig had shown very little dispo- 
sition to urge it. Again, when it said that 
•Gov. Marble’s one term would naturally be 
tlie limit of political ambition of one at bin 
lime of life," (the italics are ours) tlie Piiesk 
pointed out that the Whig had not proposed 
to thus limit the “political ambition” of Gov. 
Bod well, had the latter lived, though his age 
was but a year under Gov. Marble’s; that it 

had not sought to limit thus the “political 
ambition” of ex-Senator Hamlin, but on tlie 

contrary had urged libs election to tlie Senate 

at an age which made it certain that before 

his term expired lie must reacli that “time of 

life” which would naturally be the limit of 

Gov. Marble's political ambition; and fur- 

thermore that it had sought to make the late 

Judge Edward Kent the Republican candi- 
date for Governor when lie was 71 years of 

age and after a record of two terms in the 

Governor’s chair—in short, that it had re- 

peatedly ignored and repudiated a limit which 
it was proposing to apply to Gov. Marble 
It is becauss of this “impertinence” that the 

Whig’s rebuke is made particularly long and 

stinging. But the Whig’s readers will not 
fail to observe that rebuking the Pbess does 
not explain the Whig’s manifest inconsisten- 
cies ; any more than does protesting that a 

long time ago it was very fond of Mr. Mar- 
ble, excuse or explaiu its own impertinence 
ia attempting to rule out a candidate from 
the gubernatorial contest on the ground that 
a record of one term at hi 3 time of life is 
the natural limit of his political ambition.

Philadelphia or Boston would have been a 

better assembling place for; the Republican 
Anti-Saloon conference than New York, but 
the gathering was nevertheless all that had 
been expected of it. Among the delegates 
were many eminent men. and the addresses 
were earnest and harmonious. A noticeable 
feature of the conference was its enthusias- 
tic Republicanism. The resolutions de- 
nouncing the saloon and urging the Republi- 
cs u National Convention to declare against 
it in its platform, were vigorous and explicit. 
This request deserves respectful attention. 

The Life of Anandabai Joshee, A Kins- 
woman of the l'undita Ramabai. By Mrs. 
Caroline Healey Ball. This record of the 
life of Dr. Joshee Is full of interest and 
charm. Married at the age of eight years to 

Gopal Joshee and dying at the age of twenty- 
one of consumption contracted in this coun- 

try, her short life shows a streugtli of char- 
acter and an intellectual development most 
remarkable. The death of her only child, 
born when Anandabai was but fourteen 
years old, and for whom she could have no 

competent physician, led her to think of 
studying medicine, and into this scheme her 
husband seems to have entered heartily, 
sharing her thoughts and feelings. Gopal 
would have gladly lived in this country with 
his wife while she was receiving her medical 
education, but a lack of money prevented 
this, and after many struggles and disap- 
pointments Anandabai accompanied some 

friends to America, and Oct. 3d, 1883, was 

matriculated at the Woman’s Medical Col- 

lege of Pennsylvania where she was gradu- 
ated in 188G. To a native of India the cli- 
mate of the United States was excessively 
trying and before Dr. Joshee had fairly es- 

tablished herself in the New England Hospi- 
tal for Women and Children her health 
failed perceptibly and it was thought best 
that she should return to her own country 
with her husband who had lately joined her 
in America. Upon this conclusion she ac- 

cepted an otter from the Dewan of Kolhapeer 
to take charge of the Albert Edward Hospi- 
tal in that State, and instruct a class of girls 
in medicine, etc. But this was not to be, 
for the career of this sweet, gentle and intel- 
lectual woman was cut short by the dread 
disease which no remedy could reach, and 
she died soon after her return to India. 
Her husband was entirely devoted to her 
and Anandabai always speaks of him as 

most "generous;” and again she says—“I 
know there arc many good husbands in the 
United States, I seo that they make their 
wives happy, but among them all there is 
net one so good as my husband.” The first 
half of Mrs. Ball’s bonk is chiefly devoted to 
the letters of Dr. Joshee written to her 

friend, Mrs. Carpenter of Roselle, New Jer- 
sey, from Calcutta and Serampore, Bengal, 
in which she gives most quaint and interest- 
ing descriptions of the domestic customs 
and habits of the people of India, with 
their religious beliefs, ceremonies, etc. Mrs. 
Dali’s prejudice against Gopal Joshee seems 

quite unaccounted for by any facts that she 
relates in regard to him. Ilis greatest 
crime, so far as we can see, was that he 
asserted the rights of his sex; that while lie 

loved, and was devoted to his wife and 

helped her to the higher education which 
she sought, he did not consider it necessary 
to ignore or destroy the ties which bound 
them together. Anandabai returned her 
husband’s affection most devoutly, which, 
apparently, Mrs. Dali thinks the weak point 
in her character, and for which she pities 
her, and blames her Hindu training, It is, 
perhaps, to modern civilization only that we 

can look for a reform in this direction, and 
we must patiently await the time when man 

will realize how poor a creature he really is, 
and when the marriage vow will be univer- 
sally recognized as secondary to intellectual 
culture. (Boston: Roberts Brothers; Port- 
land: Boring, Short & Harmon.)

A short time before ids death lie 
dictated a letter to his eldest daughter Nel- 
lie.

The scales of the tarpon are scal- 
loped and pearl color, tinged with silver. 

For Turkish Missions. 
There was a large gathering of ladies at 

the vestry of the Second Parish Church yes- 
terday afternoon to listen to an address by 
Mrs. C. 11. Wheeler on the work of Chris- 
tian missions in Turkey. Mrs. Wheeler is a 

native of this State. She has labored in 
Harpoot for many years and with her hus- 
band has built up the Harpoot College to its 
present prosperous and well nigh self-sup- 
porting condition. The address brought out 
many interesting facts concerning the 
ancient civilization which nourished in that 
laud during the rise and fall of great em- 

pires. The Turks rose into power on the 
fall of the Saracens and have even since con- 
tinued to swny their authority with much 
omiression. The Armenians suffer much 
under this iron rule. Missionary work 
makes progress chiefly among the Arme- 
nians. From its centres in eastern, central 
and western Turkey it is spreading a net 
work of schools and churches over the em- 
pire, producing wonderful effects. Many 
personal experiences cf thrilling interest 
were woven into the address, many proofs 
given of the power of the Christian religion. 
In no way is its power shone more than in 
the willingness of both old and young to 
give out of their scanty means for the sup- 
port of the gospel, even the Kindergarten 
children giving their mites to help pay the 
pastor’s salary. 

Mrs. Wheeler made a special plea for 
water to be carried into the campus of the 
college. For many years all the water used 
has been taken in skins by small quantities 
from a distance. Though in this country 
for rest Mrs. Wheeler is giving time and 
strength to raise some funds for this pur- 
pose. A generous collection was given her 
by the ladies at the close of the address.

Mrs. Hunt spoke ol 
the good work done by the Waiuan’s Christ Ian Temperance Union in the office of the 
police matron, and deemed it an office tlial 
can be advantageously governed hv the Un 
ion 

Ex-Mayor Walker spoke next and sail 
that he doubted the right of the hoard ti 
take control of an office that “is not recog nl/.ed by the city charter or ordinances.’ 
lie said that the office of police matron iva- 
created by the Woman's Christian Temper 
ance Union and for a long time the Uniot 
had supported it, doing much good thereby Rev. Henry Blanchard said that the ladie 
did not pretend to say whether the aetii 
was legal or not, it was not that they wen 
considering, he thought the ladies liau 
right to say with indignation that they have 
been treated with discourtesy. “Surely tin 
names of Gen. Francis Fessenden, James P 
Baxter and other petitioners in the case de 
serve attention.” Mr. Blanchard said tlial 
he was pastor of one of the largest churches 
in the city, and he had yet to meet one of his 
parishioners who approved of the action ol 
the board. 

Mrs. Merrill said that she had written t. 
the chairman of the board, Alderman Smith 
in regard to the work of the Woman’s Chris! 
tlau Temperance Union, and had stated ii; 
wlrnt the Union had been successful and in 
vvliat they had failed,hut she had received nc 
answer to lier letter. 

Alderman Smith here rose and stated tlial 
lie had received Mrs. Merrill’s letter and in- 
stead of answering it lie had began an in 
vestigation. He consulted with the Marshal 
and Iris Honor, the Mayor, and had satisfied 
himself that the office of police matron was 
a good thing. 

A. A. Strout, Esip, succeeded Mr. Smith, 
and spoke strongly tu behalf cf the Woman’s 
Christian Temperance Union. He said tlial 
he did not think it is possible for him to use 
any such phrase as would present the mattei 
to tlie board any better than it had been pre 
sented by Mrs. llunt. He did not understand 
that it was a question of law that the ladies 
were to present. Mr. Stro t spoke of the 
good work done by the mairon during the 
past eleven years, nil ef which, he sain, is to 
be credited to the Woman’s Christian Tern- 
perance union, which created me omce oi 

the matron. "If you do separate this office 
from those who organized it, it is believed by 
many good citizens of this city, you have 
robbed it of many of its advantages.” 

Mrs. L. M. N. Stevens was th*» next speak- 
er in behalf of the Woman’s Christian 
Temperance Union. She said that 
the Union had never heard 
of any complaint concerning the matron ap- 
pointed by the Union, and also stated the 
Union would be glad to act in harmony with 
the Board. 

Judge Bonney said that the society is a 
bureau of information, really, in regard to 
girls of this city who need their protection. 
He said that he had been assisted by the

P. C. Welsh und George 11. Green were 

appointed special policemen without pay. 
Mayor Chapman said that he proposed to 

advertise for proposals for the taking down 
of Old City llall, the same to be moved on 
or before the first of July next. 

Frank M. Smith was appointed special 
policeman with pay. 

Papers from the lower board were passed 
iu concurrence. When the appropriation 
bill was sent back to this board they refused 
to pass it, and Aldermen Shaw, Gatley and 
ltedlon were appointed a conference commit- 
tee to confer with the Council to see if an 
agreement could not be arrived at. This 
committee, after some time, reported that 
they could not agree, and Aldermen Tukes- 
burv, Smith and Hobbs were appointed a

Fiually, Aldermen Shaw, Hobbs 
and Cunningham were appointed a commit- 
tee, and they reported that they had been 
able to agree upon an amendment by which 
the fire department approprlaticn was fixed 
at $10,000, and Casco engine house at $4000.

In Common Council.

The reading of the records of the last 

meeting was dispensed with. 
Mr. True ottered the following order, 

which was passed and sent up: 
Ordered, That the Gas Agent, with Messrs True 

and Jordan of this board, be hereby constituted a 
committee of tlie City Council to investigate tne 
affairs of the Portland Gas Light Company for the 
purpose ot ascertaining tlie value of the city's in- 
terest in the property of said company; and said 
committee is hereby Instructed to include In said 
inquiry an examination of the plant, mains, sur- 
plus, franchises, and properly of every descrip- 
tion of said company, and to report tlie result of 
said investigation to tlie City Council at its regu- 
lar meeting, in June, 1888, and said committee is 
hereby autnorized to request the services of the 
City Solicitor, if sueli service become necessary, and to employ an expert accountant, if deemed 
advisable. Tlie expense, if any, incurred to be 
charged to the appropriation for contingent ex- 
pel; ses. 

When the appropriation bill came before 
this Board all the items were passed in con- 
currence with the upper Board, except the 
item of fire department which was reduced 
from $17,500 to $14,500, aud the $3000 taken 
lrowuiui appropriation aaueu to tne SlUOu 
for the Casco engine house, making 84000. 
Iu making the change as moved by Mr. 
Smart, it was stated that the (ire committee 
by last year’s showing didn’t need all the 
money voted them, and that it was better to 
put the money—83000—taken from the ap- 
propriation, into tlie new building needed 
for the Casco engine house. 

Mr. Peck from the committee,. protested, 
saying that the economy of the committee 
last year was being made a handle to use 
against them now. 

Mr. Crockett said the committee were not 
agreed on the subject and the chief engineer 
had said that the $14,500 would do with the 
$3000 put into the engine house. He asked 
the chief, who was present, if that was so, 
and the chief said it was. 

Mr. True said lie thought if a reduction of 
$4,000 was made on tin' committee’s esti- 
mates, as lie understood there was, he should 
move that it be put into the appropriation 
for the Public Library. Probably a thousand 
dollars more could be adjed from oveilay- 
ings, making the 85,000 required. Mr. Crock- 
ett stated that while be believed iu a good 
Eublic library, he believed first in good school 

ouses for our children. We have needs for 
new houses for both the safety and health of 
our children. Judge Webb had said, "Don’t 
be deceived, the sum of 87,000 annually will 
be wanted right along. When we could 
afford the luxury of the public library then 
we ought to have one. 

Mr. Sylvester thought the public library 
appropriation should be laid on the table un- 
til at least we found out what our tax rate is 
to be. 

Mr. True thought if we took the money 
from the contingent fund then we could 
afford the appropriation. But Mr. Brackett 
explained that already the city had got to 
pay out some 813,000 from the contingent, 
and only 88000 left for the extraordinary ex- 

penses that may come up during tiie year. 
The hill then passed in non-coneurrenee. 

The upper board adhered and asked for a 
committee of conference—Messrs. Smart, 
Coyne, Crockett and Jordan were appointed 
on the part of this board. They reported no 
agreement. A new7 committee composed of 
Messrs. Lewis, Hill, Gallagher and Higgins 
was appointed from this'board. Tbe'com- 
mittee reported no agreement but was again 
sent out. 

The committee reported recommending 
a change iu the appropriation for fire depart- 
ment to 810,000, and making the Casco en- 
gine house appropriation 84000, and as 
amended the bill had a unanimous passage. The total amount is 8093,474.99. 

The Floyd offered an order that the com- 
mittee on public buildings try and find a 

place for a hook and ladder truck on the 
hill, and it passed and was sent up. 

Papers from the upper board received con- 
current action. 

The board adjourned at 10.30 a. m.

A QUESTION OF HEALTH. 

What Baking Powders Shall We Use? 

This plain question comes home to every 
housekeeper. We all desire pure and whole- 
some food, and this cannot he had with the 
use of impure or poisonous baking powder. 
There can he no longer a question that all 
the cheaper, lower grades of baking powders 
contain cither alum, lime or phosphatic acid. 
As loath as we may he to admit so much 
against wliat may have been some of our 
household gods, there can be no gainsaying 
the unanimous testimony of the official chem- 
ists. Indeed, analysis seems to find no bak- 
ing powder entirely Ireu from some one of 
these objectionable ingredients except the 
Royal, and that they report as chemically 
pure. We find some ol the baking powders 
advertised as pure, to contain, under the 
tests of Professors Chandler, llabirshaw 
and others, nearly twelve per cent, of lime, 
while others are made from alum with no 
cream of tartar. This, we presume, accounts 
for their lack of leavening power as some- 
times complained of by the cook, and for the 
bitter taste found in the biscuits so fre- 
quently complained of by ourselves. 

But aside from the inferiority of the work 
done by these powders, the physicians as- 
sure us that lime and alum taken into the 
system in such quantities as this are injuri- 
ous. Their physiological effects are indiges- 
tion, dyspepsia, or worse evils. 

The question naturally arises, why do 
these cheap baking powder makers use these 
things? Alum Is three cents a pound, lime 
still cheaper, while cream of tartar costs 
thirty-five or forty. The reasons for the 
chemical purity of the Royal Baking Pow- 
der were recently given in the New York 
Times in an interesting description of a new 
method for refining argols, or crude cream of 
tartar. It seems that it is only under this 
process that cream of tartar can be freed 
from the lime natural to it and rendered 
chemically pure; that the patents and plant 
for this cost the Royal Baking Powder Com- 
pany about half a million dollars, and that 
they maintain exclusive control of the 
rights.
