The Board of Managers reserve the right to 
regulate the amount of space allotted to each Exhib- 
itor, or to change the location as exigencies may re 
quire. 

3d. The name of Exhibitors and articles must be 
entered in a blank form of certificate, and be signed by tlie Exhibitor or his Agent. If this certificate is 
approved, the Managers will countersign it. and as- 
sign location. The Secretary will then make out a 
card or label to be attached to each article, which 
shall state its name and by whom entered. 

4th. A season ticket, (not transferable, admitting 
one person only.) will then be furnished to the Ex- 
hibitor, or his Agent. 

5th. Exhibitors requiring Assistants to be in con- 
stant attendance must ppply to the Managers for 
tickets of admission for such Assistants. 

6th. Exhibitors will pot be allowed to remove ar- 
ticles on exhibition without the consent of the Board 
of Managers, until after the close of the Exhibition. 

7th. Exhibitors are particularly requested to have 
a card attached to all articles on exhibition, with 
printed or plainly written description of the same, that visitors may be informed of their merits in the 
absence of Exhibitors. 

8th. Apprentices offering articles of their own 
workmanship, must give at the time of the entry, a 
certificate from their employers, stating their age and 
the time they have served at the art. 

9th. Spirit gas, burning fluids, benzine, volatile 
hydro-carbons, fireworks, gunpowder, gun-cotton, 
nitro-glycerine, and all other explosive compounds 
peremptorily excluded. The managers also reserve 
the right to reject any other articles deemed objec- 
tionable. 

10th. The Managers wish it distinctly understood 
that all articles on exhibition, are at the entire risk 
of the owners. Efficient mens will, however, be 
taken to protect the property of each exhibitor, which 
will always be under his charge, but in no case will 
the managers become responsible for such property. 

11th. Proper order will at all times be preserved 
by an efficient police, win will be present to prevent 
offences against exhibitors and visitors.

The German Empire. 
The following articles, selected from the 

Pali Mall Gazette ot a recent date, is from the 

pen of Grenville Murray, Esq., a brother o* 
H. J. Murray, Esq., II. B. M. Consul in this 
city, and will be found of interest. 

The Prince ol Schwertstock and his friends 
have been killing the last wild hoar of the 
seasou, and are trudging back in the sunlight 
of a spring afternoon to five-o’clock dinner in 
the Prince’s grey stone castle. They make 
a party of five, all dressed in slate-colored 
shooting coats with green facings, hip gaiters 
ofhutf leather, and Tyrolese hats; and be- 
hind them come an army of beaters, and 
halt a dozen tough jagers bearing shoulder- 
high on a stretcher the carcass of the boar, 
with stiff bristles, lolling head, and yellow 
tusks. Stacked up round this beast are a lew 
brace ut nuudcucks vvtilcb ibe sportsmen 
have just knocked over in passing; and, to 
all seeming, the day's enjoyment, has been 
good, tor the Prince and his guests are in the 
lull flow of loud German laughter when, is- 
suing out of a strip of woodland into a road 
which leads to the park, they cross an act te- 
iooking man leaning against a gate acd 
smoking a long pipe with a china bowl. This 
acute man is dressed in seedy black clothes 
like a provincial actor’s, a tall hat round as 
a firlot, aud diamond shirt studs; and blow- 
ing blue spirals out of his pipe, he keeps his 
gaze pensively fixed on a village ot wooden 
gabled houses nestling on a hill-side about 
half a mile oil'. He has evidently come out 
there to rest after a day's work ot some sort, 
for when the Prince’s party approach, he 
lifts his hat to them languidly. The sports- 
men return his salute, but just as Baron voa 
Bosewild, the Prince’s oldest friend, is fin- 
gering his felt brim, he gives a stait, turns 
round to stare at the man, and utters a “don- 
nerwetter!” so euergetic that the others start 
too and question him. The Baron speaks t. 
lew hurried words, his companions face about- 
and scowl at the acute man, then hasten on- 
wards with quickened strides and all the 
laughter chilled out of them. The acute man 
smiles, and rivets his gaze on the retreating 
figure of Herr von Schwertstock, who walks 
moodily, like one who has lost much oi his 
appetite for dinner. 

It is no wonder that he should have lost 
appetite. The acute man is Heer Fiscbef, 
an emigration agent from Lubeck, and Baron 
Bosewild has cause to know him, tor he 
lately came and coaxed away a hundred tanf 
ilies off the Baron's estate and shipped them 
to New York. They were not pauper fam- 
ilies either, nor troublesome folk, nor de- 
luded Socialists, nor bigoted' Catholics, wh» 
would well have been spared; but steady, 
laborious Lutheran peasants, the pick ul 
three villages. Herr Fisher came and Hashed 
before them the allurements of a country 
where there is no military service, where 
wages are high, and speech free; and away 
they wtnt, they and their savings, forming 
part of that host of 250,000 Germans who 
sailed from Lubcck, Hamburg, aud Antwerp 
in 1873, taking with them an aggregate ot 
capital which has been estimated at over ten 
millions sterling. Herr von Schwertstock 
spends a black evening listening to Ilerr 
Fischer’s exploits as described over long- 
necked hot*les of Rhine wine by the smart- 

ing little Baron, and early morning sees him 
down at the village and knocking at the door 
of one ol his oldest and sturdiest laborers, 
Michael Kornbrod. He has Iretted uiuct 
over “the plague of emigration” on patriotic 
grounds, has the Prince of Schwertstock; 
aud long before he guessed that the plague 
might spread to his own estate, he joined 
actively in persuading Government to 'ake 
measures against the drain of good blood 
which was, and is, so terribly weaken- 
ing the country. Like a resolute man 
as he is, he has now come alone to his village 
to see it Herr Fischer has begun his mischief, 
and it so to try and nip it in the bud—by re- 
monstrance if possible, if not by threats. To 
tell the truth, he would rather not use threats. 
He has been persuading himselt in secret that 
if Baron Bosewild let a hundred families slip 
off his t state, it was because Bosewild was 

quick of temper and gruff; whereas he, 
Schwertstock, and his ancestors have always 
ruled their tenantry with paternal kindness. 
Have not these Kornbrods, for instance, been 

receiving trom him 2 thalers lOgroscheu (7s.) 
a week per adult head, with their cottage rent 
tree ? have they not been welcome to a sheep- 
skin apiece at Christmas, and to peat and 
firewood all the year round? ami did ever 

one ot them come’to the castle without get- 
ting a platetul of beer soup, with pork and 
potatoes boiled with pruues—food for a king? 
The mere look of the village bears witness 
that the Scliwerstocks have never been hard- 
fisted landlords, for there is not a roof out ol 

repair, the diamond panes in the leaden case- 

meuts are all complete, and the new parson- 
age and seboolbouse standing by the moss- 

covered church are his owu gifts and built of 

red bricks instead of flints and stucco, as the 

custom is. 
c 

Over these facts does Herr von Scnwert- 

stock muse as he knocks at the Korn.jr.Hls’ 
door, and, without waiting for an answer, 
lilts the latch and startles the whole family 
over a breakfast of kraut and blackbread, the 
very Herr Eischer being bimselt present, and 

eatiti" his best. All the Kornbrods rise and 
mate a fine gathering of a dozed or so. There 
is old Michael and his wile, who may be sev- 

enty years old, and theirson Wilhem and his 
wile, a couple verging ou titty, and Wilhelm’s 
sons Fried.ich, Otto, and Karl, three stalw art 
lads between seventeen and twenty-four, and 
his daughter Malcheu, And a pair of younger 
urchins who have not yet finished fheir 
schooldaye. All contrive to look sheepish 
enough, hut the least sheepish is Herr Fis- 

cher, whom the Prince addressss at once in a 

harsh voice as if he were talking to a ml* 

haved soldier:—’ Herr Fiseber, yo" 
the Government ordinance of last 

as to the ^nalries for decerns limy in th* 
men who have not serreu *

TcquaintSwith your beiug here, and if

“My responsibility will sit very lightly on me 
gracious sir,” answers the agent, with the 
ironical humility which Germans of his class 
and religion (for Herr Fischer is a Jew)much attect in their dealings wilh the pairician or, 
der. whom they cordially hate: “I follow a 
business which is quite lawful, and if you find 
me,here, it is because I have been sutnmon- 
cu. 'Summoned I” echoes the Prince, throw- 

keen glance at old Michael, aud this 
venerable tenant, quite cowed by the glance, rubs his withered hands ruefully down the 
seams ol hi. leather breeches. It remains for his son Wilhelm to give an explanation, and, nudged thereto by his wile, this sturdy fel- low goes to a drawer and pulls out a letter 
with American postmarks, and a bundle of 
newspapers: “We received these from Mis- 
souri, sir, where my wife’s brother emigrated 
five years ago’and has a farm now with 200 
head" ot cattle. We have nothing but thanks 
to give you lor your kindness to us; hut we 
are a large tamily, and should like to better 
ourselves, so alter reading tLese papers we 
wrote to Lubeck for information, and this 
gentleman came down to us.” 
Wilhelm's voice breaks into a stammer, and 
the Prince, coldly taking up the newspapers, 
runs his eye over them. They are German 
journals printed in St. Louis tor wide circula- 
tion in the Vaterland and full ol glowuig ac- 
counts ot the prosperous condition of Ger- 
man colonists iu the United States. They 
also ieeui with appeals lo Germans at home 
to shake oft'the “degrading slavery of military 
service and caste rule,” and they come over 
in envelopes, for the Post Otti e authorities 
have orders to seize them when they arrive 
openly, rtie Prim e’s features grow so stern 
a< he peruses these dangemns sheets that 
Herr Fischer deems it prudent to slip out and 
taste the fresh air. Wilhelm’s younger chil- 
dren, too. catch up their satchels and are 
packed off by their mother to school, both 
shyly munching the remnants of their black 
bread as they go.The young girl M. Ichen.who 
has a complexion like oses, hereon obeys a 

signal from her mother, and timidly advances 
towards the Prince a rush-bottomed chair 
which she dusts with her apron, saying, Will the Herr Pi.nee do us ihe honor to 
rest and relresh himself?” ‘-Thanks. Mal- 
cben, bring me a glass ol milk.” replies Herr 
von Schwertsloek; then, beckoning to old 
Michael, he lays a hand on his sb'eve, and 
say; in that tone, half authoritative, hait-ia- 
iniliar. but wholly kind, of which old Prus- 
sian noblemen have the secrel,” “My good 
Michael, your lathers and mine have lived 
and Wen mined under the shadows of Iho 
same trees; they worked and lougbl as you 
and I and our children have done, that our 
counhy might be great; and are you going to 
leave the Vaterland now that the long-ex- 
pected harves. is coming in? You cannot 
expect to be happier in a strange laud than 
you are here;” aud he looks round the cot- 
tage, which is not a sordid hovel but a clean 
and cozy habitation in which peasants might 
well be content to live. The bed in the cor- 
ner and the dresser on ore side are of old 
browu oak, the pewter plates and goblets 
sbine like silver, the shelves are filled with 
books; a fiddle and some flutes are hung on 
the waiis, and over the mantelshelf, set in 
(rames, aie the medals which Wilhelm e 'ru- 
ed at Sadowa. and vbich bis eldest son, Frie- 
drich, got after the war against the Fiench. 
Nevertheless, old Michael and Wilhelm, and 
Wilhelm's three flaxen-beaded sons,Friediich 
Otto, and Karl, hang their beads, for their 
resolve to emigrate is not a purpose born of 
yesterday. They have been brooding over it 
many a winter evening, with neighbors ga b- 
ered round their tire to hear those St. Lou's 
papers read aloud, and to comment on them 
till at length America has become to them ail 
as the Promised Land. They are not to be 
argued oat of their illusions by sentiment. 

The Prince soon discovers this. When the 
idea of emigration has got settled in a Ger- 
man peasant's head, he can discuss all the 
advantages of it with a stolid shrewdness far 
beyond the power of peasants in oilier coun- 

tries, where rustic education is scarce aud 
bad. When the Prince reminds Michael of 
the pleasant summer evenings, when the vil- 
lagers congregate out ol doors to play music 
when the young men compete for gymnastic, 
prizes and the girls sing end dance, be is told 
that all these things will be found in America 
where ihe Germans are not thrown among 
aliens, tut settle together by hundreds or 
thousands, His remark that German peas- 
ants are well ted and clothed is met willi the 
reply that in America they grow rich and can 
rise to any position of dignity, there being 
no princes or barons theie; and when, 
alluding lo Friedrich, Olto, and 
Karl, he says that the young o>cn owe 
military service to the country which has 
taught and nurtured them, it is not one of 
the men who answers him, but Wilhelm’s 
wife, “My eldest son was ki.led at {yedail 
gracious sir, and my husband's brother fell at ■ 

Koniggraiz. There is not a family in the 
village but has lost a man in the last ten 
years’ wars, and why should my younger children stay behind to get killed when so 
many others go away?'’ She whimpers as 
she says this, and then the Prince waxes 
wroth : “It you, Michael and Wiihelm. like 
to emigrate with your wives, I cannot stop 
you; but Friedrich is in the re-erve, and 
Otto and Karl Lave not served at all. I can 
stop them Irom deserting, and will.” And 
with this he drinks his m lk and stalks out 
flashing anger Irom his soldierly eves. One 
cannot blame him. Setting aside his hitter 
chagrin that the best sinews of the country 

| should be going to till and strengthen foreign 
soils when they are raoie than ever needed 
t-> guard the Iruita of conque-t at home, what 
shall he do—he a landowner—if he hires 
laborers trom the cities be must pay them 
as they pay town artisans, and get a worth- 
less collection ot men into the bargain- 
priggish citizens, corrupt with all the eait of 
liberalism, Socialists, aud scoffers. So be is 
iu grim earnest as he travels to Berlin ihat 
same afternoon, iutent on asking ih« Polit- 
zei-Prasident that the names of Friedrich, 
Otto and Karl Kornbrod may be telegraphed 
to all the German ports in order that tb-sd 
youths may be stopped trom “deserting,-’ and 
he has the further purpose of praying the 
Emperor that all young men below twenty- live may be forbidden to emigrate unless they 
can hud substantial sureties in money that 
they will be forthcoming when their tune of 
service ai rives. He meditates a parliament- 
ary bill to that effect; and yet he Knows that 
stringent measures will do little good. 

In this particular case they do not. Herr 
von Schwertstock has not been three day t in 
Berlin before his sleward telegraphs to say 
that the three young Kornbrod-, with a d"Z- 
en other youngsters of their age, have dis- 
appeared, and that the elder Kornbrod* and 
several neighboring village families are mak- 
ing preparatron* tor departure. The police 
of Lubeck and Hamburg will be on the look- 
out of course, but young men have a wav of 
slipping over frontiers unknown to detectives 
and all that Herr von Schwertstock will bate 
effected is that the Kornhrods, instead of 
starting from a-German port, will sail from 
Antwerp. It is a fire afternoon, and the 
quays of the busy Belgian port aie alive with 
Germau voices, as the ship laden with emi- 
grants whom Herr Fischer has procured at 
so much a head profit to himself, weighs her 
anchor and glides up the Scheldt. They are 
almost ail pe .sant emigrants, who were loyal 
to their country, and wto now sail lor their 
new homes without any anger or repinin- 
over the lives they have led in the past. But 
they are impelled away by an instinct natural 
to peopie who have reaped all the dai gers 
and sorrews of wars without sharing their 
glories, and for whom the words ot freedom, 
equality, and landownership have a strange 
and new fascination. There are few Social- 
ist artisans on board. These stay at home, 
in the hope that they will some day translorm 
Germany itself into a copy of the United 
States.

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Uncle Samuel at a Hundred. 
Until the recent debate on the centennial 

bill we bad thought that Yankee Doodle was 

dead, or at least that that gamesome, boast u 

self-satisfied personage had given p ace. as 

the century was drawing to its close, to nc e 

Samuel, the better-bred and more seda e 

representative of our nationality. And it 

were surely just as well if the gamecock of 

the western world should not again utter his 

shrill cry. Rollicking sell-assertion is well 

enough, perhaps, in callow youth, when the 

eye is bright and the limbs are supple, when 

a five rail fence is no obstacle and the mus- 

cular arm really seems, to the sauguine mind, 
able to “lick all creation.” But mature 

age aflecting the mettlesome airs of sappy 

youth and flaunting gay colors on its sturdy 
but stiffened limbs—such impropriety shocks 

everybody. 
Not that our Uncle Samuel has by auy 

means approximated to the “lean and slip- 

pered pantaloon,” but it is undeniable that 

he is “aging” a little. A few gray hairs show 

themselves. He Is a fellow that “hath had 

his losses.” At a hundred years he trusts, 

not unreasonably,that he has a longaud pros 

perous career before him, but care and sor- 

row have a little dampened his youthful 
confidence. His material acquisitions have 

been vastly greater than could have been an- 

ticipated at the start, but his moral gains have 

been something less than could fairly have 

been hoped. How the hearts of our fathers 

would have swelled with exultation if they 
could have foreseen that in a hundred years 
the United States would stretch from ocean 

to ocean, that forty millions of people would 
iuhabit them, and that they would consti- 
tute one of the great powers of the world. 
But how their patriotic souls would have 

sunk within them, if the complementary 
picture had been presented, if they had seen 

the great debt, the irredeemable currency, 

civil war raging in one of the states and the 

fires of similar conflicts just dying or just ready 
to flame up in five or six of the neighboring 
states. And what a pan j sharper than all 
the rest, it would have given them, to see 

that the dosing years of the first century were 

in an especial manner characterized by pe- 
cuniary dishonesty—that just before the cen- 

tennial great schemes of fraud and plunder, 
affecting the purity of both public and pri- 
vate life had been brought to light, 
that some of the foremost men of the coun- 

try had been implicated in them, that the 

largest State in the Union had but just been 
rescued from the dominion of a gang of 

thieves. This condition ot things results, ot 

course, from the demoralizing effects of the 

great war, and Is temporary in its nature— 
indeed we are far on the road out of it—; but 
it is none the less deplorable while it exists. 

Yes, Uncle Samuel is rich and vigorous— 
he is like Coleridge, “an archangel a little 
ruined.” He has had immense opportuni- 
ties, has performed great deeds, most of them 
in the interest of liberty and justice, and ha- 

proved the possibility of self-government. 
It is too bad that, just as he had prepared 
for his centennial by making freedom univer- 

sal, and taking several very important steps 
toward the establishment of a really Demo- 
cratic government, he should have got such 
a smirch on his brow from the abnormal out- 
burst of pecuniary irresponsibility. 

How absurd to talk about the “honor” of 
the country being staked on making a great 
spread at the centennial, when the fact is 
that, even if the government would not be 
obliged to borrow money to do it with, it 
would be unsafe to make the appropriation 
because of the danger that it would be largely 
misapplied! The honor of the country is in- 
timately connected with the toning up of 
the public conscience, and bringing the integ 
rity of the nation into thoroughly good re- 

pute. But it is little short of idiocy to talk ol 
“saving the nation from disgrace” by bor- 
rowing money for a spread eagle celebration 
for the delectation of foreigners, while we 

permit such an impression concerning the 

national character steadily to gain ground as 

to impair the value ot all American securi- 
ties with these same foreigners. To invite 
the nations of the earth to an exhibition ot 
our worst national failings on a grand scale, 
would be a Yankee Doodle-ism of so wretch- 
ed a type as to make the nation an object ot 
universal contempt. 

The report of the Insurance Commissioner' 
of Connecticut is an inflated document, bo h 
in length and statement, if we are allowed 
to judge from its figures employed to prove 
there is no other course for insurance com 

panies than to maintain the piesent rates. 
For instance the report says that the loss by 
the Galt wharf fire in this city August 2d, 
1873, to the underwriters was $1,420,000! 
Now the report of the Chief Engineer of our 
fire department says that the entire loss by 
fire for the municipal year 1873-4 was $074,- 
485, and the total amount of insurance on 

this property was $420,000. The actual in- 
surance on the property destroyed by the fire 
of August 2d is given at $158,000. If all the 
losses of underwriters published, have been 

multiplied by ten to give figures to base the 
argument for the present rates of insurance, 
it is about time that the statements of com- 

panies be inquired into. The other figures 
of the losses by fires may be correct, but it 
Portland rates are in any way affected by the 
reckless statement of an official who appeals 
as a special advocate for insurance interests, 
it is high time that he was set right. 

Ajt insurance decision has just been reu_ 
dered by Judge Drummond of Chicago, 
which is of interest to both underwriters anil 
policyholders. A merchant of that city had 
a fire insurance policy which expired a few 
days before the great fire in October, 1871. 
He met the solicitor and told him to renew 
it. The solicitor made the reply “all right ” 
at the same time making an entry in his 
book. Shortly after the building was de- 
stroyed by fire. Judge Drummond ruled 
that as the policy provided that there should 
be no renewal without payment of premium 
there must be satisfactory evidence that the 
company agteed to waive the payment. The 
evidence showed that the solicitor had no 
power to waive payment, and so there was no 
renewal. 

St Louis puts in a claim for the coolest 
man on record. One evening last week as a 

doctor was making his way homeward along 
a deserted street, he was accosted by a man 
who quietly asked him is he knew “a doctor 
about here anywhere.” A glance at the in- 
terlocutor showed that his throat was cut 
lrom ear to ear, and that he was drenched 
with blood. Tiie doctor sewed up the gash, 
the man meanwhile entertaining him, says 
the report, “with ail sorts of quaiut remarks.” 
He would not give his name nor tell bow he 
received the cut. Now we shall have Chicago 
corning forward with a story of a man with 

is ead cut entirely off accosting two doctors 
a ea o night, and making fun while they replace it on his shoulders.

Au Organ Wanted. 
To the Editor of the Press: 

The great necessity of the time in which we 

are living is au organ. It is of paramount im- 

partance that the acts of the administration 
should be represented to the public accurately. 
At present there is no journal in the country 
which may be relied upon as authority on all 
matters of government policy,speaking in sym- 
pathy with and knowledge of the views of the 
leaders of the Republican party. This is un- 

fortunate, because it gives occasion for so much 

misconception of the motives and purposes of 
the men who direct public affairs. In these 

days especially, wheu journals professing to 

abjure partizuuship are the most intensely 
partizan of all, and when to be independent is 
to simply denounce every thing and every body 
with vehemence, it would be refreshing to 
receive a daily paper, printed at or near the 
capital, reflecting the opiuions of tbe members 
of the administration, reviewing calmly and 

candidly the current events of political history, 
aud correcting the multitudinous errors of fact 
that sometimes through misinformation or 

want of information, and too often through 
wilful perversity, are scattered abroad aud 

grossly deceive the people ns to the character 
and conduct of their servants. 

rne tiepuotican, which is mistaneniy sup- 

posed by many to be tlie Washington organ of 
the party, really enjoys no such distinction. 
The President aud his Cabinet have nothing to 
do with it and are in no sense responsible for 
what it says or leaves unsaid. Occasionally 
when it contains an article offensive to good 
morals or to good taste—an infirmity from 
which it is by no means exempt—it is osten- 

tatiously quoted by opposition prints as the 

mouth-piece of those in authority—which is a 

bad thing for the administration but not a 

serious misfortune to the paper in a financial 
point of view as it gets extensively advertised 

by that means. The Republican is altogetlie 
too low tom.il to bo a oroditablo or ueofnl organ 
of any party. 

Besides, the true place for an organ is not in 

Washington but in New York. The telegraph 
has brought the capital and the metropolis near 

enough together to warrant the printing of the 

leading newspaper of the country where the 
most readers are to be found. New York is 
the centre of a vast population amidst which 
there is abundant room for as manv papers as 

have intrinsic merit enough to command- sub- 
scribers. 

When I speak of au organ I do not mean a 

superserviceable sheet, which puffs indiscrim- 

inately every thing said or done by its patrons. 
That sort of newspaper commands no respect, 
confers no benefit on the cause it champions; 
aud is by general consent of infiuitessimal in- 
terest or utility. What we want is a journal 
that treats of public questions, from know'edge 
rather than from hearsay—that has such rela- 
tions to, and iutimacies with the official heads 
of the administration that it can represent 
their actions and their motives with some show 
of intelligence aud fairness; that takes especial 
pains to keep itself advised constantly aud 
fully of all that is transpiring from day to day 
in the various departments of government in 
order that it may impart that much needed in- 
formation to the whole public. 

At preseut there is no newspaper in the coun- 

try, which can be accepted as conclusive aud 
unquestioned authority as to the doings and 
purposes of the Executive and Legislative 
branches of the government. 

The New York Times conies uearer to filling 
this requisition than any of its contemporaries. 
But it does not seem to be near enough to the 
administration in fellowship and association to 
be able to defiue its policy or represent its 
views. It is heartily Republican, and supports 
the party with all the fidelity of assured con- 
viction that its continued ascendency is vital 
to the welfare of the country. But a great 
party can ouly be kept compact and strong by 
the frequent and frieudly interchange of opin- 
ions among the leading minds which direct and 
control it. Harmony is essential to its success 
aud this is to be secured, not by auy surrender 
or compromise of the right of private judg- 
ment, but by such mutural concessions as shall 
tend to promote concert of action, and unity of 
purpose. Political organizations cannot be 
made effective without leader.-', any more tbau 
armies can be without generals. 

President Grant is the leader and head of the 
Republican party. He holds that position by 
prescriptive right, and has established his 
claim to it by unparalleled services. Recogniz 
ed as such by enemies as well as friends, he has 
beeu the great central figure atj which have 
been aimed the envenomed arrows of misrepre- 
sentation and calumny, which disappointed and 
evil minded men have carried in their quivers. 
Self respect and personal dignity have enabled 
him to bear these malignant shafts iu silence, 
if not with iudilfereuce. Now and then, some 
great occasion has come to him to demonstrate 
by a single act the rectitnde of his intentions, 
the largeness of his capacity,and the inflexibility 
of his will. No doubt, he stands to day more 

firmly enshrined iu the hearts of the American 
people than any other living man, but lio wlit- 
tle he is indebted for this just appreciation to 

he newspaper press. His assailants have been 
numerous and voluble, his defenders few and 
reticent. If the people had not been more dis- 
criminating and more magnanimous than the 
Journalists, whose office it is to iustruct them, 
they would have beeu more generally deluded 
and ensnared by the ingenuity and persistency 
of the fabrications with which it has been sedu- 
lously sought to weaken their faith in their 
eminent chief magistrate. 

There is one newspaper iu New York which 
has constituted itself a metropolitan laboratory 
for the manufacture of every conceivable va- 

riety of detraction and abuse of the President 
and the dominant party. It is neat in typo- 
graphy, deft in appearance, and skillful in 
dressiug up the baldest fiction iu such a way as 

to give it a semblance of truth. Its conductors 
cominitedthe fatal error some time ago, of 
identifying themselves with a faction which 
sought the overthrow of President Grant be- 
cause he would not give them their share of 
patronage. Their leader was a Senator. They could have been placated at any moment by 
the tossing to them of a crumb of patronage 
here and there, and a few post offices. But 
the President, eilher because he had small faith 
in such kind of snpnorte-s, ora perfect indif- 
ference to their hostility, treated tlieir 
demauds with contempt. They would 
have amounted to nothing without the help of 
the;Tribune—they counted for very little with 
it. The whole concern tumbled like a card 

house when the winds of public opinion sh ook 
it. But the mortification, the rage of th.tse 
baffled renegades has found vent in snarls and 

growlings ever since. To have been beaten was 

bad enough, but to have been beaten on suchi 

| an issue—on a mere question of official spoils, 
was intolerably humiliating. 

Very little importance can be attached. Co 

this dyspeptic sort of journalism, except i»so 

iar as it discredits the profession. But it 

would be very well if there were a suitable 

antidote for this miasmatic bane. A great 
newspaper—speaking in the name of the Ke- 

publicau party, exposing the motives and 

counteracting the effects of all this simoom of 

scandal would infuse health aud respectability 
into the editorial calling. Moreover there are 

grave themes to be treated of, in which the 

whole people have supreme concern. The 
financial topic is not receiving the degree 
of consideration to which its importance en- 

titles it. State affairs, iu their various ramiti- 

cations, preseut a held of discussion wide 

enough to give useful occupation to the best 
mi Lids of the couutry, and interesting enough 
to eulist the attention and command the inter- 

est of a numerous class of thoughtful readers. 
I have been led to this train of thought, by 

hearing a repetition ot the rumor that the 

project of fouudiug a new paper in New York 

was contemplated, .f such a scheme should 

be consummated, let us hope that care will he 

taken to give us a journal whose voice the pub- 
lic cau accept as oracular aud reliable—that 

W’ll iuvent nothing, conceal uothing—that will 

he respectful in tone, dispassionate in argu- 
ment, kindly in spirit— fearless in criticism, 
hut sparing of invective—one that will not as- 

sume that every public man in the country is 

selfish, corrupt and iniquitous, and, acting ou 

that hypothesis, deal in indiscriminate censure 

and vituperatiou. Pj'.pers of th»s class are nu- 

merous enough already, lu so far as they pos- 
sess any influence, they tend to demoralize the 

age, even when their lugubrious essays on po- 
litical depravity are inspired by virtuous mo- 

tives. I do not believe the world can ever be 

reformed by the dissemination of tun doctrine 

that vice is the rale and honesty the excep- 

tion—a doctrine I deem as false as it is per- 
nicious. Republican. 

Outrage upon a British Counsel at Pan* 
area. 

A Panama letter of May 3d, gives the fol- 

lowing details of the shocking treatment of the 
British Vice Consul there: 

A correspondent writing from Sau Jose, the 

port of Guatemala, under the date of the 25th. 

iust., describes a diabolical outrage committed 
at that port on a British subject by Col. Gon- 

zales, the Military Commandment there, so 

revolting In its Dature that it will scarcely be 
believed that it could have been perpetrated in 
any part of Central America. Soon after the 
arrival at San Jose of the steamship Arizona, 
en route from San Francissc to Panama, it was 

whispered about that Mr. Moncrief, the agent 
of the Pacific Mail Steamship Company, and 
Mr. John Magee, Her British Majesty’s Vice 
Consul, had been arrested by order of tbe com- 

mandant aud Mr. Magee had been sentenced 
to receive 400 lashes at 4 o’clock p. m. Consid- 
ering the position of Mr. Magee, the statement 
was scarcely credited, until Moncrief was re- 

leased aud allowed to go on board of the stearn- 

ej. Mr. Magee beipg unable to walk down to 
the mule where the said commandant wanted 
to see him, an armed guard was sent to bring 
him dead or alive. When brought into toe pres- 
ence of Col. Gonzales, he was only prevented 
from shooting him by the intercession of 
frieuds. He then struck him repeatedly with 
the butt of liis revolver and ordered him to be 
taken and put into confinement until he was 

ready to administer the 400 lashes. Mr. Ma- 
gee invoked the protection of his flag, but with- 
out effect. 

Mr. James, the consular agent of the United 
States, prepared a protest in the name of his 
government and presented it just as Col. Gon- 
zales was about to commence the flogging of 
Mr. Magee. The commaudEut became furious 
aud threatened to servo Mr. James aud every 
foreigner as he was about to do fu Mr. Magee. 
He was equally deaf to the surgeon of the post, 
who said that 400 lashes would kill Mr. Ma- 
gee. ‘’Let him die then” was the only reply 
vouchsafed. 

Mr. Magee was then partially stripped and 
laid on the floor. Three meu were directed to 
sit over his bead and shoulders and four over 
his feet, with a man huldiug each arm. The 
flogging was done by four soldiers relieving 
each other every fifty lashes, the commandaut 
keeping tally. By tbe time 200 lashes were 

given Mr. Magee was insensible. The order 
was given to carry him to an adjoining room to 
rest so as to be ready to receive tbe other 200 
lashes the uext morning and then to be shot, 
afterwards. 

Before all this was done Gonzales put a 

guard around the telegraph office aud prevent- 
ed messages being sent to the capital after a 

night spent In pill aging 5Ir. Magee's quarters 
and in druukeu orgies. Mr. Moncrief at once 
sent off a courier to tbe capital who telegraph- 
ed his message from the first station he came 
to. which brought at once Gen. Zolleres with 
100 men. At 8 o’clock a. m. Mr. Magee, by 
orders of Gonzales, was being made ready to 
receive the remaining 200 lashes of his sentence 
when a sollier described the approaoh of the 
force under Gen Zolleres. On hearing the 
news the commandant ran away to take re- 

fuge on board of the Arizona, but just s he 
was ascending the gaugway ladder a shot 
from some unknown hand severely wounded 
him. 

Another Panama letter states that the only 
cause known for tbe brutal treatment of Mr. 
Magee at San Jose was liis inability by lame- 
ness to appear before Gouzalez as promptly as 

the latter desired. It is thought that Magee 
will recover from his injuries, but his nervous 
system is seriously shocked. The same le tter 
also states that wheu Gonzalez wag about to 
have the second 200lashes iuflicted upon Magee 
the latter begged Gonzalez not to commence, 
but to escape to the steamer Arizona and be 
(Magee) would give him a letter which would 
insure him safety at Salvador. Gonzales 
agreed to this. Magee wrote the letter, when 
Gonzales ordered his roldieys to shoot Magee, 
but they refused as they knew Solano was en- 

tering the town. 
Gonzales then took a boat to embark on the 

Arizona, accompanied by United States Consu- 
lar Agent James. The latter got on board. 
As Gonzales reached half way up the gaugway 
he was shot mortally through the abdomen, but 
got into his boat again aud made for the shore. 
He was again shot in tbe shoulder. 

Still another letter slates that the steamer 
Arizona remained over night at San Jose in 
order to aid Magee. In the morning all pas- 
sengers on the Arizona as well as the crew 
armed themselves, feeling much incensed at 
the horrible treatment of Mr. Magee. 

American Consul James first ascended the 
gangway of the steamer, but before Gonzaks 
reached more than half way up some unknowu 
party on the Arizona filed at him, wounding 
him in the abdomen and several other shots 
were tired at him. He fell into the boat and 
helped row to the shore. 

Magee afterwards went on board the Arizona 
appearing much injured. General Serano sent 
word that he would keep Gonzales till his 
wounds healed in order that he might shoot 
him. 

United States Minister Williamson heard of 
the affair and telegraphed to the Captain of tbe 
Arizona to detain the vessel until further or- 
ders from him, but after advising with Mr. 
Magee, Mr. James and others, the town being 
in possession of Gen. Serrano, and Gonzales be- 
ing a prisoner, the steamer left for Panama, 
her captain forwarding full despatches to 
United States Minister Williamson at Gauta- 
mala. 

More Praise.—The New York Tribune, in 
the course of au appreciative criticism of the 
Oratorio of St. Peter, says: 

Mr. Paine’s style has undergone a great and 
radical change since the composition of his 
Mass in D, in 1865 or 1866. No two composi- 
tions could be more widely different than his 
Mass in D and St. Peter. Of the old fouual 
perfection little has remained. The musical 
form of St Peter is iu fact as new, as unaccus- 
tomed as that of the most independent of the 
modern composers. The same almost rugged' 
Strength remains, clothed with far greater bril- 
liancy. St. Peter is a much more unequal work 
than the Mass, but it at times soars to a far 
higher level. It may be said that, almost with- 
out exception, the oratorio is strikiugly original. Mr Paine uever stoops to the commouplace. His originality always impresses us as genuine and spontaneous, not as something merely put 
on for the moment, or factitious. We haye linn at his best when he is on his highest at- 
tainable plane, not when he attempts little We have rarely seen a work of so great promise as 
St. Peter. Great fault it indubitably has, but 
the oue disheartening fault of mediocrity it has 
not. It seems more like the first large work of 
a great composer, full of strength, beauties,and 
great imperfections, than like the work of ma- 
tured mediocrity.

on their part; that plaintiff’s horse became unman- 

ageable, ran away and upset the sleigh; that plaintiff 
stated when first interrogated as to the cause of the | 
injury that no one was to blame but himfeif, he drove 

too far to the right, got on to a snow bank and up-

The second meeting of the Christian Temper- 

ance Association took place at the Young 
Men’s Christian Association Rooms at 8 o’clock 

yesterday morning, President Little in the 
chair. 

The Executive Committee reported that they 
had districted the city into wards and assigned 
the following committees to secure names to 

the pledge. Ward 1, H. H. Burgess; 2, Cyrus 
Sturdivant; 3, J. M. Palmer; 4, J. H. Coffin; 5, 
B. F. Whitney; 6, J. E. Haseltine; 7, H. A. 
Hart. 

G. C. Tyler was elected Treasurer of the As- 
sociation. 

After prayer by several gentlemen the meet- 

ing adjourned until Friday morning. 
The ladies committee met at Chestnut street 

church at three o’clock in the afternoon. After 

prayer the President called for the reports of 
the committees. The committees all reported 
except one, the chairman being unable to visit 
since the last meeting. The others reported 
that they had been met very cordially at each 
place. They had visited a number of families 
and one or two shops. The dealers told them 
that they would willingly leave the business if 
they could get any other business that would 
pay as well. One young man told them that if 
he could get a situation which would pay him 
fifteen dollars a week he would stop tending 
bar. At the close of the reports the ladies 
spent a few moments in earnest and fervent 
prayer, and then started on their visits.

He then said God MRgiven 
us an example in the history of sCTta early 
church. We are met together Ifiiifclft tn take 
measures to arrest a great aud grojrftij; evil— 
the sin of intemperance. The ^R6m;y legion 
was wont, when it went iiit<S”o%tyle, tar station 
at the front a cohort of ptfketf^men. ,Inteui- 
pernnee is at present the vaughdrd, the^reto- 
rian cohort of sin. As the early disciples'uni- 
ted in supplication “as one man’’ let us^nite. Let us as they did call for the immediate de- 
scent of the Holy Spirit into our hearty ̂ Then 
power will be given. Whatever is to be done 
must be done with hearts baptized with the 
Holy Ghost, 

At the conclusion of Mr. Hincks* remarks 
the audience joined in singing the hymn now 

identified with the temperance movement 
“Nearer, My God, to Thee.” The Rev. Mr. 

Wright of the St. Lawrence street church, fol- 
lowed in prayer. Prayer was also offered by 
Mr. G. L. Kimball, and another hymn was 

sung, followed by prayer from Rev. Mr 

Thwing and Capt. Sturdivant. 
The Rev. Mr. Dalton of St. Stephens’, made 

some interesting remarks in the line of thought 
suggested by the leader of the meeting. In the 
days of the older church the great evil to fight 
was paganism, and so the Christians fought it. 
The evil of to-day, the crying evil of the Anglo- 
Saxon race, is intemperance, and it is our duty 
to fight it. The present movement is conduct- 
ed in the right spirit. No harsh words are 

used, no harsh measures ars taken. But for all 
that opposition will be encountered and must 

be overcome. These liquor dealers are not so 

bad as they are painted. An instance in point 
was related. A Christian creditor, hard press- 
ed, bad a lagging debtor and forced him out of 
house and home. In his dire extremity a liquor 
seller came to his rescue, advanced him money 
and gave him shelter. Words of encourage 
ment were given to the women, and the open- 
ing figure given with a change, the visiting 
committees being likened to the Pretorian co- 

hort. 
The Rev. Ur. shailer then took the chair, 

and the nieeti ng proceeded to consider practi cal 
measures for the suppression of the evil of in- 

temperance. 
The Rev. Burke F. Leavitt remarked that 

the problem had changed since the last meet 

ing. Two organizations have been formed to 
combat the evil, and these have our hearty 
sympathy. The committee of churches have 
no additional measures to suggest. Perhaps 
the other organizations are broad enough to 

embrace all the churches. Still it looks as 

though something ought to be done to enforce 
the prohibitory law, and it has been thought 
well to have women of influence canvass the 

city with petitions to the Governor and city au- 

thorities to enforce the law. 

Capt. Cyrus Sturdivant followed with earn- 

est words in support of the women’s movement 
and the spirit of Christiau charity in which it 
was couducted. He related an affecting inci- 
dent of a man who signed the pledge at the 

Mission, and then came to the prayer-meeting 
where his wife and children were. 

Mr. Strickland thought it necessary to do 

something more than to call on the authorities, 
That had been done many times. The other 

day he was in the liquor agency,a man came in 
and asked for liquor. He was told to go to 

McGlinchy’s, where the largest and best stock 
of liquors in the State was kept. 

Mr. Little, President of the Christian Tem- 

perance Association, thought public opinion 
must be educated upjto the enforcement of the 
law before any appeal can bs effectual. If every 
man and woman in the churches should sign a 

petition to the Mayor, showing their sentiment, 
it woul 1 undoubtedly have effect. The object 
of the Christiau Association is to discourage 
the use and sale of intoxicating liquors. 

Mr. Job Sanford said there were 6,000 names 

on the books of church membership in this city. 
Let these 6,000 sign a petition and then roll it 
through the streets to the feet of the proper au- 

thorities. VT 

Rev. Mr. Thwing offered a resolution] to the 
effect that the churches heartily support the 
movement of the Christian Association. 

Mr. M. G. Palmer supported the project of 

circulating a pledge. The resolution was then 

unanimously adopted. 
Rev. Mr. Thwing announced the happy re- 

sult of large meetings in Bangor, Hallowell, 
Gaidiner and Augusta. The full accounts of 
the Portland meetings published in the Press 
had given great satisfaction, and had been read 
at these meetings. He regretted to announce 

that Dr. Lewis had been suddenly summoned 
home by the alarming illness of two of his pa- 
tients.

Tort; -Third Congress—First Session. 

SENATE. 
Washington. May 13. 

After introduction and reference of several 
bills, Mr. Davis of West Virginia, addressed 
the Senate in favor of the bill introduced by him appropriating half a million dollars to re- 
imburse West Virginia for damages to bridges, 
coutt-house, &c., by tho Uuion troops during the rebellion. He appea.ed to the Senate to do 
justice to West Virginia, as well as to the bor 
der and Southern States. 

A resolution was passed authorizing Professor 
Baird to have engravings for his fishery report executed under the decision of the Printin'* 
Committee. 

Mr. Sherman reported a bill to regulate com- 
merce among the several States and with for- 
eign nations, forbidding diseminations in rail- 
road charges and compelling the railroad 
companies to post conspicuously full schedules 
of their respective tariff companies. 

The finance bill was then taken up. Mr. Sherman (said it was not bis purpose to 
open any financial debate on this bill as every 
topic embraced in it was freelv discussed in 
the early days of the session. The central idea 
of this bill was to make the business of banking free to all upon the same terms and conditions. 
The cnuutry now had nearly 2.000 national 
bauks authorized to issue $345,000,000, and the 
proposition for free banking was an experi- 
ment, though be was williug to give it a trial. 
Every dollar of uational bank currency was se 
cured by $1.15 deposited in the Treasury, |yet the circulation of tbe uational banks was worth 
only eighty cents ou the dollar. It was not a 
question of security but a question of when 
will tbe notes be paid. Heargujdthat free 
bauking would be fatal unless accompanied by some provision to provide for coin redemption. If the government should at once assume the 
respousibility of issuing all the circulating me- 
dium the amount of interest saved to the gov- 
ernment would he about $13,075,0(10, but to 
abolish the national banks the government would lose about $18,000,000 of taxes now im- 
posed upon them. Another difficulty iu regard 
totbe United States issuing all the currency 
was, that it could only be paid out for govern- 
ment duty Governmeut notes bad not that 
flexibility which is iudespensible to a circulat- 
ing medium. The government ran: ot loan 
money, cannot move crops or enter tlie busi- 
ness ot bauking. Another objection was that 
with hut one-third of the currency issued by 
guvermneut there would be no possibility of an 

equal distribution and nothing to secure loans 
or promote discounts and exchanges. He knew 
mauy Senators feared free banking and would 
vote for it with some besitenoy. There were 
some advantages in the system which he would 
not pass by, and one of the first was it would 
repeal the monopoly in banking, aud if .here 
was anything which the American people bat- 
ed it was monopoly. The word "monopoly” 
was one of the most odious iu the English 
language. He explained the provisions for re- 
demption contained in the bill and said without 
them be would never vote for free banking. 
Tbe Finance Committee 11ad gone just as far 
as it could consistently with duty and honor of 
the government. Tbe 8th section of the bill 
authorizing the retirement of fifty per cent, iu 
greenbacks as tbe new national bank notes are 
issued till the volume of greenbacks shall be re- 
duced to $300,000,000, he regarded as oue of the 
most important features. He submitted to the 
Senate that it should take tbe bill as a whole 
aud not tear it to pieces. 

Mr. Logan inquired what would be the gen 
eral result of tbe bill, whether it be for infla- 
tion or contraction. 

Mr. Sberman replied that one of the sections 
provided for expansion aud another for contrac- 
tion. The general effect upon tbe whole would 
be to expand tbe currency, but with such re- 
strictions and limitations as not to cause dep- 
reciation. 

Mr. Logan said taat tbe 2nd and 3d sections 
of tbe bill would work the coutraction ol' over 

$50,000,000. The bill did a good deal more than 
it intended to do. He denied that it gave any 
increase to currency and that there was any- 
thing in it except the name of free banking. It 
provided for the retirement first of fifty per 
ennt. greenbacks as tbe new uatioua! bank 
notes were issued, and also compelled them to 
keep twenty-five percent, in legal tenders upon 
the amount of their deposits and an additional 
live per cent, in the Treasury for redemption 
purposes so that it worked contraction to an ex- 
tent of eighty per cent. 

Mr. Wright gave notice that be would offer 
an amendment providing that au amount of 
United States notes equal to 25 per cent, ol 
additional bank notes issued should be retired 
instead of 50 per cent, as reported by the com- 
mittee. 

Mr. Scott called up the amendment of the 
Finance Committee presented by him yester- 
aay. 

[Published in yesterday’s paper. ] 
Mr. Scott said that he offered the amend- 

ment in the interest of the government and for 
the convenience of the banks. 

Mr. Schurz said that the reserve which the 
banks are required to keep is for tbe purpose of 
paying depositors should they demaud it, that 
the reserve should be in the currency yf the 
country. Gold is not currency at this time and 
hail no business in the bank reserves. The 
amendment was rejected—yeas 160, uavs 130. 

Mr. Wright submitted the amendment of 
which he gave notice, to strike out the 60 per 
cent, aud insert 26 cent, as the amouut of 
greenbacks to be retired. 

Mr. Chandler said that this amendment was 

evidently iutended to kill the bill and if it 
prevailed he would move to lay the bill on the 
table. 

Mr. Wright said he offered the amendment 
in a spirit jof fairness and with the hope of 
agreeing ou a bill. 

Mr. Howe said that if there was anything he 
deemed a deep national disgrace it was the fact 
that we had millions and millions of national 
promises discredited and discounted at every 
peanut stand in the country. He wanted to 
get rid of this state of affairs, although he de- 
sired to avoid contraction if possible as that 
would be injurious to a portion of the country. Mr. Chaudler said lie was williug to meet 
those who favored inflation bv voting for this 
hill, but if it was to be amended as proposed he 
had no doubt it would be met by another veto. 

The chair (Carpehter) called the gentleman 
to order, and auuouuced it was improper for 
the Senator to allude to a prospective veto. 

Mr. Chandler begged pardon aud said his 
opinion was founded upon the sentiments ex- 

pressed by the President in his veto message. 
Mr. Morton said ho did not believe it was for 

the interest of tbe government to convert any 
part of its non-interest paying debt into an in- 
terest paying debt. It seemed to be generally 
conceded that free banking should be authoriz- 
ed and that the monopoly feature of the pres- 
ent national banking system should be destroy- 
ed which bad made it enemies, but tbe price of 
free banking was to be retirement of 30 per 
cent, in greenbacks to which he was opposed. 
He argued that the bill was in the interest of 
contraction. He would vote for tbe amend- 
ment though he opposed retirement of any 
greenoacks, as he did not believe that was a 

proper step toward a return to specie payments. 
The President, in his late message, boldly met 
tbe Issue by stating substantially that the way 
to return to specie payments were first to get 
the gold to do it with. 

Mr. Sherman said if the Senate wanted to do 
away with reserves in national haoks it could 
do so, but they would break sure as fate if 
they did not keep from 15 to 25 per cent, in re- 
serve for energeucies. He was not sure but 
that he had gone to far to meet the demands 
of those who wanted more money, and now 

this important clause was met with a proposi- 
tion to allow banks to issue $4,000,000 upon 
retirement of $1,900,0000 in greenbacks. 

Pending the discussion on Mr. Wright’s 
amendment Mr. Anthony moved an executive 
session. 

Mr. Sherman gave notice that to-morrow he 
would ask the Senate to remain in session and 
finish the finance bill. 

Mr. Sprague, from the Committee on Public 
Lands, reported with amendment the House 
bill to secure homesteads to actual settlers ou 

public domain. Placed on the callendar. 
Mr. Saulsbury gave notice that on the 26th 

he would call up the Alabama contested elec- 
tion case of Sykys against Spencer. 

The Indian appropriation bill was received 
from the House aud referred to the Committee 
on Appropriations. 

The Senate went into executive session after 
which it adjourned. 

HOUSE. 
Mr. Butler of Mass., obtained leave from the 

Judiciary Committee to report at any time the 
Geneva award bill. 

The Home went into the Committee of the 
Whole on the hill to amend the law of Feb. 
28,1871, for the better security of life on board 
steam vessels. 

The bill was finally got through the commit- 
tee and reported to the House and passed, the 
title being amended so as to read: '‘To revise 
amend and consolidate the laws in re- 
lation to the security of life on board vessels 
propelled in whole or in part by steam. 

The House at 2.45 p. m went again into the 
Committee of the Whole on the deficiency bill. 
After progressing as far as the 18th page with 
out any noteworthy aiscussiou the Cemmittee 
rose. 

The Senate bill to distribute the Geneva 
award was taken from the Speaker’s table and 
referred to the Judiciary Committee. Ad- 
journed.

-More Skirmishing. 
Meeting: ot the Legislature. 

Baxter’s Chances Improving. 

New York, May 13.—Little Rock specials 
sta‘e that at uoon yesterday Col. While, with 
cavalry, went out tocapture the steamer Robert 
Semple, which was sighted above the State 
House. Brooks also seut out meu, aud in half 
an hour firing commenced. The steamer land- 
ed at the bridge, Brooks’ men boarding her and 
capturing Gen. Meyer of Baxter’s forces, who 
was on board. 

P°se sent orders to stop firing, formed 
one ot ins companies behind the barricades and 
sent another to the battle field. The Brooks 
men were in rifle pits and Baxter’s small foice had been driven over the hill between two rail 
road buildiugs. The forces were about 300 
yards apart. Col. Rose aud officers rode be- I 
tween them ordering them to cease firing, but 
no heed was paid to him. A force sent to’sup- 
port White fired at Brooks' advanced pickets, when a company of Brooks’ meu fired and sev- 
eral fell. 

An attack on the State House was expected 
but not made, and White’s men were forced 
back to the town towards evening. Captain Grove, of Brooks’ forces, was captured, two 
men were killed and three wcuuded. The wo- 
men and children in town were badly frighten- 
ed as considerable fighting took place there. 

A Little Rock despatch dated 10 o’clock last 
night, states that tiring had commenced again, 
stray shots being heard from across the river. 

Baxter has received two r'fled cannon from 
Texas, and it is reported they will be turned 
upon the State House. It is believed that it 
was to receive these guns that Baxter troupi 
were sent across the river to meet the train 

The Haxteritcn. 
Sx. Louis, May 13.—A special from Little 

Rock to the Evening Despatch says: In au in- 
terview with Baxter to day he stated that in 
the event of the Legislature recognizing him 
as Governor, of which he had ho doubt, he 
would advise President Grant of its acliou and 
ask that the United States authorities compel 
Brooks to vacate the State House. If the Pres- 
ident complies and Brooks refuses he would 
take the building by force, or if the President 
should delay and still permit the troops here to 
interfere as they have been doing he would pro- 
tect himself. Baxtei’s for es have all the ad- 
vantage iu point of men and artillery. They 
received last night two Parrott guns from Texas 
with plenty of prepared ammunition. These 
guns are being put in position to-day. Baxter 
also received several new companies last night 
and a large supply of ammunition. 

The federal forces have agreed that hereafter 
they will not interfere with either party outside 
the thickly settled part of the city. Hereafter 
ueilher meu nor supplies will be permitted to 
enter Brooks’ quarters without a fight. 

The Legislature. 
Little Rock, May 13.—A quorum of both 

Houses of the Legislature is nowin session. 
There are 14 members in the Senate and 45 in 
the Hou<e. Both branches are proceeding wi th 
the business. 

Latest. 
Midnight.—The Legislature to night appoint- 

ed * joint committee to prepare resolutions to 
send to the President in reference to the pres- 
ent difficulties. The House nassed resolutions 
calling on Baxter to state whether or not Brooks 
complied with the proposition of Baxter to va- 
cate the State House and leave the Legislature 
to settle the present trouble. 

Another skirmish occurred this evening, in 
which two men were wounded, 

Baxter received several companies of troops this evening, also two pieces of artillery this 
morning. Matters were rather quiet to-night. 

THE FLOOD. 

A TILLAGE INUNDATED. 

Memphis, May 13.—About daylight yester- 
day morning, the levee broke at Apperson’s 
Plantation, opposite Friar’s Point, and at last 
accounts the crevasse was 150 yards wide and 
the waters spreading over the plantation, one 
of the finest in that sectiou. 

The crevase at Miller’s, on the Mississippi 
side, is now 600 yards wide and the water in 
the street at Friar’s Point is three feet deep. 
Whole families are moving out and merchants 
are removing their goods. The entire country 
in the rear is being inundated. 

Some idea may be formed of the powei of 
the water rushing through this crevasse by its 
tearing up hugh cottonwood trees, two and a 
half feet in diameter, abd scattering them over 

neighboring plantations. 
The steamers now all come through Council 1

Indian Trouble*—A Hundred Killed. 

Chicago, May 13.—A special despatch says 
two members of the Yellowstone expedition 
have returned from Bazernan, Montana, aud 
report the whole party returning. The com- 
mand penetrated the country to near the viciu 
itv of Tongue river. From the 1st to the 26th 
of April the force was harrussed the entire 
time by Indians. Four pitched battles were 

fought iu which 100 Indians were killed. Skir- 
mishing was continuous, bands of from 100 to 
1000 Indians hovering around. The whole out- 
fit are iu a battered and exliaused condition. 
The party lost one man killed, named Z. Yates, 
and two wounded. Twenty horses were also 
killed, and .the members of the expedition as- 
sert rich mines exist in-Big Horn Mountains, 
but the vigilance of the Sioux Indians made 
prospecting out of the question. 

Connecticut Democratic Caucus—Eaton 
Successful. 

New Haven, May 13.—'The Senatorial cau- 
cus held this evening by the Democratic mem- 
bers of the General Assembly, for the nomina- 
tion of a U. S. Senator was unexpectedly quiet, 
and a choice was made immediately after the 
first informal ballot, which resulted as follows: 
Whole number of votes cast 157; William W. 
Eaten 81; William H Barnum 46; Gov. Chas. 
R. Ingersoll 20. Thereupon a motion was made 
to declare Mr. Eaton the unanimous nominee of 
the caucus, which motion was unanimously 
passed amid great aoplause.

Immense eiowds attended the de- 
barkation of the party and greeted th&n with 
hearty enthusiasm. The Duke and Duchess of 
Edinburg, the Prince of Wales and Trince Ar- 
thur were waiting to receive the imperial visit- 
ors and conducted them at once to Windsor 
Castle, where they arrived at ten o’clock to- 
night. 

French Politics. 
Paris, May 13.—Duke DeBroglie declares 

that he will call up for immediate discussion 
the new electorial bill, and if the Left and ex- 

treme Right oppose its consideration he will 
make it a Cabinet question. Debate will begin 
Friday or Saturday. The Assembly to-day re- 
elected Mr. Ballet President. 

The Pope Feeble. 
Romb, May 13.—The Pope to-day received a 

number of cardinals, bishops and other emi- 
nent diguitaries of the church. In reply to 
one of the visitors from America he aumiad 
verted severely ou^the governments of Mexico 
and Guatemala for permitting the bitter per- 
secutions of the church. The Pope appeared 
fatiqued and was unable to give audiences to 
all the delegations which waited on him.
