LEWISTON SACHEMS DEPOSED

At a Stormy Meeting of the Demo-
cratic City Committee.

[Speclal to the Press.]

Lew1sToN, May 11.—The Democratic City
Committee of Lewiston held a meeting last
night, which was decidedly stormy, and re-
sulted in the expulsion of D, J, Callahan, ex-
City Marshal O’Brien and ex-president [of
the Couneil C. O. Callahan.

THE MURDERER CONFESSES.

Liewellyn Quimby Tells How He
Killed Old Mr. Kenniston.

Wiscasser, May 11.—This noon, in the
county jall office Llewellyn Quimby con-
fessed to having murdered William Kennis-
ton in Boothbay. Quimby said: “Well I
doneit. There is no one else in itand I ex-
pect nothing but a life in the State prison.”
To questions he said: “I came from Boston
to Rockland. Monday night, walked to Dam-
ariscotta, Tuesday, and at night to Barter's
Island, Southport, stole a boat and rowerd to
Bath. Here I got liquor, drank some, took
two bottles back and returned to Barter’s
Island.

“Wednesday, at dark, I started off to wan-
der into the ecountry. When half a mile
from Kenniston’s the thought occurred to
me to rob the place. I knew there were two
gold watches and some money generally in a
little red box. I got there about 10 o'clock
with considerable liquor in. All was dark.
[ went to the barn, got an iron pin and a
rope; meant to tie the old folks. I got
a joist and put it in the loft window in the
ell. [ wade some noise in shutting the cel-

lar doors beneath.

“I left wy shoes and coat outside and got
in all right. I came down the back stairs
and inty the kitchen and proceeded to the
bedrovs where 1 knew the watches were.
The door was buttoned. 1 forced it open.
Mrs, Keuniston sereamed, [ rushed to the
bedside, exclaimed ‘keep still’ and struck

both of them, I lighted a mateh to find the

watches.

“Kenniston followed me to the bedroom
door and came at me like a bull dog, when 1
retreated Into the kitchen. 1t was very dark
and I could not see. The old man was won-
derfully strong. I lost the iron pin in the
strmle. drew a knife and struck a down-
ward blow. The old man continued fighting
saying |nothing but “oh!” I kept backing
away and trloa to get out, but the old man
was between me and the door.

“I drew a revolver and shot twice. Atthe
second shot he fell. I went out the same

1 came in, went to the barn, put a bridle
onthe horse and left. 1 did mot know
whether I had killed the old man or not. 1
expected to be pursued and ecaptured, and
was not surprised when overtaken.”

Quimby was considerably tated, and
durlnlfk:ome portions of the confession trem-
bled a leaf. He was much affected by
the examination while in the office.

coroner and his men Bﬁnpathlwd with Mr.
Evans in thus vent his indignation.
“Why," exclaimed Mr. after-
ward, “when 1 saw that wretch standin
there and looking into the face of the dso
man he had so cruelly murdered, I could nnt
control myself.”

Death of Ceorge Stinson.

ANGUSTA, May 11.—The painful news has

Mississippl’s Floods Spread Over the
Ad)acent Regions,
Stopping Railroad Trains and Forcing
Workmen from Their Labor.

A Covernment Dam Swept Away at
Rock Island.

Rock Israxp, Ill, May 11.—The high
water has been running over the stone wall
of the Maline water power for days. At
noon, itcarried away a large section of the

h stone bulkhead which runs across the

Smlg oMmmes-of the Mississippl between
Rock Island arsenal and the main shore.
Five hundred feet disappeared and the rost
will need rebuilding. The wall cost the
government $100,000. All trains are aban-
doned on the St. Paul road between here and
Savannah in consequence of the flood.
Trains are also abandoned on the Peoria
road. Hundreds of familles are moving out
of their houses to-night.

More Trouble Threatened.

Quixcy, I, May 11.—The river here is
ten miles wide and a hundred farms are sub-
merged under several feet of water.

Ifsome hot day in August he
were to go into one of our erowded tenement
houses, and see what life is there, he might
think differently.

The well ehildren can play in the dust and
sunshine of the street, but a child who (s
confined to the house must spend the day in
a hot kitchen, and the night with its broth-
ers and sisters in a small close bedroom,
often,—as I have seen, with no window.

Portland is not to be compored to a large
city, but even here there are sick and deli-
cate chileren, and tired working girls to

whom a few weeks in the coun means a
new lease of life. There are in women
who are thankful for their weekly free drive,
and tired mothers who are glad enough to be
sent with their little children for a day’s
rest at the islands.

Last year about one hundred and forty
sick people were ba‘l‘ﬁ; there were no ac-
cidents, and the le received from the
country homes show the real benefit and
value of the Fresh Air Fund.

The society having proved its usefulness,
asks to be suppo ¢chis year.

Car Heating by Steam.
To the Editor of the Press:

It isa great surprise to me, as well as to
many more of your readers, to find the item
In relation to car heating, in the editorial
column of today’s issue of the PrREss.

Is the PRESs not aware that for the last
two winters trains have daily arrived and
departed from this city, being in constant
daily service steam heated. Is he not aware
that steam heating passenger trains has
passed the stage of experiment. If not, then
a little more light Is necessary, and 1 hope
you will give place in the column of ' the
Press for the following:

Trains are now successfully heated with
steam on several important lines, extending
from Halifax, N. 8., to Denver, Colorado,
and in no instance has this system proved a
failure. On the contrary, railway managers,
as well as passengers are thoroughly pleased
with its working and are now making
further equipments at as rapida rate as is
possible. The most severe tests have been

made that are %msible during the low
temperature of ° below zero, and also
:harough the hardest possible snow block-

es.
During one severe storm of this kind ona

Canadian railway, when the train was
stalled for si hours at one lace, steam
heat was constantly tnrnishedp the train,

during the whole time, and each and every
car way kept at as comfortable temperature
as any house.

In another case on another road a train
was stalled in a huge drift twenty-four hours,
this train was also heated by steam from
the locomotive. On its arrival at its destina-
tion the conductor said had it not been
for the steam heat his ngers must have
suffered, as the outside temperature was
very low, 28 or 30 below zero. When asked
if water heaters or stoves would not have
done as well, he said no, and emphasized it.

No stove or other kind of heater could
have been suppled with coal enol.llah to have
carried them through any such trial. This
man is an enthusiastic advocate of steam
heat from the locombtive now, though he
felt as mueh opposed to it before using it, as +
the spirit of the article in your columns
would seem to be. All these trains were
heated under the very conditions the arti-
cle above spoken of says are impossible.

In addition allow me to say, the railroad
commissioners of the State of Massachusetts
are men apmdlntad by that State, who by
their knowledge of railway matters and other
qualifications are eminently qualified to at-
tend to their duties and their decisions or re-
commendations always have great weight on
rallroad matters, not only in this country,
but they are quoted as authority abroad.
These gentlemen have thoroughly and eriti-
cally examined every system for heating
passenger trains now in use, whether by
steam, fire or water, and |f thelr decision is
what their recommendation to the State leg-
islature would indicate, that continuous
steam heat is the best, it will be considered
to be so by the publie.

Lincoln and the Russian Fleet.

[Boston Transeript.]

Professor George B, Wileox of Chicago is
the writer of a war reminiscence bearing on
the relations of Russia and the United States
and purporting to show that the purchase of
Alaska was simply a cover for payment of
Russia for sending her fleet here in 1863 and
1864 “to defend our ports and assist in main-
taining the blockade of the rebel ports.”
According to Professor Wilcox, President
Lincoln entered into a private treaty to pay
Russia a certain sum for this service. He
«lid not like to make the circumstance pub-
lie, and while he was endeavoring to find a
way to obtain the money without showing
what he wanted it for, the war came to an
end. Subsequently, after Lincoln's death,
Mr. Seward succeeded in procuring the pur-
chase of Alaska to quiet Russia’s demands for
money.

There are certain considerations which
make against the implicit acceptance of
Professor Wilcox's statement. In the first
place, the Russian fleet, or more properly
squadron, which was on our coast in 1563
and 1864, was not remarkably powerful. It
was made up of wooden vessels, the most

owerful being a fifty gun_ frigate of the
E'iabuh type.‘ and c{m d have offered no
effectual resistance to either French or Eng-
lish ironelads. Nor would it have proved a
remarkable auxiliary to the United States
Navy. Our navy,at that time commanded by
Farragut and Porter, included some of the
most powerful war ships afloat. Among
these were the then invineible and invulner-
able monitors, who carried the most power-
ful guns the world had seen. They were
more than a match for any other ironclads
then atloat. The Russia fleet was not equal
in power to any one of the several blockading
uadrons on duty on the Southern coast.
‘'he squadron which F t took into Mo-
bile Bay, and which literally pounded to sur-
render an ironelad ram, was vastly more
powerful than that which showed the Rus-
sian in our harbors. That the presence
of the Russian fleet here had a moral effect
of great value to the United States is not to
be questioned. It was a very suggestive
spectacle to the English secession sympathi-
zers and to Napoleon I1I. Americans have
not forgotten that manifestation of Russian
good will. Indeed, there were special rea-
sons for she drawing together of Russian and
and the United States to that juncture. Eng-
land and France were suspected by Russia of
desiring to interfere in the Polish troubles.
England and France were more than sus-
pected by the United States of harboring
the design of “interfering” in our affairs.
The apprehensions of common danger caused
tne United States and Russia to stand to-
together. As Russia was then excluded from
the Black sea, she was a naval power on the
Balticonly. To be prepared to strike her
ensmies at sea, Russia must have her fleet
outside the Baltic before hostilities opened.
In what ports would her fleets be so cordial-
ly welcomed as in those of the United States
which, like Russia, was watching France and

En;hland?

The erisis passed. The Confederacy waus
erushed. Iussia reasserted her authority in
Poland. With the disappearance of the
common danger, the Russian fleet disappear-
ed from our waters. No other Russian force
was seen on our consts until the eritieal
months following the treaty of San Stefano.
Then Russian cruisers appearedin our wa-
ters, ready to poance on British commerce.
And when the Afghan trouble seemed likely
to eventuate in war, Russian vessels again
appeared in our harbors.

t may be that Alaska was purchased to
pay Russia, but until we see more direct evi-
dence than any yet offered, we shall beliave
that Lincoln relied on American ships and
guns to protect Amerlcan ports, and that
Seward, when he bougLt the Russian colony,
was moved to do so sinply because he was
ahead of his time in appreciating its possibil-
ities, under Ameriesn rule.

THE STATE TREASURY AND THE

GCOVERNORSHIP.

The Kennebec Journai ‘‘Confesses
and Avoids."’
To the Editor of the Press:

In last Tuesday'sPrEss I ventured to ask if
it is quite the thing for the dominant party to
nominate the State Treasurer for Governor,
and pointed out some of the more serious ob-
jections to such a departure from the imme-
morial usage of the State. On the very next
morning, the Kennebee Journal, a newspa-
per owned and edited, 1 believe, (although I
do not find the usual notice of the fact in the
paper) by the Treasurer’s son, in an editorial
hastens to re-assure “the people of Maine”
by an authoritative promise, that the State
Treasurer, will, if elected Governor this
fall, proceed to resign the treasuryship. Ed-
itor Burleigh having thus promptly given the
highest possible public recognition of the
soundess of my position by hastening to re-
cord this pledge of his father, Treasurer Bur
leigh, it is to be regretted that he has been
pleased to weaken the force of what might
otherwise have appeared a magnanimous
promise, by attempting to belittle both my
article and his father's] pledge by sneer-
Ing unnecessarily about “professional arts
and graces of special pleading” and “bair-
splitting.” Both my article and his father’s
“square declaration” as he is pleased to call
it, purport to be sincere and candid express-
ions of our respective views, and are likely
to be so regarded by our readers, unless need-
less suspicion is thrown upon them all by
such unealled for insinuations.

“A word to the wise is sufficient,” and it is
believed that a little reflection and certainly
a very little good advice from his friends will
convince Editor Burleigh that after the
“confession and avoidanee” Involved in the
publication of Treasurer Burleigh's “sd®are
declaration” of his intention to withdraw
from the Treasury “in case of his nomina-
tion and election in ample time belore the
first Wednesday in Jaauary to allow Gov-
ernor Marble and his Council to appoint a
Commissioner of the Treasury," it s a waste
of time to discuss or question the cogeney of
the arguments which I had the honor to pre-
sent in the communication which has already
proved its eficacy by bringing to light the
Treasurer’s promise now before “‘the peop.e
of Maine."”

My communication, therefore, has by
Treasurer Burleigh's own admission, passed
beyond the stage of discussion and controver-
sy : the question now is upon the new Issue
presented by the Treasurer, viz: WIll the
promised resignation of the Treasuryship by
Governor-elect Burleigh cure the confessed
difficulties and embarrassments of the sup-
posed complication?

I confess that it strikes me otherwise
thegfollowing reasons:

1. 1t introduces a needless and trouble-
some confusion into the practical adminis-
tration of the most important de{mrtumut of
our Stale government at an [nopportune
tume. The election will be held September
10, and presumably Governor Elect Bur-
leigh will redeem his pledge by vacating the
treasury at the end of the quarter, viz: at
the close of that wonth. This act will throw
upon the retiring governor an unenviable
task ; the selection of a suitable and vumr.
tent commissioner to take up and bear lor
three months the burden thrown off by the
governor-glect. It must be remembered that
the coemissioner, coming in for this tran-
sient period with & compensation limited to
§300, an insignificant appointment without
dignity or profit, must give bond in a

for

sum not less than 150,008, (R. 8. Chap. 2,
§64.)
Does the Treasurer imagine that it will be
easy to find a suitable man willing to under-
take so thankless a job, unless under some
understanding, express or lmplied, of & con-
tinuance in that ofice? And who Is author-
Ized to make such a promise? Certainly not
the retiring governor nor his suecessor, the
outgoing treasurer; for it Is the econstitu-
tional prerogative of the Legislature to
choose the treasurer,free and unembar
by any dictation, promise or understandin
on the part of anybody, whether in or out o
ofice, The Kennebec Journal cites the sole
récedent in the history of the State. 1t Is
rue that 33 years ago, fn 1853, Governor An-
son P. Morrill did appoint a commissioner of
the treasury, but he brought the responsibil-
ity upon himself by his own act in appoint-
ing the treasurer to the Supreme bench, It
is also true that those were times of high,
almost revelutionary political excitement
just preceding the civil war, when many
things wsre?fcne which it would hardly be
wise to quote as safe precedents. It should
also be remembe that the duties and
responsibilities of the treasurer were light
and his compensation small In that early
day. The State tax was then $200,000, while
now it is 8650,000; the salary was them $000,
now it is £2,000. Again the gnrsent is a
most inopportune time to disturb the treas-
ury need mlg. At the last session the '3
sue of a new State loan of nearly thi.e mil-
lions of dollars was suthofized by an act

containing ¢ WHisual and rad-
duties

4 rovisions, imposing new
upon the treasnrer, of a  pecaliarly
delleate and responsible character.

The extraordinary feature of the act was
this ; that it autherized the immediate [ssue
of o State loan in the spring of 1387, while
none of the State debt was payable until
July, 1880, more than two years thereafter.

This singular ¢ircumstance called for ex-
traordinary provisions, among which were
the authorization of the treasurer with the
governor's approval, to issue and exchange
any of the new bonds for an equal amcunt
of old unmatured bonds of a different rate
of interest: “on such terms as in his judg-
ment, and the governor’s, shall be van-
tagecus to the State. (1887, ¢. 43; § 3)  Also
to sell all the bonds in the sinking fund, ex-
cept Malne securities, “and to apply the pro-
ceeds to the purchase of outstanding bonds
of the State, in both cases, at prices which,
in his opinion, and in the judgment of the

overnor, shall be advantageous to the
State.”" (§4)

How large a proportion of this new

800,000 three per cent. loan has thus been
ssued and exchanged for unmatured six per
cent. boads, and on what terms, I am not In-
formed ; but that great and unusual respon-
sibilities have thus been imtosed upon the
Treasurer, is evident enough. Doubtless it
was In view of these new c¢ares and labors
that the last legislature added $400 to his
salary and twice that sum to the compensa-
tion of his elerks. Would the interests of
the State suffer by allowing Treasurer Bur-
loiﬁtll. now so thoroughly famillar not only
wi theEuenl business of his department
but especially with the progress and degree
of success of this delicate duty, to-serve out
his fourth year and thus not only wind up
the new loan exchange satisfactorily bus
what Is only next in importance, be able to
sli:ireautl actory account of his steward-
ship?

2. The resignation of Treasurer Burleigh s
to be deprecated because of its tendency to
withdraw the supervision of the treasury ac-
counts and the administration of the Treas-
urer from the Legislature fresh from the
people, where it belongs, and to vest it in a
committee appointed by a retiring Governor
and Couneil chosen In 1886. Let there be no
misunderstanding on this point. It is teo
serious a matter to justify nusafpruhnshn.
In order to a proper understanding of its im-
portance, it should be borne in mind that
orlTlnu.uy and indeed as late w there
counld be no question of the T s direct
and exclusive responsibility to the ila-
ture. The indispensible condition of his
bond regnired him “to render account to the
Legislature, or sueh committee as they ap-
point, on the first day of each annual session
previous to the choice of a new treasurer,
and that he will settle and adjust said ac-
count and faithfully deliver over to his
successor in office, or to such pesson as the
Legislature appoints, all mum'!’l] baoks, and
Eropam of the said office, in his or any of

is agents’ possession, and pay over all bal-
ances found due on such adjustment,” (R. S.
of 1871, e. 2, §45.) *“He shall, annually,
on the first Monday of January, after the
meeting of the Legislature, lny before the
two houses thereof a printed detalled aec-
count of the state of the treasury,” &e. (
65.) His responsibility, on the other hand,
to the governor and conneil was elther for-
mal or exceptional. He was, it s true
required to lay befors the gevernor lml
counell en the first Wednn&dar of Jan A
annuglly, a statement of all warrants in
favor of the state, and of any sums or bal«
ances due from the sheriffs, and certify the
names of their sureties, (§ 63,) but It is evi-
dent that this was merely for transmission
to the Legislature, for what time or oppor-
tunity remained for examination or action to
nfnvmor whose term would expire at noon
of that same first Wednesday in January ?

Again, the treasurer was required to ren-
der account to the governor and couneil, if
an eéemergency should arise demanding so
extraordinary action during the recess of the

lature, (§ 45.)
hus we see the fixed purpose of the law
to hold the enstodian of the public moneys,
by far the most important officer in the state,
to & strict direet responsibility to the Legis-
lature, and not the outgolng governor and
eouneil,

Now the only modification of our law was
made In 1883 (¢. 127, now Incorporated into
present Revised Statute as § 7Tlofec.2) a
change necessitated by the adoption of blen-
nial sessions of the Legislature. Unwilling
to release the Treasurer from an annual over-
hauling of his acecounts and books, it became
indispensable to require him to report
to some body which should beaccessi-
ble at the beginning of the even years when
the Legislature would not be in session. And
this was effected by a statute simply cumu-
lative In its provisions, adding to existing
legislation the further requirement that the
Governor and Council should appoint a com-
mittee to examine his accvunts and report
thereon to the Governor and Couneil. is
arrangement was one of the many nece
evils growing out of the biennial system, an
the time may come when It will cost the State
dearly. However that may be, it never was
designed to supersede the authority of legis-
lative supervision, Not one of the safeguards
above 1eferred to was repealed or impaired,
but they all remain in full foree and vigor on
our present statute book as §§ 48 and 70 of
our Revised Statutes. The treasurer, there-
fore, is still obliged by his bond and the ex-
press terms of our statute every odd year to
make two reports, one on the first Wednes-
day of January to the Governor and Coun-
¢ll, to be by them laid before the Legislature
on the first Monday of its session, and the
other directly to the Legislature itself on the
first day of its regular s¢ssion (§ 48.)

Now the coming winter Is one of those odd
years when, even under our biennial system,
the Legislature, after a two years’ vacation,
will be in session. Governor Marble and his
Council doubtless command the respect and
confidence of the people of Maine; but that
is no reason why the Treasurer should nebd-
lessly thrust upon them duties which (unless
exceptionally and in an extraordinary con-
tingency) were not dunlined for them, but
for the newly elected legislators whom It
shall please the people to choose for that
purpose. Had Treasurer Burleigh’'s health
falled, or had imperative necessity requized
him to leave the State, or other unavoldable
exigenecy made it necessary for him uoex-
rectedly to vacate the office which he sought
’u 1885, and again In 1887, the people of
course would have to make the best of it by
avalling themselves of the services of such a
commissioner as under the emergency could
be secured.

Such contingencies (and the possible repe
tition of the deeds of 1560) are evidently the
ones which our statotes were designed to
provide for; and not for the undreamed of
case of a State Treasurer taking the field as
candidate for the chilefl magistracy.

The idea of a compliance with the wmani-
fest spirit and Intent of the Constitution and
the law operating as a “tying of the hands

of the pecple of Maine by legal
or comstitutional bands,” is mnot only
in rather poor taste, but savors too
wuch of fustlan. The people of Maine

will be inclined to laugh at the spectacle of
their enslavement by thelr constitution and

laws, If the damage " consists in requesting
any of their publie servanta to take a two
years vacation from the public service.

It will be found, I think, that the more
this new proposition of candidate Burleigh is
considered, the plainer the cuse will seem,
and thut the popular verdict will require ot
him as the law would If he were Treasurer
of Houlton, or Bangor, or Augusta, to com-

plete his duties and have a floal settlement
with the people, before nssuming the chief

magistracy.

Such final settlement he never can have,
whether he goes through the form of resig-
pation mnext fall or mnot, and in spite
of any reports of any committee nr
pointed Ly Governor Marble and his
counecil, until the legislature yet to be
chosen by the people shall have exam-
ined for themselves his accounts for the yoars
1857 and 1888, and passed upon them. The

common sense of the lpw-ph' will not fail to
see that this inevitable duty cannot be per-
formed with independence ond freedom un-
der the eye of the ex-Treasurer in  his exalt-
ed character of Governor of the State, and

the spectacle would not be edifying.

The long standing quarrel between the
Lewiston Democratic factions has broken out
anew and Is being waged with great bitter-
ness. If they will only imitate the Kilkenny
cats and annihilate each other it will be a
good thing for Lewiston.

We regret to say that we did not succeed
in soothing our iraseible, but nevertheless
esteemed, contemporary, the Bangor Whig.
It is still bellowing. We have not lost hope
however, that it may in timé become sufii-
ciently rational to answer the very simple
and respectful questions we have put to it.

The Calais Times apparently thinks that
the best was to promote harmony in the
Demoeratie party in the Fourth distriet is
with a club. That at any rate is the nat-
ural inference from its performances, for it
is loudly calling for barmony and it is wvig-
orously elubbing the Bangor editor.

The Demoeratie paper in Skowhegan finds
{tself born Into a cold and unfeeling world.
The Kennebec Demoerat is roaring over one
side of its eradle, while on the other side is
the Anson Advocate making faces. Perhaps
the Democratic mother may quiet the Advo-
cate, but we fear the Kennebec Democrat is
an incorrigible child.

Gov. Hill of New York now appears to be
begging to be allowed to nominate Cleveland
at St.Louls on behalf of the Democracy of
the Empire State. How are the mighty fal-
len! Buta few months ago Hill was the
proud proprietor of a Presidential boom of
his own, and now he is begging for the very
questionable honor of nominating Cleve-
land.

There 18 a loud call for again setting up
the gallows in this State, in the hope that it
may stop the murders that are just now
&0 abundant. If there were any reason-
able prospect that the revival of capital
punishment would have that effect verv lit-
tle objection would be made. But when last
we set up the gallows iv did not have that ef-
fect at all. By the post hoc ergo propter hoe
argument it would be easy to prove that it
had precissly the opposite effect.

The Democratic State convention in Ver-
mont was called to order by Mr. Hiram At-
kins, a prominent office holder under the
Cleveland administration, and some forty
other officeholders participated. This is
hardly that unobtrusive exercise of political
rights which the President sald in one of his
orders was permissible to officeholders. But
the exigencies of a canvass for re-nomination
hvae obliterated from the President’s mind all
clvil service reform notions, if he ever had
and, and the Vermont officebolders ara not
ugely to be called upon to make any explan-
ation of their conduet.

The Rockland Opinion does not give a
great amount of encouragement to the men
who are planning to start a new laber party
in Maine. “For our own part,” says the
Opinion, *we have had enough of trying to
hold up by the tail the great people’s party
of the future, We eannot in good faith deny
the charges made against ‘the old parties;
they are quite as bad as our friends Hobbs
and Wooster say they are. But we cannot
see how we can reasonably expect a new
party, formed out of the materials of the old
ones and organized on the same plan, to help
the matter any.” When the editor of the
Roekland Opinion declares a labor party of
no nse the tyros in such movements might as
well hang their flint-locks over the fireplaze
and content themselves with the cold as it is.

The huge gun now being removed from the
works at South Boston to the testing station
at Sandy Hook is one of the m dern pieces
of ordnance which the governmeunt is gradu-
ally getting at great expense and by long
labor. It is a 53-ton rifled canon, of a 12-inch
bore. It was begun so lon, ngo as the
Arthur administration, having been cast in
October, 1884, previous to Cleveland’s vlee-
tion. The first of the serie~ of heavy,
breech-loading rifles was cast and completed
in 1875, The second was completed in 1877,
and welghed 31,000 pounds. It threw & pro-
jectile weighing 256 pounds six miles, In
1882 & 40-ton breech-loader was completed
and since 1877 the works at South DBoston
have turned mearly one hundred old fash-
loned smooth-bore cannon into rifles. The
recent casting of a large steele gun in Penn-
sylvania made another important addition
to our national stock of ordnance. Though
the defences of the United States amount to
notbing, it is gratifying to know that work
is continually going on to make them better.

Concerning Unfairness.

The Republican papers of this State that
are laboring to make the Hon. E. Q. Bur-
leigh the Republican candidate for Governor
are all chorusing their disapproval of what
one of them is pleased to ecall the unfalir-
ness of the Press towaras their candidate.
There is a passage of Seripture which enjoins
upon people who are searching for motes in
otlier poople’s eyes to first cast out the beam
{from their own eyes. We recommend this
passage to the attention of Mr. Burleigh's
organs, The first act of unfairness, and the
grossest in this canvass, was committed by a
Burleigh organ. It consisted in the publica-
tion over an anonymous signature of an in-
sinuation that Mr, Cleaves, if elected, would
neglect to enforce one of the laws of the
State, If there has been anything published
in the Portland PrESS or any otber news-
paper which is supporting My, Cleaves, ap-
proaching even remotely the unfairness
--not to eall it indecency—of this perform-
ance, we shall be greatly obliged if some ol
Mr. Burleigh's organs will point it out.
Essentially the charge was that Mr. Cleaves
was 80 dishonorable and untrustworthy a
person that if elected Governor he could not
be relied upon to be true to his oath of office.
But the unfairness did not stop here. The
organ that had given curreney to the insinu-
tions of that anonymous letter refused to
publich a letter of correction signed by the
author's name. If a Cleaves organ or a Mar-
ble organ has been guilty of a performance
like that it has escaped our observation. Has
any Burleigh organ rebuked this plece of vn-
fairness? No, not one.

Now concerning the treatment of Mr. Bur-
leigh and his canvass by the Priss we have

this to say. The Priss has invariably ree-
ognized Mr. Burleigh's ability and integrity.
It has indulged in no insipuations agaiust
cither. 1t has admitted that he was amply
qualified to fill the office of Govercor. But
it has eriticised the methods of some of his
supporters and the arguments they are
bringing to bear to make him the Republican
candidate. It has questioned too the vropri-
ety of a State Treasurer’s running for the
gubernatorial ofMlece before his own term of
office expires, and polnted out some of the
embarrassments thatit will lead to. We have
thought the “locality” argument was being
pressed beyond what was legitimate and
have furnished a bill of particulars. 1t has
struck us that “bhooming™ a man as the can-
didate of the East because he owned a
house in Bangor and at the same time Insist-
ing that Angusta which isin the eentral
part of the State must send a delegation
pledged to him beeause there is bis home, or
his official home, was not quite an ingenuous
performance. It has appeared to us also
that nominating the State Treasurer for
Uovernor might set a precedent, which the
Republican party would in the future regret.
If these things are not proper subjects of com-
ment then nothing can be, and it must follow
that the only proper course for a Republican
paper to pursue in a gubernatorial canvass
is to close its eyes, and neither see itself nor
permit its readers to see what is going on.

CONCERNINGC BOOKS.

BY E. CAVAZZA.

Ballades and Rondeaus, Chants Royal, Ses-
tinas, Villanelles, Triolets, ete,—the array of
faneiful and exacting forms of verse evolved
by the early French authors from the metri-
cal experiments of the Troubadours—are
represented by a large collection of modern
exnmples by English and American writers,
included in an elegant little volume edited
by Mr. Gleeson White, an English eritic.
His very intelligent and sympathetic chap-
ter upon the origin, rules and uses of the
various forms will be found an indispensa-
ble guide to those not already acquainted
with the technieal laws which it expounds.
The modern Eunglish revival of these old
forms of verse dates back perhaps filteen
years, when by consent of a common percep-
tion that poetry was running wild--as in the
verse of Sidney Dobell, or tame—as in the
utterances of Martin Tupper, several poets
began to experiment upon ballades, rondels,
triolets, sestinas, ete., of which models were
afforded by the work of the tuneful Prince
Charles d' Orleans; of Francois Villon, poet
and housebreaker; of the chronicler Frois-
sart; of Chaucer’s friends Eustache Des-
champs ‘and others. Arnaut Daniel, the
famous troubadour, invented the sestina;
but, adopted by Dante and by Petrarca, it
became almost exclusively Italiao, having
reeeived naturalization at sueh kingly hands.

The rules of these various forms are ex-
tremely elaborate, and would be tiresome to
the general reader if set forth in the space of
a newspaper review. Careful examination
of a good ballade or rondeau will repay the
trouble taken ; and the unuerstanding of the
order and recurrence of the rhymes, ete.,
will greatly enkance the pleasure produced
by the more apparent beauties of the poewn.

At present itis a literary fashion to imi-
tate these elaborate early forms of verse;
but it is also a fashion among writers not
inclined to thew, to depreciate the practice
of ballades and rondeaus as a frivolous and
curious waste of time and pains. This latter
half of the nineteenth eentury has come to
be considered an age of little faith and few
works, sofar as Poetry is concerned. But
there are good signs of the times; and of
tifese, it isto be hoped, may be considered
this examination and experiment of the
early laws of rhytiim and rhyme —the canon
and counterpoint of Poetry. The ballades
of Villon and Eustache Deschamps are as use-
ful studies for poetry, as is the Well-Temp-
ered Clavichord of Bach in the department
of musie. The rondeaus and triolets, with
their gaily recurrent refrains and strict ar-
rangement of rhymes, are the parallels of
the gavotte, minuoet, gigue, of the suites of
Handel and Haydn ; and there 15 more than
one Air Varie of those mesters which, with
its rich contrapuntal meditations upon the
theme, recalls the intricate moduolations of
the sestina.

Curiously enough, music in this experi-
mental century, seems to have elected a dif-
ferent mode ~{ development; for the most,
its leaders ¢ - (ot emphasize the striet forms,
but tend to color of orchestra and Jdramatic
effect. Since the laws of harmony, however,
are fully established and recognized in
musieal compositiop, this modern phase is
not much to be feared. But in poetry, popu-
larly imagined to come haphazard by rule of
thumb, the importance of the study of its
laws can hardly be overrated. Had the
lamented Mr. Sidney Lanier—to whom
Amwmerica should have looked for her coming
poet—eared for his studies of counterpoint
as much as for his orchestral practice, with
its enchanting effects of tone and color, he
would not have made the mistakes which led
the public to reckon wrongly his exquisite
genius. What a Wagner in words is eapable
of doing may be seen in some of Mr. Brown-
ing’'s work at its worst. So we may be glad
that the vounger poets turn their attention
to the counterpoint of verse; certain that
when the occaslon comes, they will sing an
ode or handle the difficult instrument of
blank verse all the better for their practice
of the ascending scale of the chant royal and
the trills of the triolet.

Tnere is no danger, either, that a writer
who knows the difference between verse-
making and poetry will be led by Mr. Glee-
son White's manual to think that rondeaus,
ballades and their kindred are mechanieal
products to be turned out of the factory like
80 many strawberry-boxes or pairs of shoes.
They eclaim the bestthat one can give of
fancy, sentiment, grace; they must appear to
lead, not follow, their difficult scheme of
rhyme and refrain. In brief, they must be
such complete poems that the non-technical
reader will not be inclined to wonder why
they ®ere written thus—or at all—but will
absorb asa part of the genvral charm the
exquisite details of order and symmetry,
even if ignoring the careful workmanship of
which they are the result.

This is not to say that the ballade, rondeau
and their kindred forms are applicable to all
subjects or moods which belong to Poetry.
None but a master of the rondel and rondeaun
can make their repetitions flexible and free
enough to express much beyond dainty
imagery or pointed satire. The triolet—al-
though Mr. Edmund Gosse, in his masterly
Plea for Certain Exotlec Forms of Verse
(Cornhill Magazine) declares it his favorite,
“this tiny trill of epigramatic melody turn-
Ing so shply upon its own innocent axis';
although Adenez-le-Rol wrote very serious
triolets in the 13th century; and in a funeral
poem, Sarazin made “the poor little Triolet
all in tears' trot beside the bier of the poet
Voiture—notwithstanding these grave testi-
monies the little triolet is of about the mate-
rial and tonnage of a Dresden tea-cup, and
Mr, Austin Dobson knew its capabilities
when he wrote this dainty specimen :

I intended an Ode

And it turned loto Triolets.

It began a la mode;

1 intended an Ode,

But Rose crossed the rogd
With a bunch of fresh violets;

I intended an Ode,
And it turned into Triolets.

The ballade Jends itself readily enough to
serious themes-—rarely to dramatic and impul-
sive expression, although this is not impossi-
ble. Admirable is the delicate beauty of this
example by Mr. Andrew Lang.

Apropos of the ballades included in Mr.
Gleason White’s anthology, it may be said—
sinee he so courteously asks for correction
of any inadvertencies in his volume—that
the ballade In Winter (page 43) seemsto
have been written in ignerunee of one of the
first laws of ALl form of verse: Thatno
word, gxX36pt the last word of the refrain,
AL6Y be used twice as a rhyme. In the work
of compiling so many poems, it would not
have been possible for Mr. White to prove,
line by line, the accuracy of each: and he
had a right to suppose that a ballade, written
by an esteemed author, woald be technically
correct. g

There is no reason why the sestina and
chant royal should not be as useful asthe
sonnet; and even more eapable of develop-
ment appears the double ballade. The ses-
tina is meditative, the expression of a persis-
tent thought or meod viewed from every side.
The chant royal requires, on the contrary, a
mounting Iyrie ecstasy or a solemn rapture:
while the double ballade has its technique
less In evidence thanis the case with the
ordinary ballade, and appears capable of an
unlimited range of expression.

Nene but a competent versifier can hope to
produce great effects in these exacting
forms: one would advise beginners to prae-
tise them freely but refrain from printing
many of them. The weight of the fetters
which they lay upon poetic expression is,
however, often exaggerated Dby writers on
verse. No one has felt any necessity to pity
Mr. Swinburne for the severe conditions of
the rhymes of his great odes—for instance
the superb resume of the works of Landor;
and lie is not less capable in the making of a
roundel. Hear him as he gives a singing-

There is encouragement, indeed, to believe
that the exactions of these intricate schemes
of rhyme and refrain are a help, not less
than a hindrance to a poet; and that, In tax-
ing his verbal power, they widen the seope
of his imagination, A hint of this is exquis-
itely given by M. Lemaitre, cited by Mr.
Gleeson White:

“The poet who beging a ballade does not know

very exdactly what he will put tnto it, The rliyme,
:ug;x;xhtl: but the rhyge. will whtupe: rt;:}lﬁe

and charming, things he never would
have thought of but for ger. ll&:lgs with stram,
and remote relations to each other, all united in
the disorder of 4 dream. Nothing, indeed, is rich-
er in suggestion than the strict laws of these difi-
eult pieces; they foree the fancy o wander afield,
buntin, I:lih and low, and while she seeks
through all the world the foot that ean wear Cin-
derella’s slipper, she wakes delightful discover-
tes by the way."

It may also be suggested that this good
fairy of rhyme is not altegether capricious in
her leadings. One reason why—despite that
whien is or may be said against its perma-
nence—Verse has never lacked love during
this world’s history is because rhythm and
rhyme are founded upon natural laws and
natural growths. Rhyme derives much of
its charm and worth from the groups into
which assonance originally divided the roots
of language. When primitive speech first
imitated the sound of ecrackling branches, oy
cries of Dbirds, or susurrus of waves on the
shore, there was the germ of the evolution of
the ballade. Thus we shall believe that
tnere exist subtle spiritual bonds as well &3
exterior resembiances in the sound of words;
and may even make some interesting discov-
erles in archwology when we follow rhyme
afield.

At least it is certain that the spdntaneous
instinet of Mr. Austin Dobson, Mr. Edmund
Gosse, Mr. Swinburne and others who have
revived for English literature these antigue
forms and clothed them in the richost gar-
ments of modern language, was a sensitive
and accurate comment upon the present
needs of the art of poetry. Their emphatic
advocacy of the study of the technique of
verse can do nothing but good to the rising
race of poets, in teaching them that Poetry
does not thrive hanging like an nir-plant,
but has roots inthe serious and patient study
by which success is to be obtained 1n every
other department of art. (New York: D.
Appleton & Co.: Portland: Loring, Short &
Harmon.)

PERSONAL AND PECULIAR.

Amorg the curiosities of Congressional
representation is the fact that Mr. Lanham
of Texas represents a district which, in area
is larger than the wloie of New England.
With regular outlines it would measure
about 800 miles in length by 500 miles in
width. 1t is comprised of 95 counties, and
has 20,724 voters. El Paso is the only consid-
erable town in the district and it is 580 miles
from Weatherford, Mr. Lanham’s home.

In his speeches in the Senate Roseoe Conk-
ling was the most courtly, as well as the
most sarcastic Senator Congress has known
for years, and his repartees will go down in
history.

tutional question was being argued. Conk-
ling interrupted Thurman again and again
by asking questions, and Thurman, who was
testy at times, at last said to Conkling:
“Does the Senator from New York expect me
to respond every time he turns to me?
“When 1 speak of the law,” answered Sena-
tor Conkling, with a lordly bow and a flour-
ish of his hand toward Thurman, *'I turn
toward the Senator from Ohio as a Mussul-
man turns towards Mecca. I torn to him as
Idoto the common law of England—the
world’s most ecopious fountainm of human
jurisprudence!” And whas did Thurman
say? Nothing. He grunted and went on.
“Many years ago,” saysithe New York
Press, “Melville W. Fuller, recently ap-
pointed Chief Justice of the Umted States
Supreme court, went to school in Maine
with a bright young man full of fun named
Orville D. Lambard. They were good
[riends, but time separated them. The
world has been generous to both and espec-
fally to Mr. Lambard.

The Cynic Philosopher.

In the May number of the new monthly
journal “Congress,” devoted to the arts of
civilization, Mrs. M. J. M. Sweat, of this
city has an essay on “The Cynic Philoso-
phers. Mrs. Sweat says that “the tendency
of the human mind to run into extremes is
fruitful of valuable results for the historian
and psychologist from a serious point of
view, while its withdrawal from the carica-
turist and satirist would deprive them
of much of the material which gives force to
their proofs and pungency to their riaicule.
The study of philosophy, however, would at
first sight appear to be an excellent safe-
guard against this tendency, and to natural-
ly produce mental and moral equilibrinm.
But on closer examination we discover that,
by a strange irony of logie, it is the philoso-
phers themselves who lhave rushed fastest
and farthest v ay on each side, from the
central pivot ! actuality, and have fur-
nished us wi'i: the wildest theories, the
most antagonistic definitions, the most in-
comprehensible abstractions. The personal
object of the eynic was the attainment of
virtue, and for that purpose the duty of the
eynic was to investigate it by continued self-
denial; to shame men into it in any and
every way possible, scourging their vices
with a whip of seorpions and laying bear
their weakness without sympathy for suf-
fering or sorrow for shame, and it was the
element of inflinching self denial, this en-
ergy of renunciation that made of cynicism
a power in philosophy. A description of the
doctrines of these cynic philosophers fol-
lows and sketches of Antisthenes of Athens
and Diogenes given,

THE WINTHROP

Coes Ashore On a Ledge at Cape
Porpoise.

The steamer Wanthrop, Captain Bragg, of
the Maine Steamship line between this city
and New York, had a narrow escape from
being wrecked on her voyage to this city
early yesterday morning, The vessel went
ashore about twenty miles west of this city
at Cape Porpoise, on what is known as “0ld
Proprietor’s Ledge,” and but for the most
favorable cireumstances she would have
bean a tetal wreck., Capt, Bragg said con-
cerning the accident: “It was very f[oggy,
one could see but o short distange sn account
of the heavy mist, and at thetime when we
went ashore the engine was not working, but
we were drifting about three knots per hour,
Fortunately there was a light sea, but there
was  astrong sea current bearing toward
the shore. It was on account of this current
and the fog that we got so far ofl the course,
We were about twenty miles to the westward
of where we should have been. It was ten
minutes of two o'clock, a. m,, when we struck
the rocks, and as we went on at about balf
tide we were able to back off at ten minutes
of ten o'clock without assistance, although
the towboat Warren and the cutter Dallas,
Capt. Barr, besides numerous small boats,
came to help us,

The steamer lay in a cradle of rock, so to
speak, her bow having gone between rocks
that could be seen through the water, stick-
ing up on either side of the vessel. If there
had been a beavy sea we surely must have
suffered severely; but as it was the vessel
was not damaged enough to speak of, and
will make her usual voyage Saturday night.
The steamer did not make any water, and,
other than having a little of her shoeing torn
off, 1 do not think she was damaged any.
The vessel laid upright and easily and the
accident was really trivial”’

SAMUEL DENNIS WARREN.

—

pDeath of a Successful Manufactur-
er and Philanthropic Citizen.

The death of Samuel Dennis Warren,
which occurred in Boston yesterday after-
noon, is an event of melancholy interest to a
great number of people in this vicinity.
Though a native of Massachusetts and for
mostjof his life a resident of Boston,[his busi-
ness interests in this State have been so large
and successful that Maine may well claim a
share of his memory. Cumberland Mills,
than which no village of its size in Maine is
more prosperous, more busy or more attrac-
tive, is a substantial and, itis to be hoped,
enduring monument to 8. D. Warren.

Mr. Warren was soventy years of age. e
was born in the old Massachusetts hill town
of Grafton, then peopled by a race of farm-
ers of sturdy New England ancestry, and not
until recent years the seat of any manufac-
turing industry. Mr. Warren's father was a
farmer, and the boy was brought up on the
fare of a farmer’s son and with the education
that could be obtained in the country scheol
At the age of seventeen he was equipped
with enough of the teachings of his Puritan
New England school, to begin the career
whieh he followed out so suceessfully.

With these equipments and none other he
went to Boston and obtained a situation with
the firm of Grant, Daniels & Co., dealers in
paper and paper stock, He was poor and
without influential friends, but he was capa-
ble, industrious and honest. He soon be-
came indispensable to the firm; and then he
was taken in as a partner., When Mr., Dan-
iels retired the firm became Grant, Warren &
Co., and in 1867, after the death of Mr.
Grant, the firm beeming S. D. Warren, alone.
Later a Mr. Fairchild was associated with
him, the firm became 8. D. YWarren & Co., its
present style, though Mr. Fairchild has been
succeeded by Mr. M. B. Mason, of Boston.

But it is not the firm of 8. D. Warren &
Co., which does a large business in paper
and paper stock, that has been engaged in
Maine, but 8. D. Warren personally. M.
Warren first began business in Maine in
1854, when he boughit the small paper mil]
running at what was theu called Congin, an
abbreviation of the old Indian name Am™
moncongin, which was given to the falls of
the Presumps€ot at the place where now is
Cumberland Mills, In those days the mill
employed less than & hundred hands, and
turned out book paper and newspaper stock.
There was no village of Cumberland Mills,
the few scattering dwellings hardly meriting
the name of village. Mr. Warren gpplied to
the management of the mill the industry, the
enterprise and the cool judgment that had
given him his position in the Boston firm,
and with notable results. In 1875 these
mills were much enlarged and Mr. Warren
was employing about three hundred opera-
tives: now eight hundred employes are on
the pay 1rolls and the mills are the
most extensive of their kind in the country
and probably larger than any other single
paper mill in the world, About them has
grown up a beautiful village inhabited al-
most exclusively by the employes of this
great manufactory—in its houses and its
people a model village. The people are
largely native Americars, brought in from
the surrounding towns. There are a few
foreigners, Danes, Scoteh, Irish and Cana-
dian French, but only a few.

Of Mr. Warren’s character as & manand an
employer there could be no greater praise
than the silent testimony of the comfort that
reigns among the operatives at Cumberland
Mills. Mr."'Warren has managed his mill as
every successful business is managed, with
an eye to its finaneial success. But in the
wages that he has paid it may be said that
he has endeavored to make them as high as
he could afford to rather than to crowd them
down to the lowest point at which the labor-
ers could work. The one hundred tene-
ments which are such a prominent and at-
tractive feature of the vi of Camberland
Mills were built and owned by Mr. Warren
and let to his operatives at a merely nominal
price. If Mr. Warren treated his employes
well, it may be said also that he was rare
deceived in those whom he chose as his tru
ed ngents. The men who are the overseers
and foremen of the great mills today are gen-
erally men who have grown up in Mr. War-
ren’s employ. A worthy young man has not
faiied to find advancement in the Cumber-
land paper mills,

The spirit of justice and benevolence that
has characterized Mr. Warren's management
of his business was but a development of the
Christian character of the man. Early in
life he became a member of the Co
tional church, and at the time of his death i;e
was & member of the Mount Vernon street
church in Boston. Inthe support of religious
and charitable institutions he has been very
active and very generous. Asa member of
the American rd of Commissioners of
Foreign Missions he bore a prominent part
in this work ; and in the recent discussion of
the Andover theory was cne of those who in-
clined to the liberal side. At Cumberland
Mills his munificence for religious and chari-
table institutions will be long remembered.

In polities Mr. Warren was for most of his
life a Republican; and he was regarded as
one of the *solid men” of Boston. While
not active in ?outlcs. he was a pubiie spirited
citizen as well as a benevolent one,

Personally Mr. Warren was a genial, cheer-
ful man, with an almost exhaustless fund of
humor and a keen appreciation of wit. He
was a man that others were always glad to
meet, and this was so, even in the last years
of his life, when broken health might have
been expected to have a de; ressln;il effect on
his spirits. The other qualities which were
most noticeable in M1, Warren, and which
contributed to his success in life, were his
great industry, his keen insight into the
characters and capacities of the men about
him, his foresight and his eareful conserva-
tism. He was in no sanse a speculative man;
he thoughkt well before he moved, and so no
move that he ever made was disastrons.

For the last two years Mr. Warren has
been in very p ous health, and for the
last month he has been confined to his house.
His death was not at all unexpeeted.

Mr. Warren leaves a_wife, Susan Clark,
daughter of the late Dr. Dorus Clark, a
Congregational minister of considerable
note in Massachusetts in the olden times,
and four sons and a_daughter. The oldest
son, 8. D. Warren, Jr., is a lawyer in Boston
and married, his wife f:elns the daughter of
Secretary of State Bayard. Edward is a stu-
dent in the University of Oxford, England;
Fisk is in the paper business and Henry and
his sister Miss Cornelia, live at home, No.
67 Mount Vernon street, Boston. All four
of the soms are graduates of Harvard.

Mr. Warren ves a large estate, how
large is not known. It is probably in the
millions, Besides the Dbusiness in Boston
and the great Cumberland Mills, he owned a
paper mill at Gardiner, Me., and a paper mill
at Yarmouth.

AS BEGARDED AT CUMBERLAND MILLS.

“Among the citizens of the town of West-
brook,” said an inhabitant of that town,
“gspeciaily of the village of Cumberland Mills
the death of Mr. Wairen will be felt as the
death of no other man could be. He was es-
teemed by our citizens as no other man was,
and in this village, and I will say in this
town, there cannot be found a man who will
lisp a word against him. None of our towns-
men received such a welcome as did Mr,
Warren when he visted us, for he was a jov-
fal, good natured man, and by his genial
manner, reached the hearts of the people.
When he was well enongh to attend to bus-
iness he visited the mill once a month, but
later when his health began to fail him, he
would sometimes remain away a Jear. Last
fall was the last time he visited Cumberland
Mills, and then he did not come so much to
look after his business as he did for pleas-
ure. He was a wonderful business man and
80 long as he was able to be out he gave more
or less time to matters concerning his great
mill here.

“Mr. Warren was u gieat story teller, and
he was always ready to tell a story and al-
ways ready to listen to one. He had a pleas-
ant word for everybody and was fond of
juklng. Our village owes everything to him,
and it will be a‘long time before it forgets
the deeds of its generous benefactor. It
might be said that Mr. Warren was the vil-
lage, he has done so much for it. He was
interested in every great improvement that
was suggested or carried out in the town and
especially in Cumberland Mills. We have
an eleganc church here for half of which
Mr. Warren paid, and when a dollar was
ralsed for church furniture by the ladies,
Mr. Warren put a dollar with it. He also
built a splendid parsonage close to the river
and gave the rent of it to the chureh society.
He built our only large brick block in which
are Odd Fellows' Hall and other rooms used
by different societies, and so far as this
building is used by the town the rent
charged is very low, barely enough to pay
expenses, Mr. arren introduced
the electric light, furnished the power
at his mill, and it didn't cost the town a
cent. Many of the houses of the mill oper-
atives are also lighted by electricity, He
butlt scores of good houses, and rented them
to the people he employed for just enough to
pay the expenses of keeping the houses in
good repair. In all, he had about 100 tene
ments, the most of whieh are handsome cot-
tages, each being occupied by but one famfy
although he built some larger ones for two
families. In these, however, only about 33
per cent of his employes lived, for in all
there were empioved in the mills some 850
mwen and women, and in the mills at Gardi-
ner and Yarmouth, he employed many more.

“As I have said Mr. Warren was interested
in all things for the interest ot the town, es-
pecially this village. He knew what it was
to be poor, for thirty-four years ago, when he
ecame here, he was without money, and the
son of peor parents. Many of our most

prosperous citizens owe their prosperity to
the help that Mr. Warren has given them;
two-thirds of the homes in this village were
made by the money which he has paid his
employes, loaned or given to friends. His
good eedsare seen on every hand, and his
generosity is appreciated, to say the least, by
the citizens of tﬁis village, for which he did
50 much and offwhich he was always proud.”

The
splendor of the hotel has been the wonder of
the world for a season.

But the Aleazar will outstrip it in beauty
and elegance. The Alcazar covers twenty-
eight acres of ground. You approach
from broad asphalt streets. It is fronted by
an open garden, through which run walks as
smooth as marblewturned at the sides with
white copings. ithin these copings are
flower beds of indescribable richness. In
the eentral walks are enormous marble ba-
sins, from which rise fountains with count-
less sprays and jets. This garden covers
three or four acres, and is simp! {‘;él‘mm of
light and color. The Aleazar s square
against its farther end, broken in the centre
by a superb arched gateway, through whiech
vou go into a second court, called *The
Conrt of the Lions.” A mecre ravishing pic-
ture than this is seldom seen. The superb
Aleazar rises on every side. Behind is the
arched way through which you entered. In
front, the [ionzeous dining room and offices
of the hotel, above which rise three stories of
splendid architecture, closes the view. On
either side this imposing structure continues,
the ground floor beln% given up to dainty
shops and booths. The footways are exq':ais-
itely tiled, and the walks are of asphalt
toned into beautiful colors. Above, the
fronts of enormons lions, artistic and im-
pressive, look down on the court. In the
centre the asphalt Is cut into a running way
of crystal water, thirty feet wide and a _hun-
dred feet long. From the water rise delicate
fountains, under the I;lashlng of which are
masses of Zanzibar lilies, rare flowers from
the Nile, and lotos plants. every side
are acres of lowars and grass, fashioned In
curious beds and-growing with startling lux-
uriance of eolor, but blendlnﬁ in reposeful
harmony. The dining room, looking out on
this court and through the broad archway
into the court, will seat 1,000 guests, and isas
handsome as the view it commands.

The bar and billiard room when
finished will put to blush the tawdry finery
of Stokes's famous Hofiman rouse place.
It is estimated that $100,0000 will be spent in
decorating and equipping the saloon alone,
In this part of the Aleazar are the offices of
the hotel, fitted with a splendor to be com-
pareh onf_\' to the Ponce de Leon.

Beyond the Alcazar proper come the baths.
These are simply marvellous. There are
huge marble rooms for the Turkish baths.
Great concrete spaces in which an ord
house might be placed, and enormous poo
for the Turkish and Russian baths alone oc-
cuﬁy more space than the Markham House
entire.

But the wonder is yet to come. Back of
these rooms is the sea bath, This isa stupend-
dous cave of solid concrete 184 feet in le
84 feetacross, and from 4to 30 feet deep.
Do you realize these dimensions? The build-
er who built the hase of the Bartholdi statue
declares that the ruins in Rome show no
such masonary or concrete work, and that
this bath stands without a p in
sacred or profane history. Into this cavern-
ous depth Mr. Flagler will literally let the
sen. Above it rise the three stories of the
Aleazar, leaving the view clear, however, to
the glass roof ninety feet away, through
which the tropical sun beats genially even in
December. On the first floor sre hundreds
of drawing rooms, just as at Cape May or
Coney Island. On the floor abovelis a cafe,
the tables so placed as to overlook the pul-
sating sea beneath. On the next are bache-
lor quarters fitted with the utmost luxury.
Here a gentleman can leave his rooms in the

But has it paid ?

OUT OF THE DEPTHS.

Thrilling Rescue of a Child from a
Seventy Feet Shaft.

[Omaha Herald.]

A farmer named Detwiler, who lives three
miles from Oskdale, had occasion, on Satur-
day to draw out the w ui‘u rom a
deep bored well on his place, and had drawn
out seventy feet of it, leaving an unknown
number of feet of tubing set in the well.
This left a hole about a foo® in diameter.
Last Saturday foremoon a three-years-old
boy of the tamll{ was missed, and a seareh
being made for him, his hat was found near
the hole. The mother ealled down, and her
child, from an Immense depth, finally re-
B}led. Appeals for help were at once sent

But, as the
anf:ly of air down In this deep, narrow
hole, might be insufficient to supply the
child with air, an iron tube was sun own
and a hand bellows was inserted, through
which fresh air was constantlf umped
donn during the 20 hours while d u?nu was
going on,

From time to time the child’s eries could
be heard. and often during Saturday aflter-
noon, itealled for “mama,” and for food
and water. The process of digging went slow-
Iy on during Satnrdng night on account of
lack of light, and rapid diggers had at times
to give place toslower workers. At this
time the father and mother were enduring
untold torture of mind; the former some-
times raving, and gray hairs almost momen-
tarily increasing on the heads of the dis-
tracted parents. About 3o'clock the child
seemed to lose all gnlanee. and filled his
narrow, circular tomb with his loud erying.
1t was a hard matter for strong men to en-
dure the extremely distressing condition of
affairs with anything like composure. All
the time, day and night, crowds of men
women and ckildren were around
with faces white with horror, and the hearts
of the men di in the shaft, and those on
the windlass on top, were bleeding at the
cries of the helpless babe below. During all
of Saturday and Sunday night, perhaps half
the people who knew of the affair, slept
little or none.

On Saturday morning, an unfortunate ex-

riment was made in the way of grappling
‘or the child with a “wormer,” It is su

that the wormer caught onto the tu

below, and raised it a little when its hold
re , and something was heard to drop.
Then there was a new distress in the minds
of the waiting erowd lest the wormer had
canght on to and lacerated the flesh of the
child or had inflicted bruises on it, for Its
voice thereafier was less often heard, and
much weaker. As the diggers down in the
shaft went deeper, they heard the child
moaning in pain.

B&Snnda noon they had dug to a depth
of about 50 feet, and the child yet 22 feet, at
least, below them. By nightfall the work
was necessalily going on slower, for more
time was being eonsumed in hauling up the
dirt. Besides, the most delicate and danger-
ous part of the job was now at hand, and
Will Stenson and James Strallen of Oakdale,
both experienced men in underground opera-
tions. weresent down; and they remained.
there from eleven o’clock Sunday night until
9 o'clock Hond:g morning, when the awful
scene was ended. Stenson, as miner and
well digger, had many narrow escapes in his
lifetime, and as he was now down in a par-
au:.rlg dry shaft, with tremendous walls of

above and around him, his situation
was very perilous, for no time could be
spared to construet and sink down wooden
curbiog in the shaft. Soon after Stenson
and Strallen went down into the shaft, at 11
they struek loose sand
and gravel. few of the impatient crowid
above u Stenson to dig down through
the gravel the remaining seven feet snp‘roml
to be yet intervening between him and the
child, but he withstood them and began to
tunnel in toward the eircular hole right on
top of this gravel bed, so he could have a
firm elay roof to his tunnel.
He was then about eight feet to one side
of the circular hole. He tunnelled in a few
feet and then dug another shaft, eloser to the
cirenlar hole, down to where he thought the
child might be His object wasto
strike a spot underneath the spot where the
child was lod for it wonld hawe been fa-
tal to have disturbed the earth wall of the
cirenlar hole above the child. Finally he
tunnelled toward the circular, and tapping it
was snrﬁﬂsed to find himself yetabove the
child. He was able then to reach down and
tie a rope around the feet of the child and
by the same deviee hold him secure there,
but he dared not yet risk an attempt to draw
him up for fear he mlﬁht break down the
crumbling walls of the hole and of his tunnel
and thus bury both himself and the child
alive. So he sank another and second small
shaft down a few feet further until he knew
he was below the child. Under these cir-
cumstances the work had to be very slow.
Stenson worked like a mole with trenches of
sand all around him, ]‘Jusing dirt out by
handfuls to Strallen in the first small shaft,
and Strallen doing the same to Sheriff El-
wood who was out in the main shaft.

All this time Stenson, burrowed like a
mole and literally working like a mole
through so treacherous an element, could
hear the child moaning faintly. Whenever
a loose board rattled overhead he could feel
the shoek, and he did not know but that the
walls of the shaft were eomlngln on him,

Apparently it
had slid down the eirenlar hole slowly, rump
first, but was found with its rump wedged
into the top of the eircular tubing sent In
the hole, its feet a little above its head, and
its hands extended some six or eight inches
above its head.

When the child was brought up to the sur-
face the scene was Indescribable. Stenson
staggered unnerved and exhausted, but very
manv of the 200 people there sank to the
ground prostrated by emotion. There were
no noisy demonstrations: the hearts of the
crowd of lookers-on were too full for ut-

OUR OLD FRIEND.

Robin Red Breast, His Family and
His Nature.

[Lr. Spencer Trotter in the
Mouthly.

Our American robin is a thrush—the red-
breasted thrush is the proper title—he occu-
pies a high position in the line of bird life
and possesses some very interesting records
of his family history. When our forefathers
first cawne over they found the frank, hearty
bird with the russett breast ready to make
friends with them, to stay about the clear-
ings and around thair rough eabins,cheering
them with the strong, hopeful song that has
ever gladdened the heart with its vigor and
fullness of promise. With what joy the
picneers must have welcomed the first spring
that brought the robins back after the long
dreary winter! To this day the first
robic of the spring ereates a sensation
coming as he does, amid the ice and the snow
and the rough wind, and not a leaf on the
trees. The early settlers called him *‘robin”
from his red breast, no doubt, and bis con-
fiding ways, after the tgusty little warbler so
dear to their hearts in the old home across
the sea. And so it has been “robin" ever
since, although our bird is but distantly re
lated to the little robin-redbreast of the Old
World,who bel ongs to the warblers—another
branch of the famlly.

By virtue of being a thrush, our robin en-
joys a very extensive range of country for

his habitat. From the Atiantic to the Pa-
cific, across the continent, from the shores of
the Arctie to Mexico and Central Am-
erica, he is found abundmll& breeding
throughout the forest limits of this wide are-
na, and building the sams nest of dried y
roots and plastered mud about svg_? ome-
stead in the land. Although a b of the
woodland, like all the thrushes, he yet pre-
fers the garden and the orchard—even the
trees that stand in the midst of the bustling

city hold its nest. Inseetivorous by nature,
but varying his diet y with the small,
wild berries of the w the robin has be-

come, since man’s invasion, a lover of frul
kecp{nn pace with man in the enltivation o
his taste. The excellence of his cannot
be denied. He takes the biggest eherrles of
the most approved varieties, and the lucious
strawberries are his delight. Yet forall the
fruit he eats he repays the horticulturalist
double by devouring threefold more of insect
life that would ultimately cover and destro
the trees, leaf, rootand branch. Fortuna'e it
is that :a ha&m izgd his valuable ser-
viee, and pro m n.

l':T"i'ua true thmshea-l.ndy the robin may be
taken as a tylpo—pmant some very interest-
ing features in their develoﬁment, charackers
and phieal distribution, a study of
which throws light not only upon the history
of the birds themselves, but also upon sever-
al widely different subjects.
Tne thrushes belong to the most highly or-
ganized group of birds—the Passeres—and
are farthest removed in structure from tLe
early reptiloid forms. They possess the most
complete vocal apparatus,—a syrinx—situat-
ed at the lower of the windpipe, withfive
intrinsic pairs of museles. The wing hasun-
dergone a reduction in the number of its

rimaries or quill-feathers growing from the
ong finger, there being ten of these, the first
one short and abortive, so that the thrushes
may be looked npon as still advancing to-
ward the highest of wing structure, that
of nine primaries. conjunction with this,
the foot or Jeg is “booted"—I. e., covered by
an unbroken plate of hard, skin, not
reticulated and scaled. as in other forms. A
decided change has also taken place in the
“molt,"” or shedding of feathers, the autum-
nal molt being the only complete process,
while the sp u%chnng is effected simply by
the “casting” off of the broken points of
feathers in the worn plu o @ young
of all the thrushes are spotted in their nest-
ling dress, but never carry them beyond the
first automn, assuming the full plumage of
the old birds after the first molt, so that “a
bird of the year” in the late fall and winter
is scarcely distinguishable from its parents.
Any one who is familiar with the young rob-
ins hopping about the lawn in the earl
summer, with their spotted breasts and mo
tled backs, have wondered what became
of them by Oetober,

The thrushes are the migratory birds in the
temperate zone, as the nature of their food
demands, partaking in the north and
south movement durlnﬁ the spring and fall
tides of migration. Though not strictly gre-
flrlouu. many of the species associate in

oose flocks. on the approach of autumn, and
forage over the co in quest of food.
We are all familar with the flocks of robins
in the fall, scattering overhead, or in the gum-
trees feasting on the ripe, black fruit. They
are for the most part aboreal, living largely
among the trees, but some of the species
build their nests on the ground, or in the un-
dergrowth just above it, and all of them fre-
quent the ground at times when food is to be
obtained there, Being among the most high-
ly organized of birds, the thrushes are con-
sequently rapid livers, possessing a high de-
gree of vitality, and consuming a very
proportion of oxygen.

In the p&arﬂc region of the Old World
four widely distributed species occur, all
having spotted breasts in the adult plomage.
The red-winged thrush breeds in the birch
region and throughout the upper belt of pines
across Eurolw and Asia, from the Atlantie to
the Yenisel, but extends his wanderi
northward as far as latitude 71° beyond
forest limit. ‘The red-wing winters in South-
?rr a'.lnsu Western Europe and the British

siands.

The blue backed thrush or “field fare,”
has a range somewhat similar with the above
species. Asiatie individuals migrating in
winter to Cashmere, Turkistan and the north-
western portion of India. The missel-thrush
breeds throughout Central Europe rang-
ing eastward to the northwestern slopes
of the Himalayas. 1n such a mild elimate as
Great Britian offers he remains the year
round, but the majority  of Individuals
winter in Southern _ FEurope, Persia
and North Africa. The song-tllﬂlsh
is  another -artic  form, reed ing
eastward to the Yenisel Valley, and in Nor-
way wandering beyond the Artic Circle. He
has a near relative inhabiting Northern and
Western China, known as Pere David's
thrush, in honor of a good monk who devoted
much time to the study of ornithology.
There are two spotted breasted thrushes
restricted each to a certain island, and found
nowhere else—the Anjuan thrush, inhabiting
one of the islands of the Comoro group lying
between Madagascar and the African coast.
and the St. Thomas thrush, from the island
of that name in the Gulf of Guinea.

In the new world the nearatic or North
American reclon possesses several species of
spotted breasted thrushes breeding ithrough-
out its forest area. Notable among these are
the wood thrush, whose mellow, rippling
music we know and love so well; the hermi
the olive-backed, the gray checked an
tawny thrushes—spring and fall migrants
mla;:ing through our woods in May and Oe-

T,

In contrast to the spotted-breasted species,
there are a number of thrushes, and amon
them the robin, which are solidly ecolo
underneath, a few spots being confined to
the throat, ‘I'his difierence in color-pattern
has undoubtedly arisen far back in the his-
tory of the group from some environing in-
fluence. The young of these solid-colored
thrushes are all spotted like the rest, and,
since the young of all animals tend to revert
toward ancestral forms and conditions, the
spotted-breasted species may be looked upon
as representing the more primitive type of
thrush. A further proof of this is found in
the two spotted-breasted thrushes inhabiting
the islands above mentioned, which, from
their isolated habitat, are undoubtedly of
considerable antiquity as s&eeles. Our
robin Is the only representative of the
thrushes with solid-colored breasts found in
North America, but a host of them occur in
South America and seme in Africa.

The contrast between the Northern and
Southern continents of the New World, or to
speak zoologically, between the nearatic and
neotropical reglons in the number of species
of thrush, has its solution in the peculiarity
and variety of physical conditions offered by
South Ameriea. The ranges of the species
irhabiting the great forests of the equatorial
zone are in the mallority of instances re-
stricted to comparatively limited areas. The
varied conditions offered by high mountain
ranges and deep, low-lyln%ﬂl’oresu, tend to
the creation of new varieties or local races,
which are consequently limited to certain
narrow areas, and a particular species is
often thus represented by several extreme
forms. In temperate North Ameriea, on the
other hand, the fewer species are kept true
by migratlon, which tends to equalize sur-
rounding conditions.

In northern South America, the Valley of
the Amazon, and the forests of Brazil, three
distinct varities of the white-throated thrush
oceur. ‘The common South American thrush
a comparatively widely ranging specles,
reaching southward to Chili, has an extreme
form in the Northwest, The Sabian thrush
is another species which has split up into
several forms under the influence of local
conditions. No region inthe world is so rich

in the number and variety of its passerine
birds. In the south temperate portion of the
continent the species of thrush are more uni-
form, and very few varities are found.

Afilea has several well-defined representa-
tives of the solid-colored breasted thrushes.
The Zanzibar thrush and the Abyssinian
thrush are Eastern forms; in the West, the
Ethiopian and Senegambian thrushes are

found, while to the southward the olive

thrush, Cabani’s thrush and the Kurichane
t‘hrunh  range throughout the Transvaal,
Caffraria and Damara Land, the Bechuana
country and the Cape.

I'he facts, as they are presented to-day by
this interesting group of birds, become very
significant when viewed in the light of evo-
lution. The world-wide distributlon, large
number of established species, and high de-
gree of development which the thrushes have
attained, denote their comparative antiquity
as a group of birds. Time has been the im-
portant factor in establishing the species,
and enabling them to live far and wide in
harmony with diverse conditions of life. It
would be difficult to ascertaln the original
center of their development—probably one of
the great land-masses, as the Euro-Asiatic
continent, whence the early forms have
spread to other portions of the earth, there
to break up into new varieties and species
under the action of changing environments.

Where other forms have succumbed in the
struggle for life these have lived omn, until
now, the almost perfect wing and foot, the
vital strength that holds the plumage for a
year before it is shed, and also enables the
mating pair to rear three goodly broods each
aprinf; the vocal development, the omnivor
ovs diet, the abundanes of world-wide dis-
tribution of specles, tell the story of how the
rebin and his congeners have come to be
what they are—a dominant group in the ani-
mal life of the earth.

THE SILVER DOLLAR OF 1804.

Facts About the
United States Coin.
The recent sale of one of the exceedingly
rare 1804 dollars has caused a flood of com-
ments in the daily papers, many of which
have tried to tell the public how many dol-
lars there are known to exist. That the in-
formation given was generally untrustworthy
is not strange since even numismatists have
not often carefully investigated the point,
0Of recent attemvts to locate the genuine 1804
dollars, that of 8. H. and H. Chapman of
Philadelphia, in the catalogue of their sale of
May 14 and 15, 1885. was quite exhaustive.
The compiler showed that there were seven
dollars, located as follows: 1, United States
mint, Philadelphia, Pa.; 2, M. A. Stickney of
Salem; 3, W. 5. Appleton of Boston; 5 L.
G. Parmelee of Boston; 5, W. B. Wetmore of
New York; 6, R. C. Davis (formerly), but
present owner unkuown; 7, 5. H. and H,
Chapman of Philadelphia. By personal ex-
amination and correspondence, they had also
ascertalned that these were exactly all!:g;
