AUCUSTA TOPICS.MB 

The School District System Slowly 
and Surely Disappearing. 

[Special to the Press.! 
Angusta, Me., May 12.—Slowly but sure- 

ly the old school district system is being sup- 
planted by tlie town system in Maine. The 

present spring eleven towns in all have 

adopted the town system, viz:—Litchfield, 
Winslow, Byron, York, Stetson, Yarmouth, 
Lincoln, Castine, Danforth, Curinna and 
Medway, making 115 towns in the State 
which have taken a step forward in school 
management. Many towns have delayed 
the adoption of the town system because of 
an expectation that the next legislature 
would pass a law making the system obli- 

gatory upon the towns. Mr. f. N. Wads- 

worth, clerk in the office of the superinten- 
dent of schools is now sending out the new 

annual reports of the contents of which the 
Press had a notice several mouths ago. 
Three reports are sent to the supervisor or 
the superintending school committee of 
every town in the State. 

Dr. Geo. Jl. Bailey and the other cattle 
commissioners will visit Litchfield next 
Tuesday to investigate an apparent out- 
break of tuberculosis in a heard of cattle own- 
by a Mr. Walker. Some six or seven cows 
and heifers are perhaps affected. 

Mr. W. P. Shinn, of Boston, vice-President 
and general manager of the New York and 
New England Railroad, and wife, are spend- 
ing tlie Sabbath with Capt. O. E. Michaelis, 
commandant of the Kennebec arsenal.

it A QUARREL ENDED IN DEATH. 

Wm. H. Hopkins, of Augusta, Killed 

by James A.Cetchell. 

Cctchell Held on a Charge of Man- 

slaughter. 

Public Sympathy in Behalf of the 

Prisoner. 

[Special to tile Press.l 
Augusta, May 13.—Saturday night anoth- 

er shocking tragedy was added to the list of 
crimes which for several years past has 
given the State an unenviable reputation in 
this direction. On this occasion the affair, 
which culminated in homicide, grew out of a 

quarrel at a sparring exhibition. 
On Saturday evening James A. Getchell 

in the Maine Central railroad yard in this 
city, struck William If. Hopkins a blow on 
the mouth with his fist, which resulted fa- 
tally. Tlie scene of the unfortunate affair 
is about half way between the Bridge street 
railroad crossing and the west end of the 
railroad bridge. The first intimation of the 
homicide was when Mr. Getchell, a few min- 
utes after 0 o’clock, accosted Officer Spear on 
the street, and said ho had struck Billy on 
the railroad track and wanted the young 
mau taken care of. Spear at once proceed- 
ed to the point designated, found Hopkins, 
and with others carried him to his father’s 
store on Water street, where he lingered in 
an unconscious condition until 4 o’clock 
Sundny morning and died. Dr. George W. 
Martin attended him. 

Getchell|nfter the affray went home and re. 
tired and this morning the officers visited his 
house and placed him under arrest. He was 

appalled when informed of young Hopkins’s 
death, and today is nearly broken down- 
Early tills morning Coroner Win. H. Libby 
summoned a jury as follows: Judge Samuel 
Titcomb, Chas. E. Grover, James E. Fuller, 
Win. XL Bruce, Chas. B. Chick, W. A. New- 
comb. An autopsy was ordered which was 
made at once by Drs. Martin and L. J. 
Crocker. 

Xlt 10 o’clock the jury proceeded to view 
the ground in the Maine Central yard. Two 
small pools of blood were found, one close by 
the guard rail near the embankment, and the 
other outside the tracks where the body was 
found. At this point the jury adjourned un- 
til 2 o’clock p. m., when they met at Judge 
Andrews’s office to receive testimony. 

Dr. Geo. W. Martin, wiio was first sum- 
moned to attend XXopkins testified that lie 
was called to Mr. Burns’s store at 9.30 Sat- 
urday night. Hopkins’s lip was cut, lie was 
bleeding at the mouth and one tooth on the 
right side, a lateral incissor, was knocked 
out. Between three and four o’clock this 
morning I was summoned again and young 
Hopkins died a few minutes after my arri- 
val. Near where the trouble occurred 1 
found the remains of a watch chain, and a 
tooth. At the post-mortem examination in 
which 1 assisted wo found besides the 
wounds on the mouth, the skull was cracked 
three inches in length on the right side from 
near the medial line to the opening in the 
base where the spinal chord entered. There 
was a slight contusion in the scalp and a suf- 
fusion of blood over the fracture. 
The fracture could not have been caused by 
alblow from a man’s fist, and resulted from a 
blow given by a hard instrument or from a 
fall upon a solid substance. X should judge 
the latter. 
Dr. L. J. Cooper corroborated the testimony 

of the first witness, and said that sucli a 
fracture must have been caused by a terrible 
upward blow or a downward fall. 

Officer W. F. Spear, James A. Benner, 
James S. McKenney, Officer Xlenry W. 
Breen, James Hersom, Wm. P. McKenney, 
Michael Burns and Michael Lynch testified 
as to the circumstances of the affair. 

James A. Getchell, the prisoner, told his 
story: “The trouble between Hopkins and 
myself began at the Mike Daly sparring 
match Friday night. Hopkins wanted to 
enter the dressing room after the exhibition 
and 1 refused hiru entrance upon which he 
called me bad names and was very angry. 
I^ater on he struck a man named ‘Bushy’ 
and I had to interpose to prevent a fight. 
Again he cursed me. Saturday night be- 
tween eight and nine o’clock 1 met Hopkins 
on Water street near the post office, and lie 
called me a‘stinker’. 1 replied; ‘Haven’t I 
used you well?’ and he again sauced me and 
wanted to fight. 1 said 1 don’t want to 
fight. You know 1 am much stronger than 
you and can handle you easy. We walked 
ll tl thf. strp.pt. lift nrpssimr ihp tn 
fight and calling me a coward. We 
continued up Bridge street and walked 
out upon the railroad track, I thinking that 
he would squeal and go home. When we had 
gone a ways he pulled off his overcoat and 
struck me in the stomach, breaking my 
watch chain which with the guard fell to the 
ground. In an instant I struck him a heavy 
blow on the mouth with my left hand and 
he went down without a word and 
did not move. It was pitch dark and I 
dragged him across the tracks to the walk 
and set him up. He appeared to be recover- 
ing sensibility and I left him, went down 
street and notified the officers, afterwards 
going home. I did not return to the tracks 
as I feared he would revive and attack me 
again. 1 did not tell anyone on Friday that 
1 would fix him, but simply meant 1 would 
slap him. We had no arrangement to fight.” 

Getchell exhibited his left hand on the 
knuckles of which was a small wound a 

quarter of an inch deep, which he received 
when he struck Hopkins. Getchell told a 
very straight story and evidently made a 
clean breast of the whole affair. The jury 
rendered a verdict that Hopkins was killed 
by a heavy blow in the mouth, inflicted by 
Getchell, thereby causing him to fall upon the track, striking the iron rail and causing 
a fracture of bis skull, resulting in death as 
above stated. 

Getchell is 28 years old and married. 
He has been connected with the fire depart- 
ment for ninny years and last year organized 
the Henry T. Morse Hook and Ladder Co. 
He is receiving much sympathy from many 
people here. The prisoner will be arraigned 
ror manslaughter tomorrow morning. The 
turniug point in the case will oe on 
the question of the intention of the par- 
ties to fight when they went to the yard. 
His counsel, Hon. Herbert M. Heath, will 
bold that he was acting in sell defense and 
should therefore be acquitted. Hopkins, 
ivho was killed, is the son of Harry Hopkins, 
t well known Augusta saloon keeper, who 
s a brother-in-law Mike Burns. He was 23 
years old and unmarried. 

ATTRACTIVE BAR HARBOR 

And what is Being Done Now to In 
crease Its Popularity. 

Bak IIakiioh, May 12.—The season will 
open earlier here at Maine's great summer 
resort than ever before, and the indications 
ire that when the tide of travel fairly sets 
in there will be a largely increased influx of 
tourists, as well as of those who come here 
to participate in the swirl of social gayety. 
In view of tlie near approach of the annual 
liegeira, the Maine Contral railroad have al- 
ready put into service their splendidly 
equipped trains with new buffet cars, aud 
fleam communication has also 
been established for the benefit of those who 
desire to take time by the forelock. Extra 
preparations are being made for the throngs 
of visitors expected to come, and the hotel 
men are wearing the happiest smiles in an- 

ierstood that the Louisburg has nearly all 
its rooms engaged. The number of cottages 
lias considerably increased since last sum- 

mer, and the erection of many more is con- 

templated. Most of the domiciles are owned 
by wealthy people in New York, Baltimore, 
Philadelphia and Chicago. Boston is also 
well represented in the cottage colony. 

There is likely to be a grand rusli of visit- 
irs to Sorrento the coming season. The 
jlace is looming up as a summer resort, and 
ts outlook is uromising. It is six miles 
icross the bay from here, and is readied by 
i steam ferry. Cottages are multiplying in 
lumber, the cafe is to be enlarged by the ad- 
lition of 40 rooms, a system of water works 
s In operation, and 2i miles of sewerage are 
lader construction. The erection of anew 
lotel is proposed, in which project it is un- 
ierstood that Congressman Frank Jones, 
Dr. Moore of the Manchester Union, and 
Charles Sinclair of the Wentworth Hotel, 
Newcastle, N. It., are interested. 

A number of Boston people own cottages 
at Winter Harbor, four miles across the bay, 
mid spend their summers there. The locali- 
ty possesses many attractions in its natural 
scenery, and is growing fast. Edward J. 
Hammond of Boston has just completed the 
finest cottage there. It is Situated on a com- 
manding eminence, is three stories in height, and is in the form of a cross with fourjjiings. 

Perils of the Deep. 
New Yobk, May 13.—The steamer New- 

port, from Aspinwall, arrived to-day and re- 

ports that in latitude 38.05, longitude 74.05, 
during a diwise fog, she was run into by the 
schooner Carrie E. Allen, of Boston for New 
York, striking on the starboard side, abaft 

the Bridge. Both boats were damaged con- 

■derably. 
Tlie steamer Finance, from South Ameri- 

can ports, brings as passengers Capt. Laven- 
der and the crew of live men of the schooner 
Alice Montgomery, Norfolk for Providence, 
which foundered in the blizzard of March 
12th. The shipwrecked men were picked up 
by the bark Guy C. Goss, of Philadelphia for 
Japan, and landed at Pernambuco. 

THF PRESIDENT'S ENCACEMENTS 

Presbyterians, Veterans and Club 
Men to be Visited. 

Washington, May 13.—The President 
and Mrs. Cleveland take possession of Oak- 
view this week. The President has but two 
engagements for the summer outside of 
Washington. On June 21st, he will go to 
Germantown, Pa., and attend the 25th an- 
niversary of the Presbyterian church. On 
Decoration Day he will be in New York and 
Brooklyn, and take part in the celebration 
of tlie Grand Army in botli of those places. 
On June 1st, he will be the guest of the Man- 
hattan Club, of New York. 

The Tariff Debate. 
The general debate on tlie tariff bill will 

end one week from yesterday instead of on 

Wednesday. Thirty-eight members of the 
House are still on tlie list to speak. At least 
25 of them insist upon being given a chance 
to do so. The majority of the committee on 

ways and means accordingly agreed this 
morning to extend the time. Under Ibis ar- 
rangement McKinlev and Breckinridge of 
Kentucky will speak on Friday next, and 
Reed and Speaker Carlisle on Saturday. 
Randall has not as yet signified his intention 
to speak, but, as he is in a position just now 
which needs to be explained, it is believed 
that he will ask for an hour or two next 
week. 

Justice to a Maine Veteran. 
An act of Congress to exempt the case of 

Thomas S. Hopkins of Maine, now a resi- 
dent of Washington, from the limitations 
presented in the pension arrearges law, so 
that he may be entitled to arrearages, has 
just become a law without the President’s 
approval. In the last Congress a bill to tills 
effect was passed, and the President vetoed 
it. Senator Frye advocated the passage of 
the bill over the veto, and stated that Hop- 
kins, when a young man, entered the army. 
He contracted disease that broke him down, 
and for some years after the war held a posi- 
tion in the Treasury here. He was suddenly stricken while on the streets with some form 
of paralysis, and for more than two years 
was incapable of speech or motion. He was 
not able to even hold a pen to sign his name 
for pension arrears, ami thus he lost it. At 
this session the bill was again introduced 
and passed, and the President permitted it 
to become a law, though he would not ap- 
prove it. Mr. Hopkins is an incurable ;inva- 
lid and resides in this city and the passage 
of the act will allow him several thousand 
dollars as arrears of pensions. 

Appropriations for Maine Waters. 
The Senate committee on commerce began 

consideration of the river and harbor bill 
yesterday. The first items in the bill are for 
tbe improvement of the Maine rivers and 
harbors. The committee increased the ap- 
propriation for Portland Harbor from #25,- 
000, the amount fixed by the House, to $40,- 
000. The appropriation for Back Cove is in- 
creased from #15,000 to #25,000. An item of 
$50,000 is iuserted in the bill by the Senate 
committee for commencing the construction 
of a breakwater at Mt. Desert. The appro- 
priation for tbe Kennebec, which was fixed 
by the House at #20,000, was increased by 
the Senate committee on motion of Senator 
Frye, to #100,000. The latter amount corre- 
sponds with the engineer’s estimate for 
the next fiscal year and Is sufficient to com- 
mence the project which will render the river 

Penobscot river is increased from $10,000 to 
$20,000. 

Th« other items lor Maine improvements 
remain as fixed by the House, the appropria- 
tions being deemed sufticsent for the work 
contemplated. An item for surveys of Mou- 
hegan Island harbor and the Ledomac river 
at Waldoboro, with a view to their improvr- 
ment, is inserted in the bill bv the Senate 
committee.

STATE AID TO MAINE VETERANS. 

What Col. Sprague is Doing in the 

Pension Department. 

Hard Wir.ters Made Lighter in Many 
Maine Homes. 

Some Letters Which Speak for Them- 
selves In Eloquent Words. 

[Special to the Press.] 
Augusta, May 13.—No money appro- 

priated by the State is better expended than 
that devoted to tl;e State Pension Depart- 
ment, of which Col. II. M. Sprague of Au- 
burn, is agent, and could the tax payers 
know the amount of gocd which is done, the 
homes gladdened, and the suffering relieved 

by the small sums distributed to soldiers, or 

their families, they would be more than will- 

ing to contribute their share. Col. Sprague, 
who became agent in January, 1880, has 

proved a very efficient officer, and the large 
increase in applications has kept him very 
busy. To each claim he has given careful 
and prompt attention and letters pertaining 
to the business of the department have been 
promptly and courteously answered.

pendant widows, fathers and mothers and 
minors should receive aid without proof that 
the death of the soldier was the result of a 

disability contracted in t’-.e service and this 
necessarily has increased the applications. 
At the same time the appropriation was in- 
creased to 835,000 annually. Already this 
year there have beeu some 900 applications, 
63 of which came from Portland. 

When Col. Sprague first took the agency 
there were but 700 or 800 applicants annual- 
ly. Last year the total was 1144, but these 
figures will be largely overrun in 1888, and 
as the appropriation is no larger applications 
should not be made for aid unless absolutely 
needed. There is no doubt but what in 
some cases aid is asked by towns where it is 
not required and the department Is called 
on to lend a helping hand where the demand 
is not justified by the circumstances. This 
being the case it often becomes necessary 
for the agent to make a thorough investiga- 
tion in deciding which are the worthy cases. 
The aid extended by the State has in many 
instances relieved Grand Army Posts, which 
were hardly able to furnish the support 
which they were giving to needy veterans 
and their widows and children. Col. 
Sprague has received numerous letters from 
the posts expressing their thanks to the de- 
partment for what the State has done. Here 
Is an extract from a letter written by a Pe- 
nobscot county Grand Army boy, in behalf 
of his post, concerning aid given a deserving 
comrade: 

If you should have seen the joy it made In that 
household you would have rejoiced with him. He 
saved his garden, a small piece of land which he 
promised the doctor for hfs services If he did not 
receive any pension. Now he does not dread the 
long, void winter. It sometimes almost seems 
strange liow a few dollars will lift a man up when 
he seems almost at the point of beggary. 

A widow residing in Lewiston who had 
been granted an increase from 83 to 84 a 
month expressed her gratitude in the follow- 
ing words: 

Your kind letter allowing me oue dollar a 
mouth was duly received by me. I sincerely 
thank you for the additional amount. It seems 
llks a Godsend to uie just at this present time 
when everything looks dark to me. 

A man and his wife residing in Kennebec 
county wrote the 29tb of December last: 

In this we send our heartfelt thanks for the 
Christmas present we received from you, the sum 
of ®24. We called it a present.lt was such a 
surprise and it came oil Christmas eve. 1 can 
truly say you could uut have seut it where it was 
more needed; you cannot tell the happiness tills 
was in our humble home ou Chriatmas day. There 
were both smiles and tears but no cloudy places. 
I shall try the best I can to make the best use 
possible of the money. A portion of it has been 
used in clothing and books for my children that 
they may go to school, which makes them very 
happy. They think Col. Sprague must be a very 
good man or lie would never think of little hoys 
have any boots or books. Col. Sprague, could 
you have taken one look iuto our home last Mon- 
day morning you would have been well paid for 
your kindness.” 

Such letters as these can be but gratifying 
to every property holder in the State, who 
contributed his mite to help make this home 
happy. 

Here is another letter from a lady in a case 
where a mother was given $4 a month: 
“I need not tell you that I am very much 

pleased, and more than that, tiuly thankful that 
my uative state has done this act of justice to a 
poor but deserving brother of one of the soldiers 
who bore arms in the time of danger and need. 
To you personally 1 would also express my appre- 
ciation for the prompt attention which you have 
given this case and the allowance which you have 
granted her. It will do the family more good 
than you possibly understand, not knowing by ac- 
quaintance their peculiar and pressing circum- 
stances. 

THE TARIFF DEBATE 

Cives Rise to a Lively Discussion In 
the House. 

Washington, D. C., May 12.—After the 
transaction of some unimportant business, 
the House went into committee of the whole 
on the tariff bill. 

Mr. Townshend of Illinois, spoke in sup- 
port of the bill. The issue presented by it 
he said, had often been misstated in the de- 
bate. The issue was not between protection 
and free trade. The pending bill only pro- 
duced a reduction of less than $54,000,000, 
and would still leave a tariff tax aggregating 
$163,000,000. It would only reduce the pres- 
ent rate from 47 to 36 per cent. The bill 
did not go far enough. 

Mr. Kelley of Pennsylvania, said that the 
bill did, in a roundabout, but effectual way, 
put coal and iron ore on the free list. Coal 
and iron ore were crude minerals,un wrought 
and the bill put crude minerals unwrought 
on the free list. 

Mr. Townshend replied that he had been 
Informed that if the bill was equivocal on 

that point, it would be amended. Hut even 
if the bill did not put coal on the free list, 
was that a crime, when gentlemen who were 

among the most potent of the Kepublican 
leaders had demanded that coal should go on 
the Iree list at a time when the rate of taxa- 
tion was less than it was today? Gen. Gar- 
bled had voted to put coal and salt on the 
free list, and so had Messrs. Frye, Hale and 
Dawes. 

Mr. Kelley desired to say a ward in regard 
to Mr. Garfield. He (Kelley) had refused to 
voted for Garfield for speaker when he was 
nominated by the Iiepublican caucus on ac- 
count of his lack of faith in Gailield’s pro- 
tection doctrine, fiut after the visiting 
statesmen (of whom he was one and Garfield 
another) went to New Orleans and visited 
Mr. Lawrence’s sugar plantation, he never 
doubted Garfield’s complete regeneration 
from the sins of the Cobden Club doctrines. 
After the visit to the sugar plantation, Gar- 
field and he were dining together with 20 or 
.'in nfhor fTontlomrxn \vlimi if. nnmfl t.n f*ar_ 
field’s turn to respond to a sentiment, he 
said: “I know one who will be greatly sur- 
prised at what I am about to say, for I am 
prepared to avow myself as a humble disci- 
ple of the leading advocate of the protection 
system.” 

Mr. Townshend inquired the date of that 
speech of Garfield’s. 

Mr. Kelley replied that it was in the fall of 
1870. 

Mr. Townshend said that the gentleman’s 
memory mustlbe treacherous, he stated that 
he voted against Garfield for speaker because 
he believed Garfield to be a free trader, and 
now he said that Garfield had changed his 
opinion a year before he was nominated for 
speaker. A year after Garfield had convinced 
the gentleman that he was no longer a free 
trader the gentleman had refused to obey the 
dictates of the caucus and vote for Garfield 
for speaker. 

Mr. Kelley remarked that, whatever might 
have been his deviation from party discipline 
the fact remained that in 1876 he had seen 
the avowed and absolute conversion of James 
A. Garfield. 

Mr. Townshend--What was your reason 
for disobeying the action of the Republican 
caucus a year after Garfield’s conversion. 

Mr. Kelley—What right have you to inter- 
rogate me as to my persenal relations and 
personal reasoni ? There are other questions 
than the tariff iu the world. 

Mr. Townshend disclaimed any intention 
of desiring to probe into Mr.Kelley’s person- 
al sentiments. Passing to a consideration of 
the hill, Mr. Townshend declared that no 
representative from the West could vote 
against it without betraying his constituents. 

Mr. Milliken of Maine, alluding to a re 
mark of Mr. Townshend as to Blaine having 
been repudiated by the people, thought it 
was very wonderful that a gentleman In a 
foreign land, pursuing bis own business, in 
his own w ay, troubling nobody, taking no 
part iu American politics, except to be inter- 
ested as every patriotic American must be, 
should be such a source of anxiety as he was. 
The gentleman had said that Blaine had been 
repudiated by the people, but the statement 
was not true. He had been repudiated by 
certain Democratic methods which in certain 
sections of the country prevented the people 
from speaking their voice. He (Milliken) 
would say to the gentleman that neither 
he nor his party had dared to accept the 
honest verdict of the people. If an nonest 
verdict was to be accepted, the gentleman 
would have no more hope for the election 
of his candidate tliau he would have of 

climbing to heaven on a rainbow or going tc 
heaven himself holding the political tenets 
he did. Passing to a consideration of tin 
bill he denounced it as relegating the indus 
tries of the States on the northern border tf 
the tender mercies of New Brunswick an 
Canada. The bill was framed not to reduce 
the revenue, but to favor Democratic States 
and make votes in doubtful districts 

Mr. Kean, of New Jersey, said the Mills 
bill had been born in secret and was gener 
ally ascribed to a foreign born resident act- 
ing in the interest of importers. He con- 
tended that tiie passage of the bill meanl 
more foreign goods and lesss home produc- 
tion, less capital at home and ruin to the 
wage worker.

BURIED UNDER NEW FORMED SEAS. 

Miles of Territory Inundated by the 
Red River, 

Causing Damage Which is Almost 

Beyond Computation. 

The Situation Serious on the Rapidly 
Rising Mississippi. 

St. Louis, May 13.—Advices from Red 
River county report the damage to the in- 
habitants of the Red River vaiiy in the past 
ten days to be almost beyond computation. 
The overflow is the largest since 1843. Most 
of the plantations near the river are covered 
witli water from four to six feet deep and 
cribs, barns and many miles of fences have 
been carried away. Many people have lost 
their nouseiioid furniture, provisions and 
corn. In several places the river water ex- 
tended from tlie lulls of Arkansns to the 
hills of Texas, a distance of from 10 to 14 
miles. At West Norwood a negro was 
drowned yesterday trying to swim from the 
overflow'. Two white men were drowned in 
Miller Creek, and quite a number of other 
deaths are reported. Planting in the bottom 
will all have to be done over. 

On the Mississippi. 
Buklinotos, la., May 13.—The river rose 

nine inches for the 24 hours ending iiate last 

night and Is still rising rapidly. It Is now 

14J feet above low water niark. The Chica- 
go, Burlingtou & Quincy road has abandon- 
ed trains between Burlington and Keokuk, 
and will probably be compelled to withdraw 
trains from the Burlington, Carthage & 
Quincy line. The Iowa Central has aban- 
doned trains east of Kelthsburg. 

A Town Under Water. 

A levee south of Alexandria, Mo., broke 
in several places yesterday morning and 

completely inundated the town, covering it 
with water from 2 to C feet deep. The oc- 

cupants of half the bouses sought refuge in 
the upper stories where they will be impris- 
oned until the flood in the main street sub- 
sides. Transportation from one point to an- 
otner is possible only by skiffs or rudely con- 
structed rafts. The sidewalks are over- 
flowed. Skiffs are landed in the doorways of 
private residences and business is entirely 
suspended. No loss of life nor great damage 
to property is reported within the town. At 
this point the Mississippi is fully seven 
miles wide. 

From Mountain Snow Drifts. 

Woousville, N. H.. May 13.—A nearly 
continuous rain for 48 hours is melting the 
snow in the mountains and causing the 
streams to rise rapidly. The Connecticut 
and its tributaaies rose two feet in the past 
24 hours. The track of the Montrea i road is 
under water in several places. The mall 
train for Lancaster last night only proseeded 
as far as South Lancaster, where the passen- 
gers were transferred to teams. The train 
remains there. Unless the rain ceases much 
damage will be done.

A large audience assembled in Pine Street 
churcli yesterday morning, to do honor to 
the memory of a former pastor and beloved 
friend.

black and on its front bore a portrait of Mr. 
Clark, beneath which were the words: "If 
the Lord can glorify himself more bj my 
sickness than my henlth I am ready; or if He 
can glorify Himself more by my death I can 
also say 1 ain ready.” 

The services commenced with the pathetic 
rendering of “Gathering Home,” by a mule 
quartette. Then followed the reading of a 
portion of the both Psalm. 

Prayer was offered by Kev. D. B. Kandali 
arm tnen tne Kev. Mr. uerrisli commenced 
liis address, taking as his text Psalms 
xxxvti, vs. 37—“Mark the perfect man and 
behold the upright; for the end of that mau 
is peace.” He said in brief: "These ser- 
vices are a tribute of respect and love to the 
memory of Brother Clark. 

He was preeminantly a manly man. This 
element in his character I consider contrib- 
uted very largely to his success in life. Can- 
did, genial, manly and open hearted. He 
possessed deep convictions upon all the 
great questions of the day. These he was 
ever ready to declare and defend, but be 
never forgot that other men who differed 
with him in opinion also had convictions of 
right and wrong, and he was always willing 
to grant unto the other man the rights which 
he claimed for himself. 

As a Christian gentleman I have never 
met his superior. It required no argument 
on his part to convince an unsaved world 
that he was a Christian. I believe that the 
best definition of a Christian is to be Christ 
like, and the perfect Christian is he who 
most closely resembles the true Ideal of 
Christ. Picture your former pastor passing 
from his home up yonder to the commercial 
centre of your city. Look, there is the fa- 
miliar form. The countenance sparkling 
with sunshine. The cheerful voice. The 
merry laugh. The warm grip of bis hand. 
A kindly greeting for all whom be meets. 
And how glad they all are to see him. 

As a metbodist preacher he was enthroned 
in the heart of the church. He was the idol 
of the conference. As a preacher he stood 
well at the front, not merely on special oc- 
casions, but was at the front fifty-two Sun- 
days each year. As a pastor he won the 
heurts of all classes, especially the children 
of the homes he visited. As presiding elder, 
church financier, trustee of our great semin- 
ary’ at Kent's Hill, a member of our book 
committee, and as secretary of our general 
conference, be was brought into contact with 
the greatest men of our country. But in all 
these he was a conspicuous man and hon- 
ored every position in which he was placed. 
Maiuc methodism comprehends that in his 
death it has lost its foremost man. lie was 
always devoted to the Master's service. 
With but a small share of physical strength, 
he for years was a giant in all departments 
of our church work. 

Our brother died just as such a man would 
like to die, upon the field of heroic toil. For 
him there was no ambulance train; no hos- 
pital confinement. He was at the fore front 
of the fight, looking upon a vast army of 
comrades. 

Brother Clark has vanished from our view, but in these churches and through these 
communities his influence will linger for 
years, and will transform other lives into the 
image of our Saviour. 

As we close up the ranks and go forth to 
press the conflict we shall feel that he Is 
looking down upon us. But we shall think 
we hear his voice saying—‘I am looking up- 
on you, and sympathize with your efforts.' 
What an inspiration it will be. It will give 
us a lighter step and greater results I have 
no doubt.” 

The congregation sang "Jesus Lover of 
My Soul,” and the benediction was pro- 
nounced. 

SOUTH PORTLAND M. E. CHURCH. 

Memorial services were held yesterday af- 
ternoon at the M. E. church, for the Kev. 
Clias. J. Clark, D. 1>. The altar and pulpit 
were neatly and appropriately draped In 
mourning. A large wreath of flowers with 
a portrait of l)r. Clark in the centre hung in 
front of the pulpit. The drapery was 
fastened with evergreen and beautiful flow- 
ers. An able and eloquent sermon was de- 
livered by the pastor ltev. L. H. Bean, from 
the text, Phil. 1-21—“For to me, to live is 
Christ and to die is gain.” 

SECOND PARISH SUNDAY SCHOOL. 

l lie oeconu ransu cmuuaj acuuui cele- 

brated its 71st anniversary last evening and 
notwithstanding the storm the large church 
was full. The church was most profusely 
decorated with great banks of evergreens 
and potted plants in bloom, to the number of 
a hundred. Above the desk was seen 1817- 
1888; "Search the Scriptures” and on either 
side "A lamp to the feet,” “A light to the 
path.” Eleven bouquets were in memory of 
those who died during the past year. Mrs. 
Lucy A. Fogg, for so many years in charge 
of the primary class, Mrs. Geo. C. Way, 
John Bishop, Mary Beattie, Wm. H. Soule, 
Mrs. Ruth A. Hale, Isabella May Andrews, 
Hattie 1). Liscomb, Belle Maynard, Tommy 
Tribble and Auuie McGregor. In the midst 
of all this floral display was placed the open 
Bible, illustrating the subject of the evening. 
The exercises of the evening were conducted 
by the Superintendent, Mr. W. W. Mitchell 
and consisted of responsive readings and 
singing by the school; exercises by the prim- 
ary and Chinese departments; recitations by 
Cora Alexander and Sammie Merrill, also by 
classes of the boys and girls; singing by the 
young people's quartette, a chorus of child- 
ren, with solos by Miss Nellie Webster and 
Mr. A. 11' Hall. Miss S. n. Robinson pre- 
sidedSat the piano. 

The superintendent’s annual report re- 

viewed the work of the year which has been 
lias been a very successful one. The school 
has three departments; tbe primary, with 
live teachers and 121 scholars; the Chinese, 
with 22 teachers and 24 scholars and the gen- 
eral school, with 45 teachers and 402 scholars. 

uese with ttie officers give an enrollment 
of 618 in the school. On ten .Sabbaths last 
year there was an attendance of over 400; 
the highest 427 and the smallest 82, with an 
average of M2. Several conversions were 
reported among the scholars ami nine united 
with the church. Special mention was made 
of the work in these different departments 
all of which are encouraging. 

The school contributed to various objects 
the total of $432.70, with the additional sum 
from the Chinese department of $128.02. 
Tender words of memory were spoken con- 
cerning the death of Mr. Fogg, who in years 
past had so large a part in the work of the 
school, also of the others who had died. 
This gives but a brief summary of a most 
interesting report and one full of encourage- 
ment and nope for the future. 

The Kev. E. P. Wilson of Woodford’s 
made an admirable address to the children, 
taking for his motto, "She hath done what 
she could,” and Illustrating most happily 
what the children could do in order to do 
their best. With points easily understood 
by all he specified several ways of child ser- 
vice. The pastor followed with an address 
which was directed especially to the teachers 
encouraging them to tneir work and com- 
paring them to artists working beauty in 
character, u lasting work upon immortal 
souls. 

Perhaps the most touching service of the 
evening was a responsive service in the 
Chinese class led by one of their number. 
That closed one of the best anniversaries of 
this most efficient school. 

NEW JERUSALEM CHURCH. 
The concluding lecture of the denomina- 

tional course in the New Jerusalem church 
was delivered last evening by the Kev. Dr. 
Chancy of New York. Notwithstanding the 
rainy weather, a large audience was present. 

The topic of the lecture was "The Position 
of the New Church in the Keligious World.” 
The speaker said : 

“The position of any body of men and their 
relations to other bodies must be determined 
by their doctrines and the purpose for which 
the body was; organized, liy the New 
Church, therefore 1 mean the truths and pur- 
poses for which the organized body stands. 
The New Church is not a sect. We regard 
it as a new despensation of divine truth en- 
tirely distinct from any church that has pre- 
ceded it. It is a step into the more interior 
knowledge of the laws of spiritual life, a 
comprehensive view of the laws of the divine 
oruer oi uie i.orus purposes in me creation, 
and His methods of accomplishing them. 
We believe that its doctrines are a clear, 
precise and accurate statement of the im- 
mutable laws. They are therefore a spiri- 
tual science in the same sense that mathe- 
matics is a science. 

“What is the relation of such a church or 
such a system of truth to all other churches 
or systems of doctrine? This is the ques- 
tion before us, and there can be but one 
answer. It should be their teacher. 

"There are thousands of men and women in 
tbls city and in every other city who want 
what the New Church has to give. Hut they 
are afraid to seek for it or they do not be- 
lieve that there is any new light on the 
great questions of roan’s spiritual nature 
and destiny. They do not believe the enig- 
mas of human life can be solved. 

“The great purpose of Christianity as it 
has generally been presented is to save men 
from the punishment of sin. This view of 
the motives to a Christian life has so fully 
absorbed the attention and given color to 
Christian thought that it has changed the 
meaning of the word salvation from spirit- 
ual health to escape from punishment. It is 
the mission of the New Church to change 
the doctrines, the theories, the thoughts and 
feelings of the Christian world upon this sub- 
jects 

“All Christian teaching concerning the 
spiritual world, has been vague, indistinct 
and conflicting. It says and unsays at the 
same time. It theoretically affirms and prac- 
tically denies, or it practically affirms and 
inferentially denies. There is no generally 
accepted doctrine of a substantial spiritual world entirely distinct from this in substance 
and nature. Theologians have regarded it 
as another material world devoid of the im- 
perfections of this, situated somewhere in 
space: or fearing to make it material they 
have denied it form and substance, the two 
essentials of existence. 

“The New Church gives us a solid sub- 
stantial, spiritual world which contains all 
the excellencies of the material world and 
none of its imperfections which is related to 
its inhabitants who are substantial, spiritual 
beings in a human form, as this world is re- 
lated to its inhabitants. Its doctrines place 
before the mind distinct spiritual objects of 
thought and affection. 

“Another service which the new church 
renders the Christian world is the gift of a 

key to the true knowledge of the sacred Scrip- 
tures. Its doctrines demonstrate that the 
Scriptures are written in a stvle utterly im- 
possible to any finite mind. They are writ- 
ten according to the relation between spirit- ual and natural things. The key ttiat unlocks 
the meaning of the interior truths of the 
Scriptures is a spiritual science of the rela- 
tion that exists between natural anil spiritual 
things. liy its use, the enigmas which have 
battled the most learned and devout theolo- 
gians have been solved; the contradictions 
which exist in the letter have been recon- 
ciled; the apparently trivial has been shown 
to be important; the merely local and per- 
sonal to be applicable to all worlds and all 
times."

A memorial service lor Kev. Dr. Clark 

took place at Chestnut St. church yesterday 
afternoon. The church was prettily decora- 
ted and draped about the pulpit and Kev. 
Dr. Whitaker delivered an impressive dis- 
course. 

At State St. church last evening the very 
interesting musical programme published in 
Saturdays Press, was most ably performed 
under Mr. Harvey Murrey’s direction, ex- 
plained by Kev. Mr. liayley in a most taking 
way.

London, May 12.—Michael Davitt, in a 

speech at Liverpool today, said that Irish- 
men were not to be an iota bebind O’Connell 
in resenting the papal rescript. Ireland has 
done more for the church among the peoDle 
throughout the English speaking world than 

any other country, and if this was Rome’s 
gratitude. Irishmen would be likely to ask 
themselves questions in the matter. 

Whether the rescript was intended as a 

political pronunciamcnto or not, it had been 
hailed as such by every coerdonist paper 
from the Times to the meanest Unionist dai- 
ly. He Is contident that the rescript added 
three months to Dillon’s sentence. Irishmen 
were compelled to believe that the rescript 
was due to English Intrigues and Ireland 
would not accept a political declaration from 
Rome. 

England in Egypt. 
Lord Salisbury was called upon yesterday 

by a deputation from the House of Commons 
and others who asked the government to

In Memory of Austria’s Heroes. 

Vienna, May 13.—Emperor Francis Jo- 
seph, accompanied by all the members of the 

Imperial family, the Austrian and Hunga- 
rian ministers, and foreign diplomatic rep- 
resentatives, were present today at the un- 

veiling of the monument to the Empress 
Maria Theresa. A grand banquet at the 
palace followed. An Imperial decree has 
been issued, naming live regiments after 
Maria Theresa, and'Kmperors Joseph JLeops 
aid, Francis and Ferdinand, and so regiments 
after famous generals, the object being to 
preserve the memory of former rulers and 
celebrated military men.

General Fitz John Porter has been trans- 
ferred from the police to .the Fire Commis- 
sion of New York city by Mayor Hewitt, 
who has found him somewhat of a white ele- 
phant on his hands. 

One branch of the Brazil legislature has 
passed an act for the emancipation of the 
slaves. What the prospect is in the other 
branch is not stated, but the abolition senti- 
ment among the people has been making 
very rapid strides within a year, and it would 
not be surprising if the end of slavery in 
Dom Pedro's dominions was close at hand. 

The Duke of Norfolk, head of the great 
English house of Howard, seems to be more 

of a Catholic than an Englishman. In ac- 

cepting the office of President of the associa- 
tion for the celebration of the tercentenary 
rtf tho rlt* fruit nf t.ho Snanisli Arninrln lir» ha« 

stipulated that neither the glorification of 
Queen Elizabeth nor the triumph of Protes- 
tantism shall be sought in the celebration. 

The Ohio Democrats are punishing the 
Democratic congressmen from that State who 
have shown an inclination to vote against 
the Mills bill by refusing them a renomin- 
ation. Wilkin* has been left off and Foran 

probably will be when his district holds its 
convention. As Ohio is a Republican State 
the Freetraders have chosen it as a saf e 

place to strike terror to the protection Demo- 
crats. 
__ 

Houlton has instructed its delegates to 
support Mr. Burleigh because of his ac- 

quaintance with the business affairs of the 
State and his close sympathy with the masses 

of the people. On the first ground it would 
have been more sensible to instruct for Mar- 
ble as he is Governor now and was Presi- 
dent of the last Senate. On the second 
ground there was no more reason to instruct 
for Mr. Burleigh than for either of the other 
candidates. 

The women who were refused the privilege 
of voting in the Methodist conference in 
New York, may bide their time with the 
greater contentment because of the progress 
in public and political influence of their sis- 
ters across the water. In England wjinen 
are more and more concerning themselves 
with the business of politics.. The Primrose 
League, long a strong auxiliary of the Tory 
party, owes its flourishing existence to the 
endeavors of the women of Tory predilec- 
tions ; and this League is now matched by a 
Woman’s Liberal Federation, composed of 
women whose husbands, fathers or brothers 
are Gladstonians in politics. 

Mayor Ilewitt has had anotii attack of ner- 
vous dyspepsia. It happened at a meeting 
of the Board of Electrical Co'tiol of which 
he is a member, and resulted a his taking 
leave of the Board in a pet. 'Tint Mayor Is a 

very useful man and has done many tilings 
which ought to commend him for his cour- 

age and independence. But this last perform- 
ance is a very questionable m.e. The men 
that compose the board are not probably 
pleasant associates for a man bent simply on 

doing his duty, but that is only a reason why 
Mr. Hewitt should have stuck. To run away 
looks like cowardice though in Mayor 
Hewitt’s case the true explanation was not 
UUWUIUIUU UUC U|3pqf3in. 

Mr. W. L. Scott, the administration^ 
spokesman in Pennsylvania, attacked the 
lion. Samuel J. Randall and his tariff bill 
with a good deal of vigor and not a little as- 

perity in his speecli in the House on Friday, 
claiming that Mr. Randall misrepresented 
the Democrats of the Keystone State. Prac- 
tically Mr. Scott’s speech was the reading 
out of Mr. Randall from the Democratic par 
ty. Jt is not at all likely, however, that Mr’ 
Randal! will thus permit himself to be dis- 
posed of. Though the administration has 
turned him the cold shoulder, a good many 
Pennsylvania Democrats still swear by him, 
and before he is finally shelved there will be 
a very big kind of a fight. 

Lord Wolseley’s declaration at a recent 

banquet that the Iiritish army and navy were 

declining and that they were both inadequate 
for work which they might be called upon to 

do, has caused something of a sensation in 

England. Wolseley is adjutant general of 
the army and a statement from him of course 

wears something of an official air. The dis- 
cussion growing out of his statement is spir- 
ited and somewhat acrimonious. Naturally 
the Liberals, being the outs and therefore not 

responsible for any delinquencies, are in- 
clined to side with Wolseley, while the Tor- 
ies are vigorously denouncing him and his 
asseitions. In the House of Lords the Pre- 
mier lias replied to his statements, denying 
their truthfulness and claiming that neither 
the army nor navy has been neglected, but 
that both have been strengthened within a 

year. The Premier’s criticism of Wolseley 
for making the statement he did at a banquet 
instead of in the House of Lords where it 
could be replied to was very severe. Wolse- 
ley. it is said, will reply and then resign. 
His revelations are a good deal 

strengthened by the fact that it was on ac- 

count of alleged mismanagement of military 
affairs that Lord Randolph Churchill with- 

drew from the Cabinet. 

The proclamation issued by the Socialists 
of Germany is shown by its full text to be a 

very bitter document indeed. The late Em- 

peror is called the “Grupeslmt l’rince,” the 

present Emperor is attacked as a fraud and 

the future Emperor, the Crown Prince Will- 
iam, is reviled in.the most insulting terms. 

The first act of the government of the pres- 
ent Kaiser, it declares, was a “rude blow in 

the face of humanity” because it excludes 
from amnesty delegates of the Socialistic 
movement; an! the dying Emperor is assur- 

ed of the “hatred and curse of the working 
people so long as a horny fist shall be clench- 
ed, so long as a true workingman’s heart 
shall beat.” In conclusion the Socialists are 

exhorted to employ “each minute, each op- 
portunity, to bring the light of the Social 
Democratic idea into an everwidening circle 
till the death-knell of the ruling classes 
sounds, and out of the ruin which this re- 

gime of the nobility, the burgeoiae and the 
Hohenzollerns buries under itself, shall rise 
the red Social republic.” The numbers of 

the Social Democrats of Germany forbid that 

this should be regarded as mere empty fury; 
and the extraordinary care of the govern- 
ment shows that it is nut so regarded. With 

an Emperor on the throne such as the Crown 

Prince promises to he, this socialistic pow- 
der house may become a mine under the very 
throne.

A QUESTION OF MtOPKIETY, CEKTAINLY.

If Mr Burleigh should prove the choice of 

the Portland convention, all good Republi- 
cans will support him. But the issue has 
been raised against his nomination, and it 
seems a serious obstacle at the present time 
and one that would be made much of by the 
opposition, that there is impropriety in the 
State Treasurer becoming candidate for gov- 
ernor while lie is treasurer, and that the im- 
propriety would remain but little modified 
should lie resign his present office for the 
purpose of accepting the gubernatorial can- 
didacy. Should State Treasurer Burleigh be 
successful, ami be elected governor of Maine, 
the fact would exist, even if another had oc- 
cupied his present oifice for the brief remain- 
der of the term, that the hulk of the accounts 
would be Treasurer Burleigh’s, to be acted 
upon under Mr. Burleigh’s own administra- 
tion as governor. But Sagadahoc Republi- 
cans are willing to trust the matter in the 
hands of the. convention, believing they will 
make no mistake in the candidate they place 
in the field. 

PERSONAL AND PECULIAR. 

This William T. Coleman whose San Fran- 
cisco commission house has just smashed, 
witli liabilities reported at $2,000,000, is the 
same Mr. Coleman whom the New York Sun 
boomed so eloquently for the first place on 

the Democratic national ticket earlier in the 
season. He is now 04 years old, is a Ken- 
tuckian by nativity, is the grandson on his 
mother's side of a lifelong friend of Henry 
Clay, went to California in 1849, was chair- 
man of the famous San Francisco vigilance 
committee, and lias never heid political office. 

The Iowa Supreme Court is soon to be 
called on to decide on the question whether 
the itinerancy of Methodist clergymen affects 
their legal status as citizens. A saloon 
l_... 1- 11 .. __f. 
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vote on the ground that ho was not a citizen 
and could not he a citizen by reason of itin- 
erancy. The election judges ruled against 
the saloonkeeper, who immediately appealed 
to the Supreme Court, which tribunal, it is 
believed, will afford him little comfort. The 
whole affair seems like an attempt to f rigliten 
Methodist clergymen who have taken an 
active part in the temperance movement. 

There is now completed in England a fine 
brass-work memorial subscribed by the 
newspaper men of England for seven of their 
brethren who lost their lives in the Soudan. 
It is to lie placed in a crypt at St. Paul’s. 
It is the largest and thickest brass plate ever 
rolled, and lias varied and beautiful groups 
and symbolical designs, all in exceptionally 
high relief. Among its features is a repre- 
sentation of seven graves, though it is by no 
means impossible that three of the corres- 
pondents who were with Hicks Pasha — 

namely. O’Donovan, Vizitelly and Powers, 
may still be alive. 

The King of Sweden’s visit to the Pope is 
giving rise to much comment. It is not the 
cordiality of the interview between the two 
sovereigns that the people have beer, gossip- 
ing about, but the peculiar way in which 
King Oscar showed his side of the cordiality. 
Instead of following the usual etiquette of 
the Vatican by making at least a show of 
kissing the signet ring of the sovereign pon- 
tiff, the King, assuming an equal rank with 
his host, kissed him on both cheeks. Pope 
Leo was greatly taken back at first, but hap- 
pily remembered a similar incident which 
occurred when Oen. Grant visited Ills prede- 
cessor. “Very glad to see you, sir,” was the 
silent general’s greeting to Pope Pius.

Accident on the Maine Central. 
When the 4 p. m. train from Boston, which 

connects with Conductor Jewett’s train at 
Brunswick for Portland, hod reached a point 
about a mile from Batli, Saturday afternoon, 
the locomotive struck a large rock that had 
been dislodged from the embankment and 
rolled down close to the rails. The locomo- 
tive turned partially but did not leave the 
irons.
