COLLECTING SALMON SPAWN IN MAINE.
—The first attempts at collecling the spawn
were wade in New Bronswick, whose rivers
still abound with salmom, New Hampshire
bad the honor of sending out the goneer ex-
pedition, under charge of Dr. W. W. Fleich-
er, who succeeded in bringing back a lot of
healthy eggs. The same gentleman made a
second expedition, and subsequently Mr.
' Livingsion Stone, under the pat of
several States, erected a large hatehing house
on the Miramichi River, and pre to col -
lect eggs un a large scale. But, for reasons
| that it is un ry todi here, it was
found impracticable to carry on these opera-
tions, and they had to be abavdoned. The
only remaining way of obtaining salmon
eggs was to buy them at the Canadian gov-
ernmental establishment in Ontario, where
they were sold at forty dollars in gold per
thousand, a price which would bave placed
‘ the purchase of an adequate supply entirely
'beyond the means at the command of the
State Commissioners, even had the establish-
ment been on a sufficiently large scale to
furnish them, which was not the case, Thus
before any thing adequate to the situaton
'had been done, the cultivation of salmon was
brought to a stand-still.

The Penobscot being the most productive
salmon river at the present day on the At-
lantie coast of the United States, offered bet-
ter facilities than any other for the collection
of epawn. It was proposed to buy a number
ol living salmon in the month of June when
they are ascending the river and are t
in small weirs near Bucksport, and
bbem in a small pord or iuclosure, in fresh
water, until the maturity of thejr
which oceurs about ihe firit of November.
T'his scheme appeared (o possess im t
advantages over the plan of capturing the
fish on the upper waters of the river, at or

near the spawning season, as had been com-
monly done in previous tions, and the
Commissioners of Maine, Massachusetts, and

Connecticut united in its exeeution. The
first experiment was tried in Orland; and
though the eonditions under which the sal-
mon were confined were so singularly unfor-
tunate as to cause the loss more than
eighty per cent. of the salmon bought, yet
seventy thousand eggs were oblained at a
cost less than halt the price asked in Canada.
The result was so encourlﬂ:g that the fol-
lowing year the same parties, joined by the
United States Commissioner of Fish and
Fisheries and the Commissioner of Rhode
Island, founded the establishment at Bucks-

port,
The majority of travelers obtain their frst
view of Bucksport from the deck of one of the
Portland or Boston steamers, and there is not
another village of itssize on the Pencbseot
River that makes a show so imposing. Four
or five miles below the town the voyager leaves
the broad Penobscot Bay, on whl:r he has
been sailing for five or six hours, and enters
the river.

?gs which can be conveniently bandled.

TENNY80N'S NATURE. Leaving the arch-
itecture of Tennyson’s poetry and coming te
sentiments which it seeks to express, we are
struck al once by the fact that an idyllic, or
picturesque, mode of conveying that senti-
ment is the one natural to this poet, it not
the only one permitied by his limitations.
In this he surpasses all poets since Theocrit=
us ; and his work is greater than the Syracus-
a.nes, because his thought and period are
greater. His eyes are his purveyors; with

the phrenologist, his locality is better than
his individuality. He does not, like Browne
ing, eateh the secret of a master- , ner,
like the old dramatists, the very life of action ;

draw—making the accessories, and even the
atmosphere, convey the meaning of his poem.

A Lesson of the Disaster.

Elsewhere will be found a letter of reminis-
ence and comment, suggested by the frightful
disaster among the Hampshire villages, from
a graceful pen that touches nothing which
it does not adorn. Now, while the horrors
of that day of death and destruction are fresh
in the minds of all men, it may be useful to
call attention to some practically relevaul
lessons. 1In the first place, generally,inspect-
ors of all things which may be dangerous
should reflect that any laxity in their exam-
inations or requirements is likely to bring up-
on their consciences the crushing responsi-
bility for human lives. Several men in
Massachusetts are now conscious within
themselves, however they may be regarded
by their fellow men, that they are jointly and
severally the murderers of more than a hund-
red human beings. Every man who had
aught to do with the continuance of the in-
secure reservoir must feel an individual re-
sponsibility for the result, _So everybody,
whose duty it is to inspect, tor the protection
of the public, steam engines,railroad bridges,
boats, walls or dams, should perform his task
with the feeling that if he yield an iota in the
strictness of his inquisition, the mark of Cain
may be justly set upon him. And every own-
er or constructor of buildings, dams or struc-
tures of any kind, who feels tempted for
economical reasons to lessen the proper
thickness of his wallsor use inferior mate-
rials, should thing of what befell in Massa-
chusetts from a similar pennywise policy,

There are undoubtedly many plaees in the
country where a similar casualty is quite pos-
gible and a great deal of overhauling and
strengthening of dams will ensue. In our
own immediate vicinity this possibility exists.
More apprehensions have been for yvears en-
tertained about the security of the dam at
the outlet of Sebago Lake than were ever
excited by the condition of the Willinmsburg
reservoir. ‘This Seabgo dam is a venerable
structure of more than forty years standing,
and, we believe, is composed of logs. It is
thrown across the point where the waters of
the lake pour into the Presumpscot River
and it raises the surface of the lake from four
to eight feet according to the season. Near
this outlet, with a narrow intervening bank
of eurth, is the opening of the Cumberland
& Oxford Canal, witha shaky old lock to

: boats between lake and canai.
Should any break occur in this dam—over
which a thick sheet of water flows at some
seasons of the year,—or the canal bulkhead,
or should the water work through the earth
between them and undermine the end of the
dam, the Massachusetts disaster would be
rivalled, if not excelled. Of course it is im-
possible to foresee the course of a vast vol-
ume of water let loose in this way, but it
seems uite certain that it would substan-
tially follow the present channel of the river
as far as Saccarappa, where a part of it
would be likely to seek the old chanmnel to
Fore River at Stroudwater or across the
isthmus 10 Back Cove. The destruction of
Gambo, Little Falls and Saccarappa would
be inevitable, river side farms would be inun-
dated, the Ogdensburg railroad would suffer
largely and the miscellaneous damage would

be immense.

An alarming feature of this situation is the
lack of any official power to obviate the dan-
ger.- Several attempts bave been made by
parties whose property is threatened to secure

protection, but the owners of the-dam-say it"

is “Bafe enough’’—just what they said at
‘Williamsburg—and this menacing flood still
hangs, like the sword of Damocles, over the
Presumpscot valley. There seems to be no
auathority under our laws for inspection and
jmprovement, and we must depend,until the
pession of the next Legislature, upon the
conscience of the dam-owners, quickened,
‘we may hope, by the evenis of Saturday.

A REMINISCENCE of the golden age comes
from Brunswick in the shape of a bill bear-
ing the date of 1807, against a prominent cit-
izen of that town, who must have been ad-
dicted to mighty potations in his day. The
yellow paper is strewn thickly with charges
for gallons of rum and quarts of brandy,
among which, like specks of gold in the un-
productive quartz of a wildcat mine, are oc-
casionally to be seen debits for a quarter of a
pound of tea or a pint of molasses.

If
the gentleman in whose face this bill was
thrust, by seme dirty-faced boy sixty-seven
years ago was a fair sample of Brunswick
men the dealer in wet groceries must have
reaped a rich harvest in the course of a few
months, Possibly with the proceeds he
bullt one of those fine old houses which line
Federal street of the college town.

Current Notes.

The New York Herald is seeing war
clouds in Earope.

The St. John Telegraph calls attention to
the fact that Monday was the ninety-first an-
niversary of the landing of the Al_nerican loy-
alists in that eity who left the thirteen col-
onies for their love of “king and country” to
make a home in the wilderness,

The Board of Education of Philadelphia
has voted 18 to 9 to allow colored teachers to
instruet in white schools. The Press says
that the most noteworthy thing in the vote
is that both parties voled for it; orin other
words, three Democrats voted for it and one
against it.

The New York Tribune is not pleased with
the election or probable election of'Mr. Eaton
as United States senator by the Democrats of
Clonnectient.  “The eloction of Mr. Eaton to
the United States Senate, much as it might
please the Administration party, would be a
gratnitous offense to the Liberals and the
Mondervhtivs Ropublicans who sopported the
ticket.” Isn't it about time that the T7ri-
bune should know that Demoeratic party
isn’t run in the interest of the Liberals or
other scattering voters?

The New York Herald in mnoticing the

Necrology.

Gen, George L. Hartsuff who died in New
York on the 16th inst., was born in Tyre, N.
Y,, May 28, 1830. He graduated from Wesg
Point in 1852, and was commissioned second
lieutenant in the artiliery, In 1862 he was ap-
pointed brigadier general, and in a few months
after was promoted to major-general, He ap™
proved himself an able officer, and won
much renown by his valor at Stone Mountain
and Auntietawm. His death was hastened by
wounds received in the service.

Baron Henri de Triqueti, whose death is an-
nounced by cable, was a sculptor whose name
has been associated with French art for more
than forty years. His “Death of Charles the
Bold,” first brought him into notiee in 1832,
Since that time be has executed many works,
the most noticeable of which is the *Petrarch
and Laura.”

Gabriel Charles Gleyre, the artist, whose
death was announced Saturday, was a native
of Switzerland, but passed nearly all his life in
Paris, and was emphatically a painter of the
Frenoh school. He painted classical subjects
principally, and many of his best works, such
as Hercules and Omphale, sre well known in
this country through the medium of Goupil’s
charming engravings. Ilis greatest painting,
now in the Museum at Lausanne, is that rep
resenting the Romans put under the yoke by
the Swiss, a composition of great power.
Gleyre was sixty-seven years old,

Edward Kauffer, who died on the 13th uls.,
was one of the most suceessful of the minor
German poets, and his writings duoring the
Year of revolution, 1848, gained for him much
Teputation. Of late years he resided in the
stiburbs of Leipsic, where he had built himself
& home—which beecame noted as the most ar-
tistically arranged house in all Germany,

BUTLER CIRCUMVENTED.
On the 234 ¢f March last, on motion of Mr.
Pierce of Boston, the Houseof Representatives
passed a resolution “directing the architect of
the Capitol to cause the telegraph instruments
located in the corridors of the south wing of
the Capitol to be so isolated that it shall be im-
possible to for any nnauthorized person to hear
and obtain messages,” &c. Mr. Edward Clark,
in a letter to Speaker Blaine, relates the diffi-
culties in the way of accomplishing thi= object,
and recommends that the instruments be muf-
fled in the manner recommended by Superin-
tendent Smith of the Franklin Company, The
recommendation of Mr. Smith is as follows:
“My own idea of the best way to accomplish
what seems to be required wonld be to enclose
the office with suitable surroundings, corres
ponding nearly to that of the prssent offive of
the Western Union Company, then to place in
the office a silent ivstruiaent, comparatively;
that is, an instrument requiring an ear trom-
pet leading from the instrument to the opera -
tor’s ear, similar to a description of instrument
used at one tivce by competing companies when
the Western Union controlled the Morse pa-
tents, Mr. Knapp ls familiar with them, and
can describe them fully to you. Also to place
aronnd tha hand of the operator a screen, so
that the motion of his hand when transmitting
cannot be o ed by persons looking into the
office. This would seem to me preferable to
any attempt to place the operator in a secluded
room, as he miglt in such case allow people in-
side his office unobserved; whereas, situated in
the corridor, the office is 8o public that an ope-
rator will not dare ‘o dosuch a thing asit would
be too readily observed.” Mr. Leonard Whit-
ney, the man of the Western Union office,
writes to Mr. Clark, proposing another plan for
accomplishing the object. He says: ‘I note
your suggestion that the sound of the instru-
ment be muffied, but I do not think it would
accomplish the object. A more satisfactory ar-
rangement, I think, is to dispense entirely with
the sounder. which has been dove in our pub-
lic office, leaving the operator only his relay to
read from, which reduces the sonnd to the min-
imum necessary for his own ear. 1 think you
will ¢ with me that this will effectnally se-
cure the object.”

A Highway for the Nations.

The return of the Government Commission
from an examination of the Nicaragua and
Napipi routes for a proposed interoceanic canal
revives the interest felt in this aubject. The
Commission will probably not be ready to make
a report to this session ot Congress, several
months being pecessary for a careful compari-
son of the merits of the two routes, as weH as
for deliberation on all the attendaut questions
of interest. Captain Selfridge will probably
make his report to the bureaun, this week, but
his statemeut must necessarily be simply a re-
view of the details of the trip over the Napipi
route, as he was not ome of the Commission,
but went in the capacity of a guide over the
route which is so familiar to him. Of the na-
tore of the recommendations to be made by the
Commission ncthing can be learned from the
Commissioners th Ives; indeed, they state
that without further careful consideration of
the subject, they are not prepared to express
any opinion as to the comparative merits of the
two routes.

Among those, however, who are familiar
with the results of the various explorations
made during the last one hundred years, there
can be but one opinion as to the question to be
considered by this Commission. As we have
repeatedly shown, the Napipi route is much
the most feasible and practicable of all those
surveyed. In this question, however. as in
other great matters of national concern, local
prejudice and personal _preference will be

At Pittsburg, Pa., the crusaders are at work,
in spite of the Mayor's proclamation againsi
them. At Logansport, Ind, the crusade has
just been inangurated. :

The temperance laborers in  Worcester find
encouragement in recent statistics which show
that the number of places where liquor is seld
in that city was 632 in 1872; 395 in 1873° and is
now only 238, being a deerease in two years of
319,

Mre, Minnie E. Smith has recovered $500
damages against the hotel keeper in Guilford
Centre, Vermont, for injuries resulting from
selling intoxicating liquors to her husband and
father.

The newly-elected City Council of Cincinna-
ti were in suchb a great hurry to repeal the Sun-
day liquor ordinance that they counld not wait
for the regular meeting, and called a special

SovrH CAROLINA OFFICIALS IN TROUBLE.—
Governor Moses and ex-Treasurer Humbert of
Orangeburg, 8. C., have been indicted by a Re-
publican grand jury on charges of breach of
trust and fraudulent intentions, and for grand
larceny. Solicitor Butler moved that Judge
Gorham issue bench warrants for the arrest of
the parties. The Judge reserved his decision.
The indictment charges Moses with having
counselled and advised Humbert, the defanlt-
ing County Treasurer,to use $6000 of the State
taxes to pay his [Moses's) private debts. The
Court granted bench warrants for the arrest of
Moses, and the sheriff left Orangeburg Mon-
day night for Columbia The order fixes the
bond at $6000 for trial at the present term. The
Attorney General promises to be in Orangeburg
on Wednesday to prosecute the case.

The town of Glever in Orleans conuty, Ver-
mont, had a pond originally known as Long
Pond, and now better known as Runaway
Pond. *'it was,” says the author of the “Hijs-
tory and Description of New England,” “one
and a half miles long and about half a mile in
width, and discharged its waters to the south,
forming one of the head branches of the river
Lamoille. On the 6th of June, 1810, about
sixty persons went to this pond for the purpose
of opening an outlet to the north into Barton
river, that the mills on that stream might re-
ceive from it an occasional supply of water, A
small channel was excavated, and the water
commenced ranning in a northerly direction.
It happened that the northern barrier of the
pond consisted entirely of quicksand, except an
incrusting of clay next the water. The sand
was immediately removed by the current, and
a large channel formed. The basin formed by
the incrustation of clay was incapable of sus-
taining the incuombent mass of water, and it
broke. The whole pond immediately took a
northerly course, and in fifteen minutes from
thia time its bed was left entirely bare, It was
discharged so suddenly that the country below
was instantly inundated. The deluge advanced
like & wall of waters sixty or seventy feet in
height and twenty rods in width, levelling the
forests and the hills and filling up the valleys,
and sweeping off mills, houses, barns, fences,
cattle, horses and sheep as it passed, for the
distance of more than ten miles, and barely
giving the inhabitants sufficient notice of its
approach to escape with their lives into the
mountains. A rock sapposed to weigh more
thau one hundred tons was conveyed more than
half a mile from its bed; the waters moved so
rapidly as to reach Memphremagog Lake,
distant twenty-seven miles, in about six
hours from the time they left the pond.’r
A minute account of this occurrence appear-
ed in one of the scientific journals of the peri-
od, and it was also m:de the leading incident
ot a novel written some years afterward by
John Galt, father of the present Sir Alexander
T. Galt.

Some thirty or foirty years ago in Swit-
zerland, a glacier of immense size fell across
& mountain stream and dammed it up, caus-
ing an immense accumulation of water behind
it. The inhabitants consulted engineers and
finally decided to bave the glacier tunnelled at
its base 50 as to draw off the water gradually.
Before this could be accomplished, however,
the glacier melted, weakened and broke, letting
loose a flood of water which swept away vill-
ages and their inhabitants, with a havoe which
will long be remembered.

Some years ago a proposition was introduced
into the Legislaturé of Maine for the charter-
ing of a corporation with power to divert water
from Richardson Lake so as to reach the An-
droscoggin at Ramford through Ellis River,
This was opposed by mill owners in New
Hampshire, who claimed that they had vested
rights to the use of the water which it was
sought to divert. There were also fears among
the inhabitants of the regiou through which
the water thus diverted would pass, that the
Vermont experience might be repeated, and
that Richardson and its associate lakes, might,
on suitable temptation find for themselves a
new outlet. The proposition was not success-
ful with that Legislature, and has not since
been urged.

I find among my memorauda the following
extract fiom a manuscript history of Groton in
Massachusetts, written by Caleb Rutter, many
years ago. I do not know that it has ever been
published:—“On the eastern bank of Groton is
Massapog pond,formerly of more tha: a mile in
area. The outlet of the poud was anciently on
the easterly side, and a considerable mill-
strearm entered at the south end. At the- north
end was a ridge of land about six rods in width
and to the north of thut the land was abent
forty feet lower tnan the common surface of
the pond. At this place one Adams built an
overshot mill and conducted the water to the
wheel by a sluice across thesand-bank. About
the year 1700, (the exact time is not known)
the water fonnd a small passage by the side of
the sluice, and the sand being very loose a large
ehasm was soon fermed, the sand bank rent to
its base, the mill overwhelmed and the water
of the pond, more than thirty feet in depth,
rolled off in an irresistible flood. As the poud
bottom was uneven, large quantitics of fish
were left in the caveties. The icwsiuiug pond
is mow. abont = mile in length and half
& mile In breadth. The mill stones
have never been found, though diligent search
has been made for them, A small brook now
enters the pond at the place of the ancient out-
let from the meadow through which the brook
formerly passed. The water which carried the
mill found its way along the lowland about
three or four miles and then fell into the natar-
al brook. The water which rolled of on the
demolition of the sand-bank, took the same
course, and thatis now the outlet of the re-
maining pond. If we suppose the water which
left the pond to have been equal to a square
mile in area and thirty feet in depth (not an
exaggerated supposition) itz whole weight was
more than twenty-three millions of tons. The
ground which was left bare is now principally
woodland, on which are white pines and
white and red oaks twoand ahalf feet in
diameter. The prevailing growth is white and
yellow pines.

It is a traditionary story that Adams’ servant
saw the water first making its way by the side
of the slnice, when as he afterward said, he
could have stopped it with a hat foll of sand;
but being disaffected toward his master for not
allowing him butter in his porridge, which he
used himself, he chose to let the water take its
course, and enjoy the gratification of his taste
for the sublime instead of that for butter.”

LirrLerock, Ark., May 193—Rrooks with a
small squad of cavalry left the State House
abont daylight and it i3 reported %ook the Fort
Bmith road, The federal barricade was with
drawn this morning. Gen. Newton visited the
State House at noon and soon after Gov. Bax
trr, escorted by his troops, marched from Odd
Fellows Hall to the capitol. A bundred
were fired and great enthusiasm prevailed. The
building was found in a very dillapidated con-
dition, earthworks and plank barricades wero
scattered throughout the groands, the desks in
the legislative halls had been impoverished in-
to barricades and many of them were broken.
The utmost econfusion fprevailed. The State
arms were left lying loose around the building.
The workmen were throughout the day putting
things to rights. At noon Gen. Newton turned
the city over to the mayo:, and the latter at
once discharged all policemen beretofore em-
ployed and swore in one hundred citizens, whe
volunteered for the puorpose as a special police
force. Att'y Gen. Tonly to-day sent his resig-
nation to Gov. Baxter, which was accepted and
Major J. L. Witherspoon was appointed to the
vacuncy. Everything is quiet and oxderly this
evening. The federal forces have retired to the
arsenal. Raxter's troops occupy the State
House. Nearly all the stores are open and
business is being transacted as usual,
