We cannot believe that the venders 
of this article can fully realize Us contents, and 
we give this timely warning, hoping that there 
may be no occasion for further complaint. II 
there should be we shall teel compelled to present 
the matter to the county to investigate, and In this 
we have the co-operation of the county attorney. 

The practice of Jamaica ginger drinking is 
saidito become as firmly seated as the mor- 

phine or opium habit, and its effects un- 

doubtedly are pernicious. It is probably not 

wholly confined to Richmond, and should the 

example of Richmond’s selectmen be followed 
by those of other towns it might be product- 
ive of beneficial results.

Pennsylvania railroad bridge, two miles be- 
low, and a large barrel factory. 

Pittsbukg, Pa., May 15.—A dispatch 
from Oil City, Pa., says: “Greatly exagger- 
ated reports have been sent out concerning 
the fire. The total loss is now considered 
less than $50,000. 

THE FISHERIES TREATY. 

Senators Reject the Propositions Re- 

specting Its Consideration. 

Washington, May 14.—The Senate spent 
three hours in secret session today discuss- 
ing Senator Riddlcberger’s resolution for an 

open consideration of the fisheries treaty 
and Senator Hoar’s resolution for a steno- 

graphic report of the debate, to be made pub- 
lic at the option of the Senate. Both were 
defeated, the Democrats voting solidly 
against them and the Republicans dividing. 
The consideration of the fisheries treaty was 
postponed until Monday. 

De Bausset’s Air Ship. 
The Hous e committee on ventilation and 

acoustics has decided to report favorably to 
the House, the bill providing for the build- 
ing of an air ship upon the plan of M. De- 
Bausset, for the purpose of conveying pas- 
sengers, freight, etc., through the atmos- 
phere. The bill appropriates $150,000 to en- 

able M. De Bausset to construct an air ship, 
an invention of his, consisting essentially of 
a metallic vessel, made up in compartments, 
and otherwise suitably braced and strength- 
ened against external weight or pressure, 
and of requisite size, so that when sufficient- 
ly exhausted of air it will, by displacement 
of a bulk of external air greater than it3 
weight, rise in the air and sustain and carry 
a desired burden. 

Notes. 
The Supreme Court today denied an appli- 

cation for a rehearing of the telephone casj. 
This application was made by the Peoples 
and Overland telephone comoanies wno 
claim that Drawbaugh and not Bell was the 
first inventor of the telephone. The appli- 
cation was denied under the rules of the 
court, none of the justices who concurred 
in the former dicision haring requested a 

rehearing. 
The Supreme Court today rendered a de- 

cision in the Coy-Bernheimer tally sheet 
forgery case from Indianapolis. The decis- 
ions of the courts below were affirmed. 

The United States Supreme Court iias ad- 
journed until October. 

Ltli CONGRESS-FIRST SESSION. 

SENATE. 
Washington, May 14. 

At 2 o’clock the Senate proceeded to the 
consideration of executive business. Among 
the bills introduced and referred was one by 
Senator Stewart, proposing an amendment 
to the constitution so as to reduce from two- 
thirds to a majority, the vote in each House 

over-riding Presidential vetoes. He re- 

marked that the time had come for such a 

change, and said he would, at a convenient 
time, make remarks on the subject. 

Senator Vest offered a resolution for the 
appointment of a select committee of five 
Senators to examine, fully, all questions 
touching meat and produce, with a view to 
the existence of combinations to diminish 
prices to the producer without lessening cost 
to the consumer. He asked that the resolu- 
tion be printed and laid on the table, and 
gave notice that he would call it up tomor- 
row. 

The Senate continued in executive session 
un til 5 o’clock when it adjourned. 

HOUSE. 
Mr. Mills, of Texas, from the committee on 

rules, reported and the House adopted with- 
out discussion or division, a resolution pro- 
viding that the general debate on the tariff 
bill shall close on Saturday next. 

After the introduction and reference of a 

large number of bills, the House went into 
committee of the whole on the tariff bill 
and was addressed by Mr. Hatch, of Mis- 
souri. 

Reviewing the speeches of gentlemen from 
the New England States in reference to the 

great prosperity of that section under the 
protective tariff, he admitted the prosperity 
of these States, but denied that the farmerg 
hnil nnv share in the eeneral nrosneritv. Tn 

1850, the total value of farms, stock, etc., in 
the six New England States, amounted to 
$485,000,000. in 1870, that had further in- 
creased to $707,000,000, while in 1880, after 10 
years of profound peace, with the largest ac- 
cumulation of wealth New England has ever 
seen, it had fallen off to $671,000,000. This 
protective system, meritless as death itself, 
had robbed alike the neighbor and the stran- 
ger. The gentlemen from the West were 
asked why that section did not diversify 
its interests and become rich like New Eng- 
land. The West did not wish to get rich in 
the same manner. Its moral plane was so 
high that it rejected with scorn and contempt 
a proposition that it should rob nine men to 
make one rich. 

Mr. O’Neal), of Indiana, as a protectionist, 
was willing to make the tariff high enough 
to enable the manufacturer of an article 
wnich could be produced in the United 
States to compete with a foreign manufac- 
turer. As a free trader iie was opposed to 
having the tariff placed any higher than that. 

Mr. Thompson, of Ohio, said the Demo- 
cratic party was absolutely hostile to pro- 
tection. A tariff for revenue only would re- 
sult in lowering the wages of labor to the 
level of those paid in the old world. It 
would mean danger to the peace of the 
nation. 

Mr. Sherman, of New York, said he 
wished to present a petition from hundreds 
of people in his district protesting against 
the passage of this most unwise and uncalled 
for measure. 

Mr. Struble, of Iowa, said that among the 
things, some commendable and some des- 
pisable, done by the present administration, 
at least three could not escape the condem- 
nation of the public; namely, its attacks on 
the silver dollar, the greenback anp the pro- 
tective system under which the government 
had grown and prospered. 

Mr. Cowles, of North Carolina, said the 
revision of the tariff by reducing the duty on 
imported goods to a revenue basis would in- 
crease importation and produce all the rev- 
enue the government required. He argued 
that tlio odious iuternal revenue law Bhould 
be repealed. 

The committee then rose and the House 
adjourned. 

WRECK AND EXPLOSION. 

A Peculiar and Fatal Accident on the 
Santa Fe Road. 

Dexvejb, Col., May 14.—A fast train 
known as the Thunderbolt on the Santa Fe 
railroad collided with a freight near Foun- 
tain, Colorado, this morning at 6 o’clock. 
The Thunderbolt arrived at Fountain at 2.41 
a. in. and had been standing a few minutes 
when a caboose and some cars, the brakes of 
which had got loose in some way, ran down 
from a side track and struck the train with 
terrific force. Ono was loaded with naptha, 
which exploded throwing the oil over every 
thing and setting the train on fire. T lie train 
men shoved the uninjured cars back from 
the wreck ana were trying to sav« tne aepot 
when it was discovered that two cars were 
standing on the main track that were not 
wrecked. The nearest one was burning and 
was tagged “powder.” Shortly afterwards 
the car exploded completely demolishing 
the depot, several dwellings and a number of 
cars. Three persons, one woman and two 
men were killed by the explosion and 15 
were wounded, but none very seriously. 
There is a hole in the ground where the car 
stood about 39 feet in diameter. Two cars 
were burned and 16, together with the loco 
motives, were more or less injured. It is 
supposed that tramps let off the brakes on 
the freight cars._ 

Mr. Blaine in Paris. 

New York, May 14—A Paris cable to the 
Herald says; “Among the latest arrivals is 

Blaine, lie is more robust than ever and Is 

greatly benefitted by his trip South. He wilj 
not be interviewed on that topic or any oth. 
er. There is a growing conviction here 
among Americans that he is strong and well, 
and if the nomination is forced upon him, 
although he may refuse it thrice, he may be 
obliged to accept it in the end.”

PREPARING FOR THE CAMPAIGN. 

Depew, Hiscock, Miller and Platt 

Prodably New York Delegates. 

The State Delegation as a Whole In 
Favor of Blaine. 

Cresham’s Name Heading the List 
In Minnesota. 

Albany. N. Y., May 14.—The Republi- 
cans of the State of New York, have now 

elected 58 delegates of the 72 that they are 

entitled to send to the Republican National 
Convention. Small as is the number of del- 

egates to be chosen by the State Convention 
there is a great deal of interest shown al- 

ready in its probable action regarding them. 
This is, perhaps, natural in view of their 
eminence of position. Chosen by a State 
Convention composed of several hundred 
delegates the four delegates at large unques. 
tionably have a higher rank in the opinion 
of politicians and the public in general than 
the Congressional District degates selected 
by small conventions. 

A large proportion of the Republican mem- 
bers of the Legislature have been elected 
delegates to the State Convention. When 
they departed for their homes on Friday it 
seemed to be the unnuinious opinion among 
them that the delegates at large would be 
Chauucey M. Depew, Frank Hiscock, War- 
ner Miller and Thomas C. l’latt. However, 
the members of the Legislature do not form 
a majority in the State Convention, and it is 
rather early for any one to say what the 
State Convention will do. The opinions of 
the members of the Legislature after they 
4_(I...!- 1.. .1 taiHf-awl ..rill. 

their fellow-delegates will be of a more 
trustworthy nature. The efforts of the 
friends of Messrs. Depcw, Miller, Platt and 
Hlscock to elect them as delegates at large 
shows that as yet there is no “slate,” and it 
is acknowledged by the friends of these gen- 
tlemen that they have made no combination 
to elect them. Indeed, the large number of 
delegates that now go to the Republican 
State Conventions renders it almost impossi- 
ble to arrango a “slate” that cannot be brok- 
en. 

The State’s delegation to Chicago as a 

whole favors the nomination of Mr. Blaine. 
The delegates of the five Congressional dis- 
tricts of Long Island, which contain the cit- 
ies of Brooklyn and Long Island City and 
Staten Island, are solid for Blaine. A large 
majority of the New York City delegates fa- 
vor Mr. Blaine's nomination. That covers 
thirteen Congressional districts. Warm as 
is the personal friendship of William H. 
Robertson and W. Husted for Chauncey M. 
Depew, as representatives of the XIVth 
Congressional District their first choice is 
for M. Blaine. 

The Republicans XXVth District (Sena- 
tor Hiscock’s) passed the following resolu- 
tion: 

Resolved, That the Hon. James G. Blaine, the 
foremost statesman of the time, securely holds 
the confidence and the hearts of all the constitu- 
ents represented in this convention and the del- 
egates this day selected are requested to give full 
weight to this sentiment in their action .in the Na 
tional Convention, 

New York Democrats. 

The Democratic State convention has de- 
termined upon Frederick R. Candert as tem- 

porary chairman of the State convention to- 
morrow. The slate for delegates at large is: 
Raines of Monroe, Flower of New York, 
Hugh McLaughlin of Kings, and Smith M. 
Weed of Clinton, Ex-Mayor Cooper and Os- 
wald Ottendorfer are fighting for Flower’s 
place. 

The Situation in Minnesota. 

St. Paul, Minn., May 14.—Most of the 
Minnesota county conventions have now 

been held. Without exception the Demo- 
cratic conventions have indorsed President 
Cleveland and his tariff reduction views. 
Almost all the Republican conventions have 
declared in favor of sornd reduction of the 
tariff and a large number have indorsed the 
tariff utterances of Congressman Knute Nel- 
son.

Two Labor Delegations Probable. 

Cincinnati, Ohio, May 14.—About 800 

delegates, representing nearly every State 
and Territory in the Union and every sec- 

tion of advanced radical labor elements, have 
arrived to participate in the National con- 

vention of Union and United Labor parties 
tomorrow. Of these, fully two-thirds are 
accredited to the Union gathering, the main 
representation of the United party coming 
from New York and Ohio. Strenuous ef- 
forts were made to bring about a coalition of 
the two factions, but Kev. Dr. McGlynn and 
his adherents, composing the United Labor 
element, insist on the adoption of the single 
tax i lank of their platform as the only basis 
of unity. This does not commend itself to 
the Unionists and the indications are that 
two Presidential tickets will be placed in the 
field tomorrow unless the conference com- 
mittee appointed by each convention is ena- 
bled to reach an amicable conclusion. 

HOW TO ELECT BISHOPS. 

The Question Which Occupied the 

Methodist Conference Yesterday. 

New Yoke, May 14.—Bishop Merrill op- 
ened the third week’s session of the Metho- 
dist Conference today. Delegate McCul- 
lough, of Texas, offered a memorial asking 
the conference to favor the Blair educational 
bill. It was referred to the committee on 

the state of the church. 
The Book Concern will celebrate its cen- 

tennial next year. A resolution was passed 
constituting a committee on the book con- 

cern and authorize it to prepare for the cele- 
bration of the event. 

Kev. C. W. Smith, of Pittsburg, offered a 
resolution, which was adopted, tnat the com- 
mittee on episcopacy be instructed to report 
tomorrow when the conference can be 
ready to proceed to the election of Bishops 
and other general conference officers 

Kev. \V. 11. Hunter, of Central Illinois, 
offered a resolution regarding the election of 
Bishops. He asked that the committee on 

episcapacy be Instructed to so form rales 
that only one candidate for Bishop may be 
ballotted for at a time. 

Dr J. M. Buckley, of New York, offered a 
substitute which asked that the voting for 
Bishops be by orders. 

Kev. W. Olin, of Binghampton. charged 
that there were cliques and combinations 
existing to elect certain candidates. After 
considerable discussion Mr. Hunter’s motion 
was lost. 

ltev. 1>. W. C. Huntingdon also offered a res 
olution asking that the election of Bishop be 
decided by a two-thirds vote. The house re- 
fused to suspend the rules and entertain the 
mntimi ’I'ho conference then liriinnrned for 
the day. 

A Poor Reward. 

CONCOKD, N. H., May 14.—March 14th, 
the day after the great blizzard, David L. 
Gage, of Hopkinton, the mail carrier, left 
that Tillage on foot with the mail bag on his 
back. On account of the gigantic drifts he 
was compelled to crawl the most of the way 
until he reached the Concord line, four 
miles out, where lie found a team waiting 
which brought him to the city.

BATH LEADS. 

Construction of the First Triple Ex- 

pansion Engine In the Western 
World. 

_ 

[Bath Times.1 
Those uersons who havo viewed the two 

beautiful marine engines just completed at 
the New England Iron Works, for the 

yachts Sagamore and Sapphire, will proba- 
bly be surprised to learn that four years 
ago such machines were unknown in this 
country. Yet this is the case. Triple ex- 
pansion engines have only been built in the 
United States since 1884, and the first one 
of this pattern ever constructed in the 
western world was designed in Bath, Me. 
Of course attempts bad been made previous 
to tins date, to so combine cylinders as to 
make use of the great power which was 
known to be lost in the exhaust steam and 
considerable advance had been made. 

About 1868 the Pacific Mail Steamship 
Company had two vessels built for their line 
and furnished with compound engines ol 
Scotch manufacture, the earliest introduction 
of these engines to our shipping. John 
Roach, the great iron shipbuilder, made a 
careful examination of them, saw at once the 
advantages to be secured by their use and, 
using them as models, proceded to design 
other engines for the same company—the 
first compound engines ever built by Anieri- 
cans. Then different combinations of cy- 
linders were tried by mechanics with various 
degress of success, until at last a Scotchman 
set up a triple expansion engine, This was 
Alexander Kirk, a man of rare mechanical 
genius. It was shortly after this that the 
steamer Meteor, a vessel designed for greal 
speed, was built and an engine of exceptional 
power was demanded. The task of meeting 
this demand was assumed by Superintendent 
Hyde of the New England Iron Works. 
There was little data at fils disposal to assisl 

in making the plans for such a machine. No 
works on anything beyond tha single piston 
engine had ever been published and nothing 
like a correct account of Kirk’s invention 
could be secured. But the thorough mastery 
which Mr. Hyde had of the principals which 
underlie this branch of mechanics enabled 
him to handle the work. The report that 
such an engine was in process of construction 
aroused a good deal of curiosity and no little 
ridicule. Wise men, whose knowledge of 
steampower had been acquired in the fire 
room of a tug boat, and other persons whose 
authority on such matters was generally re- 

spected, regarded the scheme as impractlble, 
but the work went on. 

The result was so satisfactory that orders 
for this form of engine began to come In and 
other manufacturers began to build them. 
The next steamboat to receive her engines 
from the New England works was the 
Sappho, the boat whose speed so attracted 
the attention of Mr. J. W. Slater that he de- 
termined to have his new yacht furnished 
with the same style of engine. Then came 

the Wintlirop for.the New iork line and her 
reputation was almost immediately estab- 
lished among the coast wise steamers. The 
tests which have been made with the Saga- 
more’s engine show that this will be no dis- 
appointment, every part working with care 
and precision. ,. .. ... 

The advantages secured by the triple ex- 

Eansion engine are little understood, save 

yafew engineers, though of very great 
value. The one most likely to be noticed by 
the ordinary person is the smoothness of 
this engine’s motion which does away with 
the disagreeable jar that has been so much 
objected to in screw steamers. This result 
Is reached by setting the shaft cranks at dif- 
ferent angles so that while one piston is hit- 
ting, another is pressing down, thus throw- 
ing the whole shock Into the engine bed it- 
self. Another gain which appears in the 
decreased bill for running expenses is in the 
saving of fuel. While only so much steam is 
required to run this form of engine as would 
be needed for a single cylinder engine with 
a piston head of the same size of that in the 
smallest cylinder of the compound one, more 
than double the powers. .Henred by the ex- 
tra surface exposed to its action in the two 
additional cylinders of the triple expansion 

engines have been constructed but experience 
seems to show that the triple form is able to 
develop about all the energy there is in the 
steam while the little advantage gained by 
the fourth piston is about counter-balanced 
by the additional machinery necessitated by 
it. 

As a natural result of this device for using 
steam in successive cylinders the pressure at 
the boiler has been constantly increased in 
order that the expansive power ot the active 
steam might be greater, until pressure of 
from 1«0 to 180 pounds to the square inch are 
common on steamboats. The results of these 
improvements have been made manifest in 
the increased speed which has charactized 
modern steamers, and it is to be expected 
that the two vessels now being completed at 
the New England Company’s wharf will be 
perfectly able to maintain the reputation 
which our Bath ship builders have always 
held of sending out the finest wooden vessels 

afloat._

POWERLESS TO RESIST INVASION. 

England’s Navy Weak and Her Army 
Widely Scattered. 

Ceneral Wolseley Declares the Coun- 

try at the Mercy 

Of an Invading Force of One Hun- 

dred Thousand Soldiers. 

London, May 14.—The House of Lotds 

this afternoon was crowded with people who 
desired to hear Lord Wolseley’s defence. 

Mr. Gladstone, Lord Stanhope, Lord Church- 
111, Viscount Cronburne, and other members 
of the nouse of Commons crowded the steps 
of the throne. Upon the appearance of 
Lord Salisbury, Gen. Wolsely asked leave to 
make a personal explanation in reference to 

Salisbury’s complaint of his attacking the 
government. He could not see how an un- 

prejudiced person could construe his remarks 
as an attack upon the government. He 
felt that he could not honestly assail the 

government for negligence toward the army 
and navy. In the position be occupied in 
the administration of the army, he could not 
fail to be fully aware of what Lord Stanhope 
had done and was doing to render the army 
efficient. He felt deeply the necessity of 
keeping the forces efficient, and was con- 

vinced that more might be done than bad yet 
been accomplished. He admitted that the 

present government bad done much toward 

improving the military defenses. 
In the speech referred to, he said no more 

than he did in evidence before the commis- 
sioner of inquiry ond still adhered to that 
evidence, word for word. He had nothing 
whatever to withdraw, as long as the navy 
was as weak as it was now and while the 
army could not hold its own, dispersed as it 
was all over the world. The defenses at 
home and abroad were in bad condition and 
the military forces were not organized as 
they should be. He did not guarantee even 
the snfetv of the capital. He did not want 
to create a panic, but maintained that the 
conditiou of the country was such that if a 
force of 100,000 men succeeded in effecting a 
landing and were properly handled, there 
was no reason why they might not take pos- 
session of the country. He made this state- 
ment with a full appreciation of his respon- 
sibility. He had been tempted to resign on 
Saturday, after reading what Lord Salisbury 
had said. The House could not take the ini- 
tiative in the matter but he placed himself in 
the hands of the Premier. He did not in- 
tend to cast a slur upon the government and 
had endeavored to tne best of his ability to 
serve his sovereign and his country. 
[Cheers] 

Lord Salisbury said his strictures upon 
Dord Wolsely’s statement at a recent dinner 
were fully warranted. At the same time be 
accepted Lord Wolsely’s disavowal of any 
intention to attack the government. He only 
hoped that if Lord Wolseley had occasion to 
assail the administration iu future he 
would do so in the House 
and trusted that Lord Wolseley 
would not take the matter too seriously. lie 
should regret the General’s leaving the ser- 
vice as the greatest blow that could fall on 
the military administralion. Lord Wolse- 
ley’s statement regarding the weakness of 
the countrie’s defences would be seriously 
inquired into. In the meantime he depreca- 
ted the practice of officers speaking over the 
heads of the government and thus destroying 
ministerial authority and shattering the ad- 
ministrative machinery. 

At a crowded meeting of citizens today, 
resolutions were adopted urging the govern- 
ment, without delay to deal effectively with 
the national defences. A mass meeting was 
arranged for June 5. 

Foreign Notes. 

The Brazilian Senate passed the bill abol- 
ishing slavery, which was passed by the 
Chamber of Deputies last week. 

The London press, commenting upon the 
International Copyright, express the fear 
that English authors will take advantage of 
it to contract with American publishers and 
issue editions of their works in both coun- 
tries simultaneously. 

It is believed that the Pope will not insist 
upon a collective adhesion of the Irish Bish- 
ops to the rescript unless symptons of resis- 
tance arise. 

Emperor Frederick walked around his 
room yesterday, and transacted official busi- 
ness. 

Twenty-five Croften families sailed from 
Stornoway yesterday for Manitoba, the 
pipers playing dierges as they embarked. 

Professor Virchon examined Emperor 
Frederick yesterday, and said he could not 
define his disease. 

The Kussian Count Strogonoff, bis sister 
and escort of 12 men have been captured in 
Asia Mminor by Curd nomads who demand 
uu luiujcuae lausuui. 

A violent thunder storui did considerable 
damage in the vicinity of Wilkesbarre, Pa., 
yesterday. School children were injured in 
a panic caused by the storm and, at Mur- 
ray’s mine, boys at work in the shafts were 
knocked down by the lightening.

Of the Late S. O. Warren Held at 
Cumberland Mills. 

Employees Eulogize Their Benefactor 
and Friend.

On the floor in front of the platform was a 

beautiful hydrangea in| full bloom, and in 
vases on either side of the pulpit were quan- 
tities of calla lilies. Over the portrait of Mr. 

Warren, which was hung on the front of the 
organ, was a white dove, in front of the 
gallery in the rear of the church there was 

another large portrait of Mr. W’arren, and 
this as well as the other was draped in 
black. 

The services were exceedingly appropriate 
and pathetic. They consisted of simple 
heartfelt eulogies pronounced by more than 
twenty men who have been employed by Mr. 

WTarrcn, many of them for over twenty 
years. Surely no tribute to the memory of a 

great and philanthropic man could be mare 

fitting than the praises of those who for a 

score of years have been his trustworthy em- 

ployees. Many of those who spoke were 

overcome with grief as with tearful eyes 

they referred to Mr. Warren as their generous 
benefactor, friend and father. Such sincere 
and touching testimonials of esteem on the 
part of employes for employer are certainly 
rarely witnessed, but nevertheless they can 

be no less than gratifying to those who have 
always appreciated the deeds of the good, 
benevolent, kind hearted rnan.S. D. Warren. 

Mr. D. H. Snow, tenor; W. W. Cutter, 
bass : Mrs. Edith Thompson, soprano and 
Mrs. Abbie Stackpole, alto, was the fholr 
and sang, and Mr. William Ayer presided at 
the organ. The services, which opened with 

an organ prelude, “La Fontaine,” by Mr. 
Ayer, were conducted by Kev. E. M. Cous- 
ins, pastor of the church.

at the same time expressing her gratitude for 
the respect in which her father was held by 
those in his employ. He has rounded out in 
honor and usefulness the alloted time of 
three score years and ten and has fallen, no 
not fallen, but risen to that higher life where 
great shall be his reward. How appropriate at the close of a life like his seems the words 
of our ancestral poet: 
‘There is no death, what seems so Is transl tiou; 

This life of mortal breath 
Is but a suburb of the life elyslan, 

Whose portal we call death." 
Mr. II. P. Murch said that in all his char- 

acter Mr. Warren was a prince. “He was 
liberal, large hearted and philanthropic.’’ 

Mr. II. Elwell said: “My connection as an 
employee with Mr. Warren has been for 
nearly twenty-two years, and I was person- 
ally but not intimately acquainted with him. 
Many of us have lost a friend indeed, and it 
seems to me that this meeting might be 
made of great profit to those who have been 
less liberal. While we remember with sad- 
ness the loss of such a friend let us rejoice 
that we had an opportunity of knowing and 
serving him.” 

Mr. O. A. Cobb said: “Mr. Warren was a 
man that will be remembered by his deeds. 
Everything that he has placed here has been 
placed here to stay; the mills covering acres 
of land, the school houses and nomes. 
There was nothing but the beautiful river 
here when Mr. Warren came, but how well 
has he utilized it I” 

Mr. A. W. Shaw said: I felt that it would 
not be right for me after having been in the 
employ of Mr. Warren some 23 years, to come 
here without giving testimony to the good 
things that have been said of Mr. Warren 
and the good things that may be said of him. 
Mr. Warren said a good deal about helping 
one another. The last time but one that he 
was here I met him coming from the mill, 
and after shaking hands with him I told hiui 
x nm gi«u iu 3Cv uuu uuu tuat x n ao uut tuc 

only one that was glad to see him* I ha re 
heard Mr. Warren speak of his men not as 
workmen, not as his help, but as his friends. 
We hardly expect to find one who can take 
his place. Let us all strive to have our name 
written as near that of Mr. Warren as it is 
possible for us with our ability. 

Messrs. H. K. Griggs, H. T. Clark and F. 
M. Ray, spoke feelingly in behalf of the 
town and community. 

Mr. Robert Debeck said. 
“I have been in Cumberland Mills for over 

20 years. This is a great while in a man’s 
life, great changes take place during that 
time, generally all the experiences that one 
can have in a life time that go to make a 
permanent character can be found during 
this period. The opinion we form of those 
we have known during that time, it matters 
not in what relation of life they may ap- 
pear, becomes as firm and lasting as our own 
character. We can truly say that It is a part 
of it. My first impressions of Mr. Warren 
were the very best, and I am happy to say I 
have never had any reason to change them. 
Many of us will remember when this ehurch 
that bears his name was struggling to gain a 

place among other churches and now often 
he appeared among us always ready to re- 
move any difficulty that might appear. It 
seemed to me then as though he had another 
object in life besides mere business, and 
that was to promote and develop as far as 
possible the higher principles of manhood. 
This opinion has continually strengthened 
for the past 20 years. 

Prominent among all recollections of the 
past will appear the name of him whom we 
this day commemorate.” 

Touching remarks of a similar character 
were made by Frank Haskell, Chas. A. Moses, 
R. H. Blanchard, William Taylor, William 
P. Varnurn, Charles Cloudman.Charlea Hunt, 
Fred Brown, Charles C. Graham, Nathan 
Wight, Peter S. Graham, I. Leighton, C. M. 
Bancroft. W. G. Gilman and Janies McLel- 
lan. 

In broken English John Henrickson spoke 
in behalf of the Danes, for whom Mr. Warren 
had done so much. He said that Mr. Warren 
had been as a father to them, and after eulo- 
gizing him briefly he closed with the remark, 
rT say this for the Danish people.” 

The following resolutions were then pre- 
sented and adopted by a rising vote, after 
which the benediction was pronounced by 
Rev. Q. H. Shinn and the services closed:

Resolved, that we recall with admiration the in- 
fluence ai d supremacy of Ills talents In the com- 

mercial world, that we record as worthy of per- 
petual remembrance the sterling integrity of tils 
character, remembering that as a philanthropist 
the generosity of his impulses are destined to re- 

main with us and our posterity.

the Christian character amt:many charitable 
traits of Mr. Warren both iu Ills dealings with his 
employes and In all his relations throughout a

MORAL AND POLITICAL NEEDS. 

The Congregational Club Hears the 
Answers to Its Question, 

National Reforms: Were You Dic- 
tator Which Would You Enforce? 

The Views of Congressmen, Law- 

yers and Educators. 

The usual May meeting of the Congrega- 
tional Club took place at the Preble House 
last evening at 7.30 o’clock. Supper was de- 

layed a little on account of an unusual rush 

of guests at the hotel. At eight o’clock about 
one hundred and fifty ladies and gentlemen 
sat down to beautifully spread table in the 
grand dining hall and after the usual grace 
partook of a most excellent supper served in 
the usual first-class manner of the Preble. 

After supper President Daniels called the 

meeting to order. The reading of the min- 
utes was omitted. Deacon T. B. Percy of 
the Second Parish church was elected a mem- 

ber of the club. 
liev. Mr. Hallock made a few remarks on 

the death of Mr. C. S. D. Griffin, which fol- 
low: 

MB. HALLOCK'S REMARKS. 
Mr. President: 

1 rise to ask that we tarry a moment in the 
festivities of this hour, to speak a word of 
tender and affectionate remembrance in view 
of the sorrowful vacancy of which we to- 
night are to keenly aware. The quiet, mod- 
est man who faithfully served as Treasurer 
of this Club, and whose worth was so highly 
appreciated as it was unobtrusive, has been 
called unexpectedly td the more satisfying 
fellowship of Heaven. 

I therefore move t>c passage of the fol- 
lowing resolution: 

Resolved, That la the death ol Mr. C. 8. D. Urlf- 
till li/At mil v thia f’lnli Kill Ihu si.mn ■■mult v 

sustained a serious loss; the passing away ot a 
good man and true, however much may be his 
gain can only be unto us a sore bereavement. We 
would express to the sorrowful family at once our 
appreciation and sympathy, commending them to 
the God of all comfort in this their hour of trial. 

Mr. President, I move the passage of the 
abo ve resolution and that the vote be taken 
by the club rising, and standing a moment In 
silence, thus testifying our respect and es- 
teem. 

The resolutions were adopted in the man- 

ner suggested by Mr. Hallock. 
President Daniels next introduced the sub- 

ject of the evening discussion: “National 
reforms; were you now Dictator which 
would you enforce?” 

President Daniels then read a letter from 
WM. L. PUTNAM. 

Hon. W. L. Putnam regretlng his enforced 
absence but sent the following letter: 

As I view the natural operation of moral 
causes, this question taken literally Implies 
an impossibility, which I may refer to again; 
but I will respond to it according to its in- 
tent and substance as I understand them. 

objection to it; 1 must write it hurriedly, yet 
every person ought to have matured views 
which can be caned out promptly by ques- 
tions of this character; and much of what I 
will say will of course be trite. 

I am not certain whether the word “Na- 
tional” as used in this question has refer- 
ence to the political or moral side of reform; 
and therefore 1 take the liberty of writing 
alternately. 

In every nation except the Kepublic, there 
is supposed to be somewhere a limited class 
of individuals, who hold the power and who, 
either in themselves or their servants, com- 
bine the knowledge of principles and ot de- 
tails necessary to the exercise of that power; 
and as these persons either set themselves 
aside or are set asidefor ithe exclusive pur- 
pose of studylngand operating the machinery 
of the.'govemment, it may be of little import- 
ance to the community at large, whether that 
machinery is complex or not. 

But to a republic the first essentials are, 
that its methods shall be sufficiently simple to enable the mass of men of ordinarj in- 
telligence, with the reasonable amount of 
care and time which they can withdraw for 
public purposes from the personal affairs of 
themselves and their families, to have a 
sound, practical, general understanding ot 
them; and that the instruments ot its opera- tion shall be so immediately in the hands of 
me people in large as to permit eacn or tnose 
same persons, with such opportunity and at- 
tention as I have already described, to ex- 
ercise his /air share in controlling its move- 
ments. 

Of course there remains the maxim, that 
eternal vigilance Is the price of liberty;” 

and there are exceptional times when this 
maxim comes into full force, and when the 
machinery of government must be driven 
with such velocity, that it becomes impossi- 
ble for the ordinary citizen to follow closely 
its movements without largely abandoning 
his ordinary pursuits, and on such occasions 
patriotism may justly call on him to turn 
aside from them wholly. 

But this should not be the rule; it should 
be the exception. A Republican form of 
government ceases to be truly Republican, 
when by reason of its complex nature, or of 
monopolization by a body of interested per- 
sons, It passes in Its principal relations be- 
yond the ordinary understanding of the pro- 
fessional man, the merchant, the mechanic 
or the farmer, or is shielded from the just in- 
fluence which citizens in the ordinary walks 
of life ought properly to wield. 

It does not necessarilv follow, that the 
people of a republic will immediately per- ceive a decadence in prosperity, or indeed 
in good government, because of failure in 
these respects. On the other hand it may 
well be assumed, that the few who are pos- 
sessed of peculiar adaptation for operating 
the machinery of public affairs and who get 
control of it, may, indeed very likely will 
for the time rule better than the masses of 
the people. This is a fact which often ap- 
pears in favor of government by the few, 
whether represented under the forms of 
monarchies or aristocracies, as against 
government by the many; and the true ques- 
tion is not, whether our country shall tem- 
porarily prosper and be well ordered, but 
whether this generation shall faithfully 
perform Its great obligations and transmit 
to those who come after us tho fundamental 
principles we received from our fathers. 

The inevitable tendencies of a people grow- 
ing in wealth, population and business, are 
to increase the complications of its political 
economy; at the same time the division of la- 
bor,which is found in every other held as the 
country advances and competition increases, 
tends to withdraw the citizen from practical 
interests In public affairs, and to infect him 
with tlie notion, that in this, as in every 
thing else, there must be persons especially 
skilled and devoted to the work, to whom he 
can turn over the performance of Ills politi- 
cal obligations. 

These tendencies It is the duty of every 
good citizen to stand against. With possible 
resistance, their development will not be too 
much restrained. 

The results are even now to be observed. 
The federal government draws to Itself new 
interests and new duties at first only as in- 
cidental, but it finally accepts them as per- 
manent and fills them out into great depart- 
ments. 1 need not detail what you ran 
count on almost every finger of both hands— 
new bureaus of administration with great 
and powerful organizations, which were un- 
known to the last generation. 

Congress itself, especially the House of 
Representatives, lies prostrate under the 
weigni oi ten inousanu 10 nneen inousanu 

bills piled up on it at every session. 
The President and all his principal officers 

are burdened and the time which they should 

«;ive to public Interests Is largely absorbed, 
n considering the changes and distribution 

of the more than one hundred thousand 
minor offices scattered over the country. 

The two most noticeable incidents of this 
drift towards the separation of the citizen 
from the administration of public affairs are 
lirst, the protective tariff, and second, the 
spoils system, as each is ordinarily styled. 

The former has so complicated our taxing 
systems as to put them and their far-reach- 
ing consequences beyona comprehension of 
the ordinary citizen, and has so bound up 
the rules governing our public revenues and 
expenditures, which ought to be among the 
most simple, with great manufacturing, com- 
mercial and other business interests that, 
when it is proposed to change the one, large 
portions of the country look on in alarm and 
with fear that the other may be overthrown 
thereby. No citizen, unless expert in the 
special occupation which is thought to be 
thus endangered, or unless he has given 
years of the best part of his life to the study 
of economics, is capable of forming satisfac- 
tory conclusions as to the effect upon parti- 
cular interests of proposed amendments to 
our tariff system. 

One thing is certain. We have the extraor- 
dinary contrast, that while reductions of 
municipal or State taxation, when found at- 
tainable, are welcomed by all aud are known 
to lighten the burdens of ull industrial in- 
terests and stimulate their progress, yet ex- 

pected corresponding diminutions of federal 
levies call out prophecies of dire misfor- 
tunes. 

Thus it is that the most ordinary and ne- 

cessary function of government, which con- 
cern every citizen and should be always 
capable of free use for its normal purposes, 
cannot be exercised except under the advice 
of inharmonious and disputing experts, nor 
without the permission of the great private 
interests whose slave it has become. 

While thus our federal taxing system tends 
to complicate the machinery of the govern- 
ment contrary to the true principles of re- 
publicanism. the spoils system, which for 
yet other reasons has been shown to be un- 
democratic aud contrary to the underlying 
spirit of our institutions, continuously pro- 
motes the growth of an interested class, at 

times salaried by the government, and al- 
ways encouraged to devote itself to grasping 
a monopoly of public affairs. 

It is not necessary to argue ttie proposi- 
tion, that the inevitable tendency of this 
system is to exclude more and more the citi- 
zen engaged in ordinary pursuits from his 
fair share in promoting the political Interests 
of his country; because this Is too apparent 
to every one who has observed at all the 
operation of "practical politics.” 

Assuming then that the question relates to 
the political side of reform, I should answer, 
that at Dresent the most important thing is 
to resist the tendencies to segregation of the 
mass of people from direct intervention in 
the affairs of government. 

I speak of this as the most important; be- 
cause, notwithstanding the tendencies to 
which 1 have referred, it must be admitted 
that as yet our federal, state and local af- 
fairs taken by and large are well adminis- 
tered ; but, as before suggested, this does not 
disprove my proposition for the leasons to 
which I have already called your atten- 
tion. 

If the question for discussion has relation 
to the moral side of reform, I take the liber- 
ty of adding the following: Through what- 
ever thought I have been capable of f have 
been unable to perceive the great value of 
special systems of political economy, and am 
more and more impressed with the belief, 
that the same simple, economical rules which 
govern, or ought to govern the life of a citi- 
zen, govern, or ought to govern the life of a 

nation; and that when one has carefully con- 
sidered and ascertained what should be the 
principles of action for himself, he has sub- 
stantially ascertained those which the whole 
people as a community should accept. Not 
only is this true, but it is also often true— 
though we all hope uotln all respects with 
reference to this great itepubllc—that the ca- 
reer of a race follows very closely that of the 
individual. 

Certain it is that we as a people have gone 
through those early stages of human experi- 
ence, which lead to riches and comfort, as 
well as to consequent great good nature, at 
the man’s middle age. By careful economy, 
by a reggrd for the ordinary rules el com- 
mon honesty, by a simple life which pre- 
serves health and strength, this nation has 
reached its present period, when as yet 
with a great overplus of inert wealth, with- 
out any decrepitude coming from extrava- 
gancies, with that kindly disposition and 
temperament which go hand in hand with 
prosperity in the individual. It has secured a 
marvelous growth and development of its 
material interests. 

But the tendency of this result Is an undue 
love of wealth. The reasons are too obvious 
tr\ ru>a<l avnlanafIah I nail ottonlinn nnlv 

to the fact. I think our great moral defect 
today ia—I will not say the love of wealth 
merely—but the defying of It. 

It cannot be denied, wealth now gilds 
everything. Men by the mere exhibition of 
money or its lavish expenditure reach high 
positions and are accepted in all ranks, with 
too much disregard of the sources and 
methods of its acquisition. "Money makes 
the mare go," was never tcuer than In this 
country today. The man without money, no 
matter how eminent his abilities, hot^-great 
his virtues, is with too many the man with--~-v- 
eut success. 

Even within my own generation it seems 
to me there has been a remarkable change 
in this regard. I seem to recollect when 
authors, college professors, pious clergymen, 
devoted missionaries and other persons in- 
tellectually and morally distinguished, held 
largely the places in the community which 
are now given over to Dives. What is the 
result? The people—and when I say the 
people, 1 mean not only those whom we 
daily meet, but all classes and ages—regard 
the possession of money, if not of wealtn, as 
the necessary good without which all other 
good is failure. 

So long as this exists, just so long we shall 
have breaches of trust, embezzlements, 
frauds, vile bankruptcies aud insolvencies, 
and all those misfortunes and crimes which 
attend and follow in the path of covetous- 
ness. No mass of statutes, no certainty of 
punishment can stem the current. 

I will not attempt to picture by compari- 
son with the history of nations, who have 
been led by this despicable lust for wealth 
and glitter to decrepitude and destruction; I 
have: that ultimate faith in ourselves 
which prevents my prophecying evil. I deal 
only with the present and with what Is now 
about us. The remedy and the. “most im- 
portant” reform is to trample out that spirit, 
which substitutes the admiration of wealth 
for the admiration belonging only to the 
good things which a man. who has honestly 
acquired wealth and rightfully uses it, is ca- 
pable of doing. 

But as I have already suggested, I think 
the question as literally put Includes an im- 
possibility. It is, "Were you dictator?" A 
dictator could push to success no important 
reform. All sutli must come from the peo- 
ple to those who govern, and not from those 
who govern to the people; and moreover no 
reform in any one particular, however im- 
portant it may be, can be secured and main- 
tained except hand in hand witn a general 
elevation in ail things, the accomplishment 
of which rests more with those who have 
taken on themselves the duty of guarding 
the morals and the consciences of individ- 
uals than with any other class. 

Mr. Putnam’s letter was received with ap- 

REV. MR. SHIRLEY. 
The next dictator was the Kev. Mr. Shir- 

ley, of New Gloucester, who spoke on the 
temperance question. It Is the duty of the 
government to make it easy for the people to 
do right. Mr. Shirley argued with Mr. Put- 
nam that reform must come from the people, 
but a dictator could do much to overthrow 
the evil of the rum traffic. The tariff reform 
was Important. Other reform was import- 
ant, but Mr. Shirley said that If he was dic- 
tator he would abolish the saloon. The 
speaker gave several illustrations of his sub- 
ject. The Irish people, he said, have suf- 
fered from excessive rents, but the drink bill 
of Ireland was 5,080,0000 pounds more than 
all their rent. A dictator with absolute 
power would have a great advantage in deal- 
ing with this question. There are many 
things he could not do but this a dictator 
could do. 

At the close of the applause following Mr. 
Shirley’s remarks Mr. Abbott, secretary of 
the club, read a letter from Senator Frye. 

SENATOR FRYE. 

“I hardly understand the question; 
does It refer to political reforms alone? Civil 
service reform betrayed in the house of its 
friends is hardly the most important. The 
ballot more strongly appeals for purification 
and protection. Two millions cast it who 
cannot read It; thousands sell It for money; 
in sections of the country false counting and 
suppression pervert its purpose. Were I 
dictator 1 would make the bullot what the 
Constitution intended it to be. If reference 
is to moral reforms only, polygamy would 
not be first, for it is dying ; but there Is an 
evil, fearful in its strength, terrible in its 
power to destroy—Intemperance. Its allies 
were never so powerful, aggressive, organ- 
ized, as now: they have banded themselves 
together in associations of immense wealth 
and numbers; they purpose to control legis- 
lation bv fair means or by foul. Their an- 
nounced purpose is to manufacture liquors 
and sell them without limitation of law. It 
is the most gigantic, threatening and perilous evil of our land, and were I dictator I would 
first of all strangle to the death this monster.” 

Senator Frye’s letter was applauded with 

spirit. 
Mr. Wm. II. Shaylor next read a letter 

from Congressman Dingley. 
CONGRESSMAN PINOLEY. 

Congressman DiDgley writes: “I know of 
no national reform which would promote the 
moral and material interests of our people 
more than the abolition ol tne dram-shop, 
and the general abandonment of drinking 
habits by our people, the most prolific cause 

of vice, misery, pauperism ami crime. If 1 
were a dictator I would cuact laws in tl»e 
several States and the nation prohibiting the 
manufacture, importation and sale of intox- 
icating liquors as a beverage, with all poasl 
ble efficiency. Laws are useful, yes, indis- 
pensable adjuncts of moral agencies, nothing 
more. If I were dictator I should be obliged 
to rely mainly on those moral und educa- 
tional influences which create a healthy pub- 
lic sentiment, form correct principles and 
establish right habits." 

Mr. Dingley’s letter was applauded, after 
which Judge Goddard was introduced as the 
guest of the club. 

JCDUE GODDAKl). 
Judge Goddard said that the answer he 

had to give would not be an agreeable one. 

I would issue n warning, he said, to all re- 

form societies to show reason for their ex- 

istence, or forever hold their peace. The 
reform I would promote, he said, were l dic- 

tator, is something that would secure the 

safety of the life and limb of the individual. 
Crime of all sort Is alarmingly on the in- 

crease. The population of Maine today is 
only Hi per cent, more than in 1831. In 
1831 there were t£ convicts in the State -- 

orison, four for murder, and 14 for other 
high crime. Thirty-seven years later there 
were 238 convicts, m for high crime, 43 mur- 

derers, to whom will soon be added the five 
now awaiting sentence or sure of conviction, 
lfow can these things be without exciting 
any special wonder? The most amazing 
thing is that our moral aud religious com- 
munity contemplate them with Indifference. 
It makes but little difference to me, the 
Judge continued, whether you sav that ex- 
isting reforms are accomplishing their ob- 
ject or not. If they have they have been in- 
efficient to stop all this ovil. If they have 
not they have done no good—a government 
which allows all those things to be Is a fail- 
ure. 

The decay of moral and religious instruct- 
ion in the schools is a great evil The Catti- 
ollcs are right when they say we are giving 
our children a godless education.

hold all judicious measures for the encouragement 
of American ship building,arelcordlally Invited to 

unite with the Republicans lu the selection of del- 
egates to this convention.

General Banks has concluded to become a 

candidate for Congress in Massachusetts, 
and the Republicans appear to be unani- 
mously in favor of his candidacy. As his 
district is strongly Republican the old veter- 
an is practically certain to have a seat in the 
next house. 

The Washington Sunday Gazette declares 
that the Mills bill will be defeated In the 
House by just 22 votes. It claims that a 

thorough canvass has been made of the op- 

ponents of the measure and that the name 

of every member who will vote against the 
bill Is known. The New York Democratic 
delegation is said to have declared that they 
will not be hound by the majority on the 
Mills hill. Other observers, however, are 

not sanguine, and are inclined to believe 
that although now a majority of the House 
Is inclined to vote against the bill. Mills may 
win over enough by trades to pass It. 

The war between the law and order league 
and the rum friends of Concord, N. II., 
seems to have passed into its secondary 
stage. At first the place was “dry,” as the 
saying is, during the surprise of the rumsel- 
lers at the new movement. But the latter 
are fast recovering themselves. Club rooms 
have begun to appear, and certain ubiqui- 
tous as well as iniquitous fellows have ap- 
peared on the streets, who are able to fur- 
nish the thirsty with drinks from convenient 
nocket flasks. So, while the regular saloons 
are closed, there seems to be considerable 
rum sold; and the friends of temperance 
realize now. if they did not before, that the 
war they have enlisted in Is to be a continual 
one, so far as any human foresight can tell, 
and not a struggle to be settled by any short, 
sharp contest. 

Vermont is a small State, and the Demo- 
cratic party within Its limits is small even 

for so sm all a State; but that small remnant 
has managed to display an amount of con- 

tempt for the early professions of President 
Cleveland that the big Democratic parties of 
States like New York or Texas might envy. 

In his letter of July 1st, 188G, President 
Cleveland declared, as Is well remembered, 
that "the Influence of federal office holders 
should not be felt In the manipulation of 

political primary meetings and nominating 
conventions,” and that the “use by these 
officials of their positions to compass their 
selection as delegates to political conventions 
is indecent and unfair.” At the State con- 

vention in Montpelier on Friday there were 

included among the six hundred delegates 
about forty delegates and alternates who 
were federal officeholders, who seem to 
have been wholly unmindful of that letter 
warning which the President sent out in the 
early part of his administration. As the 
President himself seems to be equally un- 

mindful of it, perhaps the boys up in Ver- 
mont should not be expected to maintain 
principles which were never their own. 

The Washington Post, the Democratic or- 

gan at the Capital, gives this strange advice 
to the President: 

"The Democratic party has now reached a 

point where it cannot afford to tolerate 
infidelity to the Democratic creed. And 
least of all things can it afford to have the 
Democratic administration feeding, at ths 
public crib, men who work in the vtneyard of 
the enemy. It is time to have done with po- 
litical prudery and to let every so-called 
Democratic Representative understand that 
the support of this bill is the test by which 
the administration will try his democracy. 
President Cleveland did not object when 
federal prestige was used to unhorse Ran- 
dall in Pennsylvania. Without the aid of the 
administration Mr. Randall could not have 
been deposed. Is President Cleveland too 
fastidious to let Mr. McAdoo of New Jersey, 
a c'ose ami doubtful State, understand that 
a Democratic administration will not find 
corn for the oxen that ploughed the Republi- 
can field? The same kind ot fire that was 
built behind Randall in Pennsylvania should 
be used in the cases of McAdoo, Foran, and 
any other so-called Democrat who declines 
to go with his party in the hour of need.” 

Practically this Is advice to the President 
to use the public offices as bribes to control 
the votes of representatives in Congress. 
President Cleveland has declared that “pub- 
lic office is a public trust.” For a Democrat- 
ic organ to give him such advice as the above 
shows how little fath the Democrats have in 
the sincerity of his declaration. 

The Mew Hampshire Railroad Fight. 
The compromise between the parties at 

issue over the condition of the Boston, Con- 
cord & Montreal railroad, is regarded in New 
Hampshire as very important and as promis- 
ing a peaceful end at last to the great rail- 
road war that has lasted since 1883. As It is 
the tracks of the Boston, Concord A Mon. 
treal road that the Portland & Ogdensburg 
uses for some little distance in Northern 
New Hampshire to gain its western connec- 

tions, the compromise is of some interest in 
Portland. The proceedings which have just 
been ended were part of the move made by 
tho Boston, Concord & Montreal stockhold- 
ers to get their road out of the control of the 
Boston & Maine, into which it had come 

through the lease to the Boston & Lowell, 
before the latter road became a part of the 
Boston & Maine system. A part of the move 
was to show that the Boston, Concord & 
Montreal has deteriorated while in the 
care of the Boston & Maine, and expert testi- 

mony was given to show that its bridges 
and road bed were unsafe through neglect 
of the Boston & Maine. This testimony was 

printed in the daily papers, and of course did 
not have a reassuring effect on the public 
who are to travel to the White Mountains 
this summer. Both parties therefore began 
to see that it would injure New Hampshire 
greatly not to have all doubts as to this 
thoroughfare to the Mountains removed 
before summer. So it was derided that the 

road shall at once be put in first class condi- 

tion by the Boston & Maine and operated by 
the company this summer. Meanwhile all 
the questions as to who shall possess the 

road, whether its stockholders or those who 
have leased it, are to be referred to the 
Supreme Court of the State, to be heard at 
the law term of next December. This decis- 
ion, according to the Manchester Mirror, is 
to be accepted as final by both parties, who 
will then quiet down and leave both Legisla- 
ture and courts unvexed until some new war 

arises. As the stockholders of the Boston, 
Concord & Montreal are the men who con- 

trol Concord Itallroad, the decision next 
December will settle whether the Concord or 

the Boston & Maine shall dominate in the 

Merrimac valley and in those mountain 

regions where the Portland & Ogdensburg 
passes to the West.

Tralttenr, Kahn, Weieman, For- 
rester, Robert and Ford. They are all solid 
Americans of the star spangled style, but 
very few of their names are of the ancient 
Puritanic or Knickerbocker shape. 

PERSONAL AND PECULIAR. 

Mr. Leonard Swett is esteemed the great- 
est horseback rider of Chicago. 

Lord Rosebery leads the movement for 
introducing fast trotting horses into the 
realm of English sport. 

Mrs. Frances Hcdgsdon Burnett, Profes- 
sor Maria Mitchell and Mr. T. B. Aldrich 
will ho among the summer residents of 
Lynn, Mass. 

Chauncey M. Depew has lately purchased 
for himself the fine four-story brick house at 

No. 43 W. 54th St., New York city. He paid 
$125,000 for it. 

Nelson’s old flagship, the Victory, will 

again float in Portsmouth Harbor. The 
Lords of the Admiralty have voted £8,000 
toward making her hull watertight, and the 
work has been commenced. 

In a cemetery at Sacramento, Cal., lie the 
remains of a son of Alexander Hamilton, 
first secretary of the United States treasury. 
Colonel Hamilton was a man of roving dispo- 
sition. He commanded a regiment of Illi- 
nois volunteers In the Black Hawk war. 

The Prussian Crown of 1701 can no longer 
be worn. It was fitted at the time to be 
worn over a long wig, and therefore it is far 
too large. The Emperor William on the 
occasion of liis coronation had a new crown 

made for himself. When the Court jeweler 
delivered it, he requested the King to try it 
oil, but the King declined, saying that he 
could not possibly consent to “try on” a 
crown, which he was first to place upon his 
head on so solemn an occasion as a corona- 

tlon. 
English geologists are much interested in a 

discovery near Yeovil, in South Somerset- 
shire, of a truly magniftepnt fossil of an 

ichthyosaurus 22 feet in length, with a jaw 
of 3 feet, furnished with large conical teeth. 
It fell to pieces when the surrounding clay 
was loosened, but can be restored. What is 
notable about the find is that all previous 
English specimens of this fish reptile were 
found in seacliflfs in Dorset, whereas this 
was excavated about midway between the 
Bristol and English Channels, 25 miles from 
either. 

All the base there Is for the annual hom- 
age in England to the memory of the late 
Lord Beaconsfield on Primrose Day is a 

phrase in a letter from Victoria, sent with a 

bunch of primroses to be placed on Beacons- 
field’s bier, “The primrose that he loved so 

well.” It has since been explained that “he” 
was a pronoun for Prince Albert, but the 
stanch Tories will not believe it. Nor w ill 
they listen to those who point out that 
Disraeli expressed a liking for the primrose 
only because he thought it would make an 
excellent salad. 

An enterprising carpet dealer in Boston 
put a coupon advertisement in overy Boston 
paper for one week. The coupon was good 
for $1 in buying a rug, and bore the name of 
the paper so that it could be counted. The 
sale was a great success, the coupons were 
all counted in the presence of representatives 
of the different papers, and a sworn state- 
ment was made of the result. The Boston 
Daily Globe came out ahead, selling 35.29 
|ier cent, the Herald 26.58 per cent, and the 
Journal 19.17 per cent, and the other papers 
dividing the remainder. It was a great vic- 
tory for The Globe, which offers a reward 
of $1000 to any man Jwho can prove that it 
has not the largest circulation of any Boston 
newspaper. 

The New York World’s Washington cor- 

respondent tells a good story respecting the 
date of the Republican National Convention. 
Senator Bowen of Colorado, wanting to 
know the exact day of its assembling, asked 
Senators Allison, Hawley and Sherman, and 
neither of them could recollect the day. 
Allison is reported to have said, “H— m, let 
me see; I think it is some time early in 
June, but the exact date has slipped my 
memory.” nawley responded, “Why—oh, 
yes—why, it is funny I do not recall the 
exact date just at this moment. Somewhere 
along about the middle of June. Seems to 
me it’s the 15th or 16th—perhaps a little 
earlier.” Sherman responded, “Why, in 

[June, 
along the latter part somewhere; 

about the. 17th, I think—may be the 18th. 
Queer I should forget the exact date.” A 
bright clerk was then interrogated, who in- 
stantiy replied, "June i:>tu. un ueing 
asked how he knew, he answered, “Because 
I have read it a hundred times to-day, as I 
have just finished sending oft a lot of circu- 
lars for Senator Sherman, reminding friends 
of his of the exact date.’’ 

Edward Howland, who was a notable 
figure among the rollicking literary Bohe- 
mians of New York thirty years ago, when 
he lost his money in that satirical organ, 
the Saturday Press, but who has long lived 
la the retirement of a New Jersey village, 
was seen by his old-time friends last week 
as he was taking his departure for his native 
land. Mr. Howland and his wife, who is 
known as a novelist, are now on their way 
to Mexico, where they will begin a new life 
as members of the curious American social- 
ist colony at Topolabampo, in the State of 
Sinaloa. They have been promoters of this 
scheme for years past, and have now determ- 
ined to join their fortunes with those of the 
140 pioneers who are encamped there, and 
prosecuting the industries necessary to their 
existence. Tile Topolabampo colony, in 
which President Diaz of Mexico takes an 
interest, was recently visited by Commander 
Leary of the naval vessel Iroquois, by order 
of the Navy Department at Washington, 
and he has made an official report of his 
visit, in which he says he “found the colo- 
nists not only cheerful and contented, but 
enthusiastic over their prospects of success.” 

When it was proposed to substitute modern 
desks for tin; venerable, rickety frames at 
which Kugby school boys study, all England 
rose up in protest. The desks hau no intrin- 
sic value but on them was carved the “Dulce 
Domum” of many a homesick boy of the last 

century, and it was an easy task to find on 

them cut in boyish fashion the initials of 
many a warrior, statesman and scholar 
whose achievements the world has since 
honored. The march of progress is stirring 
up a similar sentiment at Yale College. A 
friend of the institution has donated funds 
with which to erect a recitation hall to cost 
9125,000, unfortunately specifying that the 
site shall bo the corner now girt by “the 
Yale fence." This ancient institution con- 
sists of nothing but three weather-beaten 
bars, but on them generations of collegians 
have sat and smoked and sung the happy 
hours of youth away. Each class has its 
section, and no encroachment by a member 
of one class upon the part assigned by tradi- 
tion to the class above him is tolerated. The 
college boys are holding mass meetings and 
the graduates are petitioning in protest 
against the removal of this time-honored 
institution, even in return for a magnificent 
building. It Is thouget the donor may be 
induced to withdraw his provision that the 
building shall occupy this sacred corner of 
the campus.

MORAL AND POLITICAL NEEDS.

the 200 years in tho history of this country, 
from 1620 to 1820,were more fruitful in physi- 
cal, mental, moral, ami religious advancement 
that the like time in the history of any other 
country, and that our Puritan ancestors did 
more to build up integrity, honesty and man- 
hood than any other set of men have ever 
done in the same time. If our ancestors 
werodrunkards, let us be a nation of drunk- 
ards, that human life may be saved. What 
we want is more preaching on the sinfulness 
of sin and not the ornamental parts of it. 

Judge Goddard paid ids respects to Con- 
gress. and said that wasting time in filibus- 
tering to prevent the passage of a bill that 
was sura to pass was undermining the Re- 
public. The speaker closed by citing the 
History of other nations to Illustrate hia re- 
marks. 

Judge Goddard’s remarks were recived 
with continued applause. 

Letters were readjfrom the following: 
BISHOP IIEAEY, 

The Rt. Rev. James Aug. Ilealy, Bishop 
of Portland, regretted that he could not be 
present, and said: “If the reform be politi- 
cal, I should not know what to do in an un- 
known sphere; if moral, the dictator would 
be powerless except by example. But if he 
would Drove by word and example that he 
believed in God as a Judge, who in Eternity 
is to reward and punish, as the Bible teaches, 
and moreover deelare that education without 
religion is the root of corruption to the na- 
tion and to the individval, this would be a 

basis of moral reform.” 
EDITOR DINGI.EY. 

Editor Diugley of the Lewiston Journal, 
writes: "National Reforms cannot be im- 
posed—they must bo inspired; they must be- 
gin with a change of heart of the individual. 
They cannot be effected by proclamation 
or legislation. Our esteemed fellow-sinners, 
the Mugwumps, supported that late eminent 
civil service reformer, Grover Cleveland, iu 
implicit faith that figs might be grown on 
thistles; they failed to recognize that Jack- 
soniaa ideas ingrained must necessarily be 
sovereign over civil service orthodoxv im- 
posed. This cutaneous orthodoxy spoils 
State as easily as church. Legislation and 
resolutions may be helpful, but only if re- 
enforced from tho public conscience. Unin- 
forced law is statutatory irony, one of the 
the most pernicious forms of public con- 
tempt in free a state. I believe the disintegra- 
tion of home life and the decline of the fam- 
ily is not only a social but a national men- 
ace. Were I dictator I would first try to 
make certain that the dictator were reform- 
ed, and then 1 would call in, not Saul, but 
Paul, to help me.” 

GKO. w. CAULK. 

Mr. George W. Cable writes: “Even were 
1 a dictator I trust that I should remember 
that all good reforms have their interests in- 
terwoven, the interest of each with all the 
rest; so then it is the interest of every re- 
form that whichever one the people are 
nearest ready for should take precedence. 
This one I should seek to know from all the 
others, and when I had convinced myself 
which one it was I should demand first at- 
tention to it. In other words I should move 
as nearly as I could with the people; in ad- 
vance of them, but not too far in advance of 
them to be their leader. At the same time 1 
should urge attention to other reforms ac- 
cording to my own notion of their compara- 
tive urgency." 1 believe that in this view 
the most urgent reform today is concerned 
with the tariff; it is not the reform to which 
1 am giving most attention, for I am not dic- 
tator and must decline to run for nomina- 
tion.” 

SENATOR RALE. 

Seuotor Eugene Hale writes: “i do not 
thiuk that among subjects included in what 
may be called national reforms there is any 
of more vital interest to the American people 
than tne purity of the ballot. That the elect- 
ive franchise should be everywhere free and 
unrestraiued under the laws; that the use of 
money at elections should be forbidden, and 
that a fair count of the ballots should be 
had, are all things of the very first political 
importance.” 

CONGRESSMAN MILLIE EX- 

Congressman MilUken writes: “The most 
needed reform is to place in power a party 
which will give us honest elections, protec- 
tion to American industries, a good navy 
and a self respecting foreign policy.” 

SENATOR HOAR. 

Senator Hoar writes: “Beg to be excused 
from attempting an answer to so vast a ques- 
tion in the time at my command. I ̂ should 
not be willing to confine myself to what you 
suggest, viz., hinting at a reply. With great 
respect for the Congregational Club, &c. 

PRESIDENT PEPPER. 

President Pepper of Colby University 
says: “I incline to believe that evils per- 
taining to the family imperil our nation as 
much as any that can be reached by legisla- 
tion. My conviction is that there is univer- 
sal and urgent need of other and better laws 
as to marriage, divorce, homes, and in gen- 
eral, the family, and that with right laws 
rightly administered there would be an im- 
mense gain.” 

PRESIDENT DEWITT HYDE. 

President Win. DeW. Hyde of Bowdoin 
College elaborates his dictatorial policy thus: 
“Great as are the evils of intemperance, of 
Mormouism and licentiousness, of unrestric- 
ted immigration, of trusts, I think I should 
begin with none of these. I should insist 
first on the comnlete separation of civil ser- 

vice from party politics. The immediate 
evil of the spoils system is less than the evil 
of intemperance, but until patronage ceases 
to be the principal factor in politics, we can- 
not expect to have any political question de- 
cided on its merits. The spoils system is a 
net-work of intriguo, favoritism, injustice, 
and corruption. Until we have enough 
sense, honesty and courage to clear this away, 
we are morally unfit to grapple with any 
other problem successfully. Not as relative- 
ly greatest, but as logically first, I would be- 
gin with civil service reform. Thus clearing 
away the chief obstacle from the path of the 
temperance reformer, whom I should hope 
to have as my successor in the dictatorship." 

PROF. STEARNS. 

Prof. Stearns of Bangor Theological Semi- 
nary writes: “I am content to await the 
slow but certain action of the influences now 
at work in our nation, tending towards mor- 
al, social and political reform. Were I dic- 
tator I should leave all reforms severely 
alone and let God and the people, through 
their chosen representatives work them out 
in their own way. They must be attained, 
not from without, but by natural workings 
from within.” 

Rev. Mr. Snow was called upon, but said 
he had not made anylpreparations to speak. 

DR. FENN. 

Dr. Fenn said he did not like the question 
because he had no talent to be a dictator, and 
if he had he did not believe that a dictator 
would do any good. Reformers are under 
great temptation to dictatorship. The first 
reform we need is to reform our reformers. 
We should not use force or be too hasty. 

Dr. Fenn said he was troubled about ano- 
ther aspect of reforms. There is discord and 
disagreement among them. They are intol- 
erant of each other. The public mind is slow 
to learn. If you press too many minor re- 
forms you are liable to obscure the great. 
“I miss ^another element in reforms, he 
said, “and that is the true Christian spirit 
among reformers. This is a great danger. 
There is no great reform without the accord 
of the general public.” 

The last speaker was Rev. Mr. Root of 
Auburn, who spoke briefly on account of the 
lateness of the hour. President Daniels made 
appropriate closing remarks. Rev. Mr. Wil- 
son offered the closing prayer and spoke the 
benediction.

ANDROSCOGGIN COUNTY. 

The Maine Universaiists hold their con- 

vention in Lewiston, June 5, (i and 7. 
FRANKLIN COUNTY. 

In the Mayhew will contest in the Massa- 
chusetts courts, in which Elijah Not ton. 
Esq., of Farmington, and other Franklin 
county heirs are interested, the Supreme 
Court sitting at Taunton has affirmed the de- 
cision of the Dukes county Probate Court 
setting up the will, and has remanded the 
case to the lower court. In the latter tribu- 
nal before Judge Pease at Edgartewn the 
will has been admitted to probate, and Be- 
riah T. Hillman and Jared Mayhew 2nd, 
both of Chilmark, have been recognized as 

executors. The contest for the Maine heirs, 
Hon. F. S. Hesseltine of Boston, and John 
N. Pierce, Esq., of Edgartown, now take a 

general appeal, and the case comes up for 
final adjudication. 

The Belcher property at Farmington, Be- 

longing to Bates College, is advertised to be 
sold for taxes. It seems that the year the 
estate was in court during the attempt to 
break the will of Mr. Belcher the assessors 
taxed the entire property. When it was de- 
cided tiiat Bates College was to have the be- 
quest its managers refused to pay the tax on 
the ground that the property is exempt from 
taxation as is all school and church proper- 
ty. The selectmen of Farmington, Fred C. 
Perkins, Hiram Titeomb and .Samuel G. 
Craig, refused to abate the tax, claiming 
that the property did not accrue to Bates 
College until the final decision was rendered. 

At the 11887 town meeting, Farmington 
voted to abolish its liquor agency, and at the 
meeting this spring it refused to re-establish 
it. Another town meeting was called which 
resulted as before in the defeat of the meas- 
ure.
