Hr Chorlry; Blanche ft Youno. Edited by 
Ricbard Ilenry Stoddard. 
From Scribner, Armstrong & Compujiy we 

receive a handy 16 mo., distinctly printed on 

tinted paper, with a delicate gray cover trick- 
ed out with graceful designs in black and 

gold. This is the initial volume of the Bric- 
a-Brac Series, a new venture in the pleasant 
neta or anecaoucar rnerarure. -me nne or 

Marlowe, “Infinite riches in a Tittle room,” 
has been selected as the motto, and the ob 
ject is to “bring together a fund of choice 
and fresh anecdote and gossip, and to collect, 
from the numerous biographies, autobiograph- 
ies, and memoirs that have lately appeared, 
all the reminiscences worth preserving of 
the men and women who have done so much 
to make this country one of most brilliant in 
the annals of English literature.” The series 
is edited by R. n. Stoddard. 

This first, volume is rich in promise, con- 

taining reminiscences of Henry Chorley, for 
many years musical editor of the “London 
Athemeum,” J. R. Planche the dramatist, 
and Charles Young, the tragedian. Mr. 
Stoddard says, in his introduction “There 
is that in men and women which eludes the 

literary artists who essay to paint them elab- 

orately, but which is sometimes caught by 
others, who are mere sketchers, as these ai- 
tists would have us believe, but who, never- 

theless, have the knacr of hitting off a like- 
ness. They seem to come upon character 
unawares, 

And match a grace beyond the reach of art.” 
These sketches should be faithful, for each 

man paints his own portrait—the book be- 

ing entirely edited by the scissors, from the 
memoirs of its subjects. The choicest bits 
are selected, and the reader learns about all 
he cares to know of these men and their 
friends. It is the pleasantest oi reading. 

Of course many wise and amusing things 
are to be found and we are made acquainted 
with the best compauy in the world. Of 

If. P. Willis Chorley says “he was flimsy in 

his acquirements and flashy in his manners— 

a thorough literary getter-on, but a better- 

natured one than many I have since known.” 

They dreamed and planned together for a 

little while, but the intimacy was broken off 
by Willis’ abrupt departure for Scotland to 
see a countess with red hair, whom he 
averred had fallen in love with him. He took 

with him a large box lull of locks of hair, 
trophies of his continental Don Giovanuism. 

The Count D’Orsay was another of Cborley’s 
acquaintances, a man who spent the money 
of his wealthy friends for them rayallv, and 
made them fancy they were inventing all 

manner of sumptuous and original means of 

spending it. Of Bulwer he says “he is a 

thoroughly satin character, but then it is the 
richest satin.” Another: The Duke of Os- 
suna was rumored to have the largest for- 
tune in Europe, but none knew its amount. 
Au English Earl ventured to ask the point- 
blank question, “what was the amount of his 

income?” “My Lord, said the duke—and 

Chorley holds it to be the finest ex- 

ample ol evasion and rebuke on 

record—“I do not know your English 
money.” Samuel Rogers greatly disliked 

Chorley, and always asked when he saw him, 
“who is that youug man with red hair?” 

The dislike doesn’t seem to have troubled the 

young man, and he relates, quite kindly 
many amusing anecdotes of the poet. He 

says Lady Morgan, who might have sat for 
Mrs. Leo Hunter, once asked in all serious- 

ness "who was Jeremy Taylor?” Quite as 

stupid was one of Horace Walpole's Miss 

Berrys, who exclaimed, on hearing Walter 
Savage Landor's name mentioned. “Mr. 

Landor? What has he written?” Camp- 
bell is described as a little man, with a 

shrewd eye, and a^ort of pedagoguisli, par- 

boiled voice, with plenty to say lor himself, 
especially about other people. 

Of Hook he say* at a party where the host- 

ess was coarsely anxious to get him to make 

sport for her guests, who were gathered 
around in a ring waiting only a word’s en- 

couragement to burst into violent laughter.

feared it might be taken from lilm. J confess 
my young spirit chafed under the wearing 
quarter-deck monotony of his promenade, 
and, stung by the cool manner in which be 
ignoied my presence. 1 was about to leave 
him in undisputed possession of the field, 
when I was diverted from my purpose by the 
cntiance of another gentleman, whose kiodly 
smile, and courteous recognition of my bow, 
encouraged me to keep my ground, and prom- 
ised me some compensation for the slight put 
upon me by his precursor. He was dressed 
iu a brown Holland blouse; be held in bis left 
band an alpenstock (on the top ol which he 
had placed the broad-brimmed “wide-awake” 
he had just taken ( fl), and in bis right a sprig 
of appleblossom overgiown with lichen. 
His cheeks were glowing with the ef- 
fects of recent exercise. So noiseless had 
been his entty, that the peripatetic 
philosopher, whose hack was turned to him 
at first, was unaware of his presence. But 
no sooner did he discover it than he shuffled 
up to him, grasped him by both bauds, aud 
backed him boldly into a neighboring arm- 
chair. Having secured him safely there, 
be “made assurance doubly sure,” by hang- 
over him. so as to bar bis escape, while be 
delivered his testimony on the fallacy of cer- 
tain of Bishop Berkeley’s propositions, in de- 
tecting which, he said, he had opened up a 
rich vein or original reflection.

Fish Cnlture. 

The matter of tho protection anl encour- 

agement of the fisheries in the inland waters 

of this State has been the subject ot consid- 

erable legislation for some time and we have 

an efficient board of fish commissioners who 

are doing much iu the way of stocking the 

atreams and ponds of the interior with edi- 

ble fish. The artificial hatching of fish, 
which was at first scouted at as chimerical, 
has proved practical and useful in the high- 
est degree. Special pains have been taken to 

propagate the landlocked salmon—one of the 
most delicious of fishes—which is found, we 

believe, in only a few places in Maine. The 

■pawn of this fish we are enabled to furnish 
to some other of the States, receiving in re- 

turn the ova of their best species, the most 

important of which is, perhaps, the Califor- 
nia salmon. The propagation of shad has 
also been very successfully inaugurated and 
our great rivers are likely to become once 

more alive with these bony but toothsome 
swimmers. 

Several other States are carrying forward 
the same system with favorable results. The 

New York Commissioners, with Horatio 

Seymour at the head, report an entire suc- 

cess from their operations. As an instance 

of the advantage of artificial spawning they 
report iiiat a full grown female shad will 

spawn upwards of 100,000 eggs,of which num- 

ber only a few hundred will be hatched in the 
ordinary way; while at their State hatching 
house from 90 to 95 per cent, can be secured 
by the artificial method. They have also 
placed large numbers of shad in tho interior 
fresh waters of the State as an experiment, 
and report very favorable results. 

Our own State is specially adapted to the 
culture of fish, on account of the abundance 
of lakes, ponds and streams, and from this 
source should be derived a large cl ement of 
food of the people. The practical value of 
this interest is indicated by the testimony of 
Warden Paine of Orono, who reports that, 
last year up to July 23, nineteen hundred 
and eighty-four salmon were taken from the 
Penobscot between Bangor and Oldtown, of 
an average weight of sixteen pounds, ten 
ounces and an average value for the season 

of sixteen and three-fifths cents per pound, 
making in all a value of $5504.00. Comparing 
this small space of water with all the fish 

bearing waters of the State and this one class 
•f fish with all the edible classes,we may have 
some conception of the extent of the food 
snpply which must result from a suitable cul- 
tivation and care of this great interest. 

In discussing the difficulties of protecting 
fish in the wilds of the State, our Commis- 
sioners speak very warmly of the unprincipled 
and unsportsmanlike conduct of a large class 
of summer visitors from other States, who 
kill great numbers of trout from mere wan- 
tonness and leave them by hunfreds to de- 
cay on the shores. They say “no legislation 
can meet the requirements of this shameless 
abnse ot the hospitality of our State. We 
must look to our sportsmen, our guides, our 
hotel keepers at all our summer resorts, and 
to our newspapers to aid us iu putting these 
sorry burlesques of true anglers to shame. 
It is a class of men unworthy to bear a rod, 
fit only to handle a flah pole or drag-net.” 
Fvery citizen of Maine should feel it a per- 
sonal duty to assist in enforcing the laws 
against this shabby set of fellows who take 

their vacations in our woods and whose only 
practical knowledge of fish arises, probably, 
from selling salt cod at retail in the corner 

groceries of Boston and New York. 
The Maine Sporting Association, which is 

now taking so good care of the game of our 

State under the stringent law of last winter, 
Will seek similar legislation for the protection 
of fish at the next session and will .then take 
measures to enforce tho law. Till then we 
aanst all do what we can to circumscribe the 

performances of these cockney devastators of 

sport and destroyers of the food of the peo- 
ple. 
_ 

A Vends party is at first blush a little ques- 
tionable, being suggestive of a relapse into 

Paganism, or worse still wild excesses in the 
service of the Paphian Goddess; but on in- 

vestigation it turns out to be quite scientific, 
and not iu the least erotic. In the slang of 
Washington society a Venus party consists of 
a group of scientists who go to the Southern 
Ocean to watch the transit of the planet 
Venus next December. There are eight of 
these parties sent out by the government, 
five of which sail on the Swatara in June, 
The fint will be stationed at New Zealand, 
under the charge of Prof. Peters of Clinton 
College; The second at Kerguelrais Island’ 
under charge ot Capt. Ryan of the Navy; 
the third at Crozet Island, under command 
of Captain Raymond of the Ar- 

my; the fourth at Hobart Town, 
under the direction of Prof. Harkness of the 
Naval Observatory; and the fifth at Chatham 
Island, under charge of Prof. Smith of the 
Coast Survey. The three other parties, 
which sail in July, will be stationed at the 
North, the first at WJadivostok, Liberia, un- 
der charge of Prof. Hall of the Naval Oh. 
servatory, the second at Pekin, under Prof 
Watson of Michigau University, and the third 
at Tokahama, under Prof. Davidson of the 
Coast Survey. 

The dismal prognostics of Mr. Henry 
Watters on, editor of the Louisville Courier- 
Journal, concerning the aspiration of the 
President for a third term, have excited a 
universal burst of laughter from the Atlantic 
to the Pacific. Some wags in Washington 
evidently fooled him to the top of their bent 
and he wrote it all out and sent it to his 
paper. He says himself that it is the result 
of “meditation between the sherry and cham- 
pagne” ; but the general theory is that he 
must have struck this streak of inspiration 
after the champagne, if not in the brandy 
and seltzer stage of the feast. Accord ing to 
the Boston Herald, “the friends of the bright 
editor who has seen such phantoms in Wash- 
ington attribute them to a change of drinks 
from the healthful, inspiring whiskey of 
Bourbon County to the foreign tipples so 

largely used in Washington society.” This 
somewhat jinajamic editor—if we may call 
him so—will learn sometime, perhaps, that 
the people decide the question of the Presi- 
dency and that, if they want Gen. Grant for 
a third term, they will indicate it unmistak- 
edly and in ample season; and, finally, that 
this outcry about “revolution”, “Csesarism”, 
4‘dictatorship and the rest is Chinese thun- 
der, which frightens nobody and excites only 
derisive mirth. 

In New York if a man calls a policeman a 
fool he is immediately consigned to prison. 
This is but an indication of the drift of events 
for the official mind is getting “bumptious” 
in all sections of the country. It is scarcely 
safe now to insinuate that a municipal judge 
even may be an ass, and if this state of affairs 
continues the only man in the whole country 
that a timid person will dare to abuse will be 
the President of the United States. It is 
quite safe to call him a drunkard, a villain, 
and a fool.

We trust that Boston 

will be able, with all its natnral disadvan- 

tages, to hold its ocean line, for the loss of it 
will be a serious blow to its business as well 
as its honorable pride. It is, however, a lit- 
tle strange that while the Grand Trunk Rail- 
way and Allan steamships were shipping 
western produce from Chicago to Liverpool, 
via Portland, ten per cent, lower than any 
other line, a leading Boston paper stated that 
that city was a natural Canadian seaport. 

Chicago workiugmen are becoming wise 
in their generation. At a recent meeting a 

motion authorizing the raising of money for 

speaker's expenditures was voted down. 

The opinion was quite general that it isn’t 

profitable to pay men who have been living 
for years off the laboring men of the country 
great prices for advocating the labor move- 

ment. The fact was recognized that the one 

thing that deprives the laboring men of the 

sympathy of other classes is that these dem- 

agogues are their spokesmen. One of th* 

“horny-handed” pertinently inquired why 
the laboring man should pay for transporting 
these blatant orators up and down the coun- 

try in Pullman palace cars and for boarding 
them at the Palmer House. The Chicago

When a man is seen traveling about in the 
streets of New York with a horse and wagon, 
a can of milk, and a barrel labelled “cat-meat” 
the attentive observer leaps at once to the 
conclusion that the peripatetic vender is en- 

gaged in the work of supplying cheap res- 

taurants with their daily allowance of food, 
and a horrid vision of dirty table cloths, 
copper-toed silver forks, and suspicious dishes 
with foreign names comes up before him. 
But on inquiry he will be relieved to learn that 
the man with the suggestive barrel is the 
proprietor of a “cat route,” and that he ca- 

ters daily for three hundred and forty-six cats; 
leaving their rations at their residences each 
morning. His scale of prices is low but re- 

munerative, the rate being fifty cents a week 
for adults, and twenty-five cents for kittens, 
and he nets ten cents per cat, or $34,60 a 

week. Sorely the great American mind is 
not yet exhausted. 

A private letter from Philadelphia gives a 

very unfavorable report of Gen. Hersey’s 
condition. He has had another very severe 

attack, and the chances seem much against 
his recovery. This will be sad news for his 
numerous friends in Maine who watch for 
intelligence of his condition with much 
solicitude.

The Chicago Inter-Ocean remarks, apropos

The Springfield Register, the leading Dem- 

ocratic paper in Illinois, says there is not a 

word oi truth in the declaration that the 

Democracy of that State will join a new 

party, or a third party, or anything of that 
kind. It proposes to eschew all “tricks, 
games and manoeuvres,” as the Register calls 
the Greeley movement. 

A correspondent ot the Chicago Tribune 
says, after travelling over the greater part of 

Missouri, that the Democracy of the State 
are bound to split, on account of the gross 
mismanagement of the State administration. 
The finances are iu a miserable condition,the 
State debt, which, uuder the Republicans, 
was being reduced at the rate of $3,000,090 
a year, having teen actually increased, and 
the school laws have fallen into neglect and 
crime has increased. The correspondent, 
theerfore, predicts that a reform movement 
will be as triumphant this year as such a 

movement was in 1870, when Grata Brown 
was elected by a majority of 50,000. 

Washington Sews and Gossip. 

THE MOIETY BILL. 
Tho moiety bill, as explained, has to do 

with all the existing machinery for the en- 
forcement of the Customs laws. It induces 
penalties and forfeitures, abolishes moieties, 
substituting therefor moderate rewards. In- 
habits the arbitrary seizure of books and pa- 
pers, limits punishment to intentional frauds 
and aims to adjust Customs legislation to the 
standard of freedom and intelligence which 
prevails in other statutes. Mr. Roberts said 
the existing law rankles like fetters. Forfeit- 
ures arc wrung from the careless as well as tho 
criminal; ruir. follows the footsteps of the Rev- 
enue officer; tho good will of the citizens to an 

alarming extent is lost; approbinm docs not 
attach to the violation of the laws, and their 
enforcement carries a taint. For all the odium 
of the exercise of this statute only about $330,- 
000 a year have been derived from it, which 
might perhaps have been collected without the 
law. No collector, naval officer or surveyor 
has appeared to ask a continuance of the law, 
while those officers -t Philadelphia have asked 
its unconditional repeal. Tho rewards which 
are substituted for moieties are distinctly 
grounded and limited, and except in cases of 
smuggling exclude officers from any share in 
them. The committee did not think that leas 
than was proposed was safe to the revenue; 
they believed them more demoralizing and 
dangerous to the Government and citizen. 
The penalties aud forfeitures are seldom made 
the basis for a suit; they are used for instru- 
ments of terror. In a list of oases examined 
by the committee, penalties of five millious 
produced only fifty millions of revenue. The 
commencement of a suit for a violation of 
the Customs laws is ruinous; these laws do not 
benefit the treasury; they aro arraigning com- 
merce against the govt rumeiit. 

The hill provides for the forfeiture of tho 
particular items tainted by fraud with a fine 
not exceeding five thousand dollars for each 
offence, aud doubles the dutiable value of mer- 
chandise when the cost of customs is omitted. 
The question »f intent is left to a jury. Suits 
must he brought within two years. Mr. Rob- 
erts, for the committee, believed that if Ihe bill 
becomes a law the country will see realized to 
some extent the ideal administration that 
Brougham foreshadowed, which found the law 
the two edged sword of craft and oppression and left it the staff of honesty aud the shield 
of innocence. 

Mr. llawes late in the day made an extended 
speech in support of the bill. He considered 
tins subject of great importance. He cited the 
carious fact that, while one revenue officer was 

writing a report against the system, he was re 
ceiviug $50,000 annually Two years ago, on 
complaint of Boston merchants, he had intro- 
duced a bill which passed, bnt the Custom 
Houses heaid of it and the bill slept its last 
sleep in the Senate. He criticised the Trcas- 
ory for delaying information upon this subject 
in reply to a resolution he had introduced early in the session. He said the system had lost at 
New York for every dollar collected $0,81 and 
at Boston for every dollar returned, $4.98.

It was the intention to 
have Congress take a recess on Thursday dur- 
ing the ceremonies at the White House, but so 
few members have been invited that it has 
been abandoned. The indecent pressure for in- 
vitations has bean very great, but they have 
uniformly been refused, and iu some instances 
with regrets. 

HELL GATE PILOTAGE BILL. 
A special to the Times says that the majority 

uf the Hell Gate pilots will find their occupa- 
tion gone, if Senator Hamliu’s bill to relieve | 
vessels engaged in the coasting trade from 
compulsory pilotage, passed by the Senate to- 
day, becomes a.law. It was asserted in the de- 
bate that preceded the passage cf the bill that 
there are now engaged at Hell Gate 43 pilots, 
who earn on an average 84,000 each a year. 
They have only one pilot boat, and row about 
Hell Gate in their yawls, and board passing 
Vessels waich are in tow of steam tugs and col- 
lect from them the legal fees without rendering 
any service. It was also asserted that half a 
dozen pilots could perform all the legitimate 
service needed, and that the present fees are an 

unjust and unnecessary tax on New England 
commerce. 

PROSPECT OF FINANCIAL LEGISLATION. 

The inflationists begin to see that their de- 
termination not to pass such a currency bill as 

President Grant oould sign is not finding favor 
in the eyes of their constituents. Several com- 

promise propositions have been submitted by 
them. The most acceptable is one which is be- 
tween the bill reported by the Senate Commit- 

tee and it was finally passed by the Senate, and 
the proposition is to fix the ratio of retirement 
at 40 per cent., instead of 50 per cent, as in the 
original bill, and instead of 25 per cent., as in 
the bill passed, restore the 5 per cent, redemp- 
tion bond and remove the feature of the hill re- 

quiring the banks to keep their reserves locked 
up iu their own vaults. 

The last feature, however, will b« optional 
with the inflationists, but as Senator Logan at- 
tacked it as causing a contraction of $40,000, 
000, the opportunity will be offered to rernovo 
it. On the other hand, several leading Repub- 
lican Congressmen, who are hard money men, 
are confident in their declarations that nothing 
will be done on the finance and currency ques- 
tion at this session. 

The Pilotage Bill. 
The following is the exact text of Mr. Ham- 

lin’s bill “to relieve ships and vessels from 

compulsory pilot-fees iu certain cases,” as it 

passed tbe Senate on Monday last. This bill, 
should it become a law, as it doubtless will, will 
save ;to the shipping interests of the State of 
Maine from $100,000 to $200,000 per annum: 

Be it enacted by the Senate and House of 
Representatives of the United States of America 
iu Congress assembled, That no owner, agent, 
master, or consignee of any ship or vessel, when 
trading between district and distriot, or between 
different places in the same district, or cariying 
on the fishery, shall, by virtue of the laws of 
any state, be compelled to take, employ, or pay 
a pilot not voluntarily employed on entering or 

departing from any port or harbor, or entering, 
passing through, or leaving any channel, pas- 
sage or strait within the waters of the United 
States. 

In the debate preceding its passage Mr. 

Conkling took occasion to allude to Mr. Ham- 
lin’s' vigor and persistency in support of the 
measure, in the following highly complimen- 
tary terms: 

If an illustration was needed of the fact that 
the Senator from Maine never puts his hand to 
tbe plow and turns back, the bill before us 
would be a complete illustration of that fact. 
The senator, convinced profoundly that the in- 
terests of navigation, and especially the inter- 
ests of his constituents, require a change in the 
pilot laws, lias been so persistent, and has been 
so argumentative and so able in his mode of 
presenting the subject to the committee, and 
insisting upon it and pressing it forward at all 
times, that in fact, as 1 think, because tbe com- 
mittee was not able to resist him, this hill has 
been reported. 

I do not rise to make any attack upon it, or 
to consume any time in objecting to it. I wish, 
however, to say, that as it was introduced origi- 
nally, speaking now of the port of Hew York, 
its effect would have been to cut up altogether 
the existing system of pilotage. Upon conside 
ration the committee changed it so far as not to 
make it applicable to foreign vessels or sea- 

going vessels, and to confine it to the particular 
held of operation which the senator from Maine 
has been so strenuous in insisting upon. As it 
stands now, it does interfere with the pilotoge 
known as Hell Gate pilotage, as contra dis- 
tinguished from Sandy Hook pilotage, and it 
permits vessels plying in the coasting trade, 
without taking a pilot, to run in and out of 
these local waters. 1 say, for myself, that iu 
the presence of the very urgent effort which 
has heen made, I consented to this, in the hope 
the it was ,ifiht, and knowing that it was 
much less radical than tbe original measure. 
I take it, it will be the pleasure of the Senate to 

adopt it, and I shall consider it, if I may be 
forgiven for saying so, about as much a person 
al triumph of my friend from Maine as it is 
an act of legislation iu the interests of com- 
merce in the abstract. 

The Western Chops.—Returns from nu- 

merous districts in Illinois, Indiana, Wiscon- 
sin, Iowa, Minnesota and Michigan, .represent 
the condition of growing crops as very promis- 
ing. Indications are favorable for an abun- 
dant yield of all the cereals. The acreage of 
wheat is fully up to that of last year, and the 
fields generally look well. The corn is not all 

planted, hut the area will probably equal that 
of last year. Other crops are looking well. The 
St. Louis Republican of the 16th says: “The 
wheat crop appears, so far, to be without any 
serious detriment; yet a prevalence of rains, 
with the warm weather now the rule, may pos- 
sibly produce some ill effects. At the present 
time it would seem that farmers and the world 
have a hopeful prospect.” It adds that peacl} 
and apple trees are in fall bloom. The Nation 
al Crop Reporter records an increase in the 
acreage sown with oats in the States of Indi- 
ana, Iowa, Kansas, Ohio, and Wisconsin, the 
average increase being a little over 0 per eent. 
The States named have an aggregate acreage 
of 255,000 acres in oats and 427,000 acres in 
wheat. The Chicago Inter-Ocean gives a des- 
patch from Springfield, 111., dated tho 26th, de- 
tailing a conversation with a farmer who ren- 
ders a gloomy account of the crops in Sangam- 
on county, and the same paper has reports 
that in the grasshopper region of Iowa the in- 
sects have made their appearance in large num- 
bers. No great damage is apprehended, how- 
ever.

Emit Dffrimj and iIn Industries. 
The village of East Deering has grown up to 

its present size almost unnoticed. At present 
there are about seventy-five houses in the vil- 

lage and house-lots are in great demand. The 

buildings all havo the appearance of thrift and 
not a single house is vacant. 

A Press representative visited the village 
yesterday and examined the improvements 
now going on. In crossing Tukey’s Bridge the 
first thing that attracts the attention of an ob- 
server is the great activity in 

SHIP-BUILDING. 

The first yard visited was that of tho Merrill 
Brothers, near the bridge. They have now on 

the stocks a barkentiDe for Capt. Keazer of 
this city. It will be about 400 tons, and will be 
commanded by Capt. Henley of Cape Eliza- 
beth. It is finished to the lower deck inside. 
The deck frame is made of Southern pine and 
the top is of hackmatack, with thej floor of 
hard wood. The modeling is all done by the 
members of the firm, who are young, energet- 
ic aud very ingenious men. This yard is used 
considerably for repairing vesseis, as it is not 
affected by the tides as much as other yards, as 

the railroad bridge acts as a breakwater. They 
employ about fifteen men. 

The next yard is that of J. S. Winslow & Co. 
This yard is under the charge of George Bus- 
sell, master builder. Three vessels are on the 
stocks. Tho first one is a three-masted schoon- 
er ef 350 tons to be launched in a few days. 
She is built for J. S. Winslow & Co., is to bo 
commanded by Capt. York of Forry Village, 
and is intended for a coaster. 

The second is a bark of about GOO tons for the 
same parties; to lie commanded by Capt. Welch 
of Gloucester, Mass. She is all timbered out 
and sealed to the lower deck. 

The third is also a bark of about 500 tons, 
built by Geo. S. Hunt, J. S. Winslow and oth- 

| ers, for Capt. Dyer of Lincolnville, and is in- 
tended for the general freighting business. She 
is to be a fine looking vessel, aud is built for a 

carrier. Her keel is 131 feet and her beam 32 

feet, with a depth of eight feet. There are 

forty men employed in this yard. 
Adjoining thir yard is that of Bussell Lewis 

& Co. They have two vessels in this yard, and 
another to go on the stocks as soon as they can 
make room for it. Tho frame is all out and 
will be on the spot in a day or two. This yard 
is in chage of Capt. Sargent, master builder. 
The first vessel is bark of 750 tons for the South 
American trade. This firm build aud sail their 
own vessels. The captain is not as yet known, 
Tho vessel is just timbered aud is 154 feet in 
length aud 32 feet beam, with a depth of 18 
feet, aud has a double deck. She will have fine 
carrying and sailing qualities. The second is a 

bark of 450 tons, aud will be commanded by 
Capt. James Howe of this city. She is iutond- 
ed for the West India trade. Tho model was 

made by Capt. Lewis of this city. The keel is 
125 feet, the beam 30 feet, with a depth of 1GJ 
feet, with a double deck. This yard employs 
about thirty men. 

The two last named yards possess a great ad- 
vantage over many others. They have side 
tracks running from the Grand Trunk, which 
brings all the timber right to the spot. If they 
had a steam mill they would havo better facili* 
ties for ship-building than any other firm in the 
State. The prospect for ship-building is the 

I most encouraging for many years. 
OTHER INDUSTRIES. 

A short distance from the village proper are 

the well-known Presumpscot Iron Company’s 
Works. Here ahont thirty men are employed 
They do all the heavy forging for the machine 

companies in this city and in Montreal, Cam- 

den, liangor and mauy other places. They 
work wholly on scrap iron. The Works are 

supplied with all the machinery necessary to 

carry on the business. They have four large 
trip hammers from ten hundred pounds to five 
tons strike; also four furnaces for melting the 
scrap iron, which has has to go through several 
processes before it is ready for use. A pond of 
fresh water just above the works supplies them 
with water. They use a kind of sand to temper 
the|iron with while being forged'which comes 

from Long Island, N. Y. They are at present 
at work upon the frame of a locomotive, which 
is to be a monster in size and strength. 

A short distance from here is the largo pork 
packing establishment of Orlando Leighton’s. 
The building is not as yet fully completed, but 
will be in a short time, when it wiil be the most 

extensive establishment of the kind in the 
State It will be 200 feet in length, two stories 
high, with as excellent cellar. It is quite near 

the Grand Trank track, and a siding is to he 

put in so that the hogs from the West can be 

brought from their pens to the cars without ad- 
ditional treble or expense. The siding serves 

also for the delivery of their coal and salt, the 
latter being no small item in an establishment 
of this kind. At present they receive eight or 

ten car loads a week, hut in a short time they 
will have twice that number. They are putting 
in all the facilities for doing a very large busi- 

ness. The building is wl-U appointed and con- 

venient. One very noticeable fact connected 
with the business is the economizing of mate- 

rial. There is nothing so worthless as to he 
thrown away. The scraps of meat are saved 
and the oil is extracted, after which they are 

ground up and sold for fertilizers. A fine quali- 
ty of lard oil is wade here. Another thing to 

be noticed is the neatness of the whole place. 
Even the sausage room, about which so much 
is saie, is as neat as a pin. This establishment 
will employ one hundrec? men. 

Nearer to the village is the brick yard of 
.Tames Lucas. Here there are employed about 

thirty men, who manufacture on an average a 

million bricks a year. 
In the different branches of business there 

are employed about 250 men. The most of them 
live in or about the village. Many of them have 
but lately come and are making themselves 
homes. J. B. Lunt & Co., of this city, who 
own several lots of land in the village, report 
that they have sold more lots the preseut sea 

son than for years before. They have a few 
more remaining, several of which are being ne- 

gotiated for. It is reported that the lots will 
all he built upon the present season. 

The oldSilsbee estate has been sold to E. B. 
Robinson of this city, who has renovated the 
house inside and out, and moved his family 
there. 

The people of the villago feel very much the 
loss of the hall,which was destroyed last spring 
by fire, as it was the only jilace for holding so- 

cial and religious services. An attempt will he 
made to build a new one in a more pleasant 
location. A promiucnt owner of real estate has 
signified his intention tojaid them in a every 
material manner when they are ready to build. 

The village has the prospect of being one of 
the smartest and pleasantest of the many 
which adjoin this city. 

Congress Street Cars.—The object of put- 
ting in the turnout at State street square is 

for the purpose of putting on an additional 

car; four will now be run on the Congress 
street line, ono from each extremity every ten 

minutes. This is an improvement long desir- 
ed, and the company is desirous of affording 
every facility for the public convenience. 
Every car on both lines has beeD newly up- 
holstered aud put into first rate order for tho 
present occasion.

74, was 3014, an increase of 127 over last year. Two thousand, one hundred and flftv feet of 
street mains have been laid since tholast an-

Ten new benches of five were completed in 
season for use last fail, at a cost of about $11,- 
000. They are model benches with many im- 
provements and worth going to see for any of 
the stockholders who take au interest in the 
mechanical operations which form the basis of 
all the profits of the company. 

The old coal sheds on the eastern side of the 
wharf ate out of repair and your directors have 
decided to build a largo uew one in their place, 
with better arrangements for wheeling. The 
saving in expense of wheeling the coal will 
pay the interest on the cost of the shed, esti- 
mated at about $4000.

WASHINGTON. 

Amendments !• the Senate Finance Bill. 
Washington, May 20.—The House Com- 

mittee on Banking and Currency examined the 
Senate Finance bill, and amended it in impor 
tant particulars. The following are the amend- 
ments: 

In the second section the words were stricken 
out, “And each national banking association, 
now organized, or hereafter to be organized, 
shall keep and retain as a part of its reserve 
one-fourth of the coin received by it as interest 
on the bonds of the United States deposited as 

security for circulation.” 
The entire third section was struck out. The 

section requires each national bank, within 
ninety days, to keep its lawful money reserve 
within its own vaults at the place where its 
operations of discount and deposit are carried 
on. The section also repeals the provision per- 
mitting the redemption of notes elsewhero than 
at the counters of banks. 

The eighth section was amended by substitut- 
ing forty for twenty-five per centum in the pre 
visions for retirement of greenbacks. The final 
vote has not, however, been takeu on the sec- 
tion, and it may he further amended. 

Treasury Balances. 
The following are the Treasury balances to- 

day Currency, $10,180,367; special deposit of 
legal tenders for redemption of certificates of 
deposit, $56,005,000; coin, $88,858,324, including 
eoin certificates $36,960,400; outstanding legal 
tenders, $382,000,000. 

Officials Censured. 
The Committee on Ways and Means, to-day, 

authorized Mr. Foster to report a resolution 
censuring the Secretary of the Treasury, As- 
sistant Secretary of the Treasury and Solicitor 
Banfield for careless administration of the law 
in the Sanborn contract case. 

Opposed to Increase. 
The Committee of Ways and Means, to-day, 

by a vote of 8 against 2, expressed themselves 
opposed to the restoration of the ten per cent, 
taken off the rate of duty on certain articles in 
the second section of the tariff act of June 6, 
1872. The restoration of the ten per cent 
would increase tlie revenues $8,000,000, which 
the committee seem to think is not necessary.

A resolution that the Secretary of War fur- 
nish documents relative to the claims of Nor- 
man Wyard was passed. The Civil Eights bill was called up by a ma- 

jority vote, although Messrs. Stockton, Sauls- 
bury, and McCreary objected, asking its post- 
ponement till the absent Senators returned who 
desired to speak upon the subject. Mr. Salis- 
bury called for the yeas and nays, and the mo- 
tion to take up the bill was agreed to, yeas 37, 
nays 13. 

Mr. Ingalls, from the Committee on Indian 
Affairs, reported with amendments the bill 
conferring exclusive jurisdiction over Indian 
reservations upou United States courts aud for 
the puuishment of crimes committed by and 
against the Indians. 

Mr. Flanagan of Texas addressed the Senate 
in favor of the Civil Eights bill. 

Mr. IVatt also spoke in favor of the bill. He 
argued that it was the duty of Congress to so 
legislate that every right of citizenship he se- 
cured to the black man. He thought the bill 
was justified in providing such severe penal- ties that it would be olieyed. The whole argu- 
ment against this bill began and ended in pre- 
judice. The passage of the bill would do much 
to auuihilate that prejudice, as the people 
would then accustom themselves to obeying the 
law and freeing themselves from prejudice. 

Mr. Thurman said he knew the hill was to 
pass, though not because of its merits. He did 
not holieve a third of the Senate, it left un- 
trammelled by outsiders pressure, would vote 
for the bill. There were 800,000 colored voters 
iu the United Slates, and their demands had 
more power in this chamber than the constitu- 
tion of the United States itself. He argued at 
some length as to the constitutional power of 
Congress and said this bill did not propose to 
deal with the States but it dealt with individ- 
ual-, so the States could provide punishment to 
secure civil rights and the federal government, 
by this bill, could seizo the citizen anil punish 
him a second time. 

The resolution of the House providing for ad- 
journment sine die June 22d was received and 
on motion of Mr. Edwards agreed to. 

Messrs Sargent, Morrill of Maine, aud Davis 
were appointed a conference committee on the 
naval appropriation hill. 

Fending the discussion on the civil rights bill 
the Senate went into executive session and sub- 
sequently adjourned. 

HOUSE. 
Mr. Dawes of Mass., asked to have a Senate 

resolution of final adjournment taken up and 
passed. 

Mr. Kasson of Iowa, said that he must ob- 
ject until some disposition was made of the 
bills affecting tbe Western interests. 

Mr. Garfield of Ohio, moved to go to tbe 
Speaker’s table and take up the resolution. 

Messrs. Cessna, Duunell and others object- 
ed. 

Mr. Dawes then offered as a privileged 
question, a resolution similar to that passed by 
the Senate. 

Mr. Coburn of Ind., moved to adjours. Neg- 
atived. 

The resolution of Mr. Dawes was agreed to. 
Teas 143, nays 47. 

Mr. Foster of Ohio, called up the report of 
the Sanborn contracts. 

Mr. Dawes of Mass., announced that he had I 
received a letter from his colleaguo (Mr. But-] 
let ) stating that he was ill in bed. that lie de- 
sired to speak upon the moieties in connection 
with the report and asking as a frvar that the 
committee would consent to postpone the dis- 
cussion until to-morrow. 

Mr. Foster said if i{ were a matter personal 
to himself he would consent at ondfe, but as it 1 

was a matter of great public interest he pre- 
ferred to take the sense of the House. 

On motion cMr. Dawes, the postponement 
was agreed to. 

The House went iato Committee of the 
Whole on the Postoffice appropriation bill. 

Mr. Holman of Ind., called attention to the 
fact that the amount appropriated by the bill 
exceeded the appropriations for the same 'pur- 
pose last year by $3,224,224, 

Mr. Holman of Ind., commented upon the 
system of show bids for mail contiacts. anti re- 
ferred to the exorbitant rates charged by the 
raitroad companies for transportation of mails, 
aud in reply to Mr. Lawrence promised to vote 
for a proposition to prescribe a reasonable rate, 
and said he believed no Democratic m ember 
would refuse to do so. 

Mr. Wood of N. Y., commented on the large 
annual increase of expenditures for the Post- 
office Department,whereupon the debate layixed 
into a talk hetweeu Messrs. Wood. Roberts 
and Randall about the relative morality, ho nor 
aud probity of tht Republican and Democratic 
parties, in which Mr. Randall said there was 
almost a solid Democratic vote against, and al- 
most a solid Republican vote in favor of the 
Sanborn contract. 

Mr. Roberts claimed that a Republican mem- 
ber inaugurated tlio movement tor cancellation 
of that law aud a Republican Committee re- 

ported a bill for its repeal. 
Mr. Randall replied “Yes, you could not 

help it. You allowed it to stay there two 
y*ex*a. V-„* ull-jw- .l Lit.- itirrnr- tre rubeod 
under it to the extent of $4,000,000, and you 
never attempted to repeal it till there was pub- lic indignation expressed against it to an al- 
most unprecedented extent.'” 

Mr. Tyne of Ind.. who had charge of the 
hill, declined to be drawn into a discussion of a 
subject not relevant to the bill. Ho accounted 
for tbe annual increase in the expenditures of 
the Postoffiee Department by stating that 
while that increase only .averaged 7 per cent, 
the increase of business averaged 10 per cent. 
He denied that the compensation paid to rail 
roadsfor ca Trying maifs was too great, and 
showed, taking tbe Erie railroad as a criterion, that the mails were carried at a less rate per 
pound than second and third class freight. 

This closed the general debate and then the 
bill was regularly considered by paragraphs. 

Mr. E. R. Hoar of Massachusetts moved an 
amendment providing that the postage on each 
copy of the agricultural report not to exceed 
ten cents. He gave the Post Office Depart- 
ment as authority for the statement that the 
rate of postage would fully defray the expenses 
to the Department, 

Mr. Shanks of Indiana moved to amend the 
amendment, making the pustage on the agri- 
cultural report one cent. Agreed to, !H to 46. 

Mr. Mills of Texas offered a substitute that 
all printed matter, printed by order of either 
house of Congress lie transported through the 
mails free of charge. 

Mr. Garfield of Ohio made a Doint of order, 
that the substitute was not germane to Mr. 
Hoar’s amendment (which had been made in 
the order last Monday by a suspension of tbe 
rules) and the cuairn an sustained the point 
aud ruled out the substitute. 

Mr. Randall appealed from the decision, but 
it was sustained by a large majority. 

Mr. Mills then moved to amend'Mr. Hoar’s 
amendment by making the agricultural report 
free of postage. 

After discussion Mr. Mills’ amendment was 

adopted, 110 to 63. 
Mr. Hoar’s proposition as thus amended was 

agreed to. The Committee arose aud Mr. 
O’Neil, from the Appropriation Committee, 
reported the pension appropriation bill, cover- 
ing about $30,000,060. Adjourned. 

Arrest of Governor Moses. 
Columbia, 8. C., May 19.—The sheriff of Or- 

angeburg county nndertook to arrest Governor 
Moses this morning, at his residence. The 
Governor declined to accept the services of the 
writ. He called upon Brigadier General Nash, 
commander of the National Guards (all color- 
ed) to furnish him military protection. 8pms 
three companies were out under arms, and were 
distributed between the Executive office and 
the Governor’s residence. Large crowds gath- 
ered in the streets and around the guarded 
points. This afternoon, on the advice of his 
counsel, the Governor concluded to submit to 
the law, and gave bail. He did not surrender 
to Orangeburg sheriff, but to Mr. Coleman, 
coroner of this county. The troops were dis- 
missed The streets are filled with the mill 
tary, and business is suspended. 

Refuses to be A rre*teil. 

Charlkston, May 20.—Tlie statement that 
Gov. Moses submitted to an arrest turns out in- 
correct. He had concluded to yield, and sent 
his carriage for an officer empowered to make 
the arrest, but at thu last moment changed his 
mind, and again refused to lie arrested. This 
morning he obtained a warrant for the arrest of 
the Orangeburg sheriff on a charge of attempt- 
ing illegally to arrest the Governor, but the 
sheriff had left Columbia. 

In Oraigeburg this morning the State Solici- 
tor reported the Governor’s resistance to ar 
rest and inquired what steps the oourt Would 
take to enforce its authority. The Court re- 

plied that for the present it did not see it way 
clear to a successful fight with the State mili- 
tia, and further action will 1st held uuder ad- 
visement. 

Columbia, 8. C., May 20.—All is quiet in the 
city to-day. The troops were discharged this 
morning. Gov. Moses, it is uuderstood, will 
stand trial.
