The Novel Scheme Contained in

Senator Blair's Latest Bill.

How the Extradition Treaty Was
Amended in the Senate.

Bismarck’s Fortunate Participation
in the Morocco Difficulty.

WasmxeToN, May 17.—The literature on
the convict labor question has received an
addition in Congress in the shape of a bill
introduced by Senator Blair in the Senate by
request. It proposes a new plan to prevent
conviet labor from competing with organized
{ree labor by paying to convicts or their fam-
ilies, the regular rate of wages for the work
they are required to perform, and it is such &
novel scheme, like most of Mr. Blair's pro-
ductions, that it is worth reading as a curios-
ity. The bill has a preamble, which declares
that the private monopoly of conviet labor
at the rate of about 16 cents per day Is a se-
rious menace to free labor, and that convict-
labor rings in the several States are actually

establishing a form of legalized sfavery, and

On the 3d of next March the terms of 26
United States senators will expire. The re-
tiring senators are equally divided between
the two political parties—13 Republicans and
13 Democrats, Of the 50 senators who hold
over, 26 are Republicans and 24 are Demo-
crats.

The New Extradition Treaty.

An English copy of the extradition treaty
has been received here, and a comparison
with the copy of the treaty made public by
authority of the Senate on the Hth ¢f April
shows the change the Senate made in the
treaty, of which Senator Riddleberger on
Feb. 6th, gave some public notice in a dis-
cussion in, the Senate; though, of course, he
was prevented by the secrecy of executive
business from stating what the change was,

Mr. Mills says in regard to his proposition
to take a vote directly on the tariff bill av
the close of the general debate that a Demo-
cratic caucus will probably be held Saturday
night to decide upon a programme in the
event of arefusal by the Republicans to
forego the privilege of amendment.

Settling with Morocco.

Exactly how a private communication
from Prince Bismarck induced the eccentric
monarch of Morocee to come to terms in the
Rabat affair is not wholly clear. Germany
has been able to quietly acquire a good deal
of influence in Morocco, partly because she
is recognized to Le the confirmed antagonist
0J France, whose Lold on Algeria keeps the
Sultan suspicious of French encroachments
upon his own domains. Morocco has also
good reason to fear Spanish covetousness,
and hence the Carolines dispute between
Spain and Germany gave the latter a still
stronger hold on the turbaned magnates of
Moroceo. The Moorish ministers of war and
state once yisited Berlin to study the Ger-
man army system and consult’ with the
Chancellor, and took an_ autograph letter
from the Sanltan to old Emperor William.
Thus on several accounts it is seen to be
quite credible that Bismarck really did in-
terfere.in our own little aftair; and it is also

rossiblethat his advice was secretly asked
y_the Sultan.

BISHOP TAYLOR'S WORK.

Mis Methods and the Ecclesiastical
Position of His Mission.

New York, May 16.—The sub-committee
of the Methodist Missions Committee met
last evening at the Grand Central Hotel, on
Broadway, to continue their invessigations
in regard to the methods pursued by Bishop
Taylor of Africa in his foreign work, and the
ecclesiastical position of his missionaries in
the church. The meeting was called to or-
der about 8.30, and Dr. J. A. B. Wilson of
Delaware presided. Dr. J. M. Thoburn of
thie Bengal Conference, who is chairman of
the General Committee on Foreign Missions,
was present as an invited guest. After the
meeting was opened a paper was read by
Dr. Ashbury Lowrie on the relation of Bish-
op Taylor to the missionary society and to
the church, and the general drift of it tend-
ed to ask that the General Conference might
recognize Bishop Taylor's claim (to standing
as a general superintendeut and give a form-
al sanction to his policy. This paper was
discussed at some lepgth by the committee,
but no action was taken, as a full committee
was not p t, and it was considered de-
sirable to have a full meeting before a formal
ballot was taken.

After the discussion had ended, C. A. Da-
ﬁem{grt. a retired missionery from Bisho
Taylor’s field in Africa, and a native of 1l-
linois, appeared for a second time before this
sub-committee and submitted some addition-
al NSGI'& Mr. Davenport was then closely
questioned by sev of the committee’s
members. It was finally decided to rconsid-
er all testimony offered in the committee at
the second stage of its proceedings as
strictly confidential. Mr. Davenport, how-
ever, makes all statements without reserve
outside of the committee, and hence it is
well known that he pronounces against
Bishop Taylor's system of sell-support. At
a meeting, last evening, an attempt was
made to sketeh an outline of the three
Poinm that this committee is consid-

ng with regard to Bishe Taylor,

namely his authority, his meth and the
ecelesiastical position of his missionaries in
the chureh, with a view to embodying the
sketeh in a final report to the committee, but
the attempt was not carried out.

Bishop Taylor wasnot presentat the meet-
ing, though 1t had been ho the com-
mittee that he would be. regard to the

matter, Dr. Thoburn said the committee
would probably hit upon a plan to put Bish-
oP Taylor's missionaries in a proper rela-
tion with the church, and that he thought
the facts in the matter when- publie
would not prove of a sensational character.
Dr. Thoburn also said that a good deal could
be said explapatory of Bishop Taylor's
methods, as he was by nature exceptional,
and that, though his methods often struck
men as strange at first, when examined they

roved less so than was thought. As toBishop

'aylor's ecelesiastical position, Dr. Thoburn
said that that would have to be decided by
the episcopacy committee.

Proceedings of the Conference.

Bishoup Foss presided at the conference to-
day. Rev. J.}0. Peck, of the New York
Enst Conference, conducted devotional ex-
ercises. The minority report on the judiciary
stated that the members dissented from the
views of the majority on the limit of the
bishops’ office. They believed that the re-
strictive rule guards the office of the episco-
pacy, but does not touch its limit and it is
competent for conferences to fix such a lim-

it to the official term of the bishops. The
report was laid on the table.

he majority report on the judiclary was
presented. It is a very important paper,
stating that the election of presiding elders
by the annual conference cannot be l|:er--
mitted as such assulglptlon of authority is a
violation of the ,th restrictive rule, and
also that the presiding elder could not have
eoordinate authority with the bishops in fix-
ing a:m_g!ntments of preachers unless they
were first submitted the annual confer-
g:mfor their discussion. The report was

Rev, A. C. Achand, from the conference
of Frankfort on the Main, Germany, of-
fered a resolution againstt he appointment
of resident or missionary bishops in Eu-
ro]i‘e. Referred.

he reports of the committee on episco-
pncg states that the work of general superin-
tendeney requires that five new bishops be
elected by the general conference.

A long debate ensued on the number of
bishops to be chosen. The radacal element
wanted six or seven and the non progressive
element thought four enough. he report
was adopted making the number five, and
the conference adjourned.

THE EARTH HAKEN.

Terrific Explosion in a New Jersey
Stone Quarry.

LAMBERTVILLE, N. J., May 17.—A fright-
ful explosion near this village shook the
country for miles around at 7.30 o’clock this
morning. Houses were rocked toand fro
and windows were rattled and broken as
though by an earthquake.

People ran from their houses into the
streets and gathered in excited groups.

A DELICHTFUL FUEL.

How Peat Is Cut, Preserved and Used
in Scotland.

(8t. James Gazelte. ]

A more delightful kind of fuel than peat
has not yet been discovered. No doubtthere
are various kinds of peat—good, bad and in-
different. But the best kind of peat Is mild,
cleanly, and in every way useful and pleas-
ant. To those who have been used to peat
fuel, a coal fire appears insufficlent and in-
significant. Coal fires are much to expen-
give to keep up in the Highland fashion.
Whatever else may be costly in portions of

there or the water—which is also of the best
quality —that Is drunk.

Peat is found to a depth of over twelve
feet. Trunks of fir trees are frequently dis-
covered in it, several feet from the surface
The fir is generally in a good state of preser-
vation and richly laden with rosin. Indeed,
when cuot up and dried, moss fir, as it Is
called, s sometimes used by the poerer peo-

mossy character. Three or four diffe/®
kinds of peat, one above the other, uré often,
taken out of the same bank. The first cut or
layer is usaally of a light or dark brewn col-
or, the second is still darker, and the third
or fourth is almost black, and, as it were, of
a fatty substance. Inthe first and second
peats moss and grass, sometimes running
from end to end, are distinetly visible: but
in the third or fourth the whole is clotted to-
gether in a decomposed mass, so that all

traces of vegetation are merged in a black
composition of the consistence of butter. All

the peats make good fuel, but the latter is
the best. After bein ‘lhoruuﬁhl_\f dried it
burns with a great briliancy, lighting up a

room in such a way as to render any other
artificial light unnecessary in winter nights.
Peat cutting, implements for which are
speclally mad‘c, Is commenced about the b«
ginning of Ma{. The turf or crust Is first
stripped off in three or four stripes of vary-
ing I.chkm-ss with a shovel-like implement
which is struck forward from above the
knee in a slanting position. This is the
hardest part of the woik, and calls for some
technical skill. Then the substance is siiced
out by the peat cutter with an implement
locally termed a tusk. Two persons, male
or female, aecompany the cutter, taking the
at from him as it is cut and spreading It at
ull length on the ground. Three persons
are therefore on';uged to one spade or tusk;
but seven or eight spades will eut sufficient
seats in one day to serye the uses of a fami-
y for a whole year. Peat-cutting day Is
generally associated with good fellowship
and festivity. The head of the family issnes
invitations to those of his neighbors who are
known to have an aptitude for such work,
aud on the morning of the day appointed the
house is filled with young men and women,
together with some old ones, blithely

ready to do him the required services,
The day's operations are begun with
breakfast—a repast which would not
disgrace a wedding. There is plenty of
whiskey, of course; a peat-cutting without
whiskey would never prosper. Afler appro-
priate toasts have been duly heno the

party starts for the peat moss, where the
work is begun by the young people more in
the spirit of play than of labor and carried
on with hearty good will. At midday there
is an interval for lunch, which |s eaten on
the heathery hillside in picnic fashion, and
a great deal of fun goes on meanwhile.
Work is then resumed, often with the result
that the year's peats are cut before five
o'elock in the afternoon ; and then the partf
marches back to another hospitable meal.
No payment is given or expected ; only it Is
understood that each family engaged wiil
help the other in similar circumstances. An
individual here ond there will eut his peats
himself, working at them day after day un-
til he has obtained the requisite quantity,
but the peat-cutting party system Is mue
opular.

The alleged interview wiih Blaine which
the Buffalo News published wears a decided-
ly fishy appearance. The News has either
been imposed upon by its correspondent or
else is trying to impose upon the public.
Assuming the first to be true it shows that
the mental calibre of the News is very small.
Assuming the second it shows that the News
thinks the people are fools. No correspond-
ent would ever have deliberately asked Mr.
Blaine if he would support Mr. Depew if he
became the Republican candidate for the
Presidency, neither would Mr. Blaine have
mildly replied to such a question, implying
as it does a doubt of his loyalty to the Re-
publican party, “yes,” and then have gone
on to give asa reason for supporting him
that he was a good friend of his. Neither is
it probable that Mr. Blaine would have com-
mitted to a newspaper eorrespondent to be
spread over the country, the opinion, even if
he held it, that Mr. Sherman’s chanece of
securing the nomination was secondary.
The whole interview is doubtless a lie made
out of whole cloth, and deserves to be con-
signed tothe same category as the stories
about his feeble health. It isa good deal
more stupld however than most of the lies
that have preceded it.

Of the condition of work on the great canal
on the 1sthmus of Panama there is much
doubt and many conflicting reports. But of
the political engineering which De Lesseps
is doing for the canal in France, there can be
no doubt whatever, and it entitles the great
ditch digger to rank with the great states-
men. Though the canal is costing far more
than the first estimates, and though the in-
terest charges on the loans already made are
heavy and immediate draing on the new
loans, De Lesseps has so distributed the
stock of his enterprise that the French gov-
ernment dares not letit collapee. It was
argued that to give the work up now would
be to give it over to some foreign country to
complete. This would have resulted in de-
spolling four hundred thousand French in-
vestors, whose influéence in a democratie
country like France would be fatal to the
politician or the party that should stand in
the way of a government loan. Besides, it
is tboroughly believed in France thatthe
work is getting along well, and that it is
certain to be completed if vroperly sup-
ported. As there is doubtless money enough
in France to complete the work, and as the
political influence of the stockholders is
sufficient to wring the money through the
government, the future of the canal looks
mueh brighter than it did a few months ago.
Whether it will ever be able to pay a fair
rate of interest on the tremendous invest-
ment is a question about which the French
stockholders are not troubling themselves
now. Theyare devoting all their energies
now to saving their principal, and with De
Lesseps to manage for them, they seem
likely to do so.

confirmed our impression as to the object of his
commission.—Bangor Whig.

The Bangor Whig makes two distinct
charges: that the representative of the
PrESss was sent to misrepresent and that he
did misrepresent, As to the first;—the rep-

resentative of the PrEss was not sent to
misrepresent but to get the news. Inany
other city of Maine we should rely on the
report which the reporters of the locai
daily would make; but on the Ban-
gor Whig we felt that we could not
rely even for the simple and easily ob-
tained news of a ward caucus. The event
amply confirmed our expectation. In the
Bangor Whig of the morning after the
caucus there was not a whisper even of the
most interesting political event that has
occurred In Bangor for years; we mean the
defeat so ungraciously administered to the
venerable Hannibal Hamlin,ex-Governor, ex-
Senator and ex-Viece President of the United
States, by a hundred and sixty-four Burleigh
men who did not want him to go to Portlend
and speak for an old friend. When the local
paper not even mentions a fact like this, it is
time for its contemporaries o send special
correspendents of their own, As a source of
news the Bangor Whig is getting to be about
as useful as the back numbers of the Reports
on Agriculture,

To sustain its second eharge, that the cor-
respondent of the Prrss misrepresented the
occurrences in Bangor Tuesday night, the
Whig says that the Burleigh men,"agreed to
his [Mr. Hamlin’s] election by acclamation’
and “further declared that he could go to the
convention free to act just as his judgment
dictated.” If this had been so does any-
body suppose that Hannibal Hamlin would
at his age have refused the compliment of a
unanimous election by his townsmen with
the assuranece that he should be “free to act
just as his judgment dictated ;" and. instead
have gone into a fight for the place which
the Whig says he could have had “by acela-
mation?"” No one supposes such an absurd
thing. Mr. Hamlin's friends had ample
reason to expect what was to come; viz: The
instruction of the delegates in the ward to
vote for Burleigh. They saw that Mr.
Hamlin could go “free to act just as
his judgment dictated’, if he “would keep his
mouth shut"” or open it only against the can-
didate of his choice. This was the situation
in Bangor, and the correspondent of the
Press did not misrepresent it; and if the
Whig had known what was going on in its
own eity it could not make the charges which
it does. Already through the columns of the
Press the Whig has learned that Mr. Ham-
lin was defeated ; we now hope it will be
able to appreciate the motives of indepen-
dence which impelled the old Rowan to
court defeat rather than accept a humiliating
condition, -

Some Odd Mistranslations.
[Cornhill Magazine.]

The works of various English prose writers
have, In some places, been incorrecetly trans-
lated owing to the fact that in the original a
phrase or word has been used in a purely
techinical sense. An Eoglish historian, re-

synonym for cashiered. A French writer
quoted this paragraph, translated the word
“broken’ as “‘roue,” which.means broken on
the wheel; and he appended a note to the
statement. in which he commented stronly
upon the barbarity of in lieting—for a purely
military offence—a punishment whieh, in
Franee. was reserved for erimes only of the
deepest dye. Miss Cooper, a danghter of the
Americad novelist, states that when in Paris
she saw a French translation of her father's
tale “The Spy" in which there were several
mistakes; but one of them was such that it
was almost incredible that anyone could pos-
sibly have been guilty nf it.

The Press and the Prohibitory Law.
To the Editor of the Press:

In connection with your statement that,
while the Prohibitionists’ complaint of offie-
ial neglect and political trading in the mat-
ter of liguor selling is in part well founded,
“the real trouble is a lax public sentiment
which winks at these things,” will it be too
much to ask that you reprint the following
passage from your comments on the present
Mayor's last inaugural address :

““He aflirms that his treatment of the law has
been like his treatment of all other eriminal law,
an impartial enforeement to the best of his ability,
and this he decl res will be hus policy in the fu-
ture. There ean b uo doubt that a majority of our
citizens, witnu ut regard to their opinion. of its
wisdom, demaud a thorough and impa en-
foreement of the prohibitory law, and will hearti-
Iy sustain the Mayor in all proper efforts looking
to this ena.”

[One of the prominent members of the
Third Party sends the above with a request
for its publication, under the impression that
the statements of the Pnress which he
has quoted are inconsistent. He apparently
thinks a majority of the people cannot de-
mand the enforcement of the prohibitory
law and at the same time a lax public senti-
ment exist with regard to thatlaw. Suppose
in a community eomposed of one hundred
persons fifty-one should demand of the au-
thorities a vigorous enforcement of the law
against stealing, while forty-nine were indif-
ferent or opposed. 1t seems to us that it
would be perfectly correct to say - that there
was a lax publie sentiment in that communi-
ty on the subject of stealing, notwithstand-
ing a majority of the people demanded the
enforcement of the law against larceny.
Whenever a considerable portion of the com-
munity openly condemn a law, speak and
writes against and solicit others to break it,
as is the case with the prohibitory law In
Portland and other cities of Maine. it can
fairly be said that a lax public sentiment
prevails in regard to that law, no matter if
the majority do believe in it and want it en-

forced. |
