GROWTH OF CORN.

I1. II. McAFee says in the Western Rural:
While the *“accidents of the season’ modity
all our crops more or less, no other crop is so
sensitive to meteorolozical influences, or va-
ries so far either above or below the average,
-as this one. Requiring an elevated tempera-
ture, long continued, those delighttul cool
nights which sometimes come to make our
‘pest a real, refreshment,” are inimical to the
corn. The weather must be sultry hot, to

. - [ "
“g:?ke it do its bes;, and gtpw on the “jump,”

“soft’” From the day when the seed is bur-
ied, to the day when the ear hangs ripe, corn
is the best epitome of steady, active, rushing
business, to be found in the care of the hus-
bandman. Given only favorable conditions,
and a growth ensues which is a marvel of ac-
tivity, and a wonder in its immense economi-
cal results.

From one seed we may get from 1,200 to
2,400 or more, and that, too inside a hundred
days from planting, and beside all that from
an acre from three or four tons of valuable
rough feed, if we choose to utilize it. To
grow the great plant sometimes filleen to
eighteen feet high, with a rootage of scores of
yards in length, and to riPen up a thousand
fold or more seed, is surely a sturdy one bun-
dred days labor. But there must be no de-
lays, or hindranees in the way, or poor maize
will suffer. It ean not wait a day, much less
a week for needed culture, but must suffer if
lacking any of the many conditions favorable
to $rowth. “A day lost can never be in-
ed’’ is never more true than in the corn field,
for each of the days of the plant’s short life
has its work, and the excuses for neglect
which may be very satislying to our own
minds will never weigh an atom in favor of a
corn crop.

There must be a fearful amount of this
neglect of corn in these Untted States too,
for we learn thut the gemeral average is for
1868 a yield of 24.6 bushels per acre; for 1869
ayield of 23,5 bushels per acre; while the
State averages range from 8.9 bushels per
acre in South Carolina in 1870, to 48.4 bush-
els per acre in Kansas in 1869,

TRAINING HEIFERS TO MILK.

Cows usually become addicted to kicking
when heifers, Il'om being milked by abusive
milkers. I have never seen an old cow be-
come a kicker unless abused. Instead of
eows being averse to being milked when giv-
ing a large quantity, I have ever found it the
reverse, W hen pasturage is , and cows
come home at night with udders distended
with milk, they seem gratetul to have it re-
moved. i{i'lking a heifer for the first time
requires patience, for they will almost inva-
riably kick. In such acase, put abroad strap
around her body, just in front of the udder,
and buckle it up moderately tight, and as
soon as she gets %uiet, (for she may Kkick
around a little at first,) take your pail, sit
down and go to milking, for she is as hsip-
less as a kitten. Do not attempt to use a
rope instead of strap, for it will not answer.
This is a much better method than tying the
legs, etc., as it does not hurt the animal in
the least. A few applications of the stmf,
with plenty of patience and kindness, will
cure the most obstinate case,—Correspondent
Rural Home.

ASPARAGUS AS A MEDICINE.

A medical correspondent of an English

Jourual says that the advantages of asparagus

are not sufficiently estimated by those who
suffer with rheumatism and gout. Slight
cases of rheumatism are cured in a few days
by feeding on this delicious esculent, aud
more chronic cases are much relieved, espee-
ially if the patient avoids all acids, whether
in food or beverage. The Jerusalem arti-
choke has also a similar effect in relieving
rheumatism. The head may be eaten in the
usual way, but tea made from the [@uves of
the stalk, and drank three or four times a
day, is a certain remedy, though not equally

agreeable.
BUSHING PEAS.

Ap exchange says: “‘All the efforts to
bring out a bush or dwarf pea of as fine qual-
ity as the old-lashioned high climbers, have
thus far proved unavailing. There are, in-
deed, many very choice dwarf peas, but for

rolific bearing and fine flavor, they are all
inferior to the high sorts. The greatest
drawback upen the growing of the higher
varieties, is the trouble and expense of
bushing them. Our practlice for several years
has been to use twine instead of brush, and
to those who have to procure brush at great
eost, the following method recommended by
a correspondent of the London Field, will
prove advantageous, He says: ‘A foew
rougch stakes should be obtained and driven
into the ground on either side of the row,
about twelve feetapart. These stakes should
be of a corresponding height to that of the

ras, and when the required number for a
ine is inserted, some tar twine or other
strong cord may be tied to the end stake,
and passed along the line of stakes, making a
turn on each within a few inches of the
ground, and as growth progresses, raise the
next turr a little bh’gher, advancing in sue-
cession unti] the plants attain  their foll
height. These lines being run on at the
right time, the tendrils of the peas will clasp
firmiy round them and support the plants
quite equal to the well-known plan ot bush-
ing. Some imagine an advanfage to be ob-
tzined in this way of training, as the lines
get a better circulation of air, and pods can
be gathered atall times without injuring the
haulm.”  Two lines are quite sufficient.
When it becomes desirable to place the third,
our practice has always been to take off the
lower and place it above the second, and so
on through the entire period of growth.” **

MAP YOUR FARM.

The Farmer's Union suggests that every

farmer should bave a complete map of his

farm, with each field, pastu

together with all the ’f‘eqnces.rfn;ﬂda:ﬁil::::
es, plainly drawn, and either numbered or
named, so they can pe readily designated

Few farmers can appreciate the real yalue of
one until they have tried the experiment, for
with a map of the farm before you, you can
direct your workmen to any part of 1t with-
out the possibility of their making a mistake.

You can plan improvements and estimate
their cost, at your leisure, instead,of spending
half a day of your valuable 1ime in surveying
the land itsell. Any person, with a little in-
rennity and patience, can draw a map of his
arm. It should be about two feet square, or

larger if desired, and drawn u pon thick card-

board, to prevent iis being torn o defaced,

Let our farmers try the experiment, and they
will soon learn its value,

Professor Swing's Defense.

Professor Swing of Chicago spoke in his
own defense at the trial Friday week. He
explained that he had intended to keep quiet
thronghout but his connsel was sick and so
Le took a part of his work and time, He
opened in a facetious vein and elicited fre-
quent langhter at first, deseribing his partici-
pation in the debate as like the conduet of
Clearchus in a erisis on the march, “a descent
into the mud.” His first allusion was to his
position concerning John Stuart Mill. He

said his chief p int in alluding to him had
been 1—

“That the glory of such a mind and of such
a philosophy as Mill possessed came to him
through christianity.  For I said, th Mr.,
Mill was not a christian, yet christianity had
always been all around him, and had g)reed
into him every virtue he possessed— had given

ceutury ; just as Lady Hester Stanhope, fly-
ing to the south to encape England,
carried with her everywhere the English ens-
toms and English thought, so Stuart Mill,
though an atheist, carried in all his thoughts
and lite every germ of christianity, exeept his
personal belief,  Mill's character was all
wrought out in a christian atmosphere, al &
though his father vainly tried to shield the
child from the influence of the great religion
of Jesus Chris® ; tried in vain! Aud then I
said, what a liberal world need regard most
was, not that he was not a Presbyterian or a
Methodist, but that the poor unfortunate
man had o trace of any kind of religion in
his soul. We would have been thankful it he
had had any religion in his heare.”

He held that Mr, Patton to be consistent
ought to have declared that Agassiz's soul
too was lost, because he Patton, bad laid it
down as a law that no man could be saved
who had not “professed ehr stiunity.”

He persisted that he himself Gid not, and
no one could know Ged .or heaven as one
knows matters about him, and bhe quoted
Isaiah and Paul to show that the things of
heaven are inconceivable to man. He held
too, that “Adam, however innocent and how-
ever beautiful in his eharacter, as I believe he
was both innocent and beautiful,had no cities,
no arts, no eloquence, no poetry, no eross of
Jesus Christ, no benevolence, no charity_for
the multitude. Henee God vo more un-
folded His perfections in Adam than Mozart
or Beethoven coulkl make known their vast

realm of music to An infant or a
savage.” And so he defended his
allusions to Adam as tke inferior

of what man might be to-day As to the
charges of infidelity he said:—The learned
prosecutor, after unfolding to you the evolu-
tion theory ot Spencer and others, says, as
usual, Mr. Swing holds these. And yet [am,
I believe, the only Chicago minister who has
published a sermon in part against that theo-
ry! 1t is a pity that I shouid be the only
one arraigned for not doing it. While the
prosecutor was proving the divinity or deity
of Christ from the date Anno Domini—claim-
ing that no nation would reckon its years
from anything less than a God—while he was
thus showing the d.vine origin of Mobam-
med, and of the Olympiads of Greece, and of
Romulus and Remus, I wason the same Sun-
day trylng to overthrow the Spencerian evo-
lation. . . . . The prosecutor says 1 indorse
Froude, This is simple nousense. What I
plead for is that men of learning like Pro-
feseor Patton, having his high position, shall
claborate some theory of revelation that a
young man can take lo his heart, [“Good,’,

laughter and au:.t-l‘.v and not say, when
| soma one asks {What about the 100th
Psalm ??  *You go and mind your business,

*mmg man; that is jnspired,” [Laughter.)
hat is what I call the theory of admiration.
|Laughter.| A young man comes to him and
says *‘What about those bloody wars ? whers
the Israclites went out and destroyed the
Canaanites, men, women aud children,” and
he replies, “Young manp, the Bible is inspir-
ed; it s the- word of God.” Now is that not
horrible? That makes infidels,—covers the
world with infidels,—and yet there is an ex-

lanation of all the difficulties of the Old

‘estament, which it the duty of every cler-
gyman having the vows of Jesus Christ upon

im Lo unfold to the young men of this ;
and erush Froude to powder beneath his
logie, not their mal’ce.”

e took up the Patton creed and compar-
ed it with his owrr, summarizing the former
with: “When, therefore, a young man comes
to this form of theslogy and humbly asks
abouat the siaughter of the Canaanites, or the
109th Psglm, and says, ‘How shall I answer
Mr. Froude, and show him, and all the bold
infidels that my church is a sensible, reasona-
ble church?’ the answer is, ‘Go, young man,
and tell Froude that he was foreordained to
be damned. Go, and if you raise such an in-
quiry a;’;aln you will soon be in a similar con-
dition,” His own he gives as:—“T believs a
theology which not only believes that Gad is
a sovereign, but that He is a reasonable sov-
ereign, and that beneath all His commands
there will for the most part, be some beauti-
ful reason visible, ever unfolding itself. Faith,
therefore, is clothed with judicial worth, be-
cause it possesses such an intrinsic worth in
the mind and in the heart. Such power it
has to carry the mind forwaid, to cheer up
the heart in dark hours, and to transform us
into the likeness of Jesus Chiist, that God,
looking out and seeing this fuith we had, had
power to take the whole world into His arms
and remodel it; therefore” He said, ‘By faith
ye shall be saved.” He did not go forth as a
tyrant or as a despot, but as a reasonable,
loving tather of us all,”

Railroad Competition.

The ramor that the Canard steamers were
to be withdrawn from Boston, not only
alarmed the commercial people of that city,
but has brought to public attention many
guestions relating to the lines and the cities
through which the products of the West can
be shipped to Europe. A leading New York
paper, in the course of a discussion of the
subject, remarks that there are but two na-
tural outlets to Western producls in the
North, viz,, New York and Portland. The
former, it continues, is an outlet because it is
the distributing point of the whole country,
bas eompeting lines Lo the West and has
e.pital to expend in the business. Portland
15 a natural outlet, not for the same reasons
that New York is, except its cheap rates of
shipment, which, we have remarked before,
were, last season, ten per cent, lower than
any other route from Chicago to Liverpool,
It has not the capital, and ean never have so
greata part of this trade as New York, but its
natural facilities for the reception and loading
of large ships at all seasons of the year are
unrivalled, and can be developed to almost
any extent. a

Meantime Boston, with commendable
energy, is applying itself to the work of over-
coming natural obstacles in order to make
1tself a competitor for the ocean and Western
trade. Through its influence the Hoosac
taunel was beguu and is now bieng com-
pleted. The question comes, how can the
Jarge expenditure of money for this project
be made available; and that question seems
10 be a very troublesome one. Boston papers,
100, are inquiring into the causes which con-
spire to put Boston out of the elass of com-
petitors for this business; and while they
overlook the prominent fact that nature has
placed almost insuperable obstacles in that
city’s way, they have pointed out some causes
why Bouqn suffers in this race for commer-
cial importance.

Now to move this car of wheat from the point
whore it is_left by the Lowell Company to the
‘wharf at East Bostou costs $5, with an addi-
tional charge at the elevator of $6.12, making
the"total cust delivered on board ship, $11.12,
In the case of flour, the cost of moving a car is
$5, unloading, $2, and wharfage, $2; total, $0.

To remedy this obstacle to ocean shipment
the Journal advocates the suilding of floating
elevators.

We have already published an accourmt of
the meeting of Beston merchants to devise
some means to cheapen the railroad rates to
the West and terminal charges, which re-
sulted in resolutions asking the Boston & Al-
bany Railroad to reduce its rates so as to give
Boston a fair chance. Since that time a New
York telegram states on the authority of the
agent of the New York Central that it will
be impossible for the former road to reduce its
rates without breaking an agreement between
all the roads, which would resalt in a redue-
tion by the New York roads.

The Boston Traveller of Saturday eveniug
holds out tv its readers the promise that the
completion of the Portland & Ogdensburg
Railroad will affyrd Boston another line,
shorter than any existing one. We trust
that Boston eapitalists will be moved by this
promise to buy the bonds of the Portland &
Ogdensburg Railroad Company, and thus
hasten the day when it will attempt to com-
pete with New York and Portland over the
new line, on which the Jatter iias an equiva-
lent of seventy miles less of hauling than
Boston, even though the Eastern Railroad
will pattially escape the present heavy termi-
nal charges.

When Manager Hateh took the Fastern
Railroad in hand he was ambitious to build
up a through Western business to go over the
Eastern-Maine Central, and was so fortunate
as to secure no smali amount of transporta-
tion in competition with the Grand Trunk,
but, after a few years experience, the Eastern
found it a losing business, and as a result the
project has been abandoned—at least, we are

80 informed by gentlemen who are in a way

Just now the transportation question is one
of great interest, and to no people of more
than the citizens of Portland.

PABSAGE OF THE CIVIL RIGHTS BILL,

After a session of twenty hours, at seven
o'clock Saturday morning the Senate passed
the ciyil rights bill by almost a party vote,
Carpenter and Lewis being the only Republi-
cans voting who are recorded aganst it. Quite
a number of Senators did not vote, including
Messrs. Schurz and Morrill of this State. The
debate was tedious, but frequently lndicrous.
Mr. Sargent of Cal. and Edmunds of Vt. had
quite a tilt on the proposition of the former to
strike out common schools from the provisions
of the bill, urging that the common school sys-
tem required all the strength it could gain from
all sources to neet the opposition of theCatho-
lie church, which is determined to overthrow
popular education. Mr. Edmunds said thag
although he dissented from the beliefs of the
Catholic church, it could uever be said of it
that it had discriminated between man and
man on account of race or color. The vote
was as follows:

THE CIVIL RIGHTS BILL.

The Civil Rights bill,as it passed the Senate,

reads as follows:

That all citizensand other
the jurisdiction of the United
entitled to the full and equal anjogl.nem of the
accommodations, advantages, facilities and
privileges of inns, public conveyances on land
and water, theatres and other places of public
amusement, and also of common schools and
public institutions of learning or benevolence,
supported in whole or part by general taxation,
and of cemeteries xo supported, and alse the
institutions known as Agricultural Colle
endowed by the United States, subject only to
the conditions and limitations established by
law, and applicable alike to citizens of every
vace and color, regardless of any previous con-
dition of servitude.
Section 2. That any person who shall vio-
late the foregoing section, by denying to any
erson entitled to its benefits,except for reasons
y law, applicable to citizens of every race
and color, and ref:ardlesu of any previous con-
dition of servitude, the full enjoyments of any
of the aceommodations, advantages, facilities
or privileges in said section enumerated, or in-
citing such denial, shall, for every such of-
feuce, forfeit and pay the sum ef five hundred
dollars to the person aggrieved thereby, to be
recovered in an action on the case, with full
costs, and shall also, for every such offence, be
deemed guilty of a misdemeaner, and upon
conviction thereof shall be fined not more than
one thousand dollars, or shall be imprisoned
not more than one year, provided that the
party agrieved shall fiot recover more than one

District or Cireait Courts of the Uvited Blates,
wherever the defendant may be found, without
regard to the parcy and their attorneys. Mar-
shals and Deputy Marshals of the United
Stateg, and Commissioners appointed by the
Circuit or Territorial Couris of the nited
States with powers of arresting and imprison-
ing or bailing offenders against the law of the
United States, are hereby specially authorized
and required to institute proceedings against
every person who shall violate the provisions of
this act, and canse him to be arrested and im-
prisoned, or bailed, as the case may be, for
trial before such Court of the United States or
Territorial Court as by law has cognizance of
the offence, except in respectof the right of
action acerning to the n dggrieved, and
such District Attorneys shall cause such pro-
ceadings to be prosecuted to their termination,
as in other cnses, provided that mothing con-
tained in this section shall be construed to deny
or defeat any rght or eivil action accruing to
any person, whether by reason of this act or
otherwise.
Section 4,

That no citizen, possessing 'all
other qualifications

which are or may be pre-
scribed by law, shall he disqualified for service
aa graud or petit juror inany Court of the
United States or of any State, on account of
race, color, or previous coudition of servitude,
and any officer or other persun charged with
auy duty in the selection or summoning of ju-
rors, who shall exclude, or fail to summons
any citizen, for the canse aforesaid, shall, om
gonviction thereof, be deemed guilty of a mis-
demeanor, and fined not more than one thou-
sand dollars. o

Seetion 5. That all cases arising under the

rovisions of this act in the Courts of the
%niwﬂ States shall ba reviewabld by the Su-
preme Court of the United States withont re-
gard to the sum in controversy, under the same

rovisious and rezulations as are now provided
ﬁv law for the rewiew of other causes in said
court.

THE DISTRICT IXVESTIGATION.

Colonel YWright Rives, who has presented so
much testimony before the committee on tho
District affairs in regard to the eoxcessive
charges and overmeasurement, has made a
statement in the interest of his friend and for-
mer classmate, Goneral Babcock. Colonel
Rives stated that he himself had formerly oc-
cupied, under President Johnson, a similar po-
gition to that which General Babcock now
holds, that of secretary to the President, and
if the government had at that time directed
him to make such measurements as were en-
trusted by the appropriation bill to General
Babceock, he himself would have been totaliy
unable to perform his duties as secretary and at
the same time attend to such measurements,
and on this account he would have been oblig-
ed to rely upon the work performed by others,
as General Babecock has done in the present
case, A tremendous offort has besn made
on the side of the District government to de-
stroy the testimony of Mr. Cluss, the engineer
member of the board, but for the principal ma-
terial points of his previous testimouy the ef-
fert was regarded by the members of the com-
mittee as a failure. -

SECRETARY RICHARDSON WILL NOT RESIGN.

It is understood that the Committee of Ways
and Means will not report to the House the
resolution of censure upon the Secretary of the
Treasury, which has been offered and discuss-
ed in the committee. The resolution itself
could have no effect except to annoy the Sec-
retary. It is very well understood that the
President has entire confidence in Judge Rich-
ardson, and no action that might be taken
either by the Ways and *Means Committes or

action in thefSanborn business would in any
way shake the President's faith in the Secce-
tary. General Grant has watched with close
attention the investigation of the Sanboru bus-
iness, and he does not see wherein Secretary
Richardson is to blame for simply executing
an act of Congress. Thisis the opinion of a
large number of members of the Eouu. and
the Ways and Moans Committee have probably
discovered that there would be difficulty in se-
curing the Haslage of the resolution ¢f censure,
even should it be reported. Whatever may be
said about SBanborn contracts, it is clear to all
who have examined the matter that the abuse
lies back of the action of the Secreiary, and
belougs properly to Congress, which passed the
law under which the contracts were made.
Judge Richardson has no desire to remain in
the Treasury Department, and the President is
at hiberty, at any time, to accept his resigna-
tion; but neither he nor his friends propose
that he shall retire in the face of the crusade
that has been raised against him on account of
this Sanborn business,

The Bowdoin Meeting.

WHAT THE STUDENTS SAY.

Last Friday the Bophomore and Freshman
classes in Bowdoin College with the exception
of two members, refused to submit to the
military drill. 8aturday morning the Junior
ciass took similar aotieon. BSubsequently the
three classes held a joint meeting, at which
they pledged themselves to stand by their ac-
| tion. Tha followisg MWUET from Branpswick
gives a full history of the matter from the
stand-point of the classes:

Bruxswick, May 23d, 1874.
To the Editor of the Press:

Two years since Bowdoin College took s
‘“‘new departure’’ by instituting s military de-
partment. This measure created considerable
speculation at the time, and some doubts were
expressed of its suceess., On the whole, how-
ever, it was looked upon favorably by the stu-
dents and alumni. )

An officer was accordingly detailed from the
United States service, and operations began.
For a time the drill enjoyed popularity, but the
more it encroached upon the students’ time,
the more unpopular it became. At last the
classes were requested to provide themselves
with uniforms,  For some reason the prices
of these were wonderfully exorbitant, and
more dissatisfaction ensued. Several studsnts
were suddenly seized with a heart difficulty,
and obtained a ph{;ician's certificate fof ina

ility to exercise. But all conld net be blessed
with palpitating breasts, and se the drill con-
tinued to be anathematized.

At length the students drew n{p a petition for
the abolition of the drill, sizned by nearly
every member of the College. November last
it was laid before the Boards for their action,
They diseussed it at some length, ealled in one
of the students’ to explain certain points, and
suggested that the reasons for the abolition of
the drill should be drawn up in writing and

resented to them at their next meeting,

beir request was complied with, and a writ-
ten statement was submitted to them in Jan-
uary, Bat for some reason they did not see fit
to discuss it, and the petition was, not reject-
ed, but ignored.

Some changes were made, however, in the
military regulations. Instead of 'imposing
company drill upon all, it was confined to the
Freshman and Sophomore classes. The Jun-
iors were to handle themum and the pres-
ent Senior class was ex . The non-action
of the Boards caused somejdiscontent at the
time, but as the drill was then quiescant, no
hostile demonstrations were made. But with
the me came the drill, and a few days’
service sufficed to revive the old disaffection.
The artillery service at noon occasioned es-
pecial odium, Masters, however, did not as-
sume a serious form until Wednesday last. On
that day the Juniors ondisbanding indulged in
a series of groans. The next day the class
was suspended while the Faoulty investigated
their case. Six of their number acknowledged
baving groaned, oue of whom was dismissed
and the other five sus‘g:ndad for the rest of
the term. The remainder of the class was re-
instated on the day following, with the expec-
tation that no more hostile demonstrations
would be made

But the class was aggrieved at the loss of
some of its best men and decided to “cat” the
drill on Friday. Rainy weather at noon, how-
ever, prevented any notice being taken of
this asno drill was called.. At noon the
Sophomore class held a meeting at which all
but two members pledged their word and
honor mnever to drill again- in Coll The
Freshmen agreed to “cat” drill for ?E:-t ni

The weather cleared awa{ before b o'clock
(the hour at which the two lower fclasses drill)
and at the sound of the bugle the whols bod
of students gathered before the chapel. But at
the call to *‘fall in" ouly the two men above
alluded to came forward.

AtT o'clock the Freshmen held another
mectiug at which they also agreed never to
drill again and adopted the p'edge of the Soph-
omores, word for word. The Facalty, discov-
ering the state of affairs, were in session till
midnight. The next morning, Saturday, each
of the lower classes was summoned Lafore a
soparate Professor in order to discuss the situa-
tion, but nothing was accomplished in the way
of reconciliation. At 9 o’clock the three oclass-
es held & union meeting at which the pledg-
ed themselves to stand by each other in every
emergency. If one man was expelled all would
o‘l)lmlder themselves under the same disci-
pline. )

They are now in open revolt, and much ex-
citement prevails throughout the College, the
drill absorbing every other topic. The stu-
dents stand firm to their position. They have
shown as yet no sjrmgt.oms of yielding, aad are
fully determined to abide the threatened expul-
slon.

Referee Decinions,

The following referee decisiona have been rendered,
but are not yet aceepted :

In the action wherein J, W, Thornton et. als. exrs.
are plaintiffs vs. George H. Pitman in a plea of
oquity, the action and all other maiters in dispute
between the parties were referred to Judge Dan-
forth, His decision is that the plaietifis are mot
entitled to red the defendant’s mortgage as
eet forth in their bill of complaint and that judgment
be entered for the defendant and for his costs of
court to be taxed by the court,

In the action wherein George H. Pitman is plain-
tiff in equity vs. Johm W. Thornton and others, exec-
utors, defendants in a plea of equity, the action and
all other matters in dispute between the parties were
referred to Judge Danforth, His decision is
that the plaintiff is entitled to redeem the defend-
ant’s mortgage as set forth in his bill; “*but being st~
fsfied from the testimony that the defendant’s testa-
tor made the repairs and improvemexsts on the prem-
ises eovered by the mortgage in good faith and in the
bonest belief that he was the absolute owuner there-
of, and that such expenditures were in some degree
authorized by the acts, or omissions of the opposing
party, I am also of the opinion that in addition to
the amounnt due on the mortgage the defendants are
entitled to recover the increased value of the premis-
es"n consequence of such ropairs and improvements.
My award is therefore that upon the payment by the
plaintift to the defendunts of the sum of §10,556.25,
less the eosts of reference taxed at $218, and costs of
courk to be taxed by the court, with interest om the
balance from May 15, 1874, until payment or tender
of payment be made, the defendants shall release to
the plaintiff said mortgage with all their right and
title and intercst as well as that of their testator un-
der the same, ineluding all the repairs and improve-
menis upon the premises thergin described made by
them or either of them, and that the proper decree
be eutered accordingly.”

“I have not decided the nature of the celendants’
title to the premises, whether in feo, or for life, aa
such decision eould not bind those who may hereafter
claim the remsinder, they not being parties or legally
reprosented before me, and as between the parties
before me I hold the righta of the defendants to be
those of & mertgagee in fee.

In the action of James B. Thornton plaintift v,
Otis Kaler ina plea of the case the action with all
demands was referred to Judge Danforth. His de-
cislon is that the plaintift shall not recover in this ac-
tion as the amount claimed is settled in the award in
the bill in equity George H. Pittmaun vs. this plain-
tift, referred to me. But as at the date of the writ
the plaintiff as mortgages was entitled to the remt
my award is that he recover of the defendant tbe
costs of court, to be taxed by the court.

Inthe action wherein Otis Kaler is plaintiff va.
James B, Thornton in & plea of the case the action
was referred to Judge Danforth. Hisdecision js that
the plaintiff recover of the defendant the sum of

$742.53 debt, and costs of court, to be taxed by the
court,

One wituess however testified that he
had seen a man drink twenty glasses in the course of
one afternoon, and they had no mor. effect on Lim
than so much water. What that man’s intestines

- were made of did not appear for the same witness
hail testified five minutes before that he drank two
more glasses and it had a cathartic efteet upon him.
Several witnesses testified to drinking more or less
of them and they were not intoxleating,

A bottle eontaining about u plut of the bitters was
put into the case and the jury took it to their room;
thoy evidently did not think it much of a beverage
or else the medicinal eftects testitled to restrained
them, for when they brought it back there was only
about hali of it gone, Verdiet net guilty.

While, of course, we can
never be ealled npon to make any such sacri-

Then
should we be constantly moving forward and
onward—overpowering every antagonism; win-
ning true honor and glory; and as the days
and years rolled by,we should not only be faith-
fully fulfitling the datiesof earth,but should be-
come more perfectly prepared for that brighter
and broader field above, where there can be no
retreats—uo defeats—but where victory upon
victory will be gained, as we rise above the
conditions of weakness and ignorance, to the
spheres of spiritnal strength, immortal vigor,
and blissful heavenly activity.

FLUENT HALL.

By invitation of the Portland Spiritual Fra-
ternity, Mrs. Nellie L. Palmer lectured at
Fluent Hall yesterday afterncon on Spiritual-
ism. The hall was well filled by members of
the Fraternity and by others, After a fersent
prayer Mrs, Palmer entered upou the discussion
of her theme, prefacing her discourse upen
Spiritualism by a few remarks upon free re-
ligion. Free religion she defined to be that
religion, whatever its form, which each indi-
viduai soul finds best adapted to its needs and
suited to its convictions, Free religion is wnot
an inherited belief, but a belief born of re-
search and conviction, a belief which elevates
and purifies the soul holding it. If any man
finds, for example, that Calvinism accords with
his matured coovictons, that it makes him

urer and better, let him hold to Calvinism.

ut whatever creed we hold, we must take care
not to close the windows of soul, so the
stronger and better light of a greater know-
ledge may not eater in.

Of all forms of religion the speaker held
Spiritualism to be the best snited to the needs
of the soul. Spiritualism she defined to be the
religion of the soul, the religion of charity, the
1eligion of humanity. It builds no heaven or
hell for its brother. It believes that each man
makes his own heaven or hell by Lis deeds, and
that each soul has within it a saving grace.
The immutable laws of God have so establish-
ed it. Each man saves or condemns himself, If
his deeds be evil pnoishment follows,—puoish-
ment which Jesus cannot avert; which God
will not avert. The distinguishing feature of
Spiritualism is its eharity, its love for all man-
kind. Spiritualists believe that each man
ghould follow his convictions of right, should
endeavor to make hiwmself purer and better,
should do right, not for the sake of God or of
Jesus, but for the sake of righc itself, if
righteousness, Spiritualists do not condemn
Christianity, They look upon it as a kind and
gracious mother, who has nourighed the divine
nature for ages; bot they believe thot they
have ontgrown so called Christianity; that
they have reache a loftier grade. .

The lecture was singularly moderate in tone,
and contained little, if anything, to which a
Theist could ohject.

CHESTNUT STREET CHURCH.

In the morming Rev. Dr. Pierce, editor of
Zion’s Herald, Boston, preached an impressive
sermon on justification, taking his text from
Romans v:1. Oune of the most interesting
questions a man can ask is, “How shall I es.
c.pe the penalty of the broken law.” Anether
no less important question is, “How shall we
save the law?’ The law is, thon shalt love the
Lord thy God and thy neighbor as thyself.

It
is becanse antagonism between desire and duty
is done away. How then shall the law be pre-
served and the sinner saved? Justification has
not a legal significance in the New Testament.
It does not change the nature of sin. Sinis
pever so heinous as when the sinner feels him-
self forgiven. The siuner does not forgive him-
self, aud the nearer he gets to God the more he
sorrows over his transgression.  Justification is
in beaven, not in the huwan heart. God sends
down his Spirit and regeneration is the result.
The subject’s relations are changed. Every
provision is made for this hour. Only belief
18 necessary, God does not need pruyer, though
the sioner may. The 3000 at Pentecost did not
hold :;Jnuliminary prayer meeting. When the
Spirit descended, the cry went up, ‘“Men and
brethren, what must we do?” There is just
one condition for the sioner to place himself in
—that of prayer, penitence, aud trust. Justi-
fication is one act, “ge, and sin no more.,” If
it depended upon anything we can do or suffer,
eternity would not suffice. By His stripes we
are healed.”” It is well to divest the new birth
of ali its mystery. The only mysterious work
ia the silent incoming of God inte the human
heart, like the breath of heaven. This is the
divine process by which the law is saved—the
problem was solved by the ecrucifixion of the
Bon of God. Thuos was the law fulfilled; then
righteonsness and peace kissed each other, and
both the law and the sinner were saved.

Anether Frog on Commercial Streot.

Yesterday the Boston & Maine put their frog
in on Commercial stieet. They have had
their track up to the street for some time, and
every oue bhas beem thinking that the frog
would not be put in. But yesterday morniag
at half past five a squad of workmen gathered
on Commercial street near the foot of High
street.  Roadmaster Smith of tLe Boston &
Maine was on the spot, and in a few moments
it was well known that business was meant,
A locomotive soon arrived from the Grand
Trunk accompanied by twenty workmen, By
this time thers were fifty men at work tearing
up the track and preparing to put the frog and
switch in place.

Superintendent Furber of the Boston &
Maine, arrived about ten o'clock and gave
some directions in regard to the work. Word
soon spread about town that the men were at
work. As the news went the crowd also went
for the scens of action, expeciing to see a row.
But they were sadly disappointed as no one
opposed the work. It went on so rapidly that
by uoon the track was all straight and a train
ppssed overit, The whole was done in a re-
markably quiet manner, Not a single railroad
man except those bhaving charge knew any-
thing of it nutil it was nearly completed.

The locomotive was kept on the track all
night. During the evening there were a num-
berof men lying around on the lamber near
the engine, but of course none of them knew
whether there wers any men watching the
frog or not.

The track that has been laid from Commer-
cial street to the Walker House as weil as the
frog is parrow gauge. Thus the Geand Trank
canpot run up to the Walker House. But to
remedy this the cars of the Boston & Maine
are to run down to the Grand Trunk for pas-
sengers, and then stop at the Walker House,
as at a way station, This arrangement will
not go into effect for some weeks.

The Elevator Project.

A meeting of merchants was held at the
Board of Trade rooms, Saturday afternoon, in
reference to the erection of an elevator to take
the place of the one on Galt's wharf, consumed
by fire last Summer.

The meeting was called to order by Hon, A.
K. Shurtleff, who nominated T. C. Hersey, esq.,
fur chairman, and L, C. Wade, esq., for secre-
tary.

On assuming the chair Mr. Hersey spoke of
the object of the meeting, and dwelt upon the
increasing need of an elevator.

Mr. J. B, Brown said that if the business
men of the city wanted an elevator they must
do something themselves. and not rely upon the
railroads. There is ample business here for an
elevator, and it is needed. A good harbor
without proper facilities will not attract busi-
ness.

Mr. Perteous theught the cost of an elevator
of 160,000 bushels capacity wounld be abou:
$170,000. The Grand Trunk would probably
add the cost of elevating to the freight.

Mr, Shurtleff said the general opinion among
grain dealers is that an elevator is necessary,
and they will doubtless subseribe for the erec-
tion of one.

John Rand, esq., said tbat the importance of
the elevator in regard to the transportation of
graio in bulk is obvious, The Grand Trunk ex-
pect to have their gange changed by October,
Then they will do over thirly per cent. more
business than heretofore. The facilities of that
roud for putting business into Portland will be
naturally inereased. The road is friendly to
Portland. They can do their business here
better than anywhere else. They can bring
freight then as cheap as any road anywhere.
What is needed in Portland is an awakening to
the necessity of improvements for business.
One of these is an elevator, the other such
additional wharf facilities as the rebuilding of
Galt’s wharf. The Gait wharf propaerty is for
sale for $125,000. A corporation should be
formed with a capital of £125000. I am an-
thorized to subscribe $40,000 stock in the corpo-
ration that will not come out of Portiand. The
terms of payment can be easily arranged. The
$60,000 needed can be raised on morigage, and
the merchants can easily see that it is raised

Mr. Brown had no doubt that the elevator
and wharf could be built if the Grand Trumk
would pay a fair lease.

Mr. Rand said he bad no doubt the Grand
Trank would.

The meeting then adjourned.

Cherry Rilsssoms,

MRg. Eprror.—Is this season unusually late?
Everybody says it is, some claiming a wmonth,
some a fortnight. We very seldom see a sea-
son which is not considered unusually late,
each one, say, a fortnight behind its predeces-
sor, so that®f you keep tally you will, by a reg-
ular recession, get completely round in twenty-
five years, having lost a twelve-month in the
operation,

My friend, Mr. Itrigator, who has watched
the seasons closely for thirty years on account
of his early planting, and who kuows to a day
~just when he has been able to get in particalar
crops each vear, says the seasons are sensibly
growing later than in former years, and he
thinks it is owing to cutting off the forests.

Now, [ bave noted the appearance of the
cherry blossoms for four years past. This year
they appeared May 20th; in 1873, May 25th; in
1872, May 16th; in 1871, May 21st; not a wide
range,

Parson Smith rotes that one hundred years
ago they appeared, 1773, May 12th; 1772, May

does not give 1774, butin 1773 he says: “‘The
spring is thought to be a month forwarder
than usoal.”

Ip 1768 they had “‘a backward spring,”” and
the cherry blossoms appeared May 21st: in
1767, May 22; 1766, May 16; 1765, May 14; 1764,
May 25.

In 1760 they came May 1st, which is the ear-
liest on record, save that in 1723 the blossoms
had dropped on April 30th.

In 1785 they did not appear until May 30th,
which appears to be the latest.

In 150 years, therefore, the extreme varia-
tion has been, apparently, 30 days; and it has
kept pretty close to its average of the middle of
the month.

MATTERS IN MAINE,
MURDEROUS ASSAULT.

A Passenger Attempts to Murdern Ship’s
Crew—The Mate Fatally Injared.

RocrrA¥D, May 54. —A murderous affray cc-
cured on board schooner Aunie B., of St.

Camp, coming out of the companion way, was
#truck a terrible blow on the back of the head
with an iron bar, which fractsred his skull.
The villian then fired a pistol shot into his
head. The only other man of the crew was
shot at without injury and fled up the rigging,
where he remained during the affray. The
captain exhausting his revolver, was pursued
to the cabin by the assailant, where a struggle
took place between them which was renewed on
deck, the captatn being reinforced by the cook,
aspunky boy. Failing in their efforts to get
the man overboard, they retreated to the cabin.
The assailant then cut the halyards and sheets
letting the sails down by the run, and getting
into the boat cut it loose and left the.vessel.

Y Not Comforting to Beoston.

Relative to the redvction of rates of freight
on the Boston and Albany Railroad to Boston,
Mr. John Rutter, the agent of ythe New York
Central Railroad, states that it would be abso-
lutely impossible for the road to make any re-
duction if it should be attempted; it wonld dis-
arrange the whole fabric of rales now estab-
Iished’f The compact between this and the
other roads provides that the price for carrying
freight shall be five cents per 100 pounds high-
er from Western points to Boston than to New
York, If this compact be broken the other
roads will take advantage of it and pat dowu
the rates to New York, making it necessary
for the Boston and Albany road todo the
same.

Mr Rutter said it was not on account of the
railroads that the steamers were to withdraw
from Boston, but that it was ertirely the fauolt
of business men, who were not so energetic as
the New York men were. He says the Boston
mercLant tries to make a bargain with the
sleamer company to transport a eargo, and, if
suceessful, sends for the ecargo he wishes to
ship. He takes no risks in New York. The
men of business have a constant influx of
grain and merchandise, and a vessel can be
loaded on a very short notice, Mr. Rutter
shows that business in Boston is done on a
“‘peck measure system.” The officers of jthe
Erie Railryad say that they have no interest in
reducing rates to Boston, as that wonld draw
much New York freight to the former place.

Forty-Third Congress—First Session,

HOUSE.
WasHINGTON. May 23,

Immediately after the reading of the jour-
nal, the House took up the Senate ameundment
to the Legislative Appropriation bill.

Mr. Garfield of Obio stated that there were
one hundred and forty-seven Senate amend-
meuts, in forty of which the Committee on
Appropriations recommended concurrence, in
ninety-nine mnen-concurrence, and in eight
coneurrence with amendments.

_The Senate amendments striking out of the
bill the provision rumaliug the law by which
the Congressional priuter is made an officer of
the Senate, was rejected unanimously.

The amendment, ereating an office of third
Assistant Secretary of State, at £3,500, and the
amecdment for the collection of &5 fee for
pas<porta issued from the State Departmen
were discussed some time, aud it was statec
that the passport tax would produce £45.000 a
year and would more than cover the cost of
the increase of the zlerical force proposed iu a
zmuéa of amendments relating to that depart-
ment.
~ Without disposing of them the bill went over
in order to receive and consider the reports
from the Committee on Military.

The bill to continue in force until the 23d of
Juue. 1874, the act of the 23d of June, 1870, to
authorize the settlement of accounts of army
and navy officers, was passed.

A bill denating eondemued cannon and ean-
non balls to various Posts of the Grand Army
of the Republic for movuwental purposes

A bill to ameud the act to provide for the
Sa_‘-maut of horses und other property lost or

estroyed in military service was passed.

The bill authorizing the Seeretary of War to
place retired army officers, on their owu appli
eation, on duty at mihtary counrts, evacuited
10sts and garrisons, mmg:rng service, eie., as
it may be for the public interest that they
should perform, and providing that their status
shall be that of active army officers for the
time being, was passed.

. The bill allowing brevet commissions for dis-
tinguished services in Indian warfare was

The bill to fix the salaries of clerks in the
U. 8. armory at Springfield, Mass., at $1,650
instead of the preseut pay, quarters, ratious,
etc., was passed.

A Dbill was reported investing general courts-
martial with jurisdiction in the State or Terri-
tory in which the crime was committed, of the
crimes of murder, rape, etc., was after debate
referred to the Judiciary.

A bill was reported for the sale of Renah
Valley military reservation in Utah, In the
discussion of this measure, an intimatiou made
by Mr, Dunnell that a large number of similar
bills reperted to-day from the Military Com-
mittee looked very much like a job in the -
terest of land speculators, excited the indigna-
tion of the Chairman,(Gen Coburn) who
declared that no honest man or men with honest
instinets would dare make such an insinuation.
Enr;thmg doue by the Committee on Military
Affairs was one thousand leagues in advance
of anything done by the Committee on Public
Lauds, of which Mr. Dunnell is a member.

Mr. Dunnell said his objection to the pro
pozed mode of disposing of these reservations
was that the lands would be practically taken
away from the men who wished to get them
for farms. When a military reservation ceased
to be peceded for military pur it shouwid
revert to the public domain and be subject to
homestead and pre-emption laws. The bill

. passed.

Mr. Gunckel reported a bill allowing a
bounty of 8 3-8 per month for service to sol-
diers during the late war aud also providing for
grants of land to them.

Mr. Townsend of Pa, made a point of @Mer
that the bill must first be considered in Cowm-
mittee of the Whole.

The Speaker sustained Mr. Towasend's point
of order and the bill was referred tp the Com-
mittoe of the Whele.

Mr. Guuckel gave notice that he wounld on
Monday move to pass it under a suspension of
the rules.

 Mr. Coburn of Ind., reported a Dbill to pro-
vide for the gradual reduction of the army, re-
ducing cavalry regiments tod, artillery to 4 and
infaniry to 20. Referred to the Committee of
the Whole.

The Speaker intimated he would recognize
Mr, Coburn on Monday next to move to sus-
pend rales and consider the bill in the House.
Adjourned.
